He found a 
policeman who returned to the scene 
of the tragedy with him, but by that 
time the man with the dark coat was 
nowhere to be seen. He stayed with 
the body till three minutes to five 
when the boy was still .breathing, but 
heavily. Besides the-- presence of 
blood on the body and clothing of the 
boy. the knees of his pants were torn 
out. indicating that he had struggled. 
Constable Morrison returned 
4.50 after phoning for assistance.

Witness repeated that the man he 
saw wore dark clothing, which looked 
like a blue suit. He looked very nerv­
ous and had the appearance of a man 
who had same out of an epileptic fit. 
He was about five feet seven in height. 
He had a swarthy lôok and gave the 
impression that he was addicted to 
dope. He had a large bunch of hair, 
tho witness could not say what par­
ticular kind of hat the man wore. He 
wore a soft shirt and a soft collar. 
Witness said he thought he had seen 
the man somewhere before and while 
he would not be positive he thought 
he could easily recognize hjm again.

Position of Body.
Witness said that the boy’s body 

about 14 or 15 feet from the railings.

Premier Drury in his speech at 

Sandbanks complains of the Ottawa 
government putting off the referen­
dum under the Scott act until April. 
He forgets that the Ontario, temper­
ance act was passed three years be­
fore the recent amendment to. the 
Scott act, under which a provincial 
plebiscite can be taken, and that the 
amendment had not been made even 
at the time of the 1919 referendum 
vote. The Hearst government, with 
all its shytcomings, managed to ad­
minister the Ontario temperance act 
in a more or less satisfactory man­
ner from September, 1918, to April, 
1918, altho during all of that time 
householders in Ontario were per­
mitted to import intoxicating liquor 
for home consumption. It was after 
the Ottawa government , made On­
tario bone dry that Sir William 
Hearst and his preposterous board 
of license commissioners got into so 
much trouble.

Mr- Drury says in effect that the 
Ontario temperance act cannot be 
enforced and might as well be aban­
doned, if the temperance people fall 
to carry the referendum next April. 
Yet It was enforced for nearly two 
years, when importation was permit­
ted. The premier doubts if Ontario 
can limit the quantity of liquor any 
citizen may import, but he will not 

•deny that Ontario may limit the 
quantity that any man at any place 
oan have lawfully in his possession, 
nor win he deny that all property in 
liquor can be destroyed in this pro­
vince by an act of the Ontario legis­
lature.

The Ontario temperance act was 
copied slavishly from the Hugh John 
Macdonald act, which, the Imperial 
privy council declared to be intra 
viresj of the Manitoba legislature. 
Only In this way can we account for 
the act being so loosely drawn that 
a man can import and store in his 
cellar more than he could possibly 
need for his own personal and do­
mestic use. The act could and 
should be tightened up so as to be 
easy of enforcement For two years 
after Its passage the O. T. A. was
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enough. Let him rather get ready for

In both the hur­
dles and the 100-metre dash, four of the 
six finalists were United States ath­
letes, of whom three ran first In the 
hurdles and two first in the 100 metres.

stock market :
ffîè may be too optimistic, and may 

guess wrong again; we will, however, 
liseard the prediction that liquidation 
(except, perhaps, for a few remnant 
stocks) has at last (been completed, and 
that average prices will advance ma­
terially in the next few weeks, or 
months. While we look for the rails, 
equipments, alcohols, tobaccos and food 
stocks to advance most, we think the 
advance will be general. Some of our 
reasons for opti mism are as follows :

Contrary to the pffevalent opinion, as 
expressed by financial writers, less 
money Is required to move big crops 
than small ones. Thus, qecause of the 
improved outlook for crops, the level of 
prices fer the principal crops decreased 
11.8 per cent, during July. In the last 
ten years the price level has increased 
an average of 2.6 per cent, during July. 
Genera'ly, a crop of five per cent, above 
normal will cause an average decline of 
about ten per cent, in prices. There­
fore, this abnormal crop can be carried 
with five " per cent, less money than 
would have bee 1 required for a normal

Chicago, Aug. 16.—There was a lack 
of buying demand in all grains today, 
and prices were weak with a heavy close.
