REASSURING

. That the Financial Situation
is Improving Rapidly.

NEW YORK, Dec. 28—The banking po-

tional banks throughout the country and
in the reports of state banks and trust
companies of this state is shown to be
strong; and the conclusions are reassuring.

This attitude of hope-
fulness will in itself help to bridge over
the period of discomfort incident to reduc-
ed profits, income and wages. The assur
ance that within a year, or not much
more, we shall again be traveling the
highway of prosperity, will make easier
the year, or not much more, of depression
The banking reports indicate roughly
the disappearance of something approach-
ing 200 millions -of gold and currency. This
is not lost, but' only carried around or
lodged in supposed security and wastefully
idle. With :tlne- amount “withdrawn -from
the current, it is no wonder that the flow
of business ‘operations is retarded and the
currency premium remains. The ' ciire is
in the very recession that js-taking place,
and there is every indication that money
will be too abundant before long. This,
when it takes place, ehould open up the
tield of conservative investment in bonds
and high class dividend-assured stocks, in
lareg volume. : .

In some corporations the dividend ques-
tion is met when earned, as in Missouri
Pacific, by payment in stock, on the con!

Wearied Public, Causes Given
by Mr. Seiwyn, of New York.

(Montreal Gazette.)

If people were in the habit of going to
the theatre four times during a week,
they now cut it down to once a week, said
Mr. Selwin, the New York play broker,
in discussing the present theatrical season
in America, as that sickly apparition ap-
pears to him. When asked last evening
at His Majesty’s Theafre how he account-
ed for this falling off, he said that to his
way of thinking three causes were produc-
ing that effect. i

Tn the first place, financial depression
was now being strongly felt. Those who
had been thus crippled found that dram-
atic art was a luxury.

In the second place, in his opinion,
néever were there so few successes in Am-
erican dramatic history. Even old and
tried playwrights, like Henry Arthur
Jones, Pinero and the rest were falling
down and not producing material of the
standard expected from them by the pub-
lic. The young dramatists, too, were silent
or writing nothing that would warrant
production.

In the third place, the public was wear-
ied and bored by the conventional twad-
dle now parading along Broadway. They
wanted something mew, something virile.
Even such people as Maude Adams, Ethel
Barrymore and people of their ilk were
not playing to the business they were ac-
customed to. Mr. Selwin says there are
only four big shows now running in New
York, “The Merry Widow,” “The Witch-
ing Hour,” “The Thief” and “The Talk of
New York.”

As a consequence of al Ithis there are
today more actors and actresses out of
m::ﬁloyment than there ever were before.
Fully 12,000 players are today making a
daily round of the agencies on Broadway
with futile attempts to find engagements.
Players of repute, who a few seasons ago
were cheap at $150 or $200 a week can
now be secured for §50 per without the
elightest trouble. As a result of this army
of Thetpians and of the famine of new
plays, permanent stock companies are
shringing up al lthrough the country, pro-
ducing the standard dramas. Theatre goers
want something different on their theat-
rical bill of fare from what has been toler-
ated in the past, thinks Mr. Selwin. As to
what he thought the public wants, he said
that strong, virile, matter-of-fact, contem-

which “The Witching Hour” in New
York and “Paid in Full” -playing here this,
week are examples. People in New York,
he says, seem hungry for plays in which
they can find their own little trials and
tragedies depicted in settings made famil-
iar by daily life.

Western Union Will Send it Out

On New Year’s Eve.

Through the ocourtesy of the Western
Union Telegraph Company the usual New
Year's eve time signal will be sent from
the St. John ¢beervatory of the meteoro-
logical service. It is proposed to send this
special -telegraphic. time signal beginning
at 5.58 g m. Atlantic standard time, De-
cember 31, and ending at 6 p. m., in ac
cordance with the plan followed daily #t
10 a. m.

This special signal will be as widely dis-
tributed as  possible throughout New
Brunswick, Nova . Scotia, Prince Edward
Island and Newfoundland. In the past
this telegraphic transmission of time om
New Year’s eve has been taken advantage
of by watchmakers, caretakers of public
clocks and others interested in having the
exact time so that the general public
might know the precise instant of the
birth of the New Year.

These telegraphic time signals are not
sent by hand but start from the standard
transmitting clock in the St. John obser-
vatory. This clock being fitted with deli-
cate contact points is connected by wire
with the telegraph office, and at the proper
moment automatically opens
graphic circuit, eends the signal of dots
and pauses covering the period of two
minutes and then closes the circuit. Re-
peating sounders at different points carry
the signal along without the intervention
of human relays and at the Marconi sta-
tion at Camperdown (N. 8.) by the use
of special apparatus installed there by the
meteorological service for automatically
repeating the daily 10 a. m, time eignal
from land line to wireless, ships at sea
properly equipped and within the zone of
that station ‘will be able to obtain the
correct time for comperison of their
chronometers. \

FREAKS OF CLOCKS

“A watch may need cleaning when it is
rot dirty at all,” said a watchmaker. “This
sometimes accounts for a great deal of mis-
understanding between the owner of a
new watch and the watchmaker to whom
it is bronght for examination. Further-
more a watch which has never been worn
may need cleaning. ;

“A common reason is that oil in a watch
may have dried up around the pivot and
become sticky, thus causing the watch to
go very slowly or to stop entirely, in

cleaning but the addition of fresh oil.

“The oil which is considered best for
watches is made from the porpoise or
blackfish jawbone. These oils have to be
treated chemically before being used.

“The skeleton of the fish, with only the
head left on, is hung in the hot sun for
several days and the oil allowed to ooze
out slowly. All the volatile parts of the
oil are naturally neutralized in this man-
ner and the oil collected is said to remain
fluid and clear when it comes in contact
with metal for as long as ten years.

“Makers of chronometers are especially
scrupulous in the preparation of oils owing
to the accuracy which is demanded of these
delicate timepieces, and often prepare
their own oil by mixing porpoise, sperm,
olive and neatsfoot and a small quantity
of mineral oil. When these oils are mixed
it is customary to keep them in an un-
corked bottle exposed to the sun. This
is done to allow all foreign and coloring
substance to fall to the bottom, after
which the oil is filtered through a mixture
of charcoal dust and animal charcoal.

“Clocks sometimes stop running for no
apparent reason. During an electric storm
it is not uncommon for them to stop
abruptly, only to resume their regular
functions with as much accuracy as ever
after a certain interval of time. This in-
terval may be only for a few moments or
it may be for years.

“On the other hand electric storms have
been known to be responsible for the
starting of ald clocks which had remained
mute and inactive for years. Imagine the
utter amazement of the members of the
household upon suddenly hearing the sol-
emn tick-tack of .a stately old hall clock
which' from all appearances had long ago
retired from active service.”

Prof. Nicholls Heard in

Day Club.

Every Day Club and in

Tabernacle Church---Rev. J. F. Floyd in Every

Taking the ground that-the temperance
reform must be advanced by an appesl to
the reason of men, convincing them of the
evil of the drink habit and of their duty
to aid in causing its overthrow, Rev. J.
F. Floyd, in the Every Day Club hall
yesterday afternoon, delivered a particu-
larly clear, scholarly and well reasoned
address. He dwelt especially upon the im-
portance of union among temperance
workers and constant educational effort,

As evidence of progress he said that
physicians are abandoning the use ' of
alcohol as a medicine, that all books on
physicial culture insist upon sobriety for
manly development, that individual em-
ployers and great corporations are insist-
ing more and more on gobriety among
their employes, and that in the United

rying local option or prohibition into state
after state, until a third of the people are
now living under such laws.
Mr. Floyd laid great emphasis upon the
need of recognition of the brotherhood of
man., The man who aimed to help an-
other realized that he must himself he
true to his ideals of manhood. The speak-
er commended the motto and work of
the Every Day Club. 4
He said it was evident that temperance
eentiment ‘was growing in Canada, and he
looked forward to the time when public
sentiment would demand and enforce pro-
hibition. He had lived in Kansas before
and after that state adopted prohibition,
and could testify to the great change for
the better under total prohibition.

Solos were sung by Miss Lulu Colweil
and Mr., Wasson, and eeveral hymns were

sung.

The fame of Prof. John A. Nicholls as
a temperance orator crowded the hall last
evening at 8.30, far beyond its seating
capacity. With a force and eloguence
which evoked repeated applause Mr.
Nicholls stated the case for prohibition.
There was not in his whole address an
unkind word concerning .any man. He
dealt with the liquor traffic, and its effects
in clear, forcible, argumentative fashion,
_snd contended that it was no more an
infringement of liberty to refuse & man
permission to sell liquor than it was to
refuse to permit a man fo erect a wooden
frame building within the fire limit in a
city. Prof. Nicholls referred to-the close
of his campaign in New. Brunswick and
expressed the highest appreciation of the
great kindness of the people. In a closing
appeal of eloquence he urged the men be-
fore him to begin the new year as sober
men and earnest friends of the prohibition
of a traffic so ruinous in its effects.

There were solos by Mre. Webb and
Frank Smith, and an instrumental duet
by Miss McKee and Mr. Stokes. Before
the arrival of the speaker R. H. Cother
gave a stirring brief address on temper
ance, with special reference to the work
of the Every Day Club:

The president of the club urged all
members to be present at a business meet-
