While the unhallowed manufacture and traffic in alcoholic 
drinks is sanctioned by law and tolerated by custom as a beverage, 
but a small part of our work is done, ft is, therefore, cause of 
deep regret, that the bill proposed by the Hon. M. Cameron, in 
the House of Assembly, should, by such disingenious means, 
have failed to be realised. I trust that, although it 1ms been 
delayed, it is only for a season, and that renewed and mere 
systematic and energetic measures will be resorted to, and that 
we shall still be blessed with something possessing the character 
and effect of the Maine Law for Canada. In the senate our 
voice has been already heard ; our petitions have been regarded 
with unwonted respect, and will eventually succeed. It is only 
a question of time ; still a fearful amount of evil may be expected 
to result from this delay, when it is considered that such large 
masses of men are likely to be brought together, whose habits 
are often to a largo extent intemperate. In the midst of such 
surrounding danger, it will become our anxious duty, in our re­
spective divisions, to watch with the utmost vigilance and care 
over our brethren, and whenever practicable, to make waron the 
enemy’s camp).

I trust that amongst the various subjects which will come be­
fore us during the present session, some efficient measures will
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proceedings op the grand division,

be adopted, for the establishment of Sections of Cadets, whenever 
practicable, as from them we may expect to recruit our ranks by

to in Appeal case of Brother James Shewbridge, whereby it appears that brother 
Shewbridge was a Member in good standing in Gough Division, No. 3, Sons of 
Temperance, Quebec, and bearing a good moral character, which is admitted by 
the Gough Division. That this Brother, some time after his initiation, fell sick, 
which sickness resulted in the very worst of human afflictions, Insanity—that he 
was placed, and where he is now, in the Beaufort Lunatic Asylum, where, it ap­
pears the best of care is taken of him. It appears that Gough Division, by one 
of its By-Laws, binds its body to pay ten shillings per week for a sick or disabled 
brother, unless such sickness or disability arises from misconduct : such in this in­
stance has not been the case, for it appears that the affliction to this brother has 
not been occasioned by any misconduct on his part, but apparently attributable 
to the institution of the Almighty. It appears Gough Division has paid him said 
benefits to the amount of £7 10s. 0d., and has not since paid him any further 
benefits, for reason that if the benefits are paid by the Division, they must go to 
the Provincial Government, inasmuch as he is under their care, and the family of 
the brother would in consequence be no better off than at present, and therefore 
the Division, by resolution, refused payment of any further benefits ; to which 
decision five members of Gough Division have appealed, on the ground that, by 
the hereinbefore recited By-Law the division is bound to pay the weekly stipend 
to his wife for her support, and that of her four children.

Your Committee, over and above a careful examination of the papers and 
vouchers filed and produced in this case, and taking into consideration the cir­
cumstances of the case, the evil results which would follow to the Order by 
adopting such a precedent, have come to the decision, that Gough Division, hav­
ing enacted such a By-Law, is bound, as well by the law itself as by justice and 
equity and by the bonds of the Order, to pay this weekly stipend to the brother 
or his family, so long as he remains in the state in which he is.

Your Committee would recommend that this Grand Division notify Gough 
Division ol their opinion, that the arrears of benefits and all future benefits should 
be paid, and handed over to the wife of Brother Shewbridge, for her and her 
children’s support.
