New York, Dec. 17—A London cable 
to the Herald says:—The Daily Tele­
graph correspondent at Milan telegraphs:

“Grave revelations are made concern­
ing the reign of terror in Gorizia. Two 
Americans, members of a shareholders’ 
banking firm which stopped the pay­
ments of bills, were summoned before 
the Austrian authorities and ordered to 
resume payment.

“They declined and were accused of 
receiving a letter from America hostile 
to the Austrians. They denied this. 
Then they were taken before a court

martial and condemned to death. They 
were executed as spies and aU their val­
uables and bank deposits were confis­
cated. It is understood that Washington 
has the facts in the latest outrage.”

New York, Dec. 17—A Washington de­
spatch to the Herald says:—Officials 
here this morning would not comment on 
the reported shooting, by Austrians, of 
two American bankers as spies. It is 
evident from every word and action of 
the state department officials, however, 
that the situation with relation to Aus­
tria is one of extreme seriqusness.

How the bank note reached the Berlin 
bank might be of interest, but it is 
probable that it belonged to a Canadian 
prisoner of war. Whether the owner re­
ceived value for it may be another story. 
Why his endorsement was necessary 
might be of interest also, and one of 
the most interesting features of the case 
might be the explanation of how it got 
back from Berlin to Canada and through 
whose hands it passed in the meantime.

Mr. Harvey intends to communicate 
with the authorities in Ottawa to see 
what the records have to show of the 
fate of the soldier whose name appears 
on the bill.

Red Cross not only supplies the Can­
adian Red Cross hospitals, but is con­
stantly sending to the Canadian 
wounded in other hospitals, and to the 
Canadian prisoners of war in Germany, 
who most certainly need socks and other 
warm"dothlng, and who can best be 
supplied with these necessities through 
the channels of the Red Cross.

The Red Cross bulletins issued each 
month give much valuable information 
to those who will read them, and from 
these it can easily be seen where and 
how the goods are distributed and how 
absurd is tiie idea that supplies of any 
kind are allowed to-rot in England. In

“Any supplies- unsulted or not needed 
for the Red Cross work are turned over 
to the Canadian War Contingent As­
sociation in London.............This asso­
ciation is despatching weekly consign­
ments of comforts to men in the 
trenches, and the officers commanding 
the Canadian troops at the front have 
also been Invited to requisition ‘com­
forts’ as required ”

The statesman’s labors and foresight 
should, in short, be directed to the na­
tional welfare. Statesmanship in this— 
the only real—sense Yuan does not pos­
sess. Throughout his whole career he 
has played wholly for his own hand, 
quite regardless of the general interest. 
Yuan’s chance came with the test re­
volution. The success of that revolution 
was a surprise to everyone. It succeeded

but the revolutionists were politicians in 
embryo. Yusin held back until the Man­
chu government summoned him, in de­
spair, to take charge of the northern 
armies. Then he played with both sides. 
At the same time that the Northern 
forces retook the revolutionary fortress 
of Hanyang the Imperial fortress of 
Nanking was evacuated by the Manchu 
army. This curious see-saw was de­
liberately engineered by Yuan. The one 
event enabled him to negotiate with the 
Republicans, to whom he had demon­
strated his power; the other to take a 
high hand with the Manchus, to whom 
he had demonstrated their weakness. The 
result was on the one hand the abdica­
tion of the Manchus on his advice; op 
the other the acceptance of him as presi­
dent, on his insistence, by the Republic­
ans. But the presidency was only a be­
ginning. His next game was to get all 
power into his own hands. One cabinet 
after another fell on this issue, and then 
came the abortive second revolution, 
which he had deliberately provoked. He 
was now master of the situation. The 
existing provisional constitution was 
drastically amended and the amendments 
were entirely in his favor. They gave 
him the right to suspend any law passed 
by parliament; to determine the strength 
of the standing army; to nominate his 
own successor in the presidency ; in 
short, lie was given unlimited executive 
power. Yuan was sole dictator of 
China.”

Dr. Carson Chang goes on to assert 
that while Yuan Shi Itai may succeed 
in founding a dynasty the triumph will 
be but temporary, and the country will 
soon be plunged into strife again. Yes­
terday the representatives of Japan, Rus­
sia, Britain and other countries asked 
such questions at Peking as would lead 
us to assume that they shared to some 
extent the fears of Dr. Chang. It must 
be said that Yuan’s career thus far has 
been remarkably successful, but he is an 
old man, and after him—what?

Thanks to the co-operation of charit­
able organizations, the Rotary Club, the 
Commercial Club, the Daughters of the 
Empire and the Women’s Council, who 
provide the funds, Halifax is to have a 
Social Service Bureau. The services of 
Miss Ethel Bird, a trained social worker, 
of Chicago, have been secured, an office 
will be provided for her, and she will 
work under an advisory board of ladies 
and gentlemen connected yith charitable 
bodies. Miss Bird has had ten years 
experience in various cities. The Halifax 
Echo says:—

“Halifax is to have a Social Service 
Bureau. In other words a trained char­
itable worker is to spend three montlis 
here in order to find how the work car­
ried on by the numerous philanthropic 
societies of the city may be co-ordinated, 
without interfering in the slightest de­
gree with the independence and liberty 
of action of any of them; also, of course, 
to discover whether there are gaps in 
our social work not at present covered 
by any society, and to help generally in 
the solution of our philanthropic prob­
lems.”

The step taken by Halifax is certain 
to produce good results. Social service 
work .in cities fails to a large extent be­
cause the various agencies are not co­
ordinated under a definite and compre­
hensive system.

jured three men, one of them having a 
leg so badly lacerated that he had to be 
removed to a hospital. The station was 
filled at the time and a panic ensued in 
which several persons were thrown 
down in the mad rush to get out of the 
building. Fragments of the trunk and 
its contents were scattered all over the 
platform and other pieces of baggage 
and truck had been more or less damag­
ed.

McDonald piano <a music companyWhen the Belgian relief committee at 
Montreal cast up its accounts the 18th 
of last May and made a recapitulation of 
the goods sent to Belgium it was found 
that #600,662.18, given in cash by Can­
adians, had been spent in Canada and 
had purchased sufficient food, wheat and 
flour to fill over 350 freight cars. I

In addition to this the gifts of the 
various provinces of Canada of clothing, I 
food products, wheat and flour made up 
a total of 1,081 cars, which coupled to­
gether would make a train eight miles 
long.

Nova Scotia led in the quantity of 
food and clothing given. The donations 
of this province filled 278 freight cars. 
Ontario came second with 166 cars. 
Other provinces gave as follows—Que­
bec, 62 cars; Manitoba, 28 cars ; Alberta, 
87 cars; Saskatchewan, 13 cars; British 
Columbia, 21 cars ; Prince Edward Island, 
nine cars. i

The needs of Belgium have increased 
tenfold since the Belgian relief commit­
tee made the shipments mentioned above 
and a new effort is being made by the 
committee to meet this supreme hour of 
need in Belgium with an even more 
hearty response than was given last 
spring- I

If, however, an equal number of cars 
are loaded this winter and each car con­
tains 400 hags of flour, or the equivalent 
in wheat, more than a million of the 
seven million people of Belgium will be 
given sustenance for one month.

The following are extracts from a letter from- Rev. E. B. Hooper to a 
friend in St. John:—

Yesterday (Sunday) I had the privilege of conducting church parade 
rice for “our" battalion; and I wish that the good people of St. John, who 
luring the last winter and spring gazed with admiration on the 26th as they 
narched on a Sunday morning, with uniforms speckless and buttons shining to 
:heir church services, I wish that they could have stood beside me yesterday 
norning and looked at the men of the 26th as they stood in their ranks for dl- 
rine service. So far as uniforms went, I venture to say that a more disreputable 
coking lot of soldiers they never saw. Some with overcoats and some with­
out, some with the regtdation caps and some with the warm woolen sleeping caps 
ar helmets, all stained with mud from their feet upwards, the caps of some 

f men looking as if they had been standing on their heads in the trenches. But 
what the eye fixed on was not the mud or the varied uniform, but the faces of 
the men and the eyes bright and shining. Many of them were just careless 
boys and happÿ-go-lucky young fellows when they left St. John; TODAY 
THEY ARE MEN WITH THE LOOK OF MEN WHO ARE MEN IN­
DEED, AND OF MEN WHO HAVE FACED HELL AND DEATH, AND 
ARE READY TO FACE IT AGAIN.

They have suffered grievous losses in killed and wounded; they have had 
their chums and closest friends stricken down beside them; and yet today 
they are entirely unabashed and absolutely unafraid. The story which ( the 
gallant 26th is writing with their blood here in Belgium is a story which St. 
John and New Brunswick will hold in proud remembrance forever. My heart 
aches for the dear ones at home, whose tears are falling, for those who have 
died in action. To them I would earnestly offer my ten derest sympathy. But 
let them not sorrow as those without hope. The men who have died on the 
field of battle have given their lives for the great cause for which we wage 
this dreadful war, and of them we may truly say:

“They have gone to their God like soldiers.”
Last week Major A. E. G. McKenzie, Major "Jock” McKenzie, Capt. Mc­

Millan, Lieutenants Fairweather and Porter invited me to dine with them, and 
a very good dinner we had served by the Sisters of the convent. The very 
next tour of duty in the trenches Major “Jock” McKenzie was wounded in 
both legs and Lieut. Knowlton in no less than six different places. I am thank­
ful to hear that neither mao is seriously wounded; both of them I regard 
highly as warm personal friends.

I read with pride and pleasure of the fine ricruiting Work going on in 
our owp province and in Canada at large. No need now foe me to add any­
thing in the way of incentive and encouragement to young men to see their 
duty and to do it. Let me dose bv wishing to you and to all who read this 
letter a Happy Christmas. It anticipates by a few days the Great Birthday 
itself. However sad our hearts «hay be, let us be able to be glad for the birth 
of Him who taught mankind the principles for which we fight today—Honor, 
Justice and Liberty.

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• r »San Francisco, Dec. IT—Wearing 
United States army uniforms, and when 
questioned passing themselves off as dis­
charged soldiers, returning from foreign 
duty, three Germans and an Austrian 
were taken off the army transport Sheri­
dan when it docked and turned over 
to the immigration authorities.

Immediately following their seizure 
N. Peterson and George King, masters- 
at-arms on the transport, and Emil Ger- 
ing and Jacob Klanhaus, ship’s bakers, 
were placed under arrest, charged with, 
trying to smuggle undesirable aliens 
into the country.

The plot to smuggle the four into the 
United States
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. . *•Vl !was unearthed in Hon­
olulu, and the arrests were made here 
following cable advices from Brig.-Gen. 
John ÏJ. Wieser, commanding the Ha­
waiian department .of the army.

When the transport touched at Hon­
olulu two Germans, Paul Simbach and 
Lynatz Teboisgi, also wearing United 
States army uniforms and claiming to 
be discharged American soldiers 
seized by the military, authorities and 
thrown into jn(I .* men fpadulently 
wearing the uniform.

It is said that the men on the trans­
port were to receive in all $5,000 to get 
the others safely on American soil. On j 
Monday wireless advices were sent ta> 
the transport and then began the work 
of locating the refugees. There were 
pore than 1,400 troops on board.

Every man had either to show his 
papers or be identified by an officer or 
a non-commissioned officer and after 
several hours the bogus soldiers were lo­
cated.

The four Austrian and Germans ar­
rested here and the two apprehended in 
Honolulu claimed that they were sail­
ors from German merchant ships intern­
ed for the war at Manila.

The big bribe for the smuggling them 
in here, alleged to have been offered, 
leads the authorities to think that very’ 
possibly the men are not simply com­
mon sailors.
