Victorian and Scotian to be
Back from Indian Service
—Have Been Running for
Government.

Montreal, April 4—It is announced
that the Canadian Pacific liners “Vic-
torian” and “Scotian”, which have been
in service between England and India,
will soon return to the St. Lawrence
route,

The two liners were chosen out of
many offered for the transportation of
soldiers and their families from Britain
to India. They entered the service of the
British government last fall and have
been running continuously since.

The liners were completely refitted for
the tropical run through the Suez canal,
{ being supplied with awnings, electric
|fans and other equipment necessary for
| the tropical services. They are now to
{ be reconditioned for the north Atlantic
service for which they were originally
built and the “Scotian” will be among
the first liners to dock here this season,
her schedule date being May 6. The
“Victorian” will follow her on May 21st.

It is further stated that the “Scotian”
will replace the Canadian Pacific’s Glas-
gow liner “Pretorian” on the Glasgow
service and will be a running mate to
the “Metagama” and. “Tunisian” which
have also been assigned to the Glasgow
run for the 1922 season. The “Victor-
fan” will resume 'her Liverpool- run.
She was brought to Montreal for the first
time last season as a cabin liner, being
formerly a first, second and third class
passenger carrier in the company’s serv-
ice between Quebec and Liverpool.

FRANCE WARMS T0
THE GONFERENGE

Great Change in Attitude To-
ward Genoa Meet.

Poincare Will Attend—Oth-
ers to Leave for Italy This
Week—British Minor Offi-
cials and Secretaries are
Now on the Way.

Paris, April 4—The French attifude
toward the Genoa conference has under-

end. Premier Poincare has definitely de-

THE POLITCAL
RS CLEARED

The Fight Against Coalition,
Though, Not Ended.

Looks Like End of the Em-
bargo Against Canadian
Cattle—Future of Sir Ha-
mar Greenwood Under Dis-
cussion.

(Canadian Press Gable)

London, April 4—The overwhelming
victory of Premier Lloyd George in the
House of Commons yesterday, when he
was given the confidence of the house by
a vote of 372 to 94, has had the effect of
a quick, violent thunderstorm in clear-
ing the political atmosphere.

Apparently stung by intimations that
he was dodging a direct vote of confi-
dence in presznting his resolution calling
for support of the government’s policy
toward the Genoa conference, tihe
premier threw down the gauntlet early in
the debate and declared the cabinet
would stand or fall on the result of the
division. The result left no doubt as to
the strength of the government.

The opposition centered its attack be-
hind the laborite amendment which
would have declared lack of confidence
in the government when that went down
in an avalanche of “nays” the issue was
as good as decided, and the subsequent
debate was almost perfunctory.

The fight against the coalition, how-
ever, has not been abandoned, and Sir
Wm, Joynson-Hicks, Unionist, plans to
put forward in the house temorrow a
motion to the effect that “In the cpinion
of this house, lack of definite and
coherent principle in the policy of the
present coalition government <an only
be remedied by the establishment of a
ministry composed of men united Ly
identity of political principles.”

The Cattle Embargo.

London, April 4—Time for the discus-
sion of the Canadian cattle embargo in
the House of Commons cannot be found
before Easter, so Rt. Hon. Austen
Cha nberlain, government leader in the
House, said today in answer to a ques-
tion. The government, he said, would
leave the decision as %o the question of
lifting the embargo against Canadian
cattle to the free vote of the House of
Commons. This announcement was
greeted with cheers. ,

The Daily Express regards this a
foreshadowing the doom of the embargo.
The newspaper says this momentous
concession is really a victory for Right
Hon. Winston Churchill, secretary of
state for the colonies who had expressed :

IN HUNGARY.

Budapest, April 4—With the death of
Charles, Crowned King of Hungary, the
provisional constitution, which was
based on the fact that the king was
prevented from exercising his preroga-
tives must be redrafted {)ly the assembly
about to be elected. ! Further postpone-
ment of Hungary’s choice of a form of
government has become impossible and
through the coming elections the peo-
ple must decide the question, and elect
a king if the monarchical form is pre-
ferred. .

Candidates for the throne are begin-
ning to spring up again, strong parties
forming for the support of the Arch-
dukes Albrecht and Joseph Ferdinand,
but many deputies are receiving the pro-
posal for the election of an English
prince. The party favoring Francis
Joseph Otto, eldest son of the monarch,
however is unquestionably the strongest.

Although the legitimates are united
on a platform upholding the 'claims of
Otto and their programme is growing
more radical the indications are that
Charles’ death has strengthened the pos-
ition of the government of Admiral
Horthy the. regent. The manace of an
uprising, has lost its acuteness and the
opinion is growing that Otto will lose
the support of those pro-Hapsburgs
who founded Charles’ claim to the throne
on the fact of his coronation.

The government is conceding the legit-
imist desires for national mourning as
for a sovereign and also has stated there
is no objection to the burial of Charles
in Hungary, if he expressed such a wish
in his testament.

' As régards the claims put forward
for Otto, the government insists that the
rights of all the Hapsburgs were abro-
gated by the dethronement act passed
in the national assembly and that even
the election of Otto, which is now bar-
red by that law, depends upon the con-
sent of the allied powers. g

A legitimate proclamation declaring
that “With the death of Charles, Otto,
the second is king of Hungary, although
temporiarly prevented from coronation,”

‘has been issued, signed by nineteen aris-

tocrats, headed by Count Albert
Aphonyi. Cardinal Czernoch, primate of
Hungary, made the declaration this
morning that in his opinion, Otto had
become king. The municipal -council
has adopted a resolution by Count
Aphonyi that the former emperor be
buried in Budapest. '

SHIP BOARD CUTS LOSSES
February Deficiency in Operating Ex-
| penses Only $3,089,459.

| Washington, April 4—Chairman Lasker
of the United States Shipping Board ‘has
announced that the operating depart-
ment of the Emergency Fleet Corpora-
tion sustained losses of only $3,089,459.41
during February, and that this was the
best showimg made since the Govern-
ment had embarked on the commercial
operation of vessels. :

“When we took charge of the board,”
said Chairman Lasker, “the average
losses were between $11,000,000 and $12,-
000,000 a month. This has been cut to
a little over $3,000,000 a month. We
| have about 400 ships in operation, not as
be true, 8s when we came into
control of operations, but we are cover-
ing more routes with fewer ships. We
are covering all routes. This showing
has been made despite the fact that
freight and passenger rates are a'so
much lower. One of the greatest achieve-
ments of the Harding Administration
is the showing of the Shipping Board
'tin the reduction of cost of operation.”

In January the operations were con-
ducted at a loss of $3,445,447.14. While
the loss in the operating department in
its entirety was $3,089,459.41 in Febru-

. ary, the amount lost on voyage opera-

. tions in January.

Mr. Lasker explained that only mini-
mum repairs were made on ships, but
the-amount that could be devoted to re-
pairs was limited by Congressional &p-
propriations.

As & result
of the exposure of the two others they
had to be taken to Willard Parker
Hospital.

The father of the children, who has
the Distinguished Service Medal and
the Croix de Guerre, said he had been
out of the hospital and in a job only a
few weeks and that he had been paying
the rent since last July out of the gov-
ernment compensation allowance and
that he had been unable to pay for the

Mrs. Edmondson, a frail woman, said
she was in her apartment, caring for
her sick children, on March 22. Morris,
8 years old, and John Jr., 9 1-2 years old,
were on gouches made up as beds and
were sufféring from measles, Mary, 6,
was on another couch, convalescing.

When Washington and his two negro
assistants entered, she said, the children
were frightened and jumped from their
couches. Over her protest the men
dragged the couches from the apart-
ment, she testified, and she arranged
mattresses on the floor for the children
until she prepared her own bed for them.

The men tore the paper from the walls
threw the debris on the floor and repa-
pered the walls. When her husband re-
turned Mrs. Edmondson had him tele-
phone the department of health. A
patrolman ordered Washington to return
the beds from the basement.

Assistant Corporation Counsel James
D. O’Sullivan, attached to the Health
Department, who prosecuted the case,
told the magistrate that subpoenas had
also been served on Washington and
Edwars to appear in the Fifth District
Municipal Court next Tuesday to answer
for alleged violation of Section 100 of
the Penal Law, pertaining to the expos-
ing of a person suffering from a con~
tagious disease.

“This is a most outrageous occur-
rence,” said Magistrate Levine at the
conclusion of the testimony, “I am
sorry there is not sufficient evidence to
implicate Edwards, whom I must dis-
charge, but I find Washington guilty of
disorderly conduct.”

Largest Automobile Show
- Ever Held in Maritimes

.Says the Automobile Has Played an Important
Part in Building of Better Roads— W. J. Mc-

Alary Demonstrates Vastness of Canada’s Au- |

tomotive Industry—R. A. McAvity Declares St.
John is Logical Site for Manufs.cture for Export
—Many Beautiful Cars on Display.

The fnaugural exercises in connection
with the largest motor show ever held inl
the maritime provinces, took place at
the armorv iast evening when his honor,
Lieutenant-Governor Pugsley, formally
opened the exhibition. Up to a few
minutes after 8 o'clock the great build-
ing was only partly lighted. Then, sud-
denly, a full flood of illumination spread
through the building as the orchestra be-
gan to play the National Anthem. The
company of representative people who
were present stood at attention .until the
orchestra had finished, and as the last
strains of the music died away, W. J.
McAlary, presideni of the Automobile
Trades Association; Limited, and R. A.
MecAvity, president of the Commercial
Club, walked out on the balcony, accom-
panied by Lieutenant-Governor Pugsley
and his aide, Major William Vassie, M.

Mr. McAlary explained that the show
had been arranged by the distributors
rather than the manufacturers of auto-
mobiles, as was usual in other places.
It was being managed by the Commer-
cial Club. He dealt briefly with the de-
velopment of the automobile business
during the last twenty years and pointed
out that it was today one of Canada’s
greatest industries.

scratched the surface of the markets of
the United Kingdoms, or of our sister
overseas dominions, South Africa, India,
Straits Settlements, Australia or New
Zealand., In these dominions alone we
have a market of over 400,000,000 people
who show a marked preference for
British-made goods.

“This indastry comes under the pro-
visions of preferential tariffs. The re-
strictions of imports into the United
Kingdom alone, of American -cars, has
already operated to the advantage of
Canada by forcing American manufac-
turers to establish themselves in Canada
in order to protect their export trade.
This is clearly demonstrated in the case
of the Ford corporation. I am given to
understand that forty per cent of the
output of their Canadian plant is for
export trade, and that they consider
this export trade more or less the back-
bone of their business.

“St. John is the logical point for
manufacturers seeking export trade to
locate; from a geographical standpoint
St. John equals Liverpool.

“This port is served by two great

transcontinental railways. ;
' «gt. John has cheap power available
which should be immediately accepted,
and which in itself is a decided induce-
ment.

Mr. McAvity declared that St. John
had great natural advantages that fitted
it to become a site for manufacturing
automobiles for export trade. He said
that in Great Britain and the other
British nations overseas there was a po-
tential market of more than 400,000,000
people with a preference for British made
goods. This was the opportunity of the
Canadian manufacturer.

Governor Pugsley voiced the hope and
the confidence that those now in power
at Ottawa and those who wouldnfollow
them would carry forward the Work of
developiag this port.

He inlicated how the automobile had
been a factor for progress in the prov-
ince, calling attention particularly to
the great improvements that had been
made in the roads. He trusted that it
would be possible for the minister of
public works to continue to carry for-
ward his vigorous policy.

If the result of the inauguration of
hydro-electric devélopment in New
Brunswick 'was, as it ought to be, to
fornish cheaper power to the people,
then it would impel the province for-
ward on the pathway of progress.

In conclusion, the governor expressed
the hope that large numbers, not only
from the city but from outside places as
well, would visit the show and he
thought that they would feel well re-
paid in so doing.

Governor Pugsley, after compliment-
ing both the speakers who had preceded
kim, went on to say that, upon looking
lmick at what he had been able to ac-
complish for the port of St. John, he
would say that he never asked for or
obtained any more than what the city
was entitled to from the hands of the
people of Canada. St. John was a
natural port of the great dominion, a
land of vast expanse, great resources
and inhabited by an intelligent people.

When he had entered public life in
the federal arena he had realized, the
governor said, that no country could be
great unless it had its ports open win-
ter and summer and available at all
times. Canadian trade was then going
through a foreign port and he had de-
termined, so far as possible, to put an
end to that injustice.

He had blazed the pathway, the gov-
ernor said, and he looked forward with
hope and confidence to those now in
power and to those who would follow
them to carry forward the work which
it was his privilege t¢ commence at this
great port.

W. J. McAlary, president of the St. !
John Automobile Lrades Association, |
in his opening remarks, called attention |
to the great development in the auto-|
mobile during the last twenty years. |
The assembly of the cars in the show,
he said, was valued at about $100,000.}
The automobile in its development had |
become a great competitor of the rail-
ways, now that people were using the
motor-car to tour from place to place
in the country.

The automobile industry in the Unit-
ed States was second in importance,
and in Canada it was but little behind. |
The figures for 1920, which he felt
would be surpassed this year, showed |
that there had been 97,868 motor ve-|
hicles made in 1920 by the ten coin- |
companies belonging to the Automotive:
Industries of Canada. These had a|
capital investment of more than 343,-
000,000 and their production values to-1
talled ‘$93,880,864. :

In the entire industry in Canada at
the busiest season there were 21,940 on
the payrolls and a total of $23,846,240
was paid in salariestand wages.

For the entire industry in Canada
there was a capital investment of $87,
158,869 and a production velue of $1567,-
120,837.

In the distributing end of the busi-
ness, as distinguished from the manu-

bearing upon the prosperity of the coun-
try, Governor Pugsley said that it was
a benefit to transportation and a factor
in providing an excellent system of

ince last year had paid nearly $300,000
to the provincial trasury, all of which
amount had “been,_ expended upon the
roads.

The History
of Madawaska County by Albert, writ-
ten in French, has been published for
over a year. Recently, T. C. L. Ketchum
has written a Short History - of Carle-
ton County, and this interesting work is
now on sale. The story begins with the
early days of the French post at Meduc-
tic, and there is an illustration of the
site of the old French-Indian graveyard
nearby, which stood near the fort and
the Jesuit chapel. Thé book then nar-
rates incidents of the old Woodstock
and Northampton settlements from the
time of the grant to Delancey’s men, and
on through the period when other loyal-
ists came in. Then it is continued from
the separation of Carleton from' York
in 1832, when Carleton county embraced
all the territory to the Canada boundary.

There are a number of other illustra-
tions, including one of Lieut.

Griffith, the first loyalist settler, it is al-
leged; while cuts of Mars Hill and of
the boundary “monument” at the head
of the St. Croix illustrate that part of
the book dealing with thel “boundar+
dispute” and the Aroostook war.

To Sir John Eaton the furniture in-
dustry of Canada owed a great debt,
says the Toronto Globe. The peculiar
conditions which have made antique
furniture an almost essential part of its
being. It is from the handiwork of the
masters of the Middle Ages that mod-
ern designers work, and for many years
" been the fate of Canadian furni-
ture builders to be without means of
studying the works wrought in the days
of Cromwell and of Queen Anne.

together this valuable collection was be-
gun, under the direction of Mr. Russell,
head of the furniture department of the
'T. Eaton Company, Ltd. Today, while
it is not complete, there exists in the
Museum buildings a group of furniture
representing the progress of the art of
furniture-making in Europe from the
fifteenth century onward.
-The expenditure of both time and
mey put forth by the company to
ake the collection as complete as it
s possible to make it is not known.
- rofessor C. T. Currelly, who has taken

PASTEURIZATION
OF MILK SUPPLY

(Article No. 1)

In every community in the eivilized
world, today, milk is considered the
most important for an infant feeding,
and in consequence the infant mortality
is largely influenced by its purity, which
is based upon not only the health of the
cow, but very largely upon the care and
treatment it receives at the hands of the
producer, from the cow to, the consumer.
In consequence of this it is necessary for
us to consider the matter from several
angles, and base our conclusions upon
results obtained from experiments which
have been conducted, not for a day or
month, but for years, in order that,
when scientists have suggested changes
in the various modes of handling, their
suggestions would be based upon proven
facts. I wish, also, to say that anything
which I may write in this series of short
articles should not be considered to be
written with a view of injuring anyone
now engaged in the production of milk,
or those engaged in its distribution; for,
as the health of the young children is
largely in the hands of the producer and
distributor, anything which may be said
or written having a tendency to im-
provement should be acted upon, and
considered as a safeguard not only to the
public-health but their own business.

From time to time I shall quote au-
thorities whose scigntific deductions
made after actual experience cannot be
contradicted, which, coupled with my
own practical experience and a close
study of the scientific problems connect-
ed with the industry, I trust will be of
some value to all those who may now
be debating the question of clarification
and pasteurization of the city’s milk
supply.

The food value of milk must be based
not only upon the substances it contains,
such as fat, casein, sugar, albumen and
salt, but on its digestibility and peculiar
usefulness in feeding the young; and it
Is quite significant to point out the fact
that one quart of milk, costing from
twelve to fourteen cents, is equal in
nourishment to three-quarters of a pound
of steak, costing thirty cents; or eight
eggs, costing twenty-five cents; or two
pounds of chicken, costing one dollar.
Consequently its cheapness- in compari-
son to the other foods mentioned, should
stimulate its greater use.

‘That the milk industry is a most im-
portant one must be acknowledged when
I tell you that it is only exceeded in
value in America ‘as a product of the
soil by corn and beef, and lies very
close to the health of every consumer.

disease may not follow its use, and the
infant mortality of a city or community
can be measured to a great extent by the
deceny that has been exercised in its
production and handling. It is decency
which distinguishes humans from ani-
mals, and cleanliness not only contri-
butes most to decency but adds pleasure
and appetite to food.

We have seen producers milking their
cows without washing the udders, and
frequently wetting their hands with
milk, the excess moisture, with its at-

tendant filth, dropping into the pail |

This practice is quite common, and most
unclean and indecent, and does not add
any appetizing flavor to the food, but,
on the other hand, does add the nucleus
for the development of millions of
germs. The writer listened to a lecture
by Dr. North (one of America’s great-
est milk experts) some time ago, when,
during the course of his . remarks on
cleanliness, he said: “A little calf can
run into any cow stable and take its
dinner, and run out again with certified
milk in its little stomach.,” Nature has
protected the calf against dirty barns
and other sources of contamination by a
method of milk delivery that prevents
such contamination from occurring. The
dairy farmer can imitate the calf by
using a milking pail with a small mouth,
which prevents dust and dirt in the barn
from dropping into it at milking time.
One grain of stable dirt has been
known to contain 82,000,000 germs (bac-

teria). A small mouthed pail; plenty of
boiling water to keep pails and cans
clean and sterile; a tank of ice water to
keep milk cool; these three things will
aid in producing wonderfully clean milk
on any dairy farm.

My next article will deal with the
necessity for clarification and will explain

the process used. .

Edmonton, Alta., April 4—Tenders for
the disposal of a $2,350,000 issue of short
and long term City of Edmonton degen-
tures will be received for a part or the
whole of the issue until April 10. The
debenture issue consists of $775,000 long
term debentures and $1,475,000 short
term debentures.
