Agency)—The position of the enemy on the salient south of 
the Aisne has become untenable.

On the western side the enemy is fighting a retreating 
battle, depending upon machine guns placed in advantage- 

positions to hold up the Allied advance, while the enemy is 
busily engaged in removing material. There is little left of 
the enemy artillery on this front.

An advance of a few 
kilometres such as the Allies made today would enable them to sweep with 
the long range guns the whole remainin g area to the east of the front, where the 
r~~r,.r*L 4re engaged with the British and French between Vrigny and tin
Marne.

The French victory on the Avre resulted in the capture of a large number 
of prisoners in the space of a few hours—significant of the feeble quality of the 
troops with which the enemy was obliged to hold sectors where he did not ex­
pect an attack.

London, July 25—The British war 
cabinet has decided that if the muni­
tions strike continues the strikers of 
military age will be drafted promptly 
into the army, according to an unofficial 
statement printed in some of the morn­
ing papers. George H. Roberts, minister 
of labor, gave a hint of this in London 
on Wednesday, when he declared that no 
young men had a right to exemption 
from military service except on the 
ground they were doing work more value 
able than fighting.

The government remains firm in its re­
fusal to withdraw the embargo which 
ostensibly is the cause of the strike, 
although it seems that in some instances 
the embargo is used as a pretext to cover 
other grievances.

Events are now waiting upon a nation­
al conference of the delegates of the en­
gineering trade, which it is understood 
will meet iq Leeds today. It is believed 
in some quarters that a majority of the 
delegates will insist on a ballot of the 
members before calling a general strike. 
This course is strongly supported by 
Alex. Thompson, Socialist and editor of 
the Clarion, who writes in the Daily 
Mail.

Meanwhile dissension is being created 
in the trades union ranks by the action 
of the strikers, and in many parts of 
the country the conduct of the Coventry 
and Birmingham men is denounced to­
day. Even in Birmingham itself many 
of the engineers refused to be stumped 
into an irresponsible strike. On the 
Clyde there seems no sign of sympathy 
with the strikers and work there is con­
tinuing smoothly. The same may be 
said of many other centres.

On the other hand 8,000 notices to 
cease work on Tuesday were handed 
in at Manchester, where the amalga­
mated engineers have a membership of 
I6JXX». It is declared a majority will 
join the strike unless the embargo is 
removed.

It is reported also that the engineers 
at Newcastle have decided to follow the 
strike leaders without waiting action by 
the national conference. The men at 
Lincoln did not go on strike on Wed­
nesday as threatened, but will await the 
result of the conference.
DISCHARGED FIGHTERS 
WILL TAKE UP WORK.

London, July 26—The executive of the 
London district of the Engineering 
Trades, comprising seven unions, in­
cluding the Amalgamated Engineers, 
last night passed a resolution stating 
that .notwithstanding the government’s 
explanation, the executive was not satis­
fied of the necessity of the embargo and 
would call meetings of the members to 
consider the situation.

The Lewisham branch of the Federa­
tion of Discharged Sailors and Soldiers 
passed a resolution pledging themselves 
to work in munitions factories, even if 

strike was called, and to stnv at work 
until the strikers are drafted in the 
army and replaced hv skilled workers 
who are now fighting.

Paris, July 26—More reserves are 
being thrown into the battle by the 
Germans, according to the latest advices 
reaching Paris, but these were unable 
to prevent the Allies from making ap­
preciable gains on Wednesday.

Boehm, commander of the seventh army, 
which has borne the full weight of the 
Foch counter-offensive on the west. Its 
divisions around Soissons suffered heav­
ily at the hands of the Americans, while 
those east of Chateau Thierry were 
thrown back across the Marne by the 
pressure of the French.

For this reason the order of General 
Von Boehm, written a month prior to 
the beginning of the battle, is of unus­
ual significance. He deplores the lack of 
discipline which resulted in the pillaging 
of stores in the back areas during the 
advance in May, when all edible booty 
found in the wake of the retiring 
French speedily vanished, instead of be­
ing distributed among the hungry troops 
in due proportions.

All the orders issued on the decadence 
of discipline have been couched in curi­
ously mild language, being in effect more 
of an appeal than a threat, as though 
the higher command realized that the 
men were in a dangerous mood and dis­
inclined to submit to severe nunishment.

While too high hopes must not be 
based on these reports of insubordina­
tion, it remains a fact that the discipline 
of the German army, at least on the 
western front, is in a bad way and the 
present defeat on the Marne does not 
seem likely to improve it.

TRUSTS TIDE HAS BEEN TURNED 
FINALLY ANO CONCLUSIVELYWith the French Army in France, 

July 25—(By the Associated Press)— 
Owing to the defection of the Russians 
from the Allies, the Germans have been 
able to place 210 divisions on the western 
front this year. From January to July 
24, just over six months, these divisions 
have been engaged about 430 times, so 
that each has been thrown into battle 
at least twice during the half year. With 
operations becoming more frequent, the 
proportion is rapidly increasing.

When the present battle began the 
Germans had twenty-eight divisions on 
that portion of the field westward from 
Rheims as far as Chateau Thierry. Now 
the front has been widened by the Al­
lied attack from the latter city to the 
Aisne and the Germans have hurried 
more forces in the line, bringing the 
total now engaged on this part of the 
line to more than forty and placing a 
considerable strain upon the enemy’s re- 
serves.

They still have reserve divisions con­
centrated at some places behind their 
lines, but many units comprised by the 
divisions have been sorely tried already 
this year, and it is questionable whether 
they are all sufficiently recuperated to 
participate in a new attack, should the 
German staff decide to order one to re­
trieve the defeat of the Crown Prince.

: AN INSTRUCTIVE LESSON
Is it worth while to pay money for a 

fire department? In the dty of Winni­
peg, during two wrecks, in May, the fire 
brigade was on strike. In that week 
there were only fifty-six calls, compared 
with 127 in the corresponding two weeks 
in the preceding year, and of thé fifty-six 
only-seventeen were for fires.

What is the lesson this teaches? Cer­
tainly it is not that Winnipeg should 
have no fire brigade. The reaso^ there 
were fewer calls during the strike was 
that the people, knowing the danger, 
were more careful. That is the lesson— 
more care and co-operation with the pro­
tective agencies. We have got quite too 
much the habit of providing a police 
force, a fire brigade, or other depart­
ment or organization and then «repudiat­
ing any further responsibility. Canadian 
Finance quotes Robert Adamson, form­
er fire commissioner of the city of New 
York, as follows:—"Fire prevention can 
only be made really effective when the 
people co-operate with the officials. The 
fact that We have five or six times as 
many Ares here as occur in European 
cities is not so much due to the nature 
at our building construction as to the 
careless habits of the people.”

This truth is of wide application. The 
man who refuses to bother his head 
about law enforcement because there are 
policemen and constables and courts is 
really contributing to laxity of law ob­
servance. Eté is carelessly giving the fire 
a chance to break out The St John
man who said he was d------ d sure he
would not devote an evening to the 
work of fitting up a playground for his 
own and other boys was contributing 
to a condition that makes for juvenile 
delinquency. And sd it-goes.

We are told that Canada has the 
greatest fire loss per capita of any 
country in the world. Of these fires 
seventy per cent are the result of care­
lessness. In how many other directions 
does individual carelessness and indif­
ference, especially along lines of social 
welfare, cause a heavy loss? Tyhe “con­
servation of human values” has not ap­
pealed to people as a matter at personal 
responsibility to anything like the extent 
it must do if we are to repair the human 
wastage caused by the war, by bad liv­
ing conditions, by indifférence to child- 
welfare, and by the utter selfishness 
which asks only its own gratification. 
We must recognise collective as well as 
individual responsibility, get together, 
and bring about a needed change that 
will relate every citizen to worthy 
causes in such a way as to produce the 
right results.

The losses in world’s tonnage, includ­
ing March, are lower for June 1918 than 
for any month since September, 1916.

Comparing monthly periods, the losses 
for the three months ended with June 
are lower than for any quarter since the 
third quarter of 1916. v

Dr. Hastings, medical health officer of 
Toronto, says he has yet to see a better 
solution of the housing problem than 
the plan of the British Co-partnership 
Tenants, Limited, which is as follows :

“(1) The first step is to secure an op- 
*ion to purchase or lease suitable land 
on the outskirts of an industrial centre, 
■et a capital value of £300 per acre, or 
less, if possible.

“(2) When the option has been se­
cured, but not before, a meeting of pos­
sible members of the future society is 
called together and details are fully ex­
plained. The names are then taken of 
those willing to join the society and 
anxious to get healthy houses with 

.cheerful surroundings, the value of which 
they can gradually acquire by small 
monthly payments. The promoters of 
thé scheme are able to judge whether 
the demand for respectable housing ac­
commodation is sufficient to justify them 
in proceeding with their scheme.

“(3) The land on which an option has 
been secured is then planned out as a 
whole in accordance with the hygienic, 
artistic and economic principles of town 
planning, as far as the local by-laws 
will permit.

“(4) Rules are prepared and must be 
passed by the Registrar of Industrial 
and Provident Societies before the pros­
pectus is issued. A prospectus is then 
issued explaining the objects of the so­
ciety, to which subscriptions for loan 
stock and share capital are invited and- 
also the terms on which capital and loan 
stock will be issued.”

■ ing it, a violent bombardment, and 
struck the German line at Vrigny 
for a goodly gain. This manoeuvre, 
if it is pressed to further advantage 
will seriously menace the Rheims- 
Fismes Railway a scant three miles 
to the north and also will tend ma­
terially to lessen the girth of the 
mouth of the pocket through which 
the Germans are endeavoring to re­
treat from the Soissons-Rheims 
salient.

Warned by the announcement of the 
Weather Bureau that the warm spell 
had come for a stay, thousands of per­
sons quit the city in order to get a few 
hours sleep. Coney Island and other 
beaches reported an influx of breeze 
seekers, while the parks were reported 
crowded with people planning to spend 
the night here.
