Chicago, Ills, Oct. 26—Thirty carloads 
of fresli dressed meat, aggregating 
thing like 1,500,000 pounds,
Chicago yesterday, consigned to Swift 
& Company, as the first importation of 
fresh meat'under the new tariff law, ad­
mitting meat free into the United States.- 
The shipment was from Canada and the 
prices ranged from 6% to 8 cents a. 
pound. This is less than the Chicago 
packers usually pay for beef on the .hoof, 
shipped in from the farms and ranges 
and they do not have to go to the ex-', 
pense of killing and dressing.

Each car contains 40,000 or 50,080 
pounds. The meats range1 in class from 
material for sausages and canning, to the 
best grades. *

Thirty-six carloads of fish, also im­
ported, were received at the customs de­
partment yesterday, consigned to various 
fish markets in Chicago. Most of it 
was herring. The tariff on fish was one, 
half a cent a pound under the old law, 
but the fish is now admitted free.

Rome, Oct. 25—The death of Mon­
signor Montagnini, reported to the Pope 
today from Berlin, has caused great grief 
at the Vatican. He had been suffering 
recently from an affection of the throat, 
and was operated on a few days ago.

Monsignor Montagnini was very popu­
lar at the Vatican and was much, 
teemed by Cardinal Merry Del Val, who 
took him to London when he went to 
attend King Edward’s coronation.

At the time of the rupture between 
France and the Vatican, Cardinal Merry- 
Del Val entrusted Monsignor Montag­
nini with the charge of the nunciature 
after the Papal Nuncio, Monsignor Lor- 
enzeli, left Paris. When former Prem­
ier Clemenceau later expelled Monsignor 
Montagnini, Cardinal Merry Del Val 
appointed the distinguished" prelate to 
a post in the office of the papal secretary 
of state, where he remained until last 
winter .when he was nominated special 
envoy from the Vatican to Columbia.

Mexico City, Oct. 25—The war depart­
ment last night received a despatch 
stating that the rebels have been re­
pulsed at Monterey with heavy losses. 
The local garrison were reinforced by 
the troops of General Ocarranza, Pena 
and Anaya from Saltillo and Hipoiito. 
There was ten hours of fierce fighting.

The despatch from General Iberri, fed­
eral commander at Monterey. It said 
that the rebels under Carranza, number­
ing 6,000, attacked from the north and 
west and fought their way to the out­
skirts of the city. They were battered 
by the artillery on Obisho Hill to which 
they replied with two cannon and sever­
al machine guns. The garrison was in 
a bad way when Generals Pena and 
O’Carranza, with 1,500 men and General 
Anaya with 1,000 arrived and caught the 
rebels on the rear and the flank.

The despatch estimates the rebel loss 
at 800 men.

Vera Cruz, Oct. 25—General Felix 
Diaz early this morning still remained 
in the hotel here adjoining the Am­
erican consulate, where he went on 
Thursday night, after lie left his home. 
The authorities insist that they have 
no order for the arrest of the president­
ial candidate. Should an attempt be 
made to take him into custody, it is be­
lieved he will seek safety in the Am­
erican emulate.

ILondon, Oct. 25—The Mexican situa­
tion now occupies the most prominent 
place in the public mind and in the 
press of the British ^sles, and 
particularly the divergent views of the 
United States and England as to the 
best policy to bring about order in that 
country.

It is still held in official circles here 
that the differences between the United 
States and England are nat such as 
could possibly lead to any trouble, and 
that they will smooth themselves out 
when all the facts shall have been made 
known by Washington.

The greatest regret exists here that 
any signs of ill-feeling should have been 
raised in regard to the situation. It is 
pointed out by officials that England, 
like other powers, recognized Provisional 
President Huerta because she believed 
him to be the best man to handle the 
critical situation, and she still holds that 
opinion.

When cold remove 
the hard grease from the top and there 
will be left a firm* clear jelly, which 
can be served In slices between crackers 
or as a garnish.

Grape Jelly
Pick grapes from stems and wash. 

Put grapes into boiling water. Let boil 
until soft and seeds tire free; then strain 
and measure juicé. Put juice on to boll. 
Have the same amount of sugar in a 
deep dish. Try a. spoonful of juice and 
the same of sugar and see if it will jell 
by stirring together. If so pour juice 
on the sugar in dish and keep - stirring. 
When the sugar is all dissolved it will 
thicken; then pour into glasses. All jel­
lies can be made this way. If when you 
try the little sugar and juice together it 
docs not jell boll the juice a little longer 
and try again.

The announcement that the Hon. W. 

S. Fielding, former finance minister of 
Canada, had decided to return to his old 
profession of journalism and would soon 
Assume the duties of president of the 
Telegraph Publishing Company of Mon- 
tréal, and editor-in-chief of “The Daily- 
Telegraph,” has called forth the tiiost 
generous congratulations and good wish­
es from leading journals of all parties. 
Mr. Fielding began his career as a lad 
in the office of the Morning Chronicle, 
Halifax. By his application, integrity and 
ability he rose to the position of editor- 
-in-chief, which he held until he was 
called to enter the government of his 
native province and to become its prime 
minister. He was four times re-elected 
for Htilifax in the provincitil legislature, 
and on the formation of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurieris administration in 1896, he was 
chosen minister of finance for Canada, 
and thereupon retired from the Nova 
Scotia government. He was elected to 
the House of Commons for Shelburne 
and Queens in 1896, and continued to 
represent this constituency untl the gen­
eral elections of 1911.

Mr. Fielding had the unique distinc­
tion of introducing the Canadian budget 
for sixteen successive years, on each of 
which, with the exception of the first, 
he was able to report a surplus. Mr.

He won a high reputation as a journ­
alist years ago, and his long and varied 
experience in public life since leaving the 
editorial chair has added to his quali­
fications for the responsible position to 
which he is now called. It must be grati­
fying to Mr. Fielding that some of the 
highest compliments paid him at this 
time come from leading organs of the 
party to which he is in opposition.

Along with the plea for playgrounds, 
there is a demand in Montreal for social 
centres, to be used for the benefit of 
boys and girls, and young men and wo­
men, who are at present without such 
places of meeting or such opportunities 
to get healthy enjoyment under propel 
supervision. Mr. J. S. Woodsworth ad­
mirably stated the case when he said 
last week in an address at the closing 
session of the Social Service Institute 
in Montreal:—

“If you want to keep your boys and 
girls from jails and reformatories, throw 
open your school buildings and churches 
as social centres. Open baths in the 
basements of the schools, and use your 
schoolrooms for clubs for the boys and 
the girls at night. The cost will be But 
a few cents, and will provide recreation 
for the rising generation that will mean 
much to the Canada of tomorrow.”

The appeal made by Mr. Woodsworth 
should be made in every city in Canada. 
Not only is there a universal need for 
playgrounds, but for a wider use of the 
school buildings as social centres and 
for evening classes.

One of the reasons for the present 
activity in Montreal is doubtless the fact 
that Mr. John Bradford, late of Am­
herst, is now busily engaged in arousing 
public sentiment in the larger city. The 
Montreal Daily Telegraph of Saturday 
publishes a report of an address deliver­
ed by Mr. Bradford before the Ameri­
can Women’s Club of Canada. He point­
ed out the need of looking after girls 
who were out in the world alone, and of 
safe-guarding them in their social and 
working life. Mr. Bradford made a very 
strong plea for the organization of wo­
men to study working conditions and 
interest themselves In social service. In 
Montreal, as he did in Amherst, he is 
endeavoring to interest all organizations 
in co-operative effort to improve soi^al 
conditions. The opening of more and 
more supervised playgrounds and a 
wider use of the school buildings are 
two very essential steps If the work Is 
to succeed.

We are approaching the winter season 
in St. John, when provision should be 
made for recreation, under proper super­
vision, for young people who have not 
hitherto been cared for as they should 
be. They should also be given an op­
portunity for study. The school board 
should consent to a wider use of the 
school buildings in the evenings, 
goes with the playground movement as 
a great factor in social service.

The agitation for a large expenditure 

for playgrounds in the city of Montreal 
is only objected to on the ground that 

-twL_gifeat a sum of money is required.
The demand of the friends of the play­
ground movement is for a million dol­
lars, to be devoted to the opening of 
parks and supervised playgrounds. Mr.
J. C. Walsh, who is a strong advocate 
of the movement, insists that the play­
grounds must be provided whether It 
cost a million or two millions. To play 
Is the natural right of every child, and 
as small children cannot go much far­
ther than a quarter of a mile, the play­
ground must be taken to them. Mr.
Walsh points out that the organization 
which is pressing for the playgrounds 
has selected twenty-five places, of which 
nine are now available, but of which 
sixteen would have to be provided and 
equipped. He estimates the cost of ap­
paratus at about oue thousand dollars 
per playground, and there is a consider­
able expenditure necessary for surfacing, 
after the property has been bought and 
cleared. He estimates that five to ten 
thousand dollars would be a reasonable 
average capital expenditure In connec­
tion with each playground. In some 
cases, of course, the expenditure would 
be very much larger than in others. Mr.

Expert Offers Data Concerning Man’s 
Readiness to Forget

Two investigators, working at the 
University of (Mileago, have found a! 
nçw “curvç of forgetting,” or record of 
how fast the average person forgets 
something he has learned.

They found that two or three seconds 
after a thing has been learned or mem­
orized the process of forgetting begins, 
and that in five minutes about one-sixth 
has already been forgotten. In half an 
hour about one-fotirth has slipped away, 
two-fifths is forgotten at the end of 

I a day, and one-half Is gone by the end 
! of the week. From then on the process 
of forgetting is slower; so that at the 
end of 125 days the pupil still remem­
bers a third of the lesson.

That rapid learners are just as apt 
to remember well as slow learners, and 

near that for most people eight o’clock in 
the morning is the best time for learn­
ing, arc two other conclusions these, in­
vestigators have drawn from their stud­
ies. Some persons have other hours for 
their best work iff memorizing, but, on 
the average, the investigators found it 
requires thirteen per cent, more time to 
learn something at five o’clock in the 
afternoen than at eight in the morning.

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Berlin, Oct. 25—In discussion at the 
anti-tuberculosis convention yesterday, 
statistics were cited showing that a fifth 
of the deaths among the policy holders 
of private insurance companies were due 
to tuberculosis after the insured persons 
had paid an average of only four years’ 
premiums, while a large percentage of 
insured persons following occupations 
such as that of tailor, weaver, stone mas­
on, and postman die from consumption.

Privy Councillor Pannwitz closed the 
discussion with an appeal for co-opera­
tion among insurance companies, interna­
tional associations and governmental or­
ganizations in fighting tuberculosis.

Dr. Leon Bernard, of Paris, reported 
on a new method of diagnosing tuber­
culosis by direct examination of the 
blood and an injection into the blood 
which excluded all possibilities of

Dr. Von Glasenapp, of Arolsen, Ger­
many, advocated the compulsory noti­
fication of tuberculosis.

Dr. Behla, of Berlin, member of the 
Board of Health of Prussia, reporting 
on the mortality from tuberculosis and 
scrofula in infancy in Prussia, declared 
that while the general mortality from 
tuberculosis had decreased fifty per 
cent since 1876, this had affected prin­
cipally persons above the age of fifteen 
that is, those well along toward matur­
ity, but that the decrease in the age 
classes below fifteen years had been in­
considerable. The mortality in child 
tuberculosis had remained almost the 
same.

Several other papers calling for more 
extensive propaganda in the fight against 
consumption were received with great 
interest.

It is 
understood that Capt. Ross and his 
crew will fish on the local grounds and 
run into Boston with his fares all 
winter.

The steamer in from Yarmouth, N. S., 
this morning, brought a shipment of 
J0,000 pounds of groundfish for local 
dealers.

Vienna, Oct. 7—Is the world becom­

ing a world of Christians? Austrian 
theologians and statisticians are busy 
with this old problem. The thesis that 
it is, and also that it is not, has been 
propounded often since Christolph 
Friedrich V. Ammon wrote his for­
midable four-volume essay on “The De­
velopment of Christianity into a World 
Religion.” Things have changed radical­
ly since then, for every measure and re­
form suggested by Ammon 
of making Christianity universal has 
since been condemned and rejected.

Ammon’s theory was that the world 
is slowly growing Christian and that the 
Christian religion is being modified and 
adapted in the necessary direction so 
that it will find favor with the heathen, 
but he admitted that the final form of 
Christianity and the full Christianiza­
tion of the world were both far off. Now, 
after eighty years of preaching Christi­
anity without and increasing Its recep- 
tibility and plasticity within, only" a 
third of mankind is Christian; and mis­
sionary records show that at the pres­
ent rate of conversion millenniums must 

' " pass before—in the words of a Magyar 
poet, “the last heathen dies obdurate in 
unbelief, while his children pray for his 
shul to the Christian Redeemer.”

This is a tiresome prospect for every­
one except for paid officials of mission­
ary leagues. But the prospect is less 
black than it seems. At least that may 
be judged from the present Austrian 
discussion, set going by lectures of Herr 
Arthur Pagacnik and by a remarkable 
book recently published by Professor 
Karl Beth of Vienna. The book is “Die 
Entwickiung des Christentums zur Uni­
versal-Religion." a title almost the same 
as that of Ammon’s big work. Doctor 
Beth is the chief Austrian theological 
writer in the lay world, and though a 
comparatively young man he has writ­
ten numerous books dealing with the 
theology of Schleiermacher, with Orien­
tal Christianity, with the philosophy of 
Giorano Bruno, against Drews’ “Christ- j 
ian Myth,” and on other such subjects, 
which are all dealt with in liberal but 
apoiogetical mood.

And in his new work he sets himself 
to deal with the factors which are mak­
ing Christianity essentially a world-re­
ligion which has potentialities of con­
scious free development as apart from 
mere evolution along predetermined 
laws. It is in this conscious develop­
ment to meet the exigencies of the age 
and of geography and race that he sees 
a radiant hope that in a not far distant 
future Christianity will .possess the 
earth.

and “The Remedy for Unsubscribed Is­
sues,” are the titles of folders issued 
by Reuter’s financial publicity depart­
ment and though they are circulated 
with the object of securing advertise­
ments, they contain some ideas which 
may be of interest on your side in view 
of the recent failures to attract public 
support to Canadian issues. The refer­
ence to the monies deposited in the post 
office saving bank should also be of in­
terest, and might inspire a third folder 
“Why not attract the post office saver??” 
At present there is on deposit in the 
British post office savings bank the large 
sum of 1925,610,000.

“How is it,” it is asked, “that the pub­
lic refuses to subscribe to a good in­
vestment, even although the first finan­
ciers of the land with all their ability, 
are willing to ensure that they will 
take it? How is it that the shares of 
some pushing speculative company, witli 
doubtful prospects, may be readily sub­
scribed or bought, while first-class in­
vestments, such as those here mention­
ed, are ignored?

“One answer to the question is, with­
out the possibility of doubt, that the 
public is not made sufficiently aware of 
the opportunities of these investments. 
As a rule, because of the dignity or 
something of the sort of those respon­
sible, the loan issues are grossly under­
advertised. The experienced financier, 
the careful reader of city articles ,and so 
on, may realise their attractions, but 
they are not properly explained to the 
great public, and the issuing houses will 
not stoop from their pedestal to explain.

Thus the sound loan is pushed aside 
I by the more enterprising company 
monger, market-maker, or bucket-shop 
keeper, who knows how to - present his 
wares attractively. The brief technical 
prospectus issued by the representatives 
of nations and states and cities makes 
no appeal to the great public, with the 
result that it holds aloof. And in itself 
having to find the vast sums required 
by the flrihncial community is plunged 
into danger.
jA Lesson from France

London, Oct. 24—It is expected that

Brings) Big Man to FrontIn writing about the Ulster situation 

last Friday, we said that the principal 
difficulty was the religious quarrel, 
which for political or party purposes 
had been kept in the background by the 
organizers of the movement, but which 
must be faced courageously if any pro­
gress was to be made towards a peace­
ful settlement.

All parties would be wise to make any 
reasonable concessions to procure agree­
ment and to avoid the necessity of Home 
Rule coming as a bitter political defeat 
to any section of Irishmen. Mr. Red­
mond takes tile speeches made in Bel­
fast last week, as well as the threats im­
plied in the demonstrations of the volun­
teers, as a definite refusal of a conference 
between parties. Certainly the form of 
these demonstrations, if not the actual 
words used by the speakers, is a serious 
obstacle to any public initiative on the 
part of the government. Even the mild­
est of ministers might well shrink from 
the appearance of yielding to a form of 
intimidation which cuts at the very roots 
of orderly government. But we are not 
quite so sure as Mr. Redmond that the 
authoritative leaders of the Unionist 
Party meant to close the door on concili­
ation, and we may yet find that there is 
a distinction between Carsonism and 
Unionism which it may he valuable to 
recognize in this connection.

“The right way is to interest the pub­
lic before the prospectus of the loan ap­
pears, and to precede it by a series of 
well written, well displayed advertise­
ments, giving all the facts which the 
wise man wants to know, the prospects 
for the future, and the performance in 
the past.

The fictitious sales and purchases of­
ten far exceed in amount the whole cap­
ital stock of a corporation and the ex­
changes have to maintain special “liqui­
dation bureaux” in order to act as clear­
ing houses between the difference specu­
lators.

The anti-speculation laws aim at pre­
venting this by declaring that all such 
fictitious sales and purchases are gamb­
ling, and, therefore, cannot be enforced 
by law. If the loser chooses to pay the 
difference, he cannot, unless the deal is 
in grain quotations, demand it back, but 
if he refuses to pay he cannot be forced 
to by the winner. The courts interpret 
this provision stringently. They declare 
that the intention to gamble is proven 
if one of the parties has been in the hab­
it of engaging In such fictitious sales; 
and—in the case of speculation in grain 
—they declare the transaction a gamble 
in differences if the purchaser has not 
provided storage for the grain, or has 
not otherwise shown that it is a genuine 
transaction.

For 
that reason Christianity is most suited 
to be, most likely to be, the universal 
religion. Christianity, Beth repeats 
does not develop and expand rigidly 
along the lines of internal laws; 
says it develops and moulds Itself un­
der pressure and Influences ffom with­
out; that its development is not evolu­
tion, but epigenesis, and as each new In­
fluence comes from without, whether In 
the shape of changing conditions in 
heathen lands, Christianity can always 
adapt itself, and thus prove Its fitness 
to be equally th- elision of all. That, 
he says, is Its past history ; and will be 
its future.

Beth rejoices that Christianity is 
not national, and may therefore, fit all 
nations. The Kingdon of Zion, he says, 
was not designed to be a national Jew­
ish state but a state within Israel ruled 
by God according to divine law.

Christianity. Also the simplification of 
religion, which was one achievement of 
Christ, made Christianity suited to all 
races and times. “Christianity in its 
very origin,” is Beth’s conclusion, “is 
free from partlcularist limitations and 
Is suited for universality."

If this Is true how explain the 0.6 
per cent, of Christians in Asia after 
three centuries of missionary work? The 
view of Pagacnik is that “the natural 
plasticity of the Christian faith has not 
been properly turned to advantage.” A 
Vienna newspaper says the meaning ,of 
this is that “the world is to become 
Christian but Christianity is to cease.” 
What would happen is what has hap­
pened with Germany’s socialists. The 
socialist voters have multiplied since 
1871 from 102,000 to 4,690,000 today. 
But socialism has decayed. Doctrinal 
purity has been sacrificed In order to 
catch vast numbers, and at present a 
third of the 4,690,000 socialists reject ' 
the essential dogmas of their socialist 
prophet, Karl Marx.

Pagacnik predicts that if Christianity 
Is to become a world religion it must 
repeat this political history. “The 
ses of Asia and Africa will be enrolled, 
few or no questions being put; and 
paganism did In later Roman history, 
so local Christianity will assimilate, or 
at least tolerate, a dose of heathenism. 
The world will be Christian, but its re­
ligion will not any longer be 
orthodox Christianity.”

Pagacnik regards this as no misfor­
tune. In Europe Christian piety and 
morals may suffer, and in Asia and 
Africa the masses may become only a 
little Christianized. “But the name 
counts for much.” The nominal Chris­
tianization of the world, he says, will 
mean a gain in tolerance, a breaking 
down of race barriers, and the coming 
of universal peace and that in that

This attempt to check speculation last­
ed until 1908.

The 1908 law adhered to the 
principle that people generally have no 
right to speculate ; It specifically for­
bade some traders to speculate, but it 
abolished the abortive register of specu­
lators, and it made legal within certain 
limits trading in produce and stocks for 
future delivery. Specudators in grain 
must be persons who are in some way 
interested in the grain trade, and their 
names must be found in the register of 
merchants. A private individual who 
is not connected with the grain business 
is still forbidden to speculate. Trading
