Belfast, Aug. 31—The military, it was
mnounced at midday, will assume con-:

trol of Belfast within an hour as a re-
sult of representations by the Lord
Mcyor as to the urgent necessity of af-
fording the city’s citizens protection in
view of a fierce rioting and fighting in
progress.

Fierce revolver fighting between Ulster
loyalists and Sinn Feiners eontinued
here this morning, causing scenes of the
wildest excitement in some of the city’s
thoroughfares. . Another man was killed
at eight o’clock, making the total dead
up to the present nine.

By mid-afternoon, with the fighting
still proceeding in some areas the total
death roll since Monday night had
reached fourteen.

Scores have been wounded, but the
exaet number is not known.
jdBelfast, Aug. 81 —Street fighting of
‘fhe ‘most savage character continued in
this city last night, following a day of
disorder.. Many streets in the very
centre of the city were left in darkness
because the lamp lighters refused to en-

Town of Crow’s Nest Said to
be in Danger—Air Scouts
Report Little Success in

Qslgary, Aug. 31—A big fiorest fire
-v?hlch is raging on the British Colimbia
side of the main range of the Rockies
west of Crow’s Nest Pass has developed
until it now covers a front of three to
four miles. Efforts made to check its
course in British Columbia are apparent-
ly not meeting with much success, ac-
cording to the reports of air scouts to
their headquarters at High River.

C. H. Morse, inspector of forest re-
serves for Alberta, yesterday said that
the fire fighting forces of the threatened
area have taken every precaution Io
guard against the fire spreading into the
timber lying on his side of the line. The
town of Crow’s Nest is reported to be
in danger.

The fire is burning an area north of
the C. P. R. track and the river, its
eastern boundary facing the main range
of the Rockies centred on Mount Phil-
ipps.

Nanaimo, B. C., Aug. 31—Fire yester-
day destroyed the plant of the Manaimo
Meal and Refining Company, causing a
loss estimated at nearly $30,000 on which
there was $20,000 insurance.

OUT OF TOUCH WITH THE
PEOPLE. .

Premier Meighen has been asked to
call a convention, or a committee, of
business men to consider the financial,
industrial and labor situation and the
begt method of dealing with them.
While this suggestion has favor in some
quarters it is being sharply opposed by
many close observers of Canada’s econ-
omic problems. In this connection the
Montreal Gasette, Hon. Mr. Meighen’s

most influential adviser, points out that
athe scheme suggested is not the way of
parliamentary government, nor is it a
method promising practical results; and
' the Gazette adds: :

“The House of- Commons under oufr
system ¥ presumed to reflect the opin-
ions of the people, and the Committee
of the Privy Council—the cabinet—to
reflect the opinions of the Commons;
and to supersede the Commons with a
group of business men, however experi-
enced and capable these may be, would
be to destroy popular government and
representative institutions. The House
of Commons may not be a very wise
body. It may be.inadequate for emer-
gencies. It may have grown stale, be-
come out of touch with electorate sen-
timent, be unduly dominated by parti-
sanship, but a free parliament is still
the most perfect means yet devised to
secure popular government, and fre-
quency of elections t“‘sm'est safe-guard
against the creation of an oligarchy.

The Gazette makes it clear that cabi-
net ministers should keep in touch with
the people, that the views of business
men should be sought and their senti-
ments ascertained, and it declares that
frem surface indications this course is
not sufficiently pursued. Furthermore
the Gazette'’is severely critical of the
methods recently employed by the De-
partment of Customs: “In the mat-
ter of customs regulations and vari-
ous taxation devices there is too
much after-thought and not sufficient
fore-thought. Irritating regulations are
made and, after persistent protests, are
mended, perhaps abolished, having
meanwhile angered the merchants and
disturbed trade. The ﬂrlﬂng Act is
a case in point, the legislation of last
session which requires goods to be
marked with the country of origin. The
legislation is not, indeed, novel, but its
utility had no public consideration pre-
vious to its introduction, and the date
of its enforcement was made so early
as to have caused serious embarrass-
ment to importers had it been adhered
to.*

That the utility of the requirement
is ‘a fair subject of discussion does not
adipit of argument. Thére would be no
politics in such a course, and the Minis-
ter of Customs might well have sought
the views of boards of trade before the
legislation was proceeded with. As the
Gazette explains, governments ought to
keep in touch with men of business
affairs. Had this been done in a greater
degree during the last few years many
blunders that have been made might
bhave been avoided and much of the
irritating legislation which the Gazette
refers to eliminated. One of the greal
sources of trouble under present condl-
tions lies in the fact that the Meighen
government is entirely out of touch with
the people it is supposed to serve, and
there can be no hope of improvement
{umtil the electors have had a chance to
choose a new House of Commons that
is representative of public opinion.

NOT PROUD OF IT.

The New York Evening Post is blunt-
ly critical of an exordium by the State
Department at Washington on the trealy
recently signed ending the war between
the United States and Germany. Wash-
ington has declared, in referring to some
of the clauses: “The result is to put
the United States on a footing with the
othet Allied and Associated Powers with
respect to all the rights defined in these
clauses.” i

The Post says that the State Depart-
ment failed to add that “Another result
ig that the agreement with Germany
lets us out of all the obligations incuv-
red under the Treaty .of Versailles, obli-
gations which might be supposed to be
the goncomitant of rights and interests
acquired, under the treaty.”

The newspaper finds it written all
over the treaty that the spirit of the
pact is “rights and interests, but no obli-
gations.” Concluding,™it measures the
future as follows::

Only three persons in the state re-
ported incomes as high as $5,000,000
during 1919. The average net income of
taxpayers was $5,030 or $1,036 more then
the average for the United States at

AVIATOR SAVES
THREE WOMEN

Drops Inflated Auto. Inner
Tubes to Them as They are
in Danger in-Water.

Aviator"J. F. Blake of Wellesley, Mass.,
who was making a flight near the beach,
saw the predicament of the bathers,
and, bringing his - plane«down close to
the water, he and his mechanic, Clifton
Kemp of Concord, managed to drop the
tubes close to the three girls.

They clung to the tubes until the life
guards were able to reaeh them, but
were unconscious when brought ashore.
They were soon revived.

MORE WITNESSES
IN MURDER TRIAL

At the hearing of Millett Stewart,
charged with the murder of James Ross
at Neguac, in tHe police court at New-
castle yvesterday, several witnesses said
that they had heard Stewart threaten to
do bodily harm to Ross. Dr. Loggie
said that the wound could not have been
self-inflicted. Clyde Munro said that
Stewart and Ross had had trouble over
an account. . Stewart had said’ he would
shoot Ross. Witness admitted that he
was not good friends with Stewart, but
said that he was not a voluntary wit-
ness. Lewis Martin said that at noon
on the day of the murder he had seen
Stewart at the latter’s home. Then
Stewart had taken a gun out of the house
and put it under some bushes near the
Stymest shack. Mrs. Stewart was with
him. He had a sharp-pointed knife in
his pocket. Martin saw no evidence of
drinking that day, nor did he hear any
threats about Ross. .

Samuel Savoy said that Ross showed

him a knife on the day of the murder |’

and said that he would butcher Ross
with it. Matthew La Tulippe said that
Stewart wanted him to take a stone
weighing about four pounds, and when
people were not looking, to hit Ross.
Several other witnesses ‘gave minor evi-
dence and court was adjourned to meet
again this morning.

‘They may
also be caught in traps set at the cn-
trances of ‘their dens, which are -often
located in cliffs. Cottontail rabbits are
frequently destructive to young fruit
trees and garden truck. They -may be
caught i’ box traps baited with swect
apple, carrot or pumpkin. Where rab-
bits are abundant, shelter traps.are oc-
cupied by them more or less regularly
during the day. A dog trained to hunt
rabbits will give warning when one is
inside a trap. To prevent the quarry’s
escape a stick with a disk at the end of
it may be thrust into the entrance, af-
ter which the top of the trap may be
opened and the animal caught in the
hand. The skins and flesh of trapped
rabbits are superior to those of rabbits
which have been shot,

“In many of the Western States the
rodent most destructive and most diffi-
cult to capture is the pocket gropher,
which spends most of its' life under
ground. Owing to its subterranean hab- |
its it has been found expedient to de-
| vise special kinds of g,qyﬂher traps. In
|making its burrows the,gopher throws
up on the surface of the ground the dirt
it excavates. The trapper, opening a
fresh mound, sets. a gopher tray well
within it and covers the, opening behind
the trap with a piece of sod, or what-
ever may be at hand.

“Besides the rodents, which constitute
the majority of farm and garden pests,

Practically every farm is overrun at
times by pests of one kind or another.
Farmers, therefore, find it necessary to
kill such ‘pests in order to prevent them
from injuring their property or crops.
Some he destroys by .poison; others he
eliminates by employing traps.

“A knowledge of the traits and habits
of the animals,” says Ned Dearborn in
a bulletin of the U. S. Bureau of Biolog-
ical Survey, “and of proved methods of
capt‘ring them is important if the farm-
er is to combat them successfully. Be-
sides such out-and-out pests as rats,
mice and pocket gophers, some other an-
imals are occasionally harmless, but, hav-
ing valuable skins and being classed as
fur bearers, are given special considera-
tion.

“The lively demand for all kinds of
fur puts into the pockets of American
trappers millions of dollars a  year,
which, until the harvest, has not costi
them a single effort. Moreover several
of the furry tenants of the farmer not
only ‘are not pests but are useful while
alive. Foxes, for example, destroy many
rabbits and mice, both of which when

'FALSE DRINK THIRST
 FILLS CAPITAL AL

84 Per Cent Increase in Ar-
rests at Washington Due to
“Non-Beverages.”

Washington, Aug. 31—The use of
hair tonic, flavoring extracts, perfumes,
medicines containing alcohol, and even
poisonous wood alcohol, for beverage
purposes, had a good deal to do with the
fact that the number of jail sentences
dealt out at the nation’s capital for
intoxication during the fiscal year ended

- June 30, 1921, showed an increase of

34 per cent. over the previous year,
according to the annual report of W. L.
Peak, Superintendent of the District jail.

Superintendent Peak described the in-
crease as “an erratic fluctuation in the
process of extinction,” which ]gcal ob-
servers declared not such a bad way of
putting it, after all. At any rate, there
were 1,097 sentenced to jail for drinking
more than they could handle, as com-
pared with 841 who didn’t get home
safely the year before.

“From their low point following the
new: lay the figures are ascending and
intoxication for the moment is increas-
ing,” reads the Superintendent’s report.

“The beverages are new, and most of
‘them are legitimate articles of com-
merce, but they are being used for pur-
poses mever designed by the manufac-
turer. Hair tonic, flavoring extracts,
perfumes, medicines and the poisonous
wood alcohol are all being consum
by the old-time victims of a habit
which required an act of Congress to

cure.

“The increase is due to the fact that
younger men have been able to evade
the law and have found means of traf-
ficking in saleable imitations of old
beverages having an alcohol content
néarly double that of the other product.

“The enforcement of the law is fully
in keeping with the public’s viewpoint,
and the increased violations are prob-
ably only an erratic fluctation in the
process of extinction.

“Because the courts took such a de-
termined stand in the matter of frown-

. ing upon certain forms of recklessness
and defiance of law, good results are
already indicated. There were fifty-
seven fewer cases of carrying deadly
weapons, seventy-four fewer cases of
larceny than last year.

»

“There were 58 persons sentenced for
joy-riding, a decrease of 34. There were
49 committed for murder, a gain of 10
over last year. There are 4 men await-
ing execution.

“It has been the accepted belief that
the boy safely brought through his teens
into the full promise and estate of young
manhood has safely passed the fields in
which wild oats are grown, and #8 firmly

embarked upon the broad highway of

rectitude and right living.

“Because it is so nearly universal, the;
view is undoubtedly well founded. And'

yet 1,334-of this year’s jail population
were between the ages of 20 and 30;
more than one-third of all, at the exact
time when life should hold for them
every inducement to be loyal to the
precepts of righteousness.

“It has been so before—other reports
disclose it—not the wild care-free age
of youth, but the age that leaves a-wife
and child to hang their heads in shame,
in the squalor of p¥ivation, because of
the misdeeds of a grown man.

“Then on to other years, the arrow
points until it passes beyond the six-
tieth milestone, and fifty-one men,
within the limits of old age, were re-
ceived. There were 500 of the total
under 20, misguided, ignorant, reckless,
and their crimes were nearly always
more serious than those of men between
40 and 50. In this latter group are found
the habitual drunkards, so that.they
had the total of their generation to 554.

“Twenty to 80 is the age of yielding
to temptation,” the report concludes,
adding, “it is there the ounce of pre-
vention is needed.”

As to Grown 'Women.

“But is was the grown women who
made me decide finally against the pres-
ent system of strenuous sports for girls
and realize that the difference between
men and women, boys #nd girls, was
not one of edueation, environment, and
oppertunity, but was a vital and funda-
mental one. I knew many women who
were physical experts and who prided
themselves upon the fact.

POND-BRED TROUT
LACK GAMENESS

F. G. Shaw Says

Natural

Hatching.

Trout breeding establishments in the
by-channels of natural streams wherever
proper protection can be afforded ‘is be-
ing advocated by Fred. G. Shaw, F. K.
S., English sportsman, whose works on
trout fishing and salmon fishing are re-
garded as authoritative. Mr. Shaw, who
is now visiting in New Yeork, approves
of the present American system of using
artificial breeding ponds, but urges that
it be supplemented by plants on natural
streams.

by a good trout stream and the want of
a plentiful supply of fresh running river
water, the reliance on artificial food, the
vicinity of the keepers and the feeble
current in the artificial ponds all tell
against the trout reared undet such con-
ditions,” said Mr. Shaw.

“Trout reared under these conditions
and accustomed to being hand fed do
not, according to my observation, rise to
the fly as freely as they would had they
been accustomed to depend more on nat-
ural food during the early life.

“Then, too, the effort which is de-
manded of the alevin to resist the nat-
ural movement of the running water
creates a more developed and powerful
fish.

“It may be accepted as a fact that
trout should have plenty of water, plenty
of space and plenty of food, and the
more natural the conditions of these
three factor: the hetter the resuits in
trout breca g

called upon to put his engineering and
ichthyological knowledge to practical
use in the construction of fish hateh-
eries in England and South Africa.

He has just been invited by the do-
minion government of New Zealand to
make an inspection of the trout and
salmon streams of that island. His ac-
ceptance of the, invitaation, however, is
uncertain, as he is scriously considering
the advisability of seetling in America,
where he has already received numer-
ous applications from prominent sporis-
men and sportswomen for instruction in
