BALLINGER WILL
HOLD TO OFFICE

DECLARES HIMSELF
QUITE INNOCENT

Action of Committee on Land
Scandals is Not Worrying the
Secretary

(Times Leased Wire.)

" Seattle, Wash., Sept. 8.—R. A, Bal-
linger, secretary of the interior, be-
fore six hundred members of the Com-
mercial and Aretic clubs last night
again voiced his determination to con-
tinue in office and to disregard all pub-
lic clamor for his retirement. In de-
claring his attitude on conservation,
the secretary said he was following the
policies of the president of the United
States, and his manner of enunciat-
ing the word ‘“president” left no room
to doubt his antipathy to any policies
of an ex-president.

He said that the one great requis-
ite of the honest patriotic American
to-day was the courage of his convic-
tions, the courage to withstand the
fanaticism and muckraking of the dis-
honest leaders of the irresponsible mob.
It was a fime when America had great-
est need of sanity to combat the “isms”
that were abroad in the land. He ad-
vocated a strict following of the law
and the constitution for the perpetu-
ation of the government.

Speaking in connection with the ac-
tion of members of the Ballinger-Pin-
chot /investigation committee at Min-
neapolis, ‘when a resolution censuring
him was brought up, Mr. Ballinger
said:

“With my consciousness of rectitude
in every ‘act, public and private, and
with my determination to go forward
in the same path, I do not fear the
criticism of any man or set of men.
It has been said that the criticism of
me, whether true or untrue, has made
me unfit to hold office. If this is the
case, then.every public man may be

truth in all the allegations brought
against me.”

HALF-TON SHELL BURST.

San Francisco, Sept. 8.—Military au-
thorities at the Presidio are at a loss
to explain the accidental bursting of a
shell during target practice yesterday,
which injured one trooper and narrow-
ly missed 50 more. The topic has been
distussed officially and otherwise all
day and no decision reached. It is the
consensus of opinion ‘that the fault
lies with the construction of the half-
ton missile rather than in the way it
was fired.

CONSERVATION OF
NATIONAL RESOURCES

Work in United States Described
at St. Paul Meeting—Pinchott+
Acclaimed .

-

St. Paul, Minn., Sept. 8—To-night
will see the closing session of the 1910
national conservation congress. Short-
ly after the delegates had been ‘ealled
to order to-day by President Baker it
was decided to declare formal adjourn-
ment to-night. The feature of the
day’s proceedings was the address of
Gifford Pinchot, who was received with
remarkable enthusiasm.

In view of shortening the congress
the running fight between the advo-
cates of state and federal rights in na-
tional conservation declared a truce
while reports of progress of the con-
servation movement in the various
states which were advocated by state
conservationists, were heard.

Chief Forester Henry S. Graves to-
day paid a tributg to Gifford Pinchot,
declaring that his predecessor was the
real founder of the national conserva-
tion movement.

“Our national forests,” Graves said,
“stand as the greatest practical dem-
onstration of conservation and as a
monument to Mr. Pinchot.”

Graves further declared that the pre-
sent lack of funds with which to carry
on the work of conservation is serious-
ly threatening the movement. Addi-
tional funds for forest protection are
needed, he said, if the proportion of
standing timber annually destroyed by
fire does not decrease,

DELIRIOUS FROM TYPHOID,

Dayton, Wash., Sept. 8.—Delirious
from the effects of a typhoid fever at-
tack, Emil Erickson, recently of Port-
land, Ore. escaped from the Dayton
hospital, it became known to-day, and
after securing a room in a private lodg-
ing house, killed himself by cutting his
throat with a razor.

Member for Fernié Riding Sa#fi to
Have Been Offered Portfolio
by Premier McBride

(From ‘Thursday’s Daily.)

The report is current to-day in po-
litical circles, and generally accepted as
likely to prove correct, that very short-
ly Premier McBride will fill the va-
cancy in his cabinet, caused by the la-
mented death of the late Capt. . G.
Tatlow, by offering a portfolio to W.
R. 'Ross, K. /C.,, M. P. P., of Fernie,
who has long been regarded as the
likely choice of the government for the
position. During the past week Mr.
Ross has been in the city conferring
with the premier, and last evening left
for home, It is belleved that he will
return shortly and be sworn in.

Nothing can be ascertained to-day
as to the intentions of the premier in
respect to the particular portfolio it is
proposed to give Mr, Ross. Since the
death of Capt. Tatlow, Hon, W. J.
Bowser, who joined the government as
attorney-general, has been minister of
finance and acting minister of agricul-
ture as well. The opinion prevails in
some quarters that Mr. Ross, if he
joins the cabinet, will be given the
portfolio of attorney-general, Hon. Mr.
Bowser retaining the portfolio of
finance and agriculture.

For the last two sessions of the legis-
lature Mr. Ross has been chairman of
the private bills committee, He is per-
sonally very peopular.

William Roderick Ross, M. A., K. C,,
is a son of Donald R0ss and Annie
MacKenzie, both Scotch. He was born
in March 29, 1869, at Fort Chipewyan,
Athabaska. His father’s family had
been employed by the Hudson Bay
Company for two generations back. He
was educated at St. John’s College,
Winnipeg, where he took his degrees of
B. A. and M. A. He was married on
October 5, 1892, to Miss Leila Young,
and they have five children. He is
vice-president of the Northern Coal
& Coke Company, Ltd. In 1903 he was
elected as a Conservative for the Fer-
nie riding for the provincial assembly,
and was re-elected in 1907 and 1909. He
resides with his family at the town of
Fernie.

Crippen, the American dentist, accused
of the murder of his wife, Belle El-
more Crippen, was plainly agitated to-
day when the hearing of his case was
resumed in the Bow street police court.

Evidently the announcement that
chemists for the crown had discovered
evidence of hyoscin in the mutilated
Abody dug from the cellar of the Crip-
pens’ North London home, and which
is alleged by the government to have
been the body of Mrs. Crippen, has
caused the doctor much anxiety. He
was startled Tuesday by the announce-
ment that traces of the drug had been
found and to-day he was worn and
haggard-looking when the hearing was
resumed,

He conversed with Miss Leneve while
the trial was in progress to-day speak-
ing of the discovery to her. The girl
shows signs of the strain of the trial,
her answers were short and she seemed
to pay little attention to the whispered
utterances of the accused man,

Unless the crown should fail to sub-
stantiate the evidence of the finding of
the poison, or the defence is able to
disprove it through its own experts, it
is believed that a staggering blow will
be dealt Crippen’s case. His attorneys
showed signs of the gravity with which
they regarded the case by the careful
attention paid to-day when Harold
Kirby, a chemist’s clerk, testified that
Crippen, on January 19, purchased five
grains of hyescin. He admitted that
the doctor had frequently come to him
for” the drug, saying it was a very
uséful sedative.

The eourt officers to-day made no ef-
rfort'do prévent Crippen talking to his
formey itgpist: - The  crowd, 1t is inti<
mated, has-given up all hope of indue-
ing the girl to testify against him.

That Miss Leneve was seen weating
jewelry and  eclothing which belonged
to Mrs. Crippen, after the latter’'s dis-
appearance, was the testimony given
by Mrs. Smithsen, of Brixton, who was
an acquaintance of both women, About
the same time, she testified, Crippen
told her his wife had died while en
route to America.

A Mpys, Harrison, of Brixton, testi-
fied that she had seen Miss Leneve
wearing clothing belonging to Mrs.
Crippen. The attorney for the crown
endeavored to substantiate by her
the testimony given by Mrs. Smithson.

After Mrs. Harrison had been dis-
missed, Inspector Dew took the stand.
On June 30, he testified, he met Miss
Leneve leaving the Crippen home.
‘When he stopped her she appeared agi-
tated, and in answer to a question re-
garding her identity declared she was
Crippen’s housekeeper. Later she told
him her itrue’ name.

Crippen’s relations with his wife
were strained at the time of her dis-
appearance, according to Dew. “On the
night of January 31,” he said, “Crippen
and his wife had one of their periodi-
cal quarrels. Mrs. Crippen threatened
to leave him the next day. My au-
thority for these statements is Crippen
himself. After this quarrel Mrs. Crip-
pen was not seen again. Crippen told
me his wife threatened to go with a
man who could ‘keep her in better
style.’ After she disappeared I asked
him if he knew her whereabouts. He
said he did not but confessed that he
had spread the story of her death to
hide any scandal that might follow her
disappearance.”

Dew then read a statement he had
secured from Miss Leneve. The girl
had said that Crippen told her - his
wife had gone to America and re-
quested her to live at the Crippen
home during her absence. Later, the
statement read, Crippen told her his
wife had died en route to America.

The hearing was then adjourned un-
til next Wednesday.

A mild sensation was created by the
entrance into the court, shortly after
the hearing was begun, of a group of
titled women. They apparently had
, tried to.take the places reserved for
them -without their identity becoming
known, but when they entered the
room there was a general craning of
necks and an excited buzz of whisper-
ing.

It will - be interesting to recite just
what has occurred in this c¢onnection
since the present courcil assumed the
reins of office. Yeporters were free to
come and ‘go at the various depart-
ments at the city hall up to the time
that Angus Smith assumed the posi-
tion of city engineer. Shortly after-
wards the : press representatives de-
tected a disposition on the part of some
members of the board to “make it
warm” for .the engineer, and they
thereupon redoubled their efforts—and
with some success—to keep in touch
with what was going on.

Shortly after the incident of the
abortive attempt to dismiss the city
engineer with a year’s salary, Ald.
Bannerman, chairman of the streets,
sewers and bridges committee, inti-
mated to that official that it would be
better if the reporters spent less time
in his office. A

Just here it may be mentioned that
the Times reporter on no occasion since
Mr. Smith assumed his position, nor
before, has spent more than five min-
utes at one time in the engineer’s office.
The city engineer this morning cor-
roborated the statement here made, in
so far as his term goes.

Prior to last Friday’s meeting of the
streets committee, Ald. Bannerman, in
conversation with another press repre-
sentative, complained of the manmer in
which the reportérs were ‘““wasting the |
time of the city officials,” and men-
tioned that the Times reporter occa-
gionally ‘“‘spent upwards of an hour” in
the city engineer’s office, “keeping him
from his work.” Ald. Bannerman, con-
tinuing, figured out that in this way
the city was losing a lot of money
every year.

FISHERIES CASE
HAGUE TRIBUNAL HANDS

DOWN ITS DECISION |

|

On Three Mile Limit snd Regula- |

tion of Fishing British Con-
tentions Upheld

The Hague, Sept. 7.—The decision of
the arbitration tribunal in the New-
foundland fisheries case was handed
down to-day. It is in the nature of a
compromise of the seven points covered
by the questions submitted to the court.
Great Britain wing numbers one "and
five, and the United States wins on the
remaining five. :

Points one and fivé, in which the
British contentions are upheld, cover
the measurement of the three-mile
limit and the regulations of the fish-
eries by Newfoundland laws, methods
of taking fish, styles of nets, etc., the
important points in dispute. The
Americans win the right to employ
Newfoundlanders on fishing vessels and
some other minor points.

Court Unanimous.
(Times Leased Wire.)

The Hague, Sept. 7.—The interna-
tional court of arbitration has decided
the Newfoundland fisheries dispute
largely in favor of Great Britain. The
decision wag handed down to-day.

The court was unanimous in most of
the important points in question,
though there was a difference of
opinion over the question of excluding
American fishermen from bays which
Britain claimed were British waters.

Satisfaction at Ottawa.

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, Ont., Sept. 7.—The cabled
digest of The Hague decision in the
North Atlantic fisheries case is received
with much satisfaction by officials of
the government conversant with the
large issues at stake, so far as Can-
ada is concerned. The finding of the
tribunal in favor of the British conten-
tion on questions one and five means
practically that from the Canadian
standpoint by far the most important
rights contended for have been won.

According to J. S. Ewart, K. C., the
Canadian counsel before the tribunal,
nine-tenths of the whole argument was
on these two points. The loss of the
British case on the five other points at
issue is comparatively unimportant,
exceépt insofar as Newfoundland is lo-
cally affected. By the decision the right

Ottawa, Sept. 6.—~Homestead entries
for the six months ending July 31, 1910,
show an increase of 11,852 over ‘the
similar period of the year 1909, the
figures being 33,414 entries against 21,-
564.

JAPANESE KILLED
AT DRIARD HOTEL

Elevator Boy Crushed to Death
Between Floor of Lift and Top
of Well Doorway

(From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

Shortly:after 2 o’clock this afternoon
a Japanese named Kioba Ashe, em-
ployed as lift boy at the Driard hotel,
was jammed in the elevator and killed.

The boy apparently started the ele-
vator, and stepping in was jammed
between the floor and the top of the
door in the elevator well door.

VICTORIA BOY DROWNS
WHEN HELP IS NEAR

| John Ferrabee Loses Grip on Over-
turned Canoe as Rescuers
Approwc\h

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Numbed ‘with cold and clinging for
life to the keel of his capsized canoe
until exhausted, John F. W. Ferrabee,
aged 16, was drowned off Macauley
Point on Saturday afternoon, less than,
two minutes before a hoat from the
steamer Princess Charlette could reach
him.

The boy, who was an épprentice em-
ployed at the Victoria Machinery de-
pot, resided’ with his father, John Fer-
rabe, at Admiral road, Esquimalt, and
left Esquimalt harbor in a canoe of his
own making carrying a small sail. ‘He
intended to sail into the inner harbor
and take backi,some lumber from ' the
Sayward mill, While off Macauley
Point the steamer Princess Victoria,
outward bound, was forced to alter her
course owing to a yacht crossing her
bows and it is presumed that the wash
from the steamer’s bows caught and
overturned - Ferrabee's canoe, which
was then passing into the harbor.

The boy was first seen from the C. P.
R. steamer Princess Charlotte as she
was entering the harbor. Capt. Griffin
noticed the keel of the up-turned
canoe with Ferrabee’'s head' showing.
The Charlotte’s engines were immedi-
ately stopped and a boat manned by
| Chief Officer Sterner and four sailors
i put off. As the steamer had passed the
lunfortunate boy before the reversing

Capt. Griffin states that less than two
minutes after he first observed Ferra-
bee the latter lost his grip on the keel
of the canoe and disappeared. The boat
from the Charlotte was rowed over the
spot but no trace of the boy could be
found.” There was a choppy sea run-
ning and it is presumed that Ferrabee,
becoming numbed with cold, was wash-
ed from the canoe and found himself
unable to keep afloat until the rescuers
could reach him.

A fishing boat, which was passing,
picked up the canoe and brought it to
the city. It was identified by Mr. Fer-
rabee,s who is a draughtsman employed
in the city hall, as the one belonging fo
his son.

Mr. Ferrabee did not learn of the ac-
cident until -Sunday at noon. On Sat-
urday night, alarmed at the continued
absence of his son, he took a lantern
and searched along the whole coast line
from Esquimalt to the Victoria harbor.
Finding no trace of his son, whom he
thought to be wrecked on the rocks, he
returned to Esquimalt and endeavored
to launch a boat. Before-he could set
out in search of the missing boy a
neighbor informed him of the fatality,
and coming to the city, he identified
the canoe.

Mr. Ferrabee has been two years in
Vietoria.

‘Wilfrid Laurier says:

“I write this from the most recently
born city in this marvellous country
through which I have been passing for
the last six weeks, . I thought I knew
this country, but at every step my com-
panions and myself found out that we
had  everything to learn.

“Winnipeg, which we bélieved to be
chaos and confusion, is a splendidly
built city, admirably: paved, of brilliant
sumptuousness, and a place where art

and refinement could cause many of our |

eastern cities to blush.

“The same with Vancouver, Victoria,
Calgary, Edmonton,-Regina. What sur-
prises, in all thoge ‘centres of popula-
tion, is not thedr rapid advancement,
but the refinement and good taste
found everywhere.

“And what an immensity!

*“We left Victoria by steamer at mid-
night on Thursday, and arrived<kere,
at Prince Rupert, yesterddy, at 5 p.m.
The distance between Victoria and
Prince -Rupert is six hundred miles.
The whole is a dream., What is most
marvellotg is the nature of the route
travelled. We were not a single mo-
ment in open sea, but all the time in
a' broad channel, between islands
which are mountains, It is somewhat
like navigation on the Saguenay, but
the Saguenay is hardly more than
sixty miles long, while here we have
six hundred miles of that archipelago
between Victoria and Prince Rupert,
and the thing goes on for an equal
distance towards the north,

‘““And what can one say of the wealth
of the country! Of the prairies covered

The hearing of the ‘couple to-day
marks the heginning of the end of one
of the most sensational cases that has
occupied' ‘the . attention of Scotland
Yard in recent years. Following the
discovery last July in the basement of
Crippen’s London home of a body be-
lieved to be that of his wife, Scotland
Yard occupied itself in a search for
Crippen and for Miss Leneve.

During the hearing to-day hundreds
crowded about the doors of the cham-
bér seeking admittance. The guards,
however, refused to admit any one not
bearing satisfactory credentials.

Travers Humphrey, representing ' the
crown, opened the case and was fol-
lowed by Arthur Newton, representing
Crippen, and J. H. Welfare, counsel for
Miss Leneve. Crippen sat during the
proceedings. He evinced no unusual in-

terest when his case was called but

listened attentively when the charges
against Miss Leneve were read.

The evidence against Dr. Crippen
was almost identical with that produc-
ed at his preliminary hearing on’Aug.
29. Following its formal recitation the
case against Miss Leneve was called.

WOMAN MURDERED IN
HOME AT CLAYBURN

Police Are Looking for Husband,
Who Disappeared After the
Crime

Vancouver, Sept. £.—The dead body of

Mrs. George Reid, of Clayburn, was found
in her home on the south side of the
Fraser river late on Tuesday evening.
Her throat had been cut by a razor, and
the provincial police believe it is a clear
case of murder. The woman’s husband
| had disappeared when the body was found
i and the police are busy hunting for him.
{* . But little seems to have been known .of
| the Reids at Clayburn, as they only came
| to the village about a week ago and no
ione in thé neighborhood was well ac-
i quainted with them. The pair appeared to
; live much to themselves and the neighbors
were unaware of any trouble between
i them. Since their arrival the husband has
| been engaged in logging about one mile
| from Clayburn.

The woman's body was discovered by
some B. C. Electric workmen who were
{ living at the same house as the Reids.
They arrived home shortly-after 6 o'clock
to find the place locked. One man climbed
in through the window and in an upstairs
room found the body of the unfortunate
woman. Her throat had been cut and her
head brutally battered with a hammer.
The body was quite cold, and the coroner
was of the opinion that it must have
been dead since morning.

The dead woman was about 29 vears of
age. The husband was a total abstainef,
so that the trouble between them, if there
was any, could not have been caused by
drink. A telegram was received in the
city by Sergeant Murray, of the provincial
police, and he lost no time in putting men
on the chase for the missing man.

The description of the husband as given
to the police is: 5 feet 9 inches in height,
about 30 years of age, clean shaven, 140
pounds in weight. When last -seen he
wore a grey coat, dark trousers, and a
black soft hat.

WILL RUN TRAINS
OF SOLID STEEL

New Cars to Effect Trangformation
in Railway Trains—Safer and
More Comfortable

Pittsburg, Pa., Sept. 8.—American
railroading passed into a new epoch
with the announcement from high au-
thorities here that 2,000 all-steel cars
will soon be in service from all cities
touched by the Pennsylvania lines.

Successful tests of 704 steel cars now
in service have resulted in the procla-
mation that the all-stesl paflilges-on-
wheels far exceed the expeggtions of
authorities. The remalning'url for the
service will be delivered shortlg and
trains will be made up exclusively
from them.

Each of these 2,000 “Dreadhought-of-
the-Rail” weighs 118,000 pounds, a fact
that will abolish practically all vibra-
tion while speeding over the steel rails,
for the standard wooden coach weighs
but 85,000 pounds. Thus travelling

A driveway has been cut and grav-
elled from the entrance gates, circling
around the Woman’s Building, and on
either side of it are artistically ar-
ranged flower beds, which will soon be
a blaze of color. The beds close to the
front of the building are empty as
yet, but Mrs. H. Croft has generous-
ly promised to fill them for the fair
week with her famous collection of
palms and ferns.

At the west side is a large bed of
herbaceous plants and flowering
shrubs from the Lansdowne nursery,
which were kindly donated and will
be permanent.

ANGLICAN CONGRESS
DEBATES THE LITURGY

Adaptations of the Prayer Book
to Meet Modern Conditions
Urge~

Halifax, N, 8., Sept. 8.—The church
congress dealt yesterday with “prayer
book adaptation,” and “ministry of
healing.” The Bishop of Montreal pre-
sided at the discussion of ‘“prayer book
adaptation.”

Canon Hague, Toronto, .thought no
change should be made in doctrine or
rubrics of the prayer book. ‘“We need
only adaptations to-meet the needs of
the day with permissive use of the ad-
ditions. The first prayer beok of Ed-
ward VI.’s reign allowed the permis-
sive-shortening of the service. So we
need the old prayer-book adapted to
our needs by permissive additions and
alterations. "It is also desirable to in-
stitute more modern expressions for
some of the archaic expressions of the
prayer-book. It is desirable that per-
mission should be given for shortened
services. Special psalms should be used
and on some occasions :permission
miight be given for {extempore prayer
at the close of every service.”

The Bishop ‘'of Glasgow spoké fof the
adaptation drawn up by -the bishops-of
the Scottish church. Change was both
permissible and desirable. Liturgical
knowledge had made rapid progress
during the last 20 years. The bishop
pleaded for the careful consideration by
the Canadian church of the. Scottish
and American office for the holy com-
munion based, as they are, not on Ro-
man models, but on those of the early
church. The electionary needs adapta-
tion.

JAILED FOR GIVING

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TOLD T0 STUDY
RAILWAY ACT

WHITE PASS AND YUKON
LINE VIOLATES LAW

Railway Commission Dealing With
Complaints of Excessive
Rates

Vancouver, Sept. 8.—The grievances
of Alberta farmers in shipping over the
C. P. R. to interior British Columbia
and coast points will be investigated at
the same time as the question of ship-
ments from the coast cities to points
in the prairie provinces.

This promise was given at yester-
day’s session of the Railway Commis-
sion. This means that the cases will
not be heard for several weeks, as the
C. P. R. has yet to prepare its defence.
Chairman Mabee asked Mr. Bowers, of
Red Deer, Alberta, to submit on behalf
of the farmers of Alberta a statement
specifying -all their complaints as to a
diseriminatory rate.

The White Pass and Yukon Reailway
occupied the attention of the railway
commissioners during most of the day’s
session, The railway has two com-
plaints to defend, the complaint of the
boards of trade of Dawson and White
Horse, alleging exhorbitant freight and
passenger rates, and the complaint of
Col. J. H. Conrad, alleging excessive
freight rates charged on the cartage of
ores from Carcross to Skagway and on
mining machinery and camp supplies
from Skagway to Carcross.

S. H. Graves, who is the president
and general manager and solicitor of
the railroad, defended. his company,
and during the course of the afternoon
everything was legally orthodox, in-
volving the presentation of a mass of
figures which would require the ser-
vices of an expert accountant to un-
derstand. During the course of a dis-
cussion relative to a preferential agree-
ment between the White Pass and the
Pueblo mine, Mr. Mabee asked Mr.
Graves if he had filed a copy of the
tarift.

“No,” said Mr. Graves.

“Then,” said the chairman, “are you
aware that you have violated the Rail-
ways Act? You want to do what you
please, and the law says you cannot.
It is against thess secret bargains and
contracts that the law is striking. A
man who ships a ton of hay for the
maintenance of one cow is entitled to
the same rate as the man who ships a
thousand tons for the upkeep of a
thousand cows. That principle has
limitations, but a secret contract in
the teeth of a printed tariff certainly
does not come within those limitations.
If it was left in the hands of the rail-
way companies to decide it would al-
low them to discriminate to the en-
richment of one locality and the im-
poverishment of another. Surely you,
as president and manager of a railroad,
are acquainted with the: Railway Act.
I would advise: you:ito buy one -and
study it.”

PROSECUTION UNDER
THE NEW LIQUOR LAW

Horse Lay Down and Dragged
Tree From Boulevard—Driver
Agrees to Replace

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

A prosecution has been commenced,
the first since the new provineial liquor
law came into force, against William
and Isabella Patterson, licensees of the
Dallas hotel,. who are charged with
having sold liquor to H. C. Shute and
W. F. Chapman on Sunday last at
about the hour of 10.30 p.. m. The de-
fendants to the charge were represent-
ed in the police court this morning,
when the case was called, by J. A. Aik-
man, solicitor, and owing to the ab-
sence of a witness who will not be
here until the end of the week, a re-
mand was granted Mr. Aikman until
Saturday morning.

Dr. Greaves, who was suddenly call-
ed out at night to attend a child suf-
fering from convulsions, tied his horse
to a tree on the Superior street boule-
vard when he entered the house of the
child’s parents.

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PROVINCIAL EXHIBITION, VICTORIA.

To the Editor:—~May I crave the in-
dulgence of your paper to make mention
of a few facts for the consideration of the
citizens of Victoria and its environs?

The management—and its name, so far
as workers are concerned, is not legion—
is leaving no stone upturned to make the
forthcoming event a success,

Liberal classification has been given
throughout the whole prize list, and in-
ducements are being offered likely ex-
hibitors such as rarely granted at any
similar functions. .

Victoria is commanding outside atten-
tion in many ways just now, let it not be
said that the people of the city cannot also
be imbued with a spirit conducive to suc-
cessful results for this year's provincial
exhibition.

Progressive cities the world over have
annual agricultural exhibitions. In fact,
without them it is a sine qua non to the
advancement of local. interests. Surely
Victoria, or rather its inhabitants, are not
retrogressive. .

In this day’s generation we should
realize there are certain duties devolving
upon us obligatory of our living in a com-
munity, and that each and everyone there-
in should take a share in the upbuilding
of the place or community. Victoria can
hold a good exhibition provided . its citi-
zens render support.

It behoves us not to be cried at from
afar. *“Oh, ye of little faith!” The suc-
cess accruing to a place depends upon the
confidence of its occupants and the
amount of convincing force that can be
displayed.

Several = sub-committees have been
formed, but the members of same cannot
accomplish much unless backed by public
support.

There is no tremendous monetary con-
sideration sought for, but there should be
a natural love and consideration given by
the people of Victoria which, if evirced,
would cause this year’s fair to sail ma-
jestically out of the flotsam and jetsam
and ride on the waves of prosperity.

I make bold to offer a few suggestions
by which public support could render
paramount aid.

Let us realize that individual effort is
of no avail. We must have co-operation.
and with this I feel assured the efforts of
the people of Victoria will not have been
in vain. We want the people to assemble
themselves in solid phalanx and their
motto be “Finis Coronat Opus.”

What Victorians Might Do, and Can Do.

1. Obtzain a copy of the prize list that is
gratuitously sent to any applicant. Per-
use same and make an entry in one or
other of the departments. Everything
helps, and the entry of a piece of crochet
is just as acceptable as the securing of a
team of horses for competition.

2. Create a general conversation about
the coming exhibition and speak with an
air of assurance for successful results
that will urge others to go and do like-
wise.

3. Get the business people to advertise,
and no matter in what walks of life you
travel interest your neighbors in the ex-
hibition that they in turn may be inter-
ested also.

4, Take Exhibition Week as your Guest
Week and invite your relatives and friends
to Victoria for a few days that they may
see the beauties of this fair clty and ob-
gserve its handiworks in the various ex-
hibits to be displayed at the fair.

I recollect instances where many people
in Alberta invited relatives and friends
during fair weeks, and as a result not only
were these people convinced of the coun-
try’s great potentialities, but they came,
they saw, they conquered. Optimism took
the place of doubt, and investments of
capital amounting to large sums followed
in the wake of such visits.

It all means a good turn of the wheel
for everybody and grist comes to the mills
of the residents in all phases of commer-
cial undertakings, and a city prospers and
goes forward when attended with this kind
of whole-hearted interest.

Were I gifted with the oratorical powers
of Cicero or honeyed with the poetic utter-
ances of Homer I could not convey to
Victorians how essential it is that they
should come out of the rut of lethargy
and, donning the spurs of energy, do honor
to the city by showing, even as others
have done and can do, so can we.

The management will be glad, I know,
to avail themselves of voluntary aid, and
if we, individually and collectively, work
together, remembering that he who gives
quickly gives twice as much, I have no
doubt but that the financial result of this
year’s exhibition .will satisfy even the
most timid ratepayer.

The working of an exhibition involves
heavy expenditure, but it does not take
any stretch of imagination or statistical
juggling with political economy to prove
that the receipts of the previous fairs in
Victoria were far behind and out of pro-
portion to the inducements offered by the
management. This 1s not the state of
affairs that is wanted.

A member's ticket can be purchased for
$2, giving the holder free admission to the
exhibition all the week. Last year some-
thing like $654 was collected for member-
ship fees. Where are they, and where art
thou, the rest of Victoria’s population?
Show your interest right away by becom-
ing a member of the association. The
subscription is a mere drop in the bucket
of the exchequer of any individual. Rouse
yourselves, Victorians, and give tangible
token of your interest in your city’s wel-
fare by supporting an exhibition that has
its aims and objects for the furtherance of
all industries pertaining to the future
prosperity of the province in general, and
more especially to your city, dignified as
the capital of the Last West and Best
West.

Apologizing for trespassing on your valu-
able space to such an extent and claiming
pardon from your readers for what I hope
may after all not prove wasted seas of
ink in the waters of destitution, rather let
it be anticipated my remarks may add to
the strength of the waves of Victoria's
future assured prosperity,

EUCHARISTIC CONGRESS.

Montreal, Sept. 7.—With solemn cere-
mony the twenty-first International
Eucharistic Congress was opened at St.
James’ cathedral last night in the presence
of several hundred archbishops, bishops
and priests, representing nearly every
Catholic centre in civilization. When the
Papal Legate, Vincenzo Vanutelli, reached
the main entrance of the cathedral, he
was met by Monsignor Bruchesi, arch-
bishop of Montreal, and by other church
dignitaries and heads of religious orders,
who escorted him to a special throne, at
which stood the Papal chamberlains,
Thomas Hughes Kelly, of New York, and
M. de Haitinsey, of Montreal.

The ceremony opened with the reading
of the Papal brief appointing Cardinal
Vanutelli legate to the congress, Mon-
signor Bruchesi then delivered an address
of welcome in the name of the heirarchy
of Canada and the United States. In this
archbishop declared that
there need be no fear of any untoward
events in connection with the congress,
nor would there be any opposition to the
carrying of the host through the streets
of Montreal.

ALAMEDA AT SEATTLE
FROM NORTHERN PORTS

Workmen From Copper River
Bring Home Large Pay
Checks

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 8 —The steam-
ship Alameda is in to-day from north-
ern ports, bringing the greatest list of
passengers of the year. Among the 450
passengers returning are 300 laborers
who have been working on the Copper
River railroad for the past year. Their
pay checks average $1,500 each, all
clear savings, made in one year,

Returning to Cordova to-night, the
Alameda will carry fifty passengers
who are going *“inside” for the winter.
Among them is William Taylor, the
oldest Alaskan stage driver, who drove
the first wagon from Valdez to Fair-
banks and kept the route for twenty-
filve consecutive years.
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One of the questions of the near fu-
ture of great importance to Canada is
that of the control of Hudson Bay.
Ever since treaties began to be made
concerning this vast inland sea—the
third largest cf the kind in the world—
Canada’s attitude has been that the
Fay consists of territorial waters, says
the Montreal Herald.

A glance at the map of Canada and
North America will show that the bay,
with its outlet by Hudson Strait to the
Atlantic ocean, is bound to play an
immensely important part in Canada’s
prosperity when the wvast areas of
land around it are opened up, as they
will inevitably be within a compara-
tively short time. The wealth of the
region in many minerals is said to be
very great.

The attitude of the United States
has hitherto been to refrain from ac-
tual acknowledgment of Canada’s
rights, while United States shipping
has tacitly complied with certain con-
ditions and regulations which Canada
has from time to time imposed.

The interesting history of the dis-
covery and the political aspects of the
question are set forth in the following
paper:—

“The history of Hudson Bay is a re-
markable one. It was explored, during
the half-century following upon Hud-
son’s discovery, by many English voy-
agers seeking a northwest passage, and
in 1670 King Charles II. granted the
whole territory draining into it, with
absolute rights, to a company consist-
ing of his cousin, Prince Rupert, and a
number of English noblemen and oth-
ers, to exploit its wealth of fish, furs
and peltries, and its supposed minerals,
for their own advantage. Thus was
formed the Hudson Bay Company,
which has controlled the region almost
down to the present time.

“Since 1818 British rule over that re-
gion has not been disputed by outsid+
ers,  Until fifty years ago the company
actually governed the whole of north-
western Canada, and governed it with
such a disregard for the rights of the
settlers that a rebellion ensued, as a
result of which the Canadian govern-
ment, in 1869, purchased all the terri-
tory which the company possessed
there, except the forts actually occu-
pied by it; and this extinguished its
territorial authority.

“Although the region is enormous in
extent and possesses boundless possi-
bilities in its forest, mineral, agricul-
tural and .fishery resources, it has
hitherto failed to attract much atten-
tion. But with the influx of popula-
tion to the Northwest and the enor-
mous increases in the annual grain
crop, the demand for other outlets for
its products besides the transcontinen-
tal railroads has become imperative,
and the Canadian Government is at
present engaged in the construction of
a railroad to the  shores of Hudson
Bay, with the idea of using it during
the four months of navigation for
sending out the grain crops and taking
in the varied articles of import which
the growing communities of the region
will require in years to come.

“Recently articles have appeared in
the American and Canadian papers to
the effect that the United States have
decided not to recognize any longer the
claim of Canada to exclusive control
over Hudson Bay on the ground of it
being a ‘closed sea,’” and had instructed
the American whalemen, who at pre-
sent obtained Canadian licenses to fish
in that region, to disregard the en-
forcement of this law by Canadian
cruisers, undertaking that the Ameri-
can department of state would sup-
port them in such a course,

“This alleged determination is based
upon the phraseology of the Treaty of
1818, which is now being arbitrated be-
fore an international tribunal at The
Hague, in its relation to what is known
as the Atlantic Fisheries or Newfound-
land dispute. The treaty also applies
to Hudson Bay.

“If the British contention that Hud-
son Bay is a closed sea is accepted,
then Americans have no right of en-
trance there whatever, but if, on the
contrary, this contention is not ad-
mitted, some very serious international
problems may arise.

* & *

“Some seven years ago Canada took
vigorous steps, in view of the Alaskan
Boundary arbitration, to assert her
sovereignty over Hudson Bay and the
region surrounding it, by dispatching
an expedition there in the steamer
Neptune. A police post has been main-
tained there permanently, while the
Dominion Government steamer Arectic
has made annual voyages north of
Hudson Bay since, reannexing the var-
ious islands there, and hoisting the
British flag in token of Canadian sov-
ereignty.

“The whalers now employ the Eski-
mos. They make expert harpooners,
and are honest and earnest. They
transfer their whole tribe with their
paraphernalia to the vicinity of the
whaler’s anchorage, and sign on to
help the crew for a weekly ration of
four pound of ship’s biscuit, carter
pound of coffee, two pounds mo.asses,
and four plugs tobacco.”

Pioneer Society and the Native Sons
Society. Those of the former order who
were present felt that the sanction of
all the members of the society should
be received before anything was done.

For the last year these two societies
have been discussing this matter quiet-
ly, and it was expected that a decision
would have been reached last evening.
Another meeting is to be held shortly.
The majority of those in attendance
were of the opinion that such a move
would prove beneficlal to both orders,
yet they. felt that the judgment of all
members in regard to it should be
heard.

The Pioneer Society was organized
on April 28th, 1871, and one of the chief
items in the constitution was that the
society should be a moral, benevolent,
literary and scientific association. Dur-
ing the existence of this order all the
stipulations in the constitution and by-
laws have been lived up to, and the
executive has only been prompted to
take the step proposed owing to the
large decrease in the membership.

PRAIRIE CHICKEN
MUST NOT BE SHOT

Kamloopersatrict Expects to See
These Birds Increase -
Greatly

Kamloops, Sept. 5—By an order-in-
council passed on August 23, the gov-
ernment -has prohibited the shooting
of prairie chicken in Yale, Kamloops
and Okanagan electoral districts. This
was done owing to representations
made by those intérested in the preser-
vation of the game birds of the district.
Prairie chicken is not a bird which is
driven out by cultivation, in fact, they
thrive better on cultivated farm land
than when they have to depend upon
wild food  entirely. This section of
British Columbia should provide the
very best kind of chicken shooting and
will if the birds are given a .chance.
They only need another year or two
respite and they will again become
plentiful. The game warden intends
to see that the birds are not shot
this year, and he will enforce the law
to the limit against anyone shooting
prairie chicken.

MEN OF THE AIR.

Atlantic, Mass., Sept 6.—Daring avia-
tors of two continents met at the New
Harvard aviation field at Atlantic on
the opening of the Harvard-Boston
aero meet, which will be continued
throughout the mnext ten days.

In a three-mile breeze Wright's new
model bi-plane, with the front control
removed and placed at the rear, was
taken out by Ralph Johnstone. Wilter
Bookins, in the standard Wright ma-
chine followed, and then Charles F.
Willard in a Curtiss bi-plane. Claude
Graham White, in his - Farnam bi-
plane, and Clifford B. Harmon also
flew.

The Highland, at Ainsworth, Has

Nelson, Sept. 6.—The Highland mine
at Ainsworth, one of the famous old
shipping mines of the Kootenay, which
was recently leased and bonded to the
Kootenay Silver-Lead Mines, Limited,
has been gradually getting up steam,
till now the property is being operated
in full swing. For some weeks a small
force of men was at work under F. D.
Fraser, mine superinterident, getting
things'in shape, and when last week
Harry Shell, of Denver, arrived to as-
sume his duties as mine manager, a
force of 27 men was at work. With
the putting on of a second shift at the
mill this week, the total number has
been increased to 35, and a barge has
been ordered from the C. P. R. for the
first shipment of concentrates this
vear, which will comprise about 60
tons, destined for Trail.

In the course.of the last few weeks
the mill, which is situated on Cedar
creek, has undergone an overhauling
and re-arrangement, at the hands of
J. H. Carroll, who has taken charge,
and who was reputed-to be one of the
best mill men in Idaho. The installa-
tion of settling tanks, and the re-
arrangement of «the feeds and the sev-
eral parts of the plant in their rela-
tion t6- one another, has brought the
recovery from 50 per cent., which was
its former figure, close to 80 per cent.
In the past fortnight 1,000 tons of ore
has been milled, and running two
shifts, commencing this week, it is ex-
pectéd to put through about 900 tons
weekly. .

Chilliwack, Sept. 6.—The prospect for
a good season at the manufacturing
plant of the Chilliwack Canning & Pre-
serving Company, Limited, is brighter
than it has been since the company
began business. The mistakes of the
past years have taught the manage-
ment the best methods to pursue, and
nothing but what finds a ready market
is put up or canned,

LARGE GATHERING
AT DRIARD HOTEL

Interesting Address by Herbert
Bigelow on Henry George and
His Philogophy

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

“Christianity on an international
scale” is one of the planks of the
platform of the Henry George So-
cieties, said Herbert Bigelow at a ban-
quet at the Driard hotel on Saturday
night. We believe in disarmament and
peace, and for this we work. War is
simply the old “trial by combat’ which
was abolished in - civilized nations =a
thousand years ago. The time has,
come for the Anglo-Saxon race to de-
molish its tariff walls and form an al-
liance offensive and defensive which
would insist that the nations should
not go to war any more. Let the Anglo=
Saxon race insist on this, and all we
should need would be to have an in-
ternational court to settle - disputes,
and an international police force which
Ireland could furnish.

The occasion of the banquet was to
celebrate the Dbirthday of Henry
George, and to do some educational
work with the object of extending the
doctrines which he. expounded. The
speakers consisted of Rev. Herbert
Bigelow, Rev. William Stevenson, of
this city, Mrs. C. Spofford, and Alex.
Raich., Dr. Ernest Hall presided and
there were pearly one hundred guests
present. The spcakers were all well
received and the gathering broke up
just in time to catch the last car home.

In discussing ‘“Henry George and
His Philosophy,” Mr. Bigelow said
that in the book “Progress and Pov-
erty,” was found a philosophy whi~h
takes in far more than theé taxation of
land values. Henry George was a
democrat and his teachings were no
panacea but a philosophy sufficient to
solve all the problems of life. The
speaker said he did not know what
form social evolution was at last to
take. He had not seen the city beau-
tiful but he knew the road there. It
was along the highway of democracy.
Those who were behind Henry George
had a definite programme. They be-
lieved in democracy, economic, political
and religious.

Politically, Henry George was a be-
liever in Women's Suffrage. He would
have been the last man to draw the
silly sex distinction. He believed in
the government of the people for the
people by the people, and therefore the
men who were followers of Henry
George demanded the inhitiative, refer-
endum, and recall as a means of realiz-
ing political democracy.. He believed
that these were great moral and re-
ligious questions. It wag impossible to
find. any text which . not lead
straight to these things: Henry George
believed in government ownership and
operation of all public utilities, and
municipal ownership and operation of
municipal utilities.. Thedand value tax
was but a means of laying the founda-
tion in brotherhood, the,end of which
would be applied Christianity. He had
not learned the meaning of the text,
“Seek ye first the Kingdom of God and
his righteousness and all these things
shall be added unto you’ until Hénry
George taught him. The reason men
worried about what to eat, drink and
put on, was because they ‘denied the
righteousness of God in_the earth on
which they lived.

Mr. Bigelow then went on to show
the injustice of taxing the food and
clothing of the people, as in this way
the poor had to pay just as much as
the rich. He thought the whole in-
coma of the government should be de-
rived from ground rents. This would do
away with the _scramble for the un-
earned increment. People -became rich
by accident. - The values did not accrue
from the labor of the person receiving
them. It was simply a matter of loca-
tion. Henry George saw the Christian
way of raising taxes. The present sys-
tem was no better than it would be to
weigh people and charge them accord-
ing to their avoirdupois. “Under the
Henry George system every man would
contribute to the cost of government
according to the services the govern-
ment rendered him.

“When Henry George died people
said that would be the end of Single
Tax. Every truth, however, has been
born in a manger, reared in poverty,
despised and rejected of men and then
crucified, but when God's truth was
resurrected it was written into the
laws. of men.

“Christians do not sing war songs
and I do not like to hear them. Al-
ready, however, I hear the tread of
marching feet as the mighty host gath-
ers for the next great struggle. I see
them led by a little Welsh solicitor.
It was the San Francisco printer, how-
ever, and his philosophy that made the
British budget possible. I am glad we
all belong to this one great race, I
pelieve in making it the greatest in the
world, not by might of arms but by
justice of its laws.”

Rev. William Stevenson’s speech on
“Single Tax and Social Reconstruc-
tion” was an able effort and was much
appreciated. Mrs. Spofford spoke on
«The Other Half,” in which she com-
plimented those who arranged the pro-
gramme on having introduced the in-
novation of a woman speaker at a
mixed gathering. She showed how it
was necessary to enlist women in any
reform movement, as it was by this
means they secured the education of
children along those lines. ' Woman
was the same old woman that she was
fifty years ago, but the conditions to-
day demanded a home maker of a dif-
ferent type.

Alex. Raich gave a flowry description
of the progress of the movement. He
spoke of George as.the greatest of all
Americans because he stood for free
trade, free land and free men,

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EARL GREY'S TRI
FROM HUDSON B. Y

HIS EXCELLENCY HAD
MOST ENJOYABLE TIME

Indians and Traders of the North
Country Welcomed Him
Warmly

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, Ont,, Sept, 6. — Earl Grey,
Governor-General of Canada, is in
communication with civilization after
a month in the wilderness on a jour-
ney overland to. Hudson Bay and from
there via government steamer down the
Atlantic coast to Pictou, Nova Scotia.
An official description of the trip was
received Sunday by the secretary of
state. It was wired from Battle Har-
bor by W. R. Brock, deputy minister
of mines, who is a member of the party.
Mr. Brook telegraphs:

“The object of the Governor-General’s
journey, given by himself, is to explore
the theory of the frozen north and to
add another chapter to the history of
northern travelling.

‘“Earl Grey wanted to see for him-
self the route from the Northwest to
the sea over which the fur trade has’
been carried for two centuries and a
half. Two years hence the canoe will
cease to be the vehicle of travel, for
the government is driving a railway
through. On the 8th of August in Nor-
way House farewell was taken of civ-
ilization ‘and the vice regal party em-
barked in twelve canoes with twenty-
four Indians to wield the paddles, three
mounted policemen to form an escort,
with a cook and two servants, all un-
der the command of Major Moodie of
the Northwest Mounted ®olice,

“The journey to Hudson Bay. occu-
pied twelve days and the routine estab-
lished on the first day was maintained
throughout. The party was aroused at
4 a. m, breakfast was finished at 5
-o’clock, the travellers embarked and
the paddles drove the canoes down the
Nelson river, practically every man in
the party, including the Governor-
General, wielding paddles. At 9 o’clock
a brief stop was made for a voyageur’s,
dejeuner, then forward again until
1.30, when another stop for lunch and
a smoke. After cramped limbs had
been stretched for an hour the voyage
was resumed and the paddles dipped
steadily throughout the afternoon until
6 o'clock, when the canoes were pulled
up on the shore and tents were pitched
and camps made for the night. Day
after day this was the routine, varied
only by an occasional portage past
waterfalls or the arrival of a favoring
breeze, when paddles were dropped and
sails hoisted.

“After two days of the Nelson river
the flotilla slipped into the Echimi-
mis rivér, a small and swampy stream.
This was followed to its héad, Painted
Stone Portage, where canoes and sup-
-plies were carried over the height of
land to the Hayes river, which was
followed straight down to Port Nelson
on Hudson Bay. J

On August 12th the flotilla' swung to
Oxford House, twelve canoes abreast,
and a long line of Indians at the Hud-
son Bay post fired a fusilade of wel-
come. An address was presented by
the Indians to the Governor-General,
who expressed great satisfaction to
find this Indian community so prosper-
ous. York Factory was reached the
next evening in a heavy rain, and here
the Indian rifles were supple
