N.B. A Railroad in Palestine.

TO BUILDERS.1t ----- AND----- The first railroad in Palestine is being 
laid out, and the preliminary survey has 
been completed as far as the Jordan. It is 
to run between Acre and Damascus, and 
it is called the Hamidie line, because it is 
named after his present Majesty, the 
Sultan Abdul Hamid, and probably one 
reason why the firman has been granted so 
easily lies in the fact that it passes through 
a great extent of property which he has 
recently acquired to the cast of the plain 
of Esdraelon, The concession is held by 
ten or twelve gentlemen, some of whom 
are Moslems and some Christians, but all 
are Ottoman subjects resident in Syria. 
Among the most influential are the Messrs. 
Sursock, bankers, who own the greater 
part of the plain of Esdraelon, and who 
have, therefore, a large interest in the 
success of the line.

Starting from Acre, it will follow the 
curve of the bay for ten miles, in a south­
erly direction, at a distance of about two 
miles from the beach. Crossing the 
Kishon by a 60 foot bridge, it will turn 
east at the junction of a short branch line^ 
two miles long, at Haifa. Hugging the 
foot of the Carmel Range, so as to avoid 
the Kishon marshes, it will pass through 
the gorge which separates that mountain 
from the lowenvanges of the Galilee Hills, 
and debouch into the plain of Esdraelon. 
This plain it will traverse in its entire 
length. The station for Nazareth will be 
distant about twelve miles from that town; 
there may, however, be a short branch to 
the foot of the hills. So far there has 
only been a rise from the sea level in 
twenty miles of 210 feet, so that the grade 
is imperceptible. It now crosses the 
watershed and commences to descend 
across the plains of Jezreel to the valley of 
the Jordan. Here the Wady Jalud offers 
an incline as far as Beisan, the ancient 
Bethshan, and every mile of the country 
it has traversed so far is private property, 
and fairly cultivated.

At Beisan it enters upon a region which 
has, partly owing to malaria and partly to 
its insecurity, been abandoned to the 
Arabs, but it is the track of all others 
which the passage of a railway is likely to 
transfigure, for the abundance of the water, 
which is now allowed to stagnate in 
marshes, and which causes its unhealthi-

Malt springs, which send their copious streams 

across the site of Beisan, the rich plain 
which descends to the Jordan, [500 feet 
below, can be abundantly irrigated. 
There is a little bit of engineering required 
to carry the line down to the valley of the 
Jordan, here 800 feet below the level of 
the sea, which is then followed as far 
north as the Djisr el Medjamieh.

Near this ancient Roman bridge of three 
arches, which is used to this day by the 
caravans of camels which bring the pro­
duce of the Hauran to the coast, the new 
railway bridge, will cross the Jordan, prob­
ably the oxAf one in the world which will 
have for і tax neighbor an actual bridge in 
use which w'as built by the Romans, thus, 
in this now semi-barbarous country, bring­
ing into close contact an ancient and a 
modern civilization. After crossing the 
«Iordan the line will follow the banks of 
that river to its junction with the Yarmuk 
which it will cross, and then traverse a 
fertile plain of rich alluvium, about five 
miles long aud four wide, to the banks of 
the ridge which overlooks the eastern 
margin of the Sea of Tiberias. This is 
the extent to which the survey has been 
completed.

It is not decided whether to rise from 
the valley by the ridge which overlooks 
the Yarmuk, or to follow the east shore 
of the Lake of Tiberias to the Wady Se- 
makh, which offers great advantages for a 
grade by which to ascend nearly 3,000 
feet in about fifteen miles. This is the 
toughest bit of engineering on the line, 
and is in close proximity to the steep 
place down which the swine possessed by 
devils are said to have rushed into the 

Once on the plateau, it will traverse 
the magnificent pasture 
and the grain growing country of Hauran, 
with probably a short branch to Mezrib, 
which is the principal grain emporium, 
and one of the most important halting 
places on the great pilgrimage road from 
Damascus to Mecca.

American Commissioner of Agriculture 
declares that if the present rate of cutting 
be continued the pine forests of Minnesota 
and Michigan will be exhausted in ten 
years, and those of Wisconsin in twenty 
years. The pine forests of Maine arc 
hardly expected to last more than four 
years longer, and the spruce forests scarce­
ly more than fifteen. The best fields now 
are the South Atlantic and Gulf States. 
At present rates of cutting the pine for­
ests of Georgia will last 80 years, those of 
the Carolinas 50 years, those of Mississippi 
150, and those of Arkansas perhaps 300 
years. Into the latter State, however, 
lumbermen are crowding by hundreds. 
Already the number of saw-mills is more 
than quadruple what it was in I860. 
They are seen along every railroad track 
and on the banks of every navigable 
stream. The production of lumber is 
twenty times greater than it was seven 
years ago.

Farther, the Marquis of Lansdowne has 
a most earner desire to discharge the 
duties of Governor-General in a manner 
which will promote the greatest good for 
the Dominion, and reflect. credit on him­
self. Before sailing from Queenstown the 
other day on his way to Canada, he ex­
pressed his sense both of the high honor 
and the onerous duties of the office, and 
his determination to exert his utmost en­
deavors and to follow in the footsteps of 
the Marquis of Lome and Dufferin in pro­
moting the development and prosperity of 
the Dominion.

found two valises ; one of them was open, 
ed and found to contain dynamite cart­
ridges of the most expensive and most ex­
plosive quality. Both valises were filled 
with this deadly material

name as James Holmes. The detective 
then took his prisoner to the station, 
meanwhile leaving some one on the look­
out for his companion. Holmes did not 
submit to the inevitable without some 
resistance. At the station ho was search­
ed and a large “bull dog” revolver fully 
loaded with heavy bullets, another small 
and peculiar looking revolver, and a 
number of large cartridges and dynamite 
caps were found on him. He is an able- 
bodied man ; has the appearance of being 
an American, and is certainly a suspicious 
looking individual.

The other man, who gives his name as 
Bracken, was arrested this evening. De­
tectives are at work on the cases. A rail­
way check found on Holmes was taken 
to the Windsor and Annapolis Railway 
depot by the police and found to call for 
a package containing 
peculiar diving suit. The arrested men 
claim to be miners. Sensational stories 
connecting them with O’Dynamite Rossa 
are afloat.

A despatch to the Telegraph says the 
men had visited Halifax several times this 
year with two valises. After the two 
arrests the valises were removed from the 
Parker House to the city marshal’s office, 
where au examination of the contents was 
made. With the key found on Bracken 
the largest one was opened, when the 
same dangerous explosive as found in the 
small one was displayed, only in larger 
quantity. In each valise was also dis­
covered a small round clock, made by the 
American Clock Co. These were exhibit­
ed to a city watchmaker, who stated that 
connected with them were devices for the 
causing of explosion!*. In other words, 
they were infernal machines. It is stat­
ed that the smaller weapon found on 
Holmes, on being discharged at one end of 
a wire, will, by an electric current, ignite 
a fuse in the other end, which, in turn, 
would serve to explode a battery of dyn­
amite with which it would be connected. 
The men declare they are miners, aud 
laugh at being arrested.

The Halifax Citizen says,—The men’s 
overcoats were brought to them from the 
hotel, and in the pocket of that belonging 
to Holmes was found a little memoranda

ing. If it goes abroad that it takes 
six weeks or two months in New 
Brunswick for a post, office robbery to 
receive the attention of the Government 
at Ottawa, and that registered letters 
can be seized in transit by anyone who 
pretends to have authority to do so, 
people abroad will be careful how they 
entrust their correspondence to such 
hands.

Sensation-Makers.

A Montreal despatch of 20th inst. to 
the press says,—

The commercial situation here the past 
two or three days, notwithstanding the 
satisfactory settlement secured by Mr. 
Morrice, is far removed from being re­
assuring. Yesterday, most alarming re­
ports were circulated about a first-class 
dry goods house of probably more in flu e- 
ence than the lately embarrassed firm. 
The startling report threw commercial 
people and banks into despair, as well as 
causing a panic in the stock exchange, 
where Bank of Montreal stock rapidly fell 
five per cent., the firm alluded to being 
customers there, and other banking securi­
ties followed its lead downward. Mana­
gers of city banks, including the leading 
institution, were interviewed and one and 
all declared they were ignorant of the 
house assumed to be tottering being in 
any financial trouble. The manager of 
the Bank of Montreal gave further assur­
ances that the firm had never been in as 
good a position as at present and that it 
was not menaced by any impending finan­
cial catastrophe. These are assurances 
that can be safely accepted in reference to 
the standing and credit of the great house 
being in no peril. It is openly asserted 
here that adverse rumors, now so numer­
ous about the Dry Goods trade, generally, 
originate in the purlieus of the Stock 
Exchange and are propagated to lower 
prices in such a sensitiue market as now 
prevails. The stock market showed a de­
cline of from 10 to 5 per cent, all round 
yesterday.

The papers whose managers think it 
is important that they should establish a 
reputation for enterprise and who seem 
to regard business considerations as 
of little consequence, contribute to a 
large extent towards the unsettling of 
the stock and money markets by pub­
lishing panicky rumors such as those 
referred to in the above-quoted de­
spatch. When, by the invention of 
stories affecting the credit of large busi­
ness concerns, the gamblers of the Mon­
treal stuck exchange could succeed in 
causing a fall of from five to ten per 
cent, “all round,” the duty of all good 
citizens is to act against the brokers; 
and the press telegraphers, as well as 
newspaper managers, should carefully 
guard against helping the gamblers 
along by giving currency to their sensa­
tional falsehoods. In such matters “no 
news is good news.”

An Rovoir

They 
were met at the depot by the M, vyor and 
other civic dignitaries, who accompanied 
them to the Windsor Hotel, where several 
complimentary farewell addresses were 
presented to the Marquis, and fittingly re­
plied to by him.

Such being the information in the 
telegrapher’s possession, and the closing 
statement of his despatch, the business 
community will, we think, agree with 
us that it was stupidly sensational and 
inconsiderate to telegraph or publish as a 
preface thereto, that a “national calam­
ity” was impending, that the firm’s 
paper was“gilt edged before the failure” 
that if the suspension took place it 
would “embarrass thousands of business 
houses,” etc. A careful and conscien­
tious editor would have drawn his pen 
through the whole despatch, after read­
ing its closing sentences. 
graph's statement that its only “fault” 
was that it was a day ahead of its neigh­
bors in publishing the sensational de­
spatch is not calculated to add to its 
prestige, for very few papers of any 
standing pubH.died it at all, especially 
with political editorial coin ment. Tho 
Golden Rule,, in such matters as this, 
as well as in all affairs of life in which 
the business and personal credit of 
others is involved, is the safest to 
follow. Men who write such mischiev­
ous press despatches as that so approv­
ingly published and defended by the 
Telegraph, ought to be severely repri­
manded and have their productions 
thrown into the waste basket.

The Prog and the Ox.

Almost everybody is familiar with 
the fable of the Frog and the Ox, of 
which a portion of the local public are 
reminded by resolutions published un­
der the authority of the Blissfield and 
Ludlow Agricultural Society, as having 
been passed at Doaktown on the even­
ing of 13th inst. They are as follows,

Whereas the Government of New Bruns­
wick has ignored the farmers of this Pro­
vince in the appointment of a Commission 
to manage the Provincial Exhibition, in 
violation of the law.

Therefore Resolved, that we the officers 
and members of the Blissfield and Ludlow 
Agricultural Society approve of the course 
taken by the Provincial Board of Agricul­
ture in not accepting the appointment on 
the Exhibition Commission, and, further 
resolved, that we disapprove of the'.course 
taken by the Government in the appoint­
ment of the Exhibition Commission.

Resolved that a copy of the foregoing 
resolution be sent to the Maritime Farmer, 
the Union Advocate and the World for 
publication.

As the Cattle Show at the Centennial 
Exhibition was the largest and best ever 
seen in the Maritime Provinces and the 
display of farm produce, generally, a 
splendid one, it is evident that the 
farmers of the country, save a few in 
the region of Doaktown, were quite 
satisfied with the composition of the 
Commission. It is true that the Doak­
town bull, which, on account of its con­
dition, was such an interesting object 
among the cattle at the Exhibition of 
1880, was not in the stock yard at the 
late Centennial show, but, as it is well 
known that said bull and the B. and L. 
Society are both controlled by one of 
the sulking members of the Provincial 
Board, the absence of the bull and the 
passing of the above resolutions, are 
easily accounted for. Doaktown must 
not, however, be held responsible for 
the action of the Society referred to, 
simply because it has the misfortune to 
be the place at which the resolutions 
were passed, for the majority of its 
people are quite sane ; nor must local 
agricultural societies, generally, be con­
demned because the B. and L. Society 
has done a very silly thing. It is quite 
evident that the Doaktown member of 
the Provincial Board is determined to 
overthrow the Government. Those 
resolutions and the absence of that 
peculiar bull from the Centennial Ex­
hibition which the Board was not 
allowed to manage prove it. Whether 
the Government will ever realise that 
the B. and L. Society is individually 
and collectively angry with it for the 
treatment the owner of the bull has 
received,or whether it cares a rap, can­
not now be determined, but it is quite 
clear that it would not be conducive to 
the interest of any level-headed agricul­
tural society to be again represented by 
any member of the Provincial Board, 
which has so impudently arrayed itself 
against the Government.

Scaler’s Appointments.

We have had several enquiries from 
Alnwick in reference to the appoint­
ment of scalers. It seems that while 
Messrs. Faylo and Robinson of that 
parish have not been continued in office, 
the Government has entirely neglected 
Alnwick in making its new selections. 
Among the new men are, we hear, 
Messrs. Michael Haley, Jas. Harrigan, 
Jas. Dee, John Fallen, Frank Cassidy,
Benjamin Flood, ------Crocker and
others. A large quantity of lumber is 
scaled on the Tabusintac and it was 
only reasonable to expect that local 
interests would have been duly consid­
ered when the appointments were made. 
Some of our correspondents seem to 
think that the editor of the Advance 
is somewhat to blame for the mistakes 
made. We beg to say, however, that 
he was not in any way consulted in the 
matter, nor is he aware of any one in 
the County who was. The member of 
the Government for Northumberland 
does not impart confidences to any one 
in such matters, so far as we know. 
He does all the work and will, no dojubt, 
assume all the responsibility.

The Gloucester Mall Outrage.

For some reason which connot, we 
think, be explained with satisfaction to 
the public, the press—with exception of 
the Advance—has been silent in refer­
ence to the Gloucester mail outrage of 
which we gave particulars several weeks 
since, until Tuesday last, when the St. 
John Sun repeated the facts already 
stated by the Advance, and gave some 
additional particulars. Recounting the 
circumstances of his opening of the mail 
bag, in spite of the Postmistress’s pro­
test, his taking possession of and carry­
ing away letters he found therein, and 
his forced seizure of a registered letter 
against the protest of Postmaster Ahier, 
the Sun says,—

Any person would think that the Sheriff 
had carried his oppressive measures to 
their utmost limit, but no ! he had a still 
more arbitrary course in hand, which he 
lost no time in carrying out. With the 
registered letter in his possession the 
Sheriff, on the some day, proceeded to 

rexecute the bailable wnt and arrested the 
Nova Scotian. This poor individual not 
having the friends at hand to give the 
necessary bail consented to confess judg­
ment for the balance of the debt due to 
bis creditor and this was done. The most 
curious part of the whole story has 
told. When the Nova Scotian was releas­
ed from custody, he—having in the mean­
time heard that the Sheriff had 
possession of a registered letter addressed 
to him—asked the Sheriff what he 
going to do about it, when that official 
said he intended to pay himself the amount 
of the two judgments. The gross amount 
of debt found to be due was $104, and as 
the amount contained in the registered 
letter was $150, there should have been 
$46 returned to the Nova Scotian, but, as 
may be imagined, this amount was con­
siderably decreased by payment of “Sher­
iff’s fees and other incidental expenses. ”

It seems incredible that a person should 
have had to undergo the indignity of be­
ing subjected to an arrest when the Sheriff 
had at the time a sufficient sum in his 
possession to pay the amount due. 
tort, must, however, be obtained 
thought, that if the Sheriff has overstepped 
his strict legal rights, by an action at 
civil law he will be made to pay dearly 
for any injustice that he may have per­
petrated.

There is, however, another side to the 
question that has be considered—the gross 
outrage that has been offered to the sanc­
tity of the mail service. Inspector Mc­
Millan on the 18th inst. held, at Bathurst, 
a searching investigation into the whole 
circumstances and his report has been 
forwarded to the Postmaster General at 
Ottawa. It is to be hoped that the post 
office authorities will take care that swift 
and sure justice will be meted out to 
every person who in any way participated 
in the grave offence; and in this connexion 
a sharp look out should be kept for the

A recent decision of the Supreme Court 
of Massachusetts establishes the fact that 
open bars are illegal in that State.—Tele­
graph.

The Supreme Court, or the Telegraph 
ought not to announce such decisions as 
the above, because thejVj are perplexing. 
If sand bars are meant the decision is un­
questionably against the interests of navi­
gation and commerce ; if quilting bars, an 
old and popular occasion for party-giving 
in the country is directly attacked ; if 
music-bars, we may expect the Massachu­
setts Supreme Court to be the subject of 
a comic opera in the near future ; if the 
bar which fails to pluck half-qualified stu. 
dents, the Bay State Court has done it­
self credit and set an example worthy of 
imitation ; if Scott Act bars, the decision 
is worthless; if iron bars, it is meaningless;
