What autho:ity
can the Council show for such an under-
taking ?

The Council now
contemplates involviug the Town ina
debt of say at least $5,000, over and
above the anthorised debenture debt, for
its ‘fancy building. In doingso it is
clearly going beyond its authority. It
was not elected to practice any such
extravagance. Before undertakng any
such extra expenditure it is,in all fairness,
bound to consult the ratepayers on the
subject. If it fails to do so it will show
that it desires to exceed the power given
to it, and to take advantage of its
authority to do that which it knows the
people would not approve. Itisnota
question of having an engine house

_| public offices, etc, but of the difference

between providing one such as the rate-
payers expected when they voted for the
debentures, and an extravagantly con-
ceived structure, the cost of which we
know is to be beyond what is provided
for it, but how much more pno one can
foresee under the reckless men who have
the scheme in charge. It" is notyet too
late for the Council to retrace tssteps n
this impor ant matter. We know that
some of the members feel they ought to
protest against further progress towards
incurring an addi ional and unguthor sed
debt for the Town.

S ewart
and another sore hesd with quite as little
inflnence as the editor of the World and
ouly 14 of them voted with him. Tae
resolution condemuing the purchaso of
the Canada Eastern by the [atercolonisl
was moved by Mr. J. L. S awart himself
who madaan eloguent speech iv favor of
the road being tsken over by the Cana-
dian Pacitic, becanse then Chatham would
remain a competing poiot and freight
rates would be lower. The editor of the
World proves his igaorance of the manner
in which railroads arernu by this asser-
tion. The Canada Pacific has not given »
less rate to Chatham from western points
than the Intercolonial. In fact the rates
of the Cansdisn Pacific to maritime
province points are guided entirely by
the rates of the Intercolonial except in
cases where large quantities of freight are
te be moved. As adreamer of dreams
the editor of the World is more successful
than when dealing with facts. He says
that the consolidation of the Csnada
Estera with the Oanadian Pacific would
muke the mouth of the Miramichi one of
the seaport termini of this important
rallway.

*“The position of the Chatham Board
of Trade is as ridiculons as the ed.terial
statements of the World that Hon. Mr.
Blair desires to acquire the Canads
Eastern for the purpore of making some-
thing out of the transfer personally.
The last insinuation is contemptible in the

The Gazette, from which we take the
foregoing a:ticle, does not scem to under-
stand that nearly all the geotlemen of
the Board of Trade who were acting with
Mr. Stewartin mauifesting so decided a
preference for the Canadian Pacific Com-
pany, and would have nothing to do with
the Dominion Government, are the pro-
fessed friends of that Government in
Chatham. In fact, they won’t admit that
the Government has any friends in the
Town woutside of themselves, but they,
nevertheless, ynits approve of their rail-
way leader intimating that the reason why
they are opposed o ths Governmeut
acquiring the Canada Ea-tern is because
the New Bronswick member of tha:
Government will so manage the negotia-
tions as to euable him to steal some of
the purchase price. The miserahle iusinua
tiou is in keeping with the spirit in which
these alleged Liberals have behaved in
the community towards the Government
ever since it came iuto power.

Chatham’s Rallway Interssts.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Partridge were in abundance, and the

river was the home of the beaver ana

sshle and larger game abounded, but,

above all, its forests of pine for squaie
timber were perfect, to say nuthing of its
spruce. Timber berths csuld be had fur
8#2 per mile. A high British tariff on
Baltic lnmbec and free t:ale with these
colonies gave the square timber trade a
boom. (It was & kind of preferentisl
trade.) Men went up-river and brought
down large quantities of pine timber.

Money waas plentiful, and for some years
Cain's River was famons as a place to get
money. Its history is largely the history
of Miramichi for a number of years.

Bot ‘‘times went down.” Timber did
not sell readily. A number of people
settled along the bauks of the river and
made farms. Rum was eold in every
store aud house. Drinking aud ighting
appeared to be the two chief occapations
of the peopls. Farms were not worked
properly. The exportation of equare tim

ber began to dimimsh. Britain had taken
the duty off Basltic lumber, which éame

Caln’s River, Past and Present.—The
Lesson of ivs Fate

Doakrows,-N. B., March 1, 1897.
To Editor ADVANCE.

DEar SIR ;—Scme notes gleaned from
a trip v Caju’'s River might be of iuterest
to your readers,

Cuin’s River empties into the main
Miramichi about § miles above Blackville
Station, ou the south side, 1t is about
60 miles long, cuts across the northern
coruer of Sunbury County and heads well
up into York around L ttle River, a tribu-
tary of the St. John. Fishermen go to
its headwaters from Zion Station, which
is well down on the Nushwaak. Farmers
used to go through farther dowa the
Nashwask to ocut wild meadow hsy.
Anocher of its tributaries, the Sabbies
R.ver, draws censiderable of its water
from the Couaty of Kent, It was once
remarkable for its foregls cof spruce snd
pine, which were amongst the best in the
world, and id the days of ‘squire timber
the region was the Jumberman’s paradiss.

The surface of the ccuntry was well
smoothed o by agtivn of ice jn the glacial
period, leaving & nearly aniform distribu-
tion of sand, gravel and loam, togeth r

wi:h a few swawmps. Roads were essiy
made, aud an easy grade to ite scwreams
made lumbering very cheap, especially as
there were no rapids or fulls in theriver's
course, 80 that logs and'tj:nber were easily
and cheaply foated down ite entire length
to market. L:ttle or no skill was required
to carry on or operate the putiting in of
logs or timber. (Cain’s River escaped the
yreat Miramichi fire of 1825. Tt was then
one unbroken forest of pine and spruce.
Ite stream - aad tributaries drain 370
thousand acres, all of which could be
calied good lumber land. Eitimating at
the rate of Barth Jemew R yer outpug of §
millions aunvally with 567 thousand
acres of green woods,the output of lumber
from Cain’s River should be over 30
millions annually which at 81 per thousand
stumpsge would yield $30,000 revenue to
our Provinge.

Phe first pame of the River on old plans
and maps is Etienne, from a family in
France, one of whose membeps was gu
Acdian explorer and scout, and early
found the eucient lndian route between
the North Shore and south side of the
Province. Tae old highway of river and
purtage was from the Gulf of St. Lawrence
up the Miramichi River, turning to thg
1sft up Cain’s River, thenoce up Six Mile
Brook, whenes a portage of two miles put
them on the Gasperesu, thence down
into the Grand Lake and out dowan the

St. John River. Maany an ancient Mic-
Mauc expedition went that way to mpke
war on the Mileoites of the south side of
the Province. Lutar the notorious Indisn
Onief, whom the whites named Cain, from
the fuct of his kiling so many that he
called Brother to gain their friendship
and then t:eacherously murder. Abuut
the time of the Euglish qocupation he
made a trip up Cain's River and across
and down the 8t. Jokn River with a band
of warriors, and was defeated near the
Jenseg, the outlet of the Grand L.ke, the
remnant of his party making good their
retresp)back and down Osin's Ruver,
camping snd making their headquarters ut
the Fourks of that River; hence it was
called after this noted chief, Caimn, ever
since.
More could be written of this famous
Indian—of his determined resistance to
Euglish occupation, of his forays and
treachervus murders of Eoglish settless
and, at last, of his tragic death. Iu 1800
“The Forks” was a trading post. 1n 1812
some Americans settled there. (The late
James Fish came there in 1812.) In 1826

Porks, called Howardville, aiter Howard
Duuglas, Governor of the Province at that
time. Streets were named such as William
Street, John Street, Margaret Street,
Hearietts Strees, eto.

pay. Osiu’s River people were used to
loose methods, extravagant habits, and
the tno free use of ram. They could not,
therefere, hold their own. Many moved
awsy. Howardville began to go back-
warde, The squatters aloug the river be-
came sullen, sour and discontented, and
they lost interest in everything. No
schools or churches were maintained.
The rising generation manifested the
effects which such a state of thinga brought
about.

There was, however, value in the grow-
ing forests that would, in years to cume,
eutich the country. This was, unfortu-
nately, not appreciated nor cared for.
Forest fires began to muliiply and many
miles of richly timpbered areas were burn-
ad, ‘‘just to see the fun.”

In time, spruce began to be sought fur.
and then spruce logs were of more
valoe; the habiv of carelessness was not.
however, overcome, and the. yearly smoke
of Cuin’s River fires went up. River-
drivers, blneberry pickers, hunters and
fishermen kept the Hres going untjl the
whole conntbry besame a blackenad desert,
Some spots of spruce were,. however, sull
left and the sett'ers began to do better iu
buth farning and lumbering, and in many
ways wese getting al ing.

Last spring, a man on McMurpay’s
drive, just o see the fyn, sgt fire to some
brush on the shore. That fire did not
stop when he got tired of the fun but kept
on, burning everything in its path. For
sorpe days the sky was obsgnred by smoke
and the settiors were uneasy. They haule
ed water and had it standing n barrels in
every convenient placa. The wind in-
sreased and the fire came on roaring, and
crossed to the south side of the river,
The bridge over McKenzie Brook was
hurned (the Govt. have rince pebuilt it.)
Mr. McOormick saw the danger and made
every effurt to save his baildings. His
family wére sick with grippe. His catile
ran inté the river. The fences leading to
the buildings were on fire. Mr. McCor-
mick ran to throw them: dawn and, look-
ing back, he saw his barn o fire. Turn.
ing, he ran to save his horses and eut the
halters, when, in bringing them out, he
saw his house in flames. The horses were
vajuable and he Jod them §o the river,
The siok fami'y got out,but nothing in the
house or bara was saved. Seed, hny,
agricnltural imclements, wagons, $300 n
money in the house,—all went up
smoke. The tire kept on down the river
for 25 miles, as we have beea told, burn.
ing many build'ngs and fences in ifs
cvurse, ana destroying the ls:t remnants
of green woods that had escaped former
tives,

Cain’s River has thus been ruined and
destroyed by foreat fires. Its blackened
tree-trunks show what it once was—a
river whose basin is nearly as great as
Bartholemew, Dangarvon and Renous,
whose annugl outpus of lumbgr would
have been over 30 millions of feet for
years to cume, giving employment to
many men and helpiog to bmild wvp our
towns and bringing into the Goveroment
over 30 thousand dollars yearly in stam-
page. I¢s tishgries are nearly gone on
accvunt of its water-supply failing for lack
of foresig to retain the snows in spring
and hold its fouutsins gond,  Prgtracted
droughts in summer make it impossible to
raise crops with success for many mil-a
around. Derolation reigns almost supreme,
Nothing but blickened tres-trunks as far
as theeye can reach is the fate of this
ouce great stream and ifs supigunding
tervitory,

The fate of the rest of our foresta we
cannot foresee, but in view of the facts I
have stated, can onr Governmeat enact
too striogent laws to prutect, or look too
closely after our forests !  We have atill 3
vajusble heritage. Let us educate our
people into caring for it. We feel that
onr Government should appomt men to
act as wood-rangers, whose duty would be
in that line. If they have no money to
pay for this protection, it would be well
to take it off gome other Department,
or we may lose what is left. In view
of the coming spring and summer being
dry—because a winter of light snow-fall
is ususlly followed by a dry swmmer—
the spvareut dauger is very grest, We
hope this wil] come to the notice of many
and that oll will exercise dne care to
save our woude, which give employmert
to many of our people both winter ang
summer,

The death of John Shirreff, Esq., High
Shireff of the County of Northumberland
took place at his residence, “Bercleugh,”
Chavkam at an early hour «<n Friday morn-
ng last. .The cause was an attack of
oflammation of the lungs, which appeared
to have originated on either Thursday
avening or Kriday. of the previous week.
His last | sppearance on the streets was on
Fiidey—exactly a week befcre be divd—
when he drove to Newcastle. although
tes'ing unwell at the time, to astead to sume
tficial business.

‘No man wn No:thumberland was more
iigbly esteemed than M-. Shicreff, who held
the Sndievalty of the County for tventy-
wuix years, sud so discharged the various
iuties of the office as to win and retain the
coutidence of all with whom . he had to do,
wither direstly or indirectly. His whole
policy and desire seemed tv be v do right
and, so far as his iufluence could be
exercised, to lead or b1 others 1a the same
direction. He free from any
-uspicisa of partizaughip in the mavagement
of electioas and all. parties f-lt safe
with the writs in his baods. To those
upon whom he wue cailad to serve processes
for debt, he,was ever as leniert as the law
won.d permit, and was nct-d for oven as-
st-ting such unfortauates out of their diffi-
col.ins—very often by himself furnishing
his p-rsonal secarity for their convenieuce,
sometimes, no d ubt, to his own loss. He
was oue of the slders of St. Johu’s Presby-
rerian charch, from whose councils and. sup-
port ho wil: be greatiy missed. Asa co-
z v he occupred a very high place 1u the re-
~pect of the community, aod 1 the social
o:1c.e he was held in the highest 1ega:id.

Mr. Shirreff lesves a widow, one scn and
two daaghters, His son, Mr. Harry Shei-
reff was formerly in the service of the Bauk-
of Moutraal,hat resigued his positio to ente:
the offices of the E. B. Eliy Company, ot
Huil.

“The cases tr-ated during 1896 inciuded
pueumonis, pleuricy, bronchitis, dropsy,
typhoid feier, neuralgia, phthisie, hemorr-
hage of the Jungs, hemorrhage of the brain,
rheomatism, fractores. abcesses, tumors,
gastric catairh, paralysis and various other
diseases of a less grave nature.

Does the twentieth ocentury begin on
January 1, 1900, or on January 1, 1901?
This question agitated a great many
people some time ago, and it seems to be
agitating some now. And, as is the case
with every gnestion, it had advnoates on
each side. Those who hold that the twen-
tieth century will dawn on January 1,
1900, reasnn that this is so because the
first year of our era began on January 1,
100. Amnother argument ir that the firet
esentury began on Jaguary 1 of the year
0, and the second on January 1 of the
year 100, just as a ohild is sald o be in
{ta first year bef! i¢ has hed the
{ anniversary of its birth, when it enters
its second year. This logis is applied to
the twentieth century question, and thoss
who use it hold that that era opens on
January 1, 1900,

They argue further that December 81,
'99, was the laat day in our firss era,and
completed the firss ocentury, and thas,
therefore, J y 1, 100, ked the

pening of d tary. Any
child will tell you, they say, thas a per-
son’s-twensieth year begins when his
ninetesnth b rthday is astained. So, they
iude, the i censury begins in

the year 1900,
THE OTHER SIDE.

HOW THEY FIGURE IT.

When you write Deceraber 31, 1806,
eays one on the 1001 side, you mean the
year 1808 will be eompleted on Decem-
ber 81, 1896, and that on following
day the year 1867 will n. When you
say December 81, 1896, you do not mean
1896 years plus the days up ¢o December
81 of the next year, but December 81 of
the year 1806, Henos, they eay, in
rounding off their argument, December
81, 1900, will be the 1,000th year of the
Christian era, and the last day of the
ninetesnth century, so the twentieth ocen-
tary will begin January 1, 1901.

_As a way out of the diffienlty, oconser-
vative people suggest it wounld be well to

rtain how the ancients regarded the
question, and to do as they did. If a$ the
beginning, they say, the ancients wrose
January 1, year 1, then we, when we
write January 1, 1900, mean. that the
1900th year has just begun, and we
must walt twelve monghs before we ean
write 1001. Bus it is not easy to ascer-
tain whas the anoclents did in the chrono-
logical line in the year 1; so far as
known they left no data as to stheir ‘me-
thod of computing time.

As regards the arms and legs, there
is generally but slight difference. .n
the size of the hands and feet there is
commonly a great variation, and, cur-
iously emough, while it is the righ
hand that is generally bigger, itis th
left foot that often requires a  large:
gized boot or shoe. Glovemakers give
the proportion of large right hands as
900 to 1000, which, by the way, ap-
proximates to the proportion of right
handed persons in the community. Thc
size of the hand is generally increasec
by labor. Ifladies are to be trustec
a8 to the size of the gloves they wear,
the human hand has grown smalier
within the last twenty or thirty years.
But glovers tell a difierent story. They
confess to making all ladies’ gloves «
half size smaller than they really are.
This, they say, is because ladies al-
most invariably ask for a size smalle:
glove than they should wean

There is nearly always a difference
in the size of the hands. This is so
marked that the glove that fits th.
right hand will wrinkle on the left.
looking in fact, too large. The lett
foot, as a rule, is the larger. Whil
the right hand and arm are generally
better developed and stronger, the op-
posite leg corresponds in those partic-
ulars. It is found that in athletic
persons the advantage of strength is
often with the left foot, That is th:

While the con-
stant use of the right hand is a matter
of training (monkeys use both equally.
the more frequent use of the left foot
would seem to be a general habit,
hence that foot is in many cases the
stronger.
