23,—Students of the 
University of Moscow have adopted re­
solutions denouncing the rector for pro­
hibiting their meetings, declaring their 
determination to strive unceasingly for 
the liberation of the oppressed father- 
land and threatening that if they are 
punished for assembling they will or­
ganize manifestations ln conjunction 
with the workmen. Several groups of 
citizens have signed an address to the 
municipality, expressive of the strong­
est sympathy and support of its claim 
for constitutional reform, as embodied 
ln the resolutions adopted by the town 
council on Dec. 14, and promising every 
effort in furtherance of these reforms, 
which the address declares are desired 
by the whole of the Russian people.

TO LOOK AT HER CHILDREN..v. і DRESDEN, Saxony, Dec. 23,—Coun­

ters Montasnoso, (formerly the Crown 
Princess Louise and divorced wife of 
King Frederick Augustus) by coming 
to Dresden and trying to see her chil­
dren yesterday, has probably forfeited 
her allowance of 37,500, one of the con­
ditions of which was that she should 
not set foot on German soil. This con­
dition, however, may not be enforced, 
as popular sympathy with the countess 
is so strong already that the court will 
avoid anything giving the impression 
of punishing the countess for. her na­
tural womanly feeling. The version of 
the countess' misadventure commonly 
believed in the kingdom of Saxony is 
that she is guiltless of actual wrong 
doing and is the victim of an intrigue 
of the centre party, which ls described 
as using unscrupulous means to present 
a strong Liberal from becoming Queen. 
The circumstances of the countess leav­
ing the court are so overlaid with Ac­
tion that the truth probkbly will be 
unknown to the present generation of 
Saxons.

CLEAN EIECTIONS.

It indicates a peculiar condition, not 
comforting to think about, that in or­
der to prevent the open corruption of 
voters by means of money and intoxi­
cating liquor during the present con­
test, it was necessary for the campaign 
managers of both parties to enter into 
a solemn agreement that the laws gov­
erning elections should not be violated 
In this regard. Still, it Is encouraging 
to those who hope for clean elections as 
a permanent thing, that such an agree­
ment should be made at all; not because 
there is evidenced any notable quick­
ening of the moral sense in either party, 
but because it is shown that both are 
coming to realize that by far the great­
er part of the money used Illegally In 
elections under a secret ballot Is wasted.

If one side were possessed of an en­
ormous campaign fund and the other 
had nothing, the latter would undoubt­
edly be placed at considerable disad­
vantage. But that condition seldom oc­
curs. Both sides generally seem to be 
pretty well fixed for funds and where 
the balance is anywhere nearly even, it 
is obvious that the money spent, while 
It may increase the total vote, does lit­
tle good to either party. Probably the 
supporters of Mr, O'Brien and Mr. Mc­
Keown last November had as much 
money—In comparison with the Con­
servative fund—as the Blair and Tuck­
er workers had in 1900, and look at the 
result. We believe that had there been 
no bribery at all in the last election the 
result would have been about the same, 
though, as many on both sides would 
not have voted, the total vote would 
have been smaller.

But while the decision of the party 
managers in St. John city may not be 
a moral triumph, directly, It will prob­
ably have as beneficial an effect. Moral 
triumphs, while exceedingly satisfy ms 
at the time.Jiave a way of being evan­
escent, while a reform based on poli­
tical business common sense Is apt to 

• be lasting. If the practical politicians 
can be convinced that money invested 
in the corruption of electors brings poor 
returns, pure elections will Inevitably 
follow. And if a few consecutive elec­
tions are conducted along the lines 
promised In the present contest, the 
public moral cense, which has endured 
corruption until It has learned to pity 
and embrace It without a shudder, will 
have a chance to get back to normal; 
and if it does, the man who tries to 
force a return to old conditions will 
get a severe shock.

MR. MAXWELL'S REPLT.

Alderman Maxwell's speech last night 
effectively answers the charges and 
unfair insinuations of the Globe, 
proves to the satisfaction of all whose 
sense of Justice is not distorted by pol­
itical prejudice that his position as an 
alderman had nothing whatever to do 
with his work on the new library build­
ing. His aldermanic pull had certainly 
nothing to do with the contract for the 
whole work going to Mr. Myles, for 
that was awarded by the council to the 
lowest tenderer. If, as an alderman, It

chairman of the transcontinental rail­
way commissioners, speaking tonight, 
said:

Preliminary surveys in New Bruns­
wick have so far developed that for a 
certainty a good line can be obtained 
via the St. John River Valley, and the 
parties who were surveying on that 
line between Grand Falls and Freder­
icton, having completed their work, 
have been removed elsewhere.

So far, the reports of the engineers 
at work upon the cross-country line 
from Grand Falls to Chipman are most 
satisfactory. There is no difficulty 
from Grand Falls to Edmundston, nor 
from Moncton to Chipman. It was con­
templated when these parties were put 
in the field that they would not be con­
tinued during the winter, but it has 
been decided to prosecute the surveys 
throughout the winter across the centre 
of the province. In view of the sea­
son holidays, and its being desirable 
to reorganize these parties for the win­
ter campaign, the different crews will 
be disbanded on Friday, the 23rd of 
December, and will be reorganized and 
put In the field on the 2nd of January. 
It is the purpose of the committee to 
make a most thorough and exhaustive 
examination and study of the central 
routes across New Brunswick, so that 
the fullest Information may be had 
when the time comes fpr deciding be­
tween the rival routes.

Poulin, assistant district engineer for 
District B, reports that he has been 
able to secure a line around the corner 
of the State of Maine, with a maximum 
grade of four-tenths of one per cent, 
going east, and six-tenths going west. 
No difficulty is anticipated through 
Quebec to Chaudière, and good results 
have been obtained from Quebec west, 
but sufficient information has not yet 
been obtained to enable a final deter­
mination to be arrived at as to whether 
the north or the south line will be 
most desirable.
