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OTTAWA, Sept. 21—An international 
commission composed of seven Ame­
ricans and five Canadians, under the 
dbairmanshlp of Dr. J.. G. Rutherford, 
live stock commissioner and veterinary 
director general* for Canada, has been 
established to consider ways ana 
means for securing control and eradi­
cation of bovine tuberculosis in Can­
ada and the United- States, The com­
mission, which will co-operate with 
the governments or each country, is 
the outcome of the annual meeting of 
American Veterinarian Association in 
Chicago this month. Dr. Rutherfdrd 
was last year president of the associa­
tion and the commission has been 
formed largely on his initiative as 
head of the Canadian live stock de­
partment in conjunction with the 
heads of . the United States bureau or 
animal industry.

The question of bovine tuberculosis 
is the chief problem now confronting 
the veterinary sanitation, the annual 
loss from diseased cattle running up 
into hundreds of millions ih the two 
countries. The association, which re­
presents in authoritative manner vet­
erinarians of both Canada and the 
United States, believes that under pro­
per control bovine tuberculosis can be 
effectively controlled and eradicated, 
has chosen as members of the commis­
sion some of the most prominent vet­
erinarians, stock breeders, dairymen, 
meat packers, and medical officers on 
the continent. Dr. Rutherford is chair­
man, and the Canadian members of 
the commission are Hon. W. C. Ed­
wards, Ottawa; Dr. Chas. Hodigetts, 
head of the Ontario health depart­
ment; J. W. Flavelle, Toronto, and 
Prof. Torrance, Winnipeg.

BIG MURDER PLOT

Conspiracy lo Wipe Out Armenians, Native 
Nationalists and Foreigners

FOUND NO BACTERIA
IN ANDOVER WATER

TEHERAN, Sept. 21—A plot for a 
Persian "St. Bartholomew's Day” and 
a massacre of Armenians, Persian Na­

tionalists and foreigners lias just been 
felled. Its authors were the remnants 
of the ex-shah's suppèrters, including 
the sheik Fazul-ullah, who has taken 
refuge at the Russian legation.

The conspirators planned that cer­
tain men of the old loyalist regiments 

; wtlo were in hiding in the mountains 
should descend to the Armenian village 
of "Vanex, two miles from Teheran, and 
begin the massacre. Then the sheik 
Fazul-ullah, with his followers would 
do the same here, net even sparing 
the foreigners of the capital. The In­
tention was to force Russian, interven­
tion, which, they hoped, would result 
in the restoration of Mahommed All 
Mirza. the ex-shah.

The plot was discovered by the 
Young Persians in time. Some of the 
conspirators fled tc the Russian lega­
tion. but twenty-six were arrested, in­
cluding the sheik Fazul-ullah.

With an audacity which shows how 
fan the Young Persians have left old- 
fashioned superstition behind, the gov­
ernment ignored the chance of super­
natural vengeance and decided to hang 
the sheik. Thousands of people watch­
ed the execution on Artillery Square.

Half hearted measures will not do. 
If consumption is contagious—as is 
now admitted—it must be treated as 
such. There is no use in putting this 
disease in the contagious list and then 
failing to apply such regulations as 

tend to prevent contagion. Where 
smallpox exists, or scarlet fever, ^ or 
any of ~ toe other serious con­
tagious diseases, the isolation or - par­
tial Isolation of the patient is. Impera­
tive, and under toe instructions of the 
board of health the , utmost , care in 
nursing is insisted upon, so that those 
living with or near the victim may 

suffer. Consumption must ’ be re­
garded as requiring just 
handling as some of those other dis­
eases which are 'popularly regarded as 
being more dqi^erous.

GAS.

The report of the Deputy Minister of 
Inland Revenue on the inspection of 
gas and electricity has recently been 
Issued. The total revenue collected 
during the twelve months for toe in­
spection of gas metres was $44,032.50, 
and the expenditure $31,014.35. The 
revenue from inspection of electricity 
was $43,909.25 and the expenditure $18,- 
509.35. This branch of public service is 
now practically self-sustaining and an­
nouncement is made o£/reduction in 
the fees.

In that part of the report devoted 
to the inspection of gas are found fig­
ures giving the illuminating power, 
amount of sulphur, sulphuretted hy­
drogen and ammonia present. The 
standard of illumination is sixteen 
candle power, the allowance of sulphur 
Is thirty-five grains per one hundred 
cubic feet, and the allowance of am­
monia four grains per one hundred 
cubic feet.

For the majority of towns and cities 
in which gas is used the full inspec­
tion is not reported, but there are a 
sufficient number available for the 
purpose of making comparisons. It 
may be said that the gas used in St. 
John, while within the requirements in 
all respects, does not compare very 
favorably with that sold in a number 
of other cities. For instance the illum­
inating power of St. John gas during 
the winter months was on toe aver­
age, 17.50 candle power. It increased 
•lightly in the early summer but was 
below that mark in February and j 
March. The highest average for a ; 
month was 18.56. The highest average 
In Toronto was 29.27 candle power. In 
Montreal it was 19.19, and both Mont­
real and Toronto residents buy gas %it 
half the price asked in St. John.

It is apparent that some 
made to purify the gas, for in Tor­
onto the average amount of sulphur 
found reached the maximum of 14.90 
grains per hundred feet in November, 
while it touched the minimum of 8.32 
grains in January. In Montreal the 
presence of sulphur was scarcely j 
noticeablé, the average for the year 
being 3.30 grains, although for only 
three months did the sulphur rye 
above three grains per hundred feet. 
In Toronto there is a slight trace of 
ammonia all through the year.

Turning to St. John it is found that 
in the month April the test showed 
26.08 grains of sulphur per hundred 
cubic feet, that the lowest mark was 
reached in July when it was 19.88
