BLOCK ISLAND, R. I., May 18,— 
The three masted schooner Arthur M. 
Gibson went ashore on the north shore 
of Block Island this morning in a 
thick fog, but was floated tonight by 
wreckers who were summoned from 
New London, and is anchored tonight 
off the island Waiting the lifting of the 
fog so that she can proceed, 
schooner is leaking but slightly and 
seems to have suffered little from her 
experience of the past*12 hours. The 
crew of the Sandy Point life station 
stood by all day, but their services 
were not needed, 
bound from St. John, N. B., to New 
York with a cargo of lumber.

The sch. Arthur M. Gibson, 296 tons, 
was built at Gibson in 1890, and is 
owned by John Gibson 
The schooner is one of the fleet 
aged by J. Willard Smith, of this city 
and sailed from here only a few days 
ago with a cargo of lumber for New 
York.

The schooner is
CHICAGO, May 18,—Peace In the 

teamsters' strike is still hanging in the 
balance, and although it is generally 
expected that a settlement will soon 
be reached, It seems tonight further 
away than it did 24 hours ago.

It was confidently asserted by the 
Team Owners’ Association that the 
teamsters had consented to arbitrate 
with them the question of whether 
union teamsters should make delivery 
to boycotted houses. President Shea 
of the Teamsters’ Union today declared 
that he had never agreed to any such 
proposal. This misunderstanding caus­
ed a hitch in the impending settlement.

For the first time in several days 
riots broke out today, ahd there were 
numerous fights between non-union 
men and teamsters.

President Samuel Gompers of the 
American Federation of Labor, who has 
been in Chicago for two days negotiat­
ing for peace in the present trouble, 
tonight left for Dayton, Ohio.

Mr. Gompers said he had accom­
plished little, but would return to Chi­
cago soon.

NEW BUILDINGSFIRE DESTROYS GRIST MILL. The boxing contests held in the

The first go was a four round bout 
between George Close and Henry 
Burke, which was a cinch for the lat­
ter.

John Blizzard was too strong and 
heavy for Willie Spears, and got the 
decision in a three round bout. Both 
are colored.

Frank Arseneau of the east end and 
Johnny Dixon of the south end were 
evenly matched and put up three good 
rounds. Both showed some cleverness. 
The decision was a draw.

Jack Power refereed and managed all 
the bouts, and the exhibitions were of 
a clean, wholesome nature. The chief 
of police, the deputy and a squad of 
policemen were on hand to keep order, 
but they found time hanging heavy on 
their hands,

In the usual fashion the referee in­
troduced each man to the crowd; and 
the latter’s bow in acknowledgment 
was the signal for an outburst on the 
part of his supporters. All the men 
received a good share of applause, and 
the Englishman was as heartily greet­
ed as the St. John favorite in the big 
event.

EPPS’SA landlubber in reading Mr. Daw­
son’s report will be struck by the bald 
remark “it is a noteworthy feature of 
the tides in the Bay of Fundy region 
that the moon’s relative distance has 
more influence upon them than any 
other factor. The difference in range 
between spring tides, which fall at 
perigee and at apogee respectively, is 
as great as the difference between 
mean springs and neaps. On the other 
hand the divinal inequality, which is a 
dominant factor in parts of the Gulf of 
St. Lawrence, is not very strongly 
marked in this region, though still 
quite appreciable.” Why the moon 
should exert different influence on tides 
in the Bay of Fundy and the Gulf of 
St. Lawrence is something that the 
man in the moon may be capable of 
explaining, but the aforesaid landlub­
ber, realizing that all Canada is only a 
spot on this terrestlal globe, would like 
to know why the light that lights by 
night should make this discrimination 
in its treatment of the waters of the 
French speaking and English speaking 
provinces of the dominion. The moon’s 
effect on tides Is about as much a 
mystery up north as it is In the cotton 
fields and swamps of the southern 
states where the superstitious negro 
will not capture his rabbit until the 
signs are right.

A BRUTAL MURDER.

Italian Plunges His Knife Into the 

Heart ef a Yoath.

ARNPRIOR, May 15.—D. El Castro, 
an Italian, aged 60 years, tonight 
plunged his knife into the heart of 
Lorus Carare, also an Italian, aged 17 
years, who, wounded, rushed out of 
the house into the yard and fell dead. 
The deed is said to have been wholly 
unprovoked. They were employed on 
work which had been interrupted by 
the rain, and the murderer had im­
bibed freely during the. day„ The two 
were seated at the supper table in the 
home of Joseph Franc, Jessie street, 
whn the elder suddnly drew his knife 
and made the fatal thrust. The mur­
derer was promptly arrested and locked 
up, while the body of his victim, by 
Coroner Cranston’s orders, was re­
moved to Stafford’s morgue, where it 
will remain pending the inqust.

When the tragedy was being enacted 
Chief Mattson was on his way to Pem­
broke with another Italian, sentenced 
to six months in jail for having bru­
tally assaulted another of his country­
men at a late hour Sunday night.

HOLD JAPAN IN CHECK.

There Will Not Likely be Any Trouble 

Over France’s Breach of 

Neutrality.

»

WHAT HE DIDN’T KNOW.
LONDON, May 16,—At the foreign 

office today tie Associated Press learn­
ed that Foreign Secretary Lansdowne 
had made no further representations to 
the French government regarding the 
continued stay of the Russian Pacific 
fleet in Cbchin-China waters.

No alarm Is felt In government -circles 
here that Japan will permit her pro­
tests to go so far as to produce a rup­
ture of peace, but it le fully recognized 
that Japan has the power to bring her 
ally Into conflict by a hostile act. 
Therefore the British government, the 
Associated Press understands, is using 
every effort to keep the Japanese cool 
and at the same. time urging upon the 
French the necessity of respecting neu­
trality, in which Great Britain agrees 
in principle with Japan.

Baron Hayashi, the Japanese minis­
ter here, said to the Associated Press 
today that he was positive that if 
France sent a definite demand to St. 
Petersburg Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky 
would net remain in French waters 24 
hours.

Sir, —As a native of St John, now 

resident In Ottawa, perhaps you will 
grant me space in your columns to re­
fer to the very brilliant and masterly 
speech delivered by Dr. Stockton in 
the closing hours of the debate upon 
the second reading of the Northwest 
autonomy bills.

From my New Brunswick friends I 
often heard of Dr. Stockton’s 

great oratorical and debating, powers, 
but never having heard hlm I was in­
clined to the opinion that whilst he 
might be a big man in his native pro­
vince, that In the larger field at Ot­
tawa he would sink to a secondary 
place as has been the case with many 

who have entered the federal 
arena, bringing with them great re­
putations won' In the narrower field of 
provincial politics. In the case of Dr. 
Stockton I am proud to say that the 
opinion I had entertained proved to be 
utterly erroneous. His speech was de­
livered at a time when every one was 
heartily sick of listening to speeches, 
and the people who filled the galleries 
had not coroe there to listen to further 
speeches, but to see the vote taken.

At 8 o’clock Mr! Barker of Hamil­
ton, commenced to speak and continu­
ed until 10 o’clock. MX. Barker is un­
doubtedly an able man, and in a con­
servative administration would probab­
ly occupy the position of minister of 
railways, but owing to tiie weariness 
engendered by a debate stretching over 
six weeks, very few members on the 
floor of the house were paying any at­
tention to what he said, whilst the gen­
eral conversation that was going on in 
the galleries rendered it almost im­
possible to catch a word of it. When 
the junior member for St. John arose 
and uttered his first sentence the con­
versation in the crowded galleries ceas­
ed as if by magic, and the members 
of the house who had been outside in 
the adjoining rooms, came trooping 
back to their places. Every one seem­
ed to realize that they were present at 
a great event and that a parliamentary 
star of the first magnitude had arisen. 
Perfect stillness reigned throughout 
the speech, except when it was broken 
as it repeatedly was, by loud cheering 
on the part of the political friends who 
sat behind him. When the speech had 
ended there yra.8 but one verdict pos­
sible and that was that there had Just 
been delivered one of the Ablest and 
most brilliant speeches in the history 
of the parliament of Canada. In sub­
stance and tone it was at least fully 
equal to the late Sir John Thompson 
at his very best, and in energy, quick­
ness and aptness of retort, and in ora­
torical power it outclassed him.

I do not thlqk that the people of St. 
John quite realize how proud they' 
should be of their representative. If 
the citizens of St. John, irrespective of 
their politics, had sat In the galleries 
of the house that night and had heard 
the speech and noted the effect it had 
upon Its hearers, Dr. Stockton -would 
he returned by acclamation every time 
he chose to stand for re-election. For 
days the speech has been discussed by 
all sorts and conditions of people and 
they are utterly unable to understand 
how it was possible for St. John to 
possess such a supremely able man and 
not have Insisted upon sending him to 
Ottawa years ago. If he had been sent 
St. John would have been represented 
by a man second to none in parlia­
ment, and a man who by sheer ability 
and oratorical power could have made 
good his claim to the highest position 
In it.

IHave Approved Union And are Wait­

ing Tor Opinions From the Dif­

ferent Churches.
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Free Baptists In Portland are greatly 
interested In the movement toward 
unification of the Baptist and Free 
Baptist churches of this state, to for­
ward which committees from both.de­
nominations met at Augusta Satur­
day.

In this movement, which concerns 
33,090 citizens, Maine is keeping step 
with several other states, among 
which are Massachusetts, Rhode Is­
land and Michigan, but none of them 
are so far advanced along this line as 
the churches of the province of New 
Brunswick. The provincial bodies have 
passed resolutions approving union 
and the question is now before the 
several churches for ratification. So 
far as progress has been reported, it 
is all in favor of unity.

The basis of agreement in New 
Brunswick appears to deal fairly with 
both denominations and neither 
church feels that it has been called 
upon to sacrifice its fundamental prin­
ciples.

Nova Scotia is agitating the matter 
and has appointed committees to meet 
and confer in regard to the adoption of 
an agreement similar to that which is 
being acted upon in New Brunswick.

The movement in Maine began last 
October when the Baptist convention 
at Watervllle appointed a committee 
to confer with a like committee, should 
one be appointed by the Free Bap­
tists. At about the time the Maine 
Baptists were meeting, the national 
organization of the Free Baptists was 
in session at Hillsdale, Mich., and a 
committee was appointed to take un­
der consideration the question of un­
ity. Recently the Maine Free Baptist 
state convention appointed a commit­
tee to take the matter up with the 
Baptist committee that was held at 
Augusta last week. The outcome of 
the movement which they have start­
ed will be watched with Interest, not 
only by members of the several Bap­
tist faiths, but by the church world 
in general which year by year becomes 
more interested in interdenominational 
work.

I GRANNOTICE.
ST. PETERSBURG, May 17. — Very 

disquieting reports are In circulation 
this evening about Vice Admiral Ro- 
jestvensky’s health. It is said he has 
telegraphed to the emperor that it is 
Impossible for him to proceed, 
evening paper prints a report that the 
admiral has suffered a nervous break­
down. No official conflmatlon of the 
report that Rojestvensky has request­
ed to be relieved from duty Is obtain­
able at the admiralty, 
the admiral’s health has been the 
cause of considerable anxiety here. It 
Is well known that he suffered from 
kidney trouble before leaving Cron- 
stadt and throughout the long voyage 
to the Far East he suffered at times 
to such an extent that he had to be 
carried about on a stretcher. But the 
Russian commander stuck to his post. 
If he is now compelled on the eve of 
battle to give up his command, the 
admiral would regard it as little short 
of a national misfortune, 
vensky has proved to be a genius as 
an organizer and confidence is felt 
that he will show equal ability as a 
fighter. Should Rojestvensky be com­
pelled to leave the fleet the command 
will devolve on Rear Admiral Voel- 
kersam, who is now with Rojestven­
sky.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 18, 2.40 a. 
m.—With a suspicious stoppage of de­
spatches from Manchuria and a strong 
possibility that Vice-Admiral Rojeet- 
vensky has cut his last communication 
with home and set forth on the final 
stage of his journey to his goal, either 
Togo or Vladivostok, keen interest is 
manifested in naval and military 
circles here in the twofold field of war. 
Though the admiralty, which has been 
completely silent since the advent of 
Rojestvensky in the Chinese sea, pub­
lishes no despatches, the conviction is 
growing that the united squadrons 
departed from the Annam coast im­
mediately after their Juncture, and 
naval officers are anxiously expecting 
news of the first skirmishes betweeen 
scouts of the hostile fleet.

Neither the admiralty nor individual 
officers have any Information regard­
ing the rumored request of Vice-Ad­
miral Rojestvensky to be relieved.

The Associated Press was Informed 
late last night that Vice-Admiral Bir- 
iloff will be sent to Vladivostok, which 
possibly accounts for the origin of the 
rumor of Rojestvensky’s request to be 
relieved of his command.

A discussion is going on in the Hali­
fax press concerning the .date of the 
city’s anniversary.
Cornwallis occurred the twenty-first 
day of June, 1749. That date has been 
celebrated for more than forty years 
as the natal day of the city. BUt a 
stem regard for. accuracy leads the 
two morning papers to contend that 
th second day of July shall be hence­
forth regarded as the true anniver­
sary. This is because June 21st old 
style is July 2 In the chronology of the 
present day. It remains to be seen 
Whether the city will follow the true 
date and така, the change, or stick to 
the false day, which has the name 
that Cornwallis gave to the real date. 
The Gregorian calendar was not adopt­
ed by Great Britain until three years 
after the founding of Halifax.

Halifax has the advantage of .mod­
em St. John in the matter of antiquity, 
but the comparative youth of this city 
sets it free from these chronological 
difficulties. This is our natal day, if 
we regard the landing of the first con­
tingent of Loyalists as the beginning 
of the city. St. John was a rather ac­
tive little settlement of English- 
speaking people before the Loyalists 
came. It had been a resort of French 
traders, and was a strong military po­
sition before the New England col­
onists came. Before Champlain saw 
the place it had been an Indian village. 
Therefore the city has had many birth­
days. One was celebrated last year. 
But the date which is taken as the be­
ginning of the modem city is the one 
we celebrate today. It recalls an event 
which will always" tie recalled with 
pride, for St John will never cease to 
value her Loyalist traditions and her 
people will always cherish the mem­
ory of their Loyalist ancestors.

He assured his com­
panions around the tables that the 
accused woman had undoubtedly ob­
tain Ml the revolver and had produced 
It in the carriage, and went on to elab­
orate his theory of the killing of Caesar 
Young. This might all be interesting, 
but it is a singular business for a judge 
td try and convict in a banquet hall 
a person who was twice tried without 
conviction in his own court and once 
before another judge. In making his 
charge to the jury Judge Davis might 
well have pointed out the inconsisten­
cies and evident falsehoods in the tes­
timony of the accused. If he thought 
that the jury had through sympathy, 
or for some insufficient reason failed to 
find a verdict in accord with their own 
convictions, he might have told them 
so on the" spot instead of saying now 
on a festive occasion that the Jury 
would not have found her guilty even 
If she had confessed the murder.

He had been at the 
school in 1904 and 1905. While at the 
school there was one day he suspect­
ed one of his Instructors, Mr. Daigle, 
of being Intoxicated. He had heard 
the other boys speak of it He could 
smell liquor on Mr. Daigle.

Mr. Jonah—Did you notice any oth­
er- symptoms?

Witness—I thought he talked freer 
than usual.

Mr, Tweedle—Are you sure he hadn’t 
got a raise in salary that morning.

Mr. -Jonah—Did you suspect any of 
the others of drinking?

Witness—I suspected Mr. Howes.
To Mr. White witness said the time 

he thought he smelled liquor on Mr. 
Howes was one time when he 
soldering. He knew there was a smell 
of gasoline in the soldering process. 
With regard to Mr. Daigle he had not 
seen him staggering, but thought he 
had been drinking from the smell of 
his breath and from his talk. Had had 
no fault to find With the superintend­
ent’s visits.

Mr. Tweedle -— At the time you 
thought you smelled liquor on Mr. 
Daigle would you say he was drunk?

Witness—I don’t know Just what you 
would call drunk.

Mr. Tweedle—Would you say he was 
loaded?

Witness—I don’t know the nature 
of that word.

Mr. Eveleigh was then recalled and 
proceeded with his evidence. In case 
there was a dispute regarding the 
testing which took place some time 
before he had no way of telling who 
did the testing. In the year 1904 the 
tests were posted the greater part of 
the time. Sometimes they neglected to 
post them. The tests were first mark­
ed on slips. After they were copied on 
the book the slips were destroyed. Re­
garding Mr. Buchanan, who complain­
ed of his test, witness could not re­
member who made that particular test.

To Mr. Jonah witness said he had 
written the letter previously mention­
ed some time in February. He wrote 
it in response to some questions ask­
ed him by Mr. Smith.

The next witness was Walter Mc- 
Monagle. He compared tests he re­
ceived from Mr. Mitchell with those 
received at the factory, showing a dis­
crepancy that he could not account 
for. He considered Mr. Bveleigh a 
competent man for his position, but 
there had been times when he was not 
satisfied with the returns from his 
milk.

Robt, Goodwin, for 
over 50 years a consistent Son of Tem­
perance, assisted by other members of 
the order.

The Grand Division have made no 
mistake in the appointment of Michael 
Kelly of Bt.

He has already visited over 30 places 
throughout Jjie province and held many 
temperance meetings. St. John has 
had three opportunities of hearing 
Bro. Kelly this week. He will leave 
on another tour Thursday along the 
St. John river.

Smuggling effectively Is one of those 

fine arts that have decayed, at least 
in England, where, as we have duties 
cn little else than tobacco, tea and 
spirits, and where we have a seaboard 
closely watched, It cannot be carried 
out to any extent successfully.

Now and then the
outwitted, but rarely on a large scale, 
and never can a contraband trade be 
carried on for long undetected. It Is 
not at the present day worth men’s 
while to apply their minds to the over­
reaching of the coast guard, and con­
sequently the art Is In Its dotage and 
decline.

Attempts are made occasionally to 
outwit the preventive officers, as when 
a vessel came Into the Colne some years 
ago with its cordage of twisted tobac­
co, but It was found out. Oil cans are 
made, or were made, with an interior 
consisting of an inverted funnel of tin. 
When the officers put a stick through 
the neck and turn it about they draw 
It out and find that the rod has been 
In oil. But the upper bulging sides of 
the can corrtain smuggled spirits.

An old woman died lately at Causand 
who had tor long hoodwinked the coast 
guard by carrying about a baby. This 
was actually a bottle or jar of brandy, 

name which she drew off from a hidden re­
ceptacle of the smugglers. "You've a 
very quiet child there; I never hear it 
cry,” said one of the guards to her. 
“That may be," replied Nanny, “but 
I warrant you he's got a deal of spirit 
in him.” And he let her pass.

In Gower, at Llangefineth, the run­
ners of smuggled goods had contrived 
a most Ingenious cache. A little 
stream falls In cascades from the 
mountain above. They diverted the 
stream, formed a cellar under the spot 
where the water splashed down, well 
covered with broad slates above, on 
which they cast torrent rubble and In 
this hid their kegë. 
breught the stream down with such 
violence that one night it tore away 
the roof and revealed the concealed 
run goods.

When Joseph Bonaparte was King 
of Spain a good many Individuals, even 
these highly, placed, enriched them­
selves at the expense of the revenue.

They will let can­
non balls pass the barriers without 
taxing them.

“ For God and Home and Every Land.”
Report Presented in Newcastle Urges All 

Temperance Workers to Unite in Over­
throwing Party in Power.

THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT EN­

ACTMENT RE THE CIGARETTE.

The British parliament at Its last 
session passed a "Juvenile Smoking 
Prohibition Act," of which the follow­
ing clauses are the most Important:

“All persons under sixteen are for­
bidden to smoke or to use tobacco In 
any form, under penalty of a fine not 
exceeding two dollars and fifty cents. 
Any dealer who supplies tobacco In any 
form to persons under sixteen la liable 
to a fine not exceeding five dollars for 
the first offense or ten dollars for, the 
second. The penalty tor third offense 
Is the deprivation of license tor five 
years."

The English people are awaking to 
the fact that a nation’s youth becomes 
its strength or its weakness. If Its 
youth Is impoverished by the use of 
poisons, its strength is clipped, men­
tally and physically. In this act Eng­
land has taken a wise step to protect 
her youth. We trust the day is not 
far distant when Canada will follow 
this step taken by the Mother Country.

SIR FREDERICK TREVES ON AL­
COHOL.

The recent utterances on alcohol, by 
the above named authority h^ve called 
forth much thoughtful comment, and 
are testimony to their truthfulness 
from other men of note. The great 
army of “wreck along the shores of 
time" have for ages been sorrowfully 
reiterating this fact, "Alcohol Is a 
poison,” But the words of one live 
man of note seem to have ‘greater 
power to arrest thought. We would 
like to quote the following from the 
Montreal Daily Star, which presents a 
reasonable view o4 the matter.—Ed.
Column.

A definite statement by a physician, 
with the authority of Sir Frederick 
Treves that alcohol is a poison, and 
that it really does not do the many 
helpful things for the human body 
with which popular opinion credits it, 
is bound to, at least, challenge the con­
viction of many that they are the 
better for its use. Of course, they may 
still take it for the pleasure it gives 
them, putting aside the idea that they 
must pay'for their pleasure in physical 
deterioration; but the drink evil will 
not be a very grave or widespread 
evil if the ordinary man Is convinced 
that It amounts to a drugging of his 
system.

We make a difference to our’- minds 
between the pleasures to be gained 
through the use of drugs, such as mor­
phine or opium, and the exaltation 
that comes from liquor. We are agreed 
that a man Is a fool who plays with 
the deadly drug habit; but we are 
half In- doubt whether the man who 
drinks liquor lr> moderation may not 
really get more health than weakness 
out of It. For the man who risks be­
coming a morphine fiend, we have no­
thing but contempt or pity. For the 
man who toys with alcoholic liquors, 
we have no such superior feeling 

Yet, If Sir 
right, the morphine victim and the 
drink victim are in the same class. 
They have both ventured within the 
power of a "habit” which can r#ver 
have been anything but evil from the 
first. They have both sought fevered 
pleasure to drugs. They have both 
taken poison with their 
And now they are both paying the 
price.

Temperance workers have, of 
course, long held the opinion of Sir 
Frederick Treves; but we are dealing 
with the state of mind of the 
who has never treated the temperance 
doctrine seriously. He has told him­
self that doctors prescribe alcohol to 
build up the system in certain cases; 
that a "nip" gives him an appetite; 
that a glass ot ale at dinner helps di­
gestion; that a “pick-me-up" will help 
him get through a lot ot work 
leave him not much the worse after­
ward. Consequently he listens to the 
medical talks ot temperance lecturers 
and regards their highly colored charts 
of “a drinker’s stomach" with an 
amused eye.

But an opinion from a leading phy­
sician Is another matter. It Is as It 
was with the ambitious young man 
when employers stopped talkihg as 
if a .little Indulgence In drink 
rather a good thing, and began to put 
all drinkers on the suspect list. The 
decision of great employing firms to 
weed out the drinkers did more for 
temperance at a stroke than moral 
suasion could have accomplished in 
years; though the moral suasion pro­
bably brought about the conditions of 
thought which made the step of the 
employers Inevitable. So the verdict 
of medicine, listing alcohol as a poi­
sonous drug, will gain attention in 
quarters which could be reached to no 
other way.

Agnes Donahue by the government of 
Uruguay. He had received a letter re­
garding the subject in April last con­
taining information which had not yet 
been given to the house, and he had 
also been informed today by a tele­
gram that the captain had been sent­
enced to three years penal servitude, 
the mates to one year and the crew to 
six months. The owners of the ship 
said they had made enquiries of the 
Canadian government in October, 1900, 
When they were starting business, and 
Jiad been told that no licenses were 
needed for seal fishing south of the 
36th degree of north latitude, 
had commenced in the Falkland Is­
lands at Port Stanley, whence they 
shipped to London, but a tax of ten 
shillings a skin had been put upon the 
pelts exported by Canadian sealers. 
They believed this had been done at 
the instance o'f some of their com­
petitors in London. They had then 
been offered the use of a port in Brazil 
and were proceeding thence when they 
were seized. According to their own 
statement they were at the time of the 
seizure upon the high seas, some miles 
away from the territorial waters of 
Uruguay.
