LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

The Council was oceupied for some time to- -
day—first in Select Committee, and then in
Committee of the whole—on the Bill (sent up
from the Lower House) to exempt the Carleton
Tide Mills from the operation of the Iarbour
Act. It was made apparent to the Select Com-
mittee that it was impossible to work these
Mills and prevent the saw dust from falling in-
to the stream—that they were situate far down
the harbour, and never worked but when the
