<> Soon after PBOGRK88 was started it had
all the working room it required in a part of 
the Daily Telegraph building. A moder­
ate sized composing room answered for the 
editorial requirements as well, though as a 
matter of convenience to the public a nar­
row apartment need as a passage way to 
and from the composing room, was also 
used for editorial and business purposes. 
The composing room was well supplied 
with material for working, but there the 
mechanical department ended. When 
the forms were made up they were 
carried by hand down to the Telegraph 
press room and printed. Then the papers 
were carried by hand up to the Telegraph 
job office where they were trimmed on the 
paper cutter. It was slow work and hard 
work. Week by week as the edition grew 
larger the task became more onerous, and 
the cost in time and labor were seen to be 
more disproportionate to the results. It 
was very clear that some better arrange­
ment must be made, though just how it 
could be made just then was not very clear. 
Progress got along the best it could, hr 
securing the lower floor, where it had be­
fore had only the passageway, and ' in the 
meantime kept looking around for a chance 
to do better.

What was thought to be a very great 
step was made in October, 1889, when the 
office was removed to the Masoaic build- 

, ing. Here two floors, giving about 2,700 
feet of space were secured, and there was 
then more than room enough. A Crans­
ton press, with folder attached, was pro­
cured, a fleam engine and boiler put in, 
while the front of the lower floor was fitted 
up for editorial and business offices. There 
seemed to be room enough, for a time 

Very soon it was found that even more 
space was required. Progress was 
obliged to do a certain amount of job 
printing to accommodate patrons who sent 
orders, and this as well as the business of 
the paper itself increased beyond all the 
arrangements made for it in the first 
instance. More room must be had, and in 
May, 1891, another section of the Masonic 
building was leased, giving just uouble the 
space which had been occupied before.

Then, for the first time Progress had 
plenty of room for editorial and business 
offices, but a year later another Cranston 
power press was added, and the editorial 
rooms were shifted to up stairs. In the 
meantime additions had been steadily made 
to the number. of job presses and other 
pUnt, while two electric motors had been 

V yfed to the facilities for getting power. 
More room was required, also for the stor­
age of paper and other stock, and it was 
easy to see how the place might soon be­
come too small.

The Daily Record was started in 
November last, and being published in the 
same building made a serious inroad upon 
the none too ample space. The staffs of 
the two papers are entirely distinct, and in 
order to accommodate both no small 
^iiount of ingenuity was demanded in the 
economizing * of space. When all was 
done that could be done, the accommoda­
tions tor business, éditerai and mechanical 
purposes was restricted so as to seriously 
interfere with the efficient carrying out of 
the details of the work. The big press 
and folder used for the Record of 
themselves occupied more than all the 
space once used for the business and 
editoral offices. Still more room was 
needed.

The most obvious way to get this was 
by leasing still another section of the 
Masonic building, and arrangements were 
accordingly made in January last by which 
the premises occupied by the Singer Ma­
chine company and the room of the St.

April 19,—As 1 sit on the verandah, with 
the broad stretch ot the Pacific before me, 
and hear the dash of the waves as they beat 
on the sandy shore, my thoughts are turned 
bo our own rock-bound coast on the other 
side ot this great continent, and it oc­
curred to me that 
might be interested in rending the impres­
sions of a New Brunswicker, oi this corner 
of the world.

To start right, let us begin* at home 
where the journey was commenced less than 
two weeks ago, when the speedy and com­
fortable service of the C. P. R. earned me 
safely through the woods of Maine to Mont­
real, thence to Toronto—the Queen City 
of the West—where a stay of a day or two 
on business was made, thence a night’s run 
to Chicago, and another to Kansas City, 
with a stay of a few hours at each place by 
way of breaking the journey. At Kansas 
City the through trains over the Santa Fe 
are made up, when the overland journey 
really begins, as from.this point to Califor­
nia, no stops (excepting for meals) are 
made. And a very luxuriously appointed 
train it was, too, and I must pay my tribute 
now to the efficiency of the service through­
out the trip. The dining stations on this 
road are so arranged as to be reached at 
convenient hours, for meals, and very good 
theyjuniformly are and at moderate charge. 
But tor those who do not care to take a 
full meal, a lunch counter is provided at 
each place.

A pleasanter party than those who com­
pletely filled the two Pullman cars, it has 
never been my privilege to travel with, and 
throughout the three days we were thrown 
together, mirth and jollity prevailed, and 
when the last night on kboard we felt the 
journey was drawing to a close, each to go 
hie or her own way, genuine regret was 
felt on all sides. The pleasure derived 
through the pleadant companionship was 
the saving clause of the trip, for a more 
desolate strip of country it would be hard 
to imagine thanlthat. crossed in passing 
through the States ot Colorado, New Mexi­
co and A rirons. Great things are expected 
from Arizona in the future, as it is said to 
be one of the richest mineral legions in the 
world, also that it is capable ot agricultural 
development, as it is claimed that ali that 
is needed to bring this about is a system ot 
irrigation, and a scheme is about to be 
brought l>etore < ’ongress, whereby the Col­
orado river will be diverted and used for 
this purpose. In the meantime, however, 
it seems to be given over largely to the 
Mexicans and*Indians, with the exception 
of the occasional station towns en route, 
which are peopled by luckless whites,whose 
lot no one need envy, as the attractions 
that lile has to offer in this treeless region, 
it is difficult for the passer-through to see. 
<>ne thing, however, must be admitted in 
this connection, and that is the fact that the 
climate seems very healthy, if one can 
judge by the looks of the people. This is 
especially the case through all the higher 
altitudes ; in crossing these, the air was 
very invigorating, and no doubt was the 
important element in maintaining the How 
ot animal spirits and the good appetites 
That prevailed.

In many places we were visited by the 
Mexicans and Indians with their Waves 
tor rale, including jasper stones, petrified 
wood. Arc. At “The Kneedles” just on 
the border linejietween Arizona and Cal­
ifornia, we were swanned with them and 
pressed to buy a much larger variety of 
articles than hadfyet been offered. The 
Indians here make a specialty of clay work, 
some of which, though crude, is interesting. 
The Mexican cow-boy, mounted on bis 
broncho was frequently seen, and very 
picturesque he looked with his broad-brim­
med sombrero. From time to time small 
herds of very poor cattle are seen, deriving 
a bare existance from the scanty herbage.

From a scenic point of view, this road is 
greatly deficient, the most notable except­
ion perhaps being the llattoon Pass in the 
Rockies, approaching which the grade is 
very heavy, and the two great engines 
puff and blow, dragging the heavy train 
slowly up the steep grades. Near the 
summit, ànd quite close to the entrance of 
a tunnel recently constructed, is the adobe 
home of the Old Man of the mountains, 
who formerly exacted toll from all travel­
ers, and whose occupation since the advent 
ot the railroad has gone and never to be 
recovered, lie still lives, however, on the 
remains of bis former greatness, and doubt­
less thinks that things have sadly degener­
ated in recent years and sighs lor the times 
that have gone, when he, like a mighty 
Caesar was king and all paid tribute to 
him ; so it is with many a man in a higher 
sphere of lile who has bis day, but as the 
wheel of life remorselessly turns round, be 
is relegated to the rear, and new men and 
new conditions rise and for a time hold 
sway. What is the moral? is it that we 
should make the most of our opportunities?
I leave the answer with each individual 
and pass on.

Another feature of interest was the oc­
casional native Indian or Mexican village, 
consisting entirely of one-story adobe 
houses or hilts. In some cases, some

Rapidly, however, the 
scene changed, and by seven o’clock we 
drew up at San Bernardino, at the base of 
the bills, and then we felt rewarded in­
deed, as here begins in earnest, the land 
of eternal sunshine—the land of the orange
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and is still!!
What a paradise it seemed as we rushed 
by vast grove* of oranges,-lemons, apricots 
and many other semi-tropical fruits, with a 

Hoft breeze blowing and wafting the per­
fumes of many flowers to our grateful 
senses. Of all the delightful [perfumes, I 
think that the orange blossom is the most 
exquisite. And now the land is full of it, 
as the orange trees are blossoming for the 
next season. As a rule, this fruit is' now 
pretty well harvested, but one yet sees an 
occasional orchard where the golden fruit 
has not been picked, and the effect is hard 
to describe. Imagine thousands oi orange 
trees in regular rows, on" perfectly culti­
vated sod, the trees in their full growth, 
averaging from fifteen to twenty feet in 
height, covered with heavy] green foliage, 
and the golden fruit glinting amongst the 
green ! It is a wonderful sight and one to 
be long remembered and dwelt upon. I 
wish all of our citizens could have an op­
portunity and be able to drink in the 
beauties of this Won derland.

My destination being Pasedena, 1 
parted with some ot my companions at 
this point, where I spent some days ex­
ploring the country in the vicinity of that 
charming town, which 1 think has been 
rightly named “The Crown of the Valley.” 
The meaning of the word Pasadena, I 
understand, is “Gate of Eden,” a very apt 
name for this lovely spot. It is situated 
in the midst of the celebrated San Gabriel 
Valley, and because of its situation, has 
been selected by a large number of refined 
and wealthy Eastern people as their per­
manent home, and for this reason it has

(І u■ through this lovely region, but I feel it 
necessary to be brief, so must pass on and 
take in some more of the other points of 
interest in Southern California. g

The next point of interest that I msited 
was Los Angeles, or the City of the An­
gels, the metropolis ot Southern California, 
a growing, thriving city of over seventy 
thousand. The growth ot this city has 
been remarkable. Ten years ago it is «aid 
the population was not ten thousand, and 
lor such a new city, it has a wonderfully 
solid and handsome appearance, and all 
the advantages of a wealthy and modern 
business centre. Finely paved streets, a 
perfect system of electric and cable cars, 
stately homes and most elaborate buildings. 
The stores are hard to excel, and phe art 
of how to display goods is here seen to 
perfection. As an indication of the ad­
vance being made, 1 have at my side while 
I write, a I/Os Angeles paper, which states 
that permits for five hundred new buildings 
have been granted since the first of January. 
Building here is not confined to any one 
season of the year, but proceeds at all sea­
sons alike. Vvhst would we not give if we 
had a tenth part of this advance in our city 
by the sea ! 1 called upon several former 
St. John people, now settled in Los An­
geles, including Mr. R. G. hunt, now in 
the real estate business ; George J*. Tay­
lor, tailor ; Robert Magee, natter; also 
Dr. P. R. Moore, formerly of Ssckville, 
all of whom appeared to be doing well and 
expressed themselves as well satisfied with 
life in this section and consider the climate, 
all that can be desired. While on the 
question of climate, there is no doubt that 
the advantages it has to offer those who 
cannot stand the more rigorous climate of 
the East is drawing a large population of 
this class, a majority of whom need to work 
for their living, thus creating an over-plus 
ot labor in nearly all lines and professions, 
as the population of the country has in­
creased more rapidly than the demands of 
business or the actual development war­
rants. hence, if this reasoning is correct, 
business and the professions, it not already, 
will soon be overcrowded, and the natural 
inference is, that the man whose health 
does not demand a change, is as 
better off at home, especially it 
any responsible position, or sees ahead a 
lair prospect.

The next point of interest that 1 de­
cided to vim was ban Diego, the most 
southern American town on the Coast. 
It is one hundred and thirty-five miles south 
ot Los Angeles, and means five hoqrs by 
rail through for the most part, unattractive 
country. On this trip, one sees very 
markedly the result of the drought, as the 
hill-sides, which should at this season be a 
vivid green, are perfectly brown, and void 
of any vegetation. As we leave l/os 
Angeles going south, we gradually leave 
the fruit groves, and strike for a short dis­
tance an extensive grazing section. The 
most interesting scenery on this trip is that 
portion which skirts the ocean, wbere the 
surf washes on the beach only a few feet 
from the train tor a distance ot perhaps 
thirty miles or more. On a warm day, or 
at any time, this is very refreshing, and 
just now an agreeable change Irom the 
burnt bill-sides.

The old City of San Diego is on the 
coast, fourteen miles from thë Mexican 
boundary, aud here an American garrison 
is stationed. The City itself is dull and 
uninteresting, but the neighborhood has 
many features ot historic and scenic value. 
The maingattraction is Coronado Beach, 
a neck ot land connected by ferry with 
San Diego, and on the shore of which 
is si.uated the Hotel Del Coronadè, said to 
be the largest in the world. It is certainly 
most perfect in its equipment, and the

rson who cannot take solid comfort there 
better remain at home. The buildi 

covers four snd a halt acres of grou 
with an inner court overflowing with foliage 
and one acre in extent.

To describe it would be too great a task. 
Think of all that is luxurious, and dream 
that youTiave it, and with it the perfection 
of climate and that is Coronado - - § Par­
adise. Oh ! if one could stay here and

dream away a few idle days ! How balmy 
the air, bow delirious the feeling that pre- 
vades one’s whole being ! It is something 
to be felt, not expressed.

To amuse and interest the guests, the 
management contrive to keep the ball roll­
ing. and each week a programme is drawn 
up and placarded, so that all may see the 
trips ana excursions that have been arranged 
for, and take part in them as they may 
feel disposed. Now it is a fishing party 
again a rabbit hunt, and then a trip to the 
caves, or over the border to Mexico, with 
a hop in the Ball-room in the evening to 
wind up with ; and so the sons and the 
daughters of the millionaires and the own­
ers of them too, while away the hours of 
the days. They like to be looked at too, 
and enjoyed, these dainty women and pas­
time men, and they are an interesting un­
der-study, and when taken with all

, and a peep at their pleasures 
by those who come to linger for a moment 
and fly again, opens up new lines of thought.'

’Tie truly said that one half the world 
does not know how the other half lives, 
and well ‘tie so. Enough of this, however, 
as my stay in this most charming of resorts 
has come to an end, and I must pack my 
grip and depart.

My next stop will be Pasadena, while 
there to attend the Pageant of Roses, then 
for San Francisco, ana a day or two at the 
Golden Gate, when Ho! for British Col­
umbia and iny native land once more !

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grown very rapidly ; it is said to have more 
millionaires than any town of similar size 
in the United States. In this land of mil­
lionaires, this is saying a good deal, and 1 
am sure no one can doubt the statement 
who drives along the miles of beautiful 
streets bordered with handsome homes, 
with grounds cultivated up to the highest 
іюміЬіє point. In going through, one 
wonders can this be the result of a dozen 
years ? Is it possible to create all this 
beauty in so short a time ? It so what a cli­
mate ! ! Tie no wonder the rich are tempted 
to leave'the more rigorous climate of the 
east and come to this Elysium. The cel­
ebrated Raymond Hotel occupies the best 
location the valley affords, and the view 
from it in all directions is superb. This 
hotel is open only during the winter sea­
son, as the Summer travel to this section 
as yet is light, although the residents |bere 
claim that the Summer climate is as per­
fect as the winter, and that the weather is 
not ifearly as hot as in the East, being 
nearly an equal temperature all the year 
round. There is one surprising tiling 
about the climate, and it is that no matter 
how warm the day, summer or winter, the 
nights are invariably cool. The coolest 
part of the day or night, seems to be 
before and after sun-down ; when, if driv­
ing, an overcoat is necessary.

While a great deal ot land in Los An­
geles and adjoining counties has been 
brought to a high state of cultivation, there 
are yet large tracts of land still in its vir­
gin elate, and when unimproved, it is very 
httle more attractive than the desert through 
which we passed. Irrigation has been the 
cause oi this wealth ot fruit and flower 
development, and from the higher points 
one can see reservoirs supplied from the 
mountains, and from which pipes and con­
duits arc running in all directions. The 
need of this is easily understood when it is 
realized that tor perhaps eight months no 
rsin whatever falls, and during the remain­
ing four months, which is called the rainy 
season, the average yearly rainfall is but 
sixteen inches. 1 bis season has been a 
specially dry one, the total rainfall not'ex­
ceeding eight inches, and the wet season 
now practically over. The country 09 all 
sides shows the need of rain very much, 
and crops are bound to suffer in con­
sequence ; and irrigation, which usually 
does not begin until Iste in May has already 
commenced.

One of the most inter*sting trips to be 
had, is from Pasadena to Mount Lowe, the 
highest peak ot which rises about six thous­
and feet above, sea level. It is reached 
first by the electric car line, which carries 
you up over the toot bills to Rubio Canon, 
trom whence a cable car ascends the moun­
tain side at an angle ot sixty-two and a half 
feet to the hundred. At the summit is a 
neat hotel, with a much larger one under 
way. Here also are mules, with competent 
guides lor those who may desire to explore 
the mountain passes higher up. A ride 
over the mountains on one ot these sure­
footed little animals is verv interesting, as 
1 know from experience, ’i'he atmosphere 
is clear and delightful, and very little it any 
cooler than in the valley. The bird’s-eye 
view to be obtained from the mountains, 
gives one a better idea of the country than 
can be obtained in any other way. Much 
more could be said of the fruit farms and 
the many charming drives and excursions

The question of the duty on kerosene 
oil was discussed at Ottawa this week, and 
a reduction of one fifth was conceded. 
As the whole country has been oppressed 
by what is equivalent to a duty of two hun­
dred per cent, for the benefit of a few 
wells in Ontario, the concession has neither 
come too soon, nor is it any too great. 
Oil is a prime necessary ol fife among the 
classes least able to bear tax burdens, and 
thousands who value their comfort will not 
use the Ontario product when a better 
quality is obtainable.

And so the case of emall-pox at Sussex 
did not prove fatal, nobody caught the 
disease, and there was a big scare on very 
slight grounds. In the meantime diphth­
eria and scarlet fever continue to claim 
their victims because people object to 
having their homes quarantined, and be­
cause reputable physicians abet such people 
by making no report of the cases. Scarlet 
fever is one of the most infectious of dis­
eases, and the fatal results of diphtheria in 
this country are frightful to think about.

mJUDGES AND THEIR DIGNITY.
The Telegraph of Wednesday had a 

leading editorial commenting on an article 
which had appeared :n Progress of the 
previous Saturday, in relation to some re­
marks of Judge Tuck at a recent dinner. 
>> by the Telegraph took so long to get 
excited over the matter can only be ex­
plained by the supposition that the 

who directs what shall be 
written for the paper had not been 
talked to in sufficient time to give earlier 
orders to the man who does the writing. 
What the editorial lacked in timeliness, 
however, it more than made up in ill- 
temper. It even went so tar as to attack 
Chief justice Ludlow as a boodler, and to 
aver that Chiet justice Ciiipman was best 
known tor a heartless act in sentencing a 
boy to be banged. Judge Тиск may very 
well pray to be saved from his defenders, 
il they have no better way of establishing 
his dignity than by defaming the memory 
of the dead and gone jurists. These men 
may not have been perfect, but it is an in­
sult to the general intelligence to say that 
they are,best known by the flaws which a 
narrow minded writer delights to pick in 
their lives. They at least sustained the 
dignity of the bench, so far as their words 
and actions, in public and private have 
been recorded.

The Telegraph has learned by experi­
ence, however, that it is safer to attack the 
dead than the living, whether the subject 
be a judge or only an everyday lawyer. 
So far as its eulogies of Judge Тиск can 
benefit that gentleman, no one can reason­
ably object to them. With much of this 
top-of-column reading notice of his honor, 
Progress is fully in accord. It cannot 
injure the judge—since no engraving 
bureau portrait accompanied it—and it 
may do him some good by letting him 
know how much the Telegraph thinks of 
him. Men of his reputation, in comparison 
with whom Ludlow and Ciiipman are 
proclaimed to be rather shady characters, 
are not found every day, even on the bench 
ot the supreme court of New Brunswick.

It may be that “the Progress writer 
has never been intimate with the members 
of the bench,” though this is possibly not 
an irremediable misfortune. Some judges 
keep odd company nowadays, and even 
the Telegraph man implies that he enjoys 
an intimacy with them. That is not to the 
point, however. The question is not what 
a judge may say in his personal capacity, 
nor even, within certain bounds ot good 
behaviour, what he may do in his private 

Nor is it a matter of public import 
what “his very old friends” may call him. 
A more important matter is the light in 
which the public will regard him as adding 
to or detracting from the dignity "of the 
highest court ot the province.

The remarks of Progress in regard to 
Judge Tuck simply dealt with what nine 
out of ten of even the judge’s " very old 
friends” doubtless consider his injudicious 
words on a quasi public occasion. He 
was not merely relaxing himself among bis 
intimates, for there were doubtless people 
present with whom h : had little or no per­
sonal acquairtance. He was aware that 
any part or all ot his speech might be pub­
lished in the press. He was looked upon 
as representing the supreme court, and he 
would have been invited there as a judge 
it he hed been an Irishman or a Scotchman 
instead of an “Indiantown boy.” Under 
these circumstances bis words 
than those ot a private individual. His as­
sertion that though lawyers used to take 
off their hats to the judges, nobody 
would take off his hat to Harry Tuck 
was not in keeping with his position as 
senior judge of the supreme court. It 
may not have detracted from his personal 
dignity, but it did affect the dignity of the 
bench. That is all Progress asserted, 
though one who reads the Telegraph com­
ments would suppose that it said much more.

That a judge may make “ a witty after- 
dinner speech ” or that “ hie features may 
be relaxed into a sfnile,” is quite true. Ilia

The travelling revivalist employs tricks 
as well as the
To be successful he must know how to con­
vert the most people in the briefest time ; 
that is, to bring die multitudes to a repen­
tent si
The success is in part due to the persuasive 
power of the orator, but it is also true that 
many of the. most successful evangelists 
are not orators. They reach the people 
in different ways. Sam Jones brings out 
audiences because they expect to hear 
quaint, original and tunny sayings. They 
go to hear Thomas Hanrieon, the boy 
gelist, because they look for the unex­
pected at his meetings. A prominent 
Brooklyn preacher told a Sun reporter the 
other day that Harrison is ready to do 

wvPiything. even to jumping over the seats, 
T and dragging sinners forward by the hair. 

Jones ana Harrison reach a class of peo­
ple that are cold and indifferent to such 
revivalists as Dwight L. Moody, B. Fay 
Mills, J. Wilbur Chapman, Charles H. 
Yatman, George C. Needham, Major 
Whittie, and others. The methods of 
these men are also quite different.

Mr. Moody stiff ranks far ahead of the 
others, and at the age of 56 years he is as 
active and hearty as when he made his first 
successful tour through the country with 
Ira L. San key. It is said that he has less 
culture than the other revivalists. He is 

a great preacher and people who hear 
him for the first time are sure to be disap­
pointed. He lacks the graces and arts ot 
the orator, and his vocabulary is confined 
to narrow limits. The secret of his suc­
cess is his personal magnetism, which al­
ways appears to best advantage in the in­
quiry room. There be comes into personal 
contact with his listeners. He.shakes their 
hands, talks to them with a sense of con­
viction that is most effective, and shows a 
personal interest that never fails to pro­
duce great results.

But this is not all. Mr. Moody is gifted 
with sound practical sense and shows a 
mastership ot details that would have made 
a fortune for him in the business world. 
He is a friend ot the billboard man and 
the newspaper publisher. The com­
ing of “Dwight L. Moody, the Greatest of 
all Evangelists,” is announced in big letters 
on three-sheet bills days before be arrives. 
Upon his arrival Mr. Moody travels 
the town precisely as a theatrical manager 
might to see that the attraction has been 
properly biffed. Mr. Moody also gives 
nis personal attention to such details as the 
•eating of the congregation, the ventilation 
of the room, the collection, and others. 
His greatest assistance comes from the 
choir, which is always made as large as 
possible. He does not care so much tor 
the singing as for the personal assistance

_ Five classes of men have been deified, 
kings, warriors, Brahmans, saints, and

hero worship of India is subject to 
constant changes ; worshippers are capric­
ious. Great warriors, sages, and saints, 
have their day.

The Hindus suppose that some of their 
dead are degraded, while others are ele­
vated to the position ot divinities. The 
general idea is that the dead require to be 
nourished for three generations by their 
descendants, and to have works ot merit 
performed for their benefit.

Few eights are more pitiable than to see 
a man worshipping a beast. The Hindus 
believe that there are innumerable species 
of animals through which a man may pass. 
Owing to this belief in transmigration 
many Hindus will not sell an animal of any 
kind. Fear is one motive that causes ani­
mals to be worshipped. Some are wor­
shipped on account ot their uselulness.

As we trace Indian history with its 
theology and philosophy.we are wont to be­
come sad, as we note how they have de­
generated.

While we would 
not in any manner disparage the claims of 
other lands, and we trust that we shall be 
permitted to press forward in all directions 
that His providence opens, yet it does 
seem that there is a providential calling to 
India that is pre-eminent and most press­
ing. The needs of China are just as great, 
"but in China there is already a glorious 
aggressive missionary work under our dear 
friends of thé China Inland Mission, which 
has no parallel in India as yet, unless it be 
the beginning of our Alliance work there. 
Then, China is necessarily very difficult to 
enter, especially on the part of a new so­
ciety, and we cannot multiply new workers 
there as.rapidly as we might wish. It takes 
two or three years sometimes, to get into 
a place and obtain permission to settle 
there ; and while we hope to press forward 
in every possible direction in this land, yet 
our operations must necessarily be gradual 
and limited.

In India, every province and every 
village is opened, ana there is no barrier 
whatever to the presence of hundreds of 
missionaries at once, in these new fields.

After studying at 
Miami University and Princeton Theolo­
gical Seminary, he went in 1832, to Syria 
as a missionary of the American Board, 
which at that time represented the Pres­
byterian and Reformed, as well as the 
Congregational churches. During his 
forty-six years of valuable service as a 
missionary he contributed much to the 
general knowledge in regard to Palestine. 
The results of his travels and researches 
wre g ithered into two volumes under the 
title of ‘The Land and the Book,’ which 
were afterwards revised and enlarged to 
three volumes. The popular style made 
it a great favorite both in this country and 
especially in England, where its sale was 
phenomenal, exceeding, so it has been 
said, that of any other American work ex­
cept ‘Uncle Tom’s Cabin.’ In 1878 I)r. 
Thompson returned to this country and 
made his home with his son. Dr. William 
H. Thompson, of New York, and a daugh­
ter, Mrs. F. K. Walker, of Denver. Al­
though for some years quite feeble, his 
death came at last suddenly.—‘The Inde­
pendent.’

l^m«lonV| Fowerg Bridge.1 I suppose no American would come to 
London without seeing the tower, and that 
no structure is more familiar to residents 
in the United States, either from personal 
knowledge or pictorial representation, than 
the Tower of London—not even St, Paul’s 
or Westminster Abbey, says a writer in 
the l'rovideucc Journal. To-day the his­
toric building is more dwarfed than ever— 
it always did seem disappointingly small to 
strangers—by the two towers that now 
stand in the river near it. These towers 
are the promised feature of the new Tower 
bridge.

They stand 100 feet apart right in the 
bed of the river. They 
with lower towers on the 
suspension bridges, each 270 feet long. 
The 200 feet between them in the middle 
of the river is spanned at the height of 140 
feet from high water level by footways 
thrown out on the cantilever principle. 
Much lower down are the great le 
the opening bridge, which, when closed to 
allow traffic to pass, leave a space between 
their under sides and the high water level 
of only thirty feet. These lofty towers 
arp a fraud in their way. They are to all 
appearance substantial masonry, support­
ing the mighty drawbridge in the 
and the suspension chains of the side spans. 
But the masonry is but sheep’s clothing. 
The mightier power is of steel. It is a 
steel bridge, resting on great piers in the 
river bed. The soil at the bottom ot the 
river, aiter a surface layer of river mud 
and gravel, is what is known to geologists 
as the London clay*. Into this London 
clay caissons were sunk to the depth of 
nineteen feet. The men working inside 
filled this space up with concrete, making 
a solid foundation for piers 70 feet wide 
and 185 feet long, built of hard Stafford­
shire brick and faced with granite.

Inside these piers are rooms for the hy­
draulic machinery of the bridge and for the 
arms of the leaves of the drawbridge. 
This great bridge has been in course of 
erection since the end of 1886. The cost 
of the bridge expressed in American money 
will be close upon $4,000,000. The form­
al opening of the bridge will take place in 
June next by the Prince and Princess of 
Wales.

not known, because Orientals prize their 
jewels tor their weight rather than great 
perfection, and another consideration is 
the fact that red spinels often pass in the 
East for the genuine ruby, with which they 
have nothing in common except the color, 
although they are found in the same bed 
with rubies and sapphires. The famous 
Black Prince ruby in the royal crown of 
England is only a spinel. Rubies and 
sapphires are idei.tical in their compon­
ent parts. The form of crystallization is 
the same. Their hardness and specific 
gravity are equal, and they are found in 
the same bed of clay so closely together 
that one side of a stone will be bright blu 
and the other as red as blood. In both 
aluminium is the principal ingredient, but 
the mystery ot their real difference has 
never been solved by science.

Amcng the finest ot historical rubies 
were three of the French crown jewels, and 
one of these formed part of the dowry of 
Catherine de Medicis on her marriage to 
Henry II., and it weighed 211 carats. The 
other two were reset for Marie Stuart when 
she reigned as Queen of France. It is said 
that the kings of Burmah possessed at one 
time the finest collection of rubies in the 
world, and they took grea* precautions to 
prevent strangers from reaching their minet-. 
Before the annexation of the country by 
England all rubies valued at 1,000 rupees 
were claimed by the king, and the finder 
received no reward except the king’s favor. 
Ordinary travel was forbidden, and mer­
chants had great difficulty in dealing with 
the chiefs of the mining* districts. In order 
to purchase jewels a man had to first obtain 
a license, then report himself at Ruby II al 
in Mandalay, stating the exact amount of 
money and merchandise he wished to take 
with him. This information was sent to 
the officials at the mines, and at every 
stopping place on the way, both going and 
coming, the merchant and his baggage were 
carefully examined. If he returned with 
rubies beyond the value he declared in 
starting he was dealt with as being a smug­
gler.

back. Of course he bad never seen it be­

An enterprising hair dyer has projected 
a scheme for making bleached blondes as 
fast as the demand may require. The sub­
ject of the operation seats herself in an

A slight decompo­
sition of the salt held in solution takes 
place, the bleaching agent is liberated and 
the coloring matter in the hair is lightened. 
Tbe discoverer declares that the color 
given to the darkest hair ssay be varied at 
pleasure and may also be carefnlly regulat­
ed; furthermore, he states that the color 
does not resemble that of ordinary 
“bleached” hair, but is more natural and 
in every way able to deceive the most ex­
pert in such matters. While the idea is one 
which is attractive from an experimental 
standpoint, the object attained, if his 
mente are true, is one which should be 
pushed into obscurity by a minimum amount 
ot praise. Still another beautifying (P) ef­
fect ot the current is obtained by this in­
ventor, who seems too fertile in such vanity 
promoting ideas. He advertises to make 
ladies’ lips to resemble coral in their daz­
zling redness. His process is, of course, 
an electrical one, ana he produces an un­
healthy reddening of the lips by forcing an 
inflammation by means ot a so-called 
Faradic current.

There is pretty good evidence that his 
showy operating rooms are well crowded 
by a “bevy of beauties” at all times of the 
dav, and it is quite amusing to watch the 
silly women who have much more money 
than brains at their disposal emerge from 
this gilded den feeling their fevered lips 
with their tongues and trying to smile 
while “they are paying too dear for their 
whistle.”

supplanted those of aristocrats. People 
driving to the theaters, who met the 
tumbrils on their way to the cemetery, 
merely lowered the blinds ot their car­
nages. The newspapers, strange as it 
may seem, did not as a rule give even the 

of the condemned ; the Moniteur, 
though giving the best record of trials, has 
many omissions. This list of guillotined 
was frequently crowded out by what was 
considered more important news. As for 
the Jacobin prints, their tone may be 
judged from the Rouguff, a title which was 
an anagram of Guffroy, the editor and a 
member of tbe convention. It habitually 
speak, of prisoners as gibier de guillotine, 
™ it contains paragraphs like this:

frame Godlotine tried her razor yester­
day (July 19, 193) on an emigre. After 
showing the whole length of aristocratic 
impudence while promenading in Sanson’s 
carnage, on mounting the scaffold he dis­
played the whole extent of loyalist fanatic­
ism, and, deft ing the nation and justice,

One of the effects of the new ideas 
which gave birth to the revolution waste 
lessen the respect due by children to their 
furent, and teachers. Another was that 
then- familiarity with bloodsbedding led to 
its inevitable result and their contempt of 
the horrors of the “national razor" showed 
itself in their playing with models of it and 
their childish cruelty in using it open living 
subjects. Guillotines became children’s 
toys, with which they operated on birds, 
mice and insects* Even as late as 1801 
the Arras authorities had to order the 
seizure and destruction of these toys as 
"suggesting ideas of death which might 
render children ferocious and sanguinary." 
And at Paris in 1795 a commissary sug­
gested that children should not be allowed 
to approach the scaffold just after an ex- 
ecnxtton (two murderers had then been 
guillotined), as this was calculated to im- 
uir their proper horror of blood. It is, 
lowever, dangerous to generalize from is- 

olated facts, and Taine attsches undue im- 
portance to Anne Plnmptre’s talk with a 
gardener at Nimes, who told her: "We 
never dared to scold onr children daring 
part of the revolution. The self-styled 
patriots held as a Inndamentsl principle 
that children should never be punished. 
This made them so unmanagable that often 
when a parent began scolding her child the 
later told him to mind bis own business ■ 
■We are free, we are equal, we hare no 
lather or mother but the republic. If you 
are not satisfied I am ; you can go else­
where and find a place more to your liking.’ 
“Children," added Miss Plumptre (this 
was in 1803), “are still very impertinent, 
and it will take years to make them bear-

AA Few English Libraries.
That at Durham,—at present contains 

over 16,000 volumes. The library in which 
they are placed is a magnificent chamber, 
finished in 1404, 194ft. long and 41ft* wide 
and is still covered with its original solid 
and massive root of oak trunks, scarcely 
touched bv the axe. In the library ot St. 
Paul’s Cathedral, which is a noble room, 
lined with oak shelves, and surrounded by 
brackets carved by Grinling Gibbons, there 
are. 10,500 volumes of printed books, 
besides rather more than an equal number 
of separate pamphlets. The librarv at 
York contains about 11,000 volumes ; 
that at Canterbury about 9.H00 printed 
books, with about 110 MS. volumes, and 
between 6,000 and 7,0*H) documents. 
The library ot Exeter Cathedral contains 
8,000 printed volumes, and some most val­
uable MSS. ; Lincoln Cathedral has a lib­
rary of 4,500 printed volumes and a large 
number ot MSS. ; the library ol Gloucester 
Cathedral is a large apartment, 72ft, long 
J3ft wide, and 31 It high and, contains a 
good collection of books ; Wells Cathedral 
library contains 3,000 volumes ; and that 
of Hereford 2,000 volumes, many of which 
are chained and of great value. In this 
library is a remarkable map of the world, 
the work of a certain Richard of Halding- 
bam, about 1314—one of the most val­
uable relics of meditvval geography.
