The recent «fficial snnouncement that
the great Trans Siberian Railway has been
spractically completed® by the laying of
the last rail of the Northetn Mauchurian
Division must be accepted with: me 1b-
atement. There is still| some { mme’ 'g
and bridge-building to be done, ¢ d t e
system of rail communication is still nte -
rapted by the necessity of crossing Iak)
Baikal by water. Moreover, 1t is g 1er-
ally bel d that a iderable part o
‘the line will have to be rebuilt in stror er
Aashion and relaid with heavier rails b. ore
it will sustain regular traffic.

Nevertheless, the Rassiaa Munister o0
Fivanoe was justified in bis aonounce: ent

that with the laying of the last rail a'

nortbern Manchur's on the”anniversary ot
the tsar‘s accession, temporary traffic was
‘possible along the whole system.

Ten years ago last May the tsar turned
the first sod of this railway, st Viadivo-
stok. The construction of more than five
thousand miles of railway in this period, in
view of the engineering and other diffiul-
ties in the way, is & remarkable achieve-
ment.

\Wamous B:iilsh {Surgeon a Viciim of tbe
Boer war,

Bir William MacCormac’s death at the
age of 65 cannot  be ccnsidered other than
premature. The famous surgeon was, in
fact, one of the many thousand victims of
the Boer war. ¢ His giant frame and con
summate surgical skill and knowledge,’
says s writer in the Outlook, ‘seemed good
o ward off desth tor miny years yet.
Bat ibe dysentery he contracted in South
Alrica was the chief caunse of his death.

William MacCormac was born in Janu-
ary, 1836, at Belfast, where his father,
Henry MacCormac, M. D., was in prac
tice as & physicien. William was the
eldest son and was educated for the medi
cal profession in Dublin and Paris. He
graduated in arts, medicine, and surgery
at the Q 10en’s University of Ireland, and
¢)mmenced practice in Belfast, where he
®Hocime surgeon to the general Hospital.
N st being entirely satisfied with the pros
pec's open to him in his native place, Le
determined to seek bis fortune in London,
where he had established himself, and was
beginning to be looked upon as s man
likely to rise in bis profession, at the ont-
break of the Franco German War in 1870

Wishing to embrace so good an oppor-
tunity of acquiring experience in military
surgery, he bastened to Paris, where he

found Sir John Furley, the representative
of the then newly established British Red
Cross Society ; Dr. Franks, formerly an
& 1glish Army surgeon snd then ot Can-
nes, and Dr. Marion Sims of New York—
all bent upon rendering service to the
wounded. . As the result of & conference
between_these gentlemen it was decided
that thoy should combine their forces for
the establishment of an Anglc-American
@ nbulance; and Sir John Faurley, who
went forward to reconnoitre, having de-
cided upon Sedan as the place for com-
mncing operstions, the ambulance prc-
ceeded thither, with Mr. MacCormac as
its chiet surgeon. He remained with the
ambulanoce, in and about Sedsn, until the
«great bulk of the wounded had been dealt
‘with, and was conepicuous for the z:al and
ability with which his duties were dis
.charged. The French and German Gov-
ernments both envolled him on their lists
«of honor.

Oa his return to England the London
Committee of tae H:d Cross Society se-
cured his election ageinst competitors
better known than himself as Assistant
‘Surgeon to the new St. Thomas's Hospi’ 1
‘This appointment, says the writer of ths
wbitury notioe in the Times, afforded him
an opportunity of exhibiting his powers as
& surgeon and as a teacher, and it at once
opened the door ‘o & marked degree of
professional success. In due course of
time he became full surgeon to the hos
‘pital and lecture on surgery in the med-
sical school; and, after many years of ser
-wice in these capacities, at last accepted the
retirement of consulting surgeon and
-emeritus lecturer on clinical surgery.

1In addition to his appointments at St
“Thomas’s he was consulting surgeon ‘o
the French and Itslian hospitals in Lor-
‘don, to Queen Charlotte’s Hospital and to
'the General Hospital at Belfast, and at
"varions times he has been examiner in sur -
gery to the Uaiversity of London and for
the naval, military and East Indian sir-
vices of the Crown. In 1875 he accom-
Panied Lord Wantage to the scene of the
Turko Servian War, but his stay was not
of long duration. In 1881 he was hon-
orary General Sicretary to the Intercolor-
ial Madical Congress held that year in
dLiondon, a post for which his many ac-
quintances among Continental surgeons
randered him especislly well fitted. It was
upon this occasion that he received his
knighthood from the late Queen.

He was a member of the }ceuncil of the
Ryal College of Surgeons of England
aad was elected President of the college in
1396, an coffice to which he was thrice
reelected in successive years. In 1897 he
was ereated a Baronet on the occasion of
the jabilee, and appointed Sargeon in
©Ocdinary to the Prince of Wales, upon
wiom he wes required to attend in the
following year, after the accident to bis
Roysl Highness's knee. In September of
that year he was made a Enight of the
R)ysl Victoridn-O.der; and, soon after
his Majesty’s accession, was appointed
honorary Sergeant Surgeon. He was an
h)norary member of the St. Petersburg
Academy of Medicine, and a member of
a very large number of British and Con-
tinental scientific societies, Lesides being
& possessor of numerous decorations. In
this country, beside the knighthood of
the Victorian Order, he was » Krigh' o
‘Grace of the Order of the Hospital of St.
John ot Jerusalem in ‘England, and was
chief surgeon to the smbulance .depart-

ment o the order. He was an officer of
the Lgion of Honor, s comt ¥ of the
JDannebrog, the Crown of It d the

Takovs, and bad also the Orders ot th+

¢ of Pcussia the North Star of Swed-
n, the St. Jago of Portugsl, the Rittere
Kreus of Bavaria, the Ocder of Merit of
Spsin and the Medjideh. Asan author
he wrote a very graphic account of his
experience in war under ths title of ‘Work
Uader the Red Cross,’ and he also wrote
two important surgical works. besides
fugitive papers an 1 can’ributions to medi
cal journals.
+ Fowmon have dese.ved good fortune
better, and none has borne it better. tis
popularity at his hospital was unbounded ;
and s few years sgo he was made the re
cipient of an honor that was probsbly al-
most unique, 8 dinner being given in his
honor by the practitioners, scattered al)
over Eagland, who at ene time or another
bad worked under him at St. THon. s's in
the capacity of house svrgeons. Kvery-
body will remember the manner in which
when surgical difficulties were beginning to
be felt in South Africs, he placed his ex-
perience and his services at the disposal o
of the government, and proceeded to the
seat of war as the chief of the civilian con-
sulting surgeons who were called upon to
render aid to their military brethers.
From this expedition he returned in ap-
parently fair health, and resumed his usual
Londou life and his abundant hospitality
t> his friends. He reappeared, too,on the
Mitcham golf links, where he and his dog
were familiar figures. He began to play
the game late in life, but soon became an
enthumast.

BERMINE IN GREAT DRMAND.
The Bupply o England Is Not Sofficient for
the Ooronation Demands,

The English newspapers say that the
supply of ermine in the local market is not
sifficient for the state robes that must be
worn by the nobi¥ty at the coronation
ceremonies in June next. The ermine
being only about ten inches in length,120
of his 1 kins sre required for the cape and
collar worn by a noble on great state o -
casions. The result of the present large
demand 18 that the price is bigh an1 is st ill
rising. The sum€ot $45 is now asked for
a ¢ timber’ of forty-skins. These are not
picked ekins, but of aversge good quelity.
The price of the very finest skins is some-
times as high as $1 50 epiece, though I ge
quantities of aversge ekins have some®
times been sold as low as 25 cents apiece.

As a result of the demand the Siberian
:appers are now busier than ever. , The
animal is foucd in other countries, includ-
ing the northern part of Amei.cs, but the
Siberian skin brings the best price. Mos'
Siberian furs come from the northern
forest regiom, but this is not the case with
the ermine, whose favorite home is in
thickets and scrubby couniry; so it ie
found mainly south of the Siberiam R:il-
road in the western part of Siberia. One
trapper may have a hundred traps scatterad
over & considerable area. He supports
one end of a heavy slab on a stick so
placed that whep the little animal nibbles
su the meat attached to the sapport it is
pulled down and the erm’me is crushed
beneath the stone.

The ermine’s coat is one of the most re-
markable instances of protective colorirg.
brown, not unlike the general color scheme
in many of the regions that it frequente.
