{Liberal Objections Thrown Out
By Supreme Court of
Canada.

[EXPECT CARDIN WIL
ADMIT CORRUPTION

is Second Occasion that Charg-
es Have Been Brought
Against Member from Rich-
elieu—Give Up Seat the
First Time.

Ottawa, Nov. 10.—The Richelien
election trial which the Liberals have
delayed for a year must now be heard.
Today the Supreme Court threw out
their objections. In the general elec-
tlon of 1911 P. J. Cardin was elected
{n Richelieu by 734. Rather than de-
fend his election in the courts he ad-
mitted corruption. At the bye-elec-
tion held over a year ago Cardin was
veturned by about 350. Another pro-
test was entered and the Liberals
have successfully delayed the trial un-
til now. It is now believed that Car-
din will pursue the same course as in
1911 and the seat will be again vacant.

Ottawa, Nov. 10.—In the Supeme
Court today judgment whas handed
down in the Richelieu election case,
the appeal against the judgment on
the preliminary objections being al-
lowed with costs.

The effect of the judgment is that
the petition against the return of Ar-
thur Cardin, Liberal M. P,, must go to
trial on its merits. Mr, Justice Brun-
eau dismissed the petition upon pre-
liminary objections, the particulars
upon which he based his judgment be-
ing insufficient publication ofthe no-
tice of the petition. The petitioner, E.
A. D. Morgan, appealed to the court
and it now uphbolds the appeal. This
nieans that the case must go to trial.

In the Canadian Pacific Rallway Co.
versus McDonald, Vipord, for the re-
spondent, moved to quash the appeal
on the ground that the amount in con-
troversy was less than $2,000, the
1limit for appeals from the Province of
Quebec. The respondent sued for per-
gonal injuries, asking that the com-
pany should be condemned to pay him
an annuity of $337 per annum under

- the provisions of the Quebec Work-
men’'s Compensation Act, and he re-
covered judgment for the annuity with-
out any reference being made to the
amount at which it might be capital-
jzed. Holden, for the company, op-
posed the motion, and contended that
the actual controversy involved the
whole capital necessary to produce
the annuity either on an actual basis
or on the basis of revenue, that the
statute in question limited the em-
ployer’s liability to $2,000, and that in
any event the capital necessary to pro-
duce the annuity recovered would be
largely in excess of the amount limit-
ed in respect to the jurisdiction of the
Supreme Court of Canada.

Huge Exchange of Colonial
Commerce is Planned in
London,

A CLUB FOR BUSINESS
MEN OF THE EMPIRE

Would Combine Benefits of
Commercial Exchange, Club
and Hotel—Potential Factor
for Unity af Empire.

Ottawa, Nov. 10—Special—Follow-
ing news to the effect that the Earl
Grey scheme for the housing of all
colonial headquarters and officers in
England on Aldwych site in London
may not go through, comes the an-
nouncement that aid will in the near
future be probably asked from the
Dominion government for a totally
different scheme. The establishment
of an exchgnge of international and
colonial commerce limited. Further-
more, it is to be established on the
Aldwych site, has already recelved
encouragement from such influential
Canadians as Lord Strathcona, Sir
Girlbert Parker and others, and its
purpose, while similar, will be even
broader than that of Earl Grey's pro-
jected enterprise.

The b of internati

celonial commerce is-
a business Institution, club and hotel,
the central idea of it all being the
centralization and ° organization:' of
trades coming to London from: the
overseas dominion and its ramifica-
tions will entend to branch offices
throughout the Empire. As time goes
on it is calculated that a vast body of
business men within the Empire would
look to one common center for: the
advancement of their trade and ¢om-
merce and this is a fact expected to
strengthen the bonds of Empire and
further imperial unity.

The exchange will not limit itself to
helping the overseas Briton in Lon-
don, but will create a corresponding
membership to assist the man who
does not come home. Although the
institution is imperial in its conception
the foreigner will be admitted to mem-
bership, because, were he not included,
it would mean a limitation of the mar-
kets which could be introduced to the
overseas dominions, who, it is argued,
naturally want to trade with all coun-
tries and not exclusively with the Unit-
ed Kingdom.

In connection with the establish-
ment of branch offices throughout the
empire, it is intended that every pros-
pective member will apply to his lo-
cal branch office for membership, at
which establishment enquiries will be
instituted as to the bona fides of the
applicant and the result made known
to the London head office. The new
member when he comes to London
may then be sure of commanding all
the comforts of a first class hotel, and
club at a reasonable figure, of being
able to transcat his business, obtain
the use.of sample rooms, get introduc-
tions to the right people. His memb-
ership will cost him only $10 if he is
a Canadian.

The company which i{s behind the
scheme has a capitilization of $2,000,
000 which will be increased later. The

ed, in the coming of the Minister of
Public Worka. .1t - will be the first
time Hon. Mr. Rogers has visited this
constituency and no doubt he will be
heartily received. In connection with
his coming the following sketch of
the man and his achievements will
be read with interest.

The Honorable Robert Rogers, who
for the past year has occupied the po-
sition of Minister of Public Works in
the Borden Cabinet, is one of the most
widely known men in public life in
Canada today, having been prominent-
ly before the public for the last fifteen
vears. A native of the Province of
Quebec, having been born in the Coun-
ty of Argenteuil in 1864, he went west
when a young man, with the {nten-
tion of locating at Brandon, Mani-
toba. On arriving at that place he de-
cided, however, to engage in business
at Clearwater, in the southern part of
the province, and for several years he
was a resident there. It was while liv-
ing at Clearwater that he first enter-
ed politics, and every campaign-
either Provincial or Dominion—found
him taking an active part in the inter-
ests of the Conservative party.

A Stirring Campaign.

He was at one time a candidate for
the Dominion House, and on another
occasion he opposed the late Honor-
able Thomas Greenway for the local
House, At that time Mr, Greenway
was at the height of his power in the
Province of Manitoba and occupied
the position of Premier. It is related
that, when informed that “Bob” Rog-
ers was to oppose him, Mr. Greenway
became very indignant and boasted
that, if he did not “beat that boy" (for
Mr. Rogers was considerably under
thirty years of age at the time) by
three hundred or four hundred of a
majority, he would not take his seat.
The campaign was of the whirlwind
variety, such as the now Minister of
Public Works delights in, and when
the ballots were counted it was found
that Mr. Greenway had succeeded by
the narrow majority of thirteen.

HIGH SEAS

Lewes, Del, Nov, 10.—An armed
guard from the United States revenue
cutter Onondaga was today placed
aboard the four-masted American bark
Mangareva, the crew of the latter hav-
ing mutinied on the high seas. The
Mangareva sailed from Philadelphia a
months ago,for San Farncisco, with a
cargo of coal. When several hundred
miles at sed the crew of 28 men mu-
tinied, tied the captain and mate in
their berths -and took possession of
the ship. Subsequently the officers
were released to navigate the ship
after a promise had been extracted
that the mutiniers would be returned
to the Delaware Capes.

TRAINMEN SETTLE

DIFFIGULTY WITH AAILROADS

New York, Nov. 10.—The long-lived
controversy between railroads of the
east and their conductors and train-
men over the latter's demands for
more pay, ended tonight. The em-
ployees are granted an increase in
wages averaging seven per cent. and
totalling  $6,000,000 annually, about
half of what they wanted from Octo-
ber 1 last, effective for one year. One
hindred thousand men will share in
the increase, i

New York, Nov. 10—Thus ends, by
arbitration under the Newland’s am-
endment to the Erdman Act, a con-

troversy that threatened at one stage,

of its career to tie up by strike the
transoprtation facilities of all states
east of the Mississippi River and
north of the Chio, an area with a
population of 47,000,000. The award
of the arbitration commission, filed
late this afternocn in the federal dis-
trict court, is binding and final. To
its terms, however, the two board
representatives of the employers filed
a minority report, and the two repre-
sentatives of the forty-one railroads
a dissenting opinion.

In reaching its award the board rul-
ed mainly against the employees on
four out of five points submitted by
them as reasons why the increase
should be granted, and found for them
on the fifth—the increased cost of liv-
ing. Since 1009, when last an in-
crease was granted, the arbitrators
found that the cost of living had in-
creased seven per cent. Certain min-
or contentions embraced within the
other four points also were conceded
to the employees.

“The board does not found fits ac-
tion entirely upon the increased cost
of living,” reads the award, a docu-
ment,.pf seventy-five printed pages,
“though it looks upon this as basis.”

Anaylsis of the vote on each article

bmitted by the t reveals an
almost unbroken coalition between the
two representatives of the employees
and the two independent members of
th board with the railroads’ represen-
tatives opposing them. The articles
are dealt with separately in the award
and fix the pay for various classifica-
tions of labor. While technical in ver
biage, they provide, chiefly, that the
monthly pay of employees in the pas-
senger branch of the service shall be

as follows:
The Scale.

Conductors,  $135; baggagemen,
$82.50; flagmen and rear brakemen,
$78; brakemen, $76.50; overtime, per
hour—conductors, 45 cents; 'lliﬁl;n
conductors and ticket collectors, 35.7
cents; baggagemen, 27.5 cents; flag-
men and rear brakemen, 28 cents;
brakemen, 26,5 cents. .

For the freight service, the follow-
ing are the chief awards:

‘runs, conductors, four cents
a mile; flagmen, 2.67 a mile; brake
men. 2.67 a ®ile, any run less

100 miles to be pald for as if it were
100 miles. In way freight, pick-up or
rop, mine and roustabout service,
same minimum, conductors are award-
ed $4.50 a day of 100 miles or less, ten
hours or less, flagmen, $3.10, and
brakemen, $3. Overtime to be paid for
as time and one-half.

This was one of the few instances
in which the employeesg triumphed in
their demand that overtime be paid
for at one and one-half the regular
rate.

Of vital importance to the em-
ployees is the finding of the board
that present schedules of pay are not
to be changed or disturbed in any way
where they exceed the amounts named
in the award. Of equal importance
is the finding that employees are not
to be curtailed either in mileage or in
hours of labor to offset the increase
granted,

The railroad’s contentiofi that they
are between two horns of a dilemman
from which there is no apparent
escape—that they must either raise
rates or or cease raising wages—is
dismissed by the arbitrators.

BE SHATCHEL
OFF THE HATS

How New United States "Aig-
rette Law" May Affect
Canadian Visitors,

CUSTOMS OFFICIALS
ALLOWED NO OPTION.

Hope Expressed, However, that
Aigrettes and Ornaments
May Be Judged on Same
Basis as Seal Coats.

Ottawa, Nov. 10.—Does the new
United States tariffl prohibit the wear-
ing of aigrettes as hat ornaments by
Canadian women entering the United
States for the purpose of visiting.
This question has been under consid-
eration by customs officials, and so
far, there seems to be no ray of hope
for the Canadian woman seeking to
cross the border with hats decorated
with aigrettes, egret plumes so call-
ed espray plumes, and the feathers’
quills, heads, wings, tails, skins or
parts of sking of wild birds either
raw or manufactured.

Aijgrette under the new law must
not be imported except for education-
al or scientific purposes, and the lat-

ury Department  gives the ecustoms
collectors along the Canadian border
no option. “l have to advise you,”
igays this ruling ‘““that the department
rconstrues this prohibition to apply o
[such plumage when brought in pas-
sengers baggage, even though used
as trimming of hats or other articles
of wearing apparel.”

The customs officials are further
instructed to courteously confiscate
such plumage. There is one ray of
hope for the aigrette lady, some years
ago when the United States prohibited
the importation of sealskins including
jackets, Canadian lady visitors were
permitied to take thier jackets into
the United States on certificates de-
claring that they were only visiing.
It was then held that coats of seal-
skin under such circumstances were
not importations. The aigrette situa-
tion is regarded here as being on all
fours with the sealskin trouble, but
no test has yet been made.

tion of patriotism. He counselled
General Huerta to renounce any feel
ing of personal prestige or power,
and thus £1ve Mexico from a calamity,

here, friends of Huerta, friends of the
Maderos, and old friends of his own.
ile spends half the day talking on the
afiairs of Mexico, up one side and
dewn the other. He had been urged
some time to take an attitude for or
against General Huerta.

SHY MANAGERS

Criticism oi Evening
Times well Answered by
Messrs.Golding and Spen-
cer--Examined four times

vanced that the fatality of Sunday In
which Stephen Caples lost his life was
the result of western cowboy moving
picture productions, and reports pub-
lished in the Times conveying the idea
that the censors at a future meeting
would consider the idea of excluding
all “gun play” plctures, The Standard
last evening interviewed the leadlxl_g
representatives of the moving picture
houses of the city with the following
result:
When asked his opinion on the mat-
ter, F. G. Spencer sald:
“To my mind it is so ridiculous that
it is hardly worth discussing. It seems
1ather remarkable to me, after the
manner in which the accident occur-
red, that so much comment has been
made on its connection with the mov-
ing picture and little comment is made
on the hardware man who sold the
gun to the boy or the parents who al-
lowed the child to go out to the yard
to play with a gun on Sunday after-
noon. I cannot see how the accident
al shooting of the boy could affect the
future policy of the censors. Dr.
Bridges, Mr. Coll and Mr. Nevins are
very careful in judging & picture and
have known of many pictures in
which there was shooting, being turn-
ed down by them. I cannot see any
reason why moving pictures should
be held responsible for the accident.
Very few western dramas exhibitog
‘gun play’ are produced now.
“The censors here are as careful in
passing judgment on a picture as any
board of censors in Canada, and
through them I think the interests of
the city are well looked after.”
Walter H, Golding, of the Imperial
Theatre, said in connection with the
matter:
“It was a gun that killed the boy,
not a motion picture. Forty-three years
ago a relative of mine accidentally
put out the eye of another boy when
playing Indian with a bow and arrow.
This was twenty-five years before mov-
ing pictures were known. Twenty-
five years ago I, myself, was injured
in a rough and tumble fight while
playing Indian and confined to the
house for some weeks as a result. That
was before motion picture time.
“The films shown in St. John are
first scrutinized by the National Board
of Censors of the American govern-
ment at New York. Next they are
seen before the Ontario Board of Cen-
sors. They then go through a third
censoring in Montreal by the Quebec
board, and after that they come to St.
John to be examined by the New
Brunswick Board. After that each in.
dividual manager exercises his own
judgment as to how much of the pic-
ture, if any, should be shown.
“After all these inspections the in-
dividual managers feel that the picture
is permissable.
“It is entirely wrong to state that
there is wanton killing in motion pic-
tures of today. This is one thing that
the censor board everywhere has elim-
inated in the passing of the pictures
and now the manufacturers are omit-
ting such scenes, legving the act to be
inferred. As far as Indian and cowboy
subjects are concerned the demand for
these is fastly falling off and only a
very limited number of these subjects
are being issued by the leading com-
panies, the demand for such being
largely in the rural communities.
“It is most unfair, I think, that car-
toons depicting the killing of children
should be published when they are
really exaggerations and falsehoods.
It creates a false impression on many
people who-do not think deeply. It
carries with it the .false idea of mur-
der and brands the tender and inno-
cent child in the eyes of the public.”

It is a generally accepted fact that

They are operated between New York
and Southampton with calls at Ply-
mouth and Cherbourg, France.

The boats of the American line at
present maintaining the one class ser-

vice rsemn the Atlantic are the Hav-
erford, Marton #8nd Dominion, vessels
which do not compare with such fine
steamships of the St. Paul and New
York type, which are of 22,000 and
21,000 horse-power respectively,

The Cunard lipe broke into the “one
class” service between Montreal and
Southampton with the fine passenger
steamer Ascania. They have since
placed in commission the Andania and
the Alaunia which, with the Ascantia,
are completing a singularly successful
season to Canadian ports. The White
Star line operate the “one class” ships
Arabic and Cymrie across the Atlan
tic, these vessels alternating between
New York and Liverpool and Boston
and Liverpool. The White Star Domin-
ion line have the Tetuonic in the Can-
adian trade and the C. P. R. run the
steamer Lake Manitoba on a regular
schedule between Montreal and Liver-
pool.

VERY QUESTIONABLE TASTE.

On Sunday afternoon two lads, near
Silver Falls, weré plaving with a gun
They were indulging in a boyish game
of Indians, the older lad protecting his
younger companion from the attack
of an imaginary enemy, in imitation of
a moving picture hero.

For the Times it is but
fair to say that the cartoon was label-
led as from the “Montreal Daily Tele-
graph,” the Grit organ in the Canadian
metropolis.

'While acknowledging the right of
all newspapers to make their columns
as bright and as entertaining as pos-
sible, The Stand regards the publi:
cation of such a crude, coarse cartoon
as in very questionable taste. Not only

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

brated the centenary of the' glorious
tricmph of British arms at Crysler's
Farm, the actual anniversary of the
battle falls today. Like the Greeks at
Thermopylae, the Canadians were
fighting in defence of home and native
land and against tremendous odds. In
his official report of the engagement,
Lieut. Col. Morrison, the commander
of the Canadian troops, modestly gave
all the credit for victory to the strate-
gi> ability of his officers and the brav-
ery and calm courage of his men, The
original report is preserved in the Do-
minion archives, The ink has faded
to a pale yellow, and in places the
document has become illegible. Com-
ing as it did after the victory at Cha-
teauguay, the battle of Crysler's Field
aroused Canadians to patriotic enthu-
siasm and gave them a new access ot
hope and courage. The American vie
tories on Lake Erie and in the battle
of the Thames had left Canada open
to Invasion and plunged the people in-
to the depths of despair. The Ameri-
can campaign of invasion involved 15,
000 men, and those were turned back
by forces numbering only about 2,000.

BOYCOTTS.

The first application of the word
“boycott” to social or industrial excom-
munication resulted from a riot thirty-
three years ago today, when Capt. C.
C. Boycott, of Lough Mask House, in
Mayo, Ireland, was besieged by the
people, his laborers threatened, and
supplies refused him by tradesmen,
Capt. Boycott was the agent for Lord
Erne, an Irish nobelman. He had giv-
en offense about agrarian matters to
the people among whom he lived. The
“boycott” against Boycott continued
until 1881, when a company of sixty
Orangemen organized a “Boycott re-
lief expedition,” and, with an escort of
troops, proceeded to Lough Mask farm,
gathered the crops, and escorted Capt.
Boycott to a region of greater security.
The Mayo factor and farmer had for
hig sufferings the consolation of ad-
Ging a new word to the English lan-
guage. The boycott was adopted by
trade unionfsts in both Great Britain
and America. In the former it was
made a crime in 1887, and in the Unit-
ed States the boycott has also been
condemned by the courts.

Italians everywhere will hoist the
green white and red flag of the unit-
ed Italy today, in honor of the forty-
fourth birthday of their monarch, Vit
torio Emanuelo 1II. His elevation *
the throne in 1900 was under tras
circumstances, as his father, Umbert
I, was assassinated. He found a
country politically disorganized and in
the throes of financial depression,
with many of her people reduced to
the verge of starvation, and all who
posibly could do so, seeking refuge
in emigration to North and South
America. During Victor Emmanuel's
reign prosperity has been almost fully
restored, the tide of emigration has
been greatly abated, and, as the fruits
of a successful war against the Turks,
a large section of the North African
coast has been incorporated with the
kingdom.

The Italian king is the most in-

tellectual of monarchs, and is known
as “the walking encyclopedia.” The
study of rare coins is his hobby, and
his nuismatic colection is among the
finest in Europe, and rivals the stamp
collection of King George.

NEW -BRUNSWICK MAN
MEETS DENTH IN WEST

Frederick Harper, of Port
Townsend, Washington,
Falls from Cliff while on
Hunting Expedition.

The Port Townsend Daily Leader,
of Port Townsend, Jefferson County,
Washington, of October 21st gives an
account of the death of Frederick
Harper, a former New Brunswick man.
Mr. Harper left here with his parents,
Mr. and Mrs. F. C. Harper, several
years ago and since taking up his
home in the western States has n
here once on a visit. His father is a
first cousin of E. A. Goodwin of this
city, while Mrs. J. 8. Flaglor, of this
city, is a cousin of Mrs. Harper.

Theraccident which resulted in the
death of Mr. Harper, occurred while
he was out hunting with a brother-in-
law. On their trip they were follow-
ing along the edge of a deep canyon
in an effort to reach the government
trail leading into the hills back of
what is known as Discovery Bay. Some
of the brush gave way under Mr. Harp-
er's feet and he was precipitated down
the bank. He threw himself backward,
which caused him to slide feet first.
He had descended in this manner a
distance of about a hundred feet when
his feet struck a ledge causing him to
plunge head first over a perpendicular
bank into the creek thirty feet below.
His head struck the rocks in falling,
crushing in his skull and causing
death.

His companion hurried to render as-
sistance but could do nothing alone.
He had to go a distance of about ten
miles to the nearest house to get help,
In order to hoist the body of the un-
fortunate man from the canyon a horse
and long rope had to be used.

After a coroner had viewed the re-
mains they were taken to Port Town-
send and sent on to Seattle, Washing-
ton, for burial.

The late Mr. Harper was about thir
ty-two years old and removed from
this province when quite young. Capt.
Bedford Harper, of Sackville, is an
uncle of the deceased.

“By putting a large plant to work
we can do the dredging in a compari-
tively short time more economically
than by using & small plant for a
longer time. When the plant.is as-
sembled we expect to carry on the
dredging work almost continuously.
When the weather forecastipromises
rough seas the es will be re-
moved from the channel and put to
work in the basin. The suction
dredge we are bringing here will be
able to move 2,000 yards of material
an hour. It will be used to reclaim
the land which we have secured
around the sight of the dry dock, and
also to fill in behind the walls of the
piers we have contracted to bulld.

“We could build the quay walls of
four plers and fill in behind them as
quickly as we can build two piers.
In fact with the powerful suction
dredge at work it would facilitate
dredging operations to construct more
plers than our contract calls for.”

Asked if there were any new devel
opments in regard to the plans for
Courtenay Bay Mr. Griffiths said the
Minister of Public Works and the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries
would be here today to look over the
situation;~ and that he would prefer
uot to discyss the Courtenay Bay pro-
ject at lenmgth until they had made
their inspection.

The Telegraph’s Ottawa correspon-
dent in a despatch under date of Nov.
5th and which appeared under the cap-
tion, “Costly bungling of the Govern-
ment,” paints a pitiful picture of al-
leged blunders in connection with the
work at Port Nelson, Among other
things the article says that the big
dredge Port Nelson which was taken
to Hudson Bay in connection with the
development scheme there had been
beached at high tide to be out of dan-
ger from the ice during the winter.
In beaching the dredge, according to
the Telegraph’s account, the craft was
drawn up on the beach immediately
over a boulder, with the result that
when the tide receded the dredge
struck the boulder and a big hole was
torn in the dredge, and it will be im-
possible to have her floated again.

A St. John man who has been at
Port Nelson for the past three months
in connection with the development
scheme arrived home on Sunday, In
conversation with The™ Standard he
characterized the report as appearing
in the Telegraph as entiely false. The
party of which he was a member were
the last to leave the scene of the
work, They left there on the steamer
Acadia, on Oct. 19th, and when they
left the dredge in question was in per-
fect condition.

Means Additional Expend-
iture by the Board of Be-
tween $23,000 and $24,-
000 a Year. ;

At a meeting of the teachers’ com-
mittee of the Board of School Trus.
tees last night immediately after the
regular meeting of the board, a res
olution was passed granting all the
teachers in the public schools an in-
crease of $100 a year each,.an in-
crease of $200 to W, J. 8. Myles, prin-
cipal of the High School, an addition-
al sum to Superintendent Dr. Bridges,
reserve teachers to get §50 extra, and
an increase to the janitors of the diff-
erent schools. The resolution will be
presented at the next meeting of the
board and it is expected that the rec-

dation of the ittee will
be acted upon,

Speaking of the matter last night
after the meeting one of the members
of the board said that the increases
recommended will mean an additional
expenditure by the board of about
$23,000 or $24,000 a year. A short
time ago the board was authorized to
increase the school assessement. With
the increases in salary which will be
made, however, the outlook now that
next year permission will have to be
sought to raise about $25,000 more.
With the matter of better salaries for
teachers and other expenditures in
connection with the schools the ad-
ditional assessement will no doubt be
found necessary. It is felt, however,
that as regards the adidtional grants
to the teachers that the idea will
meet with the approval of the citi-
zens. - An invitation will be sent to
the city commissioners to meet the
Board of School Trustees some time
next week when the whole question
of expenditures will be discussed im
joint meeting.

At the regular meeting of the board
last night Chairman R. B. Emerson
presided and several matters of a rou
tine character were dealt with. Those
present at the meeting were Trustees
Nase, Mrs. Dever, Mrs, Skinner, Bull-
ock, Smith, Superintendent Dr. Brid-
ges, Day Lockhart Coll, Manning,
Agar and Secretary vitt.

An application for & position on the
teaching staff was received from Dora
Ridge, of York county. Jean M. Howes
and Jennie E. Belyea made applica-
tion for positions on the staff of the
evening technical school. Two appli
cations for positions as janitors were
received. The applications were re-
ferred to the committee to be dealt
with.

A communication was received from
the Trades and Labor Council point-
ing out that as a considerable amount
of the public revenue was spent by
the board in contract work the coun-
cil is desirous that the board give
favorable consideration to their re
quest for a fair, wage clause in their
contracts.

The secretary’s report for the
month of October showed that the
average percentage of pupils belong:
ing was 90.56 and average percent
age in daily attendance 38.74. Nine
cases of diphtheria and one case of
measles were reported in the schools
during the month.
