I Toronto, June 7.—More than two 
thousand dollars of the $273,000 taken 
from the vault of the Bank of Mont­
real at Vancouver, was recovered In 
Toronto Saturday afternoon. Harry J. 
Mathews of New York, In whose pos­
session the money was found Is being 
held by the police on the charge of re­
ceiving stolen money.

Mathews passed a $6 bill at the 
hotel and'five minutes later was plac­
ed under arrest.

A search of his suit case revealed 
$3,500 in Bank of Montreal bills. One 
figure of the serial number of each 
bill had been so skilfully changed that 
It was only by the use of a powerful 
magnifying glass that the transform» 
tlon could be detected.

Matthews said he came from New 
York, though papers found In his pos­
session showed he had Veen recently 
in Toledo.

The New Westminster bank rob­
bery In the spring of 1811 was the 
most famous robbery of Its kind in 
Canada. Three men entered the bank 
one night, blew open the safe, and 
stole $273,000 In gold to the amount 
of forty thousand dollars was recov­
ered.

Charles MacNamara, alias "Btg Aus­
tralian Mac," New York, was sentenc­
ed to nine ^ears In the penitentiary 
for stealing the automobile in which 
the robbers made their escape. Charles 
Dean, Loe Angeles, was tried and ac-'1 
quitted. The third member of the 
gang, Martin Powell, who was caught 
In Detroit, will stand trial at the fall 
assises at New Westminster In Sep 
tember.

Ottawa, June 7.—-The house spent 
the greater part of Saturday in estl*- 

'mates. During the morning a num­
ber of miscellaneous Items In the sup­
plementary , estimates were passed 
while the afternoon was chiefly devot­
ed to a discussion of the report of the 
commissioner on the padding of pay 
lists on the Trent Valley canal.

Mr. Guthrie of South Wellington, 
criticized the report as partisan and 
Incomplete. He also claimed that In 
every caae where a name appeared on 
the payroll service had been rendered 
by the person designated. Thus where 
‘‘A. Carr" had been remunerated for 
services a laborer, the money placed 
opposite this name had really been 
earned by Miss A. Carr, a stenograph­
er who had done some work for the 
canal authorities. Mr. Guthrie could 
not, however, explain wraere the ne­
cessity of misrepresenting the charac­
ter of the work done had occurred, 
though he would not admit that this 
system had been used as a cloak for 
graft.

Col. Sam Hughes supported Mr. 
Guthrie to a, certain extent. He said 
that some Peterboro people whose 
names had been placed on the pay 
lists by the canal authorities had been 
placed In an unfortunate position by 
the report and he also decided some 
of those who were criticized in it.

Hon. Dr. Reid and other Conserva­
tive speakers pointed out that the sys­
tem on the canal had been one which 
gave opportunity for the padding of} 
pay lists and other kinds of petty 
grafting and thought the commission­
er had been most fair in his report 
and had brought out nothing which 
was not necessary to a disclosure of: 
the real facts of the case.

The Peace Centenary.

Special to The Standard.
Ottawa, June 6.—A new development 

In the Asiatic exclusion movement 
Is the notice by Mr. H. H. Stevens of 
Vancouver, of an amendment to the 
Immigration Act to provide for the ex­
clusion of all natives or naturalized 
citizens or immigrants coming from 
any country in Asia south of the fif­
tieth parallel of North latitude. The 
amendment excludes those who are 
cltizena of any country which has not 
an agreement with the government of 
Canada with regard to the admission 
of its citizens.

Notice of the amendment was given 
tonight and will appear on the order 
paper on Monday. Owing to the late­
ness of the session it is a question 
when the amendment can be carried 
even If it Is acceptable to the govern­
ment. Even if the amendment Is not 
pressed It will at least give an op­
portunity to test opinion on total ex­
clusion and the amendment can be re­
introduced next session.

The fiftieth parallel of north latitude 
is* nearly the northern boundary of 
the Chinese republic so that Russia 
In Asia would be excluded from the 
operation of the proposed amendment. 
Japan would be exempt as there is 
an agreement between Canada and>the 
flowery kingdom with regard to im­
migration at tiie present time. It 
would mean the total exclusion of Im­
migrants from China, India, the Malay 
States, Persia and Turkey in Asia. It 
Is understood that the Chinese govern­
ment is quite willing to enter into 
an arrangement similar to Japan and 
if this amendment were passed it 
might open the way for negotiations 
with India along the same lines, thus 
solving this vexatious problem.

The next item of note was one in 
regard to mounted police as regards 
which Hon. Frank Oliver requested, 
a statement from the government In 
regard to the expedition which is be­
ing sent to Nprthern Canada to find 
the Eskimo murderers of H. V. Rad­
ford, the American explorer, and Geo. 
Street of Ottawa. The prime minis­
ter said the expedition was not so 
much punitive in character as to In­
culcate In the minds of these Eskimos 
the belief that the lives of white men 
must be respected by them. Sir Wil­
frid Laurier had agreed with him that 
it would be desirable to despatch a 
party of this kind, one which would 
Improve conditions among these peo­
ple, who were totally ignorant as to 
Canadian laws and customs.

Durlg the discussion as to the grant­
ing of a pension to the widow of the 
late Hector Fabre, Canadian commis­
sioner in Paris, the prime minister an­
nounced that a sub-committee of the 
privy council now had under consider­
ation the question as to how far the 
government could go in providing for, 
the families of those in the publia 
service, and analogous questions.

Trent Valley Canal.
The afternoon sitting was devoted 

to the estimates of the department oC, 
railways and canals, and Mr. Hugh 
Guthrie, South Welling, discussed a»- 
some length the report of Mr. G.t 
Howard Ferguson upon the Trent Val» 
ley L'anal. Mr. Ferguson was firs* 
appointed! to examine Into the purch* 
aee and use of explosives ont the canal, 
and according to Mr. Guthrie, found, 
that a man named Cinnamon was get-, 
ting a rake-off upon the purchase 06 
blasting powder and dynamite. Mr. 
Guthrie said that this, however, had 
taken place under the present govern­
ment. Subsequently Mr. Fe 
powers were enlarged so as to 
gate conditions generally.

Mr. Guthrie said he was prepared 
to admit that the system prevailing 
In the business office of canal Supt. 
McLellan was very poor. He com­
plained, however, that Mr. Ferguson»"» 
report was unfair and partizan. The 
commissioner had neglected or refused 
to examine witnesses near at hand 
whose testimony would have cleared 
up apparent crookedness*, and had 
based most of his charges on McClel­
lan’s evidence after condemning him 
In the report.

A band of militant suffragettes In­
terrupted the midday mass In the 
Church of the Oratory by chanting 
‘"God Save Emmeline Pankhurst, and 
all our prisoners; open the eyes of 
this church and priests to put an 
end to the torture in the name of the 
Blessed Joan of Arc, hear them In their 
hour of need."

Fierce Struggle In Aielee.
A scene of great disorder ensued. 

A suffragette rose and started a pray­
er, but she had scarcely uttered a word 
when a woman worshipper clapped her 
hands over the mouth of tlm suffra­
gette. Struggling fiercely and shouting 
loudly the suffragettes were forced by 
ushers and male parishioners down 
the aisle to the doors and then Into 
the street.

Manx of the members of the con­

gregation followed the evicted suffra­
gettes to the .sidewalk, where a well 
dressed woman hit a militant sister 
in the face, causing it to bleed pro­
fusely. The crowd cheered the wom­
an who struck the blow. Only two of 
the suffragettes who caused the disor­
der were arrested. They also refused 
to give their names.

Public Indignation Aroused
The growing hostility on the part of 

the public toward the militant suffra­
gettes was shown by assaults today on 
several open air meetings. Speakers 
were mobbed, stands were torn down, 
and the women were saved by the po­
lie from duckings and beatings. A 
crowd at Hampstead Heath, knocked 
over the platform from which a party 
of militant suffragettes were to speak, 
and scattered the suffragettes in all 
directions. They tried to drag two of 
the women to a pond for a ducking, 
but the police rescued them.

A similar scene occurred on Clap- 
ham i oui mon. When a militant suit- 
rugr ite advocated the use of bombs 
the speaker and those on the stand 
were pelted with mud. The police 
helped the women to escape on a mo­
tor bus. A meeting in Hyde Park end­
ed in the same manner.

Of what avail would be the harbor 
facilities, wharves and warehouses, if 
the ex-minister of public works had 
succeeded in his effort, and had per­
mitted the C. N. R., financed to a con 
siderable extent by the public money 
of Canada, to haul their trade away 
from St. John and Halifax and Quebec 
and Montreal?

C. N. R. had been permitted to tell 
the shippers of goods over that rail­
way : "Oh, yes. we are a Canadian 
railway but that does not mean any­
thing. We do receive large assistance 
from tite Canadian people but we can 
take our freight to Boston or to Port 
land or any American port we please. 
Our good friend. Mr. Pugsley, attended 
to that for us"; where would St. John 
come in on a proposition like that?

It Is up to the secretary of the Board 
of Trade to write to Mr. Pugsley and 
point out to that gentleman that, in 
parliament, he does not represent a 
constituency of western shippers, but 
the constituency of St. John and that 
his attitude on this question is entirely 
at variance with the sentiment of this 
community. Mr. Pugsley has shown 
himself as committed to opposition of 
the policy of building up tlie great 
ports of Canada. How can he recon­
cile his present position with his fer­
vent pre-election promises? What is 
he going to do about it? An explana­
tion certainly is in order.

MR. PUGSLEY SHOULD EXPLAIN.

iIn their attitude of the past few 
days the Pugsley newspapers are 
more than usually amusing, 
still attack Hon. Mr. Hazen and claim 
that The Standard is unfair in its 
treatment of Mr. Pugsley. but it will 
be noticed that they have carefully re­
frained from commenting upon the 
significant statements made by Mr. 
Pugsley in the closing hours of the N. 
T. R. debate, when he stood in his 
place in Parliament and. with all the 
force at his command, opposed a sec­
tion of the N. T. R. agreement which 
had as its purpose the safeguarding of 
the Interests of Canadian porta.

"If we 
cant suit you. there's something 
wrong with you." is the legend borne 
by the card. This calm assumption of 
superiority and Infallibility on the part j 
of the advertiser is apt to irritate the 
reader rather than to predispose him 
to investigate the worth and make a ^ 
trial of the wares offered. If the sign .. 
read "If we can't suit you. there’s some­
thing wrong with one of us,” it would 
convey to the average person the same 
meaning as the version quoted above, 
while driving home the -point much 
more effectively by its good humor 
and inoffensiveness. It is the observ­
ance of such niceties of taste and the 
apperception of the viewpoint and 
mental attitude of the person address­
ed which constitute a considerable 
part of the secret of telling advertis­
ing and explains much of the phenom­
enal success of huge businesses built 
up by the liberal and judicious use ol 
printer’s ir.«k.

THE TRENT CANAL SCANDAL
In the course of his speech which 

the Telegraph did not dare either to 
report or defend, Mr. Pugsley attacked 
the Postmaster General for his solici­
tude for the welfare of Canadian ports. 
He declared that the section of the 
bill which insisted that the freight of 
the Canadian Northern should be ship­
ped through Canadian ports was "bad 
legislation," and that to say to the 
shippers in the west that they must 

"one port and one port only w ould 
be most unjust." "I say that would be 
unjust to the western producers," is 
the way he expressed it.

It may be pointed out that the sec­
tion In question did not limit the ship­
pers or the railway to one port, as 
Mr. Pugsley would have the people 
believe. It merely specified Canadian 
ports, and surely the people will agree 
that the Government was entirely 
within its right in asking a railway to 
which it was proposed to grant assis­
tance that, if such assistance were 
given, the railway on its part should 
bind itself to a policy which would 
result in the upbuilding of the ports 
in this country instead ot sending their 
trade through the ports of the Unit­
ed States. Surely such a desire was 
patriotic and merited better treatment 
at the hands of the self-styled cham­
pion of St. John, especially when St. 
John was one of the ports which will 
chiefly benefit from the wise provision 
of tlie Government.

But Mr. Pugsley’s utterances were 
not confined to this one statement. Af­
ter he had been taken to task by Mr. 
Fowler of Kings-Albert, he returned 
to the attack with even more vicious­
ness. Upon the section of the bill 
which especially seemed to arouse his 
ire Mr. Pugsley said in part, the quo­
tation being taben from Hansard : "It 
means that they are going by legisla­
tion to compel the western producer 
to send his traffic over the Canadian 
Northern to Canadian ports and thence 
by sea to the markets of the world, no 
matter what may be the difficulties 
in his way or the cost to him of cros­
sing the ocean. This is restrictive 
and prohibitory legislation 
should not be tolerated by the people

Matters concerning the construction 
of the Trent Valley Canal were dis­
cussed in the House of Commons for a 
time on Saturday and. as usual, the 
Grit members of that body raised their 
hands in righteous indignation that 
there should be the slightest imputa­
tion of any irregularities in connec­
tion with it. The commissioner who 
declared that there was graft in the 
canal work was a "partisan." His re­
port was "biased" and “worthless" and 
the honest Liberals were "misrepre­
sented" and "maligned.”

This is the same line of argument 
which the Grits used to oppose the re­
port of the National Transcontinental 
Railway commission of enquiry bu», in 
spite of all their vigorous disclaimers, 
the fact remains that $40,000,000 of 
ihe people’s money was dissipated in 
that undertaking.

In the Trent Valley Canal the sums 
involved were much smaller but the 
principle was the same. Apparently 
there were rare doings on that under­
taking. The report of the commiss­
ioner shows that the pay rolls were 
shamelessly padded and. to quote the 
report, it is shown "that bankers, law­
yers, doctors, dentists, undertakers, 
barbers, merchants and almost every 
class of business or profession is rep­
resented on the pay sheets.”

Diary of Events years

HISTORIC DAYS !N CANADA
The Quebec Act. which doubtless 

saved Canada to England, was not 
passed by the British Parliament with­
out bitter opposition from statesmen 
who were not as far-seeing as Sir Guy 
Carleton, the Canadian Governor, who 
originated the immortal measure. It 
was 140 years ago today. June 8, 1774, 
that thè measure came before the 
House of Commons and a stormy de­
bate folioped its introduction. William 
Burke, one of the most forceful ora­
tors of the House, asserted that under 
the act the colonists were not given 
English liberty and freedom, but were 
sentenced to French 
centuries to come, 
demned slaves by the British Parlia­
ment," he said, and added that if the 
Quebec Act passed Wolfe had died in 
vain. Those were days when most 
Englishmen held deep-seated and vio­
lent prejudices against Roman Catho­
licism in general, and French Catho­
licism in particular, and these relig­
ious animosities found the fullest and 
freest expression in the con trove. jy 
over the Quebec Act.

CENTENARY OF CHARLES READE.

English men of letters will join to­
day in paying tribute to the memory 
of Charles Reade, the great novelist 
whose masterpiece, "The Cloister and 
the Hearth,” is held by many to be 
the finest example of historical fiction 
in the English language, and certain­
ly second to "Henry Esmond.” 
Reade was born 100 years ago today, 
June 8, 1814, in Ipsden House, Oxford­
shire. He was educated at Oxford, 
and at twenty-nine was called to the 
bar, but he soon abandoned legal pro­
fession to devote himself to literature. 
Like many another genius, he had a 
difficult struggle for recognition, and 
in 1851, after be had been writing 
more or less for a score of years, he 
drew up the following "account with 
literature:”

"Item—My family had brought me 
up and

"Item—I earned my demy ship at 
Magdalen College, 18 pounds a year, 
at 17.

“Item—At 21 I obtained my fellow­
ship, beginning at 250 pounds per an­
num and ultimately, rising to 650 
pounds.

By 
prearragememt, the Devereux first 
sounded her port oscillator with the 
letters "M 8," over and over for five 
minutes. She then switched to the 
starboard oscillator, sounding “G O.” 
After a five minute interval of silence 
the same process was repeated, the 
collier keeping it up all the way across 
the bay. Just as her lifthts became 
visible to those on board the tug, the 
sound grew *o pronounced that, even 
though the vessel herself could not yet 
be seen, the signals could be heard 
coming out of the water by the 
on the tug’s deck. That they were 
conveyed by the water and not through 
the air was proved by going down 
Into the tug’s forepeak, where they 
seemed much louder than on the deck.

Shipmasters' Association No. 1 of 

Canada, Halifax, N. S.. unanimously 
passed the following resolution on 
the 19th May. 1914:

"Believing that the time has come 
when Canadians should take a stand 
ns a maritime nation to be restored 
to their once former proud position 
of fourth in shipping among the na­
tions of the world, that this can best 
be accomplished by the Government 
of Canada granting a bonus, or sub­
sidy, to steel shipbuilding of ait least 
ten dollars per ton, so that on the 
Atlantic and Pacific seaboards of 
Canada, she can rebuild a new Can­
adian mercantile marine. The natur­
al place for steel shipbuilding with

Denies Knowledge of Diversion
"Now, regarding the St. John and 

Quebec Railway," the interviewer pro­
ceeded. "What of the personal charge 
made there?"

"Here," Mr. Flemming replied, “the 
charge is both personal and general. 
There is the general charge that mon­
ies granted for the construction of the 
railway have been diverted from their 
proper channel. There is also the 
charge that sub-contractors, under the 
St. John and Quebec Railway Com­
pany, were compelled to pay sums of 
monies to me and to the ex-provincial 
secretary before they obtained 
contracts.

“As to ithe general charge, I know 
nothing personally of any diversion of 
money as far as the province Is con­
cerned. Payments of money by the 
provincial government to the railway 
were made on progress estimated 
from month to month. The dominion 
government paid on progress estimat­
ed, I presume certified by the engineer 
they had in charge of ithe work.

•We had an audit made of the con­
struction company accounts up to De­
cember 31 last, by an independent au­
ditor. He reported the amount of ex­
penditure on the road up to that date. 
He reported that the company's books 
were kept In first class shape.

No Intention to Resign
Explains Timber Limit.

"Here I should like to point out a 
peculiar thing In connection with 
these timber limit charges. I suppose 
it is argued that in consideration of 
their alleged payment of fifteen dol­
lars a square mile the limit-holders, 
escaped with a lower bonus for re­
newal than would otherwise have been 
the case. In other words, the province 
got less In the way of bonus than it 
should.

"What happened ? 
twenty years from 1893 to 1913, when 
the right to cut timber on Crown 
lands was sold by auction,, the ro- 
vlnce received in revenue $264,000. 
Under the Act of last year, by which 
the leases of the same lands were re­
newed for fifteen years, from 1918, 
the prGvlnce has received $796,000 
Therefore I do not see where.the pro­
vince has lost anything, even consid­
ering the question from that light. 
The revenue has more than tripled. 
There has been no bad administra*
