London, Jan. 25.—~Four thousand Turks, including fifty
officers were captured by the Russians in the recent battle in
the neighborhood of Erzerum, acoording to a despatch from
Petrograd to Reuters. The Russians are also said to.have
captured scores of machine guns and enormous quantities of
ammunitions. The despatch says:

“The rout of the Turks in the battle which resulted in

them being driven into Erzerum appears from later accounts
to have been even more than decisive than shown in the first
reports. Apart from the Ottoman losses in actual battle the
Russians captured during the pursuit fifty officers and 4,000
men. They'also.took scores of machine: guns and enormous
guantities of munitions.

“The influx of 120,000 Turks in Erzerum is considered
to reduce the defensive power of the fortress.

“In the Pripet marsh region of Volhynia the Russian po-
sitions are stated to be only four versts (2 3-4 miles) from
Pinsk, so successful have been the Russians in recent ac-

tions.”

. ville—An official statement issued by
the Austro-Hungarian headquarters
staff, under date of January 26, says:

“All foreign reports stating that the
fighting has been resumed in Monte
negro are pure inventions. The report
that King Nicholas hap left his” coun-
try and his army is confirmed.

“Up to the present it has not been
escertained in whose bands the real
government of Montenegro rests, but
this s completely without importance,
80 far as the military result of the
Montenegrin campaign is conderned.

“The disarming of the Montenegrin
army is progressing without interrup-
tion. = At all places where Austro-Hus-
garian troops arve arriving the Monte-
negrin battalions under the command
of their officers, surrender their arms
without delay.

Patrols, which
at certain points penetratéd the
severely damaged trenches of the
enemy, observed that he had suffered
heavy losses. We took a few prison-
ers and captured four mine-throwers.

“The Tower of Cempto and the
Cathedral of Nieuport, which offered
excellent observation posts for the
enemy, were destroyed. '

“BPast of Neuville our troops attack-
ed one of the foremost trenches of the
French, following some successful
mine explosions and captured three
machine gung and 100 prisoners. Sev-
eral enemy counter-attacks against
the captured positions went no fur-
ther than a miserable effort. Only a
few stout-hearted men left their trem
ches, and they were shot down.

Two contracts for
fuses had been dwarded to the Ameri
can Ammunition Company, of New
York—one for 838,333 fuses, at $4.50
each, and the other for 1,666,000
fuses, at $4 each. To the International
Ammunition and Fuse Company, two
contracts had been given, one for
833,333 and the other for 1,666,000
fuses, but the price was $4.50 a fuse
in both cases. Then the Russell Motor
Car Company had secured an order
for a quarter million fuses, at $4 each,
and a second for a similar quantity at
$3 each.
Mr, Carvell sald that the fuses being
made in Canada were mot filled with
powder, while those being secured in
the United States wene complate. He
declared that it was a disgrace to the
shell committee that there had hardly
been a fuse delivered yet.

Shell Box Contracts.

Turning to the subject of shell box
contracts, Mr. Carvell took up the
case of the Sussex Manufacturing
Company, of Sussex, N. B. This con-
cern, he said, filled an order for
20,000 boxes in four weeks, instead. of
the four,months it had been allowed.
