For several weeks it has been 
intimated that Germany might soon 
make another peace offer, and recent 
information from Berlin showed that 
Chancellor Von Bethmann-Hollweg 
was expected soon to make an an­
nouncement In regard to the interna- 
tional questions, although heretofore

Petrograd has again been the scene 
of disorder, fomented by opponents of 
the present government, in whiqh 
bombs were thrown and the troops 
were compelled bo fire on the rioters.
The disturbance took place Monday, 
but apparently it was short-lived, for 
a despatch from Petrograd on Tuesday 
announced that the Russian capital’s 
first May Day parade, in which a 
million persons participated, passed 
without disorder from reactionaries.

Uneasiness in England.

Germany’s intensified submarine 
campagne apparently is causing con­
siderable uneasiness in England. King 
George, it is announced, shortly will 
issue a proclamation asking the peo­
ple to cut down their consumption of 
foodstuffs by 25 per cent, owing to the 
gravity of the situation.

In parliament various members are 
harassing the admiralty by demanding 
that it make public the exact number 
of boats sunk by submarines, among 
them Ix>rd Beresford, who declared 
that the losses were appalling .

Two more steamers have been sent 
to tile bottom by the undersea boats— 
the British steamer 13&f.iarat, with 
troops hound from Australia for Eng­
land, and the steamer Gorizia, flying 
the Uruguayan flag. All the troops 
on board the Ballarat and the crew 
of the Borizia were saved.

Except for violent artillery fighting

For several months a controversy 

has been in progress in Germany as to 
the aims of the war. The Socialists, 
vigorously opposed by the pan-Ger­
mans, are urging a clear statement of 
Germany’s peace terms, on the basis 
of no annexations or indemnities. The 
chancellor was recently reported to 
have decided to defer definite formula­
tion of peace proposals.

The announcement of the chancel­
lor’s plan to make a peace offer on 
Thursday Is given added weight by the 
fact that it appears in the Tageblatt, 
one of the most widely circulated Ger­
man newspapers.

London, May 1.—Lieut. Gen. Jan 
Smuts, who was relieved of the com­
mand of the British forces operating 
against the Germans In German East 
Africa to attend the imperial confer­
ence, received the freedom of the city 
of London today. Gen. Smuts said. 
“The United States entered the strug­
gle because like us, she recognized 
that universal liberty was at stake. 
Our ideal is to be free to build up our 
country under peace conditions.

“We cannot do that while the terror­
ism of militarism overshadows us. The 
end of the struggle is coming nearer, 
there is no doubt about that. There 
are difficult anxious and dangerous 
weeks ahead which will apply a severe 
test to the allied nations as ever has 
been applied, but I have learned the 
spirit of our armies and know that it

\ The future of France Is In the home. 

The victory of French manhood In the 
field must be followed up by the vic­
tory of motherhood' 1n the home. The 
notion that the French are no longer 
a virile race is an absurd fiction. The 
women of Northern France are of 
precisely the same Franco-Norman 
stock which In Canada remains today 
one of the most prolific in the world.

The French-Canadian women accept 
the duty of motherhood, largely as a 
matter of good morals and obedience

«to the teaching of the church. If, as 
a result of the terrible ordeal through 
■which she is passing. France has a 
spiritual rebirth—and of that there 
are many indications—the home might 
again become what It still remains in 
French Canada, the centre of the na­
tional life. Physically, the women of 
Northern France are a fine race. At 
the present time they are carrying on 
practically all the work of the farms 
and villages, assisted by old men and 
boys, In such things as road-mending 
and transportation. They work from 
early morning till sunset with a tire­
less patience that is wholly admir­
able. It Is difficult to believe that 
were they confronted with the alterna­
tive of caring for larger families or 
seeing France deposed from her hon­
orable position as one of the world’s 
great nations, they would refuse to 
turn, with renewed Interest, to the 

j^hities of the home. The present fam- 
J lly ambition is to bring to maturity a 

son who will inherit the business or 
the farm, and accumulate a handsome 
dot for the daughter of the house, so 
that she may make n advantageous 
marriage. If parents were content to 
give their children o good education 
and let them go out from the home to 
make' their own way in the world, 
some of the more acute problems of 
family, life among thé cultivateurs and 
in the small towns would be in a fair 
way toward solution.

As a re­
sult. he secured an appointment as 
ytion agent anti despatches at $110 
ft month*

Still another patient, flormterly a 
mechanic, passed the Civil Service 
qualifying examination after instruc­
tion in hospital, and has got a Cus­
toms House position at $900 a year, 
rising to $1,500.

A man who had been a guide and 
trapper, and had never handled tools, 
returned from the front with one eye 
destroyed by a wound and the sight 
of the other eye, impaired. In spite 
of all these old and new disabilities, 
by putting his mind to It he became 
a first-class carpenter after three 
months In the hospital workshop.

Equally remarkable is the case of a 
Polish laborer. He came to Canada 
six years ago, and worked in a coal 
mine till he enlisted. At the front, 
he was both gassed and buried. 
Though he knew absolutely nothing 
about carpentry to begin with, after 
two months of instruction in hospital 
he was able to hold his own with 
any ordinary carpenter.

Not every man, of course, can

THE SUBMARINE LOSSES.

The latest bulletin on submarine 
losses shows that while the German 
“U” boats have not succeeded in 
their campaign to shut Great Britain 
off from the receipt of food supplies, 
the danger from that source has not 
yet vanished. The bulletin gives but 
little information of real value. It 
states that forty British vessels of 
more than 1,600 tons each were sunk 
during the week under review, but 
does not enlighten the public as to 
the total gross tonnage of the vessels 
destroyed, or the value and nature of 
their cargoes. This information is all 
obtainable and the only reason it is 
not presented is that the British Ad­
miralty deems it wise that the public 
should not be enlightened.

Without such information no ade­
quate idea of the scope of the subma­
rine menace can be obtained,

Before any correct idea of the suc­
cess or failure of the German subma­
rine campaign can be gained it is 
necessary to know what relation the 
losses of cargoes bears to the necessi­
ties of the British people. This infor­
mation the Germans already have and 
the British Admiralty is also in pos­
session of all the facts. Why then 
should they be kept from our own 
people, the people most vitally Inter­
ested?

Possibly the Admiralty believes that 
by holding back information of the 
eort alarm will be allayed. If so, that 
is an illogical conclusion. Uncertain­
ty creates alarm rather than decreases 
it, and to withhold unwelcome infor­
mation,—it it is unwelcome.—merely 
serves to keep the people in the dark 
as to the real condition. If the Infor­
mation is not unwelcome there is even 
less reason for suppressing it. It the 
measures adopted by the British Ad­
miralty for combàtting the submarine 
menace are wholly successful that i 
fact should be made known to cheer 
and hearten the people. If conditions 
are really serious then the people 
should be notl.led so they will know 
just what they have to face and what 
will be expected of them. But the 
suppression of any information merely 
to keep the people in good humor and 
complaisant is a childish proceeding 
for which there is no shadow of ex-

Wshalngton, D. C., May 1—The Rev. 
Dr. William Wilkinson, of Trinity 
Church, New York, and familiarly 
known through the financial district 
as the "Bishop of Wall Street," had 
an impromptu debate with Hudson 
Maxim in the lobby of the New Wil- 
laié Hotel here, and each argued for 
more than a minute before he learn­
ed the identity of his opponent.

Mr. Maxim had been asked by a 
reporter whether he believed the En­
tente Allies had materially lessened 
the Prussian submarine menace.

"The Germans," he almost shouted, 
"are going to win this war unless we 
can devise some better method for 
combating the submarine than al­
ready has been devised. It is the 
worst sort of criminhl folly to be­
lieve that the submarine campaign 
has been met, and if it is not met Ger­
many will win the war. and we, on 

side of the Atlantic, will be an­
nihilated."

The provincial government must un­
derstand that the mere passage of a 
prohibition act will not produce a 
"dry” province.

F. W. Wegeneet, Prominent 
Upper Canadien Lawyer. 
Here to Address Compen­
sation Board, Saya Propa­
ganda Will Follow.

That a propoganda for the preven­
tion of acoldente would follow the In­
troduction of the new Workmen'! Com­
pensation Act in thle province, was 
the statement made last evening to 
The Standard by F. W. Wegenast of 
Toronto, the well known Uper Cana­
dian barrister, who comes to 8t. John 
to confer with the provincial commis­
sion now investigating the compensa­
tion acts of the provinces of the Do­
minion.

On the Invitation of the chairman of 
the provincial commission, F. J. G. 
Knowlton, Mr. Wegenast will address 
a meeting at the government rooms 
this afternoon dealing with various 
phases of the compensation system.

Mr. Wegenast is the solicitor of the 
Csnadlan Manufacturers' Association. 
He was largely responsible for the 
legislation which has been adopted in 
Ontario dealing with the compensation 
question and also spent considerable 
time In Nova Scotia, where he re 
drafted the Workmen's Compensation 
Act In that province.

Mr. Wegenast will leave for Halifax 
this evening to take up the matter of a 
propoganda for the prevention of ac­
cidents among the industries in that 
province. He told a reporter that In 
its various ramifications the campaign 
wculd Include.the Introduction of ad­
ditional safety devices, the awakening 
of the employee to a realisation of the 
advantages accruing from safety and 
generally other branches of efficiency, 
propaganda further will Include the 
co-operation of the employers with the 
administrative board in matters apper­
taining to the enforcement of the ggt.

H. R. Thompson, of Amherst the 
secretary of the Maritime Province 
branch of the Canadian Manufacturers’

Seventy-flve Bostonian» who arrived 
in title etty yesterday morning on 
the early train from Halifax, were a 
decidedly disappointed lot of men. 
In tact some of the party met three 
disappointments end were not tn the 
beet of humor during their enforced 
stay of the entire day here.

The party had been overseas and 
are on their wwy to the Hub, each 
having been furnished with transporta­
tion to their destination by their 
former employers, agents for the 
French government.

The train from Halifax -was late yee­
terday morning and the train for Bos­
ton did not wait, so that when the 
party of aeventy-llve reached SL John 
they were chagrined to find that they 
would have to remain here n whole 
day. The next disappointment many 
of the men met with was the pro­
nounced drouth In the thlret quench- 
tog establishments of the city. In 
other word» there was "no Joy” In the 
delegation

The lid wae on tight lb SL John 
yaeterday. Of couree, It Is n little 
early to expect any of the "high sign 
stuff" which usually follows the pro­
hibition city, aa the majority of men 
who are fond nf liquor have a supply 
sufficient for at least a week. One 
ceae coming under the new act wae 
before the magistrate yesterday, but 
aa the Informant Is the only witness 
for the proeecutlou, tt Is likely It will 
be dropped.

Traveller» arriving yesterday were 
probably the most disappointed and 
the way one man expressed himself 
when told the town had gone dry, 
would not look well In print.

Placarde, upon which the words, 
“to let," closed up," "sold out," 
adorned, the windows of the majority 
of the store», formerly tenated by 
liquor dealers. The-total drunk list 
up until midnight numbers but four. 
Thle about the average number.

Besides the regular dealer» In ffiilr- 
Ituoue liquors, the only others who 
are seriously affected by the new act 
are the hotel men. The hotels in the 
city are now facing the same condi­
tion that the hotel men of Ontario 
have confronted for some time. The 
bar furnished a large part of the to­
tal revenue for the year, and tta sup­
pression naturally means a big loss In 
the yearly income.

The hotel men when Interviewed 
by the Standard expressed themselves 
as strongly to favor of Increased rates, 
claiming that It waa the only way In 
which to meet the loaa occasioned by 
the removal of the bar.

Mr. Raymond of the Boyal Hotel, 
when asked what ateps that house 
would take, aald that aa soon aa the 
renovation of some of the rooms were 
completed the -European plan would 
be established. Mr. Haymond aald 
that something had to be done, and 
that was the only way out of the dif­
ficulty He said that the revenue 
from the bar was a big loea to the 
hotela.

Mr. Dunlop of the Dufferln told 
the standard that It waa the inten­
tion of the owner» of that house to 
continue at the old rates tor at least 
a month. !h thta way they will be 
able to ascertain to Just to what ex­
tent the Income Is depleted. He was 
not to a position to state whet the 
next move wouldi be to case there 
waa a deficit, but It la likely that the 
rate would be raised.

M. Bohan of the Park Hotel, said 
the rates would have to go up. The 
bar was a big revenue producer. He 
wae unable to state Juat what the in­
crease would be, but he expressed 
himself as strongly to tnror of an 
advance.

“Pll have to practically double my 
rates," said J. D. Driscoll of the Ed­
ward, when asked how the new law 
would effect that hotel. He eald that 
the city would still continue to ask the 
regular tax, and the only way out of 
the matter waa to Increase the rates. 
No doubt the public would complain 
of the advance, but It wae the only 
course left open to the hotel men 
and he meant to take It.

W. H. MoQuade of the Grand Un­
ion. eald that so far he had no In­
tention of raising the rate.
Orand Union Is operated on the Euro­
pean plan, and has 
time, so the removal of the bar will 
not Interfere with the other branch 
of the hotel.

A. M. Philips of the Victoria, has 
not yet decided what steps he will 
take. He eald the only way to over­
come the lose from the bar, wae to 
Increase rates, and by doing this It 
might drive patronage from the 
house. Men who came to the city 
for the week-end, would not come If 
the rate» were Increased, and It 
would mean a material lose. He 
aald that he would not be in a posi­
tion to elate Juet what couree he 
would take for two or three days.
