Crime Brought Its Own Pun-
ishment Within a Few
Hours.

'ROBBERY THE MOTIVE.

Man Waylaid and Killed for His
Money, Which Was in Daiighter’s
Possession--Horrible Fate Plan-
ned for the Girl, But Murderer's
Own Child Was the Victim,

.

. Jena. in ‘Fhuringia, July -21—(Corre-
spondence of Telegraph)—The District
Court of Zara, in Dalmatia, is just now
investigating a murder case, the chief fea-
tures of which remind one strangely of
the - tragedies of romantic story. A peas-
ant, named Valentisch of Knin, accom-
panied by, his daughter, drove a pair of
oxen to the neighboring market and soid
them for 250 gulden. Returning home, the

peasant handed the money to his daughter
for safe keeping. At a lonely part of the
road he remained for a few moments be-
hind the girl, and was suddenly. attacked
by a couple of Tebbers, who demanded the
money he had received for his oxen. Val-
entisch protested that he had no money,
and thereupon the misereants strangled
him, afterwards searching their victim’s
pockets in vain for the booty they  ex-
pected to find- Alarmed by her father’s
cry for help, the girl had turned in her
path just in time to hear and see all that
passed, and then, uorrified and terrified,
ghe fled and sank exhausted at the door
of the nearest hut. The woman of the
hut, after hearing the poor girl’s story,
begged her -to Bgly over night - as the
roads were unsafe, and promised that her
husband should in the early morning
search for the girl’s father, who was prob-
ably only very badly hurt. The woman’s
gimulated sympathy impressed upon the
overwrought feelings of the poor-orphan.
An hour later the woman’s husband and
his companion, the murders of Valentiseh,
returned to the hut, and they, too,
promised the girl to succor her father at
daybreak. Learning that the girl had: the
250 gulden on her person the murderers
now planned her destruction in a dia-
bolical manner. The poor girlewas put to,
gleep with the chief robber’s only daughter
and the latter was particularly instructed
by her mother to lie on the left side of
the bed. In the meantime the murderers
proceeded outside to make a kiln fire for
y of their second victim.
Unable to sleep like her companion, the dis-
tracted lay girl awake for some time, and
then rose to get a drink of water at the
opposite side of the room. Returning to bed
she found that her companion, in her sleép
had rolled over to the right side and she
therefore lay down on the left. Shortly
afterwards she heard stealthy footsteps
approaching, and the two robbers entered
tlie room barefooted. The father seized his
daughter by the throat with both hands,
dragged her from the bed, and strangled
her, whilst his companion pinioned her
arms and legs. They then silently carried
the body out of the house:to the kila.
Meanwhile the half-demented witmess ef
the crime managed to escape through a
window, and fled towards the township,
clad only in her nightdress. The first per-
sons she met were fortunately, a gend-
arme and finance patrol walking together.
To these she hurriedly related what had
passed, and indicated to them the murder-
ers’ hut. After placing the girl in safety,
the armed officers proceeded to the hut
and arrested the miscreants just as they
were closing the kiln containing the char-
red remains of the chief murderer’s own
daughter. It was only from the officers
that the wretched father learnt that it
was his own child he had so cruelly mur-
dered. He  has not spoken since.

| Pitsburg, Pa., Aug. l—Another day of
suspense and the end not yet. The third
all-day session of the Amalgamated As-
sociation executive board: has. passed. with-
out any action being taken on the New
York conference peace proposals and aa-
other session will be held tomarrow.

Official confirmation, of the status of the
steel: workers' strike, as it was outlined
by the Asociated Press last night, was
given in the current issue of the Amalga-
mated Journal, the organ of the associa-
tion. The exeeutive board of the associa-
tion is' in fact waiting for a word from
J. Pierpont Morgan.

After the board had heard from FPresi-
dent Shaffer concerning his trip to New
York last week, it was decided to request
a change in the propositions of Mr. Mor-
gan, and sent a message to Mr. Moigan
in New.York:on Tuesday night, announc-
ing this. The Journal says:
| “The executive board desires another
conference with the representatives of the
constituent companies and wilk.remain 1n
the city until an answer is received. Up-
on the result of that answer will depend
whether the gtrike will be prolonged in-
definitely.”

. The Journal also says:

“The strike situation as we go to press
is about the same as it was one week
ago®as far as the working conditions of
the mills are concerned. No attempt has
been made to start eny of the closed
mills outside of the Wellsyille plant of
the American Sheet Steel Company, aad
their effort in this ‘nstance has been a
failure.

“The most interesting phase of the
strike during the past week was the trip
of President Shaffer and Secretary-Treas-
urer Williams to New York, They were
accompanied by Col. G. B. M. Harvey,
who had come on from New York as a
representative of Mr. J. P. Morgan and
who suggested that if President Shaifer
and Secretary Williams would go to New
Yark he could arrange a meeting for them
with Mr. “Morgan. Cos Harvey thought
this would be the be.t way to veach a
better understanding and pavé the way
for settlement of the strike,

. “President Shaffer, after consulting with
the cther national officials, decided to act
on Col. Harvey’s proposition. Ia accord-
ance with this decision, President Shaffer
and Secretary Williams met J. P. Mor-
gan, President Schwah, president of the
United States Steel Corporation, and
Judge Garry, head of the operating de-
partment, last Saturday. After some
hours of discussion the officials of the
United States Stecl Corporation asked
President Shaffer to call the executive
poard together to wee if a settlement
could not. be reached along the lines in-
dicated .by Mr. Morgan and his colleagues.
. “President Shaffer and Secretary Wil-
liams consented with rhe result' that a
meeting of the executive board was held
at the mational headquarters Tuesday,
and the result of their deliberations was
sent to New York the same evening.”

What Was First Thought to Have
Been a Skirmish July 25 Proved a
Hard All-Day Fight--Four Hun-
dred Boers Again and Again
Rushed British Position.

London, July 30.—The war office has re-
ived the following despatch from Lord
itchener:

“General F. W. Kitchener, after a long
chase of Ben Viljoen’s eommando, caught
up with it. A sharp fight ensued. We
captured a pom pom and twenty-two
wagons and took thirty-two prisoners. The
British had five wounded.” *

Durban, ‘Natal, July 30.—Details receiv-
ed here of what at first seemed an ordin-
ary skirmish between a British column
and a Boer commando near Nouta, July
38, show that a hard all-day fight oc-
curred in which the British narrowly
escaped the loss of a gun of the 67th Field
Battery. Four hundred Boers repeatedly
rushed the British position, killing Major
Hdwards and Gunner Carpentdry The
gun was limbered up and taken at a
gallop for three miles under heavy fire.
Five British were killed.

New York, July 30—The Londoa cor-
respondent of the Tribune, noting the re-
port that General Lyttelton will . soon
succeed Lord Kitchener im* South Africa,
says it may be assumed that®the latter
will not be recalled until the end of the
war is in sight, so that Lyttelton’s task
will be more passive and administrative
thay belligerent. General Lyttelton did
good work under Buller in the early days
of the war, while he had previoysly dis-
tinguished himself in civil Jife. . When
private secretary to his uncle, Mr. Glad-
stone, he was regarded as a man with a
future. He has expressed himself in pub-
lic as sanguine of a satisfactory settlement
of the South African question in the long
run, and he sees mo reason why Briton
and Boer should not live peaceably side
by side. The man, however, to whom is
fully confided the task of solving the final
problem is Lord Milner, and he is well
aware of its difficulties.:: - '

Londom, July 30—In the House of Lords

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HOW THE B0YER EADERS
“DBEYD SUICOE OROER

One Ate Gold Leaf, Second Hanged
Himself, and Third Suffocated
Himself With Earth,

London, July 30—A Chinese paper pub-
lished 'in, Pekin has obtained the follow-
ing details velative to the deaths of the
high officials Chau-chu-chiau, Yung-niea
and Prince Chwang, who committed sui-
cide, on command of the Emperor. It is
impossible to give the full report, as the
details of the actunal suicides are given
with true Chinese barbarity and unadorn-
ed lucidity. The whole account, however,
bears tthe stamp of truth, and the state-
ment of the Chinese court that the three
officials had paid the penalty for their
crimes, hitherto unproved, may herehy be
considered as confirmed. The meport.runs:

Chau-chu-chiau ate gold leaf, which is
the distinguished method of taking one's
life-among the wellsto-do Chinese. Reath
is caused not by poisoning, as is gener-
ally assumed, but by asphyxia, as the thin
gold leaves stick in the air passages. Hop-
ing against hope, however, that the em-
press would have mercy on him, he took
too lititle, and as he still lived when the
time prescribed had elapsed, he took
opium and other means to effectuate his
death. His religion forbade him to de
this by injuring his body in any way.

Prince Chwang, who received the news
of 'his sentence in Bu-chou-fu, a large town
in the southwest of Shansi, immediately
hanged . himself in a temple of the local
mandanin wilth whom he was living, ia
the presence of the imperial commissioner,
Ko-pau-hwa. He used a white silk cord,
senit him by the emperor as a significant
sign of the mitigated punishment.

Yung-nien, the president of the court of
censors, was the most cowardly. He was
in prison in Singan-fu, and continually up-
braided Prince Ching “for leaving him in
the lurch.” He suffocated himself with
earth before the imperial decree, so his
deaith was kept hidden some days till the
decree was published. Prince Tuan an-
ticipated his banishment, d4nd on receiving
the sentence at Ningsia, a town on the
Mongolian frontier, whither he had fled,
proceeded at once to Thrkestan lest the
allies might still demand his death.

KOCH'S DISCOVERY.

American Professor Claims He Knew it
Long Ago.

Koch’s announcement before the present
London se:sion of the British congress<on
tuberculesis that bovine tuberculosis,
found in cattle omly, docs rarely, if eve:,
produce consumpiion in human beings, is
not news to the well informed bacterio-
log:sts of this eountry, as Dr. Theobold
Smith, of the Harvard Medical School,
came to the same conclusion several years
ago after a long investigation which he
started én 1894, rays the Boston Transcript,
and his discovery is known to his col-
leagues in the proiession who mow are
calling attention t0 his work. Dr. Smith,
confirms the claims for his investigation
and adds that one of the principal rea-
sons why hé has 1ot stated more strongiy
in his papers: that bovine tuberculosis is
not productive of consumption in man is
that Dr. Vagedes, who is one of Koch’s
assistants, found in a tubsrculcsis culture
from a human being bacilli which appar-
ently are of a bovine type.

It was the only case of which the pro-
fession had any knowledge at the time,
and the official report on it was made. pub-
lic after Dr. Smith had issued his second
paper, in 1898, on his study of bovine tub-
ercle bacilli and of human badilli trom
sputum. Cultures have been examined
since by Dr. Smith and many American
bacteriologists who are using his methods,
but no mcre cases of that kind have been
found.

HE GAVE UP MILLIONS.

James Pratt Would Not Give Up British
Allegiance at Boers' Demand.

Johannesburg has been ‘the cause ol
many of a man’s misfortune or good luck,

with the gold-reef city has suffered such
reversas of foitune as that of James
Pratt, who died recently in a Surrey,
Eng., workhcuse. For $1,500- in casa he at
one time bought several thousand acres
of land near the Limpopo river, incduding
ground now tenaciously claimed by the
richest gold mining companies in the
world. Pratt, however, was too much of
a Bmitisher for the Boers, and though his
title to the land was irrefutavie the Boers
deprived him of everything at the time
of their rising in 1880, and refused to in
any way restore the confiscated property
vntil he should promise to become a
burgher.

This was a condition which Pratt would
never accede to, and so the chance of mail-
lions skipped from his grasp.

During the Indian mutiny Pratt com-
manded the Calcutta naval brigade, and
sorved under Sir James Outram ‘at Luck-
now, Cawnpore and Dalhi.

So Numerous Are the ‘Applications

Frank Pedley, superintendent of immi-
gration, has cabled to W. T, R. Preston,
inspector of Kuropean agencies, lLondon,
that from 20,000 to 25,000 farm laborers
are wanted to harvest the crops of western
(Oanada. The work will Jast from August
until November at from $2.25 to $2.50 per
day. Mr. Pedley has also caused adver-
tisements to be inserted in the United
States papers promising employment to
farm laborers.

Mr. Hebert, the Canadian sculptor, ar-
rived in the city today to examine the
statue of the late queen designed by him
and recently erected on Parliament Hill by
Contractor Brunet, of Montreal. He came
to make an investigation into the causes
of dissatisfaction expressed by Hom. Mr.
Tarte and others with respect to the
pedestal of the statue. Tcday Mr. Hebert
and Mr. Brunet made an examination of
the statue and tomorrow they will make
another.

On a scroll are the
words: “‘Duty was his law and conscience
his ruler.’”” Consolence is represented by
the figure of a woman, and the work to
which Mackenzie was so true by the figure
of a man engaged on a geometrical figure
with a compass. Some vandal has broken
off the ends of the compass. Mr. Hebert
left Paris, 'where he has been residing for
some years, on July 20, armiving in Mont-
real on the 29th.

THERE ARE KO NEW
CASES OF SHHALLPOX,

The Four Near Woodstock are Mild
--Board of Health on the Watch
--To Build Hospital.

Wioodsbock, N. B., July 30—(Special)—
There are no new cases of smallpox other
than the four already reported and these
are of a mild type. The nearest case is
nine miles from Woodstock, rather near-
er Houlton than this town. The excur-
sion to Fredericton for the reception to
Lord Minto did mot leave the town this
morning on account of the smallpox scare.
Doctors Hand and Sprague are attending
the sick cases. Mr. Fisher, secretary ol
the provindal board of health, will arrive
tomight. The local board of health is
making every effort to stamp out the dis-]
case and it is expeoted they will confine
the cases close to the boundary line and
keep the disease out of town.

The board had a meeting today at the
office of the secretary, J. C. Hartley, H.
Paxton Baird was in the chair. They
passed resolutions asking the town council
to provide a proper hospital, and rec-
ommended that a new building be erected
in the rear of the poor farm. The chair-
man presented plans for the new building.
Later a joint meeting of the board and
The plans for
the hospital were accepted and the coun-
cil. will proceed to erect the building im-
medialtely.

The building will have a male and a
female ward with sufficient accommodatjon
for four beds in each ward, with kitchen

and isolation room in the rear. The
wards will be 11x20 feet each. The build-

ing is planned so that a wing for a doc-
tors’ room can be. attached. The keeper
of the alms house, Simon Adams; will have
charge of the building.

Washington City, it appears, according
to the Baltimore Sun, so disposes of its
garbage that a profit is got out of it,
while meat cther American cities have Lo
pay largely for its removal. There is a
contract with a company which collects

bage is kept separate from ashes and other
refuse. In iron tanks it is taken by rail
thirty miles down the Potomac to the
réduction. works. Here it is sorted. Tin
cans, bottles, ete.,, are- removed. The
rest is placed in a close iron vessel: and
spbjected: to steam pressure, after which
it is pumped into tanks. and alowed to
settle. OQOils and fat rise to the surface,
and, being skimmed off, are sold to soap-
makers., Under pressure more -oil is ob-
tained; to go the same way. The caked
ghrbage, after. pressure, is pulverized and
sold for fertilizer. Incidental profits arise
from the sale of the hides of horses and
other animals and the mamipulation of the
carcasses along with the garbage. The
ipme hides make good russet leather.

KOCH: AND TUBERCULOSIS.

The announcement by Professor snobert
Koch that bovine tuberculosis could not
probably be transmitted to human beings
has caused much comment and hostile
eriticism. This is not a new situation for
Xoch, In 1882, when he announced his
discovery of the bacillus of tuberculosis,
and that it was the causa causans »>f

~ consumption, he was severely criticised
and ridiculed by the leading medical men
of Europe, and in particular by Professor
Virchow, the eminent pathological anat-
omist, who "had the so-called “tubercle
nodule” theory of his own. Again, when
Koch announced the discovery of the
cholera vibrio, as the causa causans of
cholera, 16t onfy“svas he criticised most
severely but the = British and. Munich:

culin treatment of consumption. We are
not so eertain that he made any mistake
on this question. In his original contri-
bution he stated his results with animals,
and expressed the opinion that tubercu-
in when properly employed in the early
stages of the disease would probably effect
a cure. According to the most recent reports

from experts on consumption, this opinion
is upheld.

To return to Koch’s recent announce-
ment. There is no doubt that for years
the question of the transmittability of
bSme tuberculosis to human beings has
occupied his mind, as the initial experi-
ments can be seen as far back as 1892 in
the publications of his students. The ex-
‘periments which form the basis for his re-
cent announcement are exceedingly simple.
After having earried out a series of ex-
periments with asses, sheep and goats, he
took 19 - healthy cattle and. in-
oculated (subcutancous and.in the jugu-
lar vein) and feed them - with virulent
bacilli in vanious forms, and then obser-
ed the reaction carefully. He further,
by means of Kluegge's spray method,

compelicd them to inhale bthe baxilli.
After wailing a  reasonable time,
the amimals baving shown no
signs of discase. he killed them

and carefully examined the organs for
disease and tubercle bacilli. The organs
were normal and no bacilli were found.
‘hhis- satisfied him that human tuber-
culosis apparently could not be tramsmil-
ted to animals. He also performed a
similar series of experiments, employing
virulent matter from bovine tuberculosis

and in every case succeeded m
setting  up the .disease m a
very short time, and on kifling the

animals found the organs in a diseased
condition. This was the proof of the in-
fection of cattle with bovine bacilii.

The question of the infcetion of human
hgings with bovine tuberculcsis could not
be demonstrated by experiment, but by
theorizing from data and information
wirich he had at hand he concluded that
it was probable that bovine tuberculosis
was not transmitted to man. The tubercle
bacilli are found in large numbers in mi.k
and butter. Milk, which contains the
bacilli, is very common, and children
have and are being feed with it. Koch
has had careful post mortem examina-
tions made of thousands of childrem, who
have died “of tuberculo.is, for intestinal
tuberculosis. The disease has only been
found in the intestines in a few cases, and
it is not impossible that these  weve
infeated from the lungs. e maintains
then that if the bovine tubercle bacilli

were capable of selting up human tuber-
culosis it would do so in children fed on

milk containing the bacillic- As this does
not appear to be the case he concludes
that it -is probable that bovine tubercu-
losis is not transmitted to man. We hope
that Koch’s theory may be true, but it
will certainly offer great diflicultizs of
proof. Koch’s announcement will stimu-
late research, and much good may resuit
from the theory even if in the end it
should prove ill-founded.

AN EFFECTIVE OBJECT LESSON.

One cannot observe the increase of ex-
ports of manufactures last year from
$14,224,287 to $16,012,502 without remem-
bering with a smile the predictions which
were made by the Tories as to what
would happen if the Liberals should ever
attain power. No one can at least have
forgotten what their leader himself said
on the eve of the election of 1896. The
chimnies were to become smokeless, ar-
tisans were to be reduced to beggary and
the grass was to grow in the streets it
the reins of government should be taken
out of the hands of- the Tories. These,
and many other dark prophecies were
made in the days of Tory triumph, and
even as late as 1897, when the Liberal
tariff had been introduced, Sir Charles
Tupper declared on the floor of parlia-
meait that he could hear the wail of
Cunada’s ‘runined industries.

We are mot among those who believe
that the Tories in the days enterior to
1897 were talking buncombe. They be-
licved what they preached. They were
filed with a blind and unreasoning faith
in the mational policy, as much, perhaps,
on account of what it had done for them
as a party as what it had dome for the
country. They believed, morcover, that if

the Liberals should displace them, {ree
trade would would be immediately in-
troduced, and, what was of more con-

sequence, a majority of the people were
induced to hold the same view. Thus, be-
tween: glowing pictures of what protection
was sure to accomplish, and gloomy fore-
casts of ‘what the Liberals would do, the
Tories managed to hold the country tor
eighteen fyeo.rs =

* The official trade figures stand: out bold-
ly:as a striking rebuke to the folly of the
Tories in years gone by. The chimnies
are sending out more smoke than”ever,
as those of us who live in the cities are
made to realize, and the man who céunt-
ed on gathering his hay crop along our
dtreats must by this time have perished
of disappointment. - The grass which is
most conspicuous is that which grows on
the lawns of increasingly prosperous
Canadians, and the wail which Sir Charles
Tupper heard in 1897 has turned out to
be a psalm of rejoicing. Instead of ruth-
lessly destroying the manufacturing trade
of ‘the dominion the Liberal policy has
done more to build it up, and keep it on
a sokid foundation, than the mational
policy did during the eighteen years it
was operative.

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made by jour manufacturefs. Not only
have they held the home market, but: they
have exactly doubled their exports since
1896. They semt abroad last year $16,000,-
000 worth of products as compared with
$8,000,000 worth in 1896. In other words,
the increase of exports of manufacturers
under the Liberal regime has been equal
to all that was accomplished in the same
ditection guring the preceding twenty-three
years. This is a result which should
afford the profoundest satisfaction to the
people of Camada. It is not enly an effec-
tive answer to the forebodings of our
Tory friends, and an indubitable proof of
the soundpess of the present fiscal policy,
but it affords a happy augury for the
continued :growth of the industrial life of
our people.

THE FREIGHT TANGLE.

As I’rof. McLean continucs his inquiry
into the subject of freight rates the deep-
er and more complicated becomes the
tangle of discrimination and inequalily.
As the 'Toronto Globe remarks: “A
peculiar policy is revealed in the rate on
grain from Windsor to Montreal or St.
John. If the grain is for shipment abroad
the charge is 13 1-2 cents per hundred to
either seaport, but if it is for home con-
sumption the rate is 19 1-2 cemnts per hun-
dred to Montreal and 27 1-2 cents to St.
John. This is a policy of expoit bounty,
or, rather, local consumption tdx, in-
stituted by the raiiways for no other ap-
parent reason than that the local tarif
will mot be killed off by the import.”

Some of the discriminations brought to
light are indefensible. ‘lhe rate on spoke
billets and hub blocks from Novi, . in
Michigan,'to Detroit is 5 cents, and to
Windsor, one mile acro:s dhe river, 7 1-2
cents. The lower rate to Windsor was re-
fused, but it was gramted to Walkerville,
two miles funther east in Ontario, ahd
to Fargo, 57 miles beyond dhat point. At
the same time the 1ate on puity from
Detroit to Liondon is 15 cents, and from
Windsor to Londom 23 cents. 1f the ferry
charges accounted for the difference in
the spoke billets, Windwor cught to oc-

cupy a superior position in respect of
putty.

The Glgbe observes:

“Phese  discruminations partake  of
the nature of a  protuctive tarilt
levied to exclude = Windsor goods
from the Canadian market, and to

‘encourage the infant industries of Debroit
and Chicago. A few of them may not
come within the cognizance of the Cana-
dian law, but where there are two hauis
over Canadian railways with glaring dis-
criminations in 1ates it would be an ea<y
matter for a railway comunission to re-
quire an equitable adjustment. T'he rate
on varnishes from Detroit to London is
20 cents and from Windsor 26 cemts. To
‘Toronto the rate is 23 cents from D:tro.t
and 35 cents from Windsor. An equally
great discrimination i8 made in the rate
to Montreal, it being 39 cents from De-
troit and 61 cents from Windsor.  Un
paints and oils the rates and discrimina-
tions arc not quite so unfuir, but. they
make it virtually impossible for prcduters
in Windsor to compete with those acress
the line. 1'he protedtion tarift is neutral-
ized by the special line of taxation im-
posed by the Canadian mailways.

Complaint is made of serious delays in
shipment. One shipper stated that it tcok
from six to mine days to get a shipment-
from Walkerville to London, and anotner
that it took fifteen days to get a ship-
ment from Toronto. lack cf storeroom
accommodation for “bulky gcods was
spoken of by one firm, who instanced a
shipment dumped on the ground at Sud-
bury in 1900. For scme reason delivery
was not made until March, 1901, and the
goods then had to be chopped out of the
ice and snow. For that accommeodation
storage charges of $24 were collected, but
o vigorous protest secured a refund of the
money. -1t is worthy of mote that the
Board of Trade emphasized the necessity
for a more speedy and satisfactery scit'e-
ment of cluims, and for a uniform classi-
fication of commodities as between Candda
and the United States. These and other
neeeded changes cannot be_eftected with-
out the estabiifhment of a milway com-
mission with extensive powers for the in-
vestigation and adjustment of questions
at issue.” *

JOBS FOR FRIENDS.

“A bill to create jobs for a lot of friends
as railway commissioncrs, it i3 easy to
prediat, will be cn the government’s pro-
gramme at an early session of parliament.
The man from Nebraska who is now en-
quiring into the Canadian railway qucs
tion, is bringing out the kind of testi-
mony to aid the purpose in view.”—Mont-
real Gazette.

Criticism of this character is scarcely
ereditable to a journal having the standing
of the Montieal Gazette. In the first
place, the “man from Nebraska” is a Cam
adian and e graduate of Toronto Univer-
sity. He happens to have becn professor
of economics in the Umiversity of Arkan-
sas, not Nebraska, whither he went a year
or two ago. We appiehend, howevor, that
his nationality is not a matter of impert-
ance. He is one of the best authorilies
_on railway subjects on the continent, i:
a'man of judicial instincts, and was chosen
on account of his special fitness for the
work in hand. He has thus far vindi-
cated the judgment of the government in
selecting him to undentaie an inquiry call-
ing for expert skill and a thorough knowl-
edge of railway economics.

We take excepticn, however, to the sug-
gestion that the purpo-e in view is the
ereation of offices for friends. Other things
being equal we should be glad to see sup-
porters of the goveimment receive whadt-
ever appoinbments inay be available at any
time; but if a iailway commission should
be thought desirable, the object would be
to select men of special adaptability for
the responsible duties devolving upon
them. It is neither fair mor decent to
anticipaie a measure of such importance
with the malher low o:der of criticism
quoted above. The need for a commission

will be considered on its merits, and Con-
getvatives and Liberals alike are deeply

‘gonicerned in the matter. If we mistake
#ot, the Gazette has been among the pub-

i
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lie: journals which have from timeé to time
pointed out the wisdom of baving an in-
dependent- and properly qualified Board of
Commissioners to stand between the rai-
ways and shippers, and the purpose of the
inquiry now in progress is simply to ascer-
tain as accurately as pocsible the fadts
.bearing on the subject.

THE MEASURE OF TAXATION,

1t is not surpris.ing, from one point of
view, that. Tory journals should insist that
there has been an increase of taxation.
Having committed themselves to the ab-
surd and untenable proposition that taxa-
tion should be judged by the volume
rather than the rate they are bound to
keep on reiterating that view instead of
pausing tq defend it by any known pro-
cess of logic. Mere insistence does not
alter by a single farthing the facts as
they actually exist, but it forces our Tory
triends to, some very curious and con-
tradictory , conclusions.

Suppose ‘a grocer were to announce that
he would jafter-a certain date reduce the
cost.of sugar to his customers,and. when the
time came he changed the price from 15
pounds for $1 to 20 pounds for $1. No
one having his senses could dispute the
fact that the grocer had kept his word
by actually and substantially making
sugar chedper. At the end of the year,
howeyer, the editor of the Sun goes to
the grocer’, and says:

“You hdve failed to keep your promise.
You said you would ‘réduce the cost of
sugar, but while my sugar cost me $10
last year, ‘it has this year cost.me $12.”
‘I'ne grocer would look at our friend and
say: “You are mistaken. Last year you
only consumed 150 pounds of sugar;
whereas this year you have used 240
pounds. If you had used but 150 pounds
this year it would have cost you just $7.59,
or $2.50 less than last year, but you have
used 240 pounds, and if the price had not
been reduced you would have paid 9x-
actly $15.84 for your sugar, or $3-84 more
than it really cost you.”

By substituting customs duties for sugar
the foregoing illustration can be made ‘o
fit precisely the case of taxation under the
Liberal regime. Because the people have
immensely increased their importations
they have contributed a larger sum than
hereofore to the dominion treasury, not-
withstanding a sustantial reduction in the
rate of taxation. Had they imported no
more than in 1896 they would have paid
very much less than was actually collect-

ed in that year. and. if the rate had not
been reduced, insteaa ot paying $29,129,-
819 in customs:duties last! year they would
have paid $35,000,000. It seems to us that
the simplest mind ought'to grasp facts so
clear and conclusive as these, and yet
Tory journals persist in the assertion that
taxation has-been increased. Surely they
cannot hope to convince anyone of in-
telligence of the soundmess of their con-
tention. b

OUR MINERAL RESOURCES.

During the fiscal ycar juat closed the
exports of products of the mine imcreased
from $24,580,266 to $39,982,573, bringing up
that class in cyr foreign. prade to second
place. Five years ago mineral exports were
at the foot of the list,iand & change so
striking and so unexpédoted suggests mar-
vellous possibilities for the future. The
gold output in theé Ywkon accounts for a
very large proporticn of the imcrease, al-
though the silver and lead of the Kcot-
enay has ‘contributed. substantially to the
result. :

The Yukon bids fair to become an in-
creasingly ; impotant mining district. The
alluvial - deposits are still rich and ex-
tensive, while quantz mining has just be-
gun. The . Kootemay, however, seems to
have suffered a set back. The trouble
does not secem {o be so much in the value
or extent of the deposits as in the nature
of the ged'logical formation. The veins are
irvegular and. elusive, and there would
seem to be a need for new methods of
mining, which would prevent the stoppage
of mines at the first pinching out of the
vein. Oapital is also meeded. Before long
we trust that the province of New Bruns-
wick will! be an important factor in in-
creasing ‘the extent of the developed
mineral wealth of Canada.

BRITISH CRIMINAL STATISTICS.

According to the report for 1900 of bhe
Commissioners of Prisons of the United
Kingdom there has been a decided decrease
of erime. The year commenced with 16,593
persons in custedy. During the year 1900
184,336 per-ons were committed to piison,
consisting; of 135,085 men and 49,250 wo-
men. There were discharged during this
poriod 185,182 prizoners, which left 15,670
in custody at the end of the year, a de-
avease of ‘nearly 1,000. ;

During 1839 the number of prisoners re-
ccived at, the local prisons, convicted of
petty offénces; was 160,059, while for 1990,
153,460, 'a decrease of mearly 7,000.

The loeal prisons contained 14,156 and
13,484 persons at the cloze of the years
1899 and 1900 respectively. During the
pasit” thinty years there has bzen a gradual
reducticn in the number of persons con-
fined in prison for petty offences, notwith-
standing the steady increasc in population.
In 1878 the number of persons in prixon
at the close of the year was 20,833; in
1880, 19,836, and in 1898, 14,957.

This is a very good showing and it i
to be hoped that the next decade will show
even a larger percentage of decrease in the
criminal statisties of the United Kingdom.

WILL KOT MODIFY

He Challenged the Charge That He
. Had Disobeyed Orders.

Washington, Aug. 1.—The. navy depart-
ment has refused to accede to Admaral
Schley’s suggestion that the language in
the fifth specification of the precept to
the court of inquiry be modified. The ad-
miral in lis letter dhallenges that speci-
fication which states as a fact that he had
disobeyed orders and suggested that it be
modified.

_ DISEASE FROM HIDES.

-

United States Attempting to Prevent lts
* Importation.

PRS-

Washington, Aug. 1—The treasury de-
partment will soon issue to customs ofii-
cers an order to refuse entry to all hides
of meat eattle not accompanied by reguiar
consullar certificate showing that they arc
dry salted, arsenic or fime cured, or have
been thoroughly disinfested according to
the sulphur formula prescribed by the
treasury department and embodied in the
cireular. The only exception to Le made
is abattoir hides from Norway, Sweden or
Fngland, where the slaughtcring is done
under government supervision and only
catiile free from all disease are permiited
to be killed. This action is due to the
fact that hoof and mouth disease, antirax
and other ailments peculiar to neat cattle
prevail in most Kuropean, Asiatic and
South American countries, and that some
shippers of hides not only fail to disinfect
them properly, but neglect to procure
consular certificates even when disinfected.

‘I'wo matters were dealt with—the
foreshore question and the coming visit of
their royal highnesses the Duke and
Duchess of Cornwall.

'L'his the
recorder thought very desirable, for so
long as the present-uncertainty exisied as
to whother the foreshore was vested in

this way could be accomplished.

At the conclusion of the recorder’s re-
marks Premier T'weedie stated the matter
would be carefully considered and that if
the government takes action it would be
necessary to obtain legislative authorily
from the governor-in-council.to make con-
veyance. 5

The public prosecutor’s office is
authority for the statement that Galliotti
was arrested for disseminating Anarchis-
tic writings in Switzerland. The prisoner,
who was born in 1871, at San Bofia, in
the vicinity of Florence, Italy, is known
as one of the most fanatic of Anarchists.

To completely rid the poultry house
of vermin, :go ‘after the pests with a
torch. Make the torch first. Dis-
solve one-half pint of pine tar' and
one-half pint of turpentine in one-
half gallon of kerosene, in an open
vessel. Soak in this sdlution large
corn cobs until they are well saturat-
ed. Then take them from the solu-
tion  and dust on them all of the
powdered sulphur that will stick to
them.

Royal Succession, .

Many persons have been confused by
the various laws of succession which pre-
vail in Europe. There are three differeat
systems, the most general being that
known as the Salic system, under which
women are completély excluded. This is
the rule in Belgium, Sweden and Norway,
Italy, Denmark and Germany. Then there
is the German-Dutch system, under which
males in all degrees of relationship take
precedence of females, the throne passing
to the female line only in case of the
extindtion of all the male line, however
remote. This is the rule in Holland (from
which it takes its name), Russia, and
some of the minor German states. The
third system is that of England, Spain
and Portugal, uader which females are
excluded when there are males in the
same degree of relationship, but take pre-
cedence of males whose degree of rela-
tionship is not so close as their own.

SCIENTIFIC MEN
: WEIE_M[ AT SEA

What Aroused Great Discussion Now
Known to Have Been a Joke.

e 3

ST 3,1901.

Los Angeles, Cal., Aug. 1.—The solution
of a scientific mystery which has puzzied
geologists and authorities on the antiquity
of man for 35 years was explaincd- yester-
day when a local minister confessed that
the mystery started as a practical joke.

In 18366 an important human skull was
found in a deposit cf gravel, known to
be ancient; in a gold mine in Calaveras_
county. The latest volume of reports from
the Smithsonian . instiitution contains a
paper of Prof. William H. Holmes describ-
ing recent research in reference to this
‘skull madesby him and Prof. W. J. Mec-
Gee. .~

Prof. Holmes expresses doubt, but does
not consider his conclusions decisive. ..is
report having come to the notice of Rev.
W. H. Dyer, an Episcopal clergyman of
this city, he told the story which solves
the mystery.

In the early 70s he was a missionary
at Angel’s camp, near where the skull
was found. During that time S. C. Scrib-
ner, who kept a store, confidently con-
fessed to him that he had conceived and
carnied out the joke. He took an old In-
dian skull, went to the bottom of the
shaft and buried it in the aurifercus gravel.
There it was soon found and the papers
were filled with speculations of writers as
to the amtiquity of man.

First announcement of the diseovery
was made by Prof. J. D. Whitney, of Har-
vard, in his volume upon The Auriferous
Gravels of the Sierra Nevada, and it
caused “excitement. It was explained to
him that a blacksmith named Matbhison,
while digging a shait into the base of a
mountain, had come across the skull under
150 feet of awiferous gravel-lava and other
deposits.

1t was said that Matthicon gave the
skull to R. C. Scribmer; that Mr. Scrib-
ner gave it to Rev. Mr. Dyer; that Rev.
Mr. Dyer showed it to Dr. Jomes, who
forwarded it to the professor at Har-
vard. g

Prof. Whitney called Dr. Jefiries Wy-
man to assist him in figming the thing
out, and the result, after months of labor,
was the announcement that the skull was
“genuine beyond all reasvonable question.”

Following an avalanche of ~theorizing
the Atlantic Monthly, the United States
Geological Survey and other scicntific pub-
Hcations gave over their columns to the
speculations of the scholars.

than we tecll. Let us join a conspir-
acy that we will tell.each other all
the good and nothing of the ill, and
then there will not be such -awful
need of  sermons on Solomon’s words,
“‘Discover not a secret to another.”

Solomon had a very large domes-
tic circle. In his early days he had
very confused notions about mono-
gamy and polygamy, and his multi-
tudinous asspciates in the matrimon-
ial state kept him too well informed
as to what was going on in Jeru-
salem. They gathered up all the pri-
vacies and poured them into his ear,
and his family became a sorosis or
female debating society of 700, dis-
cussing day after day all the difficul-
ties between husbands and wives, be-
tween employers and employes, be-
tween rulers and subjects, until Sol-
omon, in my text, deplores volubility
about affairs that do not belong to
us and extols the virtue of secretive-
ness.

By the power cf a secret divulged
families, churches, neighborhoods,
nations, fly apart. By the power of
a secret kept great charities, social-
itics, reformatory movements and
Christian enterprises may be advanc-
ed. Men are gregarious — cattle in
herds, fish in pchools, birds in
flocks, men in social circles. You may
by the discharge of a gun scatter a
flock of quails or by the plunge of
the anchor send apart the denizens of
the sea, but they will gather them-
gelves together again. If you by
some new power could break the as-
sociations in which men mow stand,
they could again adhere. God meant
it so. He has gathered all the flow-
ers' and shrubs into associations.
You may plant one forgetmenot or
heartsease alone, away off upon the
hillside, but it will soon hunt up
some other  forgetmenot or heart-
sease. Plants love company. You
will find them talking to each other
in the dew.

You sometimes see a- man with no
outbranchings of sympathy. His na-
ture is cold and hard, like a ship's
mast ice glazed, which the most agile
sailor could ~ never climb. Others
have a thousand roots-and a thous-
and branches. Innumerable tendrils
climb their hearts and blossom all
the way up, and the fowls of heaven
sing in the branches. In consequence
of this tendency we find men coming
together in tribes, in communities,
in churches, - in socicties. Some
gather together to cultivate the arts,
some to plan for the welfare of the
state, some to discuss religious
themes, some to kindle their mirth,
some to advance their craft.

Here we find the oft discussed gues-
tion whether associations that do
their work with closed doors and ad-
mit their members by passwords and
greet each other with a secret grip
are right or wrong. I answer that
it depends entirely on the nature of
the object for which they mect. Is
it to pass the hours in revelry, was-
sail, blasphemy and obscene talk or
to plot trouble to the statc or to
debauch the innocent, then I say,
with an emphasis that no man ecan
mistake, No! DBut is the object the
defense of the rights of any class
against. oppression, the improvement
of the mind, the enlargement of the
heart, the advancement of art, the
defense of the governmént, the extir-
pation of crime or the kindling of a
pure hearted = sociality, then I say,
with just as much emphasis, Yes.

There is no need that we who plan
for the conquest of right over wrong
should publish to all the world our
intentions. The genecral of an army
never sends to the opposing troops
information of the coming attack.

.Shall we who have enlisted in the

causc of God and humanity expose
our plans to the enemy? No; we will
in secret plot the ruin of »ll the en-
terprises of satan and his cohorts.
When they expect us by day, we will
fall upon them by night. While they
arc strengthening their left wing we
will fall on their right. DBy a plan
of battle formed in secret conclave
we will come suddenly upon them
crying, ‘“The sword of the Lord and

surance institution. Those men Who
have no capacity to keep a secret
ate unfit for positions of trust any-
where. There are thousands of men
whose vital need is culturing a ca-
pacity  to keep a secret. Men talk
too much, and women too. There is
a time to keep silence as
well as to speak. Although
not belonging to any of the
great secret societies about which
there has been so much violent dis-
cussion, I have only words of praise
for those associations which have for.
their object the maintenance of right
against wrong or the reclamation of
inebriates or, like the score of mu-
tual benefit societies called by differ-
ent names, that provide temporary re-

. lief for widows and orphans and for

men_ incapacitated by sickness or ac-
cident from earnirg a livelihood.
Had it not been for the secrgt labor
organizations in this country mon-

. opoly would long ago have, under its

ponderous wheels, ground the labor-
ing classes into an intolerable servi-
tude. The men who want the whole

earth to themselves would have got

it before this had it not been for the
banding together of great secret or-
ganizations, and while we deplore
many things that have been done by
them, their existence is a necessity
and their legitimate sphere distinct-
ly pointed cut by the providence of
God. Such organizations are trying
to dismiss from their association.all
members who are in favor of anarchy
and social chaos. They will gradu-
ally cease anything like tyranny over
their members and will forbid violent
interference. with any man’s work,
whether he belongs to their union or
is outside of it, and will declare their.
disgust with any such rule as that
passed in England by the Manches-
ter Bricklayers’ Association, which
says any man found running or
working beyond a regular speed shall
be fined 2 shillings and sixpence for
the first offense, 5 shillings for the
second, 10 shillings for the third and
if still persisting shall be dealt with
as the committee thinks proper.

There are secret societies in our
colleges that have letters of the
Greek alphabet for their nomencla-
ture, and their members are at the
very front in scholarship and irre-
proachable in morals, while there are
others the scene of carousal, and they
gamble, and they drink, and they
graduate knowing a hundred times
more about sin .than they do of
geometry and S&’hocles. In other
words, secret societies, like indivi-
duals, are good or bad, are the
means of moral health or of tems-
poral and eternal damnation. All
good people recognize the vice of
slandering an individual, but many
do not see the sin of -slandering -an
organization. . There are old secret
societies in this and other countries,
some of them centuries old, which
have been widely denounced as im-
moral and damaging in their influ-
ence, yet I have hundreds of per-
spnal friends who belong to themw—
friends who are consecrated to God,
pillars in the church, faithful in all
relations of life, examples of virtue
and piety. They- are the kind of
friends whom I would have for my
executors at the time of decease, and
they are the men whom I ‘would have
carry me out to the last sleep when
I am dead. You cannot make me
believe that they would belong to
bad institutions. They are the men
who would stamp on anything in-
¥quitous; and I would certainly
rather take their testimony in regard
to such societies: than the testimony
of those who, having been sworn in
nﬁ members, by their assaulf upon
them confess themselves perjurers.
But Christ has given us a rule by
which we may judge not only all in-
dividuals, but all societies, secret
and open, “*By their fruits we shall
know them."” Bad societies make
bad men. Gqod societies make good
men. A bad man will not stay in a
good society. A good man will not
stay in a bad society. Then try all
secret societies by two or three rules.
1Test the first: Their influence on
home, i you have a home. That
wife soon loses her influence over her
husband who nervously and foolishly
1poks upon all evening absence as an
assault on domesticity. How are
the great enterprises of reform and
art and literature and beneficience
and public weal to be carried on if
every: man is to have his world
aounded on one side by his front
doorstep and on the other side by
his back window, knowing nothing
higher than his own attic or lower
than his own cellar? That wife who
becomes jealous. of her husband’s at-
tention to art or literature or re-
ligion or eharity is breaking her own
scepter .of conjugal power. I know
an Instance where a wife thought
that her husband was giving too
mpany nights to Christian service, to
charitable service, to prayer meet-
ings. and to religious- convocation.
She systemafically decoyed him
away until now he attends no
church, waits upon no charitable in«
stitution and is on a rapid way to
destruction,. his morals gone, his
money gone, and, I fear, his soul
gone. :

Here are six secular nights in the
week. ‘“What shall I do with them?’’
says the father and the husband. ‘I
will give four of these nights to the
improvement and entertainment of
my family, cither at home or in good
neighborhood. I will devote one to
charitable institutions. I will ‘devote
one to my lodge.”” I congratulate
you. Hare is a man who says, ‘‘Out
of the six secular nights of the week
I will devote five to lodges and clubs
and associations -and one to the
home, which night I will spend in
scowling like a March squall, wishing
I was out spending it as I have spent
the other five.” That man’s obitu-
ary is written. Not one out ‘of ten
thousand that ever get so far on the
wrong road ever stops. Gradually
his health will fail through late
hours, and through too much stimu-
lants he will be first-rate prey for
erysipelas and rheumatism of the
heart

Another test by which you can find
whether your secret society is right
or wrong is the effect it has on your
secular occupation. I can under-
stand how through such an institu-
tion a man can _ reach commercial

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success, I know
formed their best business relations
through such ' a channel. If the se-
cret society: has advantaged you in
an ‘honorable calling, it is a good
one, but has your credit failed? Are
bargain makers now more anxious
how they trust you with a bale of
goods? Have the men whose names
were down in the commercial agency
A1l before they entered the society
been going down since in commercial
standing? Then look out. You and
I every day know of commercial es-
tablishments- going to ruin through

the  social excesses-of one or two |

members, - their fortune beaten to
death with ball players’ bat or cut
amidships with the front prow of the
regatta or going down under the
swift hoofs of the fast horses or
drowned in the large potations of
cognac or Monongahela. That secret
society was the Loch Earn. Their
business was the Ville de Havre.
They struck, and the Ville de Havre
went under!

The third test by which you may
know whether the sociefy to which
you belong is good or bad is this:
What.is its effect on your sense of

moral and religious obligation? Now, [

if I should take the names of all the
people in this audience and put them
on a roll and then I should lay that
roll back of this organ and a hun-
dred years from now some one should
take that roll and call it from A to
Z there would not one of you an-
swer. I say that any society that
makes me forget that fact is a bad
society.

Which would you rather have in
your hand when you come to die, a
pack of cards or a Bible? Which
would you rather have pressed to
your lips in the closing moment, the
cup of Belshazzarean wassail or the
chalice of Christian communion?
Whom would you rather have for your
pallbearers, the elders of a Christian
church or the companions whose con-
versption was full of slang and in-
nuendo? Whom would you rather
have for your eternal companions,
those men who spend their evenings
betting, gambling, swearing, carous-
ing and telling vile stories or your
little child, that bright girl' whom
the Lord took? You can never break
away from the little arms that used
to be flung around your neck when
she used to say, ‘“‘Papa, do stay with
me to-night, do stay with me to-
night!’’ You will never be able to
wipe away from your lips the dying
kiss of your little girl. The fascina-
tion of a bad secret society is so
great that sometimes a man has
turned his back on his home when
his child was dying of scarlet fever.
He went away. Before, he got back
at midnight the eyes had been closed,
the undertaker had done his work,
and the wife, worn out with three
weeks’ watching, lay unconscious in
the next room. Then the returned
father comes up stairs, and he sees
the cradle gone; and he says, ‘“What
is the matter?”” On the judgment
day he will find out what was the
matter.

Oh, man astray, God help you! I
am going to make a very stout rope.

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High Mountains of the Moon.

The Leibnitz range attain enor-
mous altitudes above the average
level of the moon's surface, and are
sometimes seen projected far beyond
the regular curvature of disk, thus
destroying the circular contour and
giving it a notched or serrated as-
pect.

The Doriel Mountains supply an in-
stance of great elevation, the peaks
of the three leading ones being  be-
tween 25,000 fect and 26,000 feet
High. Among other lunar peaks
may be mentioned Huyghens, 21,000
feet; Hadley, 18,000 feet; Bradley,
13,000 feet; and Wolf, 11,000 feet.—
