Route Shorter Tfian I C. R.

The probable length of this line if the 
cress country route in New Brunswick is 
adopted will be shorter than the I. C. R. 
but how much shorter the commission 
cannot eay until the location surveys ore 
completed.

Using the same grades as the I. C. E. 
a saving of at least 90 miles would be 
effected and nearly as much by the river 
route. ' .

The same motive power that will haul 
660 tone on the I. C. R. will by the 
line haul 1,260 tons going east and 990 
tons going wewt.

Taking the workings of the two railways 
and supposing that ten daily I. C. R. 
freight trains are run each way in 313 
working days on the I. C. R. there will 
be 4,131,660 uAt pay tons of freight car- ' 
tied, costing $3,160,771.

On the transcontinental the Seme busi­
ness will be done for $1,782,518. In other 
words the commissioner! claim that saving 
by means of the transcontinental with its 
lower grades and curves /would be $1,237,- 
192, which capitalized at four per cent, per 
year would be equivalent to more than 
$30,000,000.

Ottawa, May 22—(Special)—Hon. Mr.

Britain. The latter is by all odds the most 
important customer, the United States, 
last year, having sold $537,000,000 worth of 
goods in the British market, and bought 
there goods to the value of $165,000,000. 
A member of the Roosevelt administra­
tion is quoted as saying:

-'We have a most-favored-nation treaty 
with Great Britain, which -will make it 
impracticable to negotiate a commercial 
convention with Germany, even admitting 
that such an instrument might be ratified 
by the United States Senate. But one of 
the most important considerations in this 
matter is the probable effect on the tariff 
policy of England of a commercial treaty 
'between the United States and Germany. 
Without much doubt it would force the 
adoption in Great Britain of the Chamber- 
lain idea of .protection. This is something 
that the United States has no desire to see 
consummated, and you may be sure that 
nothing will be deliberately done to bring 
it about. It is my opinion that a recipro­
city treaty between Germany and the Uni­
ted States, to the exclusion of the United 
Kingdom, would be the last straw needed 
to break down the time honored policy of 
free trade. The adoption of a pr<Ae<Ative 
tariff policy in England would be far more 
disastrous to American trade interests 
than two tariff laws of the kind Germany 
is soon to put into’ effect.”

If the United States applies a maximum 
tariff to German goods next spring, as may 
be 'expected from Secretary Shaw’s latest 
deliverance, Great Britain will profit ex­
tensively by the rupture. Moreover, such 
a struggle would seem likely to increase 
the coolness existing between the United 
States and Germany over matters of high 
politics, and to throw Great Britain and 
the United States nearer together in re­
gard to Far Eastern questions arising from 
the war and the trade of the Orient.

Tariff wars are usually unprofitable to 
the parties most concerned; but, if some 
nation must test the German temper, Brit­
ish interests will probably be well served 
if the test is made by so aggressive a rival 
as the United States.

CAN RUSSIA WIN?■
■ Some German newspapers point out that 

Russia must eventually win in this war 
with Japan, and that present reverses only 
make the situation the same as faced the 
British people during the early part of the 
South African war. There are three very 
apparent points of difference which pre- 
Mnt the cases being similar: 1. The Rus- 
emfce are not the British. 2. The Japs are 
not the Boers. 3. Conditions under which 
■the war is being waged are wholly un-like 
-those governing the South African strug­
gle.—Montreal Gazette.

In discussing Russia’s chances of winning 
after a prolonged struggle, the Gazette’s 
three reasons might be elaborated with 
profit, and others might be added. Rus­
sia, in population, resources, and military 
•power presents no suoh superiority to 
Japan as Britain had over the Boers. 
Command of the sea made it possible for 
the British to place in the field as many 
men and as great a quantity of war ma­
terial as the task in hand might call for 
Russia, on the contrary, never had con­
trol of the sea, and after her Pacific fleet 

beaten hy Japan she lost her ability 
to hamper the enemy in transporting men 
and munitions to Manchuria as the growth 
of the operations might require. Russia’s 
single-track railroad across 5,000 miles of

Toronto, May 21—(Special)—The 'body 
of a nine-months-old child, supposed to 
have been kidnapped Friday afternoon 
while the mother was shopping in Eaton’s 
store, was found Saturday morning in a 
culvert near the G. T. R. tracks on Green­
wood avenue.

The body (was really discovered on Fri­
day night by little Maud Carr, who is only 
ten years of age. She went to the rayine 
to gather wild flowers early in the evening. 
She saw the body of an infant and ran 
'home frightened. She told her father, but 
he paid no attention to the story. The 
body lay there all night, and Saturday 
morning Maud and her eldest sister, Jose­
phine, went to the ravine and peeped in. 
They were afraid and ran away and told 
a man what they had seen in the culvert. 
This man telephoned (the police.

In connection with the discovery the 
Carr child tells a curious story. It is 
that a woman had been in the neighbor­
hood pretty much all Friday afternoon, 
wheeling a 'baby in a go-cart. She was 
there in the morning when the children 

from school. She was still there at 
4 o’clock in the afternoon. Josie Carr 
asked her in the afternoon if she was 
looking for a street, or wished to be 
directed to any place. She said: “No, 
I’m waiting for my husband.”

The naked (body of the infant presented 
the most emphatic evidence of the das­
tardly crime that had been done. Over 
the centre of the head was a long black 
bruise, about two inches in width, extend­
ing from the crown to the front, and end­
ing over the left eyebrow. About one 
inch back of the left ear was a slight in­
dentation that gave the appearance of 
having been caused by some pointed in­
strument. It was in all probability the 
blow over1 the head which caused death* 

The child’s father is William Murray, a 
ship-plater in the Poison works.

The Mother’s Story.
Mrs. Murray told a reporter that they 

going to move to Jarvis street next 
week, partly because her husband wanted 
to be nearer his work and partly (because 
the air would be better for the child.

“I iwent into Eatons,” she said, “to or­
der a few things for the new house. I 
wasn’t there more than five minutes—it 
was the first time I had ever >Mt baby 
alone. I was generally very particular to 
carry him, or else wait until I had my 
husband with me. Friday I was in a 
hurry, and as baby is heavy and inclined 
to be lively, 1 left him in his go-cart.

Tiwo women neighbors of Mrs. Murray 
came to the morgue Saturday and identi­
fied the body. The baby was apparently 
quite a healthy little fellow, and was ex­
ceptionally well developed for his age. 
Whoever caused the death of the child 
and stripped tlhe body of its clothing, evi­
dently did so hurriedly. The grey under­
shirt, which was found on the body, was 
cut from the bottom to the top, apparent­
ly with a pair of scissors. The marks on 
the edges of the cloth show that the cut­
ting had 'been done but recently.

When definite news was received by 
telephone of the death of her child, she 
and her husband were inspecting a house 
where they proposed moving on Monday. 
Mrs. Murray was overcome by the news, 
and had to be taken to her home in a 
cab, where she collapsed into an hysterical 
state, which continued for several hours.

A Second Henry Moore Smith.One Dead and Another Fatally 
Wounded.

Rioting resulted tonight at 29th and 
Dearborn streets, when James Gray, a 
negro non-union teams-era, was shot dead 
by Harry Bernstein, a bartender, during 
an argument over the teamsters’ strike. 
Berastein was mortally wounded by PoHce- 

Tinaley, colored, and 1,000 persona 
partly demolished a saloon into which 
Tinsley had taken the unconscious bar­
tender.

The street fighting tonight is the latest 
of several clashes between negroes and 
whites since Enoch Carleson, eight years 
old, was shot and killed several days ago 
by two men alleged to have been negro 
strike breakers.

In a discussion of the Strike and the 
shooting of Carlson, Gray and Bernstein 
fought in the street. Bernstein drew a 
revolver and fired four shots. Two of the 
bullets took effect in Grays' body, and he 
fell dead.

Two negroes, attracted by the noise, 
seized the bartender, and a fight for the 
revolver began. Special Policeman Tins­
ley ran up. Bernstein swung the revolver 
towards Tinsley and, it was said, die- 
discharged the weapon. Tinsley drew hie 
own revolver and fired four shots, each 
billet taking effect in Bernstein’s body. 
Tinsley carried Bernstein into a saloon. A 
crowd, composed largely of negroes, cried 
for vengeance for the killing of Gray. 
Tinsley shut and barred the saloon door. 
The mob ruShed at the building, but be­
ing unable to force the doors open, large 
stones and other missiles were thrown at 
the building, and every window and fix­
ture in the place was demolished.

Tinsley in an effort to save Bernstein 
from the mob, had the wounded bartend­
er taken into the basement and telephoned 
to a police station. Two patrol wagons 
and an ambulance filled with policemen 
hurried to the scene, but it was only after 
a desperate fight in which several of the 
rioters were bruised with policemen’s 
clubs, that the mob was forced back from 
the saloon. ’

They quarreled with each other over their 
public lands, and even in face of hostile 
forces were slow to submit to the Federal 
Union. But it finally came and the Civil 
War cemented it as one and inseparable. 
Each state of necessity had to give up 
certain aspirations for the common good. 
So it has been with the Canadian Con­
federation. No state or province is free 
to do as it likes. There is and must be nn 
organic union which is supreme over, all 
local and provinieal affairs.

Or suppose again that Can­
adians resented the paternal influence of 
tier Monroe doStrine over their affairs, 
arid started to build a navy for their own 
defence.

Again, the experience of other nations 

'who have tried tins plan is not satisfac­
tory. The best examples of dual-monar­
chies are those of Sweden and Norway, 
and Austro-Hungary. In the former we 
have two sovereign countries united un­
der one crown with separate legislatures. 
For ninety years there has been constant 
friction between them, and at the present 
moment they are quarrelling over the 
consular service and other features of na­
tional life. Notwithstanding the indus- 
trious and laxv-ahiding qualities of the 
Scandinavian people, their experiment has 
not been a success. The experience of 
Austro-Hungary has been lees satisfactory. 
One emperor over two independent coun­
tries has not reconciled their troubles.

Friction and misunderstanding bordering 
to civil war have been the normal accom­
paniments of their union under one crown. 
Their animosities have become chronic. It 
is all very pretty to picture out Canada 
as the beautiful aud independent young 
country of North America-. But her posi­
tion beside a great and powerful rival for­
ever forbids it. She is not like Belgium 
or Switzerland, protected by the mutual 
jealousy of the great powers. She must 
recognize her circumstances and the de­
crees of fate. If we believe in annexation

We’re All Right as It Is. Runing all through Mr. Thomson’s paper 
I regret to see a lack -of constructive ideas. 
The whole tendency of bis proposal is to­
wards disintegration. “The very assump­
tion of the Imperial Federationiet,” he 
says, “is a sort of insult to the many Eng- 
lands rising and arisen in the world. 
Why so? Where is their genuine freedom 
and happiness to be curtailed? In what 
respect will their civic afld intellectual life 
be impared? “In Union there is strength” 
—is an old maxim, and it is just as true 
of the -British Empire as of any other col­
lection of States. Its free and unhampered 
union is not an impossibility. If its states- 

poseessed with great and expan­
sive ideas, the progress of time will bring 
us nearer to it every year. Steam and 
electricity have annihilated space. The 
various parts of the Empire are visibly 
growing up with a common interest in 
their destiny. Who can say what the 
womb of the future will bring forth? Let 
us not be too hasty or unduly discour­
aged. I believe there is something good 
as well as mighty in the combination of 
British possessions over the gloibe. 1 be­
lieve that their union can be wrought out 
along lines of freedom, mutual respect and 
good-will. I believe that their intimate 
combination is no menace to the United 
States. The best interests of the Ameri­
can Union will be dear to all English- 
speaking brethren throughout the world, 
and some day the citizens of the Republic 
will recognize that fact.

The growth of plants is ex­
amined and explained, and plant-destroy­
ing Insects are studied. The children be­
come interested1" in the study of plants, 
and this will result in making them more

Hon. Mr. Farris said meetings in the 
open would be held in the afternoon, 
heavy draft horses yid beef and dairy cat­
tle would be brought out and judged,and 
their good and weak points would be 
pointed cult by the lecturers.

In the evening meetings, lectures would 
be delivered on the care and feeding of 
stock, tile cultivation of the soil, eitc.

The commissioner is taking great inter­
est in the scheme and spoke of the lec­
turers as being good capable men from 
whose work he looked for excellent re­
sults.

A meeting une held last year at Gage- 
town on similar lines to those planned 
for this summer and proved very success­
ful. The dominion department of agricul­
ture is giving the services of the two lec­
turers for the tour and the New Bruns­
wick department will meet the other ex­
penses.

Moncton, N. B., May 19—Railway men 
are looking forward with interest to a trial 
about to be given on automatic electric 
signalling device for the protection of 
moving trains which is to be installed on 
the Intercolonial between Moncton and 
Painsec Junction. The device is the prop­
erty of the MoPhee Automatic Signaling 
Company, Toronto, and is the invention 
of Claude D. MoPhee, Amprior (Ont.) 
Several New Brunswick capitalists are in­
terested in this company and the opinion 
of those who have studied their patents 
is that they have a good thing.

The object of the invention is to prevent 
head on and rear collisions and derailments 
on account of open switches. With this in 
view the line is divided into blocks of de- 
-sired length, usually one mile, and the 
rails in each block or mile section are 
then bonded, so as to make them continu­
ous, and the rails then used instead of 
wires for transmitting electricity for the 
operation of the signals. Visible signals in 
the shape of small semaphrores are placed 
at the end of eadh block. On each locomo­
tive a small attachment is placed, consist­
ing of double magnets and an interlocking 
dutch controlling a valve on the air brake 
pipe line train.

When in operation should any block or 
track section be occupied by a train, or 
should any switch in that section be care­
lessly leftzopen the small semaphores at 
either end of the block will go to danger 
and remain so until the block is clear or 
the switch closed. When the semaphores 
show a block ahead to be occupied it is 
the duty of the engineman to stop the 
train, but if for any reason this is not 
done, and the train enters the block with 
the signals at danger then the arrange­
ment on the engine will automatically set 
the air breakes for stop, and if still dis­
regarded will in one half minute make em­
ergency application of the brakes.

A start is to be made in the installation 
in a week and the Moncton-Painsec sec­
tion selected for the test.

A new survey of the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific, to go through Ghipman (N. B.) and 
tap the Intercolonial at or near Salisbury 
is to be made.

The survey already made for the railway 
to cross the province in the vicinity of 
Ghipman from Edmunds ton to Moncton 
has -been found to carry the line eighteen 
miles above Ghipman and thirty miles 
away from the Newcastle coal fields.
