Our Devotional mootings 
havo been all held regularly, but wo have to lament t ho little interest 
taken by tho young mon in this part of our work. Every moans 
have been tried to attract attendance by public advertisement and 
personal solicitation, but few have toon gathered in ; tho question 
“,whut can wo do to ranch yotmg men T has not been answered 
successfully by our Association yet, our Hea ling Room and Library 
are well patronized; "and new books and papers have been added. 
Our membership fluctuates, but we are always gaining some new 
ones to All the places of those who leave us. Wo have "to deplore 
tho removal by death during tho past year of one of tiie original 
members, W. 8. Stirling, Esq., who has been a steadfast fi-iend of the 
Institution ever since its inception in 1853. We have also lost by 
death seven other members, and by removal to other places several 
of our best workers and friends.

The Convention hold at Truro in August was most enjoyable, a 
large number of tho leading workers from all parts of Canada, met 
and spent several days in earnest Conference regai-ding our special 
needs and modes of working. Much pleasant intercourse was had 
with our brethren from Ontario and Quebec who proved themselves 
workmen not to be ashamed of, and we were mutually helpful, our 

'meeting did us all ranch good, and wo havo one of tho results in the 
visit of Bro. Cole, our own travelling Secretary jointly with the 
Upper Canadian Executive Committee, who is now travelling 
through our Province, pomforting and strengthening the Brethren.

ARTICLE I.
The Association shall he called “ Tax Young Men’s Christian Absociatton.''

ARTICLE II.
The object of this Association shall be, thy improvement of the spiritual, 

moral, mental and social condition of the young men of the City of Halifax by the 
.support amt maints nance of Religious social meetings, sermons, lectures, library, 
reading-rooms, and such other means as may conduce to the accomplishment of 
.this object.

ARTICLE III.
Any person of good moral character may become a member of the Association 

•by the payment of such fe« as may be fixed by the By-laws to entitle him to all 
the privileges of membership. He shall l>e proposed by a member of the Associa 
tien, and shall be elected by ballot by the General Committee Rut no person 
.shall be elegible to serve on a Committee, or be an officer of the Association, who 
js not a member in good standing in one of the evangelical churches. *

ARTICLE V.
The officers of the Association shall consist of a President, not more than six 

Vice-Fret-ideuts, Corresponding Secretary and a Treasurer (who shall be ex-officio 
members of the General Committee), and a General Committee of not more than 
thirty-two members, comprising, as far as possible, members of each evangelical 
denomination, all of whom shall be elected annually by ballot,.but such ballot 
may be dispensed with by a unanimous vote of the members present. The General 
Committee shall have the power to fill vacancies occuring in their body after the 
Annual Meeting.

They shall be empowered to strike 
from the roll of membership any person who fails to pay nis dues for two years 
consecutively unless, in their opinion, there are special circumstances in the case. 
They shall also, by such means as they may think best, endeavor to interest the 
membership in the work of the Association.

5. The Employment Committee shall consist of live members, and it shall 
be their duty to aid young man in getting employment.

6. The Temperance Committee shall consist of seven members, whose duty 
it shall be to promote the principle of total abstinence from intoxicating liquors.

7. The Committee on Tract Disiribtion shall consist of five members, and 
it idiull ho their duty to distribute tracts and religious periodicals as opportunity 
may offer.

8. The Visit it»g Sick Committee shall consist « Hive members. They shall 
carefully visit any « f the members who may lie laid aside by sickness, affording 
them such simpatliy and assistance as may he in their power, and when considered 
necessary, report such cases to the General Committee.

9. The Room and Library Committee shall consist* of seven -members.
They shall have.charge of the Rooms of the Association, and make precision for 
furnishing, lighting, warming, and keeping the same in order. They shall use all 
suitable means for tlic increase and preservation of the Library—provide papers 
and periodicals for the Beading Room, and shall approve all publications prior to

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council and Assembly, as follows

1. John S. Maclean, William B. McNutt, Murdock M. Lindsay, James B* 
Morrow,, Widiam C. Delaney, William H. Wlewell, Daniel McN. Parker, Samuel 
H. Black, William H. Neal, Edward Jost, James C* Mackintosh, Archibald

stlan Association or shall hereafter unite with them under provisions of this 
Act, shall be and are hereby constituted a body corporate under the name of the 
« Halifax Young Men's Christian Association.”

2. The object of the Association shall be the improvement of the spiritual» 
moral, mental and social condition of the young men of the City of Halifax, by the 
support and maintenance ot religious and social meeting?, sermons, lecture*, a 
library, a reading room and such other means as may conduce to the accomplish­
ment of this object.

а. The Association may adopt such a constitution and By-Laws for the
admission and qualification of members, the choice, power and duty of its officers, 
and the regulation of its business generally, as are not inconsistent with this Act 
and the laws of the Province. y

4. The Association may acquire apcl told real and personal estate, end with 
the consent in writing of at least two-tbirds of the Trustees and two-thirds of the 
General Committee, may sell mortgage or convey the real estate.

5i / The Ileal Estate of the Association, together with all devise of Beal Estate 
hereinafter made, shall be mnniged by a Board of Trustees, each of whom shall be 
a member in good standing of one of the Evangelical churches of the city but not 
more than three shall be members of anyone denomination. John 8. Maclean, 
Daniel McN. Parker, Edward Jost, James Farquhar, Thomas A. Ritchie, Edward 
D. King James Thomson, Samuel L. Shannon and Thomas A. Brown are hereby, 
created such Board of Trustees, and vacencics shall be filled in such a manner as 
the Constitution of the Association may provide.

б. Any income arising from the Beal Estate, after deducting payment* for 
interest, insurance and necessary repairs shall bo devoted to the purpose of the 
Association and shnll be paid by the Board of Trustees as the Association may 
direct.
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7. No intoxicating drinks shall be sold or used, nor games of ohance allowed 
ein any jwrt of the property of the Association ; nor shall such property be used for
any purpose inconsistent with,the objects of the Association as stated in this Act;

8. The Meal Estate of the Association shall not be liable tor any future debt 
or obligation of the. Association unless the same shall have been contracted with 
the approval and sanction of two-thirds of the Trustees.

9. Such portion of the Real Estate of the Association as may be exclusively 
used for thu purpose of the Association shall be exempt fiom taxation.

10. Chspter 77 of the Acts of 1873, entitled “An Act to incorporate the 
Halifax Young Men's C'Jujstiun Association” is hereby renealed.
