NEW GLASGOW, Mar. 7—Welter B 
Scovil, a traveller for Frothingham & 
Workman, hardware merchants. Mon- 
treat, shot himself in his room in the 
Norfolk Hotel, New Glasgow, Saturday 
night He arrived at six oc'lock and 
after registering was shown to his 
room.

His wife 
was notified of the occurrence and an 
inquest will be held Monday, His home 
is in Newcastle, N. B. and for years 
he travelled for a St. John firm.

Mr. Scovil was well known on the 
North Shore, being a frequent visitor 
in his capacity as traveller and has 
many friends here who will be greatly 
shocked by his untimely end.

FREDERICTON, Mar. 8—The most 
astonishing characteristic of Hon. 

Mr. Flemming is his amazing au- 
dacity.

Not six hours before the Provin- 
cial Secretary was making these 
statements a letter of the Auditor 

General himself was read in the 
Public Accounts Committee stating 
that he refused to pass a certain ac- 
count on the ground that the charge 
was excessive.

It’s great to be a lawyer and a 
friend of the Hazen government at 

the same time. It is particularly 
pleasant now since Hon. Mr. McLeod 
has laid down the dictum before the 
Publie Accounts Committee that the 
government will employ whom it 
likes.
