SSSiSâM'^:' Thé regular monthly meeting of the 
Town Council way held in the Town 
Hall on Monday evening. All the 
members except Aids. Hatfield and 
McLeod were present, the Mayor pre­
siding.

The treasurer’s report showed col­
lections of taxes amounting to 
$3,628.73 for the month of July and 
expenditures of 922.78, and a credit 
balance in the bank of $199.43.

The police report showed one ar­
rest for auto speeding and several ar­
rests for disturbances at the restaur­
ant of J. Burton Taylor.

The town marshall was instructed 
to see that H. N. Boyer did not place 
his weighing scales within the street 
limits.

Sec. 59 of By-Law 13, notice of which 
had been given, was adopted and made 
law. It reads “No children under the 
age of 14 shall be allowed on the 
streets of the town after nine o’clock 
unless accompanied by parent or 
guardian.”

The Council went into a committee 
of the whole to consider the electric 
light and power proposition. Three 
years exemption from taxation was 
granted the new company, and they 
were also granted exclusive franchise 
for the manulacture and delivery of 
electric current within the town for 
a period of ten years, providing they 
can at all times supply sufiicient cur­
rent for the needs of the town and 
citizens, and at rates approved by the 
Public Utilities Commission, 
company was also given permission to 
erect poles and maintain wires, and 
such needed apparatus within 
town, subject to the approval of the 
Council.

The Council fclso agreed to take a 
certain number of street lights at a 
rate approved by the Public Utilities 
Commission, and also that under the 
same governance the town purchase 
current for pumping water.
