nation Friday evening. , ,...Mr. Smith claimed that during the 
two years since the Springbank dam 
collapsed sewage deposited in the river 
by London, has destroyed the stream 
as a fishing ground as far westward 
as Komoka. Although this stretch of 
the river a, four years ago was one ot 
the best fishing grounds in Western 
Ontario, it is now almost impossible to 
catch even a minnow for many miles 
west of this city, except perhaps in the 
early spring, he continued, , ..

Ill-smelling sewage disposals has Era- 
dually turned what at one time was a 
running stream of clear water into a 
veritable mire, ‘Mr. Smith said. After 
tie spring freshets had subsided this 
foreign material emptied into the water 
as it passes through London, gradually 
coats the stones with slimy coverings 
and causes rank growth of a foul plant on the bed of the river. During the 
summer month this plant growth covers 
almost the whole of the bed of the river, and under avorable conditions grew to 
an enormous length.West of Springbank. , ,

This condition was first noticed in the 
river just west of Springbank, he said, 
not long after the dam at the pump- 
house was washed away. Within a few 
months it had gradually crept westward 
until the Thames rapids, at one time 
the finest bass grounds in this part of 
the country, was rendered . barren of 
fish By last summer the infection had 
reached Kilworth Springs, destroying 
the clear spring water of the Thames

• Heavy Street Fighting.
About 7 o’clock on Thursday evening 

the troops who that morning had sub- 
dued the island batteries started an- 
other attack, and from the east a fierce 
final assault was launched. For the 
third time the soviets got a foothold 
in the city. There was furious street 
fighting until 2 o’clock in the morning, 
when the followers of Trotzky became 
masters of the situation.

Then the revolutionary leaders or- 
dered the garrison to withdraw to 
Terioki, on the Russo-Finnish frontier, 
the way to which had been kept open.

A Finnish sailor who served on the 
battleship Petropavlovsk, arriving in 
Terioki, told how the sailors stood at 
their guns until the end, and declared 
the two battleships were still firing 
after the garrison left the town. It is 
now stated that the Petropavlovsk and 
Sebastopol were not blown up by the 
revolutionists, as had been reported, but 
that the gun locks were thrown into the

Graves Commission Speaks 

to Kiwanians. Admirable Presentation of 
“The Dark Lady of the 

Sonnets.”Captain Mollineux, of the Imperial 
War Graves Commission, addressed the 
Kiwanis Club at its weekly luncheon on 
the ' subject of the care of the graves 
of the soldiers who had fallen in the 
war in France and Belgium. . It was 
In relation to the last resting places 
of the men situated in the devastated 
areas that the speaker particularly re­
ferred. After giving a brief history of 
the inception of the commission. Cap­
tain Mollineux said:

“Canada has 8 per cent of the total 
casualties in the war, and 8 per cent of 
the workmen and the heads of the de­
partments caring for the graves are 
Canadians. Over these graves which 
are predominantly Canadian, trees and 
shrubs are planted which are peculiar to 
Canada, so that there is a‘ bit of Can­
ada right there in France. The whole 
of these cemeteries is like a beautiful 
lawn, and permanent headstones bear­
ing suitable inscriptions will be placed 
on each."

gioOTTAWA, March 18.—(By Canadian 
Press.)—The tremendous advance in 
the cost of living and the corresponding, 
though slightly less, increase in wages 
in Canada during the period from 1913 
to 1920 is shown by a lengthy state­
ment which will be published by the 
labor department as a supplementary 
to the March issue of the Labor Gazette. 
The rates of wages are compiled from 
statistics obtained in thirteen Canadian 
cities scattered across the Dominion. 
An increase of 90.3 per cent in the 
hourly rate of wages paid in 1920 over 
the 1913 scale is shown by the state­
ment. These figures take into account 
a decrease in the number of working 
hours per weak.

Peak in July, 1920.
As to the cost of living, the average 

increase in all items for a family when 
the peak was reached in July, 1920, was 
101 per cent over 1913. Food had risen 
130 per cent over 1913; fuel, 91 per 
cent; rent, 34 per cent; clothing, 160 
per cent, and sundries, 90 per cent. By 
December food had dropped to a level 
of 102 per cent over 1913, but fuel had 
continued to increase, reaching .a level 
of 118 per cent above 1913.

The occupations under review in the 
bulletin with reference to wages are 
as follows:

Increase In Wages.
Seven building trades, five metal 

trades, two printing, street railway 
motormen and conductors, and six 
classes of steam railway employees. 
The department took as its index num­
ber for 1913 the figure 100, and on this 
basis it was discovered that the aver­
age increase in hourly wage rates for 
building rates was 80 per cent since 
1913, while weekly rates had advanced 
72 per cent. The average increase in 
metal trades was 109 per cent in hourly 
rates, and 89 per cent in weekly rates.

In the two printing trades given the 
increase in hourly rates appears at 74 
per cent and in weekly rates at 82 per 
cent over 1913.

Railway Pay Advances.
Street railway motormen and con­

ductors secured average increases of 
94 per cent in hourly rates and 179 per 
cent in weekly rates. In steam rail- 

■ways the increase per diem and per 
mile for the six classes averaged 86.6 
per cent, but it is pointed out that 
over-time rates for excess hours or 
mileage have been paid since January, 
1918. This means a great increase in 
the rates as given.

The increase in factory wage scales 
over 1913 is very large. Index numbers 
of these rates show an average increase 
in common factory labor of 115 per 
cent in hourly rates since 1913, and 98 
per cent in weekly rates.

The police, however, found 
that the stranger’s gun belonged to 
Wanderer’s cousin, and that Wanderer 
had borrowed it a few days before the 
murders. Wanderer was arrested and 
signed a confession that he had hired 
the etranger, whom he termed a "poor 
boob,’ to stage a fake hold-up, and had. 
killed his wife and the man.

In his first trial, for the murder of 
his wife, and her unborn babe, Wan­
derer repudiated this confession. He 
was found guilty and given a 25-year 
sentence, the jury announcing that it 
had compromised on the punishment.

CHICAGO, March 18.—By a vote of 
21,482 to 207, union workers in Chicago 
packing plants went on record today 
in favor of a strike if they are "unable 
to induce the packers to maintain the 
eight-hour work day."

Telegraphic reports at union head- 
quarters were said to Indicate similar 
strike majorities in other packing- 
house centres throughout the United 
States. . . 1The exact wording of the ballot on 
which the workers voted follows:

"Do you favor and authorize a strike 
In the event that the Government or 
our organization is unable to induce 
the packers to maintain the eight-hour 
work day and compliance withthe 
agreement entered into with the United 
States department of labor?

The agreement referred to was a war­
time ruling which submitted all wage 
and hour disputes between the packers 
and their employes to a federal ar­
bitrator.

The packers withdrew from the agree­
ment on February 26 on the ground 
that the war was over. The unions 
claim that the war has not officially 
ended.

After withdrawing from the agree­
ment the packers announced wage re­
ductions of from 12% to 15 per cent 
and changed the work day from eight 
hours to ten hours before overtime 
would be paid.

The present strike ballot, it- was said 
by union leaders, is worded in such a 
way as to make it possible for the 
strike to be averted at the packers- 
labor conference called by Secretary of 
Labor Davis to meet in Washington on 
Monday. The union leaders take the 
position, however, that if the packers 
refuse either to restore the former wage 
scale and hours or to submit the whole 
disagreement to the federal arbitrator 
the officials of the unions will be forced 
to order a walkout.

THE LOAN AND TRUST COR­
PORATIONS BILL.

The Loan and Trusts Corporations 
Bill has been introduced into the 
Legislature by the Attorney-General. 
It contains considerations affecting 
the future of more importance than 
those affecting the immediate pres­
ent.

Some have thought for a long time 
that all loan companies should have 
the powers of trust companies. The 
bill gives trust companies all the 
powers of trust companies, enlarged 
and improved, and gives them all 
the powers of loan companies as 
well.

One of the difficulties under which 
loan companies staggered in the 
past was their meagre powers. These 
have been very materially enlarged 
and improved. Under the bill a loan 
company can take double the amount 
of its paid-up capital and reserve on 
deposit. This is wise and safe. It 
can have four times its paid-up cap­
ital and reserve in deposits and de­
bentures, which to also wise and 
safe.

But, after all, is there not a view 
point of the present bill that fore­
shadows the pasing of the loan com­
pany and the coming of the trust 
company, the absorption or merger 
of the loan company in the trust 
company? The act gives the trust 
company the powers now possessed 
by both, only a little defined and 
restricted.

In the United States this is an 
accomplished fact, and many of the 
trust companies are very large, with 
assets in the hundreds of millions.

scheme. The drugless physicians have 
no hand in the enterprise. The same 
dominant school is responsible for the 
medical trust, which Is striving to estab­
lish itself in the position of privy coun­
cil to the Government. The secret of 
Its temporary success is in its make-up. 
It is a skillful blending of Canadian gall 
and German junkerism which, in reach­
ing conclusions, never reasons with 
facts and real conditions if they are in 
the way. They first bewildered and in­
timidated the common intelligence of the 
country with a silly fable about germs; 
then brushed aside and pooh poohed into 
a, corner the intelligent and conservative 
minority in their own ranks. Then they 
hoodwinked and kidnapped the law. 
Their whole superstructure is built on 
force and fraud. It is really true that 
the successful operation of this trust re­
quires that all the practical knowledge 
of treating diseases, and ultimately the 
diagnosis and prophylactic measures, 
which study and observation and bedside 
practice have developed and formulated, 
mostly since the period of Renaissance, 
are to be abandoned and regulated to 
thescrap heap. And it proposes to in­
troduce in the place of the vital parts 
emasculated the germ theory, which 
briefly stated means that every disease 
has as its primary cause a specific germ, 
and the only remedy is a germicide 
that has the specific property of anti- 
doting that specific germ; in other 
words, disease taints taken from ani­
mals. In defining what is the working 
program of the medical trust I haven't 
overdrawn the picture nor jumped at 
conclusions. That method in treating 
disease should be abandoned, also vac­
cines, serums, and toxine, as they are 
most dangerous to health. There is no 
avenue Inviting investigation in this 
country that will yield as many sur­
prises as the investigation of this junta 
of doctors that Is striving to have Itself 
made the legal conservator of the health, 
safety and lives of the dear people. The 
medical trust is the one lone monument 
in this country standing intact, of the 
forlorn hope sent out by Germany sev- 
oral years ago to bring the social af­
fairs of the civilized world under the 
control and dominancy of German kul- 
tur. I want to offer one illustration as 
to how the matter can work out.

It was charged that during the recent 
European war there were 70,000 English 
soldiers who were in the prime of physi­
cal condition, when accepted for ser­
vice, that were later sent home unfit for 
duty on account of tuberculosis, which 
was alleged to have resulted from the 
routine of experimental injections with 
prophylactic serums. The English Gov­
ernment was so impressed that it felt 
compelled to take action, and Parlia­
ment, without delay, abolished compul­
sory vaccination and serum immunizing 
injections. The true healing art is not in the administration of poisons. To 
attempt to cure diseases by adding to 
the causes of disease is irrational and 
absurd. There has been a great in­
crease of medical men, but upon my 
life, diseases have increased in propor- 
tion.

Many ground waters 
contain one to twenty parts per 
million of iron which may be pre­
cipitated by exposure to the air, and 
by release of hydrostatic pressure 
causing the waters to become turbid, 
and many of such waters develop rusty- 
looking relatinous growths that may in­
terfere in industrial operations.

’In all cleansing processes, especially 
if soap or alkali is used, precipitated 
iron is likely / to cause rusty or dull 
spots. In contact with materials con- 
talning tannin, compounds of iron forms 
greenish or black substances that dis­
color the product. Therefore many 
waters containing amounts even as 
small as one or two parts per million 
of iron have to be purified before they 
can be used industrially.
, In water for dye works iron is espe­

cially objectionable and commonly pre­
vents the use of the water without puri­
fication. Iron in the water supply of 
paper mills may be precipitated on the 
pulp, giving a brown color, or during

The demand for professional 
hockey on the part of London 
fans gives another angle to the 
question. Many want it and 
many would prefer that the city 
stick to the amateur game. That 
would be a question the fans 
themselves could answer once 
the arena is a reality.

Our ex-I 
perience is that, in Canada, these two 
grasses would, if added to the stand- 
ard and often stereotyped mixture of 
"clover and timothy,” materially help 
to increase the value of the hay crops

Some Pasture Grasses.
We have especially in mind the use 

of some grasses which, although of 
little importance for hay, yet are very 
valuable as pasture grasses, that is to 
say, may be advantageously put in as 
bottom grasses in hay mixtures and| 
pastured when the hay has been re-I 
moved. Among these grasses are the 
Kentucky blue grass, suitable espe- 
cially for loamy soil, the sheep's fescue: 
and the red or creeping fescue on light 
land, the red top especially under weti 
conditions, and the crested dog’s tail 
under similar conditions.

In our opinion, it would pay to add 
these grasses in small quantities to. 
grass mixtures seeded down with the 
taller-growing grasses primarily looked| 
upon as hay producers. Indeed, the; 
experience of countries where the farms 
are small and where consequently the 
highest possible returns are impera- 
tive to make farming a living propo­
sition, strongly points to the advisa­
bility of including four or five or even 
more grasses in ha and pasture mix­
tures so as to make it the more re-

Pruning Necessary To Secure Evenly-Balanced, Strong 
Trees — Strong-Growing Branches Should Be 

Suppressed by Heading Back.

The tendency to remove all small 
branches which may for several years 
develop fruiting areas should be avoid­
ed. It is, of course, Impossible to 
prune so that some of the larger 
branches will not In time have to be 
removed, but a little thought will re­
duce this possibility to a minimum.

THE BEST TIME TO PRUNE.
Undoubtedly the latter part of March 

and April are the best months to prune. 
The wounds made at that season will 
more readily heal over than if made 
earlier, and there is more time to give 
to the work. Coverings are generally of 
little value, except in the case of large 
wounds, when a good thick white lead 
paint with a little linseed oil in it 
should be painted into the wood sur­
face to prevent checking and decay. 
Such wounds should be protected from 
year to year to preserve the wood until 
healed over.

The cutting should be reasonably 
close, as otherwise more time will be 
required for the wound to heal over. 
Stubs of branches, if left, prevent a 
covering of the wound with bark, and 
decay may result before the wound is 
healed over. Old neglected trees should 
be carefully pruned to remove all dead 
wood, leaving the best and strongest 
branches. It to not always possible to 
make a good-looking, shapely tree In 
doing this, and the usefulness of many 
an old tree has been sacrificed for some 
years by too extreme pruning at one 
time.—W. S. Blair, superintendent, 
Experimental Station, Kentville, N. S.

The foliage of a tree Is the manufac­
turing centre where food materials from 
the soil combine with those from the 
air to form the tissue-building ma­
terials. The larger the active leaf area 
therefore the better the growth. Defi­
nite experiments covering four years in 
Virginia indicate an average increase 
of trunk growth of 1.93 Inches on 
lightly-pruned trees. In other words, 
the greatest growth will result where 
no pruning is practiced. Pruning is 
necessary, however, to direct the 
growth so that an evenly-balanced, 
strong tree may be formed and surplus 
and undesirable branches not allowed 
to develop. The directing of the 
growth during the early years of the 
tree is of first branches about 24 
inches from the ground, and five to six 
branches which form the frame of the 
tree spaced evenly as far apart as pos­
sible. Particularly desirable is it to 
remove the next to the last top branch, 
which, if left, will form a weak top 
because of the forked crotch formed 
with the top limb.

Heading Back.
Heading back at planting time Is 

necessary to balance the loss from 
cut-off roots because of digging. Tests 
made at Kentville show an average 
growth of 4.82 Inches the first year and 
20 inches the second year where newly- 
planted trees had three-quarters of 
their growth removed, whereas similar 
trees not headed back made a growth 
of one inch the first year and 2.4 inches 
the second year.

Strong growing branches should be 
suppressed by heading back and weak 
branches not pruned at all. If the 
whole tree is weak a severe heading 
back in the spring will throw greater 
vigorous developments But If there 
are weak branches on one side of a 
tree and strong ones on the other the 
reduction of leaf area on the weak 
branches will tend to further weaken 
these branches because of the strongest 
sap flow toward the greatest foliage 
area, obviously therefore a reduction of 
foliage area on the strong branches will 

|lessen this tendency and throw more 
growth toward the weaker branches.

HINTS ON MANAGEMENT.
A paraphrase of the old hymn might 

read "The Mistakes of My Life Have 
Been Many, the Sins of Omission Have 
Been More.” In poultry raising as well 
as in life this is true; and while this 
may not be timely, it may prevent some 
of the things that happened this year 
from causing us both sorrow and loss 
next year.

First, overcrowding as the result of 
hatching more chicks than we have room 
to grow to a marketable age. One of 
the first things that a beginner must 
learn is never to hatch all the chickens 
he wants at that time. Did you ever 
cook beans? Well if you have you know 
that the finished product is away out of 
proportion to the amount with which 
you started. Fifty to a big number for 
an ordinary backlotter or most begin­
ners if they wish to avoid overcrowding. 
Never permit half that number to roost 
in the same coop nor in the same quar­
ters, at least till they are grown.

MITES.
Second, mites are a constant source 

of loss not only in the slow development 
of the bird, but also in the color and 
texture of the feather. A pound the 
month in the American breeds is as little 
growth as one should expect if the con­
ditions are at all satisfactory. If you 
are not getting that amount of growth, 
something is wrong. Look at once to 
your feed and quarters. Keep your 
roosts clean and spray with kerosene at 
least once a week. Use air-slaked lime

TOMATO GROWING.

The tomato crop to a ready feeder and 
responds to good care. As a general 
rule, manure fills a large place in the 
fertilization of tomato ground, and this 
is well, since manure carries a large 
supply of humus and is rich in bacterial 
action. But manure can be very profit- 
ably supplemented with a heavy appli­
cation of high-grade fertilizer.

Mixtures which have given exceeding, 
ly good results on tomatoes are gener­
ally medium to high in nitrogen (the 
lighter the land the higher the nitrogen 
should be), high in phosphoric acid and 
low to medium in potash (the nearer 
the soil is to a muck or sand type, the 
higher should be the potash); 3 to 5 per 
cent ammonia, 8 to 12 per cent phos­
phoric acid, and 2 to 4 per cent potash

The central branch should be allowed 
to maintain the lead, this, however, not 
for the purpose of forming a pyramidal 
tree with a central leader, but so that 
from it several well-spaced scaffold 
branches are formed on this central 
leader: If the tendency is toward a 

: pyramidal form with central leader ex­
tending high into the air, having many 
branches radiating from it, this should 
be checked, thus forming a tree com­
bining the desirable features of the 
pyramidal form and eliminating the un­
desirable open centre form of tree.

To balance the tree the heading back 
of strong-growing branches is necessary. 
This heading back tends to develop side 
branches and attention must be given 
to the elimination of some of these that 
too many scaffold branches are not 
formed. The whole aim should be 
to build up a framework that will carry 
large crops of fruit and at the same 
time not have an over-abundance of 
large branches.

Sunlight is essential for vigorous leaf 
growth and also for ripening the fruit, 
a dense growth is therefore objection- 
able, and the preventing of this should 
for the most part consist of annual re­
moval of such small broaches as are 
likely in time to extend to where other 
more desirable branches should be. The

It needs, too. a more truly democratic 

system of popular government, in which 
no group or class will enjoy special ad­
vantages at the polls. Despite the stern 
battle for representation by population 
before confederation, we still have a. 
system which gives agricultural com­
munities double and triple the political 
power of voters in urban centres. It 
used to be argued in defence of these 
conditions that area as well as popula­
tion should be considered since rural 
members could not have that Intimate 
relation with their constituents that 
city members enjoyed, unless the unit 
of representation in the country was 
made very much lower than in the urban 
centres. The argument no longer ap- 
plies.

If rural members still have wide areas 
to cover, they possess newspapers, 
postal services, the telegraph and the 
telephone—agencies for the dissemina­
tion of information denied to their pre­
decessors—and certainly the people of 
the country now have at least as com­
plete knowledge of public affairs as 
those of towns and cities.

Have Increased.
The difficulties of the city member, 

on the contrary, have steadily increased. 
He has to consider, not only racial, but 
social elements in his constituency. 
There are literally thousands of electors 
whom he cannot know personally. 
Where the country member can establish 
an individual relationship with his con­
stituents, the city member is dependent 
upon the machinery of meetings, ward 
organizations, and the complex and in­
finite detail Involved in establishing 
even distant contact with diverse racial 
elements accustomed to the political 
practices of their own countries.

The movement, accentuated by the 
farmers, towards group and class organ- 
ization, greatly strengthens the argu­
ment for representation by population. 
Organized farmers have no greater right 
to representation in the House of Com­
mons than organized labor, or than 
manufacturers, or any other special 
element in the community. But under 
our present electoral system, 40 per cent

are definitely committed to radical tariff 

:reductions which imperil the industrial 
stability of the country, and threaten 
labor with low wages and unemploy­
ment, could inflict their will by a min­
ority vote upon a majority who be­
lieve in adequate protection for steady 
work and living wages. In the place 
of parliament being "organized" against 
the agricultural interests, our electoral 
policy Is such today that farmers, 
"organized in their own interests,” 
could impose their minority views upon 
the country. The principle of democ­
racy requires that our Parliament should 
be truly representative. National con­
siderations demand that no class or 
party should enjoy special concessions. 
Redistribution of constituencies should 
be accompanied by representation by 
population.

National Conference.
There is need also for a national con­

ference of federal ministers, provincial 
premiers, representatives of the manu­
facturing associations, boards of trade 
and agricultural and labor organizations 
to consider the whole question of dupli­
cations of taxes in Canada. Such a 
conference should not discuss methods 
of taxation, but consider only what 
fields of taxation should be reserved by 
the Dominion, what should be reserved 
to the provinces or what should be com­
mon to the Dominion and the provinces.

STARTLING FIGURES.
These figures give an idea of the 

real causes of infant deaths very 
different from those which most 
people casually hold. For instance, 
no less than 60 per cent of the total 
loss was due to causes operating 
before the child was actually born 
at all—that means to conditions af­
fecting the mother. Only 40 per 
cent were due to causes which af­
fected the child only after it was 
born.
PRENATAL CARE THE GREAT 

CURE.
We all know that the mothers 

condition before the baby is born 
affects the child, but perhaps few 
of us realize how much. Prenatal 
clinics for the care of the mother 
have been organized, and physl- 
clans are giving much attention to 
this, subject for private patients 
who go to them. But the patients 
themselves are the ones who make 
the real difficulty—they hold off 
until it is too late.

CARE OF THE MOTHER.
For at least five months before the 

baby is born the mother should be 
under medical supervision; yet a 
great many mothers do not receive 
five days, sometimes do not receive 
five hours, prenatal attention —be­
cause they do not ask for it—do not 
know its importance—"take a 
chance.” So it comes about that 
we lose mothers by death every 
year; and still more do we lose 
babies.

POST NATAL CAUSES.
After a baby is successfully born 

and is battling with the big world, 
he has a better chance of survival 
than before he was born—curious 
isn’t it? But even then, an unne­
cessary number die of things which 
we, who have been longer in the 
game than the baby has, ought to 
protect him from. The two great 
causes of death in the 40 per cent, 
which are not due to prenatal, causes 
are malnutrition at first, infectious 
diseases later. First we starve the 
poor youngster; then we let the 
‘wild animals” of civilization—the 
germs—get at him.

I STARVING BABIES.
Human babies require human milk 

to be really successful youngsters— 
and that is the one really proper 
food for them. True, skillful medi­
cal attention will succeed more or 
less well in steering a good manv 
babies through the many pitfalls 
and barbed wire fences of artificial 
feeding—but an appalling number 
die, just the same, who might have 
lived if human milk were used.

Finally, babies are very sensitive 
to infectious diseases, especially 
after they are six to nine months 
old. There is a very fatal teaching 
abroad to the effect .that "young 
children suffer mildly from chil­
dren’s diseases”—let them have 
them early and get it over with. 
This is the most ghastly fallacy. 
Almost all the deaths from chil­
dren's diseases are in young chil­
dren—the older they are when they 
get the disease, the more likely they 
are to recover.

Whoever started the other story 
certainly had no desire to see the 
population grow! It is hard to dis­
cover where or how such stories 
spring into being—for not a single 
medical authority of standing but 
preaches and teaches the very op­
posite—and no one who has watch­
ed children and children's statistics 
but knows that the younger the child

POPULATION.
This year is census year—Canada 

is going to measure its own "height 
and weight in the world—to find out 
how much it has grown or lost; to 
see if it is under-nourished or over- 
nourished or what, in citizens.

A nation is curiously like the hu­
man body, for its natural growth 
consists in the reproduction of Its 
individual units—ceils in the case 
of the body, people in the case of 
the nation. Just as in the body the 
new material produced must more 
than make up for the waste and 
wear or tear, if growth is to result, 
so in a nation the number of births 
must be greater than the number 
of the deaths to make the popula-. 
tion increase by natural means.

NATIONAL SIAMESE TWINS.
But nations can grow another way. 

by a method not very common in the 
human body itself—that is by the 
actual addition of new-ready made 
material from outside, instead of 
any internal growth. This does 
happen in the human body some­
times, as when a surgeon transplants 
skin from one person to another. In 
the case of a nation, the immigrant 
is the transplanted skin, forming a 
ready-made and often very wel- 
come addition. It must be admitted, 
however, that sometimes immigra­
tion results in the same sort of dis­
crepancy of which Jeff complained, 
to Mutt recently—the skin that was 
transplanted to Jeff’s wounded head 
turned out to be chicken skin and 
grew feathers instead of hair! Im- 
migrants sometimes.Introduce "hair- 
raising” methods of a like bizarre 
character.,

HOW IS LONDON GROWING?
If we dare to take the figures of 

1919 in face of the new census due 
this year, London’s internal growth 
is not very satisfactory. The num­
ber of deaths and the number of 
births were altogether too much 
alike in that year to give an ap­
preciable impetus to our population 
figures. This leaves us to immi­
gration as the alternative.

WHY NOT BETTER?
Fort William had births and 

deaths in the proportion of 35 per 
cent to 12; three times as many were 
born as the total of those who died. 
That means a good growth from 
within, a growth of population in 
native citizens.

Toronto had about twice as many 
births as it had deaths—and that is 
a fair average of growth from with­
in. But London had only 20 births 
to 17 deaths—only a 1-6th margin.

WHAT IS THE MATTER?
The birth rate of London is fair­

ly normal—the real trouble Is with 
the deaths, and amongst the deaths, 
the deaths of young children are 
very prominent. We must face the 
facts and admit that we are behind 
the times—or were in 1919—on this 
point.

WHAT SHOULD WE HAVE 
DONE?

In 1918 the Child Welfare Associa­
tion was organized. The death rate 
amongst infants at that time was 
nothing to boast of. In 1919 it was 
pretty well up, although very active 
work was carried on through clinics 
and home visiting.
INFANT MORTALITY COMING 

DOWN.
But the good results of this work 

were shown in 1920, the figures for 
which have just been compiled, for 
London was down to 104 deaths 
under one year old for each 1,000 
births, which means a saving in 
babies in London that year as com­
pared with the year before of about 
12 per cent. But even so the loss is 
quite far above the losses in some 
other places, where the "saving

iSuperintendent of Insurance 
Adds To Recent Statement 

Regarding Statistics.
OTTAWA, March 18. — By Canadian 

Press.—G. D. Finlayson, superintendent 
of insurance, In,a statement tonight re­
fers to evidence given before the pen- 
siong committee with respect to the 
relative mortality of abstainers • and 
non-abstainers.

“The statement with reference to the 
relative mortality experience! by ab­
stainers and non-abstainers as insured 
lives," said Mr. Finlayson, “was made 
in connection with a private bill pro­
moted by a particular company which 
has a comparatively small abstainers 
section, and the question as to the ex­
perience of this section having arisen 
it was stated that at the present time 
the mortality in this section was higher 
than in the general section. It was, how-I 
ever, clearly pointed out that owing to 
the small number of lives involved this 
fact had absolutely no significance as 
indicating the relative mortality of ab­
stainers and non-abstainers generally.

I “The experience of companies oper- 
Iating abstainers' sections in a large 

way, and also investigations made from 
time to time both in the United States 
and Great Britain into the mortality 
of the two classes, go to show that the 
abstainers' class experiences a lower 
rate of mortality than the general 
class."

Despite the fact that there has been 
no parade made by Principal H. B. 
Beal and his staff of competent in­
structors, the spacious halls, stairways 
and rooms of the Technical and Art 

1School, Dundas street, were thronged 
last night with interested sightseers, 
young and old, who took the opportunity 
afforded by the opening of "visitors’ 
week" to view the work of the stu­
dents. many of whom are doubtless sons 
and daughters, or brothers and sisters 
of some of the spectators.

Brightly lighted, echoing and re- 
echoing to happy voices, merry laugh- 
ter and the sweet strains of excellently- 
rendered musical selections provided 
by the six-piece Technical School or- 
chestra, which made its first public 
appearance, the big building induced a 
dream of what great possibilities lie in 
the school buildings of the city as com­
munity centres at present, not merely 
unused but positively going to waste.

Fairyland of Opportunity.
For the fortunate visitor who had 

time to leisurely grasp all that was to 
be seen a tour of the different depart­
ments provided, amidst almost ideal- 
istically pleasant surroundings, a great 

wealth of " information and education. 
To the young boys who viel with each 
other in trying who could see the most 
and pick out the most interesting ex­
hibit the place appeared a veritable 
fairyland of opportunity to learn how 
‘to make something.”

While for the large number of young 
girls the millinery,embroidery and dress- 

: making rooms, with their daintily artis- 
j tic samples of the work of .clever and 

nimble fingers, were a very paradise, 
which stirred in their hearts a desire 
to be able to make such delicate and 

|beautiful garments for themselves.
Work Samples Interesting.

I To the older people came pangs very 
akin to jealousy and regret that such 
schools did not fall to their lot. But 
this twinge of longing for the impos­
sible was greatly lessened if not alto- 
gether dissipated by the great Interest 
to be found in the samples of work done 
by the young men and maidens, the boys 
and girls who in the course of a few 
brief years will take on their shoulders 

: the responsibilities of citizenship, bet­
ter equipped than their parents, to 
make London the pride of Canada, and

: Canada the pride of the whole world.
The exhibition will be open this af- 

: ternoon and again on Monday, Tuesday 
|and Wednesday evenings.

Turning to the left at the top of the 
'steps on entering the building the first 
three rooms are found to be devoted to 
exhibits of the work of students attend­
ing the six months and shorter courses 
in millinery, embroidery and sewing and 
dressmaking. In the first-named room 
the instructress, Miss Smith, took special 
pleasure in directing the attention of 
the reporter to some two or three out­
standing samples of the millinery art 
made by her students.

The first hat to which she directed 
attention looked the full equal in aristo­
cratic style and finish of any on display 
in the downtown store windows. It was 
constructed of black marine and narrow 
mohair braid, trimmed with tiny roses 
of blue corded ribbon. The next, made 
by a six-months’ pupil, was also made 
of maline and mohair with a transpar­
ent crown and trimmed with pastelle 
shaded narrow ribbon, looked a veritable 
“love of a hat."

In the room devoted to the embroidery 
and sewing exhibits, the display was of 
a standard of quality which was positive 
proof that the fingers of the women of 
today have in no wise lost the skill of 
their forebears in the designing and 
fashioning of beautiful frivolities so 
much loved by the feminine sex.

To the male visitor to the room con­
taining the samples of dressmaking and 
including specimens of all classes of 
dresses from the serviceable house dress 
of gingham to the fashionable evening 
dress of soft silk, was an eye-opener, 
and the wise bachelor will make the 
wife of his choice from amongst the 
young women who have learned to make 
their own dresses at the Technical 
School rather than from those who let 
others make them for them. Nor was 
there lacking evidence of originality in 
design, trimming and finish which was a 
delight to the artistic eye.

Other phases of the instruction in 
“home-making” that is given at “The 
Tech” were to be seen in the domestic 
science room in hunger-compelling sam­
ples of bread, cakes, biscuits, cookies, 
pies, etc., all freshly made. But out­
standing as an exhibit here was the 
handsome gas cook stove donated by the 
McClary Manufacturing Company as 
first prize for the student attending the 
six-month home cooking course and 
securing the highest marks. The winner 
had to attend 90 per cent of the course, 
show highest quality in her term work, 
notes, recipes, table setting and prac­
tical cooking. The winner of the prize 
was Mrs. Jennings of 558 Princess ave­
nue.

In the chemistry laboratory a number 
of intensely interesting exhibits of -ap­
plied chemistry were on show, including 
Sulphonal oils, Cobalt ore and its treat­
ment, coal tar products traced from a 
lump of coal through their various rami­
fications to dyes, aniline colors, per­
fumes, etc.

Many excellent studies in pencil, cray­
on, water colors and oils are "hung" 
in the art room, including a number of 
studies from life. This room would well 
repay an hour’s visit and study.,

A similar tribute may quite justly be 
paid to the exhibits of wood carving 
by women on show in the wood-carving 
room.

Of the architectural drawings and 
their actual quality and value as work­
ing drawings only an experienced archi­
tectural draftsman could speak with as- 
surance, but to the uninitiated they ap­
pealed as fine samples of workmanship. 
Amongst the drawings axe several sug­
gested designs for the entrance to the 
auditorium, which it is hoped will soon 
form a part of the Technical School 
premises.

Amongst the exhibits of woodwork 
made by the students are a number of 
very handsome pieces of furniture, 
amongst which special mention must be 
made of the heavy oak table in the 
library and reading-room. This table, 
which is of solid oak, was made by the 
students. It is 16 feet in length and 4. 
feet 6 inches in width. The handsome 
oak bookcase which adorns one side of 
the room is also the work of the stu- 
dents. Most of the necessary furniture 
for the school is being made on the 
premises by students, and at the present 
time no less than twelve knee-hole writ­
ing desks for the teachers' rooms are 
under construction. S
) In the carpentry and joinery room in­
teresting models of roofs and stairways 
are shown. These models are always 
available for study by any local builder 
who is seeking the solution of a problem 
of how to frame his roof to unusual 
angles.

The pride, however, of Principal Beal 
and his whole staff is centred in the 
machine shop, which, they claim, is the 
best equipped in the province and pos­
sibly on the continent. Here under com­
petent instruçtors, the young machinist 
may learn the latest practice in theory 
and by actual operation in machine con­
struction and tool making. Splendid 
samples of steel lathe work are on show, 
work which has been done and tested 
by micrometer as to its absolute perfec­
tion of finish.

Other departments that provide a vast 
fund of interest and instruction even for 
the casual visitor are the automobile 
room, the electric wiring room, the phy­
sical laboratory, the plumbing room and 
the oxy-acetylene welding and cutting 
apparatus in the machine shop.
