Ottawa, April 21.—When the meeting 
of prohibitionists assembled last even­
ing a member stated that Sir John 
Bourinot had given the opinion that a 
private member could introduce a pro­
hibitory bill.

Mr. Flint said that J. R. Dougall had 
conferred with members of the sub­
committee, and a line of action was 
adopted which it was thought would 
meet the views of the minority. This 
new report, which was adopted, set 
forth that total national prohibition was 
the only effective remedy for the evils 
of intemperance. That the Scott Act 
was found to be productive of much 
good, but it would not meet the present 
situation. That in view of the govern­
ment refusing to give a prohibitory bill, 
and while still urging for total prohi­
bition, the committee believed that tem­
perance reform would be materially 
aided by an act totally prohibiting the 
manufacture, importation and sale of 
intoxicating liquors for beverage pur­
poses In any province adopting or 
bringing into force such an act by the 
duly-qualified electors. Voting for this 
purpose would be at the provincial elec- 
tions, such legislation to be unrepeal- 
able for a period of time long enough 
to insure a fair test of its effectiveness.

pine, and began rafting togs 
across the lakes to their mills. This 
business amounted to about $2,000,000 
a year, and it gave employment to 
hundreds of American workmen. 
While these logs were admitted free, 
a duty of $1 a thousand was charged 
against Canadian sawed lumber, al­
though the United States was shipping 
back into Canada about $3,000,000 worth 
of sawed lumber every year, duty free. 
This, as it stood, was a one-sided ar­
rangement, with the advantages all 
going to the States. But the insatiable 
greed of a few lumber barons, who 
were able to elect and control United 
States senators, doubled the duty on 
Canadian sawed lumber for the sole 
purpose of prohibiting its importation.

This 
inflicted a wrong upon the Americans 
who own pine lands in Ontario, but 
their own Government inspired the ac­
tion, and was entirely responsible.

The matter of the removal of the 

grain inspection from our ports to the 
inland point at Winnipeg, is one in 
which the people of our two towns 
have united in objecting to. The board 
of trade of each place has passed reso­
lutions upon the subject, that are al­
most unanimous, even to the wording. 
The great features brought out that 
especially affect the interests of the 
farming community are the facts of its 
being necessary in most cases to inspect 
the grain during the night season, if 
the inspection be made at Winnipeg; 
also the fact that there is often quite 
a change in the quality of the grain 
between its inspection at Winnipeg and 
its delivery to an elevator at the lake 
port. The whole country should awaken 
to what is being done.
