DATE FOR A GENERAL RISING.

London, July 18.—The Shanghai cor­
respondent of the Express, under date 
of July 17. cables:

Prince Tuan has Issued an edict to 
fix a definite date for a general rising. 
What the date is I cannot ascertain, 
but it is doubtless an early one, for 
Prince Tuan is stated to have ordered 
all dispatch, in view of the arrival of 
more foreign troops. A large body of 
Chinese tonight is reported to he mov­
ing from Hupei in the direction of 
Shanghai. The situation here grows 
more threatening every day. The city 
Is still without any means of defense, 
and all the forts are being held by the 
Chinese.”
NEW YORK CHINAMEN IN PANIC.

New York, July IS.—Chinamen in 
New York have been officially notified 
of the war In China, and in consequence 
local Celestials are in a state of fear 
bordering on panic. So afraid are they 
that the murders committed by the 
Boxers will be avenged upon them, 
that an appeal for protection in the 
form of a petition has been made to 
Chinese Minister Wu Ting Fang, in 
Washington, according to information 
received by the police of the Elizabeth 
street station. Yesterday circulars in 
Chinese were distributed through the 
Chinese quarters, copied from a cir­
cular received from Pekin. The cir­
cular in Chinese read: “Shut toon wu 
yen.” Interpreted this means: “Kill 
all foreign people." The circular was 
sent to Lee Toy, mayor of Chinatown, 
by Minister Wu Ting Fang. The min­
ister did not expect Lee Toy to make 
public its contents, and the latter only 
did so after consulting the heads of the 
secret societies.

The Chinese of the city held a meet­
ing last night in Mott street josshouse. 
Speeches were made denouncing the 
Boxers, and resolutions “deploring the 
misfortune which has befallen the for­
eign residents of Pelcin,’’ and “volun­
teering to aid in the suppressing of the 
uprising of the Boxers," were passed.

MANCHURIA DISTURBANCES.
London, Wednesday, July 18—4 a.m. 

—The news of the Manchuria disturb­
ances is not regarded as justifying the 
serious view attributed by the Daily 
Mail’s advices. Amur, the boundary 
territory between Eastern Siberia and 
Manchuria, has been the scene of 
local disturbances for a long time, ow­
ing to the provocative conduct of the 
Cossacks toward the 25,000 Chinese em­
ployed in the construction of the Rus- 
eo-Manchurian Railway. Several seri- 
outi collisions have occurred between 
the Cossacks and the Chinese troops. 
Some weeks ago two Russian officers 
and sixteen men were killed. The ex­
tension of the Boxer movement to 
Manchuria has resulted in a general 
destruction of the railway, compelling 
the Russians to withdraw their of­
ficials.

The Chinese tried to stop the Rus­
sian steamer Mychael, carrying ammu­
nition, and the steamer Selenga, with 
the Russian frontier commission on 
board, from passing up the Amur at 
Algun. They fired on the steamers, 
wounding an officer and a few men, 
but the steamer reached Blagoves- 
chensk. The local Chinese commander 
at Algun seems to have sent the Rus­
sians a sort of ultimatum to quit 
Manchuria.

Mail’s 3t. Petersburg correspondent, 
have thrown up fortifications and 
placed 40 guna at a point twelve miles

vices leave the Inference that Blago- 
veschensk is still in Russian hands.

The Amur military district was 
mobilized a fortnight ago on a war | 
footing, and It is believed that the Rus­
sian forces there are 50,000 men and 112 
guns.

SEVERE RETRIBUTION DE­
MANDED.

The Russian papers demand severe 
retribution for Chinese audacity in 
Manchuria, but they hold to the view 
that Russia must persevere in her re­
solution to avoid war. The Chinese 
minister in St. Petersburg' has dis­
avowed the events in Manchuria on 
'behalf of his government.

The Daily Mail publishes a sensa­
tional dispatch from St. Petersburg, 
dated Monday, which asserts that there 
is no doubt that China has declared 
war against Russia. The correspond­
ent says:

“I hear from a reliable source .that 
the Chinese troops and the Boxers 
seized a Russian transport vessel, 
laden with munitions, near Algun (on 
the Amur River, about eighteen miles 
from the Russian frontier), killing al­
most the entire Russian escort. They 
next suddenly attacked and bombard­
ed the town of Blagoveschensk (cap­
ital of the Amur government, on the 
Amur River). The garrison held out 
oravely, but was finally overwhelmed. 
Nearly all perished, and the town was 
burned.”

COMPLETELY ROUTED.
There is little further news from 

China this morning. The attack upon 
the native city of Tien Tsin was fol­
lowed up so swiftly that the Chinese 
never had time to reorganize, and once 
their lines were broken their retreat 
rapidly became a route.

LI’S MISSION.
Li Hung Chang has left Canton. The 

Daily Telegraph has the following 
from Canton, dated July 16: “In an 
interview with the foreign consul to­
day, Li Hung Chang said that hie 
mission to Pekin was twofold^—to save 
the lives of the foreign ministers and 
to arrange the best possible terms of 
peace with the allied 'powers. The j 
American and French consuls, while j 
congratulating him upon these com- ] 
mendable purposes, reminded him of 
his pledges to protect foreigners and 
to preserve peace in Southern and 
Central China. Earl Li replied that 
he must obey the summons to Pekin, 
but that he had taken all necessary 
precautions.

ANOTHER MASSACRE.
According to a dispatch from Shang­

hai to the Dally Mail, a massacre oc­
curred on July 9 at Tal Yuen Fu, capi­
tal of the province of Shan Si, 40 for­
eigners and 100 native converts being 
killed.

The Moscow correspondent of the 
Daily Mail says: “Leading firms here 
have learned that their tea and silk 
warehouses at Kalgan, in the province 
of Chi Li, near the Great Wall, have 
been plundered and burned by Chinese 
rioters and troops. Goods worth 7,000,- 
000 taels have been destroyed." 

CANADIANS PLUNDERED. 
Toronto, July 17.—The London Stan­

dard’s correspondent cables that a 
party of ten Canadians had been plun­
dered by rebels near Nanaiyan Fu. 
Rev. R. P. Mackay, secretary of Can­
adian Presbyterian foreign missions, 
says there is reason to fear that this 
is the party of Canadians who were 
coming through from Chumang, in 
Northern Honan, to Hankow, a dis­
tance of 250 miles. Nanaiyan Fu is 
the principal stopping place on the 
way to Hankow. The party is com­
posed of Rev. J. Goforth, wife and 
four children; Rev. Murdoch Macken­
zie, wife and one child; Rev. J. A. 
Simmon, wife and one child; Rev. R. 
A. Mitchell and wife, Miss M. McIn­
tosh, Miss Pyke, Miss Dow, Dr. Leslie 
and wife, and Rev. John Griffith.

More Hopeful.
AT WASHINGTON.

Washington, July 17.—A decidedly 
more hopeful feeling with regard to 
the Chinese situation was apparent in 
all administration circles this evening, 
owing to the announcement of the vic­
tory of the allies at Tien Tsin and the 
capture of the forts and native city, 
and gathered further strength from 
Minister Wu’s cablegram, declaring 
that the foreign ministers at Pekin 
were safe on July 9.

As a result of the cabinet meeting 
it was given out that “the president 
has determined that the facts now 
known do not require or justify calling 
an extra session of congress. Should 
future developments indicate that he is 
unable to do what is required with the 
means now at his command, and the 
action of congress is necessary to 
furnish either men or money or author­
ity, he will not hestitate to call it 
together.”

Secretary Root furnished to the 
cabinet a summary of the troops avail­
able, and gave it as hie opinion that 
between 10,000 and 12,000 troops in all 
could be spared for service In China. 
These reinforcements are to be rushed 
through at the earliest possible mo­
ment.

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The Outlook.
The session of the Dominion Parlia­

ment, which has Just been brought to 
a close, probably ends the parliament 
which was elected on June 23, 1896, 
though It is possible. If the Govern­
ment so desires, to have another meet­
ing before dissolution. Five sessions 
have been held, but one c.f these was 
not properly a session, but a continu­
ance of the session of 1896, the late 
Government being unable to pass Its 
estimates before the effluxion of time 
In which that Parliament could 'be kept 
sitting. It is very likely, therefore, 
that there will be a general election 
before another session, but the time 
for such a contest has not yet been 
made public.

This Parliament has had an eventful 
career. During its endurance, the Do­
minion has made vast strides forward 
In her young nationhood. Never in 
any former Parliament has Canada 
been so prosperous. Never .before has 
her trade and commerce been so great. 
Never before has her trade with the 
Motherland reached the great .propor­
tions that it has now attained. Never 
In the same length of time have our 
new territories had so many good set­
tlers placed upon their vacant soil. 
Never be foie have the people been so 
well employed or had better remunera­
tion for the work which they have 
performed.

It may be said by some that the Ad­
ministration of the day had compar­
atively little to do with this progress 
and prosperity. To that our reply is 
that when the Liberals were last In 
power they were accused of being re­
sponsible for the dullness in trade then 
existing, and the electors were asked 
by his opponents to defeat Hon. Alex. 
Mackenzie's government because it 
had failed to make the times good! 
Then it was held that a government 
should toe defeated if times were bad. 
To be consistent, the opponents of the 
Administration should now be urging 
that this Administration should be 
sustained. For the times today are the 
best Canada has ever had, and it is 
conceded toy all but hide-bound pai tis- 
ans that the lowered tariff, preferential 
trade with Great Britain, the establish­
ment of the cold storage system, the re­
moval of the restriction on our cattle 
sales to the United States, the pro­
gressive policy of developing our na­
tural resources, which have all been 
carried out by the present Administra­
tion, along with .postal and other re­
forms, have very materially added to 
the prosperity of the country.

With such a record, be the appeal 
made to the people, either within the 
next few months, or next year, there 
need toe no misgivings. There will be 
no mandate given to the politicians 
whom Sir Mackenzie Bo well, in 
moment of candor, dubbed “a nest of 
traitors.” These discredited politicians 
will not be called upon to replace Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier and his colleagues, and 
to put in force the reactionary policy 
that brought the Dominion to the most 
unsatisfactory conditions that prevail­
ed prior to 1896.

This is a new era of Canadian de­
velopment, and there must be no 
Standing still; no turning back of the 
hands of the clock that marks the 
progress of the Dominion. It is no 
time for a change, with all the un­
settling conditions which the Tupper- 
Haggart-Montague faction threaten to 
set on foot. It is a time for steady, 
peaceful, energetic, economical pro­
gress, and the present Administration 
can t>e 'best trusted to maintain it, see­
ing they have given it its start.

We do not think that great programmée 
are evolved or great movements car­
ried out in this spirit. A little more 
solid deliberation, less underhand In­
trigue, and less of hysterical excite­
ment, would make better politics.

Gruesome Political “Capital.”
The Quebec Chronicle has been ex­

hibiting in its window a portion of the 
rope toy which Dube, the murderer of 
his paramour, was hanged.

The object is to stir up opposition to 
the Administration at Ottawa, because 
the Governor-General in council declin­
ed to interfere to save Dube’s neck.

At one time we have the ministers 
hounded because a convict is reprieved, 
on the strong recommendation of the 
trial Judge—a course invariably follow­
ed in Great Britain.

Now, they are trying to make poli­
tical capital because a murderer, in 
whose case were no extenuating cir­
cumstances, Is not reprieved.

In doing their duty, the Ministers, 
we suppose, must expect misrepresen­
tation from an Opposition at its wit's 
end for material with which to manu­
facture political thunder; but it is 
most unseemly to drag the administra­
tion of justice and the action of the 
Crown, taken invariably on well under­
stood principles, into the political 
arena.

A GENERAL 
MOVEMENT

Of General Roberts’ Forces Said 
To Be Under Way.

London, July 17.—A special cable 
from Pretoria, dated July 16, says: A 
general movement of the troops Is oa 
the tapis. The column under Gen. 
Hamilton advanced to Dondenboom, 
west of Pretoria this morning, and 
drove the Boers from Pyramid Hills. 
The column bivouacked at Waterval. 
D Battery, of the second Canadian con­
tingent, is with the force. Gen. 
French's cavalry advanced from the 
camp at Derdetpcort, north of the town, 
and engaged the Boers, who retired. 
The enemy have several pieces of ar­
tillery. Gen. Hutton’s mounted in­
fantry division is at Bronchoest Spruit, 
some distance to the east of Pretoria.

BOERS FALL BACK.
A dispatch from Standerton, of yes­

terday's date, says that, as a result 
of desultory fighting for some days, 
the Bo era are retiring gradually to the 
northeast before Gen. Clery’s forces. 
The Boers have pom-poms and otheg 
high velocity guns.

STRATHCOXA’S IN IT.
In the fighting referred to the Brit­

ish had these casualties: Two at 
Thorneycroft’s mounted infantry were 
wounded, two of Strathcona’s Horse 
were wounded, and Major Sangmeis- 
ten-s, of the Naval Volunteers, who 
were attached to Stratchona’s Horse, 
was also wounded. Three members of 
Strathcona’s Horse were captured.

Hysteria in Politics.
The Democratic 'party in the United

tongued orator of stiver, carried every­
thing before him. This time it le the 
setback given to Hill in the caucus and 
the reception of Webster Davis ait the 
recent convention. This last addition 
to the Democratic party gave a speech 
that seems very much to have re- 
eeimbled a popular revival let’s address. 
It abounded in earnest exhortations- and 
tender appeals. The speech was anti- 
expansionist and pro-Boer. It has at­
tracted very little attention and caused 
no «tir in England, but in the spot 
where tt was delivered the people went 
wild. The new Democrat asserted his 
Independence, as he had enjoyed un­
der the Republicans better offices than 
they could give him; and he then went

Imperialism, it seems, 
means enslaving men and destroying 
the rights of free people. The oratory 
was of a coaxing, wooing kind, and so 
jtex as the particular audience was 
concerned, the orator .won as well as 
wooed. The little flags fluttered all 
over the place, the cheers rolled in 
thundering volleys. Some were affected 
even unto tears. When “the effort” 
was over, men rushed to grasp the 
epeaker’s hand, some fell upon his neck 
and one delegation paraded him round 
the room. All this makes very sensa­
tional, spicy reading for the Journals, 
but there qeeims to be something soft 
Kid mushy about it. The excitement 
does not seem to be real. There to a 
toetioW ring about the whole business.

Lieut. Borden Killed.
Ottawa, July 17.—The following tele­

gram, recived by His Excellency about 
4 o’clock this afternoon, has caused 
heartfelt sympathy with the minister 
of 'militia;

"Pretoria, July 17—To the Earl of 
Minto,—Regret to report Lieut. Bor­
den kilted in action yesterday. (Sign­
ed) Roberts.”

Dr. Borden was sitting in the house 
when the telegram was received at 
the department of militia by Col. Pine- 
ault, deputy minister, who at once 
hurried over to the house and sent a 
page In for the premier, who had Just 
replied to Dr. Sproule’s Inquiry about 
Col. 8aim Hughes that he had no 
"official" Information, and had crossed 
the floor to speak to Dr. Sproule.

The page delivered his message, and 
the premier left the chamber, to be 
handed the telegram given above. Dr. 
Borden was summoned to the premier’s 
room, and there the sad news was con­
veyed to him by t'he premier as gently 
and kindly as it was possible to im- 

I part it. The blow was an exceedingly 
! heavy one, as Lieut. Borden was an 
! only son, and a young man of unusually 
, bright prospects. The minister at once 
left for his residence to inform his 

! wife, who is young Borden’s step­
mother.

The deceased, Major Harold Borden, 
was 23 years of age, and was the only 
son of the minister of militia. He was 
a splendid specimen of humanity,

| standing 6 feet 3 inches in his stocking 
! feet, and weighing 198 pounds. At the 
j time he received his commission as 
I lieutenant in B Squadron, Second 
i Mounted Rifles. Major Borden was a 
i third year student in medicine in Mc- 
; Gill University. Previous to that he 
' studied at Mount Allison College, Sack- 
j ville, N. B. He was commanding of- 
; fleer, with the rank of major, in the 
i Kings County Hussans. Dr. and Mrs.
| Borden will leave at once for Canning,
! N. S.. where their two daughters are. 
i The death of Major Borden, who was 
; designed for a medical career, breaks 
i the long line of medical men in the 
: Borden family, extending through four 
generations.

invited by President Kruger to Invest 
their capital in the Transvaal were 
deprived of ait the liberties of citizen­
ship; no school privileges were ac­
corded to their children; they were 
commandeered to fight against the na­
tives; even court justice was a hol­
low mockery; the protectorate of Great 
Britain was even denied; petition after 
petition was made, but -without re­
dress, and the burden of taxation was 
increased. All that was demanded 
was equal rights’ and a pacific settle­
ment of all questions. The only reply 
made by President Kruger was the 
issue of his stupid ultimatum, and his 
subsequent declaration of war and oc­
cupation of British possessions. The 
time had come for the whelps of the 
lion to rally to her side. An object 
lesson was given to all men and all 
nations, that no matter where the at­
tack may come from, the empire is 
solidiilied. ‘Blow for blow will be 
struck back by the British, and that 
blow will come as freely from Canada 
and Australia as from the heart of the 
empire.’ Canadians are loyal to their 
flag, and their patriotism shows at Its 
brightest when their country requires 
their assistance. When the summons 
came for volunteers, 3,000 lads stepped 
forward for service. The answer sent 
to the motherland was very much in 
the same language as was addressed 
by Jehosophat to the King of Israel:
T am as thou art, and my people as 
thy people, and we will be with thee 
in the war.’ The spirit of the Can­
adian people is voiced by the tele­
gram sent by John A. Barry, of Mon­
treal, begging to be allowed to fill th_ 
gap In the regiment caused by the 
death of his brother in one of the 
battles. Our boys have done their duty 
nobly and faithfully. They have placed 
Canada In the rank of nations. Where 
the battle was fiercest, where great 
danger lay, where difficulties had to 
be overcome, where only brave and 
trusty men were required, there Can­
adians were to be found, staunch, 
true and reliable. They have proved 
themselves the equals of the best sol­
diers of the empire, and have deser­
vedly earned the high encomiums 
passed on their prowess by that great 
general and Freemason, Britain’s 
‘Little Bobs.’ Now that the end of the 
war is in sight, and the old Union Jack 
flies from the capitals of both the 
Transvaal and the Orange Free State, 
it will be found that there will be no

Chinese Said to Have Invaded Siberia, 
Giving Russia Further Excuse 

for Isolated Action.

London, July 38.—If the news of a 
Chinese invasion of Siberia prove true 
it will, of course, immensly complicate 
the situation from the international 
point of view. As stated in the Asso­
ciated Press, St. Petersburg dispatch 
of July 13, the Chinese had already 
peremptorily ordered all Russians to 
quit Manchuria, but no one imagined 
they would be audacious enough to 
break out of their own country and 
attack Russian territory. Such an at­
tack, if it has been' made, of course, 
constitutes in itself a declaration of 
war, rendering formal notification 
needless.

A separate attack by the Chinese on 
Russia means giving Russia additional 
excuse for an isolated descent on Pekin ' 
and an additional claim to assert great­
er influence than the other powers, and 
obtain greater compensation when the 
day of settlement arrives.

As to the latest Chinese assurances 
of the safety of the European legations 
at Pekin, they are not credited here. 
It Is believed these assurances have 
•been dictated by a desire to save the 
native city of Tien Tsin. The Asso­
ciated Press correspondent at Shang­
hai wires under date of July 16 that 
there is hardly a doubt that Shcng, ! 
the Chinese administrator of tele­
graphs, is withholding information in 
his possession. The news of the 
massacre, as already cabled to the 
United States may be taken as cor­
rect.

The dispatch adds that there Is evi­

dence that the Woo Sung forts (at the 
mouth of the Woo Sung River, and ten 
miles north of Shanghai) • are being 
strengthened and supplied vflth large 
quantities of ammunition.

It is hoped in London that' the land­
ing of 22.000 Japanese troops, which, 
it is expected will be effected today, 
and the arrival of Indian troops, will 
enable the allies to reinforce Shanghai. 

TUAN HAS 950,000 TROOPS.
St. Petersburg, July 18.—A dispatch 

from Che Foo says: Prince Tuan has 
mobilized 950,000 men and divided them 
into different corps. The northern corps 
has been ordered to expel foreigners 
from Amur. The Pekin army, divided 
into four corps, was the* first to begin 
operations from Amur. The Pekin army 
is divided Into four corps, the first to 
operate against Mukden and occupy 
the roads between Pekin and Shan Han 
Kuan; the second to concentrate at 
Tien Tsin, and the third at Pekin, 
whence a column.

A dispatch from Shanghai, received 
today, Reports that five cruisers of the 
allies' fleet reconnoltered at Shan Ha 
Kuan on July 17, and found the harbor 
lights and forts intdet. The same dis­
patch adds ■ that eight warships are 
lying off the native city of Shanghai, 
and that nine others are between 
Shanghai and Woo Sung.

LEGATIONS SAFE ON JULY' 9.
Washington, July 18.—The state de­

partment has received a dispatch from 
Consul-General Fowler, at Che F<V 
saying that the governor of Shan Tunv 
wires that his courier left Pekin on\ 
July 9. The legations were still hold­
ing out.
BOXERS ON THE COREAN FRON­

TIER.
United States Minister Allen, at 

Seoul, Corea, telegraphs the state de­
partment that Boxers and Chinese ara 
in force within a few miles of the 
Corean frontier. The natives of Ping 
Yang, the most northern province ot 
Corea, are much alarmed and are flee­
ing. The foreigners remain in safety. 
The government is very anxious.
