conducting an investigation into t he 
source of the prohibited drug.

After the police raid of Wednesday 
night, opium was found in the woman’s 
house. In police court, yesterday she 
denied all knowledge of the drug’s 
presence and refused to divulge its use 
or from whom it had been purchased, 
as a result she was sentenced to 15 
days, in addition to the 30-day sen­
tence on the disorderly-house charge. 
The second discovery of opium in the 
woman’s possession confirmed the po­
lice suspicions of the existence of an 
"opium depot” in London, and the In­
vestigation started?

Will Solve Mystery.
ft is believed at police headquarters 

that the finding of the opium on the 
Bendy woman's person will pave the 
way to the discovery of the mysterious 
go-between who has been passing out 
the drug to a number of unfortunate 
London young men and women who 
have become addicted to the habit.

Of late a number of complaints have 
reached the police that some person in 
London was selling opium, and that 
one or two persons had been seen on 
the street under its influence. Ih the 
arrest of the Bendy woman, the police 
think they will be able to unravel the 
puzzle that has kept them guessing 
for some time.

“A tempest in a teapot" is the way 
Rev. R. W. Norwood, rector of Cronyn 
Memorial Church, refers to the recent 
variances in the Church of England 
over the charges made by Dr. Weston, 
bishop of Zanzibar, against the bishops 
of Mombasa and Uganda.

British press dispatches say that the 
Bishop of Oxford and other leading 
British church authorities have de­
clared that the cohesion of the Church 
of England was never so seriously 
threatened as now.

Charge of Heresy.
The Bishop of Zanzibar objected to 

the admission of representatives of 
other creeds to the Anglican service, 
and especially to the communion. At 
a recent meeting of the Christian sects 
at Kukuyu, British Africa, it was re­
solved to co-operate against the spread 
of Mohammedanism. Dr. Weston's 
formal charge against his two fellow 
bishops is that of heresy in their teach­
ing of the meaning of the episcopacy.

"There has always been this differ­
ence in the Church of England and the 
Kikuyu incident has merely served to 
give an opportunity for the expression 
of diverse opinions," said Rev. Mr. 
Norwood. "The Church of England like 
the other churches is made up of 
human units, and diverse opinions are 
to be expected just as diverse opin­
ions on similar questions exist in the 
Methodist, the Presbyterian, even in 
the Roman Catholic Church. The 
divergence of opinions is no more acute 
in the Church of England now than it 
has been previously.”

Walking with firm step and 
bowed head, he then followed the hang­
man, a young fellow, who goes by the 
name of Jack Holmes, and who had 
officiated at 28 previous hangings, into 
the death cell. He was accompanied 
by Adjutant Hargrove, of the Salvation 
Army, his spiritual adviser, who had 
been with him all night. As the black| 
cap and noose were being adjusted, 
Adjutant Hargrove repeated the twen­
ty-third Psalm, and when he reached 
the phrase: “Yea though I walk 
through the valley of the shadow of 
death,” the trap was sprung and the 
condemned man went to his doom. A 
slight gurgle was perceptible as the 
rope tightened, but there was no 
twitching or struggle, Taylor having an 
easy death.

The trap was sprung at 8:07 o’clock, 
and nine minutes later the jail surgeon 
declared the man dead. It was some 
time later, however, before the body 
was cut down and the inquest held. 
The usual verdict was returned and, 
by previous arrangement, the body was 
then handed over to relatives to be in­
terred in one of the local cemeteries in­
stead of in the jail yard as is custom­
ary.

Canada’s parcel post system, to be inaugurated shortly, is 

vastly different from that of the States so far as the location of 
the rate zones is concerned. Across the line every postoffice is 
a centre of a zone. In Canada it is proposed to make every prov­
ince a zone.

The Advertiser’s fight for at least a second parcel post zone 
for Western Ontario finds an unusually strong support in the 
parcel post regulations of the United States. There the benefits 
of the parcel post system are equally divided. In Canada, under 
the proposed Government scheme, the benefit will go to the mail 
order houses to the natural handicap of the smaller stores in 
rural communities and small cities.

As a concession the Government has decided to give a 20-mile 
local zone for each postoffice, but this is regarded as sadly inade­
quate when compared to the gradual radius system of the States, 
that gives every city and town, every postoffice, in fact, an equal 
advantage in reaching the community in its immediate vicinity.

The American parcel post zones are determined as follows: From any post- 
office, as a centre, all territory within 50 miles Is in the first zone, within 150 
miles in the second zone, within 300 miles In the third, within 600 miles in the 
fourth, within 1,000 miles in the fifth, within 1,400 miles in the sixth, and within 
1,800 miles in the seventh zone. All postoffices further distant (Hawaii, Alaska, 
Guam and the Phillipines) are Included in the eighth zone.

The rate of postage has been twice reduced, and may be reduced still fur­
ther. It Is now proposed to increase the weight limit to 100 pounds. This matter 
Is now under advisement by the attorney-general’s department.

Although the parcel post has been in operation but one year, It has not only 
paid for itself, but also resulted in a surplus In the postoffice department for 
the first time since 1883.

“After that they told me I had to pay 
$4, but if I left the States within 30 
days, I could have it refunded. That is 
American hospitality. However, I see 
they have kindly given me two inches 
to my height—five feet three inches 
they call me—so I think that is almost

And 
when we see the power they can exert 
by their capability of making huge 
contributions which might materially 
influence the results of an election, we 
can see how their work may be evil, 
and only evil. As long as human na­
ture is weak a soulless corporation, if 
unrestrained, can wield a tremendous 
power, in which the public welfare 
meets but little consideration.

A law compelling the publication of 
all political subscriptions can do no 
harm, but much good. If the sub­
scription is honestly made, and in the 
public Interests, there is no reason for 
secrecy. If the contributor believes 
that he is doing something for the 
public welfare, he has no reason to be 
ashamed of it, and should be perfectly 
willing to do it openly. And while 
the shrewd men who manage trusts 
and combines and corporations will 
find ways and means of evading the 
law, yet it will be of benefit to the 
extent, it is enforced.

Had such a law been operative in 
Canada, we would have had some bet­
ter idea who was at the back of the 
Conservative party during the last 
election. It would not, for instance, 
have been necessary to wait till Mr. 
Bourassa became dissatisfied with his 
allies to learn that the most rabid 
Imperialists were financing the Na­
tionalist candidates. In Ontario it 
would not have been necessary to 
wait for the accidental revelation of 
one Mr. Taylor's financial offerings to 
Mr. Hanna, or to guess at Mr. Hanna’s 
possible demands on Mr. Taylor. That 
is if a publicity law could be enforced, 
and the transactions of Government 
creditors, contractors, and corpora­
tions could be fully revealed

This is by no means a new story. 
Certainly the French population is 
sweeping into the old Scottish settle­
ments of eastern Ontario. The census 
figures amply show that.

In 1901 Glengarry had over 12,000 
people of Scotch origin, 14,457 all told 
of British origin, and 7,219 French; in 
1911 the figures were 12,283 British and 
8,710 French. Russell had, in 1901, 
16,053 British, 17,522 French; in 1911, 
15,253 British and 22,475 French. Pres­
cott, in 1901, had 7,642 British. 19,190 
French, In 1911, only 6,546 Britisli and 
20,124 French. So Armand Lavergne 
keeps thinking of a French state some 
day to the north of the American Re­
public.

However, it is worth noticing that, 
in spite of French immigration or in­
crease, the rural population of all those 
counties went back in the last decade. 
Glengarry’s net rural loss was 1,335 
or about six per cent, Stormont’s 2,572 
or ten per cent, Russell’s 1,204 or three 
and a-half per cent, Prescott’s 541 or 
two per cent. The incoming of French 
farmers may not be altogether un­
desired in such circumstances.

They 
certainly are doing a good business. 
They not only have practical control 
of the Canadian market, but they can 
send their products to free trade Eng­
land, and sell at such a figure that 
the consumer there can buy it from 
his local dealer fifty to ninety cents 
per barrel cheaper than we can buy 
the same article in Canada. A 60-cent 
per barrel duty keeps foreign flour 
from coming into Canada. Why should 
our people pay 60 cents more for a 
barrel of flour than they should pay? 
If the miller can sell his flour cheaper 
in England than in Canada, despite 
the long transportation charges, why 
should he not bring the price down 
here? It is not likely he would sell 
it in England if he did not get a profit 
on it. Why not content himself with 
the same profit here. Instead of want­
ing to be boosted up by the aid of a 
tariff? It is, of course, natural that 
he should want to make all the money 
he can. But it is not at all necessary 
that the law should give him the op­
portunity to make so much more out 
of his Canadian customer than he does 
out of the people in England. Why 
not let the consumer have a share in 
his prosperity?

T HE Toronto Telegram, speaking

A LESSON FOR CANADA.T wo of the most radical pieces of 
= legislation ever suggested in a free 

country were introduced in the United 
States Senate last week. One was de­
signed to bring about the complete an­
nihilation of anything that bore the 
ear-marks of an industrial combine 
acting in restraint of trade. The other 
was little less than a proposal to or­
ganize a “trust” in the interests of 
farmers by making provision for co- 
operation in marketing farm products 
and eliminating competition.

The trend of political events in re­
cent days in the United States indicates 
that the cry for bread combined with 
the great increase in the cost of liv- 

‘ing, lias produced something like a 
stampede among Uncle Sam's legisla­
tors. It is scarcely two decades since the 
United States was looked upon as an 
agricultural country. Then came the 
high protective tariff, which resulted 
first in the building up of huge indus­
tries and then of huge combines, cul­
minating in the billion dollar United 
States steel corporation.

The centralization of capital began 
to produce serious effects during Pres­
ident McKinley’s time.

T HE treasurer of the Democratic 
= state committee of New York has 

been charged with receiving contribu­
tions from a corporation for political 
purposes, and found guilty. One some­
times hears of graft and corruption 
among our neighbors, but it is not al­
ways realized the efforts they make 
to cure the evils, and purify their 
politics. Not the least effective rem­
edy, Canadians are inclined to think, 
is the law requiring the publication of 
the names of contributors to campaign 
funds, and forbidding the payment of 
money by corporations for political 
purposes.

Theoretically the difference be­
tween an individual contributing and 
a corporation is not great; but prac­
tically there is a very important dif­
ference. The Individual sends his $10 
or $100 to assist in the election of 
someone in whom he is interested, or 
whose policy he approves. It is a 
contribution towards the public good, 
so far as he understands it. There 
may be an undercurrent of feeling 
that the election of his candidate, or 
the adoption of the policy he advo- 
cates, may eventually be of some 
personal service to the contributor. 
But in the multitude of those con­
tributing the individual's chance for 
personal profit is correspondingly 
small. It Is altogether different when 
a corporation hands over its thous­
ands. It is not looking after the pub­
lic good. Corporations are for the 
purpose of making money. They have 
no ideals above money-making. They 
spend money only to help their own 
business. That is perfectly natural, 
and can scarcely be considered culp­
able in itself. But when it supplies 
the sinews of war for a political party 
it must do so for personal gain and 
not for the public good. That its in­
dividual members may feel that the 
prosperity of the country depends on 
their own prosperity is not unusual.

"Charles Dickens stands in a vastly 

higher class than Shakespeare, Byron, 
Shelley, Keats or Longfellow," said Mr. 
Terriss. "He appealed to the heart, 
and he is known the world over as a 
lover of mankind. In a few lines he 
could turn tears to laughter—run the 
whole gamut of the human emotions. 
Why 1 ickens is loved so, is because he 
is one of ourselves."

Mr. Terriss pointed out that one 
might find Pickwicks, or the Wellers, 
or the Uriah Heeps today, just as much 
alive as in Dickens' time. He recited 
with extreme pathos a few lines from 
the Christmas Carol, in which Scrooge 
dreams that Tiny Tim is dead and the 
family of Bob Cratchit are endeavor­
ing to bear their loss bravely.

The thought of what Scrooge had 
been like in boyhood and In young 
manhood had often occurred to him, 
Mr. Terriss said, and the idea had 
haunted him so frequently that he had 
written a three-act play, “The Youth 
of Scrooge,” which he would be pre­
senting shortly. In this, Scrooge is 
pictured first as the gay young man, 
then the embittered man of early mid­
dle age, when disappointed in love he 
allows business to absorb him, and 
finally he is seen as the grim old 
miser which Charles Dickens first por-

Some delightfully interesting and en­
tertaining reminiscences of an actor's 
life were given by Mr. Tom Terriss 
yesterday afternoon in what was, 
without doubt, one of the most enjoy­
able addresses ever delivered before 
the Women’s Canadian Club. And none 
of his hearers agreed with Mr. Terriss’ 
statement to the effect that "while he 
was an actor, he was a very poor 
speaker, lacking the ability to say the 
right thing at the right time."

Father Noted Actor.
In view of the recent appearance in 

London of Mr. F. R. Benson and the 
Stratford-on-Avon players, and Mr. 
Benson’s address to the Canadian Club, 
it was interesting to hear that Mr. Ter- 
riss made his first appearance on the 
stage under Mr. Benson’s management. 
His father, the late William Terriss, 
who was touring the United States as 
Sir Henry Irving’s leading man, had 
left strict injunctions to keep his son 
away from that "beacon light of false 
hope—the stage." But as well try to 
stem the flowing tide, during his 
father’s absence the junior Terriss in­
terviewed Mr. Benson, and as a result 
commenced his stage career in a small 
part in Hamlet. Most amusing was 
Mr Terriss’ recollection of how in the 
famous "poison" scene of that tragedy, 
the old-style roll curtain in some way 
became entangled with his red cloak, 
of which he was very proud, tore it 
from his shoulders, to drop it again 
when the curtain had ascended half 
way. "Although I have worked hard, 
and threw my heart and soul into it, 
perhaps I never made such a bit as 
upon that occasion," said Mr. Terriss.

On this occasion, the regular 
horse was too sick to appear and an 
omnibus steed was pressed into ser­
vice. Everything went well until the 
time came for the horse to gallop from 
the platform. He refused to move, and 
the situation was getting decidedly 
strained when the prompter had the 
happy thought of slamming a door. At 
this accustomed signal the horse at 
once galloped off the stage in the most 
approved manner.

At the request of Mrs. Donald MC- 
Lean, vice-president, who occupied the 
chair, Mr. Terriss favored the audience 
with a recitation depicting some of the 
perils of the Chinese war.

Born Near Gadshill.
Mr. Terriss is, and has always been, 

a worshipper of Charles Dickens. Porn, 
bred, and brought up within the sha­
dow of the house where Dickens spent 
so many years, the distinguished actor 
has read and admired him since earli­
est childhood. His grandfather was an 
intimate friend of the man of Gadshill 
place, and an uncle was buried in the 
same Tomb In Westminster Abbey. 
Having been raised in such an atmos- 
phere, as it were, it seems only fitting 
that Mr. Terriss should have inter­
preted the works of Charles Dickens 
on the stage.

Cookson, assistant general passenger 
agent of the Grand Trunk Railway 
System, was presented by the com­
mittee with a handsome gavel. The 
gavel is made from a piece of quar­
tered oak taken from the wood used 
in the Chateau Laurier, the first of 
the magnificent chain of hotels which 
are being erected across the contin­
ent by the Grand Trunk Railway Sys­
tem. The silver used for the orna­
mentation of the gavel was secured 
from Cobalt, the "Eldorado" of North­
ern Ontario, and the richest silver 
camp in the world. Embedded in the 
head of the mallet is a section of “U” 
rail, taken from what is probably the' 
last piece of rail in existence that was 
laid o.-i the Grank Trunk Railway In 
1854. This rail was of iron of re- 
markably good quality, and was made 
by the Ebbw Vale Company in Wales. 
England. The joints were known as 
"Chair Joints," as there were no fish 
plates in use at that time. The rail 
was laid for over 1.000 (one thousand) 
miles, between the years 1854 and 
1857, and the quality of the metal was 
so good that these rails wore away 
very evenly, some lasting for eighteen 
years. The railway at that time was 
known as the Atlantic and St. Law- 
rence Railroad. The ease in which the 
gavel is placed is made out of a piece 
of oak from the handsome Grand 
Trunk Railway Central Station at Ot­

For this reason 
strong objection is being taken to the 
revocation of the original order, it is said, 
and there is a general feeling of dissatis- 
faction alleged among the men.,

Under the straight monthly salary basis, 
the men claim that they would be doing 
overtime work without receiving any sal- 
ary. Sunday work would be included in 
their monthly pay without any provision 
for extra rates for this seventh day work.

Rumor further has it that a petition 
was dawn up and is to be circulated 
among the men for the repeal of the 
order. Whether the entire organization 
of trackmen will get behind the project 
for the reconsideration and ultimately the 
rpeal of the order is a question.

ion Government to proceed immediate­
ly with the construction of the Geor­
gian Bay Canal, notwithstanding that 
the Dominion Government is about to 
appoint a commission to report as to 
commercial feasibility of the scheme.

The members of the executive con­
sidered this demand as most unwar­
rantably as they had reason to believe 
that the Georgian Bay Canal would 
cost from two to three hundred mil­
lion dollars and, according to the Gov­
ernment’s own report, would be use­
less for navigation purposes. Mayor 
Graham of London, a member of the 
executive, suggested that a deputation 
go to Ottawa in connection with the 
waterways project.

Resolution Adopted.
The following resolutions were pass­

ed, and the councils and boards of 
trades throughout the country will be 
asked to press the matter on the Gov­
ernment. ,

“The Great Waterways Union of Can­
ada tenders the Dominion Government its 
appreciation for prompt, energetic and 
businesslike action, it lias taken in the 
construction of the Welland Canal as a 
link in a large ocean to great lakes water­
way by Nature's own route, projecting 
into the heart of the continent, where its 
greatest present and potential energies 
lie, the service of large ocean vessels 
thereby to a great extent offsetting very 
unfavorable results to our inter-provin­
cial and eastern trade, which would other­
wise follow from the revolutionary effect 
of opening of the Panama Canal, by 
which the distance from east to Pacific 
ports will be reduced by over nine thou­
sand miles, and further urges that the 
same energetic policy be adapted towards 
the speedy development and completion of 
this entire great national waterway, thus 
meeting competition, being provided by 
the completion of both the Erie and the 
Panama Canal routes.

Ottawa. Jan. 22.—Statistics regarding 
the toll of death on Canadian railroads are 
an interesting feature of the railway com­
mission's annual report, tabled in the 
House today

It is to be noted that the total number 
of killed and injured, reported by the 
various railway companies under the 
jurisdiction of the board, for the year 
ending March 31, 1913, was 2.547 —that is 
to say 643 persons were killed and 2,231 
were injured. Of the total 643 person kill­
ed. approximately 39 per cent of the total 
were trespassers on railway tracks.

.in an address delivered before the 
Union Mothers' Clubs of London.

Mr. Knox condemned the man who 
was a consumer but not a producer 
in any sense of the word, and empha­
sized the need that honor should be 
paid to the man who works rather than 
the man of leisure.

Those Who Serve.
“The man who makes our bread, who 

builds our houses, the woman who 
teaches, or who attends to her house­
hold, these are all giving service to 
the country, and in our young Can­
ada we should give our admiration1 
only to the man or woman who works 
in some manner,'’ said Mr. Knox. 
"The man who digs trenches in our 
city, or the woman who works in our 
kitchen, or scrubs in offices, is 
more worthy of honor than the mil­
lionaire who acquired his wealth by no 
effort of his own, or the rich woman 
who spends her mornings in adorning I 
herself, her afternoons at teas, and her 
evenings at the theatre,’' said Mr.I 
Knox.

Leaving Quiet Homes.
In regard to the home element in 

the fashioning of Christian citizenship, 
Mr. Knox deplored the fact that there 
was need of regeneration. Real dan­
gers were threatening our home life, 
he said. Young people were seeking 
amusement no longer in the home, but 
were going out to the five-cent thea­
tres, "and to the streets. This was 
worse on the American side of the 
border, but the tendency for amuse- 

■ ment was growing in Canada, and 
young folks were no longer content 
with the quiet and seclusion of the 
home. Industrial conditions were also 
affecting the ordinary home. Often the 
father labored for anything but an 
adequate wage, the mother was forced 
to earn to supplement the family in- 
come, and children, often before the 
age of 14, were sent out Into the world 
to earn for themselves. Divorce was 
also a most blighting influence on 
home life.

The function of the church, Mr. 
Knox believed, was to assist the people
