THEY DID NOT WANT WAR.
N AMERICAN in Berlin the day
after the Kaiser addressed the
populace from the palace, also heard the
imperial chaplain talk to thousands
who were gathered in the streets. ‘“The
Germans,” he said, ‘‘did not want war.”
As the chaplain talked, tears ran down
their faces. No one cheered or ap-
plauded his remarks, other than as-
senting with his request that peace
might prevail, with nods of their heads.
The final declaration of war was a blow
to the people. This is in accordance
with the character of the Germans we
have known,

The Germans are quite capable of
governing themselves as a republic, and
in all likelihood, when the war is over,
will do so. Herman Ridder, the prop.
rietor of the Staats Zeitung of New

York, a German and s German sym-

pathizer, in his paper says:

‘“To take Paris is in my estima-
tion to attempt the impossible. It
is too well fortifled. It cannot be
surrounded, except by a million
men, Germany cannot afford such
an army to undertake siege opera-
tions that would last a year or
longer. The lines of Chatalja were
no stronger than the defences of
Paris.

“On the other hand, Germany
could indefinitely hold the fron-
tier against the assaults of the
French army. Deadlock is the only
answer to the clash of the nations.
They will. find themselves each
secure within their own lines.”

If' the judgment of Herman Ridder
is correct that deadlock will be the re-
sult, then Germany will fail on land
and there appears to be little belief
that she will prevail at sea.

MONROE DOCTRINE AND
CANADA.

OMETHING is being said just now

about the Monroe Doctrine and
its protection to Canada against a pos-
sible German invasion or conquest. It is
not at all likely that Germany will have
a chance of attacking us, but if she
does, a reference to the text of Monroe's
message will show that its letter offers
no protection to this country.

It reads:

‘“The American continents are
henceforth not to be considered as
subjects for future colonization by any
European power. The political sys-
tem of the allied powers (the ‘Holy
Alliance’ of Russia, Prussia, Austria
and France) is essentially different

A few yvears.ago two sisters, Jennie
and Bella, came to Canada from Scot-
land. They Were both domestic werk-
ers and obtained situations immediate-
ly. This story is more particularly
concerned with Bella, although the sis-
ters throughout the story have held
together with a great deal of affection.

Such a fact not only -speaks well for
them, but the presence of a relative
in the same country with- her is always
a source of strength to.the immigrant
woman.

Bella entered the.service .of a Mrs.
Brown. Brown is not the name, but it
will do as well as any other. She
was kind to the Brown children, an
e;fficient, clean, good maid. Mrs.
Drown is a person who is interested
in human beings, cares for their wel-
fare, and is energetic. She speaks well
of Bella to this day. Bella left the
Brown household because the Browns
were going to Europe, but she had se-
cured another situation before Mrs.
Brown left. f

On her return from Europe Mrs.
Brown heard from Bella’s sister Jennie,
who came to see her in great trouble,
that Bella had been arrested and was
sent back to Scotland, deported as a
thief and undesirable citizen. Jennie
said that if this happened it would
kill her mother, and be such a grief
to the whole family that none of them
would ever be the same after it. ‘‘Poor
Bella, poor Bella, what will become
of her?’ sald .Jennie. As for her
mother, it was like cutting her heart
to have such. a thing happen. Those
who know decent self-respecting work-
ing-class families in the. Old Country
can imagine the darkness of this trag-
edy which was impending over them.

Mrs. Brown was shocked and
grieved. But she was determined that
she would do something to cure the
situation. She did not believe that
Bella was a thief. She remembered
at the same time how kind Bella had
been to the Brown children. She was
certain that Bella was a geod girl
Besides all this she was intensely
sorry for Bella, for Jennie, and the
poor mother in Scotland. She was
sorry for the whole family. Something
must be done! Besides, was not the
good name of Canada involved? Mrs.
Brown said to herself. We invite im-
migrants to come and live here. We
are always begging girls from the Old
Ccuntry to come over and do our
housework. Canada would have o
give Bella fair play, Mrs. Brown said.

She found Bella in a house of de-
tention waiting to be deported. The
girl was broken-hearted and terribly
cast down. Mrs. Brown heard Bella’s
story. She heard the story of the
matron, who told her how Bella had
come to be committed. She visited
| the magistrate, and made herself famil-
jar with the case in every possible way.
As nearly as Mrs. Brown could make
this is what had happened to

out,

Bella:
After leaving the Brown household

she had stayed in her next place a

sursse

vervy short time. Now, on the ship
on which Jennie and Bella had come¢
to Canada they had made. the acquaint-
ance of a woman and her husband,
who had come to live in the same city
where the girls had employment. Jen-
nie had mnot cared about them much.
But they apparently took a fancy to
Bella, who is a much more easily in-
fluenced girl than Jennie. When Bella
left her place she went to stay with
this woman on an urgent invitation,
just for a few nights until she got
another situation. But the next thing
to happen was that the woman and
Bella  were arrested in a ‘store for
shop-lifting. Bella, with her ingenuous
Scottish face and trusting character,
would have been a valuable acquisi-
tion to this couple in their nefarious
trade. The woman had been committed
to the same house of detention. The
man, who had not been proved to be
connected with the shop-lifting. Mrs.
Brown found to be visiting not only
his wife in the house of detention, but
Bella as well. Later he telephoned
frequently to Mrs. Brown and insisted
that he should be told where Bella
was, but Mrs, Brown was able to pre-
vent him from seeing her.

Mrs. Brown's task wes to secure
Bella’'s release and a cancellation of
the deportation order. She encountered
great difficulties. It was indeed most
unfortunate that Bella had formed this
bad association. Mrs. Brown could
only convince herself that she was a
really good girl by remembering the

own household. She appealed to the
Department of Justice, in Ottawa. But
the magistrate who had ordered Bella
deported refused to let her go. “Once
a thief, always a thief,”” he sald. Bella
had to go back to Scotland. What
difference did it make to the magistrate
that Bella’s own life would be ruined,
her mother's heart broken, and the
family disgraced? She was a thiet
Finally,. by enlisting the aid of a
prominent man, Mrs. #rown, on her
personal undertaking to look after
Bella, secured Bella’'s freedom. Her
next task was to keep Bella’s where-
abouts unknown to the man who was
still determined to find her. Mrs, Brown
had a friend who was taking her small
family to the country and who was
greatly in need of a good maid. Bella
went with her, and what Bella was
able to do for that household is very
gratefully remembered by them.

The rest of Bella's story, as far
as it concerns us, is brief. Two years
later Jennie married and moved away
to another part of the country and
Bella today is with her sister Jennie.

Let us ask ourselves. two questions:
If it had not been for Mrs, Brown,
what would have been the consequences
to Bella and her family? How many
Mrs. Browns are there in Canada?

After they have landed they need care
extending over a period of months, or
in some cases years. If they go wrong
they suffer for their faults and so
ioes the country. THE MAJORITY
NEED INSTRUCTION IN OUR LAW,
IN OUR MORAL STANDARDS; AND
OUR WAY¥S OF LIVING.

It is true apparently beyond a doubt
that emigrant girls, even those com-
ing from Great . Britain and Ireland,
seem to lose their standards of behav-
ior and discretion .on first coming ‘to
Canada. It is a great adventure to
them, calling for uncommon’ strength
of moral fibre. They see what is called
our Canadian freedom; they are excited
by it; and they do not perceive be-
hind the apparently free manners of
Canadian youth an ability on the part
of the Canadian girl to take care of
herself. Every immigrant girl should
be specially supervised. It s a duty,
not of private agencies, but of the
Government. :

Even good agencies sometimes fail
to understand that money is not whar
we want from our new citizens, sO
much as good citizenship. Instead of
treating an immigrant girl as a careq-
for ward, even a subsidized agency 18
capable of sharing in a story like the
following:

Last Christmas Day an immigrant
girl, who- was a domestic worker, left
her situation. She: had 'not been 2il
entire success. Her employer had en-
gaged a new girl, This English girl
was to go to-another situation the
following Thursday.- On
morning she went to the headquarters
of the agency that had brought her
to Canada. She made the final pay-
ment of money owing for her passage
— which had cost her a good sum. This
payment left her without a cent in her
pocket. She was not supposed to be
given her dinner at this place, but
one of the people employed at the es-
tablishment furnished her with the
meal. She had noticed that the Young
Women's Christian Association were
offering a happy afternoon and tea to
100 lonely giris. She went there and
she says she had a lovely time. But
she did not tell them that she had
nowhere to go that night. Finally,
about 10 o’clock at night she applied
for a night’s lodging at the Salvation
Army. She was kept till the follow-
ing Thursday, when she went to her
situation, in which she is at this
present time doing satisfactory work.
What would one rightly think, first,
of the people in the household where
she had been employed and which she
left on Christmas morning, and, second,
of the agency that had’ brought her
to Canada?

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E MILITARY SPIR

L RLESS, ACTVE AND MANY ¢

[From Munsey Magazine.]

For almost a guarter-century Wilhelm
I1., of Hohenzollern, King of Prussia and
German Emperor, has been the centre
of a world-wide controversy Which is
hardly paralleled in history. His ene-
mies have painted him as & modern
Mars, thirsting for the ‘blood of nations.
His advocates present him in the light

of a royal peace-lover whose sole aim is
the good of Germany and of the human
race. All agree that his is the dominant
personality of Europe.

There is no man in Europe so many-
sided, so full of enthusiasms and antipa-

vigorous in execution as the present oc-
cupant of the imperial and royal throne
in Berlin. Even his most bitter political
opponents in his own dominions make
no attempt to conceal their admiration
for the energetic character of Wilhelm
II.

A Restless Personality.
From his earliest childhood the Kaiser
was a singularly restless and active per-
sonality. As a youngster he elicited
from Prince Gortschakoff, the Russian
chancellor, the prediction:
“This young Hohenzollern will consid-
erably outshine all his predecessors on
the throne. He will be the mainspring
of Germany, and his influence will be
felt throughout the world. When the
time comes he will astonish Europe!”
With what degree of prophetic insight
the uncanny old Muscovite spoke can be
inferred from the dominant position
which the Kaiser has occupied in the
affairs, not only of Germany, but of the
world, since that day in June, 1888, when
the tragic death of his father, Friedrich
I11., placed him upon the throne.
From his earliest boyhood the pre-
sumptive heir to the ecrown of Friedrich
the Great displayed a lively interest in
things military and naval. In his sev-
enth year he suffered the humiliation of
his young life when the sentries in the
garden of the palace at Potsdam failed
to respond to his eager desire for a
salute. He obtained his first lesson in
military etiquette when, on complaining
to his father, the then crown prince,
of the neglect of the soldiers, his parent
severely pointed out the fact that the
little prince was in his ‘tocking feet,
without hat and coat, and that therefore
the sentries were quite justified in pay-
ing no attention to him.
tragedy of that bright day of late spring

beginning of the punctiliousness which
distinguishes the Kaiser.
His Naval Ambition.

The naval ambitions of the future
German emperor found expresgifn in his
summers at Jungfernsee. when
spent a large part gf his play-time on
board the miniature frigate, the Royal
Luise, which had been presented to his
tfather by King George IV. of England.
Here he devoted himself passionately
to the study of navigation and marine
lore.

Chivalrous consideration for the rest

of mankind was early incuilcated into the
lively young prince by Dr. Hinzpeter, his
tutor. One day in 1870 Prince Wilhelm
was informed by Dr. Hinzpeter of the
capitulation of Paris. The boy threw
up his cap with delight.
His tutor rebuked the
spirits with a stern,
monition:
‘““They fought bravely and endured
heroically in vain, those poor people who
have just capitulated. Our joy is their
despair; you must not forget that, Prince
Wilhelm.”

The young Hohenzollern quickly saw
the great national tragedy that under-
lay the triumph of German arms.

An Adventure.

One of the adventures of his youth
was a visit to the Paris exposition in
1878 under strict incognito. The prince
was charmed with the gay atmosphere
of the French capital, and deeply im-
pressed with the tremendous powers of
recovery exhibited by the people who,
eight years after the historic disaster
of Sedan, had mustered spirit and en-
terprise enough to invite a world-com-
| petition in the arts of peace which
| proved a great success. Wilhelm’'s ad-
| miration for the French people, whose
| blood flows in his veins from his great
|ancestor, Coligny, has made itself ap-
| parent again and again in Franco-Ger-
I man relations.

The entire scheme of education ap-
plied to Prince Wilhelm was intended
to bring him into as close touch as
| possible with the people whom he
|was born to govern. A large part of
|the German empire stood aghast at the
|announcement that Prince Wilhelm, the
heir to the throne, would be sent to
a public school. The junkers (landed
aristocracy) stormed at the idea as a
derogation from the dignity of the royal
house; the Socialists ridiculed it as a
| thinly veiled attempt to curry favor for
la waning cause. Yet, at the insistence
{of the old Kaiser, the plan was carried
|out. Withelm 1II. is the first Hohenzol-
|lern to obtain his intermediate educa-
tion on a public wooden bench, shoul-
{der to shoulder with Hans and Fritz.

His Schooling.

As a pupil in Cassel Gymnasium, the
grandson of Wilhelm I (the Great) was
placed on a footing of exact equality
with the sons of commoners who at-
tended the same institution. He wore
shabby clothes, and did his share of the
school chores just as if he were not the
heir to the throne, and there are still
men in middie life in Germany who
recall the time when the future em-
peror stuffed coal into the stove in the
old schoolroom at Cassel, and cleaned
out the ashes like the rest of the school-
boys. Although he received no favors
from his instructors, Prince Wilhelm
proved his capacity at the end of his
gymnasium course in Cassel, when he
won the Richter’'s medallion, a token
of special distinction for diligence, in-
dustry, and punctuality.

After Cassel Gymnasium came the
University at Bonn, which the prince
entered in 1877. Here, too, under the
supervision of Dr. Hinzpeter and of two
military aides-de-camp, the young
prince was dedicated to a rigid experi-
ment of plain living and high thinking.
In order to promote the spirit of trye
democracy in the immediate surround-
ings of the ro.\'.al and imperial univer-
sity student. his allowance was fixed
at a figure that was barely high enough
to cover his mMoOSt necessary expenges.
Although ne 'ived up to the dignity of
maintaining a “household.” the appoint-
ments of the establishment were such as
to arouse the commiseration of some
of his richer fellow students,

The Army.

From his schooldays up the future
German emperor had devoted himself
with intense application to the main
task ol_ his life, the maintenance of
the military efficiency of Germany. He
began as a drillmaster out on the par-
ade-ground, shouting orders with his
resonant voice, marching for mileg at
the head.of a regiment through rain and
dust and snow and sleet, a soldier by
choice and by earliest training. His
military activities even at that early
period caused mistaken peace lovers to
shake their heads and murmur under
their breaths: ‘‘There goes the war
lord!”

Another occasion on which Prince
Wilhelm attracted world-wide attention
was his appearance at the jubilee of his
grandmother, Queen Victoria. Just be-
fore the jubilee Friedrich III., Prince
Wilhelm’s father, had begun to feel the
ravages of that affection of the throat
to which he eventually succumbed.
Largely through the medical skill and
moral suasion of Sir Morell MacKenzie,
a celebrated London cancer specialist,
Friedrich’s condition was sufficiently
improved to enable him to appear at the
celebration of the fiftieth anniversary
of his mother-in-law.

Much to the surprise of his father's
party Prince Wilhelm, with character-
istic independence, decided to accept his
grandmother’s invitation and attend the
cererfony. This decision caused an-
other animated newspaper polemic in
Berlin, which found an echo in the Lon-
don press, and some of the German ac-
counts of the procession of sovereigns in
the great demonstration .in honor of
the Queen indicated that the voung vis-
itor from Berlin was received by the
London crowds with coolness.

On his return to Germany the Fried-
richers, the partisans of his father,
charged the prince with a deliberate
though unsuccessful attempt to outshine
his parent in the great gathering of the
anointed in the British capital. To these
criticisms, with his habitual contempt
for unwarranted attacks, the prince
made no reply, although the hostile com-
ments increased the breach between him
and his father.

On June 15, 1888, on the death of
| Friedrich 1BI., the new and energetic
Emperor seht a gasp coursing around
the world v surrounding the Neues
Palais in Potsdam, where the Emperor
had breathed his last. with a formidable
array of tro#s, thus cutting off all com-
munjcation oetween the palace and the
| towh. The manoeuvre caused universal
astonishment and gave ground to vari-
{ous rumors of a plot to divert the suc-
cession or bring about the fall of the
! monarchy.

Suppresses Memoirs.

The explanation of the startling inci-
dent proved much simpler. The new
| Kaiser had discovered that his enemies,
the Friedrichers, were about to publish
the secret memoirs which his father
had been writing for the past 30 years
and which were secreted in the Neues
Palais. These memoirs, it had been
plainly intimated, contained bitter re-
flections upon the character and the pol-
fcles of Prince Wilhelm. Therefore
Prince Wilhelm, with a bold directness
of tactics which has availed him in
more than one delicate situation, adopt-
ed the simplest method for the solution
of the problem by isolating the palace of
mourning and instituting a successful
search for the perilous document and its
prompt suppression.

The young Kaiser’'s first proclamation
to his soldiers gave striking indication
of his future policy toward the army.
He said, in closing the address:

**We belong to each other, I and the
army; thus we were born for one an-
other; and firmly and inseparably we
wiil held together, whether it be God’s
will to give us peace or storm.”

These few ‘trenchant words aroused
throughout the world another of those
tempests of discussion and invective
amid which the most individualistic of
the Hohenzollerns apparently has found
the true flavor of life.

Another state paper issued at Potsdam
|at about the same time gave the world
fresh food for thought and indicated the
Kaiser’'s future experiments in his en-
terprising but unsuccessful attempt to
reconcile the growing power of social-
ism in Germany with the regime of royal
priviiege into which he had been born.
In his manifesto to the Prussian people
the Kaiser wrote:

“I have vowed to Almighty God that.
after the example of my forefathers,
will be a just and clement chief to my
people, that I will foster piety and the
fear of God. and that I will protect
the peace and promote the welfare of
the country, be helpful to the poor and
distressed, and a true guardian of the
right.”’

Clashed With Bismarck.

In carrying out this policy the succes-
sor of Friedrich 1II. came into sharp and
almost immediate conflict with that

Otto von Bismarck. The Iron Chancel-
{lor, Incorrigible junker that he was,

crag-like, immovable personality. Prince |

calling an international socialist con-
gress in Berlin under imperial auspices.
The Kaiser was as fully convinced that
a congress should be held., The con-
gress was held, and by imperial com-
mand its opening session took place in
Bismarck’s house. :

As Bismarck had predicted, however,
the project for an adjustment of rela-
tions between the monarchy and the
proletariat failed utterly, and the rancor
between the chaneellor and his young
master was aggravated by a widespread
campaign of ridicule which Bismarck in-
stigated at the expense of the Kaiser.
Finally the end of the bitter con-
troversy came, and it came suddenly.
Bismarck, facing the Emperor in a
stormy interview at Potsdam, commit-
ted the indiscretion of offering his resig-
nation verbally, hoping, of course, that
it would be instantly declined by his
lord. Such, however, was not the pur-
pose of the young sovereign, who had
made up his mind that he would govern
Germany in person. So, when the chan-
cellor had left Potsdam, the Emperor
immediately dispatched an aide-de-camp
to Bismarck’'s residence with a respect-
ful but firm request for the old states-
man’s resignation in writing. Shortly
after the aide-de-camp had communi-
cated his message to Bismarck the
news was transmitted to the Neues
Palais that the chancellor would deliver
his resignation in person at Potsdam on
the morrow. Wilhelm promptly sent
instructions to the aide-de-camp in Ber-
lin to remain in Bismarck's house until
he had obtained the resignation, signed
and sealed. In 24 hours Germany rang
with the astounding information that
the builder of the German Empire was
no longer its chancellor. The press of
the world blazoned, in highly offensive
language, the news of what was charac-
terized as one of the most shocking acts
of ingratitude in the history of states-
men.

Von Caprivi,

The firm intention of the reigning Ho-

henzoltern to be his own chancellor was
confirmed in a few days when Georg
Leo, General Count von Caprivi, was
appointed to the post vacated' by the
man of iron. Caprivi was a soldier pure
and simple, and knew less about .statc_e-
craft than any of the minor officials in
the chancellery. .

Von Caprivi was the first of a series
of chancellors who have decorated a
high imperial post; but it is well un-
derstood at all the capitals that the
Kaiser is his own chancellor—and, above
all, his own minister of foreign affairs.

Yet, despite the task of governing
which Wilhelm has carried on with
strenuous concentration, he has found
time for various activities as art critic,
painter, composer, playwright, plain
sailorman, and hunter of big game.
There is no phase of German life into
which he has not delved deeply. His
adventure in the field of feminism a few
vears ago set the feminine dove-cotes
aflutter by a bland disregard of the force
of the movement which he dismissed
with the dictum:

‘““As for woman—kitchen, church, and
children are her sphere!”

Wilhelm'’s intense devotion to the up-
building of a great German naval power,
his  active promotion - of the Ger-
man merchant marine, and his constant
endeavors to extend German trade are
conditions, not theories, with which the
political and commercial world is con-
fronted.

In all the great crises in which Ger-
many’s dictum has been delivered before
the councils of nations, the strongly
masculine perscnality of Wilhelm II.,
Imperator et Rex, has stood out in bold
outline against the backgrounds
events.

They mean every jart of the
dominions and possessions »f France
outside the geograpliical area of Europe.
‘“He (the German Chancellor) said he
was unable to give a similar undertak-
ing in that respect.”” (Cheers and laugh-
ter.)
A Crucial Consideration.

Let me come to what in this matter,
to my mind, speaking for myself person-
ally, has always been a crucial and al-
most governing consideration—namely,
the position of the small states. (Loud

cheers.) He (the German Chancellor)
said:

. tegrity and neutrality of the Nether-
lands, Germany was ready to give his
majesty’'s Government an assurance
that she would do likewise.”

Then ' we come to Belgium:

“It depended upon the action of
France what operations Germany
might be forced to enter upon in Be}-
gium, but when the war was over Bel-
glan integrity would be respected if
she had not decided against Ger-
many."’

Let the House observe the distinction
between these two cases. In regard to
Holland not only independence and in-
tegrity, but neutrality; but in regard to
Belgium no mention of neutrality at all,
but an assurance that after the war
came to an end the integrity of Belgium
would be respected. Then his excellency
added that: :

‘“Ever since he had been Chancellor
the object of his policy had been to
bring about an understanding with
England. He trusted that these as-
surances might form the basis of that
understanding which he so much de-
sired.”

“This Intamous Proposal.”

What does that amount to? Let me
just ask the House. I do so not with
the object of inflaming passion, and cer-
tainly not with the object of exciting
feeling against Germany, but I do so to
vindicate and make clear the position
of the British Government and of Great
Britain in this matter. What did that
proposal amount to? In the first place,
it meant this—that behind the back of
France, which was not to be made a
party to these communications at all,
we should have given, if we had assented
to them, free license to Germany to an-
nex in the event of a successful war the
whole of the extra-European dominions
and possessions of France. What did it
mean as regards Belgilum? To Belgium
when she addressed, as she did, address
in these last days, her moving appeal to
us to fulfil our solemn guarantee of her
neutrality, what reply should we have
given? What reply could we have given
to that Belgian appeal? We should have
been obliged to say that without her
knowledge we had bartered away to the
power that was threatening her our
obligation to keep our plighted word.
(Loud and prolonged cheers.)

Sir, the House has read and the coun-
try has read in the course of the last
few hours the most pathetic address by
the King of the Belgians to his people.
| (Cheers.) I do not envy the man who
| could read that appeal with unmoved
| heart. (Cheers.) The Belgians are
| fighting; they are losing their lives.
| (I.oud cheers.) What would have been
|the position of Great Britain today in
| the face of that spectacle if we had as-
| sented to this infamous proposal? (Loud
|and prolonged cheers.)

The Price of Betrayal.

.. Yes, and what were we to get in re-

| turn? For the betrayal of our friends
ja‘,nd the dishonor of our obligations, what
| were we to get in return? We were to
|get a promise—nothing more—(laugh-
ter)—as to what Germany would do
in certain eventualities-——a promise, be it
| observed (I am sorry to have to say it,
| but it must be put upon record), a
| promise given by a power which was at
that very moment announcing its inten-
tion to violate its own treaty obliga-
tions—(cheers)—and inviting us to do
the same. I can only say if we had even
dallied or temporized with such an of-
fer, we as a Government should have
covered ourselves with dishonor.
(Cheers.) We should have betrayed the
interests of this country of which we are
the trustees. (Cheers.)

I am glad to turn to the reply which
my right honorable friend made, and
from which I will read to the House one
or two of the more salient passages, be-
cause this document 101 put on record a
week ago the attitude of the British
Government and, as I believe, of the
British people. My right honorable
friend says:

‘“His majesty’s Government cannot
for a moment entertain the Chancel-
lor's proposal that they should bind
themselves to neutrality on such
terms. What he asks us in effect is
to engage to stand by while French
colonies are taken and France is
beaten so long as Germany does not
take French territory as distinct from
the colonies. From the material point
of view (My right honorable friend,
as he always does, uses very temper-
ate language) such a proposal is unac-
ceptable, for France, without further
territory in Europe being taken from
her, could be so crushed as to losc
her position as a great power and be-
come subordinate to German policy.”

That is the material aspect. He pro-
ceeds:

“Altogether apart from that, it would
be a disgrace to us to make this bar-
gain with Germany at the expense of
France—a disgrace from which the
good name of this country would never
recover. (Loud cheers.) The Chan-
cellor also in effect asks us to bargain
away whatever obligations or interests
we have as regards the neutrality of
Belgium. Wg could not entertain that
bargain either.”

He then says In these circumstances
‘““‘we must preserve our full freedom to
act as circumstances may seem to us
to require.”

The One Way of Preserving Good
Relations.

I think in the circumstances the House
| will appreciate—I trust it will admire—
{ the self-restraint of my right honorable
friend. (Hear, hear.) He (Sir E. Grey)
then said:

““The one way of maintaining the
good relations between England and
Germany is that we should continue
to work together to preserve the peace
of Europe. For that object his majes-
ty's Government will work with al
sincerity and gocdwill. If the peace of
Europe can be preserved and the pres-
ent crisis safely passed, my own en-
deavor will be to promote Some ar-
rangement to which Germany could
be a party by which she coulg be as-
sured that no aggressive or hostile
policy would be pursued against her
or her allies by France, Russia, and
ourselves jointly or separately. I have
desired this, and worked for it ag far
as 1 could through the last Balkan
crisis (‘No statement,” commenteqd Ary,
Asquith, ‘‘was ever more trye”), and
Germany having a corresponding ob-
ject, our relations sensibly improveq
The idea has hitherto bcen togo Uto:

War Forced Upon Us,
That document, in my opinion, states
clearly in temperate and dignified lan-
guage  the attitude of this country.
(Cheers.) Can anyone who reads it and

obvious sincerity and earnestness which
underlies it, can anyone honestly bring
against the Government of this country
the charge that in spite of great provo-
cation — for I regard the proposals made
to us as proposals we might have thrown
aside without consideration and almost
without answer—(cheers),—can anyone
doubt that in spite of great provocation
my right honorable friend, who had al-
ready earned the title—and no one ever
more deserved it—of the peacemaker of
Europe—(cheers),—persisted to the very
last moment of the last hour in that
great and beneficent but unhappily frus-
trated purpose? (Cheers.) I am entitled
to say, and I do say on behalf of this
country—I speak not for a party, but
for the country ‘as a whole—(cheers)—
we made every effort that a Government
could possibly make for peace.

This war has been forced upon us—
(cheers),—and what is it that we are
fighting for? No one knows better than
the members of the Government the ter-
rible and incalculable sufferings, eco-
nomie, social, personal, political, which
war, especially war between the great
powers of the world, must entail.. There
is not a man among us sitting on this
bench in these trying days—more trying
perhaps than any
for a hundred years has had to pass
through—there is not a man among us
who has not during the whole of that
time had clearly before his vision the
almost infinite suffering which war even
in a just cause must bring about not
only to us who are for the moment liv-
ing in this country and in the other
countries of the world, but to posterit:-
and to the whole prospect of European
civilization. Every step we take with
that vision before our eyes and with a
sense of responsibility which it is impos-
sible to describe.

What We Are Fighting For.

Unhappily, if in spite of all our ef-
forts to keep the peace, and with that
full and overpowering consciousness of
the result of the issue to be decided in
favor of war, we have thought it to be
the duty, as well as the interest of this
country, to go to war, the House may
be well assured it was because we he-
lieve, and I am certain the country will
believe, we are unsheathing our sword
in a just cause. If T am asked what we
are fighting for, I can reply in two sen-
tences. In the first place, to fulfil a sol-
emn international obligation—an obliga-
tion which if it had been entered into
between private persons in the ordinary
concerns of life would have been regard-
ed as an obligation, not only of law hut
of honor, which no self-respecting man
could possibly have repudiated.

I am asking also in my character of
| Secretary for War—a position which I
| held until this morning—for a supple-

fice of secretary for war under condi-
| tions upon which I need not go back, but
| which are fresh in the minds of every-
ione, in the hope and with the object

!which all of us deplored, might speedily
| be brought to an end and complete con-
fidence re-established. I believe that is
i the case—in fact, T know it to be. There
1~ no more loyal and united  body, no
{body in which the spirit and habit of
| discipline are more deeply ingrained and
{ cherigshed than in the British army. Glad
as 1 should have been to continue the
| work of that office, and would have done
| so under normal conditions, it would not
be fair to the army, it would not be just
(to the country, that any minister should
{divide his attention between that de-
| partment and another—still less that the
| first minister of the crown, who should
{look into the affairs .of all departments,
jand is ultimately responsible for the
| whole policy of the cabinet, should give,
|as he could only give, perfunctory at-
| tention to the affairs of our army in a

| great war.
I am very glad to say. that a very dis- .

tinguished soldier and administrator in
the person of Lord Kitchener, with the
great public spirit and patriotism that
everyone would expect from him, has, at
my request, stepped into the breach.
Lord Kitchener, as everyone
knows, is not a politician. His associa-
tion with the Government as a mem-
ber of the cabinet for this purpose must
not be taken as in any way identifying
him with any set of political opinions.
He has at a great public emergency re-
sponded to a great call, and I am cer-
tain he will have with him in the dis-
charge of one of the most arduous tasks
that has ever fallen upon a minister the
complcte confidence of all parties and
all opinions. (Cheers.)
500,000 More Men.

T am asking on his behalf for the army
power to increase the number of men of
all ranks, in addition to the number al-
ready voted, by no less than 500,000.
(Cheers.) I am certain the committee
will not refuse its sanction, for we are
encouraged to ask for it not only by our
own sense of the gravity and the neces-
sities of the case, but by the knowledge
that India is prepared to send us cer-
tainly two divisions, and that every one
of our self-governing dominions spon-
taneously and unasked has already ten-
dered to the utmost limits of its possi-
bilities both in men and in money every
help it can afford to the Empire in a
moment of need.

It
is not my purpose—it Is not the purpose
of any patriotic man—to inflame feeling,
to indulge in rhetoric to excite interna-
tional animosities. The occasion Is far
too grave for that. We have a great
duty to perform, we have a great trust
to fulfil, and confidently we believe ti:at
Parliament and the country will enable
us to do it. (Loud cheers.)

THE UNIONIST LEADER.

Mr. Bonar Law (leader of the Opposi-
tion)—There are two things which I de-
sire to Impress upon the House. The
first is that we have dreaded war and
have longed for peace as =xtrongly as
any member of this House, and the sec-
ond is that in our belief we are in a
state of war against our will and that
we, as a nation, have done everything
in our power to prevent such a condi-
tion of things arising. When this crisis
first arose I confess I was one of those
who had the impulse to hope that even
though a European conilagration took
place we might be able to stay out of it.
I had that hope strongly, but in a short

Jtime I became cunvinced of this, that

into this war we should inevitably be
drawn and that it really was a question
—and a question only—whether we
should enter it honorably or be dragged
into it with dishonor. (Cheers.)
Wickedness and Folly—But Not
Britain’s.

I remember that on the first occasion
after the retirement of my right honor-
able friend (Mr. Balfour) when I had to
speak on foreign affairs I made this
statement, which perhaps is wrong,
though 1 do not think so even now; I
sald that if ever war arose between
Great Britaln and Germany it would not
be due to inevitable causes, for I do not
believe in inevitable war,but that it would
be due to human folly. It is due to
human folly and to human wickedness.
(Cheers.) But neither the folly nor the
wickedness is here. (Cheers.)

What other course was open to us? It
is quite true, as the Foreign Secretary
explained to the House the other day,
that we were under no formal obligation
to take part in such a struggle, but
every member of this House knows that
the entente meant this in the mind of
this Government and every other Gov-
ernment, that if any of the three powers
were attacked aggressively the others
would be expected to step in to give
their aid. The question, therefore, to
my mind was this: Was this war in any
way provoked by those who will now bLe
our allies? No one who has read the
‘White Paper can hesitate to answer that
question. I am neot going to enter ‘into
it even as fully as the Prime Minister
has done, but I would remind the House
of this—that in this White Paper is con-
tained a statement made by the German
I think, at Vienna, that
Russia was not in a condition to go to
war, and in the same letter are found
these words: ‘“As for Germany, she
knew very well what she was about in
backing up Austria-Hungary in this
matter.” _

The Responsibility Berlin’s.
Everyone for years has known that

the key to peace or war lay in Berlin-—
(cheers),—and at this crisis no one
doubts that Berlin if it had chosen could
have prevented this terrible conflict.
(I.oud cheers.) I am afraid' ‘that the
miscalculation which was made about
Russia was made also about us.
(Cheers.) The dispatch which the right
honorable gentleman referred to is a dis-
patch of a nature which I at least be-
lieve would not have been addressed to
Great Britain if it had been believed
that our hands were free, and that we
had the position which we had always
held before. That at least is my be-
lief.

Now, what does this mean? YWe are
fighting, as the Prime Minister has said,
for the honor—and with the honor is
bound up always the interests — of our
country. (Cheers.) But we are fighting
also for the whole basis of the civiliza-
tion for which we stand and for which
Europe stands. (Cheers.) After refer-
ring to Germany's invasion of Belgium,
Mr. Bonar Law added: This is no small
struggle. It is the greatest perhaps that
this country has ever engaged in, and
the issue is uncertain. It is Napoleonism
once again. (Cheers.) Thank heaven,
so far as we know, there is no Napolecn.
(Cheers and laughter.)

. Mr. Law and the Manchester Guardian.

I am not going to say anything more
about the causes of the war, for I do
not desire to encourage controversy on
this subject, but I should like to be
allowed to say this. I read yesterday
with real pleasure an article in a paper

which does not genecrally commend itself
to me—the Mauchester Guardian. In
that article it still held that the war
ought not to have been encered upon.
but it took thig view, that that was 1
question for history; that now we are
in it there Is only one question for us,
and that 13 to bring it to a successful
issue. (Cheers.) 1 have felt sympatl

far more than at any other time for %
Prime Minister and for the Foreign
Secretary. I can imagine nothing mors
terrible than that the Foreign Secretary
should have the feeling that perhaps he
has brought this country into an un-
necessary war. No feeling could be
worse. I ‘can say this, that whether we
are right or wrong—the whole Houuse
agrees with it, I am sure—that that iy 4
burden which the right honorable gentle-
man can carry with a good conscience—
(cheers)—and everyone can put up un-
hesitatingly this prayer—‘May God de-
fend the right.” (Cheers.)

Now I should like, if I may, to pass
another toplc, and that is to consider
the conditions under which this war is
going to be carrled on. I was pleased
to hear the Prime Minister say the other
day that he realized, a=z we all must
realize, that in a country situated like
ours the development of industry and
the supply of food at home is just as
much an operation of war as is the con-
duct of our armed forces in the ficld.
(Cheers.) I am quite sure that there
is no danger of a scarcity of food, and
that the only danger is the fear of a
scarcity of food. Every one of us must
do what we can to impress upon the
people of this country that there is no
danger. (Cheers.) But remember that
this war, unexpected by us, 1s not un-
expected by our enemies, and I shall be
greatly surprised if we do not find that
at first on our trade routes there is a
destruction of our property which might
cause a panic. That is inevitalla, [
think, at the outset. Let us be prepared
for it and let us realize that it has no
bearing whatever on the ultimate course
of the war. (Cheers.)

Danger of Taking Too Gloomy Trade
Views.

As to the question of credit, I think
the Government have taken the right
course. After all, the question of credit
really depends on what we believe is
going to be the effect of this war on our
trade and industry. I think there is a
danger of our taking too gloomy it view,
and by doing so bringing about the very
rtate of things which we fear. (Hear,
hear.) If we keep command of the seas,
what is going to happen 1t all depends
on that, but T have no fear. (Cheers)
Five-sixths of our production is e¢m-
ployed in the home trade. Ot course, if
the population which supplies the oO10ee-
sixth are thrown out of work that woull
react on the whole thing. But, aft.r
all, the total amount of our exports to
all the European countries now at war

is only a small part of our total c¢x-
ports. There is here no question of fis-
cal reform. We are far beyond that. Our
total exports to all the countries now nt
war do not exceed our exports to In-
dia and Australia alone. Wgell, now.
consider this. We shall have free trade,
if the sea rcutes are maintained, with
the colonies and with the whole of th-\
American continent, and, unfortunately
for them, both our allles and our ene-
mies will not be competing with us in
those markets. We have a right to be-
lieve not that trade will be good, but
that it will be much more nearly norma:l
than is generally belicved in this coun-
try. (Cheers.)
Opposition’s Co-operation.

There is only one thing more I wish to
say.. This is the affair of the nation.
Everyone would desire to help. There
will be a great deal of work to be done
which cannot be done by the Govern-
ment. I was glad that the Prime Min-
ister asked the co-operation of my
friends the members for West Birming-
ham and the Strand. They gladly gave
it; but I am sure I speak not ‘only for
this bench but for the whole of our
party when I say that the Government
have only got to rcquisition any one of
them—(Opposition cheers)—and we will
serve them and our country to the best
of our ability. (Cheers.)

Latham visited
Magistrate Judd at his own home
a2 week ago, said he knew for a cer-
tainty that London would be under
martial law within two days, that he
was on the trail of the men who had
:hot at sentries at the Barracks and
1t the Armories, and asked for a per-
mit to carry a gun.

Had No Credentials.

Asked to show credentials, Latham
was unable to produce the necessary
napers from Ottawa. According to
Chief of Police Williams, a govern-
ment secret service man would al-
