ST. PAUL'S NEW CHURCH.

lne zeal and generosity in the cause of religion of the
Cutholic citizens of east Toronto, has been strikingly manifested
in the new edifice raised by them for the worship of God and to
the glory of His name. On Sunday Dee. 22nd, 1889, the church
atb tlgo corner ot Queen and Power streets, was opened with &
special service, which was attended not only by the congregation
of the parish, but by Roman Catholics from all parts of the city,
and many Protestants as well. The preliminary ceremony of
blessing the church was performed by Archbishop Cleary, of
Kingston. who, preceded by the cross-bearer and acolytes, and
followed by a number of the clergy, passed along the aisles
sprinkling the walls with holy water and repeating the prayers
appropriate to the occa-

the main entrances to the grand contral vestibule, or narthex,
and the windows which light it, whilo the upper one frames in
the great central niche and the stately windows lighting the
front portion of the church proper. Large statues of our Lord
and the Blessed Virgin, and the Apostles, ete., will erown the
pedestals finishing the apex and sides ot the great pediments or
gables, cacept the upper pedestal of front gable, which will

finish with a large and beautiful cross of carved stone.
Entering through the great vestibule, the vast church, with
its swelling vaults and arches, unfolds itself; long rows of
stately Ionic columms, conneeted by rounded arches, are varied
by groups of similar columned arches in the trancepts and
chancels which, as one proceeds up theaisles, suggest the varied
and charmingeffeets of sylvan scenery.  The solemn and majestic

The principal facade, a view of which we give herewith, shows
the great nave front with its bold and graceful triplet arcades,
the lower arcade being of the Ionic order, and the upper, of the
Corinthian. The aisle fronts, or wings of the facade, corres-
pond in style, and the whole group is supported by the lofty
campanile on the left, so truly Italian in character and giving
picturesque variety to the Italoclassic front, altogether forming
& noble architectural composition, the beauties of which are
considerably emphasized by the rich and varied marbles filling
the discs and spandrels, their beauiy and interest culminating
in the great sacred monogram formed of scarlet and rertantique
marbles and set on a dove-coloured marble ground surrounded
by a band of rich ruby-red, the whole filling the great dise
which, with its surrounding mouldings in dressed Ohio stone,
forms the central feature of the great pediment or gable of the
nave.

The first or lower arcade, with its stately columns and deli-
cately moulded arches, forms in its deep recesses the setting for

of its kind on this con-
tinent, and, like all works
of high art, its study will
be an education in itself
and a lasting source of pleasure to the connmunity at large.

T add to the greater comfort and health of the congregation
the churchis heated, lighted and ventilated in themost approved
wodern manner.

The following are the general external dimensiens of the
church. Total length, 174 fect; width across nave and aisle,
70 feet ; width across the transept, 100 feet ; heighy of campanile,
129 feet. The seating accommodation is, in the upper or chief
chureh, for 1,250 persons, and for 1000 in the lower ; but both
churches have, when needed, capacity for a considerably larger
number. The cost of the church, when completely finished and
cquipped, will exceed $100,000.

This splendid .structure was designed, and the plans, &e.,
prepared by Mr. Joseph Connelly, R.C.A., the well-known church
architect, and under whose superintendence the work was carried
ouf.

The Rt. Rev. Dr. O'Mahony, Bishop of Eudocia (i.p. i) is
rector of the church. He came to Toronto some ten years ago,
and possesses all the attributes of a truly great man.

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ARCIIBISHOP MaocHALE'S CENTENARY.

Two weeks ago in Ireland and in many places out of Ircland where
Irnishmen have found homes, was celebrated in a spirit of deep pride
in a great name and profound reverence for a great charactor, the
centeuary of the birth of one of the mnost illustriotis prelutes of the
Irish race—John MacHale, Archbishop of Tuam, born Mareh 6, 1791,
We rcpring from the Irish World the following extracts, many of which
are from the pen of Rev. Dr. O'Reilly :

1t 15 only ten yearssinee John Macliale, Arel bishop of Tuam died :
and yet he wasa smart boy at school while George Washington was
still president of the United States. To renlizo the full significance
of this fact one would require to review the history of the two hemis-
pheres for a century. Archbishop MacHale saw the establishment of
the American Republie under its founder and first Chief Magistrate ,
he saw it develop into the greatest, freect, and most prosperous na-
tion on earth ; he saw it the asylum and home of millions of his own
persecuted race; he saw and lived through the official texm of uvery
Prosident of the United States from Washington to Garfield.  Ile
was & priest many years before the death of George III., whose * re-
peated injuries and usurpations’’ in America are recited and denounced
to the nations of the earth in the Declaration of Indersndence, and
while John Cairoll, the first Catholic prelate of t». United States,
was still living.  He anw the chureh of which e was so mighty a
champion incrense and prosper in the great Republic from one bishop-
ric to upwards of fifty, an increase largely due ‘o the faith and picty
of the oxiled children of his beloved land. In Europe Archbhishop
MacHale's life covered o series of events the most momentuoug,humanly
speaking, that the worid had previously witnessed. He saw the rise, was
anobserver of all the tremenduous achievemnents,and saw the fall of the
great Napoleon and of his dynasty. Ile was a bishop long before
the world knew anything of railways, telegraphs, or gas lighting. In
his own country he saw Ireland’s Parlinment sitting in College Green.
He was a sharp pupil at the ** hedge <chool ** (for in those days there
darcd be none other in Ireland for Catholics) vwvhen Pitt and Castle-
reagh perpetrated the iniquitous Act of Union. He saw the ho :ors
of '98, which those unscrupulous ministers employed to carry their
purpose of destroying Irelund’s nationality. When we sauy *he
sew,” we do not merely mean that those horrors were enacted in his
time, and that he heard of them or read about them. Some of the
most terrible of them happened at his father's door and presented to
him his first lessons in the history of his country’s wrongs. At the
age of seven years John MacHale, the future Archbishop, used to
serve Mass in the thatched mountain chapel of Laherdane, in Glex
Nepbin, which was the chapel attended by his parents and family and
neighbours for wmiles avound. The priest who said Mass in this
chapel was I'nther Andrew Conroy. On thecliarge of having given coun.
tenance and e.:couragement to the French,who invaded Ireland i 1798
Father Conroy was tricd by court martial and hanged on a tree at
Castlebar, where his buly was left suspended as a gratifying spectacle
for the soldiers. The *crime” of Futher Conroy was that he had
been merely eivil to some French officers who made a call ut his house
on their passage throagh the district. In noticing this sanguivary
act of lawless tyranny, Rev. Dr. O'Reilly, in his recently published
« Life of Archbishop MacHale,” thus describes the impression pro-
duced on the youny riind of the tuture prelate :—* The urrest of the
venerable pastor Lad filled his parishivners with grief and consterna-
tion. In the MacHale Loaschold in particalar, where Facher Conroy
~as worshipped for his guodness, the lamentations were loud.  Lattle
John wept unceasingly aud cuuld not be consoled.  No terror could
prevent the people of Glen Nephin from crowding into Castlebar to
testify in favour of their 1 loved spiritual guide.  But their testuuony,
even if admitted, would have been unavailing.  And to their horror
and despair the man of God was hung like a dug before their eyes.
Never to be forgotten was the spectacle which the boy of seven beleld
when the bereaved and sutrowing parishioners brought home for
Yurial in his own clhapel the corpse of this martyr.  And so &id John
MacHule as hic hissed the cold hand of his reverend feiend and pastor,
and looked upon the ccuntenance disturted by the shameful death
agony, learn to know the tyranny exercised throughout his country.”

Jolin MacHale was born at ‘Pubbernavine, County Mayo, on Sun-
day, March 6, 1791, just vue handred years ago. Tublernavine is a
small village or Lauilet on the eastern slope of Mount Nephin, the
seeund in heighit of the tountains of Counaughit.  His fuddior's house,
which Dr. O'Ruilly deseribes as -¢ a large, warm, hospitable, joyous,
and happy hume,” was on the pust road between Sligo and Castlebar,
within a few miles of the latter town. Dr. Macllale's father was
Patrick MacHale, or, as he was generally known, Padrig Mor Mac-
Hale, o designation hiaving reference to his great statare and strength.
He was ovet six fuet high, straight as an arrow until Lis o} age, and
e Lad the happit.ess of liviug to see his son Archibishop of Taam.

Dr. Maclale's fii.t cducation in Latin and Grech was atjthe schiool
of Patrick Staunton, in Castlelar, ¢ a remarkable man,” us we are
told, and ** une of the survisors of the old, petsccut:d generation of
Catuolic instructors ‘n the classics who Lad yventared to vpen a sehiool
for buys prc[m.;ng for Cu“cgb." The ** veuture ™ or Luldness of the
act may be judged from the fact that the penal law which made it

felony for Irish Catholics to teach or to be taught was still in force.
At sixteon ycars of age (1807, only four years after the execution of
Emmet) young MacHale waa sent to Mayrooth College by Dr. Dom-
inick Bellew, Bishop of Killulu.

For seven years John MacHale was a student in Mayuooth, and
how lie acquitted Limself miny be inferred from the fuct that from
the student’s desk he was travsferred directly to the chair of Professor
of Theology in 1816, the year of his ordination and the twenty-fourth
of his ago.

As an example of Dr. Macllale's views, even in the early duys of
his carcer, on Ireland and Catholicity as related to each other, wo
give the following portion of an address to Lis students in Maynrocti
m 1822 :

« The Irish mission hag its difficulties, br ¢ lu nas its advantages,
too. Ireland cxhibits to her missionaries the wtonumeuts of their
religion. Our people are Catholie, their habits are Catholic, nay, the
Protestant clhiurches in our citier as well as in the solitudes of our
mountams still breathe the living spirit of the Catholic religion.
Yes, gentleman, Ireland seoms destined to be Catholic.  The Catholic
religion is inseribed upon the soil. It is intertwined with her society,
it lives in the memory of the present, it loiters among the monuments
of peot times.  The very language of Irelund’s topography shall over
preserve the ancient piety of her people.”

Doctor Macllnle was made Condjutor Bishop of his native diocese
of Killala at the age of thirty four, while he was yet Professor at
Maynooth College, in which he had spent eighteen years of his life ag
student and professor. In his new sphere Bishop MacHale found that
besides bis religious duties other and numerous cares were forced
upon his attention. The Catholics of Ireland had not yet been
emancipated, the mass of the people were in poverty, and then, oven
worse than now, periodical famine was the condition amongst a popu-
lation with a system of landlordism unrestrained by any law to pro-
tect the rights of the toiling tenantry. Bishop MacHale was not
idle nor silent in the face of the suffering or oppression he saw every-
where around him. In letters to the press and in letters addressed
directly to the responsible Ministers of Government he impeached and
denounced landlordism, and, later on, the whole system of British
rule in Ireland. )

In a letter to Earl Groy, then Prime Minister of England, Bishop
MacHale went to the root of the matter as follows :

« While I am writing this letter, the town of Ballina, in which 801
families are crying out for food, is busy with the bustle of corn-
traders and the public roads are crowded with conveyances bearing
away their exports. It may then excite your wonder that the people
should be starving while the markets are stocked with provisions.
This is the very anomaly of which we complain. What avails it to
the poor whose crops and eattle are seized, if potatoes are sold at
thres or four pence a stune where he cannot bring one article to
market or find either work or wages to purchase them? ™

Amongst the many British press charges against the Catholic
clergy of Ireland were that * they were ignorant—they were hostile
to the institutions of the country.” Here is how Dishop MacHale,
in a letter to u Loudon paper, dealt with the accusativns .--

« For a hnowledge of their (the priests’y duty, I solemmly pledge
myself that I shall find twenty Catholic curates in Ircland,
whose annual stipend eoxceeds not thirty pounds, who, in the
judgment of any impartial jury, will display more classical -
formation, more mathematical scienco, more extensive biblical huow-
ledge, a more profound acquaintance with moral theology as weli as
the canons and history of the church than the whole bench of Protes-
taut bishops of the country put togather. . . . What are the in-
stitutions to which the Catholic clergy are lostile? Enormous tases
for erecting (Protestant) churches where there are no Protestants to
attend them, tithes and vestry cesses and grand jury Jo_bbmg with the
long train of local tyranny and paltry litigation by which these exac-
twus are inposed. If these be called ¢ the institutions of the coun-
try * I hope the clergy of Ireland will always remain hostilo to them.”

Daoctor MeacHale was made Archbishop of Tuam in 1834. The
Euglish Government did .1l in its power to prevent the appointment,
just as in our time like influence was put forth to prevent the ap-
pointmont of the present illustrious prelate of Dubl}n. Lord
Palmerstown, who in 1884 was British Saretury for Foreign Affuirs,
wrote to his brother as fullows . * I am sending off & messcuger vad-
denly to Florenee and Rome tu try and get the Pope not to appoin
any agitating prelate Archbishop of Tuam.”

Prime Minister Lord Melbourne was more urgent and to the puint.
He¢ addressed aletter direct to the Pontiff, Pope Gregory XV, ashuyg
that His XHoliness ** would not appoint MacHale to the vacant see
—anybudy but him." But the efforts of the British Government
were in vain.  Recognivzing theconspicuous merit of Doctor Mac-
Iale aud the universal sentiment of Catholic Ireland in his favour,
Pope Gregory not only appointed the popular favourite but marked
him with special honour. .. . L

Bishup MacHale was on a visit to his father when the intimation
of his elevation to the ses of Tuam was communicated to him.
The news quickly spread far and wide and occasiuned enthusiastic
rejuicing all over Mayo and the West. As the time came for his
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departure the members of his own family, half rojoicing at his cleva-
tion and half deploring the necessity which took lim away from their
midst, mustered around his venerable father. After blessing m turn
parents and children he turned with full heart toward the door. But
there on the threskold knelt the bent figuro of that father, in view of
the expectant and waiting crowd outside, wating for the blessing
reserved for himself.  Wath his left hand resting on the octogenarian’s
white hairs, the Archbishop raised his right hund and blessed his
devoted parent. Theie were few eyes without tears among the spee-
tators as the prelate hited up his aged father from Ins kueeling position
and clasped him to his heart.”

For nearly balf a century, from 1834 to 1881, the signature, * John,
Archbishop of Tuam,” was a fanuhar and a welcome one in the
netional press of Ireland at the foot of powerful letters on the
great questions, which were of mterest to the Insh race or the Catho-
lic people.  Catholic education, the ** Nattonal Schools,” the Queon’s
college, the proselyusing *<Irish Church ** missions, the Protestant
church establishment, Repeal of the Umion, and in later years Home
Rule, were among the numezous questions which cecupred the pen of
the illuctrious prelate of Tuam. With O°Connell he was in frequent
almost constant correspondence for many years and up to his death.

The first formal meeting of the Repeal Association was held in
Tuam under the auspices of the Archbishop, and before the Associa-
tion was formed O'Connell consulted Archbishop MacHale on the
matter m a letter dated April 8, 1840, in which he wrote as follows :

« Whenever | have formed the intention of making a great popular
movement, or a movement which I hoped to be great, I have taken
the liberty of announcing it to your Grace, in the strong wish to
obtain the aid of your graut mind and national influence. . . . I
now lay before your Grace my present plan; it is this—to orgamze 2
Justice of Repeal Association.”

0'Connell then explained his plan in detail, and asked for the Arch
1.ishop's help, which it is needless to suy he got. At the first demon-
stration in Tuam the Archbishop made a great speech in which he
emphasized above all the necessity of an independent Irish party with
a view tosecuring the greatest and first of Ircland’s needs, viz., a native
legislature.

“There do not exist in the whole range of literature,” says Rev.
Doctor O'Keilly, * more powerful or more touching appeals-than are
contained in the series of letters written from St. Jarlath’s {Tuam) to
Lord John Russell, from August 1, 1546, all through the sutumn and
the long months of 1847, measuring the agony of a nation.” There
are wany men and woinen now living in America who were in Ircland
during that awful famine and who rememver those splendid letters
in which Arclibishop MacHale aroused public indignation against
the crmmnal indificrence of the British Gevernmnent, at whose head
was Lord John Russell, whose name was made familiar in Ireland by
the verdict of the coroner's junies on victums of the famuze, which
net unfrequently used to be * willful murder against Lord John
Russell.™

How Archbishop MacHzle was accustomed to present the case may
be judged by asample of lus letters to the P'rime Minister. Coin-
menting on the paltry assistance given by the Guvernment to ihe
famne-stricken people, the Archbishop wrote.

«The Brntish Empire boasts of its mcasurcless resources.  Tiow
15 an opportumty of exlubiting as well the estent of its hamanity
as of 1ts resources.  And what s the available sum that has beed voted
by the mumficence of Parhament to avert thestarvation of millivns ?
Fifty thousand pounds !

«Ten placemen divide between them a larger share of the publis
money. Fifty thousand pounds for a starving people

« It is not many vears since four times that sumn was squandered
on the pageant of a King s Coronation. Fafty thousand pounds!

“« It1s stll fresh in our memory when a few parsons (Protestant
clergymen) were allowed twenty times that amount—a million of
money—{rom the public purse to mantain an arlificial status in so-
ciety, and yet but the twenticth part of what was then given to that
body to keep up their rank is to be doled out to keep multitudes whe are
the sinews of socicty from perishing!” )

+ Your Lordsinp docs not forget whea TwesTY suLLioss were heaped
out of the public treasury to give liberty to the negrows of the West
Indics. Are the hives of the people of Ircland prized s low that bLut
Jifty thousand pounds—ihic four hundredth pact of these twenty
millions—1s to be given for rescuing ourt people from certain death 2™

In and arcand Ius home 1 Tuam, Doctor Macliale was idolized by
the people, cspecally the poor. * They watched,” says Duoctor
U Rally, - for the Archbishop every morming at the Cathedral, and
n stormy weather would show their ansiety to shicld him from the
ram or snow while ke was crossing the open space Letween his resi-
dence and tlo sacnsty. As he grew old, and especially during the
Inst years of hislife. when ke had long past theusual limit fixed for
human life, the people, his loving and beloved poot people cxpecially,
were wont to watch for hus carly appearance at the accustomed hours.
In tho cold, dark and tempesinons winter moruings, it was touching
to see their anxiety for Ins safety and comfort.”

Irish was the common tongue of the people in most parts of

the West of Ireland when Doctor MazHale was born, and for many
years after, as it is still in many distrizts. The great Archbishop
was always an enthusiastic advocate und helper of every movement,
not only for the presersation, but for the propagation of the language
which, we nced hardly say, hespoke and wrote himself. His trans-
lation into Irish of ** Moore's Melodies ** and ** Homer's Iliad ** have
been the ndmiration of scholars not alone in Ireland, but in the halls
of the greatest and most ancient universities on the continent of
Europe. The translation of the « Melodies ** was hailed with delight
by all lovers of the old language of the Gael, and the author of the
originial melodies, Thomas Moore, wrote to the Archbishop an enthu-
siastic letter, in which he said :—~

« That hese songs of mme should be translated into what I may
call their nutive language is in itself a great gratification and triumph
to me, but that such a tribute should come from-the the pen of your
Grace, considerably adds to the pride and pleasure I feel in it.”

That Archbishop MacHale was prominent and active in support of
the Home Rule movement hardly needs to be said, yet the following
tribute frem the founder and first leader of the movement cannot fail
to be irteresting :—

. Dunuix, September 30, 1875.

My Dear Loxkp Axcumsnor.—1 venture to trespass on you with a
few Imes to endeavour to express how deeply I and all the members
of the Home Rule Council feel the countenance and the sanction
winch your Grace has given to our intended meeting at Tuam. 1
need not say that we all appreciate the value of that sanction to any
Irish movement. I feel confident that it will make the meeting one
worthy of the Province it is intended to represent and of the cause 1t
is designed to serve. For myself I esteem 1t amongst the most
cherished memories of my life that any poor effort of mine to serve
our country should meet with your Grace's sanction and approval.
It grives me additional confidence and hiope. and strengthens me in my
fa1th 1n the success of our cause.  \With carnest wishes for your Grace's
health and buppmess, I remam, my dear Lord,

Your Grace's very faithful servant,
Isaac Burr.

In length of days as in greatness of intellect and intensity of love
for Faith and Fatherland, Doctor MacHale was distinguished above
Ins countrymen. e lived to within a few wmonths of 91 years of
age. He was sixty-seven years a priest and fifiy-six years a bishop
Yet his death was a shock to the nation. The sad event occurred on

November 7, 1881.

THE LATE JOUN LESPERANCE.

Jons Lesrerasck, who, as * Laclede,” contributed for so many
vears the most mteresting and widely appreciated of the Montreal
Gazette s hitermry features, the Saturday ** Epliemerides,™ died Tuesday
morning, March 10. As many of our readers are aware, he has for
more =n two years been an invalid, and for a long time there had
been no hope whatever of his restoration to healthi. — His death was
not, therefore, uncapected by his family and intimate friends, though
to a1l who hnew him it must be a cause of heartfelt sorrow.

John Lesperance was born at St. Louis, Mo., in the year 1836 and
was wiacawd at the University of St. Louis and at Freiburg, in Ger-
wany. He took part in the Civil War on the Southern side. In 1868
he crune to Canada and settled at St Jobus. . Q., where h: married.
H. becane conuected with the St. Johms Nars, to which he con
tibuted continuously for nearly twenty years, at the same time
writing for the Montreal press and for the magazines.  In 1872 he
jomed the staff of the Montreal Gacette.  After being associated with
that jouraal for about a yeat. he aceepted the charge of the rilustrated
Canadin Nears which hie continual to edit with recognized ability
antil 1850. In 1881 hc was for some time on the staff of the Montreal
wazette and subscyquently on that of the Star. In 1582 he obtained
the position of Provincial Immigration Agentat Moutreal, which he
retamned antil 1656.  He beeame «ditor of the Iuminion Illustrated in
July. 18586.

Mr. Lesperance has written at least three novels, * Fanchon,”
« The Bustonnais,” and ** My Creoles,” besides a large number of
novelettes and shord stories.  ITc has also written enongh poeiry to
form a goud-sized tolume, though he never gathered his picces to
gether for publication.  His essays on all sorts of subjects would, also,
if collccted, make a cunsiderable volume.  He is,.perhaps, best
known by lus - Ephemerides,” which were contributed to the Gasette
every Satarday for nearly sis years.  Ji 1882 Mr. Lesperance was
nommated by Lord Lorne, one of the first twenty members of the
Second Section (English literature, history and archwology) of the
Royal Socicty of Canada, to the transactions of which he contributed
some able papers on history and literature. For twenty years ho has
been an acknowledged power in Canadian literary life. He was a
cnitic of rare discerninent, with 2 sincere syupathy for exccllence, and
lus pen, the wnost genial and kwdly of pens, has given to many a
young writer the encvuragement Ui hias stimulated to fresh exertion
and a fruitful development of innate powers.  He had ever a word of

welcome for the young asyitat, and there are fow among the really
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meritorious littoratears of the present gencration whom he has not
Ldpad by titly praisy, sutudctinges seasuned by equally tiniely counsel

In private lifo, among thuse who lad the privilege of being ac-
quatinted with hing he was loved, as it falls to the lot of few mon to be
loved, by ol and younyg. ' Laddede,” (the nom de plume with which
lic signed Lis ** Epliciactides,” dorived from the name of the tounder
of his native city) has bueome o *househiold word ** through the
length and bieadth of Canada for whatever is noble and goaerous and
pure and goud m the dotsn of lebters. No persun can have tead the
¢ Ephcmiorides  witheut being struck by the compreheusivencas of
Mr. Lesperanceo's scholarship. Besides Greelk and Lautin, in which
his reading was wide, and his knowledge full and ready, he had
studied the musterpieces of the French, Italian, Spanish and German
languages.  In quoting passuges from his favourite authors, he
seldom had occasion to consult the toxt. Ilis * Ephemorides* were
writtou in all sorts of places and under all sorts of circumstances. Ho
had been wont to note down in his reading the outlines {just enough
for mnemonic purposes) of anything that especially pleased him, but
cven this note-book he rarvely carried with him. He seemed to write
best when he wrole currente calamo, not infrequently in a room full of
his DLrethren of the pen or of n mixed company, in the cars or on a
steamboat, the conversation often giving the koynote.  When Arch-
deacon Farrar lectured i Montreal on Dante, it was just in that way
that Mr. Lesperatice composed the ¢ Ephemerides' on the great
medieval poet which sc excited the lecturer’s surprise and admiration.
Instances of the facility with which, on such oceasions, he poured
forth from the stores of his well-furnished and many-sided mind the
“thoughts that voluntary move harmonious numbers—for they
were always wedded to appropriate expression—might easily be mul-
tiplied.  Out of his bounty he enriched the minds of many and also
touched their hearts—we may hope—to good purpose.

Though so gentle, John Lesperance was ever a stern moralist, and,
with all his wealth of pity for the erring, no man was more pro-
nounced in his condemnation of those who wilfully led their fellow-
men astray. In some vespects, indeed, he might be deemed old-
fashioned. To him the faith once delivered to the saints was the
faith for the 19th century—for all ages. He was, it is said, educated
with a view to the priesthood, and few clergymen have had a deeper
and more abiding sense of things spiritual. He loved the chants, the
solemn services of his church and the sacred hymns of cloistered
poets gave him a sense of rapture.  One of his la est papers or essays
—-read before the Athenwum club of Montreal—was on this subject.
Yet, alithough so intensely devout, although his religion (notwith-
standing his free confession of many sheiccomings) was to him a roai
solace, no person, whatever maight bee his views, could ever uccuse
John Lesperance of bigotry, of excluviveness, or of obtruding his
opinions on others. Many of his friends, indeed, were not even aware
that he was a Catholic.

IIis published novels and his ¢ Ephemerides " have, to some extent,
diverted attention from John Lesperance's gift as a poet. It is to be
hopad that some time a published volume will contain at least a
selection from them. Like the other offspring of this versatile pen,
they were thrown off, as the inspiration seized him.  His conversa-
tion alone was a feast. In tho year 1875 he, with the late Thonms
King, Mr. R. S. White, John E. Logan, the late C. Massiah, John
Roadc and others, mostly members of the press, started a club called
the * Kuilos,” or ¢ Circle,” which met every Saturday evening at
Mr. King's. Thos. King was its president, John Lesperance its vice-
president. It had its defects, doubtless but for life and sympathy and
literary comradeship, it was the most genuine and, in some ways, the
most stimulating and fruitful of experiments of the kind in Montreal.
Its convivial features were, perhaps, too strongly marked, but it did
not neglect the ohiect for which it was founded, and for two years the
“Kuklos” was a looked for resource of solace and recreation to the
journalists of Montreal. At that time Lesperance was in his acine of
mental vigour and he was the acknowledged leader of the circle.
Many who met him in those years at “ Rex’s” have, like ¢ Rex”
himself joined the majority. DBut some are still in the land of the
living—in Toronto, in fhicago, in New York, in England, even in
Australia—and they cannot huve forgotten ¢ Laclede’s™ generous en-
thusicsm and fellow feeling for all the brotherhood of the pen.  And
of the Aitic salt at ** Rex's” feasts he furnished a goodly portion.

In later years troubles—of which he had a more than the average
allotment-—left its mark on Lim and caused a halt in the flow of wit
and humour and maltifarious lore. But his geniality of nature could
not change and even when the loss of his cherished daughter—the
¢ Rita " who had begun to share in his literary labour with the sym-
pathy of young enthusiasm—had left him, as he said, sorely in need
of comfort, he never lost the heartiness of greeting, the winrning
charm of gracious manner, the kindly and considerate helpfulness
which wero natural to him.  Until lns health entirely broke up, he
made it a point of duty to attend the meetings of the Society for His-
torical Studies, of which he was president and to do his par}, in the
reading of papuas.  The last occasion on which lie presided in Feb-
ruary, 1889, his fulling Liealth was puinfully perceptible. A few days
afterwards he was seized with the iliness from which he was destined
never to recover. From the first the physicians who attended him

gave no word of hope. But lns fuithful wife and numerous frionds
still luoked for somne change in lus condition which might give promise
of bis return to them. During s long illuess he was waited on most
assiduously and tenderly by tho pious ladies who have chosen tho
* butter part ' of mimistering to the rolief of the aftlicted. Ho was
tho gentlest of patients, as he had been the gentlest of compamons, no
haesh or querulous word escapmng his lips during lus tedious illness.
1o wus visited by rolatives und friends fromn lus boylhiood's distant
Liome, to wineh in lus * Iiphemeridus * ho so often referred.  Until
about the middle of January he never cowplained of boing ill and did
not wish to be thought so. But from the day that he became con-
sotous of his failing health ho resigned bhimsolf to tho certainty of np-
proaching death, Day aiter day he grow foebler and fecbler, until
towards noon yosterday he quietly passed away. Mr. Lesporance
leaves o widow and two children, a boy und a girl, to mourn his
loss.— Montreal Gazette.

CARDINAL GIBBONS ON MARRIAGE AND DIVORGCE,

s« Manniack and Divorce ” was the subject on Murch 1st of the Lent-
on sernion by Cardinal Gibbons. Among the auditors was Jerome J.
Bonaparte, the grandson of the King of Westphalin, who was used in
the course of tho sermon to illustrate the argument of the Cardinal,

“Marriago,” said the Uardinal, ¢ is the most inviolable and irrevoc-
able of all contracts that wero ever formed. Every human contract
may be dissolved but this. Natious may be justified wm abrogating
trenties with each other, merchantsmay dissolve partnerships ; brothers
will eventually leave the parental roof and separate from one another
liko Jacob and Esau ; Triends like Abraham and Lott may bo obliged
to part company. But by the law of God the bond uniting husband
and wife cun be dissolved only by death. No earthly sword can sever
the nuptial knot which the Lord has tied. Our Saviour emphatically
declares that the nuptinl bond 18 ratified by God himself, and hence
that no man nor ay legislation framed by man can validly dissolve
the contract.

Hero the Co:dinal illustrated the subject at sumelength by narrating
how Pope Ciement V1I. refused to sanction the divorce of Henry VIII.
from his lawful wife, Cathavine of Arragon, and how Pius VII., when
solicited by Napoleon, refused to annul the marriage between the
Emperor’'s brother Jerome and Miss Patterson, who were married in
Baltimore by Archbishop Carrol, in 1803. He continued :

« Christian wives and mothers, what an immensb debt of gratitude
you owe to Christ and his Church for your emancipation and the
aignity which you enjoy in the Christian commonwealth. If you are
no longer the sluves ot man's passions like the women of Asia, but his
peer and his equal ; if your are no longer o tenant at will, like the wives
of pagan Greece and Rome, but the mistress of your household ; if
you are no longer confronted by usurping rivals, like Mohammedan
and Morman wives ; but if you are the queen of the domestic kingdom
you are indebted for this position to the Church, and especially to the
sovereign pontiffs who have vindicated your honour when assailed by
lustful men.

« I said you are the queen of the domestic kingdom. If you would
retain that empire shan the political arena, avoid the rostrum, beware
of unsexing yourselves. Ifyou become embroiled in political agitation
the queenly aureole that fancy paints on your brow will faude away,
and the reverence that is paid will disappear. If you have the vain
ambition of reigning in public life your domestic empire will be at an
end.

«'The subject of divorce is invested with a painful interest in our
time and country. ‘There are more divorces legally granted in thig
country than in any other Christain countty—more, perhaps, than in
all other Ghristain countries combined. In the space of twenty years,
according to official statistics, from 1867 to 1886, inclusive, 360,000
divorces were granted in the United States—that is to say two-thirds
of 1,000,000 persons were legally soparated during that time. The
number of divorces has steadily increased since that time and o1l ant
of proportion to the general increase of population. Divorecs uro
granted on the most filmsy pretexts, and through the country divorce
courts are established, which are very appropriste called divorco
mills, since they grind out divorces with such rapidity and crush out
happiness fcom the domestic roof.

* Lt the imagination picture to itself the number of homes made
desolute by this destroying angel ; the number of Lhusbands and wives
whose lLicarts are crushed and whose spirits are broken ; the number
of children that are cast upon the world bereft of a father's protect-
ing arm and of a mother’s love; who dare not cling to one of their
parents without arousing the jealousy and hatred of the other.

« But is it not eruel and heartless to compel a husband and wife
to live together who cannot so live in peace, and who are entirely
estranged from each other ? I answer that the laws of the Gospel
are not obligatory on such persons to dwell together if there is no
hiope of & reconciliation between them.  They are allowed to live apart
and to obtain a divorce from bed and buvard. But, if you nsist, 151t
not cruel and unnatural to condemn such persons to a life of forced
celibacy after they are separated? Would it not be more merziful
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to pernait them to on‘ar into sacred nuptials and enjoy the society of
congenial partners in marriage.  You spuak of mercy tu the scparated
¢ uples. but is no mercy to be shewn to the good crder of society?
Is no mercy to be shown to the gospel of Christ, which upholds our
socioty ?  All laws are made for the cummon good, and vvery law has
ita personal inconvenicuces. 1f you abrogats a law becausc of its
incidental annoyance you undermine all legislalon. Itis on that prin
ciple that the workman objects to the observauce of Sunday when he
would prefer to work, and that the salvon keeper vbjects to the closing
of his store when he would rather sell.

« It is better that ono man should suffer thun that the whole nation
should perish. Better, far better, that in a few individual coses
divorced people should be forbidden to marry than that the foundations
of tho sacred otlices of society should be undermined.”’—Catholic IHome

JUBILEE OF' ARCHBISHOP WILLIAMS O BOSTON.

Most REev. Joux J. Winniaxs, D. D,, whose grand jubilee asg a
Bishop of the Catholic Church was celebrated on the 11th and 12th
of Murch, 1891, was born in Boston on the 27th of April, 1822, and
that city has been the scene of his life’s labour. He was educated
in a private school and at the Cathedral school.  When old encugh
he took n college course in Montreal and finished his theology at the
Semii:ery of St. Sulpice, Paris. Bishop Fenwick ordained him in
1848. He assisted in various parishes until 1852, when he was given
charge of a chapel in Beach street. Around it grew very rapidly a
largo congregation, and in one year the chapel had to give way to a
grand Gothic church.  Bishop Fitzpatrick dedicated it in 1858.
Father Williams was also rector of the Old Cathedral in Franklin
street, which stood near the birth-place of Ben Franklin, and which
was pulled down in 1860. His conduct as pastor was most exemplary
and many of the older generation still revere him as * Father
Williams."

Bishop Fitzpatrick made Father Williams Vicar-General, and in
1866, that beloved prelate fallingll, the Viear-General became Co-
adjutor Bishop with the right of succession, which right became
operative upon the death of Bishop Fitzpatrick. Bishop Williams
was consecrated fourth bishop of Boston at his own Church, St.
James’, on the 11th of March, 1866. It 1s the twenty-fifth anniver-
sary of that event which is now commemorated. Bishop Williams
attended the Valican Council in 1869-70, being absent over nine
months. The diocese had been increasing steadily under his energetic
but kindly supervision, and in 1875 it becamne umportant enough to
warrant its erection into an archdiocese—the dioceses of Springfield
and Providence having been created out of it in the meantime for the
purpose of more organization. Cardinal McCloskey brought over the
pallium from Rome and Bishop Williams was formally invested with
1t on the 20th of May, 1875, the occasion being the grandest religious
ceremony ever witnessed in New England.  Cardinal McCloskey cele-
trated Pontifical High Mass and was assisted by Bishop MecNierney,
of Albany and De Geesbriand, of Burlington.

Bishops MeNierney and De Goesbriand were among those to offer
their congratulations and officiate at the Jubilee Mass on Thursday.
In 1866, when Archbishop Williams tecame Bishop, there were then
100 churches; 18 schools and academies; 180 priests and 4,500
school children and 200,000 Catholics. To-duy thero is in the same
territory a Catholic population of 600,000, with 228 churches and
chapels; 68 schools and academies; 852 priests and 80,000 children
attending the parochial schools.  As many more will do so within »
very short time. The Cathedral of the Holy Cross is a magnifi-
cent edifice and was consecrated by Archbishop Williams, Dec. 8th,
1875. His special pride is his seminary, by which in future the
archdiocese will be furnished with its clergy.

A veseatcit dated London, Feb. 27, says that information
touching the Cabinet discussion of a programme leading up to
the dissolution of Parliament has reached the Ministerial ranks,
arousing increased expectancy of an appeal to the country in the
autumn.  Efforts to get a definite assurance from members of
the Cabinet have been met simply by advice to be ready. Sec-
rotary Balfour and President Ritchie, of the Local Government
Board, oppose the idea, the former desiring first to force the
passage of an Irish Local Government measure.

Brsewuene in this issue we reprint the appreciative and sympa-
thetic article in which the Montreal Gazette, whose columns were
for many vears enriched by his wutings, announced the death in
that city a few days agn of Mr. John Talon-Lesperance.  Mr. Lesper-
ance, who was one of the twenty literary men whora Lord Lorne
selected for the section of Letters of the Royul Suciety of Canada,
was, whether as poet, critie, or essayist, one of the most graceful, as
from the range of his culture he was certainly one of the most
scholarly of (anadian writers. Through the Royal Society, the
Saciety for Historieal Studics, and other organizations, he was closely
identified with the intellectual and literary life of the Dominion, and
more particularly with that of the Lower Province, and his death
leaves a wide gap in the ranks of Canadian men of letters. Mr.
Lesperance was above all things a scholar 21 eritic, but in his case,
ut least, criticism took on the colours of his warim and strong sympa-
thies. e had no room in his writings, as hie had none in his nature,
for the merely acrid or cynical. In private life he was in all things
kindly and unselfish, and was rarely happier than when aiding and
counselling young and timid writers. Towards the end he suffered
much, and his last years were saddened by heavy Lereavements. Al
who knew him in this life will feel themselves, now that he is gone,
the poorer by his loss.

A rew days ago the Iloly Father attained his eighty-first year. A
reception was held on the oceasion in the Vatican, and His Holiness
delivered an animated speech, which was responded to by Cardinal
Raphael Monaco Valletta, Dean of the Sacred College. The date
being likewise the anniversary of Pope Gregory the Great, references
wers made to that epoch in Christian history. The following is a
summary of the observations of Leo XIII. :

His Holiness remarked that Grogory passed in history ag one of the
greatest Popes who had ever existed, owing to his labours in the
Lastern Churches, to the great number of conversions made in Eng-
land during his Pontificate, his crusades against slavery, and his

having froed Ttaly from her intostine wars and foroign encmies. Ho
romarked that the abolition of slavery was, owing to all civilized
nations being equally desirous of it, o much eazior task in the presont
day, but that if with liberty religious sentiments were uot inculeated
it would be u useless work. Towards this end all the efforts of
Catholicism should be directed, and if it were granted him to reach
his opiscopal jubilee, he woull dedicate to this work the greater part
of the charitable offerings of the Catholics.

Tho episcopul jubilae will arrive on the 19th of February, 1898
Tuesday was the thirteenth anniversury of the crowning of the Popo.
We caunot botter express our feolings than in the Latin epigraph
which figures at the head of the Osservatore Romano :

As our readers are awarc a great deal of bitterness has been bred
within recont years in Boston as a result of the fanatical and bigoted
opposition shown to Catholics in the matter of the public schools.
The address delivered by Archbishop Williams of that city a few days
ago, though made at a time when passions aro subsiding, indicates
how profoundly he and his people felt the unjust attacks upon thent.
The Boston I1erald of last Monday, commenting upon the Archbishop’s
speech, acknowledges the patience and dignity with which its Catholiz
fellow citizens, under marked provocation, Lore themselves.  « We
are glad,” it snys of the Archbishop's address, * that he had the graco
and sclf-control to wait till the storm was over befora he made this
speech, and we admire its spirit. Our Roman Catholic citizens had
abundant reason to be thoroughly provoked, and had the arch-
bishop been a less good-natured man than he is, we might have had
plenty of trouble. We are ashamed both of tns zealots who attempted
to use the school rally in order to express their.hatred of the Roman
Catholic religion, and of the persons who stood still and did not pro-
test actively against their wild and intemperate work, but we fear
that Archbishop Wilhams is a little unjust to those who did not
approve of these intemperate proceedings. The Herald did not spare
any efforts to rebuke and condemn tho partisan action of these re-
ligious and civil enthusiasts, and if the conservative and best educated
clement in our population did not organize to publicly condemn these
loud-spulen people, they certainly were not lacking in a quiet and yet
thoroughly effective protest. We heartily respond to the Arch-
bishop's statement that he was ashamed of his fellow-citizens; but
he might have qualified his statement by excepting from condemna-
tion thousands who, if not lus co-religionsts, felt that silenco and an
honest protest was the most effective way of opposing a course of which
they did not approve.”

Broturnr Azaris, a distinguished name among American Cathiolic
scholars and writers, in anarticle on ¢ Church and State ”* in a recent
number of the . merican Catholic Quarterly Review deals with the
question of the freedom ' of Catholics about which therg prevails
so much of misconception. Brother Azarias says :—

« Our Catholic writers are of all shades of opinion upon the issues
of tlie day, and they may be so without incurring ccclesiastical cen-
sure. Take, for instance, the burning questions of modern science
and modern thought. Some there are who think that as children of
the age it is their duty to face the problems of the age and effect their
solution as best they may. Others, again, are alarmed at fl.a hostile
attitude of certain leaders of modern thought towards the Church,
and, identifying the person with the cause, condemn the whole with-
out o fair hearing. They seek refuge in extreme rigidity of doctrine.
In their opinion the Decalogue is incomplete, the sermon cn the
mount too mild, and Rome too leniecnt. The non-Catholic world 13
only too prone to identify this class of writers with the Church.
Their extreme views bring odium upon religion. They seem incag-
ablo of learning from the blunders of the past. They speah and
write as though the Inquisition had never made Galileo say that the
carth did not move round the sun, or the Sorbonue had not dictated
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to Buffon what he could writo concorning this world's formation.
Every educated Catholic knows that neither the Inquisition nor the
Sorbonne is the Church, and though both were formidale bodies,
thoy had no claim to infallibility. Why should these over-hasty
writers attompt to forco a repotition of such blunders? They are
misleading, und are not to be considered in any respect vepresentative.
You will find other Cutholie writers holding views as broad as theirs
are narrow. The children of the Church have great liberty of action
and opinion. Itis the liberty of children in a well regulated house-
hold. Thoy know the limit beyond which they must not pass.

ST. PATRICK'S DAY.

God save our native lond!

St. Patrick’s Day has come and gone.  The twenty or thirty millions
of Ireland's sons and daughters, scattered over the entire habitable
globe, have, once more, from warm throbbing hearts saluted the dear
old motherland with all the affection and homage which national days
bring to all nations und races, but to the Irish race in an especial
manner. Once more has the past been reviewed, the present con-
sidered, the future hopetully questioned. Another column is added
up in the weary count of time, another milestono is passed on the
weary road to the consummation of hopes so long deferred. Once
again the sacred honour paid the day, the instruction on its piritual
significance, the address on its national importance been rendered.

At the colebration of last St. Patrick's Day tho horizon was bright,
and everything tended to the beliof that, erc another year had elapsed,
the long sufforing and patriotic people of Ircland would have been
relieved of their distress by a measure of Home Rule. To day, that
consummation is apparently further off than ever. Never was the
prayoer, “ God Save Ireland * of greater need than at the present hour,
when, instead of & united and solid party standing shoulder to shoulder
and doing battle in the constitutional fight for the cause of jreland,
the Irish Parliamentary Party is torn by dissension, the National or-
ganization broken up, and scenes of deplorablo vio'.uce cnacted,
through the agency of a man, who, after great public services, which
Irishmen will ever gratefully acknowledge, and who is undeniably in
possession of great political acumen, came -forth from the divorce
cour, and all its scandalous disclosures, insisting that he shall still
be recognized as the leader of the Iri 1 nation, a people, the most
virtuous and Christian in the world.

The umted hierarchy of Ireland, tho priesthood, and, as Drs. Walsh
and Croke recently said, three-fourths of the people of Ireland, are
opposed to the leadership of Mr. Parnell. The words of the illustrious
end patriotic Primate of Ircland, Archbishop Logue of Armagh, in
his Lenten Pastoral, will be re-echoed by all true lovers of Ireland's
cause—words fraught with sadness and regrot, when ho says.
«“JIt is painful, above all, to be obliged to condemn the conduct of
a gentleman whom, in common with the great bedy of my country-
men, I admired and trusted; yes, trusted to such a degree that, till
the fact was forccd on me by evidence I could no longer resist, 1 re-
fused to believe that, holding in his hands the destinies of a nation
he could barter them away ior a shameful intrigue. Talk of fidelity
to the country, of never having proved false to Ireland, with such a
fact staring us in tha face. Are we Irishmen then oxpected
to sacrifice our senso of decency, to tarnish almost the only little gem
that has been spared to us? And what are we to gain by the sacri-
fice? We are to gain bhghted hopes, the ruin of our cause, the old
curse of our race, dissension, a dissension, too, which shall be per-
manent, all compromises to the contrary notwithstanding. Ithink I
have a right tospeak for myself—I beliove I can ~peak with confidence

for tho clergy of tho Archdiocese, and for the laity, too, with very fow
exceptions. Speaking in their name and my own, I pledge mysolf,
on my own and their behalf, that we shall never follow a banner that
we nro ashamed to unfurl, lest the nations should point to the dark
staing on its folds. What I say I have no doubt others in my position
will also say. I am confident I do not stand alone.”

In view of the fuct thut Parnollite omissaries have arrived in New
York, whoso avowed mission i3 for the purpose of obtaining funds to
carry on the fight in Ireland for the leadership, the utterance, on St.
Putrick’s Day, in St. Michuael’s Cathedral, to the Irish socteties, of
His Graco Archbishop Walsh ot 'Toronto—one of the most ablc and
patriotic members of the Canadian Hierarchy, whose love of the * old
land " is second only to his dovotion to the Catholic faith—should
carry weight, and be placed in thie samo category as the appeal of
his illustrious nnmoesake, the Archbishop of Dublin. ¢ Put country
before party " said 1lis Grace, * put the Home Rule cause before the
leadership of any man. A leader is but an accident, and may be put
as , the causo is everything, and must be upheld at any cost. Have
naught to do with the partizan delegates who have come to this
country {> domand money. Those men are apostles of scandulous
dissensions, and overy dollar given to them would but help to perpet-
uate a fratricidal struggle at home—to treat as a matter of noaccount,
if not to sanction, an enormous crime against the purity and sacred-
ness of the family and home, and to make war on the patriotic
bishops, priests, and the overwhelming majority of the Catholics of
Ireland. Let those portisans emissaries go home, make peaco with
their fellow countrymen, and thon come out as the representatives of
a united people and a united policy, then, and then only, would they
bo entitled to our moral support and monetary agsistance.”

THE DEATH OF HERR WINDTHORST.

Tue death of the great German Catholic Statesman, Herr Ludwig
Windthorst, at the ripe old age of nearly eighty, is an ovent of no
small importance to the German Church and to the German Empire.
Though physically a feeble man, he was in mental strength a giant,
and for the last 20 years he led with commanding power the Catholic,
or Centre, party in the Reichstng. In struggling for the repeal of the
tyranmical proscriptions that weighed so long and heavily upon the
Catholics of Germany he became the most considerable opponent of
the Man of Blood and Iron, Bismarck, who dreaded an encounter with
him more than any dozeu other political opponents, and whom in the
end he brought, Blood and Iron and all, completely to his knees.
Dr. Windthorst's comprehensive and exhaustless knowledge, his
logical strength and his power of scarcasm combined to render him
the most formdable antagonist with whom the great Chancellor had
to deal in his long career.

Herr Windthorst was completely devoled to the intorests of the
Church m Germany. Reared in the faith, he became its most trusted
political leader and champion. By his rare powersof orgunization and
control, he welded his scattered and at times discouraged co-religion-
ists into a compact and powerful body, obedient to his will aud having
implicit confidence in his wisdom and skill in management, with
such a golid party at his back, obedient to his every wish, he was able
to prove a constant thorn in the side of the government when he could
not secure from it the concessions that he wished, until he came to be
aman to bo always reckoned with. This gradually yielded to his
becoming on ally instead of an opponent, but for this he never failed
to exact a full price in the shape of important advantages to the church
that were conceded to his demands.

There is not apparently left in the Centrist party & man wk  ~an
take Horr Windthorst's place—not another who approaches him in
ability, or can begin to inspire and command the unlimited confidence
which ho possessed. What effect this may have upon German politics
cannot now be predicted with any degree of certainty. The party has
beon well schooled and understands the means that have given it
guccess in the past. So far as it holds to the old methods it may
reasonably expect to retain its hold upon power and influence. It
will only be when new emergencies arise to which it must apply itself,
that it will most seriously feel the loss of the leader whose consum-
mate skill invariably led it on the road to success.

Passtox Sunday brought to a close a week
that will be long remembered at Cornwall for
the stir and activity of its religious life.

Father Corbett. On Thursday missionaries
and people were hononred by the first oflicial
visit of the new highly esteemea and beloved
Bishop of Alexandriz. He administered the
Sacrament of Confirination to fifty adults be-
forea packed assemblage of all denominations.
An address presented by a committee of prom-
inent citizens was read by IHon. Mr. Bergin,
to which His Lordship rasponded m most ap-
propriate terms.

Besnles the good accomplished by the mis-
sion in bringing several converts into the
Church and many lukewarm Catholies back
to the practice of their religion, effective
measures were taken for the maintenance of
religious fervour by the establishment of the

the boys adding to the three degrees the
pledge against intoxicants and tobacco until the
age of Lwenty-one,

On Sunday, the closing day, after the par-
ochial Mass, two hundred and fifty men re-
mained in church to inaungurate the men’s
branch of the League.. After listening to
a short explanation of the association given
by Rev. Father Connolly, the Central Director
of the League, all to a man lifted up his right
hand in token of their pledge to receive the
Saerament in a body five times a year on days
appomted by the Rev. Local Director, and to
disconntenance intemperance by not touching in-
toxicants in hotels, bur-rooms and public
places.

Never, perhaps, did Cornwall see such a
brilliant gathering as that which wet on Sun-
duy afternoon to inangurate the ladies’ branch
of the League. Twenty of the most prom-
inent ladies of the congresation volun.
teered their services to recruit circles of fifteen
for vosary bands and supervise the work of
the holy League in the parish. They expect

to the Mother of God by Father Conuolly, fol-
lowed by conferring the Papal blessing.

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At St. Michael's Cathedral on Sunday even-
ing lust, grand musical Vespers were sung, and
an oloquent sermon preached by Rev. Father
Walsh, under the auspices of the management
of the St. Nicholus' Home,

The mission at Sacred Ileart church given
by Father Plante, S.J., of Guelph, was con-
cluded on Sunday evening last.  About 400
communicants testified by therr presence at the
altar rail the beneficial result of the 1nission.
His Grace the Avchbishop accompanied by
Vicar-general Rooney and Father Walsh at-
tonded vespers on Friday ovening, and spoko
words of advice and encouragement to them, as
well as praising the work of their pastor, the
Rev. Father Lamarehe.

In presence of alarge number of prominent
citizens, his Grace, Archbishop Walsh on Sat-
urday last performedthe ceremony of removing
the last pieco of seaffolding in the cathedral,
and formally accepting the work done by con-
tractor M. O'Connor. The clergy present were
Very Rev. Dean MceCann, chancellor of thearch-
diocese, and Fathers Walsh and Rohleder.

Theo full choir sang the Laudate during the
ceremony. The cathedral presents a most
beautiful appearance, and great credit is due
Mr. O'Connor for the artistic manner in
which he has perforimed his contract. The
improvements have cost a large sumn and as
may be expected tho cathedral of Toronto is
now one of the most handsome and sacred
edifices in the Dominion.

The formal opening will not take place nntil
about June when his Grace will make the
cathedral the theme of a discourse.

The Reverend Father Lowry,a patriotic
priest from the north of Ireland, sends a sprig
of shumrock and a strong letter to Mr. D. A.

miserable fall was advocating) that is fast taking
the place of thatunion of Manacies now totteringto a
dishonored end.”

Father Lowryis anofticer of ono of tho
Irish Nationalist meetings and is an enthusiastic
and eloquent priest.

The Catholic Order of Foresters celebrated
the second anniversary of their establishment
in Montreal by holding a parade of the thirteen
courts in that city on last Sunday afternoon.
The courts assembled at the corner of St.
James and Craig streets, outside the hall of
Angelus court, about 500 strong, and at threo
o'clock a start was made. IHeading the line
were the Bishop’s guards in their gorgeous
uniforms of red tunic, white trousers and patent
leather boots. The route was along St. James
to Victoria square, up to Craig and along St.
Antoine to Cuthedral street up to the Arch-
bishop’s palace. Here the Foresters were re-
ceived by bis Grace Archbishop Fabre, to
whom they tendered un address in French and
English, in which they congratulated him upon
the success of his mission to the Eternal City
and reminded him that this was the second an-
niversary of their foundation. It also drew
attention to the fact that they presented the
address in the two languages in order that all
their members might understand its tenor and
thut although they were divided in language
they were united in the church. In conclusion
they expressed the hope that his Graco might
long continue to administer the affairs of his

diocese in the energetic and successful manner
which had marked it in the past. The Euglisa
address was read by Mr. John Davis, chiel
ranger of St. Patrick's court, and the French
by the chief ranger of Villa Marie court.  In
his reply his Grace dwelt specinlly upon tire
unity which existed in the ranks, irvespective
of nationality. A service was afterwards held
in the Archbishop's chapel av which Rev.
Father Drammond, 8. J., delivered an ologquent
sermon in French and Engl:sh, in which he re-
ferred to the great progress mado by the or-
gamzation in this city.

A vast concourse of people blocked up the
narrow precinets of St. Georgo street last Sun-
dayafternoon toattend the funcral and pay their
last tribute of respect tou man who, although
young in years, was universally respected
all classes of society, Mr. Jumes P. . Tansey.
The first to arrive on the street shortly before
two o'clock was Branch 26 of the C.M,B.A.
of which the deceased was a charter member.
The streot was soon crowded after tlus, and
when the casket containing the body of the de-
censed was borne from the house every head in
the large assemblage wasuncovered. A number
of floral emblems, gifts from the C. M. I3. A.
and sorrowing friends, were placed inthe hearse.

The hearse was preceeded by all the local
branches of theC. M.B. A.,and foliowed by per-
haps thelargest and most representative gather-
ing that ever attended a private funeral m
Montreal.

The authorities bad collected taxes
on Catholic school property for 1 number of
yaurs.

The will of Cardinal Newman bequeathes

all his manuscripts and copyrights of books to
Rev. Father Neville, his real and household
property to Rev. Father Pollen and the whole
of the residue to Revs. Neville, Pollen and
Bellasis, all of whom belong to the Oratory of
Edgbaston. The whole of the Cardinal's estate
is valued at £8,754.
—Another pilgrimage of French workingmen
to the Vatican is being organized under the
auspices of Cardinal Richard, Archbishop of
Paris. It is expected to be larger and more
representative than the former one.

— Preparations are being made for the visit of
the Austrinn Empress to the Holy Land.  1ler
journey there, undertaken in a truly Catholic
spirit, will not be a pleasure tour, but a pj-
grimage. She will spend the Holy Week in
Jerusalem.

—A reporter of the Pittsburg Zimes has taken
the trouble of making up a statistical report of
tho number of the churches and the com-
municants in that city, both Catholic and
Protestaut. He mukes vhe total number of
Catholics in Pitisburg alone 87,322 ; iuncrease
since 1880, 86,627. A very intcresting item
is that of the relative percentage of increase
within the past ten years, whichis giver: thus:
Catholics, 72 per cent.; Protestant average,
48 per cent.

—The Fatbher Matthew Society in Deverly,
Mass., recently held a meeting at which 1,500
people were present. This shows a great ad-
vance for the cause of temperance in Beverly.

—The DBelgian Minister to tho Ioly See,
Baron Wetnall, is expected to arrive soon at
Rome. Ile1s the bearer of the documents re-
lating to the Belgian and Portugese differ-
ences regavding Afviea.  Diplomacy having
failed to settle this dispute at Lisbon, the me-
dintion of the difliculty has been offered to Leo
XL and accepted by him. This has been
done ollicially.

— An eloquent and interesting conference has
been given in Brussels by M. de Meaux, son-
in-law to Count Montalembert, on the Catholie
Church in the United States.  Generous
homage was rendered to the tolerant views of
Washington and his successors, who never
shackled the true rehgion, or sought to cramp
its expansion. The wisdom and patriotism of
the Catholic priests, who were always loyaily
devoted the republican institutions of their
country, were also commended.  The great
patriotic Irisli-lorn Archbishop Carroll came
in for a cordial tribute.

—The Abbe Deruaz, parish priest of Lausanne,
will, 1t is authoritatively stated, be nominated
Bishop of Lausanne and Geneva, in place of
Cardinal Mermillod, who will remain in Rome.
The nomination is heartily welcomed on all
sides as the most suitable possible, and it is
expected that henceforth there will be ¢ possi-
bility of arranging finnlly the religious confhet
at Geneva, and of ameliorating the condition
of Catholics in that zity, which bas borne the
title of the ¢ Calvinistic Rome."

—Crispi, the deposed Italian premicr, is not
much regretted by the diglomatic world in
Ttaly. His manners were more than brusque;
in his cffort to be hail-fellow-well-met he be-
came coarse, and treated dignified personages
with a familiarity that shocked them. e
slapped them on the back after the fashionofa
cabman at the bar of a public house. Some
of them laughed in their sleeves at the upstart,
but others took his behaviour more seriously.
Lord Dufterin gave him a significant lesson in
politeness.  When the Ambassador of Queen
Victoria was announced at the palace of the
Italian Prime Minister, Crispi was lying cn
his back ona sofa.  le never rose, but motion-
ed the diplomatist to enter with a friendly
smile. Lora Dufferin drew himself up stifily,
met the smile with a freezing glance, and
fairiy compelled the oflicial to advance to re-
ceive him with courtesy.

—There has been no falling of this year in
Ivish-American enthusiusm for Kmmet’s Day ;
but the spirit of the celebration has been more
than usmally serious and practical.  Capt.
O'Meagher Condon, in an cloquent address in
Washington, . C., advocated continuance of
the relief funds for the Irish famine sufferers.
The Irish people, he said, were best left to
theinsclves to adjust their political differences.
In his admirable speech in Philadelphin, the
Hon. John E. Fitzgerald, of Bostan, gave this
opportune advice :—

«I would urge my hearers not to give any
support to the factional leaders on the other
side of the Atlantic until they settle their dif-
ferences and personal disputes.  Delegates
must not como to this country as representa-
tives of any faction, and transplant the scencs
witnessed at Kilkenny, Belfast and Limerick
into the streets of New York, Philadelphia,
Boston and Ghicago. When the lrish leaders
unite among themselves, then they will bhave
our support, as before.”

The Irish Catholic citizens of Toronto paid
their trzl.m.te to the memory of Ivelund's
patron Saint on Tuesday last, the 17th inst.
The ceremonies of the day, as cver, partsok of
bqth a social and & religious nature, and it 1s
with 2 fecling of gratification that we sav,
by no act was the day marred. The trae
spirit of St. Patrick seemed to permeate those
who had gathered to do honour to Ius memory,
and, despite the many temptavions that occa-
sions suchas these—when the spirit of enthus-
lusm is aroused, and friends meet friends whom
they havenot seen for a length of time—af-
ford, to take = little more « poteen ” than is
good for them, universal sobriety was the
rult_:, and a more resvectable, orderly, and in-
telligent bedy of men was never seen on
parade, than those who marched in procession
on St. Pawick's Day.

A sprig of shamrock was to be secen on the
lappels of many coats around town, and on
the breasts of many women, showing the
pride with which those who wore them, took
in their Irish nationality and race tradition.

_The procession proceeded by way of Queen,
Sunco'c, King, Yonge, and Shuter streets to
St. Michael's Cathedral. The bands plaved
the ** Wearing of the Green,” ** St. Patrick’s

Dey,” and other Irish airs. The bright green
and gold of tho varicus patterns of regalia set
off tha procession in a gay manner, and the
brave sons of s bright land wero thoe admira.
tion of thu thousands of other citizens who
crowded the strests along the line of march.

The cuihedral was wlmost filled before the
processionists arrived. The bands entered the
sacred edifice playing ¢ St. Patrick's Day,”
but many in the hinder part of the procession
found it impossible to get inside, even the
aisles being soon blocked.

It wasun impressive scene in the Cuathedral,
‘he new windows in the roof and the delicately
tinted decorations have transformed the great
chamber from a very sepulchre to a place of
rare beauty. Above the altar burned in gas
a desiyn of the cross enwreathed with sham-
vocks.

Upon the throne within the sanctuary sat
His Grace the Archibishop, while many priests
accupied the stalls opposite him. Among
them were Very Rev. Dean McCann, deacon of
the Mass ; Rev. Father Williams, sub-deacon,
and the Rev. Father Walsh, celebrunt.  High
Mass was celebrated, whiie the choir rendered
“ Peter's Muss in D."*  Meanwhile the Cathe-
dral was packed from wall to wall, even the
aisles being blocked. The members of the
various socicties oaccupied the front pews.
An addition to the musical part of the service
was the singing of » couple of hymns by the
girls of St. Michael’s school in the sweetest of
voices. As one of the voluntaries the organist
played ‘ The Harp that once Through Tara’s
Halls,™ with an occasional phrasing that put
the music in complete touch with the servico
without robbing it of its magic beauty.

Dean McCann delivered a brief but eloquent
discourse upon the life ana work of St. Patrick,
extolling  his virtues and work and
pointing out the deathless nature of the faith
he planted; bolding that it had saved the Irish
from extermination; that Ireland’s grandest
and brightest crown was her fidelity to
Holy Churcli; that those whose bloody hands
had tried to crush that church had only built
her up more strongly at home and all over the
world ; St. Patrick bad converted millions and
those millions had converted unnumbered mil-
lions and saved myrind souls to God. The
cloquent preacher suid that Ireland was a holy
and & rwariyred nation, and that in spite of
martyrdom, confiscaticn and famine she had
clung tenuciously to her nationality and her
church.

« Oh," cried the Rev. Dean lifting his hands
to heasen, ¢ why has Ireland been so crushed,
so wounded 2 Why have her noble ones been
bowed and her helpless little a.0¢s beaten
down. Why huas her soil been empu-pled with
the blood of hier sons for centuries 2 Recause
her people would not become apostates and re-
fused to renounce the church implanted among
them by the holy St. Patrick.” Dean McCaun
concluded a fervent address by appealing to his
hearers to pray that St. Patrick might bless
them to-day and fit them to join him in heaven
and siiave his eternal glory there.

« DBefore dismissing the congregation His
Grace the Archbishop srid that after tha very
cloquent sermon they hud just heard he did
not iniend to say much, but ke could not let
the occasion pass without saying a few words
on the purposes which bad brought them there
that day. His Grace then congratulated the
benevolent societies upon the large numbers
which had assembled under their auspices to
do honour to the memory of St. Patrick. 1lle
reminded the congregation that the celcbration
of St. Patrick’s Day had a significance at once
religious and patriotic, and exhorted them to
cling to these two branches of the power
which had made the Irish people great.

In terse language he referred to the dissen-
sions in the ranks of the Homn Rule party.
+Above all," he cried, *“ put country before

party—pu’ the Home Rule causo before the
lendership of any man. A leader is but an
nceidont, and may be put aside, the causo is
everything, and must bo upheld at uny cost.
Huve naught to do with the partizan delegutes
who have come to this country to demand
money. Those men are upostles of scandalous
dissensions, and every dollar given to them
would but lelp to perpetuate a fratricidnl
struggle at home—treat as a matter of no ac-
count, if not to sanction an enormous
crime aguinse the purity and sacreduess of the
fumily and home, and to make war on the pa.
triotic bishops. priests, and the overwhelming
majority of the Catholics of freland.  Let
those partizan emissaries go home, mnke peace
with ther fellow countrymen, and then come
out us the representutives of a united people
and a wnited policy, then, and then only,
would they be entitled to our moral support
and monetary ussistance.” He concluded in
admonishing  the members of the societies to
conduct. themselves for the rest of the day in &
manner which should do honour to their creed
and to themselves, to march to their
rooms, and disperse quietly to their homes.

After the service the socicties proceeded to
the I. C. B. U, hall, at St. Lawrence murket
where o number of speeche: wero made.

At St. Basil’s Church High Mass was sung
by Rev. I'ather O’Donoghue and a sermon ap-
propriate to the day delivered by Father ‘Leefy.
A very pleasing feature of the service was the
singing of national music by the children of
St. Basil’s school and students of St. Michael's
College.

At all the othcr churches High Mass was
sung and sermons, of wlich St. Patrick was
the theme, preached.

The Irish Journalists of Toronto anticipated
the day by holding their third annual banquet
at McConkey's.

These banquets, at which good fellowship, wit
and conviviality reignssupreme, and where the
choicest and brightest lights of the Torounto
press congregate o do honour to their race
and St.Patrick, have placed them upon a plane
fur rewoved from the average of the usual
banquet.

Heretofore the idea of holding the dinner
was to bring all the Irishmen on the press of
the city together round the board on the evo
of St.Patrick’s day. Polities and creed were
laid aside, and the name of Ireland’s patron
saint was honoured as all Irishmen honour it.
On Saturday evening, however, a meeting was
held previous to the dinner, at which the idea
of forming an association was advenced, so
that unity would last not for one eveuing, but
for all the year round. The suggestion was
made by George J. Bennett, and was received
with general favor. Mayor Clarke was elected
president for the coming year; George M. Har-
rington, vice-president; P. I, Cronin, seare-
tary, and Jolm Cowan, treasurer. At the
meeting there were present Irish newspaper
men from Montreal, Ottawa and Hamilton,
and it is possible that those cities will co-
operate with Toronto next year in making the
dinner a notable event.

At the bead of the banquet table sat Mr.
Patrick Boyle of the Irish Canadian, and facing
him was Mayor Clarke, proprictor of the Orange
Sentinel.  Among others around the Board
were Messrs. Jawmes Johnson, Ottawa Citizen;
John Q. Cousins and P. J. McCallum, Montreal
Herald; David Hastings, Hamillon Herald;
J. Castell Hopkins, Chaxles T. Long, and P. F.

At St. Michael’s College the students ccle-
brated the evening by giving & Dramatic and
Musicel performance in the large hall of the
College, which was filled to overflowing, stand-
ing room being scarcely obtainable.

The scene of the
drama was laid in Killarney from the years
1876 to 1881, and depicted the efforts made
by a land agent, Alphonsus Bellhaven, to
poison the .21 of Squire Hilton against
his son, who is familiarly known as ** Duke.™
for the purpose of acquiring possession of the
Squire’s property himself, and also, by that
means to compel * the Rose of Killarney,”
who is the betrothed wife of Duke, to become
his bride.

Duke is arrested whenon his
return he secks adinission to his father’s house,
and is held in prison charged with his father’s
murder. By the aid of Teddy, who uses
his eloquence to induce bim to flee, he leaves
the prison through a trap door. Bellhaven,
who just previous has baen foiled in his at-
tempt to murder Duke, by Major Lookout, an
English ofticer and * jolly good fellow, yo
know,” again attempts to shoot him as hs de-
scends through the trap door. Teddy, in the
disguise of an old woman, penetrates into the
smugglers’ retreat, and by means of drugged
liquor renders them helpless. Major Lookont
and Duke having, by different routes. also
reached the retreat, the whole plan is discov-
ered, and Bellhaven, who has came to urge
the disposal of the Squire, is cornered, and

after agein attempting the lifeof Duke is sbot
by the Major. The Squire is then rescued
and « reconcilintion effected.

160; and in California, one to 75. The
average in all the the States which have gen-
eral license laws is one dram shop to 250 in-
habitants. In Maine there is oae retail dealer
in distilled liquors to every 750 inhabitants;
in Vermont, onc to $20 : in Iows, one to 520 ;
and in Kansas, one to 800.
