Tag Epistie,—(Romaus viii. 12—19.—Man, on
his original creation, was endowed with a twofold va-
ture, that of soul and body. In the paradisiacal state,
the body was subject to the spirit, and every thought,

mess, A wighty ‘change, however, ensued upon the
¥all,  The body with its lusts and affectious, began to

prevail ever the spirit with its strivings after all that
was trae und of good report. The lower nature be-
gan to contend with the higher, the animal to strive
with the spiritual, the earthly to conquer the heavenly.
The restoration of the soul to the likeness of its
original creation, amd to its rightful supremacy over
the body, is the great object of the Gospel.  To ef-
fect this new creation, the divine aid of Ged's blessed
Spirit, converting and sauctifyivg the soul, is prowised ;
and the sacraments, ordinances, and institutionsof the
Chureh are appointed. T’hose who by the aid of the
Holy Ghost are thus restered, and in whom the flesh
s subdued to the spirit, realize the high privileges

The whole
tendency of his lecture was to prove this monstrous
dogma—such is the distinction and coutrast between
church-life and world-life, that although, as respects
the lafter, a man or woman way be intensely vicious,
criminal, and depraved, in regard to the former, he or
she way be, at the same time, almost models of inward
saintship and secret purity !

And this brings me to another and still more re-
volting feature irilese Anti-Church-of-England lec-
tures—1 allude to the unmitigated autimonianism of
their presiding spirit. It will be a source of exceeding |
regret to the present writer should he unconsciously

and fair conduct.

This would be injurious in its tendency and toue ;
but the lecturer transcended all this.  In order to vin-
dicate his Church's apathy towards the mere outward-
ness of social conduct, he told us (totidem verbis), al-
though a may * had lived in continuous adultery, com-
witted murder,” and as it were wallowed in all con-
ceivable impurity avd crime, but by one faint move-
ment of his will toward God, in codfession and before
the priest, by virtue of absolution, that wan was as
wmoral, * clean,” and spiritually white before Heaven's
throne as if he had never sinned or fallen ! —nay more,
the antinomian enthusiasm of the lecturer did not
pause even here : he concluded in a e¢limax of moral
analysis, which seemed to say, a priest-absolved adul-
terer aud murderer is a much nobler specimen of man
than those whose life had been unstained by featful
crime, apart from the justifying machinery of a Rom-
ish confessional!

SECULAR UNIVERSITIES AND AFFILIATED
COLLEGES.

Our readers are aware that Mr. Attorney-General
Baldwin's Bill for amending Lis late “ Act for amend-
ing the Charter of the University of Toronto,” had
reached our office before our last issue. It reached
us so late, however, that we were able to give it only
a cursory notice : we now trust to do it justice.

The preamble of the Bill, were not the subject so
momentous, would be one of the most ludicrous ex-
hibitions we have seen for many a long day. Our
[ readers are .aware of the character of the University
 Act: not only that every ‘“ Minister, Teacher, or
Eicclesiastic, under or according to any form or pro-
Jesston of religious faith or worship whatsoever,” was
excluded from the office of Chancellor, and from six
out of the twenty-four seats of the Senate; not
ouly that “no religious test or qualification what-
soever shull be required or appointed for any person
admitted or matriculated as a member of such Uni-
versity, whether as Scholar, Student, Fellow, or
otherwise,—or of or for any person appointed to any
office, Professorship, Lectureship, Mastership, I'utor-
ship, or other place or employment whatsoever in the
same ;" but the Act proceeds to say,—* nor shall
religions observances, according to the forms of any
particular religious denomination, be imposed upon the
member or officer of the said University or any
of them.”

Let our readers read all this; and now let them
turn to the preamble of the new Bill, and read that
‘“the said enactment' (that is, the one we have
just recited) “originated in @ sincere desire Sor the
advancement of true religion, and a tender regard for
the conscientious seruples of all classes of professing
Christians ; which it eought to evince, by affarding to
the different denominations the opportunity, and
thereby pressing upon them the obligation, each in
its own way, and each according to its own discip-
line, and in conformity with its own peculiar views of
religious trath, of providing for the spiritual welfare

_ gious instruction according to her ritual and tenets,
wonld be to discourage in proportion the growth and |
diffusion of loyalty in this land. 'That such was the
purport of the paragraph, would be apparent from its
concluding part ;5 although in the haste with which it
was of necessity constructed, a few words were inad-
vertently omitted which would have clearly and un-
equivocally expressed what was obviously intended.

The introduction, in the first portion of that para-
graph, of the words *“from the discouragement which
it would create to the growth and diffusion of the
priuciples of the Church of England,” after the words |
**just passed by our Legislative Assembly,” would
probably be sufficient to render clear the sentiment
intended to be conveyed, ; (

Of this fact no Churchman can have a donubt,—that
the best security for the maintenance of loyalty in
this land, is the dissemination and perpetuation of
the principles of the Church of England ; and that the
furest way to crush and destroy it, is to remove the
means by which the growth and strength of the Church
of England may be upheld.

In the engrossed Petition to the Queen and the two
Houses-of the Imperial Patliament, care will of course
be taken that in the expression of that sentiment —
which is as important as it is true,—a phraseology will
be employed which will leave no doubt as to the mean-
ing intended to be conveyed,

Now we have heard, and we believe, that precisely
these regulations were suggested to Mr. Baldwin
previous to the passing of the late Act,—not as a
whole plan, but as part of a plan... We have heard,
and we thiok it extremely probable, fhat Mr. Baldwin
replied that such a provision would be nugatory, ex-
cepting with regard to that small number of students
to whom the Colleges could afford some pecuniary
encouragement. We have heard, and we believe,
that it was then suggested to him, that it might be
made imperative on those who belonged to any deno-
mination to belong to the College of that denomina-
tion; ‘and that he replied that such a plan was
entirely inadmissible. = And accordingly we find in
this new Bill, that “nothing herein contaised shall
extend, or be construed to extend, to empower the
said University, by statute or otherwise, to compel
any person to become a member of such affiliated
College as a condition or precedent to his being ma-
triculated to any degree in the said University, or
otherwise, howsoever.”

It is impossible for us, involved as we are in other
avocations, to enter into all the objections to this.
plan; but we will just go back to those which we
have already made to such a plan, in discussing Mr.
de Blaquiére's letter. We then said :—

*“There is another difficulty, in regard to the
operation of these affiliated Colleges. To what pur-
pose will it be to have such Colleges, unless the
students are constrained to belong to them? How
is any discipline to be enforced, if they are not so
constrained P And what, then, are we to do with
those who belong to no denomination? Will the
Goverament be able to insist that they shall belong
to some or other for the time ?

* Again : suppose the discipline is stricter in one
of those Colleges than in another, will not many of
the students be disposed to change their religious
profession to obtain easier discipline® Will not
many parents give way to the wishes of their
children?  And how, then, is discipline to be kept
up anywhere ? Shall we willingly expose our unstable
Church people (and many such there are) to so
strong a temptation ?  We have been informed that
in King's College, more than one student, the son of
Church parents, claimed to be considered as a dis-
senter, in order to be excused from attending chapel !
How is this to be prevented in the affiliated,
Colleges 7"

This is the objection, and a fatal objection, to the
working of the provisions of Mr. Baldwin's new Bill.
It is ay ohjection which we know will be fely by any
person acquainted with the practical working of a
College in which any religious observances are re-
quired : and for this simple reason,—that religion is
not acceptable to the corrupt heart of fallen man,
But, says our friend, Mr. de Blaquiére, * Could
you, under similar discipline, force the youth into an
exclusively Church University 2™ This question, of
course, Mr. de Blaquigre regards as quite conclusive,

youth."

Now, if we at all know ourselves, we desire to act |
upon the principle of charity——of a desire to “ believe
all things,” so far as it is.possible ; but let our readers
look at the one and at the other, and can they avoid
seeing the totul contrast? There is one person in the
Provincial Administration who we believe desires to
be a sincerely religious man,—who no doubt in some
sense i8 a sincerely religious man; and we suppose
this preamble must have emanated from him : but we
tell him most unaffectedly that the said preamble,
covpled with the Bill, reminds us of the good old
times of Oliver Cromwell and the Long Parliament,
when, “for the relief of tender consciences,” it was
made an Act punishable by imprisonment to celebrate |
the Liturgy of ‘the Church of England ; and when, |
under the name of “scandalous Ministers,” the very
best of the Clergy of that Church were robbed and
persecuted. We have noidea that Mr. Baldwin wishes |
to deceive others ; but we have not the slightest doubt |
that he is miserably deceiving himself. That ke |
intended to mould the University for good, accord- |
ing to some Quixotic theory, we do not question; |
but we as little question that the party who con- |
strained him to make the University Act what it is, ‘
desired to extirpate the profession of religion because |
they hated the reality.

However, there is now a reaction. And can any
one question the cause of the reaction? Can any
one doubt that it originated in the vigorous demon-
stration made by the members of the Church of |
England, that they would not support such an Insti-
tation 7 Can any one doubt that the Subscription
Lists of the Church University have wrought this
change® Not alone indeed; for all classes of reli-
gious men have to a certain extent agreed with the
Church of England, and either ‘publicly or privately
expressed their agreement : but without that demon-
stration they would have been powerless,

But let us see in what manner the new Bill pro-
poses to remove the “doubts' (I1!!) as to the
meaning of the late Act,

1. *“It hath been, and at all times hereafter shall
be, fully competent to and for the said University, by
Statute, either Visitatorial or Senatorial, to be passed
for that purpoce, to make any regulation that may be
deemed expedient for the Undergraduates and Stu-
dents attending Lectures in the eaid University,
attending (Query,—to attend ?) upon public worship
in their respective churches or other places of reli-
gious worship, and receiving religious instruction |
from their respective ministers, and according to |
their respective forms of religious faith; and that
every facility shall be afforded by the authorities of
the said University for such attendance on religious
worship, and such acquirement of religious know-
ledge.”

- Now how is this to be carried into effect? The
Church of England desires to have daily prayers for
her students, and constant instruction in the Holy
Seriptures and Articles of Faith, In an Institution |
in which all the instruction and worship is carried on
in the same set of buildings, that may be easily
accomplished ; but we do not see how it is to work
in two separate Institutions at a distance from each
other, But supposing the authorities of the Church
require the students to attend at one of the parish
churches, how is this to be done, especially on
Saints’ days, without omitting lectures, which was
not pecessary at King's College ? Then, no doubt,
the Romanists will require that their students should

because we must reply in the negative : but we think
we shall shew, even with the disadvantage of writing
to persons who have not thought much about Univer-
sities and Colleges, that the hon, gentleman either
has not reflected, or is wanting in experience, notwith-
standing his modest boast of it.

First, then, if we have a Church Universi:y, we
shall have the power of rewarding our students by
giving them our degrees.

But here Mr. de Blaguitre and his friends stop us
short by the rejoinder, “ And so you Might in the
Toronto University. The degrees will be given to
your stadents only upon your recommendation, and
so it will in fact be your act.”

Softly, wmy friend. Do you think our young
men will really think the degree our gift, when they
see that it is given by a body of which we are only
a fraction, as much as they would if given by a body
in which we had no competitors >—when they see
that others obtain the self-sname degree, and wear the
self-same badges, who have never submitted to any
such discipline? We wish to give our students
something distinctive—something permanently dis-
tinctive—in reward for the sacrifices they will at first
have to make. If they belong to a Church Univer-
sity, the authorities of it will take care that they
have this.

But will any young Churchman value a degree
conferred by the Vice-Chancellor of the year—by
Professor Croft, or Dr. Ryerson, or Dr. Butns, or
even by the Hon. P. B. de Blaquiere, the Chancellor
—as much as he would one conferred by the Bishop
of the Diocese, or some other dignitary of his own
Church?  We trow not!

Agunin: there will be a prestige attached to the
Church College, as long as we keep oursélves dis-
tinct ; because the very act of this distinctness
involves a principle—a great religious principle. We
can rouse an honest pride in sustentation of a prin-
ciple. We can kindle a permanent enthusiasm in
attachment to a principle. But what prestige would
attach to a Church College—what pride would her
alumni have in her—what permanent enthusiasm
would there be to support her—when she had bar-
tered her standing and obscured her privciples, by
consenting to reckon herself amongst the denomina-
tions 2 Her glory is, that she is the true Church of
Christ in this Empire, having neither marred her
Seriptural faith by heresy, nor destroyed her claim
to authority by the renunciation of Episcopacy and
the succession of the Ministry from the Apostles.
She can maintain this glory ouly by maintaining her
claims ; and if she consents to place herself amongst
the denominations by her own act, how can she ex-
pect her sons to venerate her as they have done, and
now do? Preserve the Church College and its dis-
tinctions separate, and there will be some standard to
rally round—something to be proud of, and to rejoice
in. But how could we be proud of an “affiliated
College " in a ‘““secular University ? "

There is another point, and a very. important one.
If we preserve our Institution separate, and assimilate
our studies and discipline to Oxford and Cambridge,
we may hopethat the time may come when our degrees
will be . recognized by the ancient Universities; we

may at least be assured that they will be respected by |

them.  But, if we become an affiliated College, and
our students take their degrees in the Toronto Uni-
versity, what chance is there of any such recognition
or respect.  Every person must see that the bar is in-

Chitorial @orrespondence.

Loxpox, 28th June, 1850.

On the 19th, I attended at St. Paul's, when the
Anniverary Sermon of the Venerable the Society for
Propagating the Gospel in Foreign Parts, was preached
by the Bishop of Oxford. The congregation was nu-
merous, including a large body of the clergy, who in
their robes recieved the Archbishop of Canterbury.—
His grace looked very well, though it is evident that
time is beginning to lay his hand heavily upon him.
Several other Prelates were present, including our own
beloved Diocesan, who, I am happy to say, continues
to erjoy excellent health,

Perhaps my expectations are unreasonably excited,
but I must confess that the discourse of the Bishop of
Oxford, somewhat disappointed me. The delivery
was admirable, and the Right Reverend preacher
frequently soared into the regions of eloquence, and
much that he advanced was unquestionably exceed-
ingly practical and to the point.  Still the composi-
tion bore tokens of crudeness and haste, and there
was occasionally a want of decision (as it struck me),
which marred the general effect of the prelection. 1t
was listened to, however, with profound attention, and
I understand that the fruits of the appeal were liberal.

I was much pleased with the demeanour of the
people during divine service. There was as much
apparent devotion, as in a well regulated and well in-
structed country parish Church.  There was none of’
that indecorous and irreverent staring at the monu-
ments, &e. which I bad often heard cited as being
eharacteristic of the visitors to St Paul's,  Both the
chanting and the responses were audibly joined in by
the great bulk of the congregation, and so far as I
could observe by far the larger number present knelt
during the prayers. Another thing I also noted with
pleasure, that with few exceptions the people came
provided with prayer-books, this remark applying
especially to many who apparently belonged to the
hambler classes, many of whom were present, and
seemed to take a deep interest in the solemn services
of the day. \

Indeed I was much struck and pleased with the
reverent bearing of all the congregatioos which I had
an opportunity of seeing.  So far as external indica-
tions go to prove the metropolitan clergy act faithfully
up to their commissions, and the Church and her
ritual are deeply fixed in the affections of the people
at large. I was informed by several parties that dis-
sent has during the last few years lost ground signally
in London, and that a sound Catholic feeling is quietly
but decidedly spreading through all grades of the
community.

On Sunday Morning last, I attended divine service
at the Temple Church, which now, that it is restored
to its ancient integrity, is in my opinion, the most
chastely beautiful place of worship in London. The
congregation was very great, and the remarks which I
have made above as to devont demeanour, are equally
applicableto what [ witnessed here. The preacher was
Dr. Bagott, the Bishop of Edinburgh, with whose ser-
mon I was exceedingly pleased. Ile is a man of de-
cided ability, an original thinker, and an accomplished
theologian ;—and on this oceasion, his discourse was
atonce originaland profitable. i

I have no political news of any interest to commu-
vicate. The Ministry, as you doubtless have learned,
do not intend to resign in consequence of the voteupon
the Greek question. ~ With the historical effrontery
of Whigs they are deterr:ined not to abandon the E7
Dorado of place and emolument.  There can be no
doubt, however, but that their day of misrule is draw-
ing to a close, and among the elements which are
combining to hasten this desired catastrophy, our Uni-
versity question is unquestionably one.  All without
a solitary exception who have spoken to me on the
subject, concur in characterizing the conduct both of
the Home and Colonial Administration, in the premises
as unprecedentedly infamous, and I may add that
among those who have “expressed such an opinion in
my hearing, are several who belong to the so called
liberal ranks, It is hardly necessary for me to repeat
what I stated in my last, that our venerable Diocesan,
is neglecting nothing which can advance the holy and
patriotic cause which be has crossed the Atlantic to
advance. Whatever speed he may come with the
callons gallios, who at present, for our sing, misgovern
Britzin, there can be no doubt that success in one way
or another must crown the Bishop's self-denying and
single-minded exertions,

a baker or butcher, goes on to show that religion, if left
| to the voluntary support of the dévout portion of the com-
i munity must lose its appropriate character of the instruc-
| tor and chastiser, to become the amuser or exciter of the
| people. That the Clergy must. be in danger of descend-
! ing to the necessity of accommodating themselves to the
| public if they live by the public. Ardent polmc?l zeal,
| factions democratic ardor, activity under the rose in can-
vassing and electioneering will be the sine qua non to popu-
larity in all places of public worship. Meanwhile the im-
mense mass of the poor, the laboring poor in the country
l and towns, who now obtain their seats in Church gratis,
| disgusted with the new and unheard of payments de-
| manded from them in every place of public worship, will
uietly drop off from religion altogether, and live without
| God in the World. In Paris the funds furnished by Go-
| vernment are so scant that there has of late years been a
| general resortto the voluntary principle— What is the con-
| sequence—a Very few Churches are crowded, but accord-
' ing to De Tocqueville eight hundred thousand human be-
' ings know religion only by name, or as a picturesque ‘
| remnant of the olden time, singularly effective in stage ef-
| fect; the theatres every night teem with llcen!_lousness |
| and obscenity; the illegitimate births are rapidly ap-
| proaching the legitimate (being now as 12 to 19,) and two
! or three dead bodies are every morning fished out of the
| Seine, the vietims of disordered passion. and nnreslrglned
| licentiousness. It is but a few weeks since we published
the speech of the A4bbé Chatel in Paris, in which he de-
clared that there was no god but reason, and no virtue but
{in the restrained indulgence of human passion.
We have seen no good reason why all the other denomi-
{ mations in Canada should not join the Church of England,
| .of Scotland, and of Rome, in accepting at the hands of the
| State such assistance as must make their ministrations
| more effective.
The object of giving grants to Religion is thatthe poor
' may have the Gospel preached to them. ‘That the hum.
blest, the most destitute pauper that knows not where else

ASCENT TO - THE BALL OF ST. PETER'S,

ROME.
(From Francis’s Journey in Italy and Sicily.

A Government orderhaving been obtained, we started,
a few mornings since, to nscend the ball. This docu-
wrent is from the state office, signed by the Minister of
the ITuterior, who in the formula, washes his hands of
all blood -guiltiness if you should fall from any of the
altitudes and dash out your brains, a comfortable pres %,
tige for those who are given to be nervous. The firat
stair, which moants some 200 fect perpendicular to the
lattic, is spiral slope, which laden mules can traverse.
All'here is clean and white as dimity.  Arrived on the
roof of the attic, you find a colony of workmen and
theic houses, the statues of the Saviour and the
Twelve Apostles, and arround you a superb prospect.
These colossal figures viewed close are rude enough;
St. Matthew’s thumb is an awkward bit of stone, a
foot long; this gives the just effect from below. The
second stair, somewhat narrower, lands you above the
capitals of the pillars, from which the dome springs.
Here 'we walked round the circular balustraded gallery,
and aguin corrected the impressions of distance.
Chetubs’ dove-like eyes were found to be rough un-
even bricks; and mosaics, which seemed exquisite from
the pavement, were like a road commencing macada-
mization. The paveweut of the church itself had
dwindled to the resemblance of a chess-board, and
the Baldacehivo (uivety feet Ligh) seemed a child's
eradle.  Yet avother stair, and a long one, winding
butween the two shells of the cupola; it is narrow; of
course, but as wide as some garret stairs, When we
emciged from this, we were 400 feet above the pave-
ment, and the great fresco at the crown of the vault
Jay a little under our feet, From one of the “can-
dlestick "’ portals we gazed on a scene difficult to de-
scribe.  Rome was reduced to compressed domes and
Jjagged lines formed by the palace-roofs; here and
there an overgrown gable or crested ruin towerdd above
the horizontal masses, like the hull of the Dreadnough t
among our T'hames lighters. Some of the shadows
projected were very fine, The Tiber, appareutly mo-
tiouless, lay curled on the umber-tinted Campagua;
the Latin and Sabive lills swept the sky in undalating
lines of blue. Soracte heaved a dark serrated ridge,
and, seaward, Ostia might be-seen crouching on the
water'sedge.  Some fifty steps lead from hence to the
metsl ludder which adwits you at a round orifice into
the ball.  Within this singular retreat you may amuse
yourself with tapping at the hollow shell, and listening
to the music of the spheres.  The diameter is some
eight or nine feet, aud you can converse very comforta~
Lly oo the eross-bars.  People may think the above
dimensions scanty for & drawing room; I can only K4y
the ball is as roomy ‘as some of the cabins in our
“magnificent accommodation'" steamers. After this
we descended from our altitudes as safely as the bene-
volent minister of the Holy See could wish.
