Guptilli said UNB has
available some of the best
facilities in the Maritimes for
pufting on entertainmeni. We
have the Aitken Centre, the
SUB, numerous other
auditoriums as well as the
Playhouse said Guptiil.

Many of the events mention-
ed above are of non-alcoholic
events in the past. :

Guptill said he would also
like to see more pubs, in both
the SUB arid the Aitken Centre.
His aim is to bring better bands
to these and thus boost ctten-
dance.

A distinguished lecture
seriet would also come under
the arm of the entertainment
organization as' would the
playing of movies for which
students would only pey o
nominal fee. At present, said
Guptill, -there are nc movies
shown on ' campus on ihe
weekend; among the plans if
the referendum passes is the
subsidizing of these movies,
students would only haeve to
pay 25 cents to 50 cents said
Guptill.

Bus frips to cinemas
elsewhere in Fredericton or to
bowling alieys cre another
possibility Guptill is working
on; again the cost per student
for this would be nominal.

Guptil! would like to have a

&

- new committee formed to

organize student discounts at
various siores In Fredericton.
As an example, he said one
week there might be a 135 per
cent discount at a clothing
store and the next week a dis-
count uat a record stora. Adver-
tising ond obtaining these dis-
counis would be done by. the
new committee, an arm of the
larger entertainment orgarniza-
tion.

A planning calendar free to
all students is another use the
funds collacied for entartain-
ment would be put. This would
be distributed each menth and
would include the dates and

times of all concerts, pubs,
movies, lectures and sporting

- events. He clso said if student
organizations announced their
own avents and meetings in
time, these could be included
on the calendar.

Guptill said this would have
a second benefit, in that it
would force organizations to
plan well in odvance if they in-
tended their event to be in the
calendar. Financia! problems
coused by lack of planning,
and caused by lack of atten-
donce, itself the result of
under-advertising. would be
prevented. He said now
organizations only.prepare for
events at very short notice,
and students only read about
them the week before in the
Brunswickan. Students need to
be able to plan their month far
in advance said Guptill.

The final use to which the
entertainment levy might be
put said Guptill is a, “Students
teaching students” systemn. As
axamples said Guptill,
students with such abilities as
playing the guitar or the
bango, knitling, or doing car
mechanics, would be hired to
teach other students these
skills at no cost to the other
students. Another idea Guptill
has, is the possibility of an
organized craft fair on campus.

The above are mainly ideas,
and their implemsntation
depends on whether students
approve the funds. The money
would go to the student council
where it would be set aside
strictly for entertainment.
Council would have the right to
cancel cny further levies in
subsequent years, if they felt
expectations were not lived up
to.

Guptill said a new organiza-
tion would be needed io take
care of ali the planned pro-
jocis. Presently, he said, the
SRC entertainment committee,
the nonh-alcoholic events com-
mittee and Campus Services
Limited all are responsible for
organizing entertainment. He
sald these should be all
amalgamated and operate out
of one central office to better
serve the students. This would
also facilitate comrunications
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with groups and their agents
said Guptiil.

Other organizations who
presently bring in entertain-
ment or hold pubs, would be
cble to ute the entertcinment
organization as @ consultant.
he s=aid such organizations
could save a considerable
amount of money if they plann-
ed their evenis in conjunction
with the entertainmaent
organization. He gave the
Orientation Commiitee as an
exaemple.

Guptill said it the referen-
dum does pass, he will work
all summer booking groups
and planning events. He ad-
mitted there is much organizo-
tional work nocessary to get
such a project, but he hopes to
see results early next year.

Faust followed him. Students
were thanked for their support
by Finnan and he stated this
was the beginning of the stu-
dent's fight for the future. Fin-
nan alsc saild that higher
education in Canada should be
available to cil - and should be
second to none. These remarks
were followed by great cheers
from the protestors.

Additionel comments were
donated by Faust who virtuaily
scid that our demonstraticns
were over for this year and we
must begin to plan for next
year.

After a representotive from
Université de Moncton spoke,
the match came to @ climox
when students from STU burn-
ed the symbolic “Mr. Higher
Education”, a stuffed dummy,
to the accompanying cheers of
all studenis present. Before
departing, protesfors created
a “grave yard of students” with
their stripped placards, now
exposing the figure of a cross.
This was to repressnt the
crucifixtion of higher educa-
tion.

Preseni at the match wers
supporters of UNB's newly
vrofficial political party - the
Student Party. Disgusted by
their presence, Finnan an-
nounced he was “fed up tc the
eysballs” with their actions.
However, Student Party
member John Jerney remark-

od previcus to the march that
the S.P. was "behind Finnan”
and were not present fo
obstruct the outcome, but only
to make it more effective.
Fredericton City police main-
tained a ciose watch on S.P.
leader John Bosnitch
throughcut the afternoon.

S.P. members employed
various techniques attempting
to goin entrance to the
legisiative building, but were
denied access by the police of-
ficers present. After moving to
the side of the building and
making futile attempts at gain-
ing aitention through a win-
dow, S.P. foilowers were
discouraged by campus pclice
and eventually broke up ond
left the scene.

Comments from the crowd
wera quite supportive and sug-
gested the success of the
march. Finnan commented
later that day that he felt it
was not as successful as it
might have been, and beamed
mainly the lack of student sup-
pert. Bosnitch expressed
disappointment following the
march at the early depariure
of UNB students. University
president Downey was not at
all impressed by the timing cr
tactics of his students.

It was fer the future,
however student apathy spoke
more effectively than the
events of the day.

Downey explains issues

UNB President Dr. James
Downey describes the time
since he has held the tenure of
president as the '‘most
stimulating period of my iife.”
He was the guest specker on
CHSR-FM's Feedback program
Tuesday.

Downey said the challenges

: have been “multiferous,” but

the “fine people” he worked
with in the administration have
been “very supportive.” He
said his colleagues were very
hospitable and have a positive
attitude, but are not at all nan-
criticel. “They have all given
me very valuable support; it
weuld have been much more
difficult to do my job without
them,” he said.

One of the subjects brought
up on the progiam was
whether the governement
should fund just those arsas of
study having a high demand In
the job-market. Downey said
the university has a broader
mandate, “we can't just pro-
duce computer scientists.”

Ha described two methods
the federal government could
use to transfer funds directly to
the univeraities. They couid en-
tice students into certain pro-
grams by giving students in
those programs vouchers for
their education; or they could

target monsy within univer-
sities ic improve certain pro-
grams.

Both these methods he was
opposed to. Downey sald
higher sducation has been
traditionclly @ provincial affair
with the féderal government
only directly funding research.
He sald to be successful, target
funding must be based on aoc-
curate labor market projec-
tions; he pointed cut projec-
ting is yet a sclencs. Such fun-
ding would be disastrous for
faculties not involved, he soid.

Dowriey said students are

now paying less of the univer-

sity’s total operating sxpensaes
than they were o few years
ago. He sald this is not
because they refused to pay,
but'because it has been deam-
ed a good social policy to keep
fees down.

With regard to library cut-
backs, Downay said he regret-
ted the cuts in the book and
journal aquisitions, but
pointad out that all university
departments are faced with
lack of money. He said he did
not think there was a serious
morale problem with the
llbrory staff.

In “Klipp
ond Roach versus the Crown”,
the two defendants had been
convicted of conspiracy to trof-
fic in a narcotic. The case was
appecied to the Mythical
Supreme Court of Ludiow Hall
(where the law school is
located) on three grounds.

First, in order to obtain
svidence, the police planted
electronic surveillance equip-
ment in the Klipp house
through surreptitious entry.
The appellants ciaimed this
was not admissible evidence.

Some of the evidence ob-
tained in this manner was from
conversations between Klipp
and his wife, so the defendants
contented this was not ad-
missible either because of
spousel privilege.

Finally, prior to his convic-
tion, Roach was approached by
a federal prosecutor from
Halifax who asked Roach for
his cooperation in convicting a
drug felon thers. The Halifax
prosecutor piromised to
withdraw the charges against
Roach, so Roach compiled with
the request for evidence.
However, the federal pro-
secutor in Fredericton refused
to honour the deal and Roach
was tried anyway. The ap-

Lack of funds is digging deep
into the Harriet Irving Library.

This year's library book
budget was frozen at
$1,034,400 yieiding a loss of 30
per cent in aguisition purchas-
ing power. Staffing cuts are
also crippling the library.
There was a loss of 16 fuil time
equivalent positions this year,
and more are looming for next
year if the funding situation is
not remedied. Chairman of the
UNB senate library committee,
Tony Rhinelander said, “We
must set priorities”, and sug-
gested faculty should toke

Debaters

“No cempromise; total con-
frontation” - this phrase guid-
ed the actions of the two
members of the UNB Debate
Society as they competed in
the World Debaiing Tourna-
ment held recently at the
University of Toronto.
However, this attitude caused
some hard feelings, and as a
result, many rumors abounded
at the tournament regarding
the team's notoriety.

As far as the team, con-
sisting of John Bosnitch and
John Jerney, was concerned,
their actions were justified.
Both members cited the often
ridiculous debate topics, the
leaning towards pomposity in
debating style, and the too-
frequent “squirreling”’
(twisting the mecning of a
topic. while mainteining the
wording). In one debate, the

* oppenents defined “art” as

“Artificial Respiration Train-
ing."”

The tactics used by the UNB
team ware meant as a means
of waging “psychological war-
fare” against the opposition.
Arriving late, ioud marching
into the debate room, and re-
jection of any attempt to squir-
rel were the most noted
methods.

One particular series of in-
cidents stood out among the
others. On the final day of
competition, the team was
placed against the “swing"”
team (due o there being an
odd number of teams, an ex-
tra, noncompeting team was
tormed for each round) for
both of the day’s rounds. ap-
parently becouse of the team'’s
habit of arriving late. In the
first round, the supposedly im-
partial speaker was cheering
when the members of the sw-
ing team made points. Coupled
with the refusal of the speaker
to make a ruling on points of
order, these events prompted
the UNB team to walk out of
the debate. The subsequent

debate found the team faced

with the same judge from the
previous round. The topic for

salary cuts to keep the library
operating.

As a result of staff cut backs
there were many problems
especially deloys in reshelving
books, phoio copying, and as
weli in the reserve book
department. The subscriptions
fo journals approprietion was
aiso cut by 20 per.ceni. Book
aquisitions were also cut by
more than 3,000 volumes.

Professor Rhinelander
peinted out that the library is
the service used by the
greatest number of students

on campus. Students from al!
faculties will suffer as o result
of library cut backs.

Rhinelander said the UMB
senate turned down o request
to make the library o separate
department, presently classed
with snow-plowing and
bookstore as a support ser-
vice, with special budgetary
status. Rhinelander said the
members of the senate do not
appreciate the problems at the
library and so are unwilling to
make any decisions to help
alleviate the problem.

UNB research effort enters

A major research effort now
entering its fourth year at the
University of New Brunswick is
making great strides in reduc-
ing the toxic side effects of
digitalis, the most widely-used
drug in the worid for treating
heart failure.

Right now, highly purified
forms of natural digitalis,
marketed under such names as
digoxin and digitoxin, are con-
sistently among the most fre-
quently filled prescriptions at a
typical pharmacy in Frederic-
ton.

But physicians must tread a
very fine line between the
therapeuiic dose and the toxic
dose. Too little digitalis, and
the pumping action of the
heart is not strengthened
snough; teo much, and the pa-
tient's already damaged car.
diac system is further
threatened by irregular heart
rhythm, with other symptoms
like nausea and vomiting.

Although still in the ex-
perimental stage, new
digitalis-like derivatives being
synthesized at the UNB Natural
Products Research Centre have

been shown to stimulate heart
function with much-reduced
side effects. The compounds
are being developed by
chemist Karel Wiesner with a
team of eight collaborators,
and tested by Dr. Raphael
Mendez at the Institute of Ex-
perimental Cardiology in Mex-
ico City.

With the new compounds, 15
to 50 times the minimum
therapeutic dose must be ad-
ministered to induce irregular
heart rhythm, Dr. Wiesner
reports, while irreguiar
rhythms can resuit from as lit-
tle as one and a haif times the
therapeutic does of digoxin.
The new compounds thus have
a much wider margin of safety.

This rosearch has been sup-
ported by a $40,000 Isaak
Walton Killam Scholarship
from the Canada Council, and
by funds from the Heart Foun-
dation of Canada and the
Matural Sciences and Engineer-
ing Research Council (NSERC).

fects of digitalis were in-
separable, both stemming
from its inhibition of an en-
zyme which regulates sodium
and potassium transport in
heart tissue. And second,
there was no method for syn-
thesizing digitalis which could
be used to quickly and effi-
ciently generate many
derivatives for phar-
macological testing.

Research in the mid-1970's
by Dr. Mendez and others sug-
gested that digitalis was in-
teracting with two separate
receptors in heart tissue, trig-
gering beneficial processes in
one instance and ultimately
damaging processes in the
other.

In 1979, Dr. Weisner's team
was successful in developing
the methodology for fast, effi-
cient synthesis, and to date
they have created some 30
derivatives of synthetic
digitalis. That in itself is a con-
siderable scientific achieve-
ment, Dr. Wiesner says. But
ultimately many hundreds of

derivatives must be created
and examined before any drug
company can be sure it has the
optimum new drug, worth risk-
ing tens of millions of dollars
for years of animal and clinical
testing required to put a new
drug on the market.

The next milestone in this
research will be determining
the topology (the shape of the
surface) of the receptors both
for both effects of digitalis
compounds. If the shapes are
different, Dr. Wiesner says, it
will prove beyond a doubt that
the therapeutic and toxic ef-
fects of the digitaiis drugs can
be separcted. And knowing
the exact shape of the recep-
tors for improving heart action
would help Dr. Wiesner to
develop.the ideal molecule to
bond with that site.

Within the next year Dr.
Wiesner expects to have com-
pleted the aspects of this pro-
ject which are suited to univer-
sity research. At least one in-
ternationa! drug company has
already expressed interest in
taking up the digitalis work
where Dr. Wiosner leaves off.
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Excerpts from the SRC
minutes of March 24,
1982:

The Chairman explain-
ed that a motion to res-
cind a motion does not
require a notice of mo-
tion, and that a simple
majority is needed to
pass the rescinding of
the motion.

Several
councillors expressed
their disconternit with
such a wording.
Bosnitch suggested to
change the original
question to only include
entertainment,”. . . .

From these excerpts
several striking things catch
the eye of the reader. Coun-
cil’s major concerns are with
changing motions already
passed and nitpicking over
wording of motions yet to be
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passed and doubtless yet to
be rescinded.

This is but a typical exam-
ple of that unwieldy heap of
blithering bureacracy we
members of the UNB Student
Union call our Student
Representative Council.

Since the beginning of

Councillors seem more con-
cerned with putting on
displays of their public
speaking talents and making
theatrical exits than actually
accomplishing anything.

A prime example is the con-
fusion over the SUB referen-
dum. For the past year and a

January it seems the SRC
has been unable to agree on
any major point. What is the
reason for this? We don’t

know. However it is obvious
that this problem is of major
concern to the members of
the student popuiation as
well as the university com-
munity. What the SRC is, or
more importantly perhaps,
what it is not, reflects on the
entire student body. They are
our chosen representatives.

How is it that a group of
ambitious, concerned in-
dividuals are able to make
such a mess of things? Mo-
tions are put forth and taken
back with gay abandon.

half council has spent time
and wasted money on this
issue with nothing tc show
for it. We have the SUB
board forced to make deci-
sions without the support of
council. The Perry Thor-
bourne issue is another ex-
ample of council failing to
reach a consensus.

And are we to look forward
to a continuation of this
charade next year? The
Brunswickan says no.

Over the years the efforts
of council have been dwindl-
ed to the state that now ex-
ists. Somehow the majority
of councillors have decided
the only purpose they serve
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is their own. After all, men-
tioning that one has been a
member of a university stu-
dent council looks im-
pressive on one’s resume.
Who is going to inform pro-
spective empicvers exactly
what these members have
accomplished? They appear
to have iittie interest in carry-
E?g out the duties of their of-
iice.

it's about time someons
gives council a kick in the
ass. Therefore The
Brunswickan requests, no in-
sists, that the entire student
council resign.

If these seems an extreme
solution, consider that ex-
tremism seems to be the
trend around campus these
days.

Councillors should take a
lock at exactly what they
have done and what they
have negiected to deal with
effectively. Council must
realize that effective govern-
ment comes from the ability
to make decisions and stick
by them. With regular and
emergency meetings averag-
ing three a week, it appears
council members have a new
fuil time job with less than
part-time results.

At one time the UNB SRC
was a body able to achieve
their goals. Council was
respected as a generally pro-
ductive institution. Our cur-
rent council has lost this
ability to achieve. But this.is
a time that we, the students,
really need the leadership
that we have a right to expect
from our SRC.

On the practical side, what
will happen . if the SRC
should resign? Let the
union’s administrative staff
run things over the summer
months. Past experience has
certainly shown they would
be more competent than the
executive at this point. Elec-
tions can be held next
September and maybe we
can all make a-fresh start.

professor of a course had the
final say over issuing a grode.
The meeting continued on in
this fashion and broke up
when no solution was reached.

Some days later | was callad
into the Dean's office and | was
told that | could be given an
aegrotat standing if | would
say that | had been too sick to
properly finish the course. |
almost accepted this, after ail,
| would be given the six credit
hours and with that one little
lie | could put an end to the
whole farce. !t then occured to
me that my on@ littie lie would
also get the prof off the hook. i
informed the Dean that this
was unacceptabie to me, that |
had taken the matter this far
and intended to see it through.

Over the nexi few months
(we!l into March) several
meetings were held - all in an
attempt to settle the issue

without taking it any higher.-

By this time | was so tired of
the haggling and all the
beaurocratic bullshit that |
began to back down from my
demands. ! finally agreed to
drop the case if my reccrds
could be adjusted to show that
| had never even taken the
course. !t had taken a whole
year to arrive at that un-
safisfactory solution from the
time | first brought the case to
the attention of the Dean of
Students.

During that year the pro-
fessor began a smear cam-
poign within my department.
Friends reported that he
maligned me even in his
classes. And faculty friends
also informed me he was doing
the same among them. Since
most of the facuity in the
department are aware of his
normal attitude and behaviour
and hove also been my pro-
fessors for several years and
know that | would not make
unfounded claims, | have not
suffered from his rmalicious
slander over much. However, |
have suffered in other ways,
first the annoyance of the ac-
tual harassment, the hassle
with the university's red-tape,
the suggestion from many of-
ficial quarters that | somehow

was the one at fault, the finan-
clal loss of having to pick up
another six credit hours, and
most aggravating of all - the
knowledge that this prick got
off scot-free with iiitle more
than a wrist slap EVEN
THOUGH IT WAS KNOWN
THAT HE HAD DONE THIS
MANY, MANY TIMES BEFORE!
if it had been a case before the
low courts, he would have
been considered o repeat of-
fender and his punishment
would have been correspon-
dingly severe.

| would like to be able to say
that my insistance on pursuing
my complaint might have cow-
ed the professor into changing
his tactics in the classroom,
that perhaps he had learnsd
his lesson and no longer
harassed his female students.
Unfortunately, he continues to
treat his female students in
much the some way. They
come to me and tell me about
his antics and his insulting
comments.

My best friend has lately
become hs newest victim.
However, since she needs his
courses to graduate, she is
afraid to complain and so suf-
fers in silence. Her silence only
makes him more aggressive
and demanding. I'm frightened
for her, and others, for | am
starting to think that he may
even be dangerous and, God,
there’s not @ damn thing | can
do. He is using pressure tactics
and physical aggression on her
that makes his harassment of
me seem adolescent.

The only hope we have of
either curbing this sort of
behaviour or of ridding the
university of these vermin is to
report all cases of sexual
harassment. Maybe if enough
reports pile in somebody in ad-
ministration may get the idea
that a problem exists. The in-
itial embarassment of making
a complaint is a small con-
sideration if such positive ac-
tion will help to eliminate this
sick behaviour. if a female stu-
dent does not make a com-
plaint then she is utterly, ab-
solutely and totally
powerless...

UNB student
sexually harassed

Dear Editor:

it was with a great deal of
interest that | read the Sexual
Harassment Survey published
in the Brunswickan, March 19.
My interest s particulariy
acute, since | myself am a vic-
tim of sexual harassment by o
professor of this univarsity. |
teel compelled to write this let-
ter about my own experience
for | want It to be known thai
this sort of thing is geing on in
our own university, | sincerely
hope that enlightanment will
serve to protect other female
students. | also hope that this
will convince other victims to
come forth with their own
stories -- this can not be swept
under the carpet any longer.
Although | was brave enough
to report my case and see it
through. to its less than
satisfactory finish 1, unfor-
funately, om not courageous
enough to give my name,
facuity or department. Since
the incident, the professor has
undertaken a smear campaign
against me and | have no
desire to stoop to his lavel so |
will not reveal his Identity
either.

i am a female student, under
30 years of age, and have af-
tended this university for
several years. During the third
year of my undergradute pro-
gramme | enrolled in a course
given by my harasser-tc-be.
From the start of the course |
was subjected to lswd. com-
ments, behaviour and sugges-
tions. As weli, | and the other
members of the class were
treated to his varied
philosophies about women and-
sex and how the former was
only useful for the letter. | was
toid by members of his other
classes that this was standard
fare. | remember one of his
comments especiaily, God
knows ke repeated it often
enough: “The only reason o
woman goes to university is to
get a husband.” | remember on
other occasions when ¢ female
student turned in a good
assignment he would ailow
that “it was very geod -- for o
woman.” But these assorted
comments were usually just
accepted or shrugged off.
However, his attitude toward
me personclly became rather
more cffensive and annoying.
He became more suggestive
and lewd and finally began to
openly proposition me. At first
I tried to make light of it and
tried not to find myself alone In
a room with him. Eventually, |
just came right out with o
negative answer to his rather
tacky invitations. At this point,
iet me say that | am a straight

‘A’ student and have won
awards for my high merks.
Further I8t me say that unti| my
negative response to his sex-
val advances, | had been main-
taining a high average in his
course. (The noture of the
course required dally tests and
weekly assignments). It was at
that time that my marks in his
course bsgar to plummet fo
'F'. Odd coincidence? | sort of
thought sc, until | noticed that
my grade did not improve no
matter how hard | worked. His
behavier became more and
more odious, finally so much
so that | could not bring myself
to attend the last 3 weeks of
his course.

it wes no grsat surprise
when my grade transcript ar-
rived, showing an ‘F' for his
course (glaringly out of place
among all the ‘A’s). It was only
then that | decided to report
the case to the proper
authorities - whoever the hell
they might be (I was soon to
learn that there were severali )

I first weani to see a lady,
rather high up in the ad-
ministration, and told her the
whole story. | was advised to
90 see the Dean of Students
and then the Decn of my facy!-

ty. She further advised that !

not mention the sexual harass-
ment since | probably would
not be taken seriously, would
lose my credibility and no
doubt become the subject of a
faculty black-list. She seemed
to feel that | had enough
grounds to appeal my grade on
other issues. She also sug-
gested that | might want to
seek legal aid. (This meeting
took place in early May).
| prepared a foermal com-
plaint and application for an
appecl of the grade and took it
to the Dean of Students. In my
complaint | clearly but
delicately made it plain that |
had been sexually harassed -in
the intarview with the Dean |
spelled it out a little less
delicately. However, | also
made it clear that there were
several other unrelated issues
that prompted me to seek an
appeal hearing. The Dean of
Students heeard my case,
chuckled induigently and with
@ volce oozing avuncular con-
cern asked me if | wasn't over-
reacting and suggested that,
perhaps, i had misunderstood
the professcr. He then launch.
ed forth on a speech abou? the
fine upstanding gentleman |
was accusing, and gave me o
rundown on his moral
quelities, managing to make
this guy look like @ dear sid
dad, the Pope and Santo Claus
all rolled into one virtuous
soul. He ended the interview

asking me if | really wanted 1o
pursue it, saying that it was
apt to get rather messy. |
assured him | did - he advised
against it but said unconvinc-
ingly that ha would “see what
he could do.”

Next, | contacted two
lawyers and gave them all the
details. They were convinced
that | had o legal case if |
wanted one and they were so
interested that they offered
their services for free. They
gave me advice as to how to
proceed and how to avoid any
risk of libel. Armed with this
bit of knowledge, | prepared
for a meating with one of the
Deans of my faculty. Word of
my case was getting around
and people started coming for-
ward with bits of information.
From a faculty member of the
same department | learned
thot he had been accused of
sexual harassment before and
had several complaints filed
against him. From former
students of his | heard of his
similar treatment of them.
From another facuity member |
heard the prof and the Dean of
Students were oid chums (Sur-
prise, Surprisal | 1),

My next move was to take
all of my assignments and
have them independently
morked by two other members
of my department. Both gave
consistently high marks,
where the prof had given F
and ‘D’ grades.

| took these duplicate
assignments, my formal letter
of appeal and my transcript to
one of the Deans of my faculty.
(By this time it was early Oc-
tober) The Dean heard my cose
and, while not disputing that |
had a good case, he told me
that a formal appeal could get
very messy and that it would
be better all around if the cass
could be 3ettled ot his fevel
(i.e. not going before the ap-
peal board and the Senate). A
meeting was arranged bet-
ween the Dean, the prof, the
chairman of the department
and myeeif. It was suggested

at the meeting, as a possible
resolution, that | re-do the
work end have the professor
re-mark it. The professor
clearly atated in front of ll
present that no matter what
kind of work | turned in, that
the highest mark he would
ever give me would be o ‘D', |
was amazed that he would say
something like that in front of
the Dean and said so. The
Dean informed me that the

Last year was International
Year of the Handicapped. One
handicapped minority was ig-
nored - the gifted. It is just as
much o problem to be the
parent, teacher or employer of
a gifted person as it is to be the
parent, teacher or employer of
¢ mentally retarded person.
This is the theme of a Con-
ference to be held in D'Avray
Hall on March 26th and 27th.
The Conference is jointly spon-
sored by the Faculties of Ad-
ministration and Education.
There have been several con-
ferences on the gifted at
school in various parts of the
country. This conferance is the
first in Canada to integrate
education and business. There
wiil be three keynote
speckers.

Dr. Annemarie Roeper had a
training in the Freudian tradi-
tion. She was forced to get out
of Germany when the Nazis
took over. She went as a
refugee to America. There she
and her husband founded the
Roeper School which is o
special school for gifted
chiidren and enjoys an interna-
tional reputation. Dr. Roeper
will give a presentation on
Stress in_the Gifted Child and
wiil conduct a seminar on Con-
seliing the Gifted.

Art history professor

Dr. Rudolph Pohl has served
as a Consultant on the educa-
tion of the gifted and is an ex-
pert on the complex operation
of identifying these people. He
is an Associate Professor of
Education at Southern Connec-
ticut State College and Editor
of Gifted/Talented Education.
Dr. Pohl will give a presenta-
tion on Helping the Gifted In
School and will conduct a
seminar on Curriculum Plann-
ing for the Gifted.

Dr. Dovid Willings has been
engaged in research for four-
teen years on the occupational
problems of the gifted. He is
the author of two books and
numerous articles on this
topic. He is currently a Pro-
fessor of Personnel Manoge-
ment at UNB Dr. Willings will
give a presentation on The
Gifted at Work and will con-

Historian to visit UNB

One of Canada’s most
distinguished historians will
speck at the University of New
Brunswick on April 1. Jack L.
Granatstein, a leading authori-
ty on Cenadian twentlieth cen-
tury political and diplomatic
history and editor of The Cana-
dion Historical Review, will
discuss “The Last of the Ottawa
Men: R.B. Bryce and the End of
the Mandarin Era, 1957, in
Carleton Hall 139 at 8:00p.m

A native of Toronto, Dr.
Granatstein completed his
bachelor's degree through the
College Militaire Royal and the
Royel Military College of
Conada. Following graduate
studies at the University of
Toronto and Duke University,
he spent a year as research
historicn at National Defence
Headquarters, Ottawa. Since
1966 he has been a member of
the History Department at
York University, Toronto.

Dr. Granatstein's reseorch
interasts centre on the Cana-
dian political experience since
1935, with special emphosis on
the conduct of foreign: policy.

Among the 13 books and 36 ar-

ticles which he has written on
this subject are The Politics of
Survival: The Conservative
Party of Canada 1939-45
(1967), Peace Keeping: Inter-
national Challenge and Cana-
dian Response (1968),
Canada's War: The Politics of
the Mackenzie King Govern-
ment (1975), Cancdian-
Amerlcan Relctions in Wartime
(1975), A Man Of Influence:
Norman Robertson ond Canac-
dian Statecraft 1928-68 (1981),
and The Ottawa Men: The Civil
Service Mandarins 1935-57
(1982). He is presently engag-

ed in resecrching the final
volume in the Centenary
History of Canada (Canada
1957-67).

Dr. Granatstein's interests
range widely. He hcs served
for many years cn the editorial
board of the Canadian Forum,
as a director of the Champlain
Society, and as general editor
of the Copp Clark issuves in
Canadian History Series.

Dr. Granatsiein has been
the recipient of a wide range
of honors and awerds. He was
winner of the Governor
General's Medal at College
Militaire Royal in 1939, and of
the Lieutenant-Governor

General's Medal at College

vince Zelany, a masters
student in forestry, and his
wife Martha MacClure, are
just two CUSO volunteers
who have had interesting
experiences in foreign
countries. To hear their
ancecdotes and others,
you can attend a meeting
Wednesday March 3ist at
7:30 p.m. in room 203 of
the Student Union Building.

Martha and Vince's ex-
periences began in 979
while they were teaching in
Nigeria as CUSO
volunteers. CUSO is a non-
governmental organization
which operates in more
than 30 developing coun-
iries in Africa, Asia. Latin
America, the Caribbean
and the South Pacific. In
scme of these countries,
projects, aimed at helping
the country become self-
sufficient are sponsored by
CUSO through local
groups. In other countries
volunteers who have skills
that can be passed on to
the peoplte or that may be
required by the country are
sent from Canada. CUSO
volunteers include nurses,
doctors, engineers, . nutri-
tionists, fishermen, trades
people, teachers, foresiers
and business people.

Vince and Martha receiv-
ed a posting in Otukpo,
Nigeria, through the
volunteer side of the CUSO
program. They had heard
of CUSO and investigated
the possibility of volunteer-
ing while they were
students at McGill Universi-
ty. Both graduates with
degrees in Biology, they
considered CUSO as a
chance to experience living
and working in another en-
vironment. Then foliowed
the application process,
which included filling in
forms, medica! and dental
check-ups, an interview

and finally, waiting. During
this time, they attended a
pre-orientation weekend
run by returned volunteers

(R.V.’s),where they receiv-
ed a general overview of
development issues and
were able to share in the
R.V.'s overseas ex-
perience. After receiving
acceptance for an
overseas posting,  they
received a series of ten or
more innoculations and
then in August 1979, they
went to the pre-departure
orientation in Ottawa.

At the 1l day orientation,
they -met others going to
Nigeria and various parts of
West Africa. These people
included agricuituralists,
medical people, techni-
Cians and teachers. At
orientation, they received
rudimentary teacher train-
ing, information on the
country, information on
heailth, etc.

-After this was over, ithe
various country groups
split up and Martha and
Vince, along with others
bound for Nigeria, flew to
Kano, Nigeria, stopping en
route in Amsterdam. Upon
arriving in Kano, a very old
city and one of the centres
of northern Nigeria's
Muslim religion and
culture, they spent 10 days
in an in-country orientation.
Here they received some
language training, tours of
the city and generally their
first taste of Nigerian
Culture. From Kano they
proceeded southward
overland via Makurdi,
capital of Benue State to
their new home in Otukpo.
They moved into their fairly
comfortable two bedroom,
bungalow style house
which had electricity and
Sporatic  running water.
Their house was located
on the compound of the
boys' secondary school
where they were both
science teachers.

Otukpo is a rapidly grow-
ing Nigerian town at pre-
sent. Petroleum income
has provided funds for
plenty of road and building
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‘the town. At

construction in and around
the town's
market, shopping Nigerian
style was a new ex-
perience for Martha and
vince. They had to learn
the skKill of bargaining for
their purchases. Here you
could buy fresh meat and
various exotic as weli as
every day varieties of
vegetables and fruits. Also
available were all types of
dry goods, household
items and a variety of ser-
vices.

After one
Otukpo's ‘husile and bus-
tle’ they decided to transfer
0 the smaller community
of Naka, a more remote
town, 40 Km. from Makur-
di, reachable via -a
sometimes dusty,
sometimes muddy dirt
road. In Naka, conditions
were more basic than in
Otukpo as the small house
they now lived in had no
electricty or running water
(it had to be fetched by
hand from a creek). Condi-
tions were more arduous
here with bad rcads, water
shoriages -and little fresh
food available but work
was definitely more
challenging and in-
leresting. If medical pro-
blems developed, They
kKnew CUSO would care for

them by arranging medical .

attention and paying any
medicai expenses.

At.the school there was a
shortage of staff as Vince
and Martha were two of on-

ly 11 teachers in charge of

over 700 boys and girls. All
the teachers, except Martha
and Vince,were Nigerians.
In addition to regular
leaching duties, they par-
licipated in extra-curricular
activities'such as clubs and
Sports. Despite the
language problems, equip-
ment shortages and
generally different attitudes
of the Nigerians to time,
they adjusted quickly.
Fhey became acquainted

year of

xperience

with most of the local per-
sonalities and shared
holidays and other special
festivities with the people.
AS mobility in this remote
area was important, they
had a motorcycie to go to
Makurdi or Otukpo for sup-
plies and to visit friends
and other CUSO volunteers
in other postings. As well,
they used their motorcycle
for a 5500 km. backpack-
ing tour into the neighbor-

“ing fancophone countries

of Niger, Benin and Togo
as well as into most parts of
Nigeria. Too quickly, their
two years were over and
they headed back to
Canada via Eurcpe.

In summary of their two
vears, Vince and Martha
said they had ‘‘experienc-
ed firsthand the tremen-
dous cultural diversity of
Nigeria and of West Africa,
a fact not easily ap-
preciated from the
outside’. They also ‘‘gain-
ed valuable work ex-
perience in a situation
where they had much
respensibility for the day-
to-day functioning of the
school’. Another aspect of
the experience was that
“'you learn to amuse
yourself by reading,
music, etc...since you
have a lot of time on your
hands.”

Maitha and Vince are on-
ly two of the over 400
teachers, dociors, nurses,
agriculturalists, trades peo-
ple, technicians, etc. sent

yearly to developing coun- -

tries around the world. To
recruit peopie for this pro-
gramme, CUSO has a net-
work of representatives
and offices across Canada
where inquiries are en-
couraged and informaition
is available. There is now a
CUSO office at the Universi-
ty of New Brunswick, in
room 3 of the Alumni
Memorial Building. The of-
fice is open Monday, Tues-
day and Thursday from
10:00a.m. to 3:00 p.m. and
can “ be  reached at
453-3562.

Charlie Chaplin plays three
parts in “The Great Dictator.”
First his oid one, the funny lis-
tle man whom the entire world
loves; second, Hitler: and
third, Charlie Chaplin himself,
a social-minded American fuli
of all the good slogans.

The funny little man, this
time a iittle more tragic, ap-
pears as a Jewish barber who
lost his memory in World War
i. Getting 1t back after many
years he finds the ghetto ter-
rorized by the double-cross
storm troopers cf the great dic-
tator, Adenoid Hynkel, whom
he himself resemblas. exactly.
The inevitable mix-up occurs,
with Hynkel being sent to a
concentration camp, and the
barber forced to speak as con-
queror to the conquered
Austrian people.

Choplin is superb in the dou-
ble role, often surpassing even

the greatest of his ocrlier per-
formances. Tha scenes of him
as the barber, absent-
‘mindedly shaving his girifriend
or shaving & perplexed
customer to the rhythm of a
Hungarian dance by Brahms,
aré masterpieces. Howver,
these almost perfect scenes
stand out on a background of
conventionality which Is not
appropriate to the ambitious
theme of the fiim. It is the ac-
ting of Chaplin (and also the
excellent portrayal of rival dic-
tator Benzino Napaloni by Jack
Oakie that makes this film
worth seeing, despite the
shortcomings of the script.

“West Moon” is a contem-
porary piay dealing with a
group of former residents of
small Newfoundland fishing
community.

“West Moon” clso deals with

The play is directed by pro-
fessor Alvin Shaw, a name that
most theatre goers will
recognize for his invoivement
in other dramatic projects.
However, all other aspects of
the production have been
handled by members of English
2140 and 3150 at UNB. Pro-
ducer, Rondi Frisch, is a fourth

year Business student at UNB
and stage manager Wendy
Terris is in third year arts. The
cast and crew have been work-
ing on this project, which is
part of the course, since early
in January.
