The ceremony of installation 
and swearing in was to take place in the Ex 
ecutive Council Chamber, at the door of which 
e.i the top of the landing the crowd persisted 
in remaining in spite of entreaties and com 
mands for them to retire for a few minutes 
into the ball room. The crowding went ou, in 
creasing in density,and st one time we bad great 
fears for the life of an elderly geBtlemao of 
considerable obesity wbo stood near ui. At 
lut it was announced “ he ie coming, ” and 
thee a question arose as to hew His Excellency 
ould gel to the Chamber in which he wm to
