They are but 
shadows in a living world. They are 
the children and servants of tlie State 
so absolutely that, to quote one of its own 
apologists, an Anglican bishop, blas­
phemously boasting of a power expressly 
given him by the Saviour of the world, 
found himself precisely iu the position 
of a lunatic who may fancy that he is the 
monarch of the universe, but who cannot 
pluck a llower or fill a glass of water 
without the permission of his keeper.

At the University 
of Notre Dame, for instance, there is a 
rule which prohibits the introduction of 
intoxicating liquora oil the grounds. 
Any student who is detected using 
liquor is subject to expulsion. 
In order the better to safe­
guard the young men at Notre Dame, 
the university officials have an adver­
tisement which runs the year round in 
the papers oi South Bend, where dealers 
are warned that they will be prosecuted 
and punished to the full extent 
law, if they are known to sell intoxi­
cants to any boy at Notre Dame ; and 
this warning is rigidly lived up to.

Writing of the magnificent tercenten­
ary festival of the canonization of St. 
Charles Burro meo recently held in 
Milan, a correspondent of The Tablet, 
of Ijondou, says :

“ Much has been said and written 
about the irréligion and unbelief ram­
pant in many parts of Italy. Certainly 
the behavior of the p<«ople of Milan dur­
ing the whole week gave no support to 
such a charge, at least as concerns that 
great city.

A church in order to be truly beauti­
ful must also express in its architecture 
the idea of a temple, that is, the abode 
of the Divine Majesty, the sanctuary of 
prayer. The grain eur and immensity 
of God, the love and condescension of 
our Divine Redeemer, the confidence 
and prayer of man, the joys aud hopes of 
salvation, the sorrows and combats of 
earth, all these, my lords and gentle­
men, must be, so as to speak, stamped 
upon that mass of stone, that union of 
forms aud lines, in which the mind of 
the architect has brought forth the 
ideal of a temple. The more the artist 
makes the stone speak and take posses­
sion of our soul by the elevation and 
the harmony of the lines, the more does 
he give us the impression of beauty, 
calm, dignified, and I would say, to a 
certain degree, austere, and the more 
also, is his architecture religious. One 
must iu entering a church, be able te 
say what Napoleon the First said when 
passing the threshold of the Cathedral 
of Chartres. “ Oh ! how uneasy an 
atheist must feel here.”

The financial state, the 
necessities of the worship, the rigors and 
caprices of our climate, the topography 
of the place,—these, in truth, are so 
many important factors which must be 
counted iu the construction of a church.
I jet us, nevertheless, remember that art 
is not initiative and that it can be per­
fectly conciliated with necessity and 
utility. Architecture is pre-eminently 
the practical art, and its beauty accom­
modates itself to every necessity. 
Nevertheless, let us not sacrifice to the 
utility of a few, the architectural beauty 
of a temple as is the case in the churches 
where under pretext that the altar must 
be seen by all, the columns were sup­
pressed, thus lending to the temple the 
aspect of a railway station or an aiuV- 
torium. The limits of this report does 
not permit us to insist at more length on 
those essentially varying circumstances.

OUR SEVA HAT El) BRETHREN AND 
THE BIBLE

The horesiarohs of the sixteenth cen­
tury committed two* great errors. They 
not only made the Bible the sole rule of 
faith, thus throwing away tradition ; 
they gave every individual the right of 
private judgment, thereby disclaiming 
any authority for themselves. As a 
consequence they had neither precedent 
to guide them nor power to enforce 
their own opinion. Divisions would 
naturally, and did naturally follow; 
until the number of creeds was legion 
aud men strayed away entirely or re­
fused through pride to submit to the Old 
Church which alone commanded their 
interior respect. A time has now come 
in which Biblical students are parading 
their inability to solve the questions 
of creation, sin and redemption.
It does not matter, says a Methodist Pro­
fessor of Biblical studies, what you find 
in Genesis, but it matters much what 
you find in Jesus. The Professor's 
brother Minister protests against this 
view. What is the good of protesting? 
When the same gentleman was ap­
pointed Professor, the head of tho 
Methodist Church protested. To no 
purpose. The Professor won, main­
taining his opinions and freely discus­
sing them in church pulpit and college 
chair. What can be the ultimate con­
sequence of this antagonism and divis­
ion ? The next generation will throw 
away the Bible as a book of revelation* 
It will be treated as any other volume. 
Its characters, instead of being the 
chosen servants of God, will be stage 
figures of mere human history on the 
myths of twilight romance. The Catho­
lic Church is the only intrepid guard­
ian of the Bible. She clings to tradi­
tion aud she has authority to teach aud 
interpret.

Following the burning of these 
hundreds of children and old men found 
themselves without shelter from one day 
to the next.

The crowd destroyed libraries, schools, 
burned several edifices while their oc­
cupants were still within them. At 
Sabadell it repulsed with gunshot those 
who were lleeing from the flames which 
were burning the town hall, killing 
three people and burning one. If others 
did not perish in the flames, it was due 
to the intervention of the military.

The military arrived in time to save 
the Sisters and twenty-four little girls 
from the flames which were consuming 
the convent of the Adoratrices. fn 
othe? places the Sisters fled by the 
roofs with the aid of the neighbors.
Thirty five bodies at Barcelona and two 
a* Sabadell were disinterred and aban­
doned in the middle of the streets after 
having been profaned. The rails of the 
railway were lifted up, the telegraph 
wires were cut and a bridge was broken 
down. There were ONE HUNDRED 
AND TWO dead and THREE HUN­
DRED AND TWELVE wounded.

In to-day's gospel two points in par­
ticular deserve our special notice. First 
of all the ready obedience and holy zeal 
with wnich Mary and Joseph kept the 
prescribed feasts, and the unexpected 
misfortune which befell them on the 
journey to their home, namely the loss 
of the child Jesus for three long days.
