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GOD’S GUARDIANSHIP.

A SERMON, BY REV. A. W. NICOLSON,
OF WINDSOR.

‘* Are not two sparrows sold for a farthing ?
and one of them shall net fall to the ground
without your Father. But the very bairs of
your bead are all numbered. Fear ye not,
therelore, ve are of more value than many spar-
rows.”"—Matt. x. 29-31.

Christ is sending out his disciples. Theirs
is to be a critical mission—** behold "1
tend you forth as sheep in the midst of
wolves.” They were to encouuter natures
the opposite of their owa, to mingle with
devouring enemies. To fortify them against
these evils he took them apart—¢: called
unto him his twelve disciples,” and sought
to imbue them with his own filial love and
cenfidence. ** Danger, disease, death, un-
der many forms and in every land ye shall
endure,” was his warning. ** But fear not,
your Father rules the universe, and you are
safe,” was his encouragement.

We can scarcely over-estimate the value
of a good impression made upon a mind
about to meet duty or danger. The regi-
ment that marches to meet the enemy with
colours trailing in the dust and its band
playing some funeral dirge, is already half
conquered. The man who cherishes a
dread apprehension that he will fall amid
the agonies of an approaching ordeal, will
very probably go down under the pressure
of his own fears.

On the other hand, a mind inspired with
unwavering confidence of sufficiency, of su-
periority, of supremacy, will sustain the as-
sailant and nerve his right arm, will stimu-
late the defeated warrior to new wonders of
energy and conquest. Napoleon believed
in fate,—that the bullet was never moulded
which could touch him. Who shall say how
far that blind confidence sustained the man
amid the thunders of battle and changed
thue the destinies of the world? ‘There
are old cities which proudly wear the in-
scription—** Invincible”—over the great
gates leading through their strong environs ;

_and the traveller may read there the secret
of the cities’ immunity from the sacking of
the conqueror.

There is a principle therefore, involved
in this treatment of the disciples by their
Master. Infilling them with His own con-
fidence He was consecrating them to the
honours and rewards of the certain victory.

Any pure inspiration is a help in trouble.
The days of charms, of cabalistic nonsense,
are pagding away. Their slavish, super-
stitious coufidence was never beneficia).
Mauokiud sought them as Saul the Witch of
Endor, under the gloom of God’s absence.
A purer, holier faith is taking possession
of the world. And the force of that faith,—
a faith in what is true and noble and divine,
is ove of the lessons we as a Christian
people are bound to study more and more.

Let Employers look to it. Their ser-

vants should be educated to feel that they
are trusted. When fierce temptation comes
let your young clerk or cash keeper feel
the power of your smiles and confidence.
His soul will go out toward yours saying
** He coufides in me—1I shall not fail him,”
With the first dread of your suspicion will
come a weakening of the youth’s main-
spring of integrity.
" Let every affianced woman look to it,
Each such has at least one life very much
under her moulding influence. The purer
and holier her character, the truer her
words, the more generous and elevated her
sentiments, the firmer will be ber hold up-
on his better nature. . When he loses the
inspiration of her will, her watchfulness,
her counfidence, he suffers that which may
lead to degradation hitherto avoided though
her influence spread over his life.

Let mothers look to it. They are the
Sovereigns of our race. God has entrust-
ed them with powers which it is awful to
contemplate. Mesmeric Agents boast of

. their juvfluence over their subjects—that

once thoroughly subdued, they can arrest
them anywhere and compel them to obey.
The faithful mether is more powerful. If,
like Christ, she has taken her children
apart and consecrated them ; if she have
overpowered them with a sense of her love,
they may go forth, but they will never for-
get. Oceans may divide, mountains and
deserts may separate, but the child’s heart
will turn to the mother as faithfully as the
needle to the pole.

But the most effectual solace in trouble
#nd shield in conflict is that which our Lord
gave to his.disciples. An abiding trust in
God, an inte ligent [confidence in His pow-
er, His Providence, His enduring love and
guardianship, has been in every age a
mighty stimulus and defence among the fol-
lowers of Jesus. DBefore his incarnation
similar words had been breathed by Him
into the souls of Kings and pries's and pro-
phets.  What they endured, and how they
overcame, let the records of Old Testament
‘adventure testify. These very Apostles
who went forth with their Master’s breath
gtil] damp upon their brows, began imme-
diately to convince and confouud the world.
Bince their day, many, inspired with a simi-
lar trust, have ** endured hardness” and
wrought miracles and died in the flame or
on the rack as joyously as if their beds had
been on flowers and spices. History has
inveuted names expressive of the highest
bravery for the soldierly and psalm-sing-
ing Puritans; but their energy spraug
mainly {rom the faith so quaintly but vigor-
yusly prouounced by Cromwell : *Trust in
God and keep your powder dry.”

Ju the words of our text several sugges-
tions relating to the Providence which
watches over God’s people, are beautifully
expressed.

I. The Providence of God is Minute—
takes in little objects and httle contingen-
cies.

Christ’s discourses abound with allusions
to what we regard as trifles in the economy
of creation. The grain of mustard-seed, of
which ten thousand might be concealed un-
der the feathers of a bird’s wing. A cup of
cold water, offered perhaps by a child, it-
self but oue of a hundred thousand citizens,
to some beggar unnoticed by the world.
The little flowers, blooming often by tl?e
desert, trampled under foot, blossoming in
the morning, withering at night. And so
on through all Chbrist’s teachings. It just
shows us bow wide was his observation ;
it took in everything to the remotest bounds
of God’s varied workmanship. And His
observation was minute, rested upon the

fragments aod particles of the universe. A
telescope covers the multitude though they
may number millions, yet it will concen-
trate the observer’s powers of vision on any
one of the crowd, observing the lineaments
of his face and the movements of his per-
son. Its vision was telescopic.

And its vision is an illustration of the
Father’s in Providence. We have only be-

the stars as they pursued orbits and obeyed
laws which it has required ages to reduce
to the kuowledge of man. But it was re-
served for modera times to see a world in
every drop ot water,—a world more dense-
ly populated than the earth aod as positive-
ly governed by fixed and wise laws.

Instead of the sparrow as known to us,
Christ spoke of little birds in all their varie-
ty of species. The word is 8o used in the
Bible. The Providence of God is nowhere
more strikingly displayed than in the adap-
tation of the bird to its native element. In
fact the champions of scepticism and athe-
ism are met most triumphantly on this very
ground by such, writers as Argyle in his
treatise on * The Reign of Law.” Birds
sing of God; their flight is a testimony to
God’s providence. In the grove or the
market, flying or falling, thrilled with the
Jjubilee of life or quivering in death’s cruel
agonies, God sees and cares for them.

II. God’s Providence is discriminative
—distinguishes between the bird and the
b eliever.

There is marked delicacy in God’s care
for the tender objects of his creation.
Among our own works of genius there are
statues which can endure ages of exposure
to the sun and the terpest; but we have
paintings whose rich colourings must be
guarded from rude contact, and gems of
art 5o exquisitely constructed that bell-
glasses must shield them from the corrod-
ing atmosphere or the contaminations of its
dust. There are such distinctions among
the works of God. His providence extends
tenderly towards creatures of delicate con-
struction. The bird and the flower are
framed with exquisite skill and guarded
with infinite attention.

But Man is the creation of God. All
things exist for him. The grove is his
aviary, the birds were made to be his sol

ace and delight. For him flowers bloom,
trees grow, beasts multiply. Man is the
babe, the earth his cradle. The creatures
of God, the elements of God, the laws of
God, were made to sing maun’s lullaby,
minister to his wants, assist him in his
growth for holiness and happiness.

And Man regenerated is the noblest work
of God. He is a subject of God’s King-
dom, whose flag’s ample folds are protec-
tion in every land. He is a child of God’s
family whose Father is in Heaven, but
whose Providence is everywhere. Over
him the unsleeping Eye ever watches, the
tireless Arm ever holds guardianship. No
weapon formed against him can prosper.
The hairs of his head are all numbered.

“ My Father—God!” What system of
theology ever reduced the power and love
of a Deity to such adaptation to man’s
yearnings and necessities ? A double con-
fidepce mingles with the christian’s faith in
Jehovah. He givesas God. When I pray
and as I pray, He hears and answers. And
He also gives as a Father. When my head
is pillowed in repose,He watches and plans
and prepares. When my forgetful feet are
on the verge of forbidden paths He calls
me back. Glorious God! Most Blessed
Father !

Thus, then, we have the order of Provi-
dence.

1st. Over the lower orders of creation.
20d. Over man. 3rd and specially over
religious Man.

111. The Providence of Gcd is tender—
affected by the death of a sparrow, the fall-
ing of a hair.

Our cooceptions of the Deity are usually
drawn from the analogies of human char-
acter. We group together what is most
noble and true in the qualities of living or
dead men, and apply them to God. But
such conceptions are ever very meagre.
Widest extremes meet in the qualities or
attributes which distinguish the God of the
Bible.

He is unmoved by the fiercest thunder-
ings of the skies, the wildest encounters of
the battlefield, the heaviest rockings of the
earthquake. His majesty, His laws, His
security, His serenity is not touched by
scenes and circumstances which appal and
overpower the tribes of earth. The sun
which sets on a dark angry sky and a fu-
rious tempest, on gaping waves and sinking
ships, on cries of anguish and deeds of
blood, rises next morning as serenely as if
all the world had been sleeping in the in-
pocence of its first creation. So God reigns
and rules and lives on for ever and ever.

But God is infinitely tender, too. There
is no finer touch in even any of Christ’s
own descriptious of the Father’s character
than this. It reaches the remotest points
in the regions of sympathy. The feeling is
so delicate that men are incapable of ex-
periencing it and women and children are
ashamed of being detected in its exercise.
You may have seen in some bright, pleas-
ant home, (for such homes are sure to par-
take much of God’s presence as they reflect
His character,) a little, shrivelled wing,
concealed among the precious relics of the
housebold. That wiog has its story. A
pretty songster, which bad warbled and
fluttered in its own familiar place, till par-
ents and children came to look on it as a
member of the family, suddealy fell dead,
and awoke keenest sympathies which never
had been touched before. Out into the
prettiest spot in the garden they bore the
pet, and buried it under the shadows of the
setting sun. The mother is half timid as
she recalls the incident, and the little girl
turns away with a sob ashamed to have
been seen weepiag for her companion. But
God has marked the grave and written His
own inseription upon its headstone ! ** One
of them shall not fall on the ground without
your Father.”

Neither can we doubt
while observing God’s care over the lower
creatures that he for whom these creatures
were made will be especially shielded and
sustaived. If you are a Christian, open
your Bible at the 91st Psalm and read it as
an infinitely better application than any I
can offer.

In conclusion. Little things are falling
everywhere about us. Little birds that flit
across our sky, never seen before, mever to
be noticed again. A wrench to somebody’s
business, throwing the whole machinery out
6t gear, but never telt by the world which
moves on gaily as ever. A litile waif of
humanity, adrift on the ocean of life, float-
ing one momeut, sinking the next. Some-
body’s child for whom the white blinds go
down and the cold earth in the graveyard
is thrown up. They are falling about us
everywhere—in the home, in the market,
in the streets, in the counting-house. That
is the destiny of things. And the stoic says
—Well, we must endureit. And the infidel
—it is all chance. But we, with our hands
clasped in the great Hand of God, and our
beating hearts soothed by his loving voice,
are willing to exclaim—* Even so, Father,
for so it seemeth good in thy sight.”
* Therefore will not we fear though the
earth be removed, and though the moun-
tains be carried into the midst of the sea.”

CAMP-MEETINGS AGAIN.

In suggesting, as we have done in a former
article in the Wesleyan, the propriety of held-
ing one or two Camp-Meetings annually within
the territorial jurisdiction of the Conference of
Eastern British America, we are not speaking
unadvisedly. We bave attended several of
these gatherings in New Brunswick, and we

have subsequently ** travelled ” those Circuits
within whose limits they were held. We have
marked their more immediate effects, and we
bave ncted their remoter results. The direct
immediate good secured is amply remunera

tive, we think, for all the expenditure. There
are, on the other hand, important indirect ben-
efits which follow, and which can be clearly
perceived by those who are acquainted with
the congregations in the vicinity of the scene
of the Camp-Meeting. These *‘ indirect ben-
efits ” are so desirable, so indispensable, and
80 precious, as to lead us to advocate the use
of this iustrumentality which God has made so
fruitful of good, and which he has placed with-
in our reach.

Camp-Meetings are a benefit to our Socie-
ties. DBiethren come from many different lo-
calities, from the farm, the workshop, the
mart of c« ce, the profi 1 office, and
the student’s cloister, leaving their cares and
their perplexities behind, and they unite in sol-
emn acts of worship. The hours of the long
summer days are devoted to praise, and prayer,
and exhortation, and preaching. The secular
business of the world, and its strifes and dis

cords are, as far as possible, forgotten. Aged
Christians meet, old friendships are renewed.
Weary-footed pilgrims compare notes. Breth-
ren that have borne the burthen and heat of
many & day rejoice together. The choicest
gems of sacred song are brought into promi-
nence. Grand old tunes are sung with power.
Choice new tunes are gathered into the memo-
ries of many hundreds of worshippers. Tke
baptism of fire comes. Some are awakened.
Souls are converted. Believers are built up.
The flame is newly lighted on altars where the
brightness of the burning had become dim.
Brethren are stimulated and encouraged to per-
severe. The spirit of Christian love more
widely prevails. The Church is revived. The
whole discipleship of the Church there assem-
bled, grows stronger for God's work. The
blessed spirit that prevailed is carried to the
houses ot the brethren. The choice new songs
ot Zion are 1epeated in scores or hundreds of
families, there to become household treasures
and vehicles of worship, and strength and joy.
And io many Christian congregations an im-
proved tone is manifest for moaths to come in
all the exercises of the house of the Lord.

Minister's are benefitted. A Camp-Meeting
should be well manned with a goodly number of
strong-lunged ministers. This is absolutely
indispensable. The exercises peculiar to such
gatherings bind ministers together in strong
bonds of Christian fellowship. At our annual
Conferences many ministers are associated for
a number of days, but the work that brings
them together is, to a largc extent, financial,
and legislative, and scarcely possesses that
combination of elements which is so essential
to the increase of spiritual power, and the pro-
motion of a revival of religion.

Miaisters may hear more sermons and exbor-
tations at a camp-meeting than during all the
rest of the year. The preaching is, generally,
earnest, faithful, forcetul, beart-searching, and
effective. There iz no ** school of the prophets”
so belpful for a young preacher as the camp-
meeting, 80 far as learning the art of preaching
is concerned. Here one may learn, perbaps
better than almost anywhere else, how to suo-
cessfully grapple with the bearts and conscien-

NOT AS THE SCRIBES. !

We bold it not irreverent to say that Christ
was in a high and rare sense a sensational
preacher. We read constantly that his listen-
ers were astonished at his doctrine— beyond
measure astonished ; that they wondered at bis |
gracious words ; that the learned Jews mar-
velled at his knowledge, and the common peo-
ple beard him gladly. For he taught them as
one baving authority, and not as the Scribes. I

The method in use by these ancient doctors |

of divinity was not such as to carry conviction |
and stir men to action. They gave themselves |
to petty verbal criticism and to the drawing of |
fine lines of casuistry. To determine the
specific gravity of various forms of profanity,
or to drive thin wedges of cavil between the
letter and the spirit ot the Mosaic law were
their favorite achievements. They gloried in
critical ability and were unconscious of spirit-
ual weakness. They had skill to confuse the
intellect, but no power to warm the heart.
They were cunning logicians, but clumsy in
in persuading men. Their adroit arguments,
their specious inferences, their crafty questions
could not be answered by the uneducated, but
these bard knots did not fasten conviction upon
the common mind.
It is the privilege of the Cbristian preacher
to teach asChrist taught and not as the Scribes.
He who spake as man never spake promised to
be with his preachers always, aod that their
works should be greater than his. They have
a right to speak with authority, and ought to
follow him so closely that they shall not fall
into the ditch with the old ecclesiastical petti-
foggers whom he bad frequent occasion to op-
pose. And in the dayr, when so mueh is said
both in defense and in denunciation of ** dog-
matism,” and ** positive theology,” it is well
to ask, What kind of authority had Christ
which the Scribes bad not? and, What was
there in the methods of the Scribes which a
Christian preacber should avoid ?

The most evident source of Cnrist's author-
ity was his own thorough, hearty conviction of
the truth which he preached. He told that
which be bad seen with his Father. His be-
liefs were not second-band, the result of his
Jewish education. They were gifts received
persenally from God in seasons of communion.
He spoke with assurance which was not mere
assertion, and which it needed no tricks of ora-
tory to emphasize. He did not strive or cry,did
not confess a weakness by multiplying buttress-
es. What his lips said bhis life spoke more
plainly still. The common people, who could
not understand all he said, nevertheless under-
stood him ; they looked into his-heart, and saw
that he was every inch a true man. * He
speaks what he knows,” was their silent ver-
dict, and their belief on this was a recognitioa
of his authority. He bad miraculous creden-

tials, he bad divine power, he had the resour-
ces of intellect at his command, but he did not
rely upon these to enforce conviction. ‘* Be-
lieve me."—that was his prime authority, to
which his ** wonderfull works™ were secondary.

Another secret of his positive power was
his exaltation of the spir't of religion above its
mere forms. He was not indifferent to forms.
But he made the clothes to fit the body.
rather than detorm the body in order to fit
the clothes. The fine raiment ot religion
was nothing to him in comparison with its
inner lite.

other name may be challenged, the rule of af-
tection is recognized in all hnman hearts.

On the contrary, the authority claimed by
the Scribes was altogether external. They
were versed in the law and the prophets, and
could corner a Sadducee with the,greatest facil-
ity. They sat in Moses’s seat, robed with the
prestige of ancient wisdom, and were strong in
the sanctions of Sinai. They held in their keep-
ing the written revelation of God's will. But
their word was not with power, because it was
not the offering ot soul-deep conviction. Their
preaching had no root in their lives. There
was no flavor of sincerity in their keen criti-
cisms. People who admired their learning de-
spised their captiousness. The multitude, con-
foanded by superior wisdom, kept in their
hearts a silent protest against it. For the pos-
itive assertions of the Scribes were the off-
spring of intellectual pride, and the commonest
peasant could perceive this earthly flavor.

The other characteristics which destroyed
the authority ot the Scribes is too-well known
to require extended comwment. They exalted
the form above the spirit. Tithes of mint or
anise stood higher in their list than justice and
mercy, and the love of God. And the people
who chafed under iron rules gladly forsook
them for the teachings of love.

METHODISM IN THE WEST INDIES.

North Western Advocate's Regular Correspondent
The annual district meeting of the Wesleyan
ministers of Jamaica assembled in Kingston,
Jamaica, Feb. 26. This district meeting is
equivalent to an annual conference with ue,
except that all its doings require to be con-
firmed by the parent conference in England
The session usually continues three weeks. By
the courtesy of the Chairman, Rev. Geo. Sar-
geant, and the members (though the meetings
are held with closed doors,) 1 have been al-
owed to attend as often and as freely as I chose.
The first service was & morning prayer meeting,
which began at dawn, and lasted an hour and
a-balf. There were probably fifteen hundred
persons in attendance. It was a season of un
common interest. There are twenty circuits in
Jamaica, served by twenty-seven ministers, four
of whom are on trial. There is also a super-
annuate, making twenty-eight, which consti-
tutes the miaisterial torce in Jamaica. ‘ihe
ranks of the preachers remaia entire. They
have all been in good working health, except
the veteran Isaac Whitehouse, who Las scen
over fifty years of effective [itiverant labor,
most of which has been bestowed in the West
Indies. He has lately been stricken down wtih
paralysis. Iiis work is doubtless done. The
labors of the preachers have been arduous, per-
sistent and successtul. In nearly all depart-
ments an increase is shown. There are so many
‘and various interests, and each demanding such
special and constant attention, that the wonder
is some are not entirely neglected. To enu-
merate some of them : Besides the usual pulpit
and pastoral work, which, in this country, is
severely tasking, there is the missionary cause,
the chapel debt and chapel trust tunds, the ed-
ucation fund, the care and conduct ot the
schools, secular and Sabbath, and the care of
their Church poor. Al thesc interests are
thoreughly looked after. The statistics prove
this. There are 15,5619 members i.nd 935 pro-
bationers, makiog, of members and probation-
tioners, 16,454 ; an increase of about one thou-
sand. These are nearly all poor laboring peo-
ple. Many of them are very poor. The
wages ol this class are scanty, being about
twenty cents a day for females, and from
twenty-five to thir'y cents a day for males. In
view of these facts, it is amazing what this
people have raised! Take the figures:

Aggregate £10,604 4 2 $51,0611 98
This is an average, per member per annum,
of $3.19. The increase in missiorary contri-
butions is about £210, or $1,050. The aver-
age of missionary contributions is fifty-two
cents per member. The inciease of chapel
trust money is about £450, or $2,250. The
increase of class and ticket money is £410, or
$2,050.

These figures a1e grand; but a showing of
the condition and value of the chapels, the
school-houses and parsonages is grander, as it
evinces a growth and stability absolutely sur-
prsing. There are eighty-three chapels, valu-
ed at a reasonable price, as worth £50,000, or
say $400,000; upon which, owing to the con-
tributions of the Jubilee Chapel grauts of the
English Methodists, supplementedfby an equal
amount—the contributious of Jamaica Metho-
dists—there are no debts. There are seven-
teen parsonages, ‘‘ mission (houses ™ as they
are called heré, worth, at a moderate estimate,
£14,700, or say $73,500, upon which there are
debts amounting to £3,673, or say, $15,375.
The provisions, bowever, exist for liquidating
this indebtedness, so that probably, in the
course of another twelvemonth, no incumnbrance
will remain upon this fine property of about
balf a million dollars. -

The Wesleyans of Jamaica Lave seventy-
eight Sunday-schools, with an attendance of
8,043 scholars. Their reports sbow 1,231 in-
fant baptisms. There are also seventy day-
schools attended by 5,750 pupils.
schools are maintained at an expense of £2,-
769 4 4, or say, $13,946. Of this amount
£1,345, or 6,725, are paid by grants from
the Island Government, £1,024 by school fees,
and £400 4 4, or $2000, by the Missionary
Society in England.

These figures are eloquent, as stowing the
wisdom, zeal and liberality of the Jamaica
Methodists. They need no comment.

GOOD EXAMPLES IN OFFICIAL LIFE.

During the consideration of the temperance
question at the reeent session of the New Jer-
sey Conterence, Bishop Ames remarked that it
had been customary for the President and Ca-
binet officers, on the first day of January, to
set out liquors of all kinds to their guests.
But lately it was thought not to be exactly the
thing that the Government of the United
States should set such an exanple before the
people of the country. The President fhimseif
set the example, and set out no liquors on bis
table, and be was followed by al! the mcn.bel_'l
of his cabinet with one exception. Rev. G.
R. Snyder mentioned the fact that we bad a
governor in New Jerscy who did th: same
thing. At his public entertainment . he had re-
fused to set out liquors.
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The present ecclesiastical year is fast
hastening away. In afew weeks time it
will have departed altogether. Much re-
mains, however, to be done on every cir-
cuit in the Conference to bring the business
ot the year to a satisfactory conclusion.
On some Circuits, a greatly disproportion-
ate amount of business will have to be ac-
complished within the next eight weeks to

“ enable them to make auy sort of a decent
shewing at the approaching District Meet-
ings. It is greatly to be regretted Abat it is
so. It would be much better for all con-
cerned were it otherwise. It would be te
the advantage of the cause and immensely
to the comfort of ministers were the busi-
ness of each quarter to be thoroughly com-
pleted within the quarter, instead of so
much of it being postponed to be dealt with
in the lump at the close of the last quarter
of the year. There is no telling how much
trouble and perplexity might be avoided by
punctually and properly attending to small
as well as great duties at the proper time.
This is true in regard to every sphere of
exertion. But it is particularly worthy of
being borpe in mind by all connected with
Circuit work.

But even on the Circuits in which the quar-

* ter’s work may have been fairly performed
within the quarter, there will be plenty to
do between this moment acd that at which
the respective District Meetings will assem-
ble. For the efficient performance of what
thus remains to be done, the cordial co-
operation of many will be absolutely re-
quisite.

It is to be hoped that no Circuit account
will this year be needlessly disfigured by
the insertion of a most unwelcome deficien-
cy item. There is a more excellent way
of balancing Circuit accounts than that
which bridges over an ugly hiatus between
the two sides of such a document by the
use of that much abused item. That more
excellent way invelves a little more liberali-
ty on the part of the few, and a slight ad-
vance on the part of the many. In most
cases, this way of equalizing the opposite
columns of a Circuit Account is as practi-
cable for the people as it would prove pleas-
ant for the preacher. Its general adoption
where its operation is called for would this
spring relieve many hard-worked and faith-
ful Christian ministers from anxieties and
embarrassments which they ought not to be
permitted to feel.

-1t would be a noble thing for the Depen-
dent Circuits to resolve that, with such aid
as they respectively rely upon obtaining
from the Contingent Fund, no ministers la-
bouring on them this year be harassed by
a deficiency. Such a resolve faithfully car-
ried out would be most praiseworthy and
also profitable to all concerned. Ministers
completing their third year of service on
such Circuits weuld bear away with them
pleasing recollections of the people for
whose advantage they had patiently and
ardently toiled. Ministers expecting to be
reappointed to such Circuits for another
year would feel pleasure in the prospect of
repewing their labours among a people so
generally thoughtful for their ministers’
welfare, so anxious to discharge their duty
toward their pastors.

The people dwelling on such Circuits,
and acting in such a just and kindly man-
ner, would feel greatly gratified in reflecting
that they had-not only done what was right
in itself, but had also in so doing pursued a
course well calculated to secure for their
Circuits a good and desirable reputation,
which might prove udﬁm(ageous 1o them
herearter. ;

It is to Be hoped, therefore, as much for
the happiness of the Circuits as for the com-
fort of ministers, that wherever deficiencies
bave been the order of the day, the most
vigorous efforts will be made against them,
a3 malodorous nuisances that ought to be
abated.

It is also to be hoped that the ecclesiasti-
cal work ot all kinds remaining to be done
in the few weeks that lie immediately before
us will all be accomplished in a manner as
satisfactory as could well be expected.

American and Dominion Methodists will
alike be uisappointed on account of Mr.
Artbur’s inability to fulfil his appointment
as one of the Representatives of the British
Conference to the General Conference of
the Methodist Episcopal Church about to
assemble at Brooklyn, N. Y. No living
British Methodist could be more acceptable
to the General Conference from the Parent
Methodist Church than Mr. Arthur. He
is not only one of the most eminent men of
modern Methodism, distinguished for his
culture, his acquirements, his literary abil-
ity, his pulpit and platform power, but he
was one of the most devoted friends ot the
Federal Union during its darkest days in
secession war times. Having visited the
United States as a Representative of British
Methodism to a former General Conference,
Mr. Arthur had formed mauy personal
friendships with eminent men connected
with American Methodism. His reported
inability -therefore, to occupy the position
referred to, assigned to him by the British
Conference last year, will awaken deep re-
gret in the United States. That regret will
be shared by Dominion Methcdists. « For it
was paturally concluded that if Mr. Arthur
should fulfil his appropriate mission to the
General Conference at Brooklyn, he would
also avail himself of the opportunity to visit
the Canadian and Eastern British Ameri-
can Conferences, and perhaps make his ap-
pearance in the priocipal pulpits in the chiet
cities of the Upper and Lower Dominion
Provinces.

Mr. Perks, one of the General Secretar-
ies of the Wesleyan Missionary Society
was also appointed to act as Representative
from the Parent Connexion to the General
Conference. Dr. Perks is still expected to
act in that capacity, Mr. Arthur’s place is
to be supplied by Mr. Punshon it seems.

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METHODISM IN EASTERN BRITISH
AMERICA.

Article ].—PREFATORY PERIOD.

We find in the Mioutes of the Parent
Wesleyan Conference for the year 1770—
« AMERICA ” appearing for the first time as
« 50 ” in the list of stations, with the names
of four preachers appended as a ministerial
supply for this circuit of Continental exteat.
In the Minutes of 1771 we read * Q. 6, Our
brethren in America call aloud fcr help,
who are willing to go over and help them ?
A Five were willing., The two appointed
were Francis Asbury and Richard Wright.”
At the Cooference held in Leeds, August
1772, not quite one hundred years ago, the
total number of members of the Society in
the world is given as only 31,983 and of
Preachers ouly about 130, Ministerial sup-
ply for 48 stations or circuits, of which
«America” was one with still only four
preachers and five bundred members.

The existence of Methodism in any por-
tion of that part of the world which is now
included within the bounds of our Confer-
ence was not recognized in the Minutes of
the English Conference until 1785; but it
is certain that the origin of Methodism in
several parts of our work dates much ear-
lier than this. Over this prefatory period
we ask our readers in the present article to
cast a retrospective glance which we regret
to know must be but a very hasty and su-
perficial ove.

The late Rev. William Wilson, in his
book ¢ntitled, ** NEWFOUNDLAND AND ITS
MissioNARIES "—claims that the first Me-
thodist Society on the West of the Atlantic
was formed in Newfoundland before the
close of the year 1765 by the Rev. Lawrence
Coughlan, who had been ordained by the
Bishop of London, at the suggestion and
upon the recommendation of Mr. Wesley,
and sent out as a missionary to Harbor
Grace under the auspices of the Society for
the Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign
Parts. Mr. Wilson says that Mr. Covgh-
lan had labored ten years as a travelling
preacher in connection with Mr. Wesley,
before he was ordained and sent to New-
foundland ; and that there ** he was still a
Methodist preacher both in doctrine and
discipline ; and to his evangelical labors Me-
thodism owes its origin in Newfoundland.”
During his seven years of missionary
toil he kept up a correspondence with Mr.
Wesley, reporting to him his labors, trials
and successes and receiving in return coun-
sel and encouragement. In a letter dated
Nov. 4, 1772 from Mr. Coughlan to Mr.
Wesley, which was published in the Arme-
nian Magazine,Mr. C. says :— I bless God,
my poor labors in this land have been at-
tended with some little success ; some pre-
cious souls are gone to glory and a few
more are walking in the fear of the Lord,
and in the comforts of the Holy Ghost. *
*+ * Jam,and do confess myself a Me-
thodist. The name I love, and hope I ever
shall. The plan which you first taught me,
I have followed as to doctrine and discipline.
* & * We have the sacrament about
once a month, and have about two hundred
communicants.”

Early in the following spring Mr. Cough-
lan returned to England.

Two years before he left Newfoundland,
a local preacher from Ireland, John Stret-
ton,had settled at Carbonear ; and amongst
tbose who had been brought to God by the
ministry of Mr. C., was Arthur Thomey,
who became a local preacher, and he and
Mr. Stretton did what they could to pro-
mote the cause of God after Mr. Coughlin
bad left. He says as quoted by Mr. Wilson
—* We gathered a few together who loved
the Lord Jesus. * * * We drew up
rules as like Mr. Wesley’s as we could,
consistent with local circumstances. Our
vumber is about thirty, who I believe are
siucere in heart.”

In 1774 Methodism was introduced into
another part of Newfoundland through the
instrumentality of John Hoskins, ‘* a pri-
vate ivdividual, a poor man, and who like
the people among whom he labored, bad
left the shores of Britain to improve his
temporal circumstances.” He had been
converied and had joined the Society in
Bristol “in 1746. He sailed from Poole in
March, 1774, and after a five weeks’ pas-
sage landed in the Harbor of Triuity, and
from thence crossed the Bay to Old Perlican
where he commenced a school, and soon af-
ter began to conduct religious services on
the Sabbath. He read the Church of Eng-
land prayers, saug Wesley’s Hymnos and
read Wesley's sermons; and talked to the
people about experimental religion. God
blessed his efforts and some were awakened,
and sixteen of them manifesting a desire
“to flec from the wrath to come and to be
saved from their sins” were formed into
the first Methodist Society in that part of
the Island. -
Mr. Wilson says—* In the years 1778-
9, a great revival commenced in Old Perli-
can, when many were awakened, many
were brought into the favor of God,aunda
religious iufluence was felt through the
whole populaxion. The next year, 1750,
the work spread over to Islx'md Cove. Hear-
ing what had takeu place in Perlican, five
er six persons came Lo see for themselves.
While there. they were awakeued, found
and went home to tell their friends
in Island Cove what great things the Lord
bad done for them. Many listened to them
and sought the Lord ; so that a society was
formed, a!so in Island Cove, consisting of
thirty members, who soon commenced the
erection of a Methodist church. But now
came persecution. In Island Cove, our So-
ciety seot up the bay for Mr. Thomey, who
cheerfully complied with the invitation, and
came down aud preached to them.”

But while he was there he was assaulted
while preaching one evening in the unfin-
ished church by a party of men armed with
clubs who swore they would kill him. Mr.
Thomey was however rescued out of their
hands and escaped unharmed.

Good Mr. Hoskins went to Trinity in
August 1780, for the purpose of preaching,
but the merchants,who were in power there,
would not allow a house to be opened in
which he might preach; and some sailors
on board of a vessel on which he had gone
to seek a passage to Perlican seized him
and bedaubed him with tar and threatened
to take his lite. However the next year he
made a second aud more successful visit
to Trinity. The Word he was allowed to
preach was made the means of good to some
that heard it. Mr. Wilson loug years af-
terwards met some there who had been con-
verted through Mr. Hoskins’ iustrumental-
ity. “God,” Mr. Wilson writes, * contin-
ued to bless his labors, and many sinoers
were converted both in Perlican and Island
Cove. In the former place, in particular,
the congregatiou increased, so that no house
in the harbor was sufficiently large to con-
tain the pcople. A small Methodist chapel
was therefore erected, a plain, rough build-
ing, in which the congregation continued to
worship God for nearly fifty years.”

% Thus there were two bodies of Metho-
diste in different parts of the island,—one
in Harbor Grace under the care ot Joho
Stretton and Arthur Thomey ; the other in
Old Perlican, under the care of John Hos-
kins.” Bat the services of a regular preach-
er were earpestly desired, and Mr. Stretton
wrote to Mr. Wesley entreating that a mis-
sionary might be sent to take charge of the
societies already formed, and to labor for
the conversion of the unsaved who were
living in sio.

To this letter Mr. Wesley wrote a reply,
dated London, Feb. 25, 1785, promising
that the assistance which had been asked
should be sent as soon as practicable.
Methodism appears to have been first in-
troduced into Nova Scotia by some persons
who had been members of society in York-
shire, England, and who emigrated and set-
tled at the head of the Bay of Fundy, in the
County of Cumberlaod in 1775, or perbaps
some of them a year or two earlier.
Among those emigrants came a Mr.
Black and his family who settled at Am-
herst. In this family was included a lad
then about fifteen years of age, who became
one of the chief agents employed by the
Great Head of the Church in establishing
Methodism in these Provinces. There be-
ing no one to preach to them, these Metho-
dists,who had voluntarily placed themselves
in exile from England, held religious servi-
ces among themselves; and God crowned
their meetings with His presence and bless-
ing. In the year 1779 there came to them
a time of refreshing from the presesce of
the Lord ; and among others who then re-
pented and were converted was William
Black, then a young man ia his nineteenth
year. His conversion was a very thoreugh
one and he at once saw that others around
needed to experiemce the same gracious,
blessed change which had made him a new
creature in Christ Jesus and that it was pos-
sible for them to do s¢ ; and he immediate-
ly began to seek to persuade men to be-
come reconciled to God ; and he did not la-
bor in vain. In 1781 he was convinced
that it was his duty to give himself up to
the work of preaching the Gospel, and he
hastened to obey the call During the fol-
lowing winter he preached at Tantramar,
Memramcook, Hillsborough, Freuch Vil-
lage, as well as at Amherst, Fort Lawrence
and in the region of country lying round
about ; and God owned and blessed bim in
the work.

In the spring and summer of 1782 he
visited various other parts of Nova Scotia,
and preached with success i Cornwallis,
Horton, Windsor, Falmouth, Newport,
Halifax, Grauville, Annapolis, &c. To-
wards the close of the year he wrote to Mr.
Wesley, urging him to send Missionaries to
Nova Scotia; and Mr. Wesley wrote in
reply, under date of ¥eb. 26, 1783 : ¢ Our
next Conference will begin in July, and I
have great hopes we shall then be able to
send you assistance. One of our preachers
informs me he is willing to go to any part
of Africa or America. He does not regard
danger or toil; nor indeed does he count
his life dear unto himself, so that he may
testify the Gospel of the grace of God and
win sinmers to Christ. Buat I canuot ad-
vise any person to go alone. Our Lord
sent his disciples two and two. And I do
not despair of finding another young man
as much devoted to God as he.”

It does not appear that the expectation
which Mr. Wesley had of sending two
preachers to Nova Scotia after the Confer-
ence, was realized. Io June, 1783, Mr.
Black visited Liverpool and Shelburne,
where he met with a few Loyalist Metho-
dists, who had just arrived frem New York.
Among those was Mr. R. Barry, who says,
in & manuscript quoted in Moister’s History
of Wesleyan Missions: **On the 7th and
8th of May, 1783, sixteen sail of ships ar-
rived at Port Roseway from New York,
with emigrants, among whom were ten or
twelve white members of the Methodist So-
ciety, and a few blacks. Soon after we
had drawn our town lots, landed our goods,
and pitched our soidiers’ tents, furnished
by Government for our temporary accom-
modation in the woods, we were visited by
the Rev. Wm. Black and Capt. Dean, of
Liverpool. This early visit to our uew
settlement was truly welcome ; but being
unexpected, we were not prepared to ac-
commodate our friends as we could have
wished. Such as we had, however, we
cheertully placed at their disposal. I re-
signed my tent and bed for their use and
sat up all night outside witk some discom-
fort, as heavy rain came on. The next day
preaching was anmounced, and there being
no house of any kind as yet erected, a table
was placed in the street opposite my lot, on
which Mr. B ack delivere ! the first sermon
that was preached in the settlement.” After
Mcr. Black returned to Liverpool the Metho-
dists among the New York emigrants held
Class-meetings and other religious services
themselves. as best they could ; but, feeling
the want of a Gospel Mioistry, Mr. Barry
wrote to Mr. Wesley, asking him to seud a
Missionary to labor among them and else-
where in Nova Scotia.

In the autumn of the same year Mr.
Black made a visit to the Island then called
St. Jobhn, now Prince Edward, where he
found a few who had been members of so-
ciety in Englaod, chief among whom was
the late Benjamin Chappell. Mr. Black
speut about a fortnight in the Island preach-
ing several times at Charlottetown aud one
or two other places.

About the same time the infant cause at
Shelburne was strengthened by the arrival
ot Mr. John Mann, a Local preacher, who
came with his family and other emigrants
from New York. Mr. Barry gladly gave
up a part of his log house for the accommo-
dation of Mr. Manu’s family ; and arrange-
ments were soon made for regular public
religious services in a vacant building which
had beeu erected as a work shop.

The following summer Mr. Manon re-
moved to Liverpool and he bad much to do
with establishing the cause of Methodism
in that town.

Mr. Wesley wrote to Mr. Barry just be-
fore the time of the Conference in- 1784,
his letter being dated July 3rd: ** We
purpose considering fully at the Conferenee
what we can do to help our brethren abroad
—not only those that are settled in the
southern provinces of America, but those
that are in Nova Scotia and Newfoundland
also. Indeed, it is an invariable rule with
me Dot to require any one to go over to
America; pay, I scruple even to advise
them to it. 1 shall only propose it at the
Conference, and then of those who shall
freely offer themselves. we shall select such
as we believe will most adorn the Gos-
pel. * * * I wish you would from
time to time, send an aceount of the progress
of the work of God, and of anything remark-
able that occurs to your affectionate brother
J. Wesley.”

It does not however appear that any suit-
able one was found wiliing to undertake
the mission. In October 1784 Mr. Wesley
wrote to Mr. Black : ‘ Does there not want
a closer and more direct connection between
you of the north and the societies under
Francis Asbury? Isit not more advis-
able that you should have a constant corres-
poudence with each other and act by united
counsels? Perhaps it is for want of this
that 80 many have drawn back. I want a
more partieular aseount of the soeieties in

Nova Scotia and Newfoundland. And I!
wish you would give me a full account of
the manner wherein God hath dealt with
you from the beginning.”

In accordance with this suggestion of the
venerable Founder of Methodism, Mr.
Black visited the United States, and attend-
ed what is known, in the early history of
Methodism on this Continent, as the Christ-
mas Conference, which was held in the city
of Baltimore. This Conference was the
first General Conference of the Methodist
Episcopal Church of the United Statcs.
Stevens in his history of this church, \'ol.‘
20d, pp. 179 says: ‘At Abingdon joined |
them” (Whatcoat, Vasey, Asbury and Dr.
Coke,) *““also William Black, an English
preacher, who had been founding Metho-
dism in Nova Scotia, and had wended his
way through Boston, New York, and Phil-
adelphia, seeking miuisterial reinforcements
for that distant province.” The Confer-
ence began Friday, 24'h of December, 1784,
and continued to meet day after day until
the 2nd or 3rd of Jaouary. *In compli-
ance with the call from Nova Scotia, Free-
born Garrettson and James O Cromwell
were ordained elders for that Province.”
Dr. Coke preached every day at noon, and
on oue of the preaching days, made a col-
lection towards assisting those brethren who
were goingnz Nova Scotia, and he writes,
‘* our frie generously contributed fifty
pounds currency, thirty pounds stg.”

These preachers reached Halifax in the
latter part of February or early part of
Mo.rch, 1785, and Mr. John McGeary, hav-
ing been appointed by Mr. Wesley at the
Cooference of that year as a missionary to
Newfoundland reached that island ia Octo-
ber.

And so closed what we have designated
the prefatory period in the history of the
Methodist Church in Eastern British Ame-
rica ; from this time forward the work for
seventy years was carried on undér the cou-
stant direction and quite largely too at the
expense of the parent body iu England.

We purpose taking in our fiext article a
glance at our Church history during the de-
peudent period or from 1785 to 1855.

BRIDGETOWN HOME MISSIONS.

Last spring the Wesleyau friends on the
Bridgetown Circuit decided to provide the
pecessary meaus for the maiutenance of a young
man, to supply the great spiritual necessities ot
the families residing on the North and South
mountains, in a district of country extending
some twenty miles in each direction.

In the month of October,under the direction
of Bro. Heartz, I started out on this new
sphere of labor, to open services in the several
school houses scattered over these mountains.

Our efforts so far have been attended with
encouraging success. The small school-bouses
being filled to repletion by attentive and ex-
ceedly well bebaved congregations who receiv-
ed the word spoken with eagerness and it is to
be boped profii.

Since breaking the ground, a section of this
field, bas been thoroughly canvassed. About
forty families bave been visited. Some of
whom were found to be in seemingly destitute
circumstances, residing in Log Cabins in the
woods or along the shore, strangers to many
comforts of life. Others again appeared to be
very comfortably situated surrounded by many
of those things, which in the eyes of the world
are essential te any present happiness and en-
joyment. Only lacking the one thing needful
to complete their joy, viz. the love of God
within their hearts.

From all classes a warm reception was re-
ceived. Some, over whose threshold a minis-
ter bad never passed, in whose abode the voice
of prayer had never been bheard, were deeply
affected, seizing our hand with both of thiers
they tried to express their gratitude while the
tears that flowed down their furrowed cheeks
made an impression upon our heart which the
most eloqueat language would fail to produce.

We are persuaded that the labor expended
in this which is purely Home Mission, is as fully
calculated to further the glory ot God as that
which may be used in supplying the spiritual
necessities of people living in the unenlightened
and remote corners of this world.

It time would permit and space allow, we
might furnish several encouraging incideats
that have occured in connection wish this work
—But suffice it at present to say, The Lord
is Llessing us, and our prayer is that the seed
bas sown, miy be as an haadful of corn in the
earth, upon the top of the mountain. The fruit
thereof shall shake like Lebanon.

The sixth
section provides that every husband, wite, child,
parent, guardian, employer, or other person
who shall be iojured in person, property o
means ot support by any intoxicated persow, or
in consequence ot the intoxication habitaal o
otberwise, shall have right of action against the
person supplying the liquor.  Fines, actnal
and exemplary damages, may be levied and
the utmost latitude in bringing actions seems
to bave been provided for. The fines imposed
are of the most liberal amount, and the pro-
visions of the law are such as to render the oo
cupation of a tavern keeper rather hizardous
in the State of Wisconsin.

napolis to Yarmouth.

On Friday afternoon last the dwelling house
fo Mr. Thomas Shipiey, Fenwick, was burned
with nearly all its contents. The only persoas
at home at the time were Mrs. Shipley, a lit-
tle girl named Mills, and three little boys. The
first indication of anything unusual occurring
was in dense smoke passing the window of the
room in which they were sitting. The only
passage from the house was by a coor leading
from this room, and this being opened they
were confronted by a mass of flame and smoke.
They were obliged theretore, to make a hurried
exit from a window. Besides furniture, there
were quantities of grain stored in the house,
and about a years provisions, nearly all ot
which were destroyed except a few articles of
furmiture. Mr. Shipley and his daughter al-
so lost, together, over $200 in cash.—The
loss is probably not much less than 1000, on
which there was no insurance.

The fire was caused by ashes having ignited
a barrel in which they were placed. Three or
four hnndred ‘‘ barks used in sugar-making
Laving been stored overhead, were quickly
reached by the fire and greatly bastened its
progress.—The loss of these alone is consider-
able just at the approach of the sugar season.

** evil spirit” which bad so long tormented him
was cast out by that same mighty power which
of eld drove out the demons from human form.

Yet this man had not been so long a time a
tippler that bis will bad rotted away. His body
was not hopelessly and utterly dis-ased with
the drink manis. He adopted a careful diet—
used ** valerian” and other medicinal tonics,
s0 weathered through. While he used spiritual
means he did not neglect physical appliances
for a pbysical malady. Drunkenness is both a
sin and a disease. Both moral and physical
remedies must therefore be applied.

After many years of study of this whole sub-
Ject, I bave reached the following conclusions :

1. Large numbers of men (and some women
too) become inebriates from the unwise use of
alcobolic medicines. Too often they are their
own doctors, and prescribe for themslves large
doses of port wine and Bourbon whiskey. Some
physicians bave unwittingly made drunkards by
prescribing alcobolic stimulants to persons of

MR. JAMES M. DOANE.

The subject of this sketch was born at Bar-
rington, in the year 1833, and died at that
place on the 9th of December last. In very
early life he was made to taste one of the bit-
terest cups of sorrow which childbood can
drink.

The Holy Book assures us, *‘ It is good for
a man that he bear the yoke in bis youth," and
of this truth our departed brother turnished an
illustration. To his early bereavement aad
the consequent care and responsibility which
devolved upon him, we think may be attributed
much of that s*eadiness and thoughtfulness by
which his character was so strongly marked.
He learned soon and well those habits of indus-
try, prudence and perseverance, which are so
essential to success in life, and which it often
takes long years of experience and discipline
to acquire. Those who knew bhim in boyhood
testify to bis exemplsry character and conduct.
He was uniformly kind and attentive to his mo-
ther and sister, obedient to parental comnfands,
obliging to his playmates, prompt and punctual
in the discharge of duty, strictly conscientiou:,
and singulary self-denying where the interests
of others were concerned. These features of
disposition and bebaviour Le continued to ex-
hibit with increasing distinctness and maturity,
througbout the subsequent periods of his life,
presenting a natural character of such blame-
lessness and beauty as is seldom witaessed.
But our Saviour Christ saith, ‘* Ye must be
born again,” and with all his excellence and
uprig btness this wortby youth felt that he was
a sinner, and must be converted if he would
see the kingdom of God. When about nineteea
years of age, during a revival of religion which
took place under the ministry of the Rev. J. V.°
Jost, he with a number of his companions, de-
cided for Christ, and began earnestly to seek
religion. From that time he continued to be a
bumble and consistent professor of godliness.
Owing to constitutional timidity and self-dis-
trust, be did not at all times realize that set:led
and solid peace which is the undoubted privi-
lege of the true believer. Nevertheless he con-
stantly expressed himself as trusting only in
the great atonement, and his lite gave ample
proof that his was not a void and barren faith.
Though perhaps he trod the Valley of Humil
liation more frequently thaa he stood amid the
sunshine of the Delectable Mountains, yet his
feet were ever in the straight and narrow path,
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expressive words, with which many a veteran
in Cbrist's service bas bid adieu to earth, ** I
am going home,” and shortly after swoetly
*“ fell asleep.”
