Thirty-tive years have run their rounds

cmigrated 10 America in 1818. The land
of her adoption was Prince Edward Island
—in Charlottetown she resided—her calling
was that of a Schoo! Teacher—her natural
disposition was truly amiable, and as a pro-
fessor of religion she was endeared to all the
members of the Church; but God saw fit
that her sun should set ere it was noon ;
fever, with its pestiferous breath, fastened
upon her; and she was called to prove the
cflicacious influence of the blood of atone-
ment in conflicting with the last enemy—'
such was the power of disease that she soon
became delirious—so mach so, that no sa-
tisfactory information could be obtained from
her on the subject of the arrangement of
her temporal aifairs ; but whenever interro- !
gated as to the ground of her hope, and her
preparation for death, she was perfectly
composed, and in a most rational and scrip-
tural manner, and with a heart sanctified by
divine grace, she sweetly dilated on the sta-
bility of her foundation, and the glorious
prospect which lay before her, until released
from the clay tabernacle, she
*“ Passed thro’ death trimnphant home.”

The umstance of the death of a Mrs.
Sxeusrove, about the same time, 1 am per-
suaded 1s not forgotten by some of the sur-
viving inhabitants of Charlottetown, who
will be, equally with myself, pleased by a
recurrence to it.

Such was the experience of Mrs. Haxivtox
Saxrn.  She professed religion at an early
age in Lanlashire, England, and was admit-
ted a member of the Wesleyan Church.—
By some means, she became acquainted with
a soldier of the 43rd Regiment. who was one
of a recruiting party passing through the
country ; in an evil moment she received his
attentions, became his wife, and f{orsook the
people of God. After accompanying her
husband to Ireland, to the West Indies, and
{ronr thence to the City of St. Joln, N. B.,
she became the subject of pulmonary disease
—fell consumption preyed on her viials ;
under these circumstances, and with a heart
overburdened with the consideration of her
unfaithfulness to the grace of which, in early
life, she had been made the partaker, she
desired to see a Wesleyan Minister—her
residence was in the Block House, near
where the Centenary Chapel now stands. 1
soon had an interview with her, and an ex-
ceedingly interesting one it was—the rava-
ges of disease were at once apparent on
her delicate frame ; but sull more apparent
was the necessity for immediately ascertain-
ing the real state of her mind, and bringing
her case to the merey-seat of God—to that
kind an compassionate Being who says to
His backsliding creatures, * Return uuto the
Lord thy God for thou hast fallen by thine
iniquity.” ’

The Holy Spirit, which had been long in-
sulted and grieved, was not yet quenched ;
and deep contrition, and true penitence,
were soon evinced by her. In a few days
she rapidly sunk, but God inclined His ear
to the li~pidus of the returning prodigal,and
again was she encouraged to throw her sin-
sick, heavy laden soul at the foot of the
cross. At my last visit to her, when the
weary wheels of life wgre about ceasing to
revolve, the promise, “["will heal their
backsliding—I will love them freely,” was
fulfilled in her experience—the transition
from a state of conscious and deeply aggra-
vated guilt, to the possession of all that joy.
produced by the Spirit's testimony as to her
pardon and restoration, was indeed sudden
—in an ecstacy she broke out in strains of
praise to God her Saviour, and rejoiced in
prospect of the glory that awaits the redeem-
ed and sanctified soul. Never shall I forget
the seemingly unearthly tone, and the ear-
nestness and joy with which she sang the
verse, in which Mr. Wesley, in the 499th
hymn of our Collection, so heautifully de-
scribes the employment of those who com-
pose the Church triumphant,

the atinosphere. The visitor to the Obses-
vatory, under the eourtenus guidance of
Mr. Hartnup, the resident astronomer, will
find much 1o admire in the curious work-
ngs of this wind.measuring instrument.

Rods from the apparatus on the roof
descend into the room below, where the
index may be consulted at all times. Two
drums, each fitted with a graduated chart,
move slowly round by clockwork, while a
series of pencils, which grin ther motion
from the rods, denote on one chart, within
of the
wind ; its pressure in pounds to the square
foot ; and the quantity of rain which falls
from time to time, a pulviometer being at-
tached to the apparatus. The second chart
indicates, in a similar way, the velocity of
the wind, and the mean horizontal motion
of the air during the hour. Each chart is
graduated for twenty-four hours, The
pressure per square foot is shown by per-
pendicular lines, long or short, in accord-
ance with the sirength of the wind itself;
the direction by a wavy outline, more or
less horizontal, according to the variation, |
and the fall of rain by a line approaching |
the perpendicular, in accordance with the i
heaviness of the fall, the entire absence of |
rain being marked by a horizontal line.— |
By the application of a syphon, the cylinder |
into which the rain falls is drawn off, and |
the pencil prevented from falling below the
bottom of the chart.

The paper used for the principal chart
bas a yellowish appearance, resembling
parchment, and is prepared for the purpose
with flake white and gamboge. Ordinary
paper was found to polish the pencils too |
much and 10 cause them to slip over the|
paper without leaving the necessary marks ; |
but the gritty nature of the surface obtained |
by the preparation entirely obviates this in-
convenience,and the finest lines are distincily |
and clearly drawn. In the other chart, that |
used to show the velocity of the mind, mo-
tion is given to the pencils by the revolu-
tions of the cups on the roof. These cups
were previously used by Dr. Robinson, of
Armagh, but have been adopted by
Osler in his apparatus. The automaton |
registerings of the snemometer are filed and |
