RECIPROCITY PACT PASSES U S. SENATE
On Saturday, .July 212, tin- ('aiiadiaii 

Atm-rican reciprocity agreement was ratified 
Iiy the I’nited States Senate by a vote of fi.'l 
to 27. ami will receive tin* signal tiro of the 

. uresijtvU.I today. This emls all spéculât ion 
in n-ga'rd to the net ion of the I'nited States, 
for the agreement as ratified is identically as 
it was introduced, and as it was In-fore the 
House of Cornttmiis. There is now the stand­
ing offer to the people 'of ('anada to enter 
and aid I tlicir produce in the xvidq nuirkctjt 
of the republic to tint south where !)(),1X10,00(1 
additional people will hid for the products 
of 1'aimdian farms. This will lie the greatest 
boon that has lievn itonferred upon (In- farm­
ers of Panada since the abrogation of the 
Engin Marry reciprocity treaty in Ihiiii. It 
will also lie the first serious blow in half a 
century to t lo- iniquitous protectionist prin 
Tiplc. The Canadian farmers will have hot­
ter prices for a large portion of their pro­
ducts, and in addition will hi- placed in a 
position where they can demand the removal 
of protection from the manufacturing indus­
try. When the reciprocity agreement has 
'linen in effect for twelve months the farmers 
of Panada will all he convinced (as most of 
them are now that protection is a delusion. 
They can then say to the government quite 
consistently, “We can prosper without pro 
lection, and so can the maniefaclurers. Down 
with the protective tariff.” Reciprocity is 
hut the first step towards wiping out the trade 
harriers between Panada, the Mother 
Country and the I’nited Stales which are of 
benefit chiefly to those industries that prey 
upon the common people. It also marks the 
first' victory Of the organized farmers in their 
light for a square deal. Inspired by this eon 
quest the organized farmers can go ahead, 
encouraged by the knowledge that they are 
a real power in PanadiaTi affairs, and that 
with the continuation of their educational 
propaganda they can compel Parliament to 
remove all concessions to Special Privilege. " 
The light for justice has only begun, and 
will not end till Canadian industries stand 
upon their own feet and not upon the toes of 
the Canadian people. In Panada the rcci 
proeity agreement has been before the House 
of Commons and the people of the country 
for six months and there is not the slightest 
doubt hut that a great majority of the farm 
ers of Panada arc strongly in support of its 
ratification. A large majority of the mem, 
hers of the House of Commons are also in 
favor and are ready to vote upon it at once. 
Mr. Itorih-n and his followers, despite tlm 
attitude of the country, are determined that 
majority shall not rule, and that the agree 
ment shall not pass the House. But for this 
action on Mr. Horden’s part the agreement 
would he ratified and in effect hcQov tie end 
of this week. The Canadian constitution 
provides for majority rule ami the Canadian 
Parliament is practically the only one re 
mnining in a civilized country where it is 
possible for the country tu-Re ruled by a min 
ority. This must he remedied before t.ln- 
business of I he country can he conducted 
with proper despatch. Majority rule is the 
only safe principle, even though the majority 
may at times he in the wrong It is tie- duty 
of the government to provide for some form 
of closure in order that when a measure has 
been fully discussed it carl he brought to II 
vote. There is no justification for prolonging 
the debate at Ottawa upon the reciprocity 
agreement Everything possible has been 
said upon the subject and the time of the 
House is simple 1 ir:g wasted at a cost ot 
thousands of dollars every day One month 
was sufficient for the discussion of every .<b

tail of the agreement. If Mr Horden is 
determined that the agreement shall not pass 
the House until a general election Tins been 
hehl there is nothing else for the government 
to do but dissolve ami go to the country Hul 
such an action would lie u great injustice to 
the people of ( 'omnia as II W hole lllld Western 
Canada in particular In the natural course 
of events there Would be no election till ! lie 
end of next year. If an election is held dur 
ing the next few months more than one third 
ol the people of I he Prairie Provinces will lie 

' disfranchised. because 1 here will he no time 
for the passage of the Redistribution Hill 
Again, there will la- no opportunity for the 
people to pronounce upon the general record 
of the government, and il must not he for 
gotten that the reciprocity agreement does 
not wipe out all the sins of the present ml
ministration.

In Montana the 
petitions must lie signed hy .1 per.cent. or 
H per cent. “In each of I wo lift lis of t he coun­
ties of the state," which makes it loo difficult 
and too expensive to operate. Oklahoma has 
wlmt is considered the worst of all “jokers,” 
as it requires a two thirds majority vote 
upon any measure to carry it Naturally
nom* have ever carried. This state is the*v only one, except tIregun, which has a ptilifi
city pamphlH to lie ma ill'll to every voter
prior to an eleei mu Bui under a hostile ad-
minis! rat ion I his sect ion of the 1law lias been
very poorly administered. In Missouri a
petition must lie .signed I iv I lie ...... saury
voters “in each of two-thirds of the eon 
gressional districts,“ which is needlessly ex­
pensive. In Nebraska I lie new law requires 
that the petitions he signed hy fi per cent, of 
the voters m each of UK counties, which is 
effective in making the law practically in­
operative In Wyoming the enemies of demo­
cracy have provided the law that there must 
he a ‘J.'i per cent, petition and an. absolute 
majority of all the electors must vote in 
favor of a hill to carry it In addition, each 
signature to the petitions must lie witnessed 
by three persons, which is very expensive. 
In Idaho the legislature intends only to 
enact the principle of the Referendum, and 
to render it inoperative by regulating the 
percentages so that they cannot lie secured 
This foregoing review indicates the light 
which the people have to meet 111 the I Tilled

States. The correct percentages are Ü for the 
Initiative arid 8 for the Referendum, as it is 
in Oregon. This should he borne in mind in 
the Western provinces, as the legislatures 
may possibly put. “jokers”, in any hill they 
pass if the people are not properly on the 
watch. The Direet Legislation League of 
Manitoba is already jireparing for an ener­
getic campaign during the coming winter. 
Speakers will he sent, throughout the pro­
vince and the educational work will lie 
continued steadily. The local branches of 
the Drain Drowers’ Association could do 
good work by bringing the matter before 
their local member, and securing his support.

I bis is true educational work. No persons 
need more education than our legislators. If 
the people really want. Direet Legislation 
they must go after it in the right way. They 
can get it.

TIMES ARE CHANGING
It, is but a few years since public opinion 

in Canada was represented almost entirely 
hy the opinions of the few men who domin­
ated the hoards of trade in the large cities. 
When any national question was up for dis­
cussion these organizations passed resolu­
tions which were heralded abroad as the 
feeling of the Canadian people. Organized 
labor was usually careful not to offend its 
•employers hy expressing contrary opinions 
ami the viewpoint of Special Privilege pre­
vailed. On tlie part of the common people 
there was a dangerous lethargy towards pub­
lic affairs, and having no organization for 
educational purposes the rank and file of the 
Canadian people were unrepresented in the 
expression of their views. The politicians 
preached only party and devoted little or no 
attention to educating the people upon the 
affairs of the nation. All this tended towards 
the control being centred more and more in 
l lie hands of a few. The people were not 
watchful ; they were not informed ; they did 
not realize their danger. All this Inis been 
changed and there is today a greater oppor­
tunity of ascertaining correct public opinion 
than ever before. It is now evident in all 
quarters that the few men at the head of our 
industrial and financial institutions in the 
large centres do not correctly represent the 
opinions and feeling of the masses of the 
people. In other words the rule of money is 
no longer dominant, though it is still light­
ing for the supremacy which it fondly 
thought it held in perpetuity. Today the 
worker in the factory and tlie• farmer in the 
field is taking a more intelligent interest in 
everything pertaining In the national well- 
being, and by organization is able to influence 
I lie trend of legislation. This greatly im­
proved situation is due entirely to education, 
and the continued advancement of the great 
reform now in progress depends upon the 
further spread of information. The leaders 
in the organized farmers’ movement realize 
this truth and in 1 heir efforts are continually 
keeping to the front the ..... 1 of study, dis­
cussion and thought. The farmer upon the 
homestead has the same duty to perform as n 
citizen of Canada as has the wealthiest pluto­
crat. and at the ballot box as in the grave
all .........pml. An industrious and intelligent
citizenship is a safeguard for any nation and 
this should he the aim of every educational 
campaign. ,C

GOOD ADVICE FOR FARMERS
The Canadian Century, the organ of Spe­

cial Privilege, is still pounding a way against 
reciprocity. Here is its latest utterance :

‘‘Timm* farmers of the West who grow a 
variety of crops are more inclined to take a 
l>road view of national matters than those who 
confine exclusively to grain growing. Reci 
procity with the I’nited States would eneotir 
age the tendency to grow nothing but grain, 
and most of the fariner* who have a variety 
of crop* arc opposed to it • The Grain ( l row 
ers should realize that they are ta' ing *om .
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thing nut nt the soi 1 every year, and that 
euytiuued' growing of one eroji cannot go 
on fur ever. Their farms will become ex 
IlffU0ted. A wise policy of '-roj, variation, 
together with -tuck raising, which enables 
tin- farmer to -return•"fertilizer-, to tin- soil,
* ill ensure prosperity to the West.1 ’

Special Privilege is now opposed to reci­
procity because of its fearful consequences 
upon the mental calibre of the Western farm­
ers. The Western farmer has' a- lot to learn 
about farming. He admits it., and is study­
ing. Hut the more In* studies the more lie sees 
of the handicaps that are placeu upon him 
in favor of the manufacturers and other bene­
ficiaries of Special Privilege. Big Business 
must get out, of polities and stay out before 
there will be a fair opportunity for the 
common people.

TARIFF FRAUD
An American engineer who recently went 

to Australia, sends the following statement to 
the Johnston (Pa.)

1 bought some hay making 
tools last week. They are manufactured at 
Springfield, Ohio. To get here they travel 
more than half way around the world, pay f> 
per cent, duty, and the agent’s commission, yet 
I get them for one third less than the Ohio, 
price. That is the kind of protection the Ohio 
farmer votes himself. Owing to our rapid 
growth the state works could not build loco­
motives fast. enough. ' Twenty were pought in 
America and twenty in Kngland, all made 
from Victorian design. The American engines 
are cheaper than the British by 15 per cent. 
Why then should the Baldwin works be pro­
tected ? ’ ’

'I’liis is what protection does to benefit the 
farmer. Protected manufacturers milk the 
home market, and sell at competition prices 
abroad.

The Winnipeg Telegram, the Western anti- 
reciprocity champion, lias now discovered 
that reciprocity is had both for the American 
and Canadian farmers. This means that 
both parties to the trade will get the worst 
of the bargain. Says the Telegram:

“Yet nothing can tic clearer than the fact 
that if.rceiprocity works injury to the Aineri 
van farmer it can under no conceivable cir­
cumstances work profit to tin* Canadian 
farmer. “

What really will happen is that the Min­
neapolis market will he affected, hut that, it 
will find its level above the Winnipeg prices. 
Therein will the Canadian farmer benefit.

Harris Co., who has just been knighted hy 
tin* king on the advice of Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
for his services to the Empire,” has writ­
ten as follows to the Canadian Century, the 
organ of Special Privilege :

“I havo read tin* Canadian Century for 
some weeks past, and congratulate you upoli 
lie* articles that havo been appearing. They 
are well written and te the point.”

Sir Melvin thus strongly favors the protec­
tive campaign the Canadian Century has been 
carrying on. Sir Wilfrid must be pleased to 
see his newly knighted friend opposing reci­
procity.

In J. J. HarpcH’s recent hook, “Canadian 
National Economy,” appears I lie following 
statement :

* * The rash price of a Canadian made liar 
v ester In AI her! a is tléë, in Ontario il is $l-"l-. 
Hut the same binder can le* bought in tirent 
Britain for *1-1 cash.”

The manufacturers have not yet denied 
that they sell cheaper in Croat Britain than 
at home. Why does the Dovernment retain 
I lie duty on farm implements?

The Winnipeg Telegram regularly outlines 
a course of action for The Cubic. How about 
taking the duty off farm implements, which 
The Telegram was in favor of a while ago. 
The Telegram might explain its attitude to­
wards tin* tariff, even though it does advo­
cate a tariff commission.

The Midget Mill
In the manufacturers’ building there 

was probably no exhibit that create*) 
more interest than the working Midget 
flour mill, as shown by the Canadian 
Fairbanks Co., 1 Ik; Winnipeg agents.

This little mill, the men behind 
it believe, will go a long way toward 
revolutionizing the milling-industry, as 
far as t he rural resident is concerned, and 
get the farmer away from the “low 
price for wheat ami high .price for flour’1 
proposition he has been up against for 
years. It has been - only during the 
past year that the attention of Western 
Canadian farmers has been attracted to 
this mill, but already fifteen, several of 
which are now in operation, have been 
ordered in tho Frame J’rovincer 
Machines are in Operation in Grunthal, 
Man. ; Slicho, Jasmin and Zelina, Sask. 
The AIbcrta-Pacific Elevator Company 
has one in operafTon at. Red Deer, Alta. 
and has ordered several more for other 
point . Machines are ordered, hut not 
installed at Grand view, Man., Willow 
Hunch and Irma, Sask. Co-operative 
companies are being formed to install 
mills at I nn is free, Fdburg and Brun- 
Alta.

The Midget mill has a rapacity of 
twenty five barrels of flour for a day 
of twenty-four hours, makes no more 
noise when operating than a washing 
machine, gives off absolutely no dust, 
and can be installed for slightly mon 
than the prie** of a first class threshing 
out fit. The very smallness of the mill 
is an advantage on the market, for pra<* 
tieallv the smallest, that could be install 
ed before the Midget was placed on s.ik 
was a 1Ô0 barrel per day outfit. V mill 
of this siz«* would produce flour enough, 
if worked to its capacity as a mill must 
be to pay, to feed about 30,000 people 
There are few rural districts with a 
home market of this size. TherefoVe. 
t hose who wished to install a mill found 
they would have to get on the large mar 
kefs in competition with the big milling 
concerns.

1 lie 
producer lias, on tin* other hand, to hold 
a minimum amount of shares in hi s 
or her associa t ion, and consequent I y lias 
some amount of control over his or her 
industri.il present and future While the 
distributive sy stem of e.r-operation simply 
increases the purchasing power as decided 
by competition, these producers’ assoc­
iations increase tin* income earning 
power, as decided by co-operation, while 
all such incomes are free to utilise tin* 
increased purchasing power of such 
« o operat i x ely-earned incomes by di-itri- 
I»ii 11 \ «• co-operation..

These product i x e associations have 
for the most part federated in the ( o- 
operatix e Brodiutix «• Federation for per­
tain forms of rom mon action, such as t he 
development of markets for the distri­
bution of t lie risks of ne xx enterprises, 
and many forms of common advertise­
ment The federation acts also as 
exhibit ion. distributing and selling, and 
clearing house agency for these associa­
tions The manufaet ur«*s of t lies'* assoc­
iations presents a great variety ranging 
from all kinds of hoots and siloes, corsets, 
cutlery. Dress goods, general drapery. 
Hosiery, needles, padlocks and horse 
gear, printing.,, watches and jewellery, 
ready made clotliing, umbrellas I lie lat ter 
being an important commodity in this 
count ry , to the building of town halls 
and railway stations.

This is hut a bald outline of producers' 
co-opcration in this country, and does not 
include Hi«* great xxork that is going on 
in eo-parlner.ship in the great gas com­
panies and other large undertakings. It 
will tuilier, however, to show that the 
phase of co-operation 'which y oiir Cana­
dian Drain f«rowers’ Association repres­
ents has its companion movement in I hr
Old Country and is seeking to serve very 
mil' ll the same class of interests for the 
workers of (ireat Britain.

The co-operative store, discovered the 

consumer. It organized him. It educated 
him.

It was no 
better than the consumer that ordinary 
man or woman with ordinary instincts, 
good and bad. J'hc co-operative store 
appealed to-the desire fur a quarterly 
dividend, which is in little the same desire 
that dominates the big financier. It 
changed bargain-hunting once a day to 
a dividend-hunting once a quarter.
