FOR THE WARM WEATHER.

Do not be afraid of the night air in
your sleeping rooms; night air is all the
one can get after dusk until day dawn
and should be admitted freely. The bed
should not stand directly in a draught,
nor should the wind be allowed to blow
but the windows should be left open, and
the doors should not be 'shut.

WACCINATION “FOR BLACK AND

ANTHRAX IN CATTLE.

The discasc known as Blackleg in cat- *
tle, althongh engire up wn in many
extensive agric8ttdral sections of Canada
and not at all wide spread in any direc-
tion or province, annually causes quite
extensive losses to cattle raisers. An-
thrax, which is quite a different disease.
although frequently confused with Black-
leg in the minds of many cattle raisers,
is also the cause of serious loss of stock.
The former disease is almost entirely
confined to cattle under 3 yars and is
generally fatal. The latter attacks other
classes of farm animals and the human

subject is not exempt from its infection
which generally results seriously,

By.the aid of science cattle raisers are
now enabled to protect theirstock again-
st these maladies. As the human :fami-
ly is vaccinated against small pox, in the
same manner cattle are rendered im-
mune from Blackleg and Anthrax. The
Department of Agriculture at Ottawa
through the Health of Animals’ Branch
is now in a position to supply preventive
vaccine for cach of these diseases at the
nominal cost of five cents per dose. Un-
til recently, by special arrangement
with extensive manufactures in the Uni,
ted States, these products were secured
at a reduced cost, and were plaged in the
hands of Canadian cattle rtﬁ at 10c
dose for Blackleg vaccine did . fourteen
cents per dose for Anthrax vaccine. It
is due to the fact that these preparations
are now being made at the Biological

<aboratory in connection with the Heal-
th of Animals Branch that they can now
be supplied at five cents per dose.

The vaccine for Blackleg may be ad-
ministered by any intelligent person by
means of an instrument supplicd by the
Department at fifty cents.

GROWTH OF MANUFACTU

Six and a Half Millions Is the Popu-
lation of Canada.

In the third class there were four Can-
adian sugar refineries producing on the
average $4,288.065 per annum, nine
smelling establishments producing on
the average $2,899,707, twelve slaughter-
ing and meat-packing establishments
averaging $1,687,481, six flouring and
grisl mills averaging $3,318,242, four cot-

A despalch from Ottawa says: A bul-
letin was issued on Wednesday morning
by the Bureau of Census and Statistics,
showing the growth of Canada’s manu-
facluring eslablishments during the past
SIX years, and giving the comparative
average production per establishment in
1901 and 1905. The various industries
are divided into three groups : First,
those with produecls of between $200,000
and $500,000 per eslablishment ; second,
those with products of between $200,000
and $1,000,000 per eslablishment, and,

lion of over one million dollars each, as
compared with thirty-nine in 1901,
GROWTH OF POPULATION.

Canada now has a populalion of over
six and a half millions. The department
of Census and Statistics has recently
made a careful and elaborale estimate
I the population. It found thal on the
first day of April, this year, the popula-
tion of Canada was, as nearly as could
be estimated, 6,504,900. This is a growth
ol population in six years, since {he last!
decennial census, of 1,133,585. The total
population in 1901 was 5,371,315, If the,
present “rate of growlh is maintained
Canada will show a populalion of over
seven and a half millions when the nexi
census is taken.

Since April 1 Jast the immigration has
tclalled over 100,000, so that the total
population at the present date is in the
rieighborhood of $6,600,000,

Be wise and get only the best.

The best way to keep your flock up
is Lo add new blood lo it-once in a while,
by buying stock from some progressive
neighbor's farm.

Some old sheep have more vigor when
old than others. but it is never safe to
buy a sheep that is more than six years
old.  You can’t lell, how soon it may
fail and make you lose what you paid
for it.

Do not try lo keep too many sheep in
one pasture.

PERCENTAGE METIODS.

In reply to the question “Can I deter-
mine the number of pounds of cream 1o
be added to 100 pounds of 4 per cent.
milk to make it test 45 per cent?”
licard's Dairyman says :

“Having two milks or creams of dilfer-
ent richness and requiring to mix them
to form a lhird of different percentage,
use ‘the following method: Draw a
square and at the two left hand corners
wrile the per cent. of fat in.the two
fluids to be mixed. In the cehtre place
the percentage required. Al the fwo re-
maining corners put numbers which will
L:¢ the dilference between the fwo num-
hers with which they stand in line.
Thus, given four per cent, milk and 30
per cent. cream to make A5 per cenlt.
milk, ‘it will take 25.5 pounds of % per
cent. milkk and 0.5 pound of 30 per cent.
cream (o make 4.5 per cent. milk.”

FATS AS MILK FEEDS.

It was formerly believed that the fat
in the food was e main source of the
f4t in the milk. A good cow. however,
will produce in a year a much larger
amount of fat than she consumes in the
food, showing lhat the fals ave in the
part produced from other nutriments,
says the American Cultivator. Investiga-
licns that have been made show that it
is not impossible lo increase either the
percenlage or (he total amount of fat in
the milk/ 4r any appreciable time by the
feeding / { fats or oils. Where fals have
been fe/ ‘to cows. even at [he rale of two
pounds jor more per day. of tallow, cot-
tenser 4 oil or other fats, the fal content
of A milk was not permancntly in-
creased.

INCREASING THE FEED.

’

A cow giving a large flow of mitk is
a hard-working animal. About-60 per
cent. of what the cow eats goes to keep
up her body, and the profit in milk and
butter comes from the feed she con-
sumes oulside of this amount needed for
support. If you suspect that your ¢ow
is not gelting enough feed increase it
gradually, says the American Agricul-
turist, and if she responds in increased
yields of milk you may continue -1
she fails to respond then withdraw the
exira feed.

FARM NOTES.

Good tools save labor. Order needed
implements ; repair and sharpen those
already on hand.

On many farms of this couniry thero
are side hills and other pieces of ground
that cannot well be tilled, but which
arc just the places to grow trees. The
old logs and brush should be cleared up
and nice hrifty trees set out. Even a
few trees set out each season will soon
give you a fine piece of woods.

Probably the best combination of le-
gume and grass would be common red
clover and orchard grass. They must
be harvested, however, just at the time
the corn needs working. Another ob-
jection is the expensiveness of orchard
grass. This would prohibit the mixture
from going into a shorl rotation; but
orchard grass and common red clover
make most excellent permanent meadow
and will produce more aftermath than
any combinalion of grasses we know of.

The material of which silos may be
constructed. and whether they should be
separate slructures or attached to the
barn, are questions about which there
maye be dilferences of opinion; but N\
most people are agreed that a cheap silo
is a dear experiment in the long run
There are a number of reputable firms
manufacturing silos that have slood the
test of time, and one cannot go wrong in
niaking a selection from these standard
and well-tricd models. The prime con-
sideralion in the construction of a silo is
to secure a receptacle that is strong
enough to resist the great pressure put
upon it, and to preserve ils contents nir-
tight.  The location should be sclected
with reference to its convenience for fill-
ing and emptying. -
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MADE $200,000,000 IN A YLAR,

IHow Mr. Andrew Carnegie Maac  Chis
hnmense Suii.

Mr. Stead, in the Review of Reviews,
describes e impression Piltsburg mado
on him during his recent visit, and lells
incidentally how Mr. Carnecgie made
$200,000.000 in a single year.

The year before Mr. Carnegie sold his,
interest in his business for $300,000,000,|
ho had offered to sell out for the sum of|
$100,000.000. The person to whom he
offered the whole of his inlerest for the
smaller sum had to pay a million dol-
lars forfeit for not faking up the option.
If the holder of the option had been suc-
cessful in raising the $100,000,000 Mr.
Carnegie would have relired with a for-
tune of $100,000,000, but as the.moneyg
was not forthcoming the million dollars;
went into Mr. Carnegie's pocket, and he
stili remained owner of his interest in
thn Carnegie concern. Il was in the next
yvear that Mr. Pierpont Morgan became
alarmed by the compelition which Car-
negie offered to his Steel Corporation,
and as {he result of the menace of that
compelition Mr. Carnegie was induced
t: sell his interest, which he had pre-
viously valued at $100,000,000, for $300,-
000.000.

Therefore, adds Mr. Stead, the $200,-
000,000, or lwo-thirds of his whole for-
fune was paid to him, not because of any,
industrial aclivity on his part, bul owing
fo the manner in which he succeeded
impressing upon Mr. \’ierpont Morgan
ihe fact that he must be bought out at]
any price.

According to Mr. Stead, Mr. Carnegio,
is now as rich as ever he was,_if not
richer :

“He has achieved great success in the
course of his long life, but he has never
niade a more dismal failure than in the
altempt to disembarrass himself of his
millions. It seems almost incredible
that since he-sold out his interest in- the
iron and sleel “works for $300,000,000,
although he has been giving away
money by the shovelful in the 0Old World
and the New, he has utlerly failed to
make the smallest indent upon the capi-
tal sum with which he starled.”

At one time he did, indeed, succeed in
making a liltle hole in the mass of his
wealth. Two of his later gifts of $10,-
000.000 each, did entail a drain upon his
capital. but as if to mock his ambitions
and foil his efforts, the value of the de-
benture stock in which his money is in-
vested rose ten per cent., so that instead
of being $20.000.000 poorer than he was
when he started, he found himsell at the
beginning of this year $10,000,000
richer than when he began his distribu-
tion.

ROMANTIC HISTORY OF THE RE-
MARKABLE ORGANIZATION. 4

‘How a Company of Adventurers Held
an Empire for the British
Crown,

The return of the spring fur sales in
Lendon recalls to the mind of a writer
in The Winnipeg Free Press that it was
during this seéason of the year, more
than two and a quarter centuries ago,
that there was consummated in Lon-
don a most remarkable organization
around which has been woven a wealth
of liction and romance coupled with
narralives of daring achievements, fierce
and bloody sltruggles, hairbreadth sy
capes and dauntless heroism often end
ing in fragedies. The Hudson's Bay
Company slarted on a comparatively
small scale, but in the course of gener-
alions it developed until it has risen lo
b2 the greatest fur trading corporalion
m the world, with half a continent dot-
ted thickly with its trading posts, with
irnumerable while men and Indians in
ils employ, and wilh a name and pres-

tige universal.. Though the laws of the
great Wesl are not now made and ad-
ministered by the Hudson's Bay Com-
pany, and the enfire trade is not con-
ltm”ed by it, yet one-twentieth of ihe
“lertile belt” was given to {he company
by the Canadian Government when the
rew Provinces were organized nearly
forty years ago, and it is a very weal-
thy and influential organization,
ITS HISTORY.

On the seecond day of May, 1670, eigh-
teen London merchanls secured from
Ring Charles, England’s merry mon-
arch, a charter granling them the priv-
ilege of exclusive trade in furs in that
rart of ‘British Norlh America.-drained
by the streams flowing into Hudson Bay.

His Royal Highness Prince Rupert,
nephew of the King, the dashing’ cavalry
leader, who performed such prodigies
of valor against Cromwell’s Invineible
Ironsides, was selected by the mer-
chants as the head of (their company
and the charter“was granted fo “The
Governor and Company of Adventurers
Trading into Hudson Bay.” The organ-
ization of the great trading company
was the oufcome of a trading expedi-
tion which the merchants had sent to
the Hudson Bay couniry a year or twao
previously. They had spied out the
land and knew that it would yield s
bountiful fur harvest, which would
bring abundant returns to them when
placed on the market in London., The
charter gave not only the fur {rade bul
the minerals in the district, the admin-
istration of justice and fthe power to
“make war or peace with non-Christian
peoples=or princes.”

KING CHARLES A STOCKHOULDER,

The charier provided that the return
lo the monarch for his magnanimous
gifl should be two elks and two bhlack
beavers, but the papers show that £300
of the original slock was placed to his
credit and the payments of the dividends
were made a matter of corfsiderable im-
periance. “Pro Pelle Cutem,” the molto
of the company, signifies skin for skin
and iliustrates that trading, gnd fur
trading principally, was the prime ob-
jeel of the Hudson’s Bay Company. The
arganizers al once fitted out ships which
carried traders and merchants ta the
shorés of Hudson Bay and opened up
trade, by barler, with the Indians. Gra-
dually the trade was pushed forward
and covered Brilish North America. As
{he company grew in wealth and power
lhe pariners on this side of the water
made their headquarters at \loatreal.
where they lived in great splendor and
their meetings with the wintering part-
rers al the Weslern headquarters, on
the shores of the great lakes, were oc-
casions of much pomp and ceremony
accompanied by wonderful feasts,

RIVAL COMPANIES.

The story of the secession of disaffecl-
ed pariners and the organization of the
X. Y. and Nor'west Companies and the
sunguinary struggle which was carried
01 over lhe prairie country, culminating
in the clash and bloodshed at Seven
Oaks, now one of the suburbs of Win-
Tupeg, is well known to all readers and
recquires no comment, It was follow-
ed shorlly afterward by the amalgama-
tion of the rival companies under the
name of the pioneer company, and since
that time has gone forward from suc-
cess to success. Trade has always been
by barter and the beaver skin was ori-
gmally the standard by which the prices
gaid for other furs were regulated. Af
one lime a species of loken-money was
used by the company, by which if the
trappers did not wish geods in immedi-
ate return for their furs they received
a due bill negotiable at any of the posts
of the company. Owing to (he syste-
ralic  organizations of (the Hudson's
RBay Company it has been able to’ give
4 great deal of help to exploring and
scientific - parties travelling norihern
Canada for generations past, and has
&lso been of, great assistance to the
Government at frequent times. The Arc-
tic mails are carried by the company
for the Government and their dog teans
traverse thousands of miles over track-
iess snows with perfect safety.

IMRORTANT PPOST OF GOVERNOR,

anl one, and among the men who have
at dilferent times confrolled the desli-
nies of the great lrading company have
Leen sume higbly-gilled men.
