Lesson of Nfld. Disaster
“The recent Newfoundland disaster 

on the Atlantic coast, which we have 
just got over, goes to emphasize the 
use of wireless at sea. There wrere 
eight vessels in the vicinity of the 
Newfoundland all equipped with wire 
less, she being the only exception. 
When the crew of the Newfoundland 
did not turn up at nightfall the cap­
tain thought the men wTere on board 
the Stephano. The captain of the 
Stephano thought they were aboard 
their own ships. They were only 8 
miles apart, but as the Newfound­
land did not have wireless she could 
not communicate with the Stephano. 
The consequence was that 77 men 
were frozen to death that night and 
Ae next day, and 25 w’ere badly 
frozen. That was all owing to the 
Newfoundland having no wireless,” 
Capt. Whiteley concluded.
