PREPARING TQ SAIL

William J. Bryan Declined
an Invitation, But Wishes -
Expedition Success.

New York, Dec. 4—Members of the
bcace expedition organized by Mr.
Henry Ford for the purpose of rreat-
ing a conference of representatives of
neutral nations in the hope of ending
the war, began to assemble ta-day at
Hoboken on board the Seandinavian
American -Line Steamship Oscar II.
One hundred and forty mames are on
the list of Mr. Ford’s guests, Of
these 83 are peace envoys, 54 newspa-
per and magazine correspondents, and
three moving picture men, For their
use Mr. Ford chartered the entire first
and second cabins‘of the steamer, The
Oscar II. is due to sail at 2 p.m., she
should arrive at Christiania, Norway,
her first stop about December 14,
Thence the party is to proceed to
Stockholm, Copenhagen and The
Hague. It is proposed to hoid the
peace conference at The Hague,

NEW RADIAL
LINES PLANNED
—FOR-ONTARIO

Sir Adam Beck Lays Pros-
pectus Before Toronto
Board of Control.

TO COST 13 MILLIONS

Toronto, Dec. 4—Details of che Hy-
dro-Radial project, advocated by Sir
Adam Beck and the Provincial Hydro
Commission in conjunction with cer-
tain municipalities in Western Ontario
were laid before the Board of Cuntrol
yesterday., Accompanying the details
were the draft by-law, which the city
is asked to endorse, and a copy of the
agreement which the city wiil have
to enter into with the Hydro Commis-
sion. The latter relates to the con-
struction and operation of th: 'ines.
The entire project, as outlined, calls
for an expenditure of $13,734,155, of
which the city of Toronto will have
to contribute $4,240,196, or slightly
less than one-third of the tota! cost.
This is the amount the people will
bé asked to vote, provided the council
endorses the proposition and decides
to submit the same to the people on
New Year’s Day.

The routes of the several lines as
outlined are—

Toronto Terminal Humber River
Section—From the passenger t¢rminal
located near the foot of Yonge street,
the line will run westerly to Sunny-
side, using Harbor Board property
and private right-of-way wnerever
possible; thence to the Humbe: River
the line will parallel the G. T. R. as
at present constructed. :

Humber River-Port Credit Section.
From the west limits of the City'of
Toronto at the Humber River, the line
runs westerly parallel to the G. T. R.
main line, It crosses the Credit River
at a point between the Lake Shore
Road and the G.T.R. 3

Port Credit-Milton Section—Leav-
ing Port Credit the line crosses the
G.T.R. about one mile west, running
thence Ato a point north of _Sherldan
Post office, and from there directly to
Milton.

Milton-Guelph  Section— Crossing

{the C.P.R. west of the C.P.R, Station

at Milton, location runs to Toquhlp
of Esquessing, thence to Township of
Nassagaweya, thence to Township of
Puslinch, and thence in the general
direction of the Eramosa River to
Guelph.

“Because of what this government
considers improper activities in mili-
tary and naval matters, it has re-
quested the immediate recall . of
Captain Boy-Ed and Captain von
Papen, Naval and Military Attache,
respectively, to the Germany embassy
here, as they are no longer accept-
able to this government.”

The formal statement marked the
conclusion of an exhaustive investiga-
tion of the activities of German re-
presentatives in this country, con-
ducted by the State Department and
the Department of Justice. The Sec-
retary of State made it clear that the
recall of the German military and
Naval Aattaches was not due to the
verdict in the New York Federal
Court yesterday against representa-
tives of the Hamburg-American Line.
found guilty of conspiracy in connec-
tion with the ‘supplying of German
warships at sea. He said Ambassa-
dor von Bernstorff was apprised of
the government’s decision last Tues-
day. He added that he refrained
from announcing the fact so that Am-
bassador von Bernstorff’s report
would reach Berlin before press ac-
counts,

The demand for the recall of the
two attaches is the culmination of a
long series of charges and counter-
charges, plots and counter-plots in-
volving American neutrality viola-
tions, which have been thrashed out
by the Federal Government.

VON NUBER TO GO ALSO
Alexander von Nuber, Austrian
Consul-General in New York, has
been involved in the investigation
proceedings ending in to-day’s action.
No announcement has been made
concerning him, but in the case of a
consul no formal communication with
his .government would be necessary.
The state department could arbitrar-
ily and without notice cancel his
credentidls, leaving him without offi-
cial standing.

a' S one goes through the armories of the Dufferin

Rifles as they are to-day, and inspects the splen-

did 84th Battalion, temporarily stationed there,
and thinks of the hundreds of fine soldiers who have
left the city for the front, it is somewhat difficult to
realize that at one time the entire County of Brant and
much adjacent territory possessed nothing in the na-
ture of military organization. * The Mackenzie Rebel-
lion of 1837 saw the farmers and residents of the then
existing villages banding together in small groups,
armed with shotguns and other rude implements of
warfare.

It was owing to the then village of Paris ranking
ahove Brantford in size and importance that the first
military organization in the country was formed there.
|ater orders changed the headquarters to Brantford,

owever.
THE BEGINNING

By generai orders of the 28th September, 1856, the
“38th Brant Battalion of Infantry” was formed, with
headquarters in the city, and composed of seven inde-
pendent companies, as follows:

No. 2 Rifle Company, of Brantford, gazetted Dec.

“THE DUFFERIN RIFLES”

By general orders of 1874, and by special permis-
sion of His Lordship the Earl of Dufferin and Ava, then
Governor-General of Canada, the battalion was per-
mitted to assume the additional title of “The Dufferin
Rifles,” and was afterwards perinitted by general or-
ders published in 1878, to incorporate His Lordship’s
crest and motto, “Per Vias Rectas,” on the badge of the
regiment. :

AN EXTRAORDINARY ORDER.

Although the companies forming the battalion,
while independent companies, had seen some service at
Sarnia during the Trent affair, and at Dunnville during
the Fenian Raid, the battalion had not as yet had that
distinction, but some fifteen or twenty ex-officers and
men serve dwith different corps during the North-West
Rebellion in 1885. The nearest approach to service was
in 1878, when Lieut.-Colonel Dickie, the C.O., received
this telegraphic order:

“BRIGADE ORDER

“Hamilton, May 11th, 1878,
“Lieut.-Col. Dickie, Brantford:

“Order at once captains of companies to issue
arms, accoutrements and twenty (20) rounds of bhal’
per man, officers to warn the men to be ready at short-
est notice.

(Signed) “H. V. VILLIERS, Lieut.-Colonel,
“Brigade Major.”

This order, which was received by Lieut.-Colonel
Dickie about 5 o’clock Sunday morning, caused great
excitement, not only amongst the members of the bat-
talion, but also threughout the city. The quiet of the
day was broken swith the bugle sounds and the hurrying
to and fro of officers and men, but before evening
everything was in readiness for the regiment to march
out on a moment’s notice. However, no further orders
were received, and after a few days the arms and cloth-
ing were called in, and peace again reigned. To this
day neither the commanding officer nor any member
of the battalion knows what the trouble was all about.

Hours and Wages of Women

There can be no doubt that girls
work in local {actories for 10, 12 and
even 14 hours a day. They work on
the piece system and are spceded up
by machinery and the necszssity to
earn. They do not receive $5 and $6
a week in many cases. Society should
not allow such things to be. This

| community when informed will not|

permit hundreds of girls and wo-
men to endure such slavery.

An eight hour day is all that any
woman in a factory or shop should
be called on to work. The piece sys-
tem for women is inhuman and ruin-
ous to womanhood and health. Five
or six dollars a week is not a living
wage for a single woman or girl who
has to support herzelf. But it is on
the question of hours that the com-
munity can best interfere. Long hours
tend to make workers plentiful, wages
low and working conditions unseem-
ly. If the hcurs were shortened, a two
or three-shift system is necessary.

| More workers being needed, they

become scarce, wages tend to rise
Wages
and conditions are difficult to regu-
late by law. It is much easier to
rcgulate hours. The war order busi-
ness has forcad the issue upon the
attention of the people.—Toronto
News.

War Prisoners

Remove a Hill

British and Scotch in Camp Near
Berlin Engaged in Un-
usual Task.

[SPECIAL DISPATCH.]

BERLIN, December 4.
A few miles east of Berlin are the Mull-

berg hills, near the village of Sprecan-
hagen, where British and Scotch prisoners

are engaged in a gigantic task. Up tn1

twenty years ago this hill was built up
from the waste material of Berlin, and its
soil now is so rich that the German gov-
ernment recently decided to remove the
entire hill and distribute its rich fertilizing
soil over a large area of sterile land in its
vicinity. The British and Scotch prison-
ers have been put at this task, and the
Berlin Tageblatt reports that they are do-
ing it with a will and enthusiasm that is
highly gratifying.

A correspondent of the newspaper who
recently made a trip to the Mullberg gives
his observations. Irom six in the moraing
until five o'clock in the evening, he says,
the prisoners are engaged with pick and
shovel in dismantling the immense mound
of rich soil. Other prisoners load the s@il
on wagons and cart it to a stretch of
meadows near by, where it is evenly dis-
tributed preliminary to making this sterile
region fruitful.

“T'he prisoners,”” says the correspondent,
“are doing great work here. Thsy are a
fine looking lot of men—tall, athletic and
with pleasing faces. They laugh and joke
with one another while working and re-
spond quickly to orders., They are well
taken care of, At noon they are served
with a thick, nourishing soup, followed by
meat and potatoes prepared in real Scoteh
styvle. Any one who still is hungry after
this meal may go to the good natured cook
and receive another portion. The prisoners
receive many dainties from home—their
favorite puddings, for instance, and to-
bacco, which they smoke in their short
pipes.

I noticed one prisoner—a giant in
stature—who was a policeman in London,
helping the cook. He washed and dried
the dishes and made himself useful in
every way,; another was peeling potatoes.

“On Sundays the prisoners are relieved
from all work. They play football, cards
and enjoy themselves generally. They are
all in excellent health and are well treated.
It is to be hoped that the German prisoners
in England are receiving the same good
treatment that the English and Scotch
prisoners receive in Germany.’’

The man
who arrived back was shot through
the ankle. His mate never came back.

From that man we know all that
will probably ever be known of what
those Light Horsemen found facing
them as they ran through the dust
haze. The nearer trenches seemed
crammed with trocps. The bayonets
of the front row of Turks could b=
seen just over-the parapet, and behind
them appeared to be two rows of
Turks, standing waist high above. the
parapet, emptying their rifles as fast
as they could fire them. This is con-
firmed by the accounts of officers in
;other parts of the line who had a
i view of the Turks in the trenches op-
posite this,

There is no question t hat the charge
of the Light Horse pinned down to
that position during its continuance, |
and hours afterwards every available |
Turkl.sh soldier within call. Qur own |
machine guns were able to get in
some work amongst those crowded
Turks, and those who know cay that
their losses must have been an ample
set-off to our own.

FROM QUINN’S POST.

INTO THREE TRENCHES

The first regiment attacked from the
hill in the gully. In front of that hill
is a small branch of the main valley,
very steep on both sides, and only
about 40 yards from one side to the
other. On the northern slope of this
gully the Turks have three lines of
trenches, the furthest up being on the
edge of the gully, with many other
lines of Turkish trenches across the
gentler slope above it. Some of thesa
lower Turkish trenches were really
those made by the 13th Australian In-
fantry as its support lines when it
temporarily won this part of the hill
on Sunday, May 2. Two squadrons of
the 1st Light Horse went out, one
working up the gully and the other
going straight over the parapet as
soon as the first was in position. The
lower trench is never held by the
Turks by day, and the Light Horse,
by using sticks, drove the Turks clean
out of the other two. One party rush.-

over the parapet of the trench in
front, furiously waving. The colonel of
the regiment, who had come out with
his men, recognized it for the hand of
a subaltern who had led his men right
over into the third tren¢h, and imme-
diately leapt over the parapet and
joined the party in the third trench,
which had previously been in the un-
comfortable position of being bombed
by its friends from behind and by the
enemy from in front, There for two
hours this party remained fighting the

as best they could with the slender
supply of bombs that came over to
them. Even to supply those bombs
men had to imperil their lives by run-
ning over the top from their own
trench in full view of the Turks. But
the Turk in his trenches up the hill
had it all his own way in this bomb
battle. His higher trenches were con.
nected with the trench that we held by
frequent narrow manhole tunnels, At
the same time as a Turk pitched a
bemb through the air towards the
lower trench he would bowl a second
bomb down the tunnel in the same
direction, znd our men intent on
dodging the bomb that was coming
through the air, would find a bomb

. burst.ng underneath their feet.

THE FUSILIERS

The first regiment saw the third lina
melt out as the 2rd Light Horse Bri-
gade charged across the ridge to the'r
left. The Welsh Fusiliers, in the val-
ley cn their left, advanced through
the dust haze until their two first lines
fell almost in a heap at the foot of a
cliff, down which the Turks rolled
bombs upon them when the attack
was stopped. The Turks at once,
good soldiers that they are—swooped
down this cliff {ace until some of the
Light Horse saw what they were at,
and detached two or three snipers,
who shot 20 of these Turks in quick
time. In ‘he meantime, all the other
attacks, having ended, the whole of
the Turkish machine guns that could
bear upon the spot were turned upon
the three frenches still held by the
First T.ight Horse;znd after two hours
of furious fighting the commander of
the regiment ordered a retirement.

{ They managed to get most of their

wounded to steal up the gully side and
rescue one or two of their comrades
of the Third Brigade whom they could
still see lying on their side of the
slope. Of the first regiment only
about one in six of the men who went
out came back unwounded. And by
some miracle the one officer who re-
turned without a scratch, in spite of
the fact that he had been through the
thickest of that two hours’ turmoil,
was the commander himself.

So ended the attack of the two light
horse brigades. The one man who
came back from the parapet of the
Turkish trenches on the neck report-
ed that the Turks there had their
packs on, and were in full marching

| order—evidently part of a battalion

that had been hurried up from the re-
serves, or else which was being hur-
ried oif to reinforce further north
when this attack in the centre delay-
ed it. The Australian Light Horse,
in the highest and fullest manner,ach-
ieved the object for which their help
had became necessary at a critical
rertod ~f a great movement, and as
for the boys—the single-minded loyal
Australian country lads, who left their
trenches in the grey light of that
morning with all their simple treas-
ures on their backs, to bivouac in the
scrub that evening, the shades ot
evening found them lying in the scrub
with God’s wide sky above them, The
green arbutus and the holly of the
peninsula, not unlike their mnative
bush, will some day again claim this
neck in those wild ranges for its own.
But the place will always be sacred as
the scene of two very brave deeds, the
first—let us not forget it—the des-
perate attack made by the Turks
across that same neck on the dawn
of June 30, and secondly of a deed
of seif-sacrifice and bravery which has
never been surpassed in military his-
tory—the charge of the Australian
Light Horse into certain death at the
call of their comrades’ need during a
crises in the greatest battle that has
ever been fought on Turkish soil.
