Nothing, apparently, can arrest 
society from becoming enormously 
rich ; and, so far as can be foreseen, the 
forces which make for prospeirty will 
move with accelerated speed in the fu­
ture.

Prosperity si* the product of three 
agencies : The energy of the human 
spirit, which must and will find ex­
pression for itself; the creative genius 
of the human mind, fashioning every 
kind of tool, machine and method ; 
and the fhexbaustihle storage of force 
and material in the earth. Place such 
a being as man in such a world aa this 
and give hi# time for development, 
and nothing can keep him from be­
coming immensely rich. If this is not 
in the order of Providence, then we 
have no data in any department for in­
terpreting that order.

Vows of poverty will not keep the 
world poor; society might as well vow 
not to recognize the lsw of gravitation 
or the flow of the tides ; it is written 
in man's nature and in his world that 
he must either become rich or commit 
suicide.

I do not know what new principles 
for tbe distribution of wealth may be 
applied to society in the time to come ; 
there will certainly be great changes, 
and they will be beneficent ones; great 
perils will come with them, bat so­
ciety has always faced greet perils; 
God has saved it so many times, when 
men had given it up that I have ceased 
to despair about the future.

But, whatever changes may be made 
in the distribution of wealth, nothing 
will or can be done to check or limit 
its production, because men will not 
tolerate any curtailment of their en­
ergies. The husbanding and the multi­
plying of forces by combination on a 
great scale will be better regulated 
than at present ; but the principle hav­
ing been discovered, its immense utili­
ty will not be surrendered.

Mr. Beecher once said that tbe great 
test ol humanity is yet to come. That 
test will come when the world has got­
ten through with its drudgery, and, 
well-ted, well-clothed and well-housed, 
can afford to give itself up to tbe full 
play of life. When that day comes so­
ciety will be tested as it has never 
been tested. It will he a question then 
of the strength of man's spirit as com­
pared with the immense material com- 
for wtritrtr he has created.
