Forty-eight hours have elapsed since J 
the sensational murder of Ethel Kin- 
rade in the heart of Hamilton's fashion­
able residential district, end nothing 
new has developed, although the police 
have worked unceasingly to find a 
clue that might aid them in tracking 
down the suspect. Hamilton is still in 
a fever of excitement. There has never 
been a crime in its history that has 
stirred up so much yiterest. The new*- j 
per offices and police stations are con- | 
stantly besieged with the query “Have j 
they got the man yet.”

The horrible crime and its mysterious ! 
features arc discussed in every quarter, I 
in drawing rooms, in hotel lobbies, on 
the street. and everywhere you go. 
When no arrest had been made late 
last night disappointment was express­
ed, for it was expected that with the 
police on the scent ten minutes after 
the shooting, the man could not long 
elude them. People, arc beginning to 
ask themselves if this tragedy is to be 
added to the list of celebrated un solv­
able crimes that grace the' police blot­
ters. They recall two famous eases of 
recent years, enshrouded in a veil of 
mystery that has never been lifted.

He 
said the government had received in­
formation which showed that people all 
over Ontario were aroused and wanted 
to see the murder cleared up at once.

The other, that the deed was 
that of one mentally deranged, prob­
ably the brute who has been terrorizing 
women and children in the neighborhood 
for weeks past.

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MISDIRECTED CHARITY.
While it may be premature to accept 

the tramp theory of the horrible murder 
of Thursday, there being some features 
of the case as revealed by the narrative 
of the naturally terrified and hysterical 
sister of the victim which do not seem 
to fit it perfectly, there are reasons for 
believing that far too much considera­
tion is given by many of our people to 
tramps and vagrants who seek to live 
upon their fellows. Mr. Kinrade and 
his family are not the only ones whose 
generosity and laudable desire to help 
the distressed are taken advantage of 
by the pests of society who have a quar­
rel with honest work, and who grow 
cheeky and insolent upon the kindness 
of the charitable. From various quar­
ters we have from time to time received 
reports of the doings of insolent beg­
gars who annoy women and children 
with their importunities. In some eases 
they become almost openly menacing.

. Moreover, there appears to lx* some kind 
of organization among them, and a 
house at which a few of the gentry are 
entertained soon becomes known mb 
“easy.” and calls upon the family's gen­
erosity rapidly increase. Sometimes any 
hesitation on the part of the housewife 

. to eater to these callers draws upon her 
* torrent of abuse.

Admirable as all must hold the de­
sire to help the needy to lie. indiscrim­
inateness is apt to have evil results— 
-even to increase the demand upon 
benevolence, when to give is to foster 
idleness and vice. There should he no 
need.. in a city like this, for able-bodied 
men to go from door to door begging. 
There would be much less of it if those 
appealed to were to direct seekers of 
aid to the city authorities. The City 
Charity Department should he equipped 
to deal with all deserving cases, and on 
a basis that, while relieving the imme- 

! diate needs, would not cultivate the 
begging habit—would rather tend to 
preserve the self-respect of the needy. 
Goodness of heart that finds expression 
in helping va^arncy to subsist on indus­
try by indiscriminate almsgiving is not 
an unqualified virtue.

Whether Miss Kinrade was the victim 
of a tramp or not, there is much need 
for a reform in the popular methods 
which enable the fraternity to get their 
living without work, giving a return in 
insolence. The city should so organize 
its Charity Department as to deal with 
the able-bodied applicants on the prin- 

- ciple of “He that will not work, neither 
shall lie eat.” And our citizens should 
be discouraged from entertaining them 
in tlieir homes and at their doors, and 

• urged to refer them to t|ic proper city 
official. And meantime the police 
should make ‘Hamilton a less desirable 
gathering place for them than it has 
been for some time past.

Teachers 
and parents may confer a real benefit 
on their fellows by directing their ef­
forts to a reform in the voices and pro­
nunciation of those within their influ­
ence. We should gain immensely if we 
could cultivate a little of the softness, 
flexibility and purity of the tducated 
English voice.

Some people are 
in such a state of alarm that the police 
fear that strange tramps who come to 
Hamilton prowling around may be shot, 
if they are not careful.

“Do you think there is anything in 
the suggestion that the murderer was 
not a tramp?” he was asked.

“It is very hard to say without being 
on the ground and getting a thorough 
knowledge of the details. It certainly 
i- a crime that presents some unusual 
features, live average tramp does not 
carry a revolver heavily loaded, and few 
tramps would dare to go into a house 
when they did not know how many per­
sons might be there. If the man were a 
tramp and badly in need of food there is 
little doubt that he would have pawned 
the gun to get it. I would not care to 
say whether I thought the man was a 
tramp or was not, as there arc undoubt­
edly facts that have not come to light 
yet.”

“Have the police hero been bothered 
with tramps this winter?”

“No; it is one of the quietest- «inters 
wc have ever had in that respect.”

WHERE IS THIS MAX?
That the murderer is the man who 

has been begging throughout the south­
west of the city for the past week, if 
the description can be depended upon, 
seems sure. That he is also the man 
styled “Jack-the-Hugger-’ seems to be i 
so. In the week there have been three 
cases of a man misbehaving himself in ! 
the district surrounding the scene of the j 
murder.

Five days ago two little girls were | 
returning from school. They reside on 
Charlton avenue, near Park street. Sud­
denly a man ran from an alley opening 
on to Charlton avenue, and acting in a 
decidedly indecent manner, called to the 
girls. They ran towards their home and 
screamed and a lady who was passing 
asked them what was wrong. The child­
ren told her and she saw the man. He 
sloped chasing the girls when he saw 
Iter talking to them, but continued to 
stand there for a time, when he saw a 
man approaching and he ran away down 
another alley. This man was described 
by the children and the woman who 
protected them, and his description fits 
in with that of the murderer in regard 
to everything but the moustache.

A woman went to Brown’s butcher 
store a few mornings ago for some sup­
plies. It was an hour after her children 
had left for school. This woman lives 
on Fairmount avenue. and when she 
was returning from the store a man 
grabbed her, threw her to the ground, 
and threatened to kill her if she cried 
out. She screamed and her husband ran 
out of the house. She was about two 
hundred feet away from her house and 
the beast who attacked her managed to 
get aim. The attack was not reported 
to the police or otherwise known.

By a peculiar coincidence the wives of 
two prominent business men of the same 
name have both been assaulted by a 
stranger answering the description of 
the murderer as given to the police by 
the sister of the murdered girl. Both 
cases were in broad daylight and on dif­
ferent days, yet it looks like the work 
of the same man. judging from the de­
scriptions of the man.

THINK THIS WAS MURDERER.
At 6.30 last night a man begged at 

the home of James Morris, Sherman ave­
nue south. He answered the descrip­
tion of the murderer exactly, and Mr. ! 
Moms notified the police. The story j 
was investigated, but the officers who ' 
went down could get no trace of the | 
man. Mr. Morris says he wore a black 
moustache, but the moustache is not 
now being accepted ns an extra good 
part, of the description to go by. 

AUTOMATIC REVOLVER USED.
The result of the post-mortem exam­

ination- showed that the girl -had been 
shot seven times, one bullet entering 
her cheek, two below the mouth, break­
ing the teeth; three in the region of the 
heart and one grazing her scalp. The 
size of the bullets would indicate that 
the weapon used was a 38-calibre revol­
ver. This would tend to show that the 
murderer used an automatic gun, which 
usually carries seven loads and a cart­
ridge of that size. The lip of the dead

UNKI.NDEST CUT.
The Kaiier Mn»t Now Pay an 

Income Tax.

Berlin, Feb. 27.-—By a vote of four­
teen to thirteen, the Finance Bill Com­
mission of the Reichstag has decided 
to abrogate the privilege of exempiton 
from taxation hitherto enjoyed by Die 
Kaiser and members of other German 
reigning houses.

These august personages, provided 
the Reichstag confirms the commis­
sion's action, will henceforth be ob­
liged to pay exactly the same direct 
taxes as are collected from private citi­
zens, including the income tax, inheri­
tance duties, real estate imposts and 
taxes on income-producing property.

BLRNS' VISIT TO BLAIR CASTLE.

His Gratitude in Poetry—Interesting 
Letter, Etc.

The Blair Atholl Burns Club in the 
Atlioll Arms Hotel on Monday night cel­
ebrated the anniversary of the birth of 
Robert Burns. Mr. Alexander McKay, 
rhe president, occupied the chair, and 
gave the “Immortal Memory."

In reply to the toast of "The Presi­
dent,” given by Mr. I). Stewart, Mr. Mv- 
Kay referred at considerable length to 
Burns’ visit to Blair Castle, mentioning 
much that was new to the members, 
and stating that he was indebted for 
much of the information to his Grace 
the Duke of Atholl. That the poet was 
highly pleased with his reception at the 
castle, may be concluded from the fact 
that in a note in the poet’s own auto­
graph to one of his poems referring to 
his visit. Burns says: "God who knows 
all things, knows how my heart aches 
with the throes of gratitude whenever 
I recollect my reception at the noble 
house of Atholl.”

In the spring of 1787 Bums met Mr. 
Josiah Walker, then tutor to the Atholl 
family, and subsequently professor of 
J-atin in Glasgow University, at the 
home of Dr. Blacklock, and it is thanks 
to the correspondence which passed be 
tween Walker, the poet and Cunning­
ham, that they were able to learn some 
thing of Burns’ sojourn in Atholl. and 
his impressions of the district. The first 
is an excerpt from a letter addressed 
to Mr. Alex. Cunningham by Mr. Wal

"On reaching Blair. Bums sent me no­
tice of his arrival, and I hastened to 
meet him at the inn, The Duke, to whom 
he brought a letter of introduction, was 
from home, but the Duchess, being in­
formed of his arrival, gave him an invi­
tation to «up and sleep at Athole House. 
He accepted the invitation, but as the 
hour of supper was at some distance, 
begged I would, in the interval, be his 
guide through the grounds. It was al­
ready growing dark; yet the softened, 
though faint and uncertain, view of their 
Ireauties, which the moonlight afforded 
us. seemed exactly suited to the state 
of his feelings at the time. I had often, 
like others, experienced the pleasure-, 
xvhieh arise from the sublime or elegant 
landscape, but I never saw those feel­
ings «o intense.as in Burns. When we 
readied a rustic but on the rix'er Tilt, 
where it is overhung by a woody preci­
pice. from which there is a noble water­
fall. he threw himself on the heathy I 
seat, and gave himself up to a tender. ; 
abstracted and voluptuous enthusiasm I 
of imagination, f cannot help thinking . 
it might have been here that he conceiv- j 
e<l the idea of the following lines, which 
lie afterwards introduced into his poem 
on "Bruar Water.” when only fancying 
such a combination of objects a« xvere 
now present to his eve:

Duke, Mr. Graham, of Finira/; Mr. 
M’Leggan. Mr. and Mrs. Stewart.”

Burns evidently left Blair after break­
fast on Sunday morning. Sept. 2. Of one 
thing connected with this visit there 
can be no doubt, and that is, it was the 
means of securing for him any little 
patronage lie received, ami chiefly owing 
to the efforts of Mr. "Graham, of Fintray^ 
whom the poet had met at Blair Castle. 
Two of Burns’ biographers have ex­
pressed regret that he did notf stay at 
Blair for n few days longer, when he 
would have met Lord Meville (of Duu- 
ira). who had the chief management of 
the internal affairs of Scotland, and who 
might have done much to secure that 
consideration for the poet which was so 
ruthlessly neglected.

DEATH OF RELATIVE <>F BURNS.
There has just passed away at Tmy 

Hall. Londonderry. Mrs. Isabella Burnes, 
who was the wife of the late Adam 
Burnes, cousin of the poet Burns. She 
was born near Montrose in the same 
year as Queen Victoria. Many years ago 
Mrs. Burnes met. in lyindon. the two 
sons of the poet—Colonel James Glen- 
cairn Burns and Colonel William Bums

who had just returned from India. 
One of them sang beautifully the songs 
of his father. Almost ninety years of 
age. Mrs. Burnes retained, almost to the 
last, her great vigor of mind.—Strath- 
earn (Scotland) Herald.

STOCKMEN 
AT OAKVILLE.

Notable Gathering at Agricutural 
Society Banquet.

Instructive Addresses on Various 
Branches of Farming.

Large Attendance From All Parts 
of the Country

The third annual meeting of the Tra­
falgar Agricultural Society was held last 
evening at the Hotel Decker, Oakville. 
The object of the society is to educate 
the people along agricultural lines and 
create a more general interest in the 
betterment of existing conditions in this 
class of work.

There was a large gathering, about 
two hundred ami fifty, mostly stockmen, 
from all parts of the country, at the 
event, among the notable ones being: 
J. G. Ford, Reeve of Oakville; J. P. 
Griffin, Reeve of Nelson; A. 6)udley 
Alton, of Appleby. John F. Foidyteevc 
of Trafalgar; J, Brockbank, of ~ ‘
Henry Glendinning. Manila; A. S. 1’or- 
>t.er. president of the society; Robert 
Miller. Stouffville; las. E. Brethour, of 
Rurford ; E. A. Morden, Oakville; Wm. 
Whittaker, sen.; Itoas. Hall, clerk of 
Trafalgar; Coiuicillors Herbert Ingle- 
hart and C. Henry Turner, of Trafalgar; 
( Vnmeillor W. S. Savage. Oakville; John 
F. Baker, of Trafalgar: J. K. Freeman, 
Freeman. John McDuffie, Oakville; John 
Caver, Oakville, ami others.

The supper tables had to be reset to 
accommodate the large crowd. Every­
thing was served in good style, and 
tempted even the moat delicate appetite. 
While the supper was being served the 
banqueters had the pleasure of hearing 
some «.f the latent popular music. The 
supper over the speech-making began.

The first, speaker of the evening. Mr. 
Robert. Miller, addressed the gathering 
on "Live Stock Records." laying special 
stress upon the recording of thorough­
bred cattle in this country, and the man­
agement of beef cattle and heavy horses. 
He said it was more profitable for the 

! present day farmer to feed his products 
to hi* stock, and likened this to a fac­
tory where the raw material is worked 
into the finished article. General farm­
ing and live stock raising in this maimer 
were most profitable. The farmer should 
not only improve his position socially, 
but financially, as the great need of the 
present day is capital to develop the 
resources of the earth’s surface. The 
land loses its fertility through lack of 
proper cultivation. Tf the plan out­
lined was developed systematically, in­
stead of the farmers paying for the stock, 
the sto'-k would nav for itself.

Mr. Henrv Glendinning. of Manila, a 
very able authority on alfalfa, spoke 
on the feeding of this product to cows 
for the cheaper production of milk. He 

i emphasized the feeding of the proper 
i kind of food and plenty of it. Food for 
1 cows should be bulky, suculent. pala- 
| teable and cheap, containing the pro- 
I per nutrients and milk producing pro- 
! perries. Corn, insilage and roots are 
j bulky and suculent. The cow should 

have* the proper nutrients, the most im­
portant of which is protein, a nitro­
genous compound which, when fed to a 
cow, goes toward producing the curd 
in milk. A food which produces milk 
must not contain fat. The most adapt­
able foods are those containing a high

percentage of protein, such as bran, 
oil cake, glutton feed peas and oats, 
as they contain a little over 12 per 
cent, protein. Although these foods are 
adaptable, it would not be as profi­
table to use them for feed purposes 
owing to the high prices. The cost of 
producing alfalfa is $2 to $3 a ton, and 
it contains 11 per cent. of digestible 
protein. This shows the advantage of 
feeding the cheap growing alfalfa as 
compared with the higher priced foods. 
Alfalfa can be raised to the best ad­
vantage in a dry soil containing a large 
amount, of humus and lime; it should 
be sufficiently rolling that the ice 
will not have an opportunity of form­
ing around the crowns in spriug. It is 
very important that alfalfa fields 
should uot be pastured as the stock 
would damage the crowns.

In speaking of light horses Mr. John 
Brockbank, of l'aris, outlined the 
breeding of a horse suitably adapted 
for carriage and road. He spoke of the 
inefficient handling of young horses at 
fairs and told how they might show to 
the best advantage. A horse to show 
to its best should be led st raight up and 
down instead of in a circle, as the cir­
cular movement spoils the step. He 
also spoke of the classing of horses and 
the different builds of these animals.

The speaking part of the evening 
was brought, to a close by Mr. J. E. 
Brethour, of Burford, giving au able 
and instructive address on the raising 
a^nd breeding of pigs; the selection of 

led sows and the system of feeding 
sows while they are nursing; also the 
handling of young pigs after weaning. 
He laid special stress upon the neces­
sity of giving pigs sufficient exercise 
and keeping them in condition ; also- up­
on giving them a variety of food. The 
foods which have proven best for win­
ter use arc more or less of a bulky na- 

I ture in the form of roots. To feed pigs 
j which arc raised for pork they should 
j be given a liberal feeding so that rap­

id growth is made from the time of 
birth till the time of killing. By pro­
per feeding, diseases with the excep­
tion of contagious diseases, are avoid­
ed. Pure bred stock should he used for 
breeding purposes and should be select­
ed from the ideal the breeder wishes to 
produce and for this purpose they 
should be fed more slowly. He said the 

i large Yorkshires are the most desirable 
i from the breeders’ standpoint as they 
j come so near the ideal. In closing, he 
j e»id trade in hogs had fallen off of late 
I years owing to the competition with 
1 Denmark.
j The musical part of the programme 
consisted of vocal solos by Wm.

THE TAN YARD CASE

ACK” SHEA, who first gained wide pub­
licity as a detective In the Haymarket 
anarchist case, later as chief of the Chicago 
Detective Bureau, and later still as Inspec­
tor of Police of the West Division, embrac­

ing one-half the area of Chicago, had two set theories 
concerning criminals and their detection. One was 
that professional criminals had little or no real intelli­
gence. and this theory he also applied to non-profes­
sionals who committed atrocious crimes, regardless 
of their motives. His second theory was that a de­
tective who had a “sixth sense"—which he defined1 as 
common sense—and would make proper use of his 
other five would rarely fail to solve the most complex

Whatever may have been the opinion of his co­
workers with respect to those theories, they were 
unanimous in saying that Shea's individual success

Further examination showed that the back of the 
skull had been crushed by some heavy, flat object 
without leaving a mark in the form of a cut or 
abrasion.

Of a certainty the man might have cut his throat, 
but of equal certainty he could not have crushed the 
back of bis skull.

Now that it was certain a murder had been com­
mitted, of what avail was the discovery when there 
seemed no possibility of identifying the victim?

The discovery, however, had aroused the detective 
instinct with which Shea was so liberally credited. 
From his point of view he had not made the best use 
of his senses—certainly he had been delinquent at first 
In the sight sense and the sense of touch, or he would 
have looked at the back of the man's head when he 
originally examined the body, and would have felt 
of It.

With all of his senses, including the sixth, alert and

was due to thv filer that he was a born policeman; 
that Is to say. that lie had k natural inclination for 
police work and an instinct, or intuition, which en­
abled him to grasp the significance of every fact in a 
case and to make accurate deductions that quickly 
led to the detection of the particular criminal.

The “tan yard case.” as Shea entitled It when tell­
ing the story to the writer, is an illustration In greater 
part of his theories.

Shea was then a quick witted. husky young Irish­
man, country bom and bred, who won such favor 
with the Chief of Police for catching criminals while 
serving as a patrolman in uniform that he was pro­
moted to “plain clothes." His “partner"—for detec­
tives usually travel in pairs outside of fiction—was 
••Joe" Kipley, who afterward became Superintendent 
of Police.

One day the two detectives were summoned to the 
Morgue to see if they could Identify a body In a baf­
fling case of suicide. The victim was a common la 
borer. The body had been found in the shallow water 
of a little lake in the extreme southwest part of the 
city, lying face downward, with a horrid gash in the 
throat. The knife with which the deed had "been 
committed was lying on the bank. The man after 
gashing his throat evidently had dropped the knife 
where he stood, then staggered forward Into the shal­
low water and fallen face foremost, determined, if the 
•elf-assault failed, to put r.n end to himself by drown­
ing.

There were no marks on the body other than this 
wound In the throat. There were no evidences of a 
struggle either on the banks of the lake or In the ap­
pearance or arrangement of the- man’s clothing. There 
were numerous footprints of various sizes in the vi­
cinity. but these were accounted for by the fact that 
the place was much frequented by men and boys who 
lived on the outskirts of that part of the city.

Two “Star” Detectives.
It was so obviously a “case of suicide" that there 

was no suspicion otherwise, not even by the two 
“star” detectives from Headquarters. Obviously, too. 
the body would go to potter's field as an “unknown.” 
There was not an article nor scrap of paper found on 
the body to aid in identification. In the absence of 
any suspicion of violence it was assumed that the 
victim, humiliated, perhaps, by the thought of self- 
murder, had taken every possible precaution against 
the discovery of his identity.

The afternoon papers that circulated among the 
working classes published a description of the "sui­
cide," with a portrait, bat either the man had no rela­
tives or friends or they had failed to recognize him 
in the “counterfeit presentment," and small wonder, 
ns the portrait was in the style of freehand drawing 
that embellished newspapers before the day of the 
half-tone.

The examination made by the detectives revealed 
no clew to the dead man's Identity. They were leav­
ing the slab room when Shea turned for a last look at 
the cadaver and noticed that the head was reclining to 
one side, exposing the ghastly wound in the most 
hideous way. He returned to place the head in posi­
tion to close the wouod, and in doing so put one hand 
to the back of the skull. He paused In the act of put­
ting the bead In line with the body and called to 
Kipley:—

“Joe, come here."
“What's the matter?” asked Kipley, coming for-

"Thia la no suicide," declared Shea. “This man has 
been murdered. The back of his skull has been 
beaten in; feel here," indicating that Kipley should 
examine the place where Shea had first taken hold of 
the head to lift it tn position.

stimulated, he began a new examinât inn. which re­
vealed nothing until he came to examine the man’s 
shoes. He noted that the soles were of a peculiar red­
dish brown or a brownish red. Further examination 
convinced him that the color was not produced from 
a clayey soil, as lie first thought; It was more like a 
stain. He bent down his face to the discolored soles 
and made use of his sense of smell. After one long 
inhalation he straightened up and remarked to Kip­
ley:—“Tan bark.” Then be took out his pocket knife 
and began to scrape the soles. The depth to which 
the stain penetrated convinced him that the man had 
been regularly employed in a tan yard, and was not 
merely a passer back and forth.

With a photograph of the victim. Shea and Kipley 
set out to visit the numerous tanneries. After a long

search they found the tannery where the man had 
been employed, and where both the foreman and the 
cashier identified the victim by the photograph and 
later Identified the body at the Morgue.

From them It was learned that the man was a 
Swede; that he, In company with a fellow country­
man, had been discharged at the last pay day. had 
drawn their pay at the same time and had left to­
gether. The companion of the man who was mur­
dered bore a bad reputation at the tan yard for drink­
ing. gambling and quarrelling. The detectives ob­
tained from the foreman such description of the sec­
ond man as he was able to give, for he laughingly 
admitted that "all Swedes looked pretty much alike 
to him." and the description, in fact, would have an­
swered very well for some hundreds of the many 
thousands of Scandinavians in the Middle West and 
Northwest.

Starting with the case of a man who would have 
been buried as an "unknown suicide1' except for tbeir 
visit to the Morgue, they had discovered a murder, 
had identified the victim and had gotten a clew to 
the probable murderer. Nothing remained but to 
find the murdered man's tan yard companion to con­
clude the case, for Shea reasoned that the second 
Swede, as he may be called, was the murderer—first, 
because he was the kind of man who would commit 
murder, and, second, itecause of a tip the cashier had 
given him that the murdered man was saving and 
penurious and probably had much more money on his 
person than the wages he drew at the last pay day. 

Difficult of Detection.
The detection of the murderer, however, was seem­

ingly a more difficult task than any they had per­
formed so far in the case. They had his name, to be 
sure, but Shea declared that that class of workman, 
or, rather, that kind of a man, usually changed his 
name every time he changed his job. The description 
of the supposed murderer so accurately fitted the 
typical Swedish laborer that they might arrest any 
number of innocent Yon Yonsons and Ole Olesons on 
suspicion, while the real culprit was making his es-

Besides, how would they prove that he had killed 
his companion unless they could force a confession? 
But that was a matter upon which they were willing 
to take a chance, for Shea was a master of the third 
degree and had the blame, at least, for having insti­
tuted that method of police inquisition in Chicago. 
He often declared to the writer, however, that he 
never used physical violence to extort a confession, 
but simply wore the prisoner down physically and 
mentally by continuously plying him with questions 
and citing hj’pothetical incidents.

The first moves, of course, for the apprehension of 
the tan yard murderer were the usual police steps to 
guard again his leaving the city, If he had not already 
left, and to send a description to the police of other 
cities and towns.

Then Shea made one of those moves that helped him 
to gain the title of a “born detective." Early the fol­
lowing rooming he and Kipley left Chicago on a north 
bound Chicago. Milwaukee and St. Paul train and got 
off at a little station about twenty-five miles north of 
the city.

“Are you game to walk the track back to town with 
me?" Shea asked of Ivipley.

“None gamer than Kipley." and together they set 
out. On the way Shea unfolded his reasoning on the

"The chances are. Joe." he said, "that the Swede 
we are after first spent his own money drinking and 
gambling aixAthen killed his companion to get the 
latter’s money, which probably was a much larger 
sum than the other fellow had. Now. I reason that 
he won't leave Chicago nr try to leave until he's 
‘broke’ or nearly so. He won't go by train, because he

won't have money enough to pay his fare, and prob­
ably wouldn’t spend money for railroad fare if he 
had it.

“When he leaves Chicago he will probably strike 
for the Northwest—Wisconsin, and then Minnesota— 
because there's plenty of work up there among his 
own class of people. The chances are that he will 
walk the track, because, not knowing the country, he 
will in that way be sure not to get lost. Now he's 
got his choice of two tracks—the Chicago and North­
western and this one. On the Northwestern there are 
a number of good sized towns near Chicago, and on 
the St. Paul road only a few small ones. Naturally 
he will take this route, because it is the most out of

"Now, assuming that he committed this murder 
four or five days ago. I reason that he has spent the 
most of his money and is about due to make a break 
for some of the Wisconsin tanneries or Minnesota 
lumber camps. We have got the Northwestern road 
pretty well protected, and If you and I will patrol 
this part of the St. Paul road for a day or two we've 
got a chance to get him."

It all sounded very reasonable to Kipley, besides 
which he had unlimited confidence in Shea's detec­
tive skill. The man's natural Inclinations would cer­
tainly lead him to the Nprthwest, and the very name 
St. Paul, by which the railroad they were on is com­
monly known, would suggest itself as the natural 
route, even if he did not reason it was the safest.

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Moving Pictures by Daylight

STEREOPTICON pictures either fixed or moving 
for use in ordinary daylight or In a brightly 
lighted room are now made In France. The 

trick Is simple and consists merely of some device 
to keep the light from shining directly on the screen 
on which the picture is thrown. In the Cinéma 
Palace, Paris, this is effected by arranging heavy 
curtains around the screen at proper positions and 
distances. The lantern for protection is at the opposite 
end of the hall, as is now usual. In another device 
the pictures are thrown on a sheet of ground glass 
forming one end of a large black box, whose opposite 
end Is open to view. In this case the lantern is not 
in the same room with the spectators, and the picture 
resembles that seen on looking at the ground glass 
of au ordinary photographic camera. As the screen In 
both these cases Is sheltered from the diffused light 
of the theatre or ball, It la not necessary to extinguish 
or lower the lamps, although, of course, these should 
not be brilliant enough to dazzle the eyes. In de­
scribing these “full daylight” devices it has been 
wrongly stated by some writers that they depend 
on special brilliancy In the lantern or on some arrange­
ment of reflectors. This is incorrect. The only things 
necessary are to keep the light away from the screen 
and out of the spectators' eyes.

Gas at High Pressure

THE distribution of Illuminating gas under high 
pressure is becoming increasingly popular with 
the companies. Much smaller pipes may be used 

with this system and the region served from a single 
central station may be very much larger. The advan­
tages, In fact, are similar to those gained on an elec­
tric transmission line by using high voltage. One 
trouble with high voltage, or elecfric pressure, is the 
increased tendency to leakage, but in the case of high 
pressure gas this, according to those who are familiar 
with it, is an advantage rather than a drawback.

When leaks occur in an ordinary low pressure sys­
tem it is extremely difficult to locate them. The es­
caping gas Is lost In the crevices of the surrounding 
earth or accumulates in excavations or cellars, where 
Its presence Is often revealed by an explosion. When 
test papers are used they may give indications of 
leakage along a line 150 feet in extent without show­
ing any exact point, or the paper may give its reac­
tion at a considerable distance from the real leak.

Again, the accumulated gn* in the soil may act on 
the paper long after the leak through which It made 
Its way has been mended. On the contrary, with high 
pressure leaks reveal themselves at once and there Is 
never any trouble in finding exactly where they are. 
One trouble about high pressure is that it liquefies 
some of the components of the gas. Including a few 
that add to Its light giving power. High pressure gas 
n"iv thus lose as much as five caudle power to the 
cul ic foot. On the other hand, some of the liquefied 
constituents are Impurities whose absence improves 
the gas, such as the sulphur compounds and naph­
thaline. On the whole the advantage seems to lie 
with a mr%lerately high pressure.

of envelope flaps by the printed characters on the 
envelopes that first attracted the investigator's at­
tention. The emanations are reflected by metal mir­
rors la the same way as light, and they oxidize 
metal surfaces against which They strike. The ex­
posure necessary to effect a sensitive plate is eight 
to ten days.

Transparent Metals

METALS are usually regarded as opaque, but they 
become translucent when hammered out Into 
very thin sheets. An English physicist, who has 

been studying this property, finds that although thin 
gold leaf is usuallj- green by transmitted light, the 
green light becomes white when the film is heated on 
glass. Microscopic examination shows that the gold 
has formed into opaque, detached spots, leaving clear 
spaces, through which the light passes. Silver leaf 
also becomes transparent when heated. Copper leaf, 
when heated more and more, becomes successively 
emerald green, light olive, dark olive and dark port 
wine color. These latter results are apparently due 
to the formation of films of oxide, since to produce 
them the metals must be heated in an atmosphere 
containing oxygen. Aluminum and "Dutch metal" 
do not become transparent when heated. By the elec­
tric theory of light, according to which conductors 
must be opaque and insulators transparent, the 
metals should not transmit light, and it is notable 
that they do not except in very thin films which have 
a high electric resistance.

Curious Property of Printer’s Ink

THAT printer's luk gives off an emanation that 
passes through opaque bodies and affecta a 
photographic plate 1ms been discovered by a 

German investigator. Photographic roll film is some­
times thus affected, through its celluloid cover, by 
the printed characters on the iaper in which it Is 
wrapped. The emanation is found to proceed from 
the oil in the ink during the drying process. It la 
not precisely the same as the emanation from radium 
and other radio-active substances, for, unlike them, 
it changea gum arable Into a granular. Insoluble 
substance. It w:is 'his <-ffect produced on the gum

Champion Moisture Indicator

THE most sensitive moisture detector, or liygro- 
scope. ever invented has been devised by :t 
Frenchman, M. Pionchon, who has based it upon 

the ability of a clean glass surface to attract and 
conden.se moisture from the air. Such a surface is 
moist almost exactly in proportion to the moisture in 
the surrounding atmosphere. The surface used by 
the inventor Is the cut end of a gliss tube which has 
been silvered Inside and out. Wires arc connected 
with the Inner and outer metallic coatings of the tube 
and form part of a circuit Including a battery of one 
hundred volts and a galvanometer to measure the cur­
rent. As the glass end of the tube forms part of this 
circuit no current flows when the end Is quite dry. 
but the galvanometer is deflected more and more as 
moisture Is deposited on the end. This apparatus is 
so sensitive that the mere approach of a moist body 
affects it. The presence of a human hand half an 
Inch distant is shown at on<*e. If the hand grasps a 
paper tube the amount of moisture evaporated from 
the paper by (he heat of the body affects the iustru-

Getting Rid of Steamship Ashes

THE newest liners now dispose of their ashes hr 
forcing them through the bottom of the hull by 
means of compressed air. . "I be old method of 

hoisting them up aud dumping them overboard was 
disagreeable to the passengers, aud an attempted im­
provement by which they were mixed with water and 
pumped overboard was equally so when the wind was 
In the wrong quarter. In the new "cxpeller" a hopper 
receives the ashes and clinkers and delivers them into 
a crusher, which breaks up the large pieces. Below 
this is a drum revolving in a watertight casing and 
open as it turns first to the crusher chamber and then 
to the discharge pipe below. In order to counteract 
the upward pressure of the water compressed air at 
about seventy pounds to the square inch is delivered 
to the Interior of the ash filled drum just before Its 
opening comes opposite that in the discharge pipe. 
Thus the ashes are expelled with such force that they 
are swept clear of the bottom of the vessel. This 
expeller will get rid of the ash and clinkers from forty- 
eight furnaces under forced draught, amounting to 
eight or tec tons an hour.

As the evidence was 
wholly circumstantial, aside from the confession, aud 
as the press had created a popular prejudice against 
the so-called "third degree,” a jury found him "Not 
guilty."

Shortly thereafter the man returned to Sweden, 
where he was arrested for a crime committed prior 
to going to America. He was conv!» »ed and sentenced 
to a term in prison.

Before his death he confessed to the tan yard mur­
der. According to the confession he struck bis victim 
in the back of the head with a lanre flat stone then 
cut his throat and. holding him in an upright position» 
shoved him into the lake. The money he obtained he 
had spent in drink and at the gambling table.

The confession further stated that at the time of his 
arrest he was on his way to a lumber camp iu Minne­
sota In fact, the confession bore out in every im­
portant particular the reasoning of the detective. 
Furthermore, the man s lack of intelligence in con­
cealing the crime and in the manner of his attempted 
escape, together with the use the detective made of 
his six senses, are corroborative in a great degree of 
Detective Shea's set theories concerning criminals and 
detectives.

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IS IT DEFICIT 
OR SURPLUS?

Provincial Balance Results From 
Transfer of Account.

Comparative Statements of Some of 
the Expenditures.

Reward to be Offered For Capture 
f of Hamilton Murderer.

Toronto, Feb. 27.—The budget speech 
of the Provincial Treasurer will be 
awaited with the deepest interest, in 
view of the statement of expenditures 
and receipts for the last fiscal year, 
which were tabled at tlie Legislature 
yesterday afternoon. The Government 
claims a surplus' of $40,838, but, if pre­
cedent counts for anything, the fact is 
that there is a deficit of $61,680. In 
previous years it has been customary 
to place the expenditure under the good 
roads act against current revenue. In 
the weighty volume, of which the Pro­
vincial Treasurer is the editor, that ex­
penditure this year is credited to cap­
ital account. The actual amount so 
expended was $107,524, and it will there­
fore be readily seen that had the cus­
tom of previous years been followed 
not only would the surplus have been 
wiped out, but a deficit of the amount 
mentioned would have remained.
THE TREASURER’S EXPLANATION.

The Treasurer's explanation is that 
when the good roads act was passed 
it enabled the Government to assist in 
this work to the extent of $1,000,000, 
but in previous years, there having 
been large surpluses, the right to place 
this expenditure to capital account has 
never been exercised.

There is a Ira lance of cash in the 
Treasury of $3,072,000 as a result of 
the sale of Treasury bills, hut this ri 
more than offset by the liability.

Even otherwise an expenditure that 
has bounded upward out of all pro­
portion to the increase in revenue is 
the talc told by the public accounts of 
1908. It is true that a surplus of 
revenue over expenditure is shown, 
but it is only $45,838 as against $606, 
173 for the preceding twelve months. 
While the revenue of the Province has 
increased from $8,320,419 to $8,602,902, 
the expenditures have leaped from $7. 
714.245 to $8,557,064, an increase of 
$842,818, or a net increase of expendi­
ture over revenue of $460,235, resulting 
in the decrease in the surplus of over 
half a million dollars.

Commercial inactivity, following the 
financial panic, hit the Province hard. 
In the Lands and Mines Department 
•lone there was a decrease in revenue 
of $638,065, the Total receipts under 
this head being $2,430,429. A eon 
aiderahle portion of the decrease is, it 
is understood, made up of unpaid 
lumber dues. In view of the financial 
conditions the Government did not feel 
justified in pushing the lumbermen to 
t-hc last extremity, and the Hon. Frank 
Cochrane is hopeful that a consider­
able proportion of these arrears will 
soon find their way into the treasury. 
The income under the consolidated 
revenue fund amounted to $2,128,772. 
an increase of $394,743; interest paid 
by the Dominion Government to $174. 
645. an increase of $94,041 ; interest 
from investment# $04,931, a decrease 
of $43,183; licenses, $577,771, which is 
about the same as in the preeeding 
year; sale of law stamps $95,695; Al- 
goma taxes $1,109, a decrease of $4, 
429; education $50,960, an increase of 
nearly $3,000.

Another sign of the times is found 
in the receipts from the Provincial 
Secretary's Department, which have 
decreased by $84,228 to $172,980, The 
revenue from the Game and Pisherie- 
Department amounted to $101,053, an 
increase of $33,942. and other sub­
stantial increases are in regard to the 
supplementary revenue and the suc­
cession duties. Income from supple 
mentary revenue amounted to $695. 
A82, an increase of $22,957, and the 
Succession duties to $1,134,898. an in 
crease of $313,206. while in addition 
there ia in the Treasurer's hands $19. 
750 deposited in lieu of bonds for the 
payment of unsettled estates. A 
shrinkage of $58,726 took place in 
regard to what is classed as casual 
revenue, the total amount of which 
was $105,709. Receipts from the 
Temiskamine & Northern Ontario am­
ounted to $.350,000. an increase of 8115, 
910.

THE EXPENDITURES.
Coming to expenditures, the reader 

of the accounts is reminded that last 
▼ear a general election took place. 
The total expenditure under the con­
solidated revenue fund was $6,537,704, 
an increase of $737,578. One of the 
chief items of increase, and one in re­
gard to which the < ippositiou will 
doubtless make some inquiry, comes un­
der the head of miscellaneous service, 
where the increases in comparison with 
the preceding year amounted to no 
lft* a sum than $271,316. The cost of 
education increased by $205,462, and 
maintenance of public institutions by 
$36,444. A decrease of about $0,000 
took place in regard to the cost of the 
industries carried on at the Central Pri­
son, but at the same time there was a 
falling off in the revenue from that 
source of $14,314. An additional item of 
expenditure was $176,557 for new nor­
mal schools, while the expenditure on 
other public works amounted to $142 - 
966.

The expenditures under special 
statutes amounted to $639,303, au in­
crease of $52,141, which is practically 
accounted for by the additional pay­
ments to the University. The cost of 
the Canadian Mining "institute trip 
through northern Ontario was $3,000, 
while $5,000 was paid as a grant to 
the Fernie fire sufferers. The trips 
of the members of the Cabinet to 
England cost the Province $2,410, of 
which the Premier is credited with- 
$1,040, the Minister of Education $670, 
and the former Minister of Agriculture 
$700. The sending of an horticultural 
exhibit to England cost $2,453. In the 
payment of wolf bounties the Govern­
ment expended $16,896. The elections 
cost the Province $119,561; revision of 
the voters" lists, $6,833; preparation 
of voters’ lists, $10,641. The arbitra­
tion for the adjustment of accounts be- 

; tween Ontario, Quebec and the Domin­
ion resulted in an expenditure of $3,- 
761, and the Hydro-electric Commission 
$62,139, an increase of $11,616. Under 
the head of sundry investigations $3,- 
878 is put down, of which Controller 
Geary received $1,000 for services in 
connection with the Royal Commission 
on Insurance. On the Provincial Mine 
•t Cobalt $30,648 was expended, and the

income from this source is put at $12,- 
592. The new wing of Osgoode Hall 
cost $40,000, and among the other ex­
penditures is $100,000, the amount of 
the Provincial grant to the Tercenten­
ary fund.

THE LIABILITIES.
During the past year over three 

millions of indirect liability has been 
wiped out, including the Sault guar­
antee of $1,000,000, and $1,700,000 in 
the adjustment of accounts between 
the Province and the Dominion. In 
laying the accounts before the House 
the Provincial Treasurer remarked 
that never before since confederation 
had they been brought down so early 
in the year, while in volume they 
were a record.

REWARD FOR MURDERER.
Before the orders of the day were 

called Mr. Gordon C. Wilson (North 
Wentworth), called . the attention of 
the Government to the brutal murder 
which had occurred in Hamilton, and 
asked if it was proposed to offer a 
Provincial reward for the apprehen­
sion of the guilty party.

Hon J. S. Hendrie, for the Gov­
ernment, said that the matter had 
been already before the Cabinet, and 
it was the intention of the Govern­
ment to offer a substantial reward in 
the case.

HUSBAND 
OUR RESOURCES
Interesting Report on North Ameri­

ca’s Natural Resources.

A Large Part of People’s Wealth 
Squandered.

Proposals Made For a Permanent 
Commission.

Ottawa, Feb. 26.—The report of the 
Canadian commissioners to the Inter­
national Conference at Washington on 
the conservation of the natural re­
sources of North America was pre­
sented to Parliament to-day. The re­
port is signed by Hon. Sydney Fisher, 
Hon. Clifford Sifton and Dr. Beland, 
M. P. It embodies the unanimous find­
ings and recommendations of the repre­
sentatives of Canada, the United States, 
Mexico and New found land as to the 
principle which should guide the policy 
of the Government of each country in 
taking active measures to prevent fur­
ther waste and extravagance in the 
disposal of the natural heritage of the 
people, and to conserve for the future 
the forests, waters, lands and minerals.

The recommendations, while not in 
any way binding on any of the coun­
tries concerned, form a common basis 
for legislation on one of the most im­
portant subjects of the national policy 
which can engage the attention of Par­
liament. The members of the conference 
found that the waste of natural re­
sources in Canada, the United States and 
Mexico was practically the same, and 
starting from this common basis a unan­
imous agreement was reached as to the 
recommendations to l>e made to their 
respective Governments.

The "active principle of these recom­
mendations is that each country shall 
appoint a Conservation Commission and 
shall make an inventory of the national 
resources. This first step will, it is 
understood. lie undertaken in the near 
future by each country, and the princi­
ple recommended by the conference as a 
guide to the future disposal of the 
natural resources will probably he grad­
ually embodied in legislation.

HUSBAND PUBLIC UTILITIES.
In brief, the report recommends a 

world’s conference on conservation ; 
lie adoption of the principle that timber, 
water, lands, minerals, water powers, 
fuel and other natural resources should 
bo regarded as public utilities and pro­
tected from monopoly and waste; tha-t 
extensive forest reservations should lie 
created under the control of trained 
forestry officers: that a more adequate 
system of fire protection should l>e es­
tablished under Government supervision 
on all forest lands; that the taxation 
on standing timber should lie so regu­
lated as to encourage reforestation, and 
owners of land suited for agricultural 
purposes should ho encouraged to re­
forest; that no private monopoly of 
water powers should be allowed, and 
leases should he granted only for limited 
periods and subject to Government con­
trol of rates, and that irrigation works 
should be under the Government rather 
than private control.

Dealing first with the relation of the 
conservation movement to the public 
health, the commissioners urge that 
‘•facts which cannot be questioned de­
monstrate that immediate action is 
necessary to prevent further pollution, 
mainly by sewage, of the lakes, rivers 
and streams throughout North America." 
Dealing with the question of forests, the 
report says: ‘"We regard the wise use of 
effective protection, especially from fire, 
and the prompt renewal of the forests 
on land lie«t adapted to such use, as a 
oublie necessity and hence a public duty 
devolving noon all forest owners alike, 
whether public, corporate or individual.

“We consider the creation of manv 
and large forest reservations and their 
permanent maintenance .under Govern­
ment control absolutely essential to 
the public welfare."

Aoart from fire, the principal cause 
of forest destruction is unwise and im­
provident cutting, which, m many cases, 
has resulted in widespread iniurv to the 
climate and the streams. It is therefore 
of the first importance that all hinder­
ing operations should le carried on under 
a svstem of rigid regulation.

Of the subject of conservation of 
waterways and natural reservoirs the 
report says: “We recognize the waters 
as a primary resource, and we regard 
their uses for domestic and municipal 
supply, irrigation, navigation and power 
ns interrelated public uses and properly 
subject to public control.

“We regard the monopoly of waters, 
and especially the monopoly of water 
power, as peculiarly threatening. No 
rights to the use of waterpowers in 
streams should hereafter he granted in 
perpetuity. Each grant should he con­
ditioned upon prompt development, con­
tinued operation and the payment of 
proper compensation to the public for the 
rights enjoyed, and should be for a 
definite period only. Such period should 
he no longer than is required for the 
reasonable safety of the investment. The 
public authority should retain the right 
to readjust at stated periods the com­
pensation to the public and to regulate 
the rates charged, to the end that undue 
profit or extortion may l>e prevented.

CLOTHING BURNED OFF.

Montreal Lineman in a Very Danger­
ous Position.

Montreal. Feb. 26. —Victdr Legault, 
lineman of the Montreal Light, Heat 
& Power Company, had a narrow es­
cape from death to-day. While on 
a pole 65 feet from the ground lie 
Touched a live wire carrying 2,000 
volts. His clothing became ignited, 
and lie faced death by electricity and 
fire, and liy a plunge to the sidewalk. 
His companion worked his way up to 
Ivegault and extricated him from the 
wires, and assisted him to the ground. 
Legault, it was found, had suffered se­
vere burns about the face and neck, 
while his clothing had been practically 
burned from his body. Ilis comrade had 
his hair and moustache singed. After 
being treated in the Hospital, Legault 
resumed work on the poles.

Women Won’t Vote Became They 
Can’t Find Men Worth Voting For.

New York, Feb. 26.—-Lady Cook, pro­
minent in the advocacy of the cause of 
woman suffrage here and in England, 
arrived here to day on the steamer Adri­
atic from Europe. She declared that 
woman’s battle for the suffrage was al­
ready won. Only the working out of 
minor details was left, she asserted, the 
principle having been established.

She said her work here would be prin­
cipally in giving advice in the suffra­
gette movement and aiding in adminis­
tering its affairs. Her health was not 
such as to admit of her taking a more 
active part, she said.

As to whether women would make 
use of the privilege of the ballot when 
they had obtained it, Lady Cook said 
that she believed they would accept it 
as a matter of course.

“Probably, however, many women will 
not vote, because they will not find a 
man worthy of voting for among the 
candidates," she added.

THE BLIND.
Ontario Initiation For the Educa­

tion of the Blind.

Principal Gardiner Makes an Ap­
peal For the Sightless.

The thirty-seventh annual report of 
the Ontarion Institution for the Educa­
tion of the Blind, a neatly printed and 
handsomely illustrated booklet of sixty 
pages, has come to our table, "with the 
compliments of Herbert Fairbairn Gar­
diner, principal." Iv contains the usual 
detailed statements of the work under­
taken and accomplished for and by the 
123 pupils enrolled in the session of 
1907-8, with separate reports front the 
physician, oculist ami the examiners 
in the literary and musical departments, 
also statistics with regard to the ages, 
nationalities, religions, residences, etc., 
of the pupils, and a record of the several 
entertainments given during the year, 
transcribed from the local newspapers.

The principal seems to entertain pret­
ty lofty ideas with regard to the quali­
fications of teachers, for he says: “To 
teach the blind one requires as much 
knowledge as is needed to teach the 
sighted, with an additional stock of in­
dustry and of patience, and above all 
with an unselfish, a truistic disposition 
—love of work and an unfailing interest 
in those for whom the work has to lie 
done. The seeker for personal ease, the 
person who feels chronically overworked 
and underpaid, the one who proposes to 
do nothing more than the letter of the 
contract calls for, is out of place in a 
school for the blind, and none are more 
quick to "see through” such a misfit 
than the blind children. He likes to get 
charge of the children in good time, for 
in the summary of the proceedings of 
the convention of instructors of the 
blind, held at Indianapolis, last July, 
we find him saying, in reply to a re­
mark that a young child, who had a 
good home, should not be brought to 
a school for the blind. "It all depended 
on the definition of a good home. There 
were homes in which food was abundant 
and clothing plentiful, but the mistaken 
kindness of the parents and other rela­
tives kept the child from being self­
helpful, developed selfishness and ugly 
temper, and caused physical weakness 
through improper feeding and over-in­
dulgence. Sometimes the loving mother 
was the child’s worst enemy." In a sub­
sequent discussion on the management, 
of incorrigibles Mr. Gardiner is reported 
as saying that "if the principal became 
well acquainted with the pupils, by en­
couraging them to talk freely to him 
out of class hours, he could generally 
find Some avenue to the bed boy’s heart, 

I awaken pride and ambition and inspire 
in him that self-respect which leads to 

j industry and good behavior. But some­

times all efforts fail, and if the incor­
rigible is doing more harm to the school 
than the school is. doing good to him, 
he must go out."

A pleasing feature of the annual re­
port i> the evidence of the interest tak­
en by the management of the school in 
the ex-pupils, ae shown by notes of what 
they are, doing to make their place in 
the world, and earn a living, and by ap­
preciative letters from ex-pupils and 
their friends. Thus one blind man writes 
of having earned ."*42 p^r week for two 
years, and the father of another writes: 
“I thank you very much for your an­
nual report. We love to hear about the 
work that you and your officers are do­
ing for the blind. It is a Godsend that 
my son was sent to Brantford. He is do­
ing much better than we ever expected. 
He has been self-supporting for the last
year. He is doing the tuning for the------
piano company at present. Besides tun­
ing. he started the violin at Brantford. 
When he came home, we got him a 
teacher, so he can make a few dollars 
from dancing parties at nights. In oth­
er words, if it had not been for your 
school I do not think he would have 
been anything. He has started a bank 
account and he is very anxious for work 
and he is quite happy. Again thanking 
you and your staff for many kindnesses 
when at school, and wishing your school 
success."

Considerable space is devoted to the 
claims of the adult blind, who outnum­
ber the blind under twenty years of 
age by nine to one, and quotations are 
given to show that Canada and the 
United States are away behind Great 
Britain and the continent of Europe in 
the collection of information about this 
most deserving class and making provi­
sion for their employment. “It would 
lie wrong to suppose that the blind in 
Europe live in an economic paradise. 
The condition of the blind will always 
he hard enough anywhere. \\ hatever 
is done for him by the schools, by the 
Legislatures and others technically in 
authority, the blind man will lie your 
neighlior, and we must see that he is 
helped to produce what he can. and that 
he sells the product. It is cheaper to 
teach him to earn his bread than it is 
to give it to him."

In the paragraph on “Visitors" men­
tion is made of the visits of Sir Fred­
erick Bridge, and of the Minister and 
Deputy Minister of Education during 
the session. Visitors are welcomed in 
school hours from Monday to Friday in­
clusive. “We have hundreds of visitors 
during the year from Ontario and the 
other Provinces of Canada, as well as a 
few from the United States and Europe, 
and we think that most, if not all, of 
them carried away the belief that this is 
the proper place for a blind child, or one 

I with defective sight, to come to for an 
J education. There is nothing mysterious 
• —nothing to conceal -about the institu­

tion and its work. We want all the peo

I pie of Ontario, who help to pay for the 
maintenance of the institution, to under­
stand its objects and its methods; then 

* every eligible blind child in the Pro­
vince will be advised and assisted to

come to us for help and instruction, 
and the usefulness of the institution 
will be extended."

Charles Warner, the English actor, 
xvho recently committed suicide in a New 
Y'ork hotel, is best known for his real­
istic port, ay a! of a drunkard. The play 
“Drink,” an adaptation of Zola’s “J/As­
sommoir," was almost ns much of a fix­
ture with him as "Monte C’risto” has 
been with James O’Neill in this country. 
It was said when he came to America in 
l!H)3,that he had appeared in this play 
0,000 times. At that limé Mr. Warner 
declared that he had appeared in “Drink" 
in every town in England, and that he 
Scarcely remembered any other role than 
that of (. ou peau in that play.

Although Warner was best known, es­
pecially in America, in this one play, he 
*iad enacted a great many part- on hi- 
way to the high places in the theatrical 
world. One day’s work alone during th • 
early stage- of his career consisted of 
the study of Bucks tone’s part in “Like 
A» Two Peas.” Stephen Plum in "AI!

COMMENTARY—I. Philip preach­
ing in Samaria (vs. 4-13). Because of 
the terrible persecution which came 
upon the church under Saul’s lead­
ership (v. 3) the disciples who here­
tofore had centralized in Judea were 
“scattered abroad” (v. 4). The per­
secution thus became a blessing be­
cause they went “everywhere” preach­
ing the gospel. It was at this time 
that Philip, one of the seven deacons 
(Acte 6: 5), went to a city in Samaria 
preaching, casting out unclean spirits 
and healing diseases. Among the con­
verts was one Simon, a scorcerer, 
who filled the people with amazement 
at the wonderful things which he did.
who was baptized and continued with ness; Simon only desires the aversion of

is a metaphor denoting the moral cor­
ruption of the wicked heart. “Gall of 
bitterness” is a most forceful expression 
denoting “the very quintessence of de­
pravity.” Bond of iniquity—That is, he 
not only had a wicked heart, but his 
life was wicked. He was bound by sinful 
habits as with a chain. Incidentaily here 
is a strong argument against what is 
called “baptismal regenertion.” Simon 
had been baptized by Philip (v. 13)— 
and whatever the mode, it must hax~e 
been the correct one—and now Peter 
tells him he is in the “gall of bitter­
ness.”

Last week we were all bemoaning the 
death of great, good Coquelin, the elder, 
the doyen of the French acting com­
munity, the friend and benefactor of so 
many. This week there is the death of 
the younger Coquelin to chronicle; this 
wae. in a way. lees to be regretted, as 
for months past he has been in a Maison 
de Santé, from which few of his friends 
expected to see him emerge. His nerv­
ous breakdown was sod and sudden ; one 
evening when wanted for rehearsal he 
had disappeared, ami later was found 
sitting on the steps of a far away church 
muttering incoherently. This illneis <.f 
the mind was a great grief to the elder 
brother, and some think had an <ffeet 
on his health, though when I had the 
pleasure of meeting him several times 
at Point aux Dames this summer T 
thought him in the heat of health ard 
spirits, quite boyish and rollicking, in 
fact. At one of his outdoor fetes, in the 
open air theatre of which 1 told ycu, 
he was very funny. Having a little 
paper fan with me. just one of the 
Parisian painted affaire, but, stier.gely

The 
people of Sudbury sav yes, and they 
ought to know—having the greatest 
nickel deposits of the world at their 
doors they say this will be surpassed 
by the output of silver, and possibly 
gold, from the Gowganda district 
in the near future.

Silver Queen directors’ decision to 
suspend dividends has aroused the ire 
of many shoreholders, who arc inun­
dating the head office with letters of 
protest.

The Passenger Department of the 
Grand Trunk Railway say indications 
point to a rush to the Sturgeon Lake 
gold fields as soon as the anow is off 
the ground to adroit of prospecting.

The sorting 
trade is quiet, owing to unfavorable 
weather during the earlier part of the 
week, but spring business continues to 
come along nicely and goods are being 
rushed forward. There is little complaint 
about collections, although they are 
slower than those of last month.

COAL AND STEEL.
(Toronto Saturday Night.)

The small shareholder is beginning to 
realize that the stocks of the Dominion 
Coal and Dominion Steel companies are 
but the plaything of a few Canadian 
millionaire-. Among those whose names 
appear on the board of directors of these 
corporations are the wealthiest citizens 
of Montreal and Toronto. Most of these 
gentlemen started at the speculative end 
of the coal nml steel proposition. There 
was no Carnegie among them, who 
might have insisted upon the building 
up of the industry first. They got the 
ear of the Government, and many a 
small investor was induced to take stock 
solely in consequence of the large boun­
ties to be obtained by flic companies 
from the public crib. The development 
of the business has thus far not been 
of much moment either to the progress 
of Nova Scotia or to the Dominion. 
Fium a pecuniary standpoint, the suc­
cess of the clique has not. been any thing 
to brag about, but their speculations 
have been successful in dragging in a. 
great lot of )wx>rer Canadians, many of 
whom ha\e been stripped of their re­
sources. The recent movements in the 
prices of these securities were not the 
first or second that have attracted the 
outride public, and in all instances have 
the manipulators obtained the bag.

It may he a good thing that the hanks 
refuse to lend funds on the stock of the 
Steel Company. They no doubt have lit­
tle confidence in its value, but that is 
no Wrier to the speculations of 
wealthy men. who can always manage to 
secure the needful, if necessary, by the 
pledging of their higher-class securities. 
Within a week or two we have seen a 
rise of 15 points or so followed by a de­
cline of 10. Even a wider range has oe- 
cured in coal. Many small holders, even 
though they have their stock paid for in 
full, became frightened by these spas­
modic movements, and the result was 
they were sold out near the bottom. Of 
course, it may lie truly said the whole 
thing was a gamble, but investors are 
just as liable to be squeezed out a« spec­
ulators, when such reckless manipula­
tive tactics are indulged in bv so-called 
inside interests.

MORE EMPLOYEES—LESS WORK
At a recent meeting of the Metropol­

itan Water Board of London. England, 
reported in the London Morning Post, 
it was stated that the anticipated de­
ficit for the current fiscal year would 
be nearly $400,000. One of the mem 
bers. My. Mu «grave. gave some figures 
which are very interesting in this con­
nection. He stated that five years ago, 
when the water was being supplied bv' 
several private companies their em­
ployees numbered only 581. Now, in 
spite of the consolidation under the 
municipal authorities, their employees 
number 792.

In other words it takes 37 per cent, 
more municipal employees to <lo*the 
same work that was done by the pri­
vate employees, for there has been al­
most no increase in the amount of wa­
ter supplied. In fact the larger number 
of employees under the board are ac­
tually accomplishing less, because the 
l>oard pays the Bank of England more 
than $60.000 a year to handle some 
financial matters which under private 
management were taken care of by the 
companies’ employees.

BRICKS FROM REFUSE.

English Process Which Turns Garbage
Into Useful Building Blocks.

At Woolwich and at Nelson, England, 
garbage is incinerated in furnaces. The 
combustion gases, after heating boilers 
in which steam is produced for the gen­
eration of an electric lighting current, 
flow through tubes surrounded by air, 
which is thus heated to 300 degrees F„ 
and is then blown through the furnaces. 
The operation leaves a large quantity 
of clinkers, composed of silica, alumina, 
lime and iron, with a litttlc magnesia, 
potash and soda, which is utilized in 
making sand-lime brick. The ground 
clinkers are mixed with quick lime and 
about 10 per cent. of water, to form a 
soft mortar, which is stored in brick 
cisterns for a day or two to insure the 
complete slaking of the lime, and then 
goes to the brick-making machine. The 
fresh bricks are placed in closed vessels 
and subjected for eight or ten hours to 
the action of steam at eight atmos­
pheres pressure. When taken out the 
bricks are. sufficiently hard for imme­
diate use.

The hardening is Caused, a» in the 
case of ordinary sand-lime brick, says 
the Scientific American, by the combin­
ation of the lime with the silica of the 
clinkers, at (he high temperature of the 
steamer. The quality of the Nelson 
garlrntre brick is equal to that of good 
blue Staffordshire brick, except that it 
is rather more hygroscopic. Large 
building blocks and pavement tiles are 
made by similar processes.

Coloring an Abyssinian Bride.
Western brides have an easier time 

than their Abyssinian sisters. On the oc 
casion of her marriage an Abyssinian 
bride has to change her skin.

From ebony she has to become the 
color of cafe au lait. To accomplish 
this the expectant bride is shut up in a 
room for three months. She is covered 
with woollen stuff, with the exception 
of her head ; then they burn certain 
green and fragrant branches. The fumes 
which they produce destroy the original 
skin and in its place comes the new >kin. 
soft and clear as a baby’s. The elders of 
the family feed the young woman with 
nutritive forcemeat balls.—From the 
London Globe.

If 
the garden is very sheltered some of the 
stronger growing of the dwarf teas 
could be utilized, and from the free 
flowering polyant ha group delightful 
little hedges van be made that woudl 
grow to a height of three or four fv#t.

Burlesque Imitations of the Murders 
of King and Crown Prince.

Police Made 200 Arrests—Soldiers 
Cleared the Streets.

Lisbon, Feb. 21$, via the frontier.— 
The carnival celebration held in Lisbon 
this week resulted in serious rioting and 
a number of encounters with the police, 
during which numerous people were 
more or less injured, and about 200 ar­
rests were made.

The precautions taken by the author­
ities were successful in preventing any 
demonstrations early in the month on 
the first anniversary of the assassina­
tions of King Carlos and the Crown 
Prince, but the population took advan­
tage of the carnival time to indulge in 
the manifestations they wanted to hold 
three weeks ago. The assassinations of 
February 1. 1908. were repeatedly en­
acted at various points throughout Lis­
bon hv persons made up to represent 
the late King Carlos and the Crown 
Prince, Queen Amelie, Prince Manuel 
and the regicides. Costa and Buissa, as 
they were attired on the day of the 
tragedy, while other groups carrying 
coffins containing skeletons t<> represent 
King Carlos and their own Prince gave 
representations of the funeral proces­
sion to an accompaniment of blasphe­
mous songs.

The police were completely taken by 
surprise, and when they trio<k to stop 
the scandalous proceedings tnc lower 
classes sided with the masqueraders, 
and received them with volleys of 
stones.

To Afford Opportunity for Adoration 
of Statesman's Spirit.

A singular incident Inis happened at 
the city of Lu Chou Fu, a famous spot 
140 miles up the Yangtze from Nanking. 
This important city was the home of the 
celebrated Li llung Chang, whose visit 
to Europe and then to America created 
such great interest a few year* since. 
Within its walls is a fine school, to 
which is attached a great hospital, both 
built with funds left by him for the pur­
pose. By the side of these two estab­
lish ment# now stands a new and splen­
did temple, one of the finest ever erect­
ed in China.

It has been built in accordance with 
the universal custom of ancestor wor­
ship, but further in order to afford ap­
port unity for the adoration of the spirit 
to the great statesman, not only by him 
own relatives, but by the public gener­
ally. Li Hung Chang has been pro­
claimed a deity, and thus one more nas 
been added to the countless gods in the 
Chinese pantheon.

This temple is 400 feet loug and 75 
feet wide. A series of open courts, sur­
rounded bjr columns, lead back lo the 
sanctuary. The cost of the structure 

£40,000. But the tomb of Li Hung 
Cluing is not here, for he was buried five 
miles away from the city, and close by 
the sepulchre is another fine ancestral 
temples. They own two-thirds of the 
yet another large temple belonging *o 
another brandi of the same immensely 
wealthy family.

It is said that the several branches of 
the family have at least a quarter of a 
million sterling invested in ancestral 
temples. They own two-thirds of the 
land twenty-five miles east of the city. 
—Pall Mall Gazette.

Ancient Guild of Lightermen.
By the passing of the Port- of Ivondou 

bill the powers and privileges of ont; of 
the city’s most ancient guilds—-the Wat­
ermen and Lightermen*» Oomj>any—will 
eut her entirely pass away or he curtail­
ed almost out of recognition. The origin 
of the company is almost lost in the dim 
past, but its important bearing on all 
matters relating to the user of the high­
way of the Thames has been enormous, 
and its charities have accumulated to 
auch ar extent that it possesses its own 
almhouses and maintains some 500 pen­
sioners. These charities will not be in- 
itcrfered with, but the company’s im­
mense authority as the licensing body 
for all watermen and lightermen on the 
Thames will come to aji end when the 
Port of London body is formed, except 
in so far that until further arrange­
ments are made the guild will continue 
to issue licenses on behalf of the port 
authority, but will cea-se to exercise any 
jurisdiction over the holders of licensee 
-who number between 5,000 aJid 6,000— 

in case of misconduct. The powers of 
the guild in connection with the regis­
tration and measurement of lighters and 
small boats plying on the river will also 
pass away, and indeed, except in regard 
to such duties as may for the time being 
be delegated to it by the Port of Lon­
don Authority, this ancient company, 
with its centuries of power over the 
Thames, will simply become but a mem 
ory and a name.—Glasgow Herald’s Lon-
