St John March 6—The United Grand
Lodge of England, the mother grand
Lodge of Freemasonry, is arranging
to mark the final declaration of peace
by a great celebration in London in
June next. It is to extend from the
23rd to the 30th of the month, and so
will include the festival of St. John in
the summer. A cablegram has been
received this week inviting the Grand
Master and the Grand Secretary ot
the Grand Lodge of New Brunswick
to be present as guests of the Unitad
Grand Lodge. As there are some
eighty Grand Lodges throughout the
world in fraternal relation with Eng-
land. it would seem that this proposed
gathering will be the most represent-
ative, as it certainly wil' be the larg-
est in the history of Freemasonry.

In recent years two notable Masonic
meetings have been held in London.
The first was on the occasion of the
jubilee of her late Majesty, and the
great concourse of ten thousand prom-
inent Masons of Great Britain met in
Albert Hall, presided over by the then
Grand Master, the Prince of Wales.
Such another great assemblage cel-
ebrated the 200th anniversary of the
formation of the Grand Lodge of Eng-
land in June 1917, the present Grand
Master, H.R.H. the Duke of Connaught
being in the chair.
