To the Electors of New Brunswick :
Gentlemen : The statement has been 

made with such persistency for weeks past, 
in the newspaper press, that a general elect­
ion for the provincial legislature will take 
place this fall, that the official announcement 
of a dissolution of the assembly, which his 
honor the lieutenant governor, on the ad­
vice of his ministers, now permits me to 
make, will occasion no surprise.

The reasons which have influenced the 
government in shortening the ordinary 
legislative term, and making an appeal to 
the country at the present time rather than 
six months hence cannot be far to seek; and 
must have not only suggested, but com­
mended themselves already to the public 
judgment, otherwise the government’s in­
tention as to dissolution would not have 
been predicted with such confidence and so 
considerable an approach to accuracy, al­
most, I may say, before members of the 
executive tlAmselves had begun seriously 
to consider the question.

It will occur to anyone whose attention 
is directed to the study of political move­
ments, that a government

Which haa Nothing to Fear
but everything to gain from an examination 
of its record upon merits of that record 
alone, would greatly prefer that people 
should be enabled to express their opinion 
upon its conduct of affairs, unemburassed 
by the pendency of the greater issues in­
volved in an election for the federal parlia­
ment, Such an opportunity seems to offer 
now, and we fear might not be afforded the 
electors of the province later, if we should 
defer our appeal to you until the country 
was either in the midst of, or had just passed 
through a federal contest,

I shall gladly allow my name to be offered 
to the convention shortly to be called to­
gether, for’nomination as a candidate, with 
my colleague, Mr. Ferris, for the represent­
ation of the county of Queens, which county 
did me the honor of returning me in 1892 
as one of its representatives by an almost 
unprecedented majority.

In soliciting at your hands a renewal of 
the confidence which I have enjoyed for the 
past thirteen years as the leader of the pro­
vincial government, it will not he deemed 
unfitting that I should .

Take a Hasty Glance
at the manner in which my colleagues and 
myself have managed your affairs during 
that period, and at a portion, at least, of the 
work, both legislative and administrative, 
we have been able to accomplish.

We claim to have given you during our 
tenure of office a vigorous, painstaking and 
businesslike administration. Our sessions 
of the legislature have been also shortened, 
while the public measures we have pro­
mote and placed upon the statute book, 
have been at least equal in quality and 
and greatly superior in volume to those of 
any proceeding government. The follow­
ing list of government measures, although 
by no means an exhaustive one, will con­
vey some idea of the variety and extent to 
which we have directed attention to legis­
lation of a useful character, although it 
takes no account of the vast number of acts 
passed during that period which, if not due 
entirely to our initiative, could not have 
been enacted without government counten­
ance and assistance :

An act protecting the lumber lands of the 
province.

An act to secure and prevent fishery 
rights in the waters running through the 
crown lands from being disposed of without 
value, and for the protection of the fisher­
ies in non-tidal waters.

The liquor lieerise act.
An act introducing the general system of I 

law stamps in legal proceedings.
Providing shorthand reporting in the 

courts.
Incorporation of joint stock companies 

letters [latent act.
An act in aid of the construction of rail­

ways.
An act for the extension of the franchise 

to women in municipal elections.

An act relating to agriculture.

New game laws.
An act relating to limited partnerships. 
New franchise act and election law.
An act to encourage dairying and estab­

lish butter and cheese factories.
An act to promote the’ education of the 

blind.

The Public Expenditure

Passing to what may be more properly 
called administrative work, we claim to 
have given you prudent and economical 
government. It has not escaped your ob­
servation that during recent years there 
have been such changes introduced in the 
methods of transacting business, and in all 
matters of clerical and official detail that 
the cost of almost all civic, municipal and 
corporate government has increased. An 
examination of the public accounts of the 
Dominion, as of those of our sister provin ces, 
will almost without exception show a con­
siderable, and in some instances a immense, 
increase in this class of governmental ex­
penditure. It would not, therefore, have 
justified complaint if our expenditure in this 
direction had also grown, hut we take pride 
in the fact that that class of expenditure 
which may be designated as controllable, is 
not only not greater, hut is less by thou­
sands of dollars annually than it was

When We Took Ofllee.

Do not misunderstand what I mean when I 
speak of controllable expenditure. Every 
expenditure is in a limited sense controll­
able, even that tipon education and the 
roads and bridges, but I wish to be under­
stood as referring to that portion of the 
public expenditure connected with the 
maintaining and operating of the executive 
government and legislature, and which is 
annual and recurrent. The items classified 
in the public accounts under the head of 
executive government, contingencies and 
legislature have always embraced what in 
the main has been called controllable ex­
penditure, and an examination of the blue 
books of the province exhibits the follow­
ing result :—

In 1882, the last year of the old govern­
ment, the charges in respect to these several 
services were as follows :—
Contingencies..................................$14,387 49
Executivegovernment...................  28.993 62
Legislature,..............................   27,633 30

Total......................................... $70,080 42
In 1893, the last full year of the present 

government, the figures arc as follows : (I 
do not compare 1894, which term was only 
for 10 months, and which for the purposes 
of comparison, would be unduly favorable 
to us :—
Contingencies.................................. $13,169 22
Executive government,...,............. 26,036 00
Legislature,.................................... 19,875 20

Total........................................ $59,080 42
Ï

This comparison could be followed up for 
all the intervening years between 1882 and 
1893, and for the years preceding 1882, but 
the result would not be materially varied, 
and the comparative figures would be much 
the same. It thus appears that while an 
increase in these charges would not have 
justified complaint, we are maintaining the 
services mentioned with at least equal effi­
ciency, and saving the large total of $11,000 
per year. Anyone who has in his possession 
the auditor general’s report for the years 
referred to, can himself easily very the 
accuracy of this statement, and, being true, 
the charges of extravagance which slip so 
glibly from the tongues of our opponents, I 
venture to say, are thereby completely and 
totally dispelled.

The Puhllo Debt.
Let roe now turn to the subject of the 

public debt. This, I regret to acknowledge, 
lias grown so that the annual interest is now 
$120,000, as against $45,000 in 1882, the last 
year of the former government. It will be 
remembered that it was in the session of 
1882 tliat the second largest railway subsidy 
act ever enacted was passed, and it is not too 
much to say that it has been in carrying out 
the engagements involved in that enactment 
that a very large proporation of the addi­
tional debt has been incurred. Almost all 
of it, I may say, has been so incurred, if I 
may except the cost of a few important 
public works and bridges, the construction 
of which could not in the public interests be 
deferred, and being permanent and costly 
works, could not be provided for out of the 
current revenue. The government has so 
managed the finances of the province during 
its term that we are not only now paying 
$80,000 a year more for interest on the public 
debt than in 1882; from $20,000 to $30,000 
more out of current revenue upon the roads 
and bridges ; $20 000 to $24,000 more than in 
1882 in aid of education ; $10,000 more for 
lunatic asylum, not to mention aid to the 
deaf and dumb institution, hoys’ industrial 
home, school for the blind, public hospitals, 
fisheries, game protection and various other 
charges unknown to previous governments, 
aggregating over $10,000, but we have done 
all this, I may say, substantially within the 
limitsoïour annual income.

Annual Revenue and Expenditure.
This result has been accomplished with­

out seriously disturbing the equilibrium 
between annual income and expenditure, 
an object, the attainment of which, let me 
say, we have steadily kept in view. I con­
cede that, owing to exceptionoljcauses, such 
as an occasional shortage in our territorial 
receipts from stnmpage, we have not been 
able to make every year’s income fully 
balance that year’s expenditure : but, if the 
total surplus for the past ten years be de­
ducted from the total deficits of the same 
period, and an allowance is made upon the 
balance for the sum actually paid out of 
revenue into the sinking-fund, it will be 
found that the total deficits for the full 10 
years is less than $40,000, a sum which 
would be entirely met by one single good 
year’s receipts from stumpage alone. The 
one disturbing, and, I may say, the only 
disturbing influence in provincial finances, 
is the bridge expenditure of the province. 
The demands upon the chief commissioner 
in this direction have been so pressing for 
many years past that he has found it 
wholly impossible to meet the needs of the 
country and at the same time keep strictly 
within the limits of the annual appropria­
tion for roads and bridges. The

Building of Many New Railways

throughout the country necessarily led to 
the opening up of innumberable new high­
ways in all directions so that the people 
might reacli the stations located upon the 
lines of theie railways, and with the open 
ing up of new highways the building of 
multitudes of new bridges thereupon fol­
lowed as a necessary consequence. The 
public works department adopted the policy 
of building bridges of iron and stone, in 
preference to wood, in as many suitable 
places as possible, and the government is 
convinced that while the present outlay, 
consequent upon the construction of pub­
lic works of this character, is much greater, 
its policy will prove in the end tq.be much 
more in the interest of true economy. The 
government, being fully sensible of the 
great importance of exercising the utmost 
economy, will continue to direct its best 
energies in the future, as it has in the past, 
to a careful husbanding of the resources of 
the province ; and to a reduction of expen­
diture whenever and wherever such reduc­
tion may be found consistent with main 
taining the efficiency of the public services.

In forming your judgement as to whether 
the government has not established a title 
to your continued confidence, I would ask 
you to recall the distinctive features of the 
reforms we advocated in opposition, and 
which, in 1882, yon gave us your mandate 
to execute. I would also ask you to com 
pare performance with promise. Let me 
mention a few of these reforms briefly.

We have shortened the sessions of the 
legislature and dispatched the business more 
promptly.

We have discontinued the use of a govern­
ment house as an official residence.

Wc have abolished the legislative council.
Wc have caused the crown lands, which 

were being depleted, to be conserved, and 
the fisheries which were being wasted, to 
be retained by the crown.

We reduced the number of members of 
the executive, the salaries of members of 
government, the speaker and other officials.

We abolished tho office of clerk of the 
crown, the governor’s private secretary, 
and reduced the official staff in various de­
partments.

We have practically abolished the office 
of queen’s printer, attaching the duties of 
that office to the deputy provincial secre­
tary of the province.

I mention these reforms, although they 
by no means exhaust the list, bat they will 
be accepted as evidence of our sincerity in 
executing the policy w.e laid down, and 
will justify the confident belief that when­
ever the occasion arises, we will be found 
as true reformers, ready, willing and able 
to prbmote all measures of a like character, 
which will be conducive to the public in­
terests.

The dissolution of the assembly not only 
offers the opportunity, bat imposes upon 
you the duty of deciding as to which of the 
two parties in the legislature, government 
or opposition, you deem it in your inter­
ests to entrust with the administration of 
affairs for another legislative term. The 
return of a sufficient majority of supporters 
of the present government is the only form 
in which you can constitutionally declare 
your preference for us over our opponents. 
I have no desire to press unduly a compari­
son of the two parties now before you on 
personal grounds, although individual fit­
ness and capacity to discharge the respon­
sible duties of an executive government, 
must always enter quite largely into the 
question of confidence in a government 
which is appealing to you for an expression 
of your judgement upon its acts. Hap­
pily, as I think, the people of New Brus- 
wick have always declined to examine the 
conduct of its government

By the Light of a Federal Candle,
or to dismiss the local administration be­
cause they approve or disapprove the policy 
of the party dominant for the time being at 
Ottawa.

The policy of the government is before 
you, and the record of its administration for 
a period of 13 years. The opposition, on the 
other hand, cannot be said to have any 
defined policy, unless a persistentand indis­
criminate criticism of the acts of the adminis­
tration may be dignified by that name. 
This criticism has, - moreover, been more 
pronounced and violent, and the charges of 
extravagance have been preferred against ns 
most vehemently when applied to such 
items of expenditure as their leader, during 
the considerable period he supported us 
himself, heartily commended and approved. 
Having apparently recognized that the con­
duct of pnbtic affairs by us, lias been such as 
to
Bender Criticism and Attack Ineffective,
they have on more than one occasion during 
the past three years, sought to weaken pub­
lic confidence in the administration by 
making against some of its members accu­
sations of corruption and misconduct in 
office, which have been on investigation 
utterly disproved. The effect of this method 
of public procedure, I venture to think, has 
been to discredit with a fair-minded public 
those who sought to obtain office by such 
means, and cannot have failed, I think to 
react upon those who have resorted to these 
methods. There would appear to be no 
sufficient ground for believing that the men 
who compose the opposition would give yon 
any more honest or capable government 
than that yon are now enjoying. Doubtless 
yon have taken occasion to observe some­
what closely and compare the conduct 
generally of the two parties during succes­
sive sessions of the legislature, and as events 
were transpiring have formed an opinion as 
to the relative capabilities and fitness of each 
to be charged with the management of the 
affairs of the province. If yon have done 
so, I feel that I can with confidence in the 
result ask yon to give affect at the polls to 
the opinion thus formed,

A move is about to be made, in several 
cities in Canada, to test the question 
whether under the law Dominion officials 
should be exempt from civic taxation, and 
Fredericton will be much interested in the 
result. In St. John the assessors taxed the 
Post Office Inspector and another official, 
who have paid- under protest, and the case 
is likely to go to the highest court, and in 
Ottawa the city council are making an 
attempt in the same direction. In the 
latter city the collector of customs and post 
office inspector have been selected "as ex­
amples, and the determination is expressed 
by the civic authorities to càrry the case 
to the privy council, should the authority 
of the city be disputed.

The Citizen says that the income of 
Dominion officials in Ottawa reaches the 
large sum of $750,000, the taxes of which 
would amodht to $15,000 annually. The 
gentlemen of the civil service enjoy all 
the advantages of their fellow citizens at 
the capital, and if the law exempts them 
from paying their proportion of the taxes, 
it is a bad law and should be repealed. 
An attempt was made som eighteen years 
ago to break down the barrier of privilege 
with which the civil servants are sur- 
sounded, by levying upon them the same 
as upon others; but it was unsuccessful. 
Mr. Leprohon, an official of the House of 
Commons, was selected to experiment 
upon, and in consequence the question 
came before the court of Queen’s Bench in 
September, 1877. The court decided in 
favor of the city, but Leprohon appealed 
to the Court of Appeal, where the decision 
of the bourt below was reversed. In giv­
ing judgment chancellor Spragge based his 
opinion upon the distribution of powers in 
the British North America act between 
the Dominion and the provinces. To the 
former is given by section 91, “ the fixing 
and providing for the salaries and allow­
ances of civil and other officers of tho 
Dominion of Canada.” Now, argued the 
chancellor, no province has the right to 
tax the salary of a Dominion civil servant, 
because if it could do so it would be reduc- 
iug by just so much the amount that the 
Dominion government thought his ser­
vices were worth ; and what a province 
cannot do directly it cannot empower a 
municipality to do. Therefore a Dominion 
civil servant is not liable to municipal 
taxation. This reasoning was adopted in 
New Brunswick in the case of Coates vs. 
the Town of Moncton, and has never since 
been challenged.

The Fredericton city council should 
imitate the action of the St. John and 
Ottawa civic authorities. We annually 
lose a large amount by the exemption in 
taxes of Dominion officials in this city. 
The Governor, three Judges, the Collector 
of Customs and his staff, the Postmaster 
and his assistants and others fall under 
the exemption. In most cases the salaries 
are large and could stand a generous con­
tribution to the civic treasury. For several 
years Sir John Allen absolutely declined 
the exemption, and tendered taxes to the 
city treasurer, but they were refunded.

Last evening the ex-Queen’s Printer's 
paper was beard from on the subject of 
the coming provincial election contest. 
The ex-Queen’s Printer, daring the period 
of more than twelve years that he held 
office under Mr. Blair’s government, had 
not a word to say against him. Although 
he now accuses Mr. Blair of almost every 
crime in the< calendar, it is only since he 
had to surrender his office that he has dis­
covered that Mr. Blair is a very bad man.
In March last he was according to Mr. 
Fenety’s paper, the natural leader of the 
Liberal party in New Brunswick, the., 
ablest and best representative of a great 
party, the most successful and the most 
capable premier this province ever had.

Blair, for the purpose of saving $2,000 or 
$3,000 a year of the public money, abolishes 
the office of Queen’s printer and deprived 
its occupant of the great profits he had 
been making. Thus Mr. Blair’s zeal for 
the public interests and his desire to re­
duce the public expenditure has been tha 
means of turning a fulsome and officious 
friend into a truculent and vindictive 
enemy.

Bt. John Gazette.
The Record of last evening contained an 

article attacking the local government, 
principally on the ground of its want of 
economy in administering the affairs of 
the province. This attitude is explained 
by the fact that the gentleman most 
largely interested in the paper, and who 
is also its editorial writer, has lately lost 
the fat office of Queen’s printer by reason 
of the government recently making re­
forms in connection with the public print­
ing, which will effect a great saving to the 
province. Mr. Fenety has for many years 
been drawing between four and five 
thousand dollars a year from the office of 
Queen’s printer, and while this was per­
mitted to continue, he saw much to admire 
in the conduct of the government. But 
when in the public interest, and in order 
that this money, instead of going into the 
pocket of Mr. Fenety, who had already 
grown rich at the public expense, should 
be made available for the various provin­
cial services, the late Queen’s printer calls 
upon the ^people to turn the government 
out.

It is understood that Mr. Fenety was 
not unwilling to be superannuated on an 
allowance of $1,500 a year, but the govern­
ment felt that there would be no justifi­
cation for saddling this cost upon the 
country, and refused to accede to Mr. 
Fenety’s request. The genial old party 
who has been compelled to relinquish a 
position which the public interest demand­
ed should be no longer allowed to exist, 
and who, out of the handsome surplus 
which he has laid by, has a newspaper, 
the editorinl chair of which he has appro­
priated as a matter of pleasant recreation, 
must not expect that the people will fait 
to see in these outbursts of hostility to the 
government are due to his loss of a fat 
office.

Mr. Fenety, in assuming charge of the 
Record, treated the public to a mushy de­
liverance of his work of a reformer, and 
what he had accomplished as editor of the 
Morning News. He poses now as one of 
the greatest reformers of the past, but like 
all other reformers Mr. Fenety stowed 
himself away in the comfortable berth of 
Queen’s printer at the earliest opportunity. 
He is said to have accumulated a snug for­
tune of over a hundred thousand dollars. 
His total profits from the office, which his 
energy as a reformer secured for himt 
could not have been less than $200,000 
during the period which he held it. This 
was not too bad for a man who boasts of 
cutting down the salaries of others. The 
loss of this lucre-producing crib has caused 
him many a severe heart ache, for although 
rich, Mr. Fenety is not tired of accumu­
lating wealth.

of getting control of the government, than 
Jimmy Crockett has of becoming bishop 
of Fredericton. So the opposition con­
vention was left to the understrappers, the 
small fry, whose chief ability is to snarT 
and bite at Mr. Blair, just as the little curs 
follow the big mastiff and endeavor to 
attract his attention. Shades of Wilmot, 
and Fisher, and Fraser, and Blair, did 
anybody ever think that Herman Pitts 
and John Black, and Capt. Howe and 
Nackawick Finder, would have the as­
surance to aspire to represent York in the 
legislature.

W. K. Allen was not nominated, de­
clining for reasons which all must respect, 
but there is an undertow in his refusal. 
It is known that Mr. Allen was heartily 
sick of the company he was in, and al­
most any self-respecting man would feel 
the same. To journey around the country 
in a dime museum show, was more than 
Mr. Allen cared to repeat, and hence he 
is not on the “ticket.” But Mr. Black 
is there, just where he has been scheming 
to get. There is no position from singing 
in the cathedra) choir to the premiership 
of Great Britain, which Mr. Black con­
siders himself unfitted to fill, but his 
overpowering ambitionVill get a set back 
on the 16th of October, anno domini 1895. 
Mr. Black’s idea is that his own popu­
larity (?) coupled with Pitts’ backers and 
the boodle which the party expect to col­
lect from a long-suffering public, will pull 
him into the legislature, but the county 
of York has no use for such men at the 
present time. It is true, this constituency, 
inflamed by sectarian appeals and stuffed 
with the grossest falsehoods, did cast a 
grave reflection on its intelligence in 1892, 
but the lesson has been learned, and the 
act will not be repeated.

We need not enlarge on the 
representative and respectable character 
of the meeting ; the names of many of 
those present, are published elsewhere, 
and speak for themselves.

It was quite fitting that nomination 
should first be offered to Hon. Mr. Blair 
and his old colleagues who on former 
occasions carried the party to victory, and 
that the convention should grow en 
thnsiastic as the Attorney General re­
ferred to the causes which led to the 
defeat of 1892 and the glorious prospects 
of to-day. Mr. Blair spoke with all his 
old fire and dash, and was most cordially 
received. The addresses to of Messrs. 
Wilson, Colter and Anderson and the 
candidates were couched in hopeful terms, 
and showed that all of them mean busi­
ness in this campaign.

The ticket nominated will command 
the respect and strong support of the 
electors of York, and stand to carry the 
government banner to victory on the 
16th.

Hon. F. P. Thompson needs no intro­
duction to the electors. He has served 
in both branches of the local legislature, 
and always proved a firm and unflinching 
friend to his constituency. He is one of 
our most successful business men, a 
forcible speaker and a gentleman with 
few personal enemies. Mr. Thompson’s 
name is a tower of strength to £he party.

Mr. Anderson is an old stager, and is 
one of the most popular men in the county. 
He did not care to re-enter political life, 
but his friends would not listen to his re­
fusal, and he is on deck again to win.

Mr. Whitehead is well known all over 
the county as a keen, successful business 
man, popular to a large degree, familiar 
with all the county’s interests, and a true 
man in every sense of the word. He is a 
native of the parish of Dumfries, and will 
bring great strength to the ticket.

At the present writing we are not in a 
position to state positively whether Mr, 
Campbell will accept the nomination ten­
dered him or not.

Everywhere throughout the pro­
vince strong tickets are formed in the 
government interest, while in the majo­
rity of the constituencies the men being 
put up by the opposition are merely on 
hand to prevent election of government 
supporters by acclamation. The victory 
is already practically won for the govern­
ment, but there should be no cessation of 
work until the polls are closed. We look 
for the election of at least ten government 
supporters on nomination day, next Wed­
nesday, by acclamation. And in every 
county the prospects are bright. There 
is no constituency in the province in 
which the government have not a good 
fighting chance, as there are none which 
can be counted confidently to return op­
position supporters.

What does York propose to do about it. 
Is it the desire of the electors of this 
county to remain for four years longer in 
opposition? Are they willing that the 
magnificent endorsement which the gov­
ernment is to receive on the 16th shall be 
placed on record without themselves hav­
ing a hand in it? Are they so enthused 
with the record of the county in the past 
three years, as to desire its continuance ? 
We do not believe they are. The country 
has had about all it can stand of the Pin- 
der-Pitts combination, and will relegate 
its members to their former obscurity on 
the 16th inst.

The Kings county Liberal and local 
governmeet conventions, Thursday, both 
nominated Mr. White, Geo. W. Fowler, 
and Mr. Scovil. .Mr, Fowler led the op­
position ticket in 1892, and has been con­
spicuous as one of the counsel for the 
Orangemen in the Bathurst School inves­
tigation. The ticket is a very strong one 
and will carry Kings without much dif­
ficulty.

Friends of the government everywhere 
will be delighted to hear that Mr. C. B. 
Harrison has reconsidered his decision 
not to contest Snnbury, and that he has 
entered the field as the colleague of David 
Morrow. Uncle Edward Perley and his 
friend Glasier will not be in it.

Both the Courier and the Beacon ex­
press the opinion that there will be no 
opposition in Charlotte. Messrs. Mitchell, 
Hill, O’Brien and Russell again form the 
government ticket, and no^combination 
that could be • formed would stand any 
chance against them.

The opposition in Kings met yesterday 
and could not nominate a ticket. J. A. 
Freeze, Dr. Gilchrist, and several others 
were offered a chance to run but they de­
clined with thanks. The Solicitor General 
and his ticket will probably be elected by 
acclamation.

There is no sign of opposition in Carle- 
ton, Victoria, Madaw ska, Queens, Glou­
cester, Charlotte, and Northumberland, 
and only twelve opposition candidates for 
the forty-six seats are in the field up to 
to-day.

There is nothing so silly as a vain old 
man, and there are few old men so vain 
and silly as Mr. George E. Fenety; At 
present he is engaged in two enterprises, 
recounting his past glorious deeds in the 
field of journalism and throwing mud at 
Mr. Blair. If Mr. Fenety was really a 
journalist three quarters of a century ago, 
he certainly betrays none of the instincts 
of journalism in his present writings. They 
are the foolish and conceited ramblings of 
an intellect impared by age and rusted by 
non-use. Mr. Fenety calls his reveries 
“ The Record of a Busy Life," and every­
body who takes the trouble to read his 
emanations must sympathize with him 
when he reaches a description of the past 
thirty-two years while he was Queen’s 
printer, drawing his thousands of dollars 
annually from the public treasury without 
scarcely lifting his hand. If ever a man 
bad a soft snap at the expense of the pub­
lic, he was George E. Fenety, and yet the 
misguided old gentleman really appears to 
believe that his lot has been a hard one.

However, we are glad Mr. Fenety is 
writing the history of his great public 
labors, the countrÿ would never have 
known in any other way what a giant 
intellect, what a great head exists within 
its confines. We had learned from Cana­
dian history that it was Mr. Wilmot and 
Mr. Fisher who fought and won the battle 
of responsible government in this province, 
but on consulting Mr. Fenety in the 
Record, we have discovered that the credit 
belongs almost entirely to George E. 
Fer.ety and his Morning News, and that 
Wilmot and Fisher were mere incidents 
of the great reform, probably emplcyed by 
Mr. Fenety in selling his papers. The 
great genius of the people was no less than 
George E. Fenety himself ; and what a 
blessed circumstance that he arrived from 
the South just in time to head the great 
movement which led to an establishment 
of the people’s rights. Had he remained 
in the South and joined forces with Jeff. 
Davis, no doubt the rebellion would have 
been a success and Mr. Fenety the Presi­
dent of the new confederacy, while New 
Brunswick would still have been under 
the iron heel of the “ family compact ” 
and the “ council of twelve.”

According to Mr. Fenety’s present logic, 
every man who receives s dollar from the 
public treasury is a boodler, and if that is 
true, George E. Fenety must be the very 
prince of boodlers, for in tbiaty-two years 
he has pulled out hundreds of thousands 
of dollars from the treasury without giving 
one year’s actual labor in return. Mr. 
Fenety occupied the greatest sinecure in 
Canada, and because he has lost this fat 
job,, he is venting his bile on the govern­
ment and on Mr. Blair. He turns up his 
aristocratic nose at other members of the 
ministry. He does not know them even 
by sight, and they are hoodlums from 
some back country district. Pray, what 
was Mr. Fenety when he became Queen’s 
printer in 1863? He was not a capitalist, 
he was not a journalist, but riches obtain­
ed from the provincial treasury have made- 
bim great in his own estimation ; he is 
purse-proud and haughty ; in fact Mr. 
Fenety in his own opinion is about the 
most important personage who has ever 
honored this province with his presence, 
always excepting the gentleman who, 
assisted by Mr. Wilmot and Mr. Fisher, 
carried responsible government and ran 
the Morning News. For ourselves we make 
some slight pretence of recognizing journa­
lism when we see it, and for absolute 
downright trash and nonsense, egotism 
and bosh, commend us to the serial now 
running in Mr. Fenety’s paper under the 
misnomer of “ The Record >of a Busy 
Life.” In the interests of the few people 
who buy the Record, we protest against 
the nightly infliction of Mr. Fenety’s re- 
minisences. Let him write it if he wants 
to, but take his productions to his job 
printer, have them printed, bound, and 
stowed away on some dusty book shelf in 
company with Fenety’s Notes.

The Government party in Westmorland 
is represented by a strong ticket—Killam, 
Richard, Wells and Hickman. The two 
first named were elected by large majo­
rities in 1892—and Richard was only four 
votes behind Powell who was the only 
opposition man elected. Hickman, the 
new man on the ticket, is one of the most 
popular young men in Westmorland, and 
his candidature greatly strengthens the 
party. He is remembered in this section 
of the province for the able assistance he 
gave in the election of Mr. Blair in 
Queens, The government may reason 
ably count on carrying all four seats in 
Westmorland.

Harry McKeown is running against Dr. 
Stockton’s ticket in St. John, with R. 
O’Brien of the Globe and C. B. Allen as 
colleagues. McKeown, like Mr. Fowler in 
Kings, is a prominent Orangeman.

Mr. Blair went to Queen’s county 
to-day and will meet his friends in con 
vention. No opposition has yet devel 
oped to the return of him and Mr. Ferris

Dibbleb, Smith and McCain form a 
powerful government ticket in Carleton, 
and will carry the county with a big 
majority.

A SAMPLE LIE.

For square toed lying the Gleaner takes 
the cake. On Tuesday, with the full 
knowledge that Richard, Killam, Wells 
and Hickman, had been selected as op­
position candidates ih Westmorland, and 
that Emmerson and Lewis were in the 
field in Albert, it said :

“ It is now pretty generally understood 
by the friends of Chief Commissioner 
Emmerson that he is considering the ad­
visability of withdrawing from Albert, so 
gloomy are his chances of election. | Dr. 
Lewis, Mr. Emmerson’s former colleague, 
and on whose influence the Chief Com­
missioner was elected in 1892, has con­
cluded to stand as a candidate in opposit­
ion to the government and to run with 
another. In this move Emmerson recog­
nizes the fact that the forces are altogether 
too great for him in Albert, and he will 
likely seek refuge in Westmorland.”

This was to go into the Gleaner’s week­
ly edition of Wednesday, to cheer the 
despondent hearts of the Pitts crowd in 
York, but it was false from beggining to 
end. Mr. Emmerson and Dr. Lewis have 
issued their joint card to the electors of 
Albert as government candidates, and will 
carry the county hands down.

HON. MR. BLAIR WAS PRESENT AND 
RECEIVED AN OVATION.

The convention of the friends of the local 
government in York county held in tem­
perance hall yesterday afternoon was one 
of the largest and most representative gath­
erings of the kind ever convened in this 
cl^y The men who composed it came from 
almost every section of the constituency 
representing its intelligence, energy and 
respectability, and the nominations made 
will be hailed with approval by the party 
everywhere.

The Herald was not able to obtain the 
names of all the gentlemen present, but an 
actual count showed the number to exceed 
over two hundred of the solid yeomanry of 
York.

Down to Business.
Mr. AVilson in calling the convention to 

order, said it was very pleasing to the ex- 
merabers for the county to find such a large 
gathering of electors in response to their 
call for a convention to nominate candi 
dates for the pending election. He would 
move that Dr. Coburn, of Bright, be called 
upon to preside over the convention, and 
it was carried unanimously. As Dr. Coburn 
came forward be was loudly cheered. He 
thanked the convention for the confidence 
reposed in him and suggested that the busi­
ness of the afternoon be proceeded witli at 
once.

L. C. Macnutt was elected Secretary.
The Chairman asked the meeting how it 

was proposed to proceed, and on motion of 
Mr. Wilson, it was resolved to elect two 
delegates from each parish of the county 
and ea#h ward of the city to nominate the 
candidates. The committee was then elected 
as follows :

Before the committee retired, the chair­
man called upon

HON. A. G BLAIR
to address the convention, and the Premier 
was received with a most hearty and spon­
taneous outburst of applause. He said lie 
had stood on this platform ninny times be­
fore to receivefiis party’s nomination for the 
legislature, and he could scarcely realize 
that events have changed and that he is not 
here in a similar capacity. Three years 
ago his old constituency had voted to change 
the representation of the county, and he 

* was compelled to seek another seat. He did 
not leave this county of liis own free will, 
but under a momentary impulse, the elec­
tors thought that their interests would be 
better served by somebody else. He had 
been obliged to say good bye to his old 
county, and lie was not here seeking a nomi­
nation. But the opportunity lias now 
arrived when you can reverse the verdict of 
1892. He did for a little while hesitate 
whether to come up here or not, in view of 
the splendid outlook for the government 
throughout the province, but lie concluded 
there is still a warm feeling in the county 
for him and his administration, and became 
here to ask the electors of York to nominate 
men to redeem the standing which this 
county lost in the legislature when the 
county rendered its verdict of 1892. During 
his public career he had made the interests 
of the county the thing nearest to his heart, 
and he felt he still possessed the confidence 
of the great majority of the people. You 
know a religious cry was raised in this 
county, and people of different denomina. 
lions living as neighbors, would have been 
set at each other’s throats if the men who

were responsible tor the agitation could have 
managed it, but the people were scarcely 
prepared to see a disvowal of this act so 
early in this campaign.

It was charged that we were untrue to 
the Protestants of this country, but since 
this campaign has opened, the Bath­
urst School Question lias been declared a 
dead issue by these same parties. It was a 
live issue when it could be used by 
these people, but it now suited them to 
declare it dead. So far as the government 
is concerned, it has never deteriorated one 
iota from its position of 1892 on the Bath­
urst school question. The electors were 
deceived in 1892 on that question, and many 
of them were deceived at the same time by 
the cry that the government was to be de­
feated in the country. You know that was 
the cry, but no sooner were the ballots 
counted than it was seen we were returned 
by a larger majority of the house than we 
ever received before. Men had been led to 
withdraw their allegiance because it was 
declared the government would be defeated; 
they had been led to reject men who had 
stood faithfully in the county’s interests. 
What is the evidence in the present con­
test ? Is there the speck of a cloud which 
indicates the defeat of the government in 
the country ? No, all the evidence shows 
that on the 16th inst., the government will 
be stronger in the new legislature than in 
the old. We have, been attacked on all 
hands but the result of investigations in the 
legislature shows the opposition have been 
unable to fasten any one of the charges on us; 
and our supporters increased in each suc­
cessive house. Yon were told that if the 
opposition were returned in this county, 
their investigations would prove something 
against the government. But what is the 
volume of the services these gentlemen have 
rendered since 1892?

Seeing then, gentlemen, that the oppor­
tunity is offered you of reversing the verdict 
of 1892, I ask you to nominate four men 
who will successfully carry the standard of 
the government in this constituency. It is 
the first time in the history of this county 
that it has not had a potent voice in the 
councils of the province, and the chance is 
now presented to have that voice—to recover 
the standing you lost three years ago. He 
regretted he had to leave by the train at 
once, hut lie felt that he would not be forget­
ful of kindness extended to him during the 
many years he had the honor of represent­
ing this county. A round of applause 
greeted the Attorney-General as he resumed 
his seat. The committee retired and short­
ly afterwards through their chairman, J. E. 
Simmons, reported the nomination of Hon. 
A. G. Blair, \Vm. Wilson, John Anderson, 
and Thos. H. Colter.

The report was put to the meeting and 
carried amid applause, and

MR. WILSON

took the platform. He referred to his past 
victories in 1885, 1886, 1890, 1891, and to his 
defeat of 1892, and thanked the electors for 
the confidence they now expressed by their 
nomination to-day. He had carefully re­
solved, however, that as he had run so 
many elections that in justice to himself 
and to his family lie would have to decline 
the nomination, unless it is absolutely 
necessary for him to go into the fight. A 
determined attack had been made upon him 
in this county, and in consequence of the 
slanders which had been circulated regard­
ing him, he would always feel grateful to 
the electors for the confidence they had so 
many times placed in him, and if he could 
ever be of service to them they had but to 
command him.

MR. T. H. COLTER

said it bad been circulated in the county 
that Colter was to be unloaded, but the 
action of this convention gave the lie to 
that slander. In the last campaign a mem­
ber of the present opposition had sent it 
abroad that Colter had sold out the Orange­
men by running on the government ticket. 
AVhat do we find to-day ? Down in Kings 
county the past grand master of the Grange- 
men, Mr. Fowler, is a government candidate, 
and in St. John the present grand master is 
friendly to the administration. Referring 
to the nomination just tendered him, he 
said for personal reasons he would have to 
decline it. But if it was necessary that he 
should go into the contest, if this convention 
failed to secure the men they desired, he 
would not refuse to again join a ticket to 
victory in the present contest.

HR ANDERSON

in a pleasant speech also declined the nomi­
nation, but if the party could not make a 
better selection John Anderson is with you. 
(Applause) It had been stated in a section 
of the press that John Anderson was to be 
dropped, but the convention’s action showed 
him that he still had a warm place in the 
regard of his old friends and supporters.

MR. WILSON

on behalf of the Attorney General, thanked 
the convention for nominating Mr. Blair, 
but he knew that that gentleman had al­
ready accepted a nomination in Queens. 
He therefore, on behalf of Mr. Blair, thanked 
the convention for the expression of its 
confidence aud respectfully declined for 
him the proffered nomination.

Tne committee again retired and after 
consultation, Mr. Simmons reported to the 
convention that they had nominated 

John Anderson 
Hon. F. P. Thompson 
AV. T. Whitehead 
John A. Campbell.

The report was received with great ap­
plause by the meeting.

MR. ANDERSON

then took the platform, and while regretting 
some other gentleman had not been chosen 
in his place, said he would accept the nomi­
nation, and he would leave nothing undone 
to secure the election of the entire ticket.

The announcement was received with 
rounds of applause, showing the strong 
hold Mr. Anderson had on the electors pre­
sent.

HON. MR. THOMPSON

was given a grand ovation as he ascended 
the platform. He said it was not the first 
time he had been nominated. He had been 
elected and he had been defeated, and lie 
knew both ends of it. He hoped the Gleaner 
reporter who was present a few minutes 
ago, would represent this convention just as 
it was, a splendid representation of the intel­
ligent electorate of York. He believed the 
county would be redeemed from the snap 
verdict of 1892. The opposition ticket now 
nominated would not serve as a plaster to 
heal the wounds inflicted by the sectarian 
agitation of the last campaign. He would 
accept the nomination and would go into 
the contest to win. (Great applause). He 
bad been vilified in the press, but there is 
not a man in this constituency to whom he 
cannot go and ask him if his character 
would not at least bear a favorable compari­
son with the men who had cast reflections on 
Iris personal reputation. AVe have a short 
time to canvas the constituency, but we will 
get there on the 16th. (Loud applause).

Mr. Thompson spoke with great energy 
and eloquence, and every word met a res­
ponsive echo from the audience»

MR. WHITEHEAD

was received with round after round of ap­
plause. He assured the committee that the 
nomination had been a great surprise. He 
had never had aspired, to political life, but 
he claimed to possess some business capa 
city and integrity, and if this convention 
thought lie was a suitable candidate in this 
contest his services were at their disposal— 
(Great cheering).

Mr. Campbell was not present, and on 
motion of Mr. Wilson, Dr. Coburn, Mr. 
Thompson, Geo. A. Hughes, Mr. Anderson, 
and Mr. Whitehead, were appointed a com­
mittee to await on him and ascertain his 
decision, and if ho does not accept, to name 
some gentleman to take his place on the 
ticket.

On motion of Geo. A. Hughes the follow­
ing resolution was unanimously passed by 
the committee:—

“Resolved, that this convention hereby 
place on record its hearty appreciation of 
the valuable services to the party and 
county rendered by Messrs. Wilson and 
Colter, and that it expresses its confidence

n their ability and integrity as public men 
with the hope that their services may some 
time in the near future again be called into 
use."

Mr. Colter brought up the charge® made 
against him in the Gleaner regarding his 
management of the bye-road money and 
characterized them as slanderous and un­
founded. He challenged the closest scrutiny 
and investigation into the matter. He was 
prepared to meet his accusers anywhere, 
and to convince the people that he is not 
the vile creature which a section of the 
press had represented him to be.

Smith is a brother 
of Thos. W. Smith, for many years a well 
known Fredericton merchant, now of San 
Francisco.

Belonged to Nashwaak.

William Sutherland, postmaster at Wood- 
ville, Montana, died very suddenly on the 
20th September. He was 54 years of age and 
went to Montana about 14 years ago. In the 
account of his death it is stated that tie lias 
a wife and two children living on the Nash­
waak, about 30 miles from Fredericton, and 
his only known relative in Montana is a 
Mrs. John McLaggan of Butte. A search 
was made by the coroner for his effects, and 
found a certificate of deposit for $2,100 on 
the First National Bank of Butte, dated Sept. 
11, 1895, and $114.50 in cash in his pocket- 
book, which was concealed in his bed. 
About $45 was also found in the post office 
desk. The coroner took' possession of the 
money and the dead man s watch until they 
can be turned over to the public adminis­
trator. ______________

PARLOR AND HALL, 
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A VERY SAD AFFAIR.

Byron G. Taylor Accidentally Shot Him­
self In the Hanwoll Woods.

Among the arrivals in the city Saturday, 
was Byron G. Taylor, formerly of St. John, 
but recently doing a successful insurance 
business in London, G. B. Mr. Taylor came 
to St. John a few weeks ago to visit his old 
home, and before leaving again for London, 
thought he would took in upon liis many 
friends in this city. He was a guest of E. 
Byron Winslow, and having a keen desire 
for sport in the woods, in company with H. 
B. Rainsford and the latter’s son George, 
Mr. Taylor drove up the old Fredericton 
and St. Andrews road, to Green Point, a 
distance of some twenty miles, Monday. 
The party secured two guides, Chassie and 
Myshrall" and their subsequent sxpericnce 
and the sad death of Mr. Taylor, are best 
told in the words of Mr. Rainsford, as 
follows :

“ Mr. Taylor, my son George and myself, 
started Monday to spend a few days in the 
woods after game. We drove out to Green 
Point road, about twenty miles from this 
city. We went to Alex. Hood’s barn, about 
a mile and a half from the road leading 
from Fredericton to St. Andrews, and put 
up for the night. AVe had secured the ser 
vices of Epliriam Chassie and Peter Mysh­
rall, as guides. Tuesday morning, just be­
fore starting for the woods, Mr. Taylor said 
that be Would give five pounds for a deer. 
I bad my gun with me. George did not 
have any. Mr. Taylor had a double-bar­
relled breach loader and Peter had a muzzle 
loader. AVe all started out the road and 
crossed the Yoho stream, I handing my gun 
over to Chassie. He took and started down 
towards the lake and was to return at one 
o’clock. Peter and Taylor went to the right 
in the direction of sonic dead water and I 
remained on the road. Presently Taylor 
came back, and I asked him where Peter 
was,and he replied that lie had gone to look 
for deer. We then walked down the road 
towards a clump of trees. George and Tay­
lor went into the woods to the left and I 
remained on the road. Presently I heard a 
gun go off and a yell. I called Taylor, and 
getting no reply, thought that something 
must have happened. Then I called to 
George and said Taylor was shot. AVe 
searched around in the direction the shot 
came from, and presently I saw him (Tay- 
dor) lying on the ground. It was a smooth 
place nejTsome trees. He was lying on his 
side with his head facing the road. Just 
back of him was his gun lying parallel 
with his body. George opened up the lapel 
of his coat, and I saw where his vest was 
burned and torn. In a few minutes Peter 
Myshrall arrived, and I told him what had 
happened. I directed him to blaze the trees 
in the vicinity of the place where the body 
was found. We left the body and went and 
harnessed the horse and drove into town as 
fast as we could. George Rainsford was tli 
last person that save" Mr. Taylor alive. 
They went into the woods together, and 
before they separated, Mr. Taylor gave the 
boy a whistle, which he told him to blow if 
he ran across any game. This was liis last 
conversation.”

Mr. Rainsford arrived in the city at 1 p. 
m. Tuesday, with the sad news, and E. By­
ron Winslow, T. Carleton Allen and AV. E. 
Smith, started at once for the scene of the 
tragedy, accompanied by Undertaker Ad­
ams. When they arrived, they found the 
body just as. Mr. Rainsford had left it. On 
examination they found that the charge 
had entered in thé pit of the stomach and 
had travelled upwards in a slanting direct­
ion and penetrated the heart. Death must 
have been instantaneous. The gun was 
lying beside him with one barrel loaded and 
the other containg an empty paper shell.

Evidence at the Inquest.

The remains reached Mr. Winslow’s resi­
dence Tuesday night at 11 o’clock and an 
inquest was held the same night by Coroner 
Mullin of St. Marys, with Mayor VanAVart, 
Frank I. Morrison, E. II. Allen, H. White, 
F. B. Coleman,Robert Adams and James Mc- 
Adam as jurors. The witnesses examined 
were H. B. Rainsford, Peter Myshrall,AV. E. 
Smith, T. C. Allen and Dr. Bridges. The 
evidence of Mr. Rainsford was substantial­
ly the same as above. Messrs. T. C. Allen 
and AV. E. Smith told ot the position in 
which they found the body.

Dr. Bridges, who examined the body* 
found a wound extending from the pit of 
the stomach, slanting obliquely, to the left 
shoulder. The charge, winch was of buck­
shot, was found to have penetrated the 
heart, left lung and carried away part of 
three of the ribs. Most of the shot lodged 
in the left shoulder under the skin, hut a 
fqw had made their exit under the arm pit. 
The body was bleeding prolusely from all 
the wounds, showing that the heart, and 
probably some of the larger blood vessels 
had been penetrated. After the discharge of 
the gun, the deceased could not have lived 
more than 15 or 20 seconds, and could not 
have moved more than a few feet from the 
position where the gun was discharged.

The jury then retired and brought in a 
verdict that deceased had come to his deatli 
by the accidental discharge of a rifle held in 
his hand, while hunting in the woods.

Capt. Taylor, harbor master of St. John, 
father of the deceased, arrived from St. John 
Tuesday evening, heartbroken over the ter­
rible news of his son’s death, and, accom­
panied by E. Bvron Wiusjow, left for 
home on the 11 a.m. train AVednesday with 
the remains, which were interred the fol­
lowing day.

The deceased was a most worthy and pop­
ular young man. When in business in St. 
John he was a frequent and welcome visitor 
to this city, and his wife who survives him 
with one son, and is now in London, was 
the youngest daughter of the late Dr. Mur­
phy of this city. It was terrible news which 
was flashed across the ocean to her on 
Tuesday, and the sincerest sympathy of the 
community is extended to her in her great 
hereavt ment.

Mr. Taylor was singularly successful in 
his business, and had a happy home in Lon­
don. It is understood that lie carried a very 
large life insurance, stated as high as $60,000. 
He was thirty-three years old, and a young 
man w ith all the qualities which go to make 
up an ho notable and high minded character

Bright, genial and big hearted he was a gen­
eral favorite among liis acquaintances and 
his terribly sad death came as a great shock 
to them.

City Council Meeting.

Aid. Gilman was the only absentee from 
the City Council meeting Tuesday evening, 
and the business put through was largely 
routine. *

Policeman Phillips’ pay was raised from 
$1.25 to $1.50, and the city printing for the 
ensuing year was awarded to the Reporter 
office.

Aid. McPherson made his usual attack on 
the electric light service, and moved that an 
electrician be employed to test the lights.

Aid. Lemont defended the service. He 
said he had made considerable enquiry. He 
had written to the inland revenue depart­
ment, Ottawa, for an inspector, whom he 
saw personally, and was informed by him 
that he dealt only with incandescent lights. 
He (Lemont) thought there was no man in 
the tower provinces capable of testing the 
lights, and as it would cost $100 or $200 to 
bring one here from other places, lie thought 
thejcouncil would not feel justified in incur­
ring the expense. As far as he could see the 
lights were very good. AATe have not an all 
night service ; the contract only calls for a 
moonlight schedule. Then some people ex­
pect our light of 1.200 horse power to be as 
bright as that of St. John, which is 2,000 
horse power. In Charlottetown they pay 
$73 per lamp, while this city pays only $59.

After some further discussion McPherson’s 
motion carried.

MONEY IN MUTTON.

The Important art of Raising Sheep for 
Profit—How It Is Done In England.

The best time to buy sheep is in late 
summer or fall. It will soon be in order 
to couple sheep, and as early lambs add 
largely to the profit the management of 
sheep in the fall is as important as during 
any other season. The ram should be 
pure bred and procured from a flock where 
the sheep are thrifty. All ewes that are 
not robust, or which show the least evi­
dence of unsoundness, should be discarded. 
By careful selection and bringing the ewes 
into the winter in good condition they 
will have no difficulty in withstanding 
tbe cold and their lambs will be strong 
and thrifty in the early portion of the 
year. Dogs can be kept from sheep by a 
judicious use of barbed wire, the lower 
strand being on the ground, or buried two 
inches beneath the surfaeê, and the next 
strand four inches above the lower one. 
Sheep do not often receive injury from 
barbed wire, the wool being a protection- 
If dogs can be kept from sheep they can 
be raised with but little labor, and will 
partially support themselves while plants 
are growing, both weeds and grass being 
consumed by them, and they will enrich 
the soil with their droppings, which are 
evenly distributed and trodden in.

MUTTON AND WOOL.

When farmers recognize that wool is not 
the only product of sheep they will im­
prove their flocks and make larger profits. 
While there are individual sheep with 
good records as producers of heavy fleeces, 
yet the average clipping of wool is not over 
is not over four pounds per sheep, due to 
breeding sheep that can thrive on scanty 
pastures and ignoring size. The present 
flocks can be almost entirely changed in 
two seasons, and at less expense than any 
other class of stock. In England the far­
mers have ceased to attach importance to 
wool, breeding for mutton and lamb, with 
wool as a secondary product, and the long 
experience of tbe English farmers should 
be a guide to farmers in this country. In 
England the farmers pay a high rent and 
uses roots as a special food for sheep, the 
object being to produce a mutton of choice 
quality. In our large markets choice 
mutton sells readily, but it must be admit­
ted that the large number of inferior sheep 
that reach the makets assist in keeping 
down the prices to a certain extent, yet 
those farmers who have sent' good ones to 
market have not been disappointed in 
profits. .

BREEDS IMPORTANT.

The Southdown, Oxford and Shropshire 
breeds have become favorites within the 
pagt five years, and the Dorsets (known as 
being very prolific and hardy) are being 
largely introduced. The Dorsets will 
sometimes produce lambs twice a year—a 
very desirable characteristic—and will at 
some time take the lead in consequence. 
The common sheep may be used as a 
foundation, as they are hardy and well 
adapted to the climate. With selected 
rams and the wethers sold off as soon as 
they are ready for market, retaining the 
best ewes produced, the improvement will 
be rapid, as the lambs more frequently 
take the characteristics of the sire, if he is 
well bred, than of the dams. In tbe breed­
ing of sheep for mutton aim to increase 
the size of the sheep every year, as the 
early lambs that bring the highest prices 
cannot be secured from small sheep, owing 
to their slower growth. It is the quick­
growing lamb that gets into market early- 
There is a bright prospect for the farmer 
in keeping sheep for mutton and lamb, but 
wool should only be considered as a 
secondary product.

RECEIVED AT QUEBEC.

Major-General Gascoigne Arrives Sun­
day Morning,

The arrival by the steamer Parisian at 
Quebec Sunday morning of Major-General 
Gascoigne, the new commander-in-chief 
of the Dominion Militia, kept the citadel 
people busy nearly all Saturday night. 
At about four o’clock in the morning a 
contingent of the R. C. A., under com­
mand of Col. Wilson, “ B" Battery, com­
manded by Lt.-CoL Montizambert and 
Major Farly and LWDol. Duchesnay, ac­
companied by the full brass band, were 
lined on the Louise Embankment pier, 
waiting for the ship to come, to welcome 
the successor of Major-General Herbert.

As soon as the vessel neared the wharf 
Col. Wilson, who knew the new com­
mander, seeing him standing op the deck 
with Mrs. Gàscoigne, made a signal to the 
musicians, who played admirably. After 
the usual ceremony of presentation to the 
military staff, the Major-General lost no 
time in landing, and having been invited 
to review the soldiers he did so.

Tbe General expressed his surprise and 
admiration for the hearty reception ten­
dered him at such an early hour. As 
soon as the General had stepped back on 
board of the Parisian a reporter succeeded 
in getting a short interview with him. 
To a few questions put to him in regard 
to his plans for militia training and new 
arms for our regulars and volunteers, 
Major-General Gascoigne confessed that 
he did not know enough of our system 
yet to say anything at present. He added 
that his intention was to go straight on to 
Ottawa, where he will spend a few days 
quietly studying all about the Canadian 
system and posting himself on Canadian 
defences.

Of the ancient capital Gen. Gascoigne 
spoke very highly. He had occasion to 
visit it some years ago, but the Louise 
Basin, where the steamer was laying was 
not in existence at the time. H/i express­
ed his delight at seeing that Quebec had 
progressed to such a great extent.

Major-General Gascoigne has a brilliant 
record as a soldier. He was born in 1844, 
so that he is still in his prime. In 1863 
being then nineteen, he joined the Scots 
Guards as an ensign, quickly obtaining his 
company, and being made adjutant in 
1867. He was appointed regimental major 
in 1881, and lientenant colonel in 1887. 
On July 1st, 1891, he became colonel of 
the regiment in due course, and that posi­
tion he has just relinquished.

During all this period he saw valuable 
staff service. At the time of the Red 
River rising in 1870 he was sent out to 
Canada on particular service ps^aide-de- 
camp to Lieut.-General Lindsay! He was 
aide-de-camp to the Inspector-General of 
Reserve Forces from September, 1869, 
until June, 1873. In 1880 General Gas­
coigne was appointed commandant of the 
School of Instruction for Auxiliary forces 
in London, which important post he held 
for two years. His active service was 
limited to the Egyptian campaign of 1882, 
and the expedition to the Soudan in 1885. 
He fought at Tel-el-Kebir and at Mahouta, 
aod wears the Egyptian medal with clasp, 
the Suakim clasp and bronze star.

HEAD TOWARDS THE ENGINE.

Mrs. Carscallen, wife of A. W. Carscal- 
len, Conservative M. P. for North Hastings 
Ontario, is dead.

“In riding on a Pullman car,” said a 
colored porter more than usually observ­
ant, “ sleep with your head toward the 
engine. There arc not so many head-on 
collisions on the railroads, experience has 
shown, and besides the danger is less from 
a rear end collision. The reason for this 
is that every passenger train has its own 
right of way and runs regularly, and is 
looked for by the trains running ahead of 
it. The greatest danger is from a train 
behind which doesn’t know when we 
have stopped or broken something and 
have been forced to stop. This is the 
chief reason for sleeping this way, but 
there are others.

“ You get the draft in the right place,” 
the porter continued, “ with your head 
toward the engine. Your bead feels cool 
without being exposed to the flood of air 
you would get if you were pointing the 
other way. But the most important reas­
on for travelling this way is the matter of 
the circulation of your blood. The mot­
ion of the train is so strong and steady 
that it sends all the blood toward the end 
that is furthest from the engine. Put 
your feet to the engine and all your blood 
rushes to your head and gives you a rest­
less night. Put your head to the engine 
and the blood goes away from your head, 
leaving it cool and easy, so you can rest 
like a child. When you have got your­
self fixed this -way, and, moreover, have 
got in the middle of the car, because :s 
the safest, then you are ready for a good 
night’s sleep.”

GREAT SALMON YEAR.

The estimates of the British Columbia 
salmon pack of this season have, as authen­
tic returns to hand show, been proven 
correct. The total amounts to 513,693 
cases, of which 319,590 represent the Fraser 
river pack, the remainder being those of 
the northern coast canneries. The total 
pack of last year was 494,371 cases, and if 
the large shipment of frozen salmon, 
already aggregating several hundred tonsj 
be added to the present pack, it is clear 
that a small further pack of white cohoe 
salmon shall have been completed, this 
season s output will be in reality the 
largest on record.

The wholesale value of this season’s 
output will, estimated on a very conser­
vative basis, already exceed $2.500,000, of 
which sum it is computed that nearly 
$600,000 will represent wages paid to the 
fishermen, who this year averaged a larger 
remuneration than usual, through in­
creased cannery competition, and obtained 
fifteen cents a fish on the average. Over 
two thousand fishery licenses were issued, 
and including cannery hands and others 
indirectly interested in the industry, the 
cannery season must have given employ­
ment to some 7,000 persons.
