This sum will, I trust, be sufficient
to meet the expenditure to the end of
the year, so that at that time the public
accounts will be fonnd in as satisfactory
s condition as at present. We may be
told that we have withdrawn a certain
sum from capital, although there is no
evidence of it in the accounts or else-
where before the House. It has also
been stated that we intend to withdraw
a farther sum from capital in the future.
In this connection I will read from the
Parliamentary Reporter, for 1887, a
statement made by the hon. member
for West River, with ard to this
matter. At that time the hon. member
said : “The Order in Council says that
$20,000 & year will be granted, but per-
hnr. this vote will not be continued,
and it would be better to get the $500,000
and draw from it enough to pay the
E.mont indebtedness.” The hon. mem-
r seemed to think it eminently
to withdraw & portion of our capital at
Ottawa to pay the then indebtedness.
We have been asked repeatedly, ti h
tion newspapers, why we d
not withdraw the  §500,000 recently
added to our capital and deposit it in
the Provincial Treasury. Hon. mem-
bers ite also complained that whea
the delegates returned from Ottaws
dleJ did not bring that money home
with them for present uss. In the first
they complained that no with~
drawal was made from capital ; in the
socond they complained when the
withdrawal was actually made, so that
no importance can be attached to their
statements respecting this matter. But
we are neither inflnenced bY their
encomiums or their threats. e are
unmoved by anything they can say or
do, either inside or outside the House.
We have a large amount to our credit
at Ottawa, and expect to have it largely
increased—{ar beyond the present ex-
Eacuuon of any hon. member of this
ouse. When we secare the flnal set-
tlement of our claims on the Dominion
Government, the sum payable to this
Province will be placed to our credit in
Dominion Treasury. If we see fit
to withdraw any portion of that amount
we can do so. Perhaps the best course
will be to allow it to remain in the Do-
minion Treasury. Since we entered
Confederation this Provines has con-
structed a large number of public works
from ordinary revenns. It is, therefore,
quite right and reasonable that we
should now withdraw from Ottawa for
public improvements a sum equal to
that expended for those works. Before
the Hospita! for the Insane was erected
an Act was passod, anthorizing the issne
of debentures for the sum of $80,000 to
meet the expenses of construction ; but
no debentures wero issued, and the
building was paid for out of ordinary
revenue. The Governmeat might very
properly have borrowed some of the
money for that purpose, as it would be
just and right that posterity sheuld
Lﬂ‘r a portion of the barden. There is
no reason why permanent works of
that kind should be constracted at the
expense of the present generation. All
corporations borrow money for such
rposes, provide a sinking fund to pay
it off within a certain period, and the
present generation is required to pay
the interest thereon. That is & proper
course to adopt in such cases. Ouar op-
ponents when in power, however,
thought fit to pay a portion of the cost
4f the Hospital for the Insane from
ordinary revenue, and we had to fallow
their example in that case with sespect
to the remaining portion. It is now
right and proper that that money should
be reimbursed to us from Ottawa. The
same remark will apply to expenditnre
for a large number of other permanent
public works, and for necessary per-
manent works to be constructed here~
after. It was, under these cireunm-~
stances, better for us to withdraw from
Ottawa a portion of those expenditures
than to borrow money. What are the
psrmanent public works which have
been constructed from ordinary re-
venue?
