From the Philadelphia Fnguire., Oct. 10,
DREADFUL RIOT--HOUSES BURNED

AND SEVERAL PERSONS KILLED

AND WOUNDED.

It is with sincere regret that we record
the oceurrence of one of the mnst dreadful
and sanguinary riots that has taken plade
for many year< in ot city. So [ar as we
have been ahle to collect the particulars,
it apperrs that a gang of men and boys,
amounting it 18 said to several handreds,
and mos'ly armed with guns. pistols er
knives, hovered abont St., Mary street
which is ctiefly inhabited by colored people,
and thuse not of a decent and orderly class,
generslly speaking. At the same time.
there were several knots or crowds of
colored men hanging shout, and two or
three collisions ceenrred.

This was the g'ate of things shortly after
9 o'clock. Before 10, nn attack was made
upon a tavern at the corner of Sixth and St.
Mary ste, called the California House.—

After the ehip struck the rock, she thumped
awhile, but shortly went to pieces, holding to-
gether not more. than 50 or 60 minutes. Seven
women and three men came ashore ca pieces of
the wreck, alive, but some wery much exhausted.
Two dead bodies were aleo takea from pieces o!
the wreck.

Early in the forenoon, the news of the wreck
began to rpread, and in the afternoon 1he shore
was lin=d with people, who were active in get-
ting hodies trom the surf = Mr. Holmes, railroad
conductor, was busy during the entire day in
aiding the living, and rescuing the dead budi
from the waves. Oune man, whose name we did
learn, came near losing his life in rescuing & body
from the surf.

Towards nightfall the bodies began to come
ashore, and quite a number were taken from the
surf,—all, however, dend. Dead bodies wounld
be thrown upon the rocke, but before they could
be reacned, the sea would carry them hack sgain.

Quite a number «f her passengers, espe ¢
ally’ women and children. were helow when
<he struck, and were probably drowned
there, as a hule wasalmost.instantly thump-
ed in her bottom. The long boat that
reached the shore in safety contained, ‘n
sdditon to the Captain and crew, only
nne passenger.  Of saven first class passen-
| gers, who were all lost, were three gifls,
nieces of the owner of the vessel. Great
dfliculty was experienced in saving those
who cane ashore on the pieces of the wreck,
on acconnt of the surf, which would throw
them upon the rock and then carry them to
<e1 again. The poor creatnres would cling
with n»dwa!h grasp to the clothes of those
whao came torescue them, and were with

ifficulty made to release their holl, even
after having reached a place of safety.

One woman saved was very badly broieed
upon the rocks, and it was thought last
night that she would die, but she is thie
| marning more comfortable.
