THE SLEUTH-HOI* OF
SCOTLAND YARD.

A Mysterious Council of Seven.
In the great, rather grim, red bripli 

building which, like a mediaeval fort­
ress, dominates the Thames within 
a stone’s throw of the Houses of Par­
liament, there is a large barely-fnr 
nished room which holds more sec­
rets than any others in London, with 
the possible exception of the room 
of Cabinet mysteries. It is the nerve 
centre of qur great and complex de­
tective system, which controls tfie 
currents radiating all the world over 
for the discovery of crime; and it is 
in this secret chamber that the mys­
terious Council of Seven hold their 
meetings to unravel the tangled 
skeins of tragedy,.

If walls could speak, the walls pf 
this room could unfold stories of ro­
mance, tragedy and mystery such as 
would drive the writers of fiction to 
despair; for there is no form of 
crime which has not been dissected 
and laid bare there in all its complex 
and naked hideous ness. But "walla 
are dumb; and so are the members 
of this secret Council, who recognize 
that silence is one of their most pow­
erful weapons.

Unknown Outside. . -
This Council has not long been in 

existence; in fact, it is practically un­
known to /the outside world. It is 
only a short time since It occurred 
to the authorities of New Scotland 
Yard that, in place of usual confer- ■ 
ences between detectives engaged in 
the solution of some probable crime, 
It would be well to appoint a body of I

J=fc

their cleverest detectives—men o' 
acute and astute brains, with long ex­
perience of crime and criminals—U 
combine their efforts in solving the 
principal mysteries; and, as might be 
expected, the plan has worked ad­
mirably.

The greatest care has naturally 
been taken in choosing men for tips 
responsible work. It Was important 
that; the Council should, as far as 
possible, cover the whole range of 
crime. The detective who has spe­
cialized in murder or burglary may 
know little of, say, coiners and bejg- 
ging-letter impostors; and thus the 
leading expert in each of the princi­
pal branches of crime was chosen:— 
men whb .know practically all th^t 
is to be known about . their own 
branch and it professors, and whose 
names even are a terror to evil-doers 
the whole world over. .

How It Works.
But let us see how this Council 

wQjk». Suppose that a mysterious 
murder .has taken place ie London. 
Within a few minutes after it has 
been reported to' the nearest police 
station the detective-inspector and 
hie assistants are on the spot mak­
ing investigations. Meanwhile the 
news has been flashed to New Scot­
land Yard; and almost before the lo­
cal men have well commenced their 
inquiries a member of .the Council— 
the man whose special province it Is 
—appears On the scene and takes 
charge of the operations.

If the problem is a fairly simple 
one, as it often is, and the murderer 
is speedily run to earth, the services 
of the Council are naturally not Re­
quired. ■ But if there is no sufllcient 
clue to the assassin, or he has made 
bis escape good, the Council is at 
once summoned and takes the case fq 
ham^ __ t.i

All the available evidence is. placed

before it- aqd thoroughly sifted, de­
ductions are made, a-plan of campaign 
is drawn up, and the whole of the 
complicated and far-reaching machin­
ery of Scotland Yard is set to work 
under the collective guidance p( the 
cleverest detective brains to England. 
How energetically and thoroughly the 
Council does its work has been shown 
in the repent Crippen case, In. which 
a closely-meshed net was in a few 
days thrown round the world for the 
capture of the criminal.

Head of the Council.

And who are the members of the 
secret Council? Naturally, they vary 
from time to time, due U? retirements 
and other causes, but the principal 
members have so far remained the 
same. The head of the Council is, by 
virtue of bis. office, Sir Melville Mc- 
naghten, Chief of our Criminal In­
vestigation Department—a man who 
probably knows more about crime 
jhan any other in the United King­
dom.

Few men look less like â catcher 
of criminals than Sir Melville, who 
suggests rather a prosperous and 
genial stockbroker than a Sherlock 
Holmes ; but, all the same, he is an 
expert in crime to the tips of his 
fingers. Apart from this long experi­
ence- of crime .and its professors, he 
is a born detective, if ever there was 
one. So intuitively clever is he that 
it is said he can tell, after a few 
minutes’ conversation with a crimi­
nal, of what particular branch he is 
a specialist, and his resource and ten­
acity are Just as wonderful as his 
instinct for discovering clues.

Known All Over the World.

After Sir Melville, who controls the 
Council, its Principal member is Su­
perintendent Freest, whose fame and 
prowess as a detective are world­
wide. As a sleuth-hound of justice 
he has won laurels in every part of 
the world—from North America to 
Australia, and from California to 
Spain. There is scarcely a criminal 
in Europe who does not know of and. 
dread him.

He has nerves of steel and muscles 
of iron. So ignorant of fear is ht 
that he thinks as much of breaking 
a sixpense or bending a poker round 
his neck as of tackling a gang of des­
peradoes single-handed. He has risk- 
gjd his life a hundred times, and has 
always came out unscathed. A typ­
ical sample of his daring—-one of 
scores—was when a few years ago 
be boarded an American cattle boat 
at Queenstown to arrest a murderer 
of enormous strength and fierceness.

Life uud Death Struggle.

At sight of Fj-oest the murderer 
whipped out a formidable .knife and 
sprang at him.

with criminals. A slight, quiet man 
rather suggesting a keen solicitor 
the Chief Inspector is a terror to evil­
doers. No man is keener in seen! 
than he, or better able to run a crimi­
nal quickly to earth. He probably 
knows more about London’s crimt 
and criminals than any other detec­
tive, and is specially the enemy whom 
house-breakers tnost dread.

Other Members.
Among other recent and present 

members _of. the Council is Chief: In­
spector Dew—tall, debonair, gentle­
manly, and a past-master of dis­
guises—who bps made a- special study 
of the sharpers of all kinds of Europe 
apd America; and who, in a variety 
of characters, ranging from a milk­
man to a Piccadilly lounger, has made 
many notable captures of criminals.

Others are'Chief Inspector Colline, 
an .expert in the lower walks of 
crime, to whom the slums of London 
are an open book; Chief Inspector 
Kane, quiet-mannered, but "sharp as 
a needle" and as tenacious as a bull­
dog—when onee his "teeth are in” he 
never lets go; and Chief Inspector 
Scott, a man of-rare organizing tal­
ent and the widest knowledge of 
crime, who is noted for oarryini out 
successfully any task he undertakes.

In speaking of the revival of cricket, 
it should be remembered that the 
game has not wholly died out, but

that our three Collegiate institutions 
have kept the, embers of it ablaze and 
can and will do much to promote the 
present movement among adults.

V. Simms, J. Savage, J. Crotty and 
members of the Press.

Mr. John S. Munn was moved to 
the chair on motion of Mr. P. J. Myler, 
tr whose efforts and zeal in the cause 
the movement may be in a great 
measure ascribed. Mr. Chas. Ellis, 
another ardent wielder of the willow, 
was appointed Secretary. Mr. Myler 
then thanked all for their presence, 
and informed the meeting that he had 
ii.terviewed His Excellency the Gover­
nor, His-Grace Archbishop Howley, 
His Lordship Bishop Jones, His Honor 
Mayor Ellis, the Editors of the daily 
papers, the Commanding Officers of 
the City Brigades, the Principals of 
the Colleges and Schools, the Foot­
ball League, the Presidents of the 
various Clubs and prominent people 
generally, all of whom promised their 
earnest support and hearty co-opera­
tion in the revival of the game 
amongst the young men and youths of 
St. John’s. With the co-operation of 
these classes Mr. Myler believed that 
the object all had at heart would be 
attained and that speedily.

Mr. Myler then moved, and Mr. R. 
B. Job seconded that

“An Association be formed, called 
"the St. John's Cricket Association, 
"for the purpose of ençouraging and 
“fostering the game of cricket, with 
“an open membership.”

His Excellency the Governor, His 
Grace ArcÈbifiOp Howley and His 
Lordship Bishop Jones were chosen 
as patrons of the Association.

The Premier, Sir E. P. Morris, May­
or Ellis and the Commanders of the 
City Brigades were appointed Hon- 
oray Members, and the following were 
appointed as a Committee to make all 
necessary arrangements for the re­
vival of the game:—T. C. Fitzherbert, 
P. B. Job, Hon. John Harvey, P. J. 
Berrigan, E. H. Davey, John Donnelly, 
R. F. Goodridge, P. Wallace, J. P. 
Blackwood, F. Donnelly, Dr. H. Ren- 
dell, C. W. Ryan, P. J. Myler and H. 
V. Simms.

There was considerable discussion 
as to the selection of proper grounds 
for matches.

A report was made that the Foot­
ball League had given permission to 
the Association to play on St. George’s 
Field, and to remove the grand stand 
so that the arena would be enlarged 
and greater scope given for “bound­
aries." Just then the meeting was 
informed that the League was not en­
dowed with authority to grant such 
concessions, and that the Association 
would do well to receive such from 
the St. George’s Joint Stock Co., the 
owners of the field.

Then the question of purchasing a 
property for the playing of matches 
was raised, and Mr. H. V. Simms ex­
pressed the opinion that the Parade 
Ground would be a fine site for the 
purpose, and that the Association pur­
chase it. Mr. R. B. Job advised cau­
tion and did not wish that they be 
precipitated in incurring any heavy 
financial obligation at present, though 
he concurred with Mr. Simms in the 
idea of the Association .acquiring a 
ground of its own. Mr. J. B. Blacky 
wood suggested the bottom of Ban- 
nerman Park, and Mr. R. B. Job sup­
ported this, and he stated that in 
other countries matches were often 
played in public parks, though some­
times there was dissatisfaction as 
people trespass on the crease. Mr. P. 
Berrigan supported Mr. Simms' idea, 
and thought that it would be possible 
to devise a scheme whereby the, 
cricketers could procure a ground of 
their own.

Mr. Job proposed, and Mr. Simms 
seconded the motion that a sub-com­
mittee be appointed to make the best 
possible arrangement for the ac­
quiring of either St. George's Field or 
the Parade Ground for matches.

Crippen was quoted as declaring his 
companion knew nothing of the trou 
hie in which he was involved, and 
Miss LeNeve was said to have pro­
tested her innocence. There was spe 
cial interest in the character of the 
formal charge as the warrant for the 
arrest of the fugitives had merely 
laid at their door responsibility for 
the death of an unknown woman. The 
fact that both were accused of the 
murder of Belle Elmore, wife of the 
doctor, leads to the supposition that 
the mutilated body has been identified 
to the satisfaction of the authorities

Mr. Asquith, the Prime Minister, it 
is announced, will be at Balmoral for 
ton days in attendance upon the King, 
others follow him in rotation, so that 
His Majesty always will have a Min­
ister at hand during the vacation.

Formerly the Sovereign when away 
from London, in the country or on 
the Continent, was always attended 
by a Minister. The Minister was 
usually the Secretary of State.

King Edward did not always follow 
this tradition, and as often as not 
there was no member of the Cabinet 
with him when he spent long periods 
jit Hamburg, Marlenhead or Biarrltc 
twice a year.

HOW ACT IN 
CASE OF FIRE.

Perhaps no single ejaculation is 
capable of producing, so instantaneous 
and so widespread an alarm as the 
cry of ‘Fire!’ Nor is this surprising 
when we remember that the fire fiend 
is each year responsible for an almost 
incalculable loss, both of life and of 
property.

Yet .of all emergencies, none more 
than an outbreak of fire Imperatively 
demands a preservation of one’s pow­
er to act with coolness and decision. 
Often, by prompt and well directed 
action, the threatened catastrophe 
may be averted; the lose of property, 
and what is still more important, the 
loss of human life, may be avoided.

Fire drill nowadays has its place in 
the routine of every well-conducted 
scholastic establishment; nor can it 
b? doubted that the capacity for

prompt and intelligent action thus 
inculcated in the minds of young peo­
ple of both sexes bas. in. emergedey, 
proved the means of preventing ap­
palling disaster. But «while this 
capacity for combined action is very 
desirable, there seems to be a danger 
of fostering it at the expense of what 
one may term ‘fire education.’ Every 
child should be taught, by means of 
precept and experiment, what to do 
when a fire breaks out in his own 
house. He should be instructed how 
to go to work coolly and methodically, 
either to extinguish the flames, 
if. necessary—to escape from 
building. Lessons of this kjnd im­
parted by practical methods, would 
become a source of strength in after 
life, and would go far to check the 
recurrence of fire outbreaks, with

'V, their entailed loss of life and capital.
' Tajce, for example, the case of an 

overturned- oil-lamp. There is a sud­
den and alarming blaze ; but -if action 
is taken at once, the damage may be 
confined to'the carpet, cloth, or what­
not upon which the lattip actually 
lies. To throw water on the con­
flagration is useless. The burning oil 
will only be forced over 6 larger area.' 
The aim should b^to absolb the oil 
and smother the flame as much as 
possible, and this may be best done 
by means of somç non-inflammable 
powder—such as flour, sand, earth 
from the garden, or anything of the 
kind.

Another point worth remembering 
is the use of the soda-water syphon 
as an extinguisher. Suppose that a 
lamp or candle has ignited a curtain 
an8 that the flame has run up the 
fabric. A syphon of soda-water 

or— squirted over thé flames, will work 
the wonders. Not only does the forer 

with which the liquid leaves the tube 
allow of its being directed well above 
the operator’s head, but the carbonic- 
acid gas with which the water Is 
charged helps to deaden the flames.

How to act for one’s safety, or to 
assist another, in the case of burning 
clothing cànnot be better told-than to 
the words of Prof. John Marshall. He 
says: “If the dress of a woman 
catches fire, she should at once lie 
down on the floor, and should crawl to 
this position either to a bell-pull or 
a door, end call for assistance; or 
she should roll herself in a rug or 
blanket.. In the event of a man ren­
dering help," he should at once lay the 
patient down, take off his coat and 
roll her in it, unless he can obtain a 
blanket or rug, or roll her on the 
carpet. If a woman renders asisst- 
ance, she must be careful not to al 
low her own clothing to touch the 
victim, but to hold a rug or blanket in 
front of herself while approaching 
the flames. ■ •

Prompt action without rashness or 
self-balking hurry, is the keynote of 
success in fighting the fire fiend. This 
applies especially to those who wake 
from sleep to find the house on fire 
Not a moment should be lost, but 
there should be no wild rushing from 
a window to a door and back again 
First an attempt should be made to 
get down the stairs. To escape 
through passages filled with suffocat 
ing smoke, tie a wet handkerchief 
over the mouth and nose, then crawl 
on the ha’nds and knees, for the smoke 
tends to rise with the hot air, and 
will be less dense close to the floor.

But if the whole of the lower part 
of the house is burning, and escape 
by means of the stairs is impossible, 
preparations must be made for leav­
ing through the window. Tie all the 
sheets and blankets together by means 
of ’reef-knots,’ which will not slip, no 
matter how much strain is put upon 
them. Then drop the bedding or mat- 
tirsa from the window, in order that 
there may be some kind of break in 
the event of a possible fall. Finally, 
make one end of your improvised fire 
escape fast to the bedpost, drop the 
other end from .the window, and after 
making sure that it reaches to, or al­
most to the ground, go down it boldly 
hand over hand. It should be added 
that in the case of inexperienced per­
sons. there is always considerable 
risk of a dangerous fall resulting 
from this’ means of exit; therefore it 
should be undertaken only, when all 
other means of escape have failed.

In conclusion, a few words may be 
added respecting the treatment of 
burns and scalds prior to the arrival 
ol a doctor. The main point to bear 
In mind is that the air is to be ex­
cluded from the affected part as 
quickly as possible. This may be done 
by dredging the pant thickly with 
flour—if the skin is not broken—and 
not disturbing It for some time.

Any vegetable oil—such as salad. 
s,wee^, or linseed—may be used with 
advantage, a rag, being soaked with 
it and used to cover the wound. A 
very good application is made by mix­
ing equal parts of linseed oil am’ 
lime water, forming ‘carron oil.’

Finally, it cannot be too strongl> 
impressed that all clothing covering 
a burn must be removed with the ut­
most care. Never try to withdraw 
the injured limb, but cut the clothing 
away—in small pieces, if necessary— 
so that the injured surface may no: 
bo more damaged. Never hold a hurt 
in front of the fire, according to thi 
popular practice; this only increase? 
the injury. Have your oil or othe> 
application ready for immediate us» 
as soon as tha clothing has been re­
moved.—(Percy Collins, in the ‘Scien 
tific American.')

They plan «-sea voyage, to land at 
sqme port or ports, there to stretch 
their limbs after the ship voyage pnd 
see points, of interest ashore. Now 
these people have money to spend on 
this vacation or voyage of récupéra- 1 
tien, and they want to èpend it on 
their pleasures and comforts on this 
trip en pleasure bent. They will, 
moreover, if -the place or places they 
visit glye the attraction ^nd the end 
desired stay awhile jt there is fitting 
accommodation for the'to, and if they 
can find some one to guide and in­
form jhem wperp to go, ami what to 
see, Otherwise they return with but 
a poor opinion of that place as their 
wants demand. Here, in and around 
St John’s is as Ideal-a placet for these 
people to oome • for these purposes as

there is to be found |n this fair world. 
In climate and scenery we cannot b< 
surpassed, combining the. conveni­
ences of city life, viz., the Postal and 
Telegraph facilities, with a nearbj 
intercourse with rural life.- With ont 
exception, a vital exception, the lack 
ot hotel accommodation, and to these 
people the modern hotel Is a vita:

And in our endeavours to keep these 
people coming here to offer them In- 
dugements to prolong tbSlr stay. They 
do not cotne for business but pleasure 
and health, rest and .recreation, The 
sea trip has cleared the cobwebs from 
-tjieir brains and they land here full o*
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vim and energy, and looking fpr some­
thing to see and somebody to show 
them where to go and see the local 
points of interest here and around St. 
John's. They want some person or 
persons to take them in hand and in 
an intelligent manner show and ex­
plain to them what they want to 
know, to send or bring them to those 
beautiful health-giving spots here, 
and to make their stay *so pleasant 
that they will return and bring others 
with them.
