The president’s
cabinet is an as-
sembly of well-
meaning citizens
who carry about
a load of care
and the electoral
vote of several
states. The ca-
binet's duty is to
read the presi-
dent's messages
in the original
out uttering any
manuscript with-
crude comments about the spelling
and punctuation. Nothing will lose a
cabinet officer his job quicker than a
delicate intimation that the president’s
orthography needs a fresh coat of
thought. Cabinet officers are always
chosen on account of their acquaint-
ance with the best literary style and
the leading politicians of the doubtful
states, and sometimes they are able
to dispense with the former. The
cabinet is the mouthpiece of the pre-
sident, and as such is very useful in
great crises, such as quelling an in-
surgent uprising or assuring Wall
street that nobody intends to confis-
cate its hard-earned savings. A cab-
inet officer always speaks for the ad-
ministration when his speech makes'a
popular hit and is played up on the
front page, but when it is a rhetorical
and diplomatic frost, it is billed in the
evening edition as an irresponsibl¢
and unofficial utterance born of the
exuberance of the occasion. When-
ever this happens, the ceremony of
introduction to the president has to be
gone through with at the next cabinet
meeting. Cabinet officers draw $12.-
500 a year.and s0o many six-courss
dinners that they have to lunch or
calomel between meals. They work
in perfect harmony until some mem-
ber is requested to resign in arder tc
allay irritation in some close state
A cabinet officer is always consulted
about federal appointments in his owr
state when he is loyal to the admin-
istration and the two senators are in
Europe. As this seldom happens at
the same time, the cabinet is freec
from the vulgarizing influences of the
spoils system and doesn’t have to
give the parlor bedroom to any politi-
cian on earth,

In
his earlier years Mr. Wadden was 2
prominent member of the B. I. S. and
took a deep interest in its affairs. Be-
ing enterprising and industrious Mr.
Wadden made a splendid competence
for himself and acquired much- pro-
perty in the city. Five sons and a
number of grand and great-grand-
children survive him and to them the
Telegram extends its sympathy.

Darrow’s Arrest

Now Hinted At.

Chief Counsel for McNamara Denies
All Knowecldge of Alleged Jury
Bribing.

Los Angeles, Cal.,, Nov. 30-—-Thanks-
giving Day brings a day of respite to
those engaged in the attempt to bring
the Times dynamite conspiracy case
to trial.

Bert. H. Franklin, chief of the spe-
cial investigators employed by coun-
sel for McNamara, was arraigned
yvesterday on a charge of bribery of a
venireman, with Henry T. Gage, for-
merly Governor of California, and
once Minister of Portugal, as counsel.
He pronounced the effort to have an
immediate preliminary hearing to be
a political plot, and threatened to
leave thé case. " He obtained an ex-
tension of two days, instead of- ten,
for which he agked. Gage is said to
have been paid a ‘retainer of $10,000
to defend Franklin, the money . com-
ing from the McNamara defence fund.
The lawyers engaged in defending
McNamara- stoutly deny all connec-
tion with the Franklin bribery case.
There are rumors, however, that the
arrest of Clarence Darrow, chief coun-
sel for the defence, is contemplated
by District Attorney Fredericks.

It develops that the arrest of
Franklin was brought ahout through
the agency of Priscilla Hitchcock, a
stenographer in Frederick’s office,
and a student of eriminology.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear 'Sir,—Is it not astounding that
a man’ claiming to have had twenty
vears of journalistic experience, and
who according -to Sir Edward Morris
is the one, “than whom I know of no-
body in the country better able to do
the su‘bject the fullest justice?” These
words are from the “Foreword” to the
incomprehensible bundle of errors,
‘“Wewfoundland in 1911." God help
ofir poor country if that book is to be
taken as a sample product ‘of her best
intelléct. I am inclined to think that
Sit Edward had regard to that part of
the book only which treats so kindly
oi the Morris Administration.

There are peoplé in this country of
every whit as goofl judgment as Mr.
McGrath, who do not see eye to eye to
him in that respect either. It is no
great' credit to Sir Edward Morris to
be the god-father of Mr. McGrath's
book. 1 did not intend that this re-
view should develop a politieal as-
pect, ‘but one cannot help remarking
the prominence given to the Morris
Government by the author. KEven the
London Times comments on this
phase of the book. It says, “Mr. Ac-
Grath also pays somewhat marked al-
legiance to the powers that be, for as
the present P¥ime Minister of Néw-
foundland ifitroduces the book and its
author, so the author devotes a chap-
ter to Sir ‘Edward Marris as ‘the Man
of the Hour,” and anothér chapter ‘to
‘the Morris Government's Werk."’
Morris praises MecGrath and MeGrath
praises Morris, forming as it were a
kind of mutual admiration club. It is
quite plain that the book was written
not so much to forward this country
as to boost Sir Edward Morris and
party.

It would be too bare-faced entir:zly
to issue a book openly to praise the
Morris party, so recourse was had to
the flimsy expedient of publishing a
book with a kind of.blind title. The
tawdry raiment of prtended history
cannot conceal that which is intended
in a covert way to be the embodiment
of the work. The man or party that
finds it necessary to be treated - to
such fudsome flattéry, especially to
have that adulation insinuated be-
tween the leaves of what purports to
be a treatise on Newfoundland, must
be in desperate straits indeed.

The book is a rancid coating to a
rotten pill.

I have digressed spmewhat from
my original intention, let us go back
to where we left off, our review of Mr.
McGrath’s geography of * Newfound-
land. I have proven that the com
piler of ‘“Caliban” has not much
knowledge of the physical features of
this country. I will now prove that
he is ignorant of the exact position of
Newfoundland in relation to other
' parts of the globe. If you will turn
up page 22 of the reliable book you
will see what I mean.

On that page we are told that “St.
John’s, near the southern extremity
of the Island is in the same latitude as
Paris, and its northern point at Belle
Isle Strait, is in that of Edinburgh.”
The Scottish capital is in the latitude
of Davis Inlét, just south of Nain,
:Labrador. The latitude of Edinburg
K is somewhere about 55 degrees, 55
Fmin., N., whilst that of Cape Norman
is 51 degrees, 38 min., N. There are
